All this, however, does no! excuse
the careless and inetlicient farmer
T'wo farmers live and work side by
side Both have the same numober
of acres, and the same amount of
capital invested. To both the same
knowledge of good methods is avail-
able. Oune of them directs his labor,
arranges his crops, selecis his stock,
keeps them  healthy and  thrifty,
keeps his land “tican, maintains his
soil fertility, sells his produce to ad
vantage, and succeeds. The other is
haphazard He has no plans, or
wrong plans, His stock are poor in
quality, and ill-fed. His fences are
broken down, and his land overrun
with weeds. He is going behind year
by year. We all know men of both
types. The difference Is a difference
in farm management. — President
