It might be of interest for me
to mention my experience at
Macdonald College where we
grew about 20 acres of potatoes
for use at the College. I found it
impossible to secure a profitable
crop without importing New
Brunswick seed each year. The
summers were hot, and very
dry, which condition it scems
brings about a tuber develop-
ment lacking in vitality. The
tubers looked good for seed but
when planted alongside import-
ed seed it would not nroduce a
crop by one-third as good. and
the second year was about
worthless. Thus a potato tuber
may. be so weakened in vitality

for profitable crop production

The Macdorald College soil is a
favorable one for Rhizoctonia,
and in the fall at digging time
the tubers were covered with
the black spots indicating the
presence of this disease.

Here again there were condii-
ions that were successfully com-
batted only by using seed from
sections where tubers of high
vitality were produce! The soil
was so impregnated with the
disease that treating the tubers
was of no value. The low vital-
ity in the tubers grown from im-
ported seed was without d mbt
largely due to the heat and ab-
sence of moisture rather than
Rhizoctonia, although this was

Would it not be possible
l‘l’or farmers to organize in cer-
tain sections for the purpose of
growing under the same condit-
ions seed from the different
farms in the section? If this is
done and the seed of strongest
vitality determined it would
serve as a basis for future effec-
tive slection work and put the
grower on the inside track of
causes leading to low vitality in
his seed stock. My experience
leads me to believe that there is
as much difference between the
same variety from different
farms if grown under similar
conditions as there is between
varieties grown under similar
conditions. We should therefore
before starting selection work
round up the groups of strong-
est vitality and use these for sel-
ection work.

I am in favor of the hill sel-
ection with good stock to start
with but it seems to me it will
be better for all concerned to
place hill selection work in the
hands of eertain ones rather
than for each to attempt to do
the work for himself. I am con-
vinced that there is more differ-
ence in the product from differ-
ent fields than there will be
from selected and unselected
hills in the same field. T can see
