THE CIGARETTE BILL

There is an evident disposition in
the Dominion Parliament to shelve the
legislation sought to prohibit the im-
portation, manufacture and sale of cig-
arettes, It will be remembered tbat
early in the session a resolution endors.

That
resolntion, of course, was simply an

HURRAH FOR CANADA !

For some time a keen ocompetition
for pre-eminence in the English market
has existed between wind mill manu-
facturers, domestic and foreign. The
English mills are heavier than those
made on this oontinent, and the
United States manufacturers were
geining a foothold in England with
their light, cheap mills. The werits
of the mills made by the Goold, Shap-
ley and Muir Co, of Brantford, Can-
ads, were also reoeinng mo.gnmon
abroad. and a leading agricultural
association finally decided upon having
a test, near the city of London, in
order to decide the relatiye merits all
mills offering in England. The test
was that each will should draw water
200 feet and force it up 200 feet, and
should run continuously, night and
day, tor two menths.

The competition started on the ﬁrlt
of March, and. on the tenth of April
all the United States mills were out
of the running, and only four English
mills and a mill put up hy the Goold,
Shapley & Muir Co. continued to do
business. Last week Lord Strathcona
cabled Ottawa that the Brantford mill
bad won out with honors. Mr. Thom-
as Berney, genera! agent for this
Cavadian mill, was advised by letter
from the firm on Saturday of the great
triumph achieved.

RMEN  POACHERS CAUGHT.

ats Confiscated and Men faken to
Port Colborne for Trial.

., Buffalo report: Four U. 8. fish-
ermen were arrested and two hoats,
one a gasoline fish tug and the
other a four-oared rowboat, were
oonfiscated by Canadian Government
officials yesterday. Two of the
men gave the names of James Cav-
apaugh and Geo. Derinbeck. The
prisoners, with two other men,were
fishing in Canadian wuters'ubove the
red cun buoy yesterday afternocon
when surprised by the Canadian
revenue cutter Petrel. The cutter
left Port Colborne yesterday morn-
Ing and, to escape detention, kept
close to the Canadian shore. The
Petrel arrived- at Windmill Point
about one o'clock yesterday after-
moon. Some of the crew went ashore
In 2 small boat. They walked out
on the point to a place where they
could view the lower end of tihe
daRe. I'rom this position they dis-
covered three boats about a mile
away. the occupants apparently fish-
ing. ‘They returned to the Petrel
and o few minutes later, the cut-

1ber of the firm to help him ‘out ofthe

captured onesof the small boats. The
two men wewe \taken aboa®d, but,
before the Petrel could get under
way again the second small boat had
passed the imaginary line.

The Petrel went back to whore the
men had been fishing and confiscated
several hundred feet of gill net, with
a large quantity of fish. "The nets
and filsh were loaded on to the Pet-
rel and will be used .as evidehce
against the American fishermen.

About. four years ago, a U. 8. fish
tug was confiscated and four fish-
ermen arrested. They were taken
to Port Colborne and each was fined
$50 and the vessel was taxed $600.
The men did not like the fine im-
posed and sent to friends on this side
to aid them. A well-known mem-
ber of a dredging firm here went
over to Canada to try to have the
fines lessened. He was also ar-
rested and fined $50. He did not
have the money with him, and it is
sald, he telegraphed to another mem-

touble. The second man crossed the
border, and he, too, was also arrest-
ed and fined $350. 'The same day a

HON. JUSTICE MILLS DEAD.

Distimguished Parliamentary and Justie-
fal Figuve in Canadian Life.

Ottawa, Ont., May 9.—Hon. David
Mills, Justice of the Supreme Court,
died at 10.80 o’clock last evening
from the bursting of a blood vessel.
Death was very sudden. He sat on
the bench in the Supreme Court yes-
terday morning. Death resulted be- i
fore medical aid could be summoned. '
Justice Mills moved to Ottawa -
few months ago. The family sur- |
vivors are the widow, sons, Walter \
Mills, barrister; of Ridgetown, and F
David, and one daughter.

The late Judge was a descendant
of an old Puritan family, which went
from Plymouth to Holland in Char-
les the First’s time, thence to New
England with the Puritans, and to
Nova. Scotia at the time of the Am-
erican revolution. He was a son of
Nathaniel Mill, who came from No- ,
va Scotia to Ontario in 1817, De-
ceased was born in the Township of .
Oxford, Kent County, in March,
183F, and
University,
Ontario Bar in 1888, made Q.C. in
1890, and raised to the Supreme '
Court Bench on Feb. 7, 1903, He
held briefs for the Province of On-
tario in many notable constitutional
Cases, beginning in 1872 with the
defence of the northwestern bound-
ary of the Province. In 1884 he
Wwas one of the counsel employed in |
the case before the Privy Council,
and later represented the Province in
the cases relating to Indian titles :
and Queen’s counsel.

As a Parliamentarian Mr, Mills’
career was equally distinguished. En-
tering the House of Commons at
confederation as member for Both-
well, he sat continuously for that
constituency until 1896, with the ex-
ception of one session after the gen-
eral election of 1882, During the
Mackenzic regime he held the port-
folio of Minister of the Interior from
1876 to 1878. He was appointed
Senator in 1896, and in November,
1897, succeeded Sir Oliver Mowat as
Minister of Justice in Sir Wilfrid
Laurier’s Cabinet, which post  he,
beld until his elevation to the Su-
preme Court Bench on Feb. 7, 1903,

Mr. Mills' represented Canada at |
the colonial conference in London in l
1901, when representatives were call- |
ed together to consider the estab- |
lishment of a new Court of Appeal |
for the Empire. !

Commentary.—I. The charges
agalnst' Paul (vs. 1-0) Within five
days tle high priest, Ananias, to-
gether with representatives from
the Sanhedrin, accompanied by a
professional erator, Tertullus, ar-
rived in Caesarea to present their
charges against Paul. Tertullus be-
gan by flattering Felix, as one who
had done great and noble deeds, and
who had greatly advaneed the gov-
ernment. This was not in keeping
with the truth for “both Josephus
and Taciius represent -him as one
of the most corrupt and oppresive
rulers ever sent by, the Romans ip-
to Judea.”

II.  Paul’s defence (vs. 10-21). 10,
Paul——answered—Although twice
before Psaul had spoken what he
called a defence—first, before a vast
crowd of Jews in ‘the temple area,
and again before the assembled San-
hedrin—yet this is hs first actual
defence, as he now stands before an
