IN WORKING a large eyelet it is

Ssometimes necessary to cut the

material in the center of the cir-
cle thus: mark a esmall cross in the
center of the stamped eyelet, cut
through the four arms of this cross
& straight slash with sharp-pointed
gcissors, turn one of the cut sections
Pack and under with the point of the
needle and work over and over
stitches around the edge to the next
section, which should also be turned
back and under, in the same manner
described for the first section.

Repeat until the four sections have
been turned back and the edge of the
eyelet covered with the over and over
stitches,

Remember, in making large or
small eyelets, to take up on the neec-
dle, for each stitch, the least possi-
ble ampunt of material.

The Daisy Chain

HE double daisy chain is one of
T the new features for necklaces
and bracelets, dog ccllars and
dress trimmings. The chaln is really
not made of dalsies at all, but of for-
get-me-nots, that dainty blue flower
with a pale yellow center.
In the single flower chaln only two
colors are required for the beads,
namely, forget-me-not blue and a pale

yellow. The beads are opaque,

For the double chain three colors
are required, the blue and the yvellow,
and either transparent gold or silver

beads.
Tha method of stringing the beads for
the flower chainsg is extremely simple.

Pour the beads iInto a saucer and
thread a bead needle, which is noth-
ing more than a No. 10 or 12 em-

broidery needle, with a length of D
sewing silk.

The thread may be about one vard
long, but this is a matter of choice,
since the thread can be pieced at any
point. Plck the beads up on the point
of the needle.

An addition can be made to the
chains by stringing large oval beads,
either blue or white, between.

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.

Coal.—Coal lands may be purchased
at $10 per acre for soft coaland $20f0r|
anthracite. Not more than 320 acres|
can be acquired by one individual or
company. Royalty at the rate of ten
cents per ton of 2000 pounds shall be
collected on the gross output.

Quartz.—~A free miner’s certiticate is
granted upon payment in advance of $5
per annum _for an individual, and from
$50 to $100 per annum for 1 company,
accordingto capital,

A free miner having discovered miner-
eral in place may locatea claim 500 x
500 feet,

The fee for recording a claim is $5.

At least $100 must ba expended ona
claim each year or paid to the minin
recorder in lieu thereof, When £50
has been expended or paid, the locator
may upon having a survey made, and
upon complying with other requirements
purchase the land at $1 per acre.

The patent prov ides for the payment
of a royalty of 2 1-2 per cent on the
sales.

PLACER mining claims generally
are 100 feet square; entry fee $5, re-
newable yearly.

A free miner may obtain two leases to
dredge for gold of five miles each for a
term of twenty years, renewable at the
discretion of the Minister of the Inter-
ior

A;\'Y oven numbered eection of PDominion
Lande in Mauanitoba or the North-yvest
Provinces, excepting 8 and 26, not reserved, may
be homesteaded 5y any person who is the sole
head of a family, or any male over18 years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter gection of 160
acres, more or legs,

Application for homestead entry or inepection
must be made in pereon by the applicant at the
oftice of the 1ocal Agent or dSub-pagent.

The homesteader is required to perform the
conditions conunected therewith uuder one of
the following plans:

1 At least six month's residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each year for three
years.

2 1f the father (or mother, if the father is
deceased) of the homsteader resides upon a faurm
in the vicinity of the lund entered for the re
guirements as to residence may be satistied by
guch pereon reeiding with the father or mother.

3 If the settler has his permanent residence
upon farming land owned by him in the vicinity
of hie homestead, the requirements as to resi-
dence may be satisfied by residence upon the
said land.

Six months® netice in writing should be given
to the Commissioner of Dominioa Lands at
Ottawa of intentivn t» apply for patent.
