VS. THE PEOPLE.

Great Campaign of Oratory to Begin—Elec­
tions In January—All Parties In Fray.

London, Deo. 1.—The political crisis | 
caused b ythe unprecedente daction of 
the House of Lords in refusing its con­
sent to the Government’s budget, is de­
veloping rapidly. The Cabinet, which 
had already determined upon the policy 
it would pursue in this event, had an 
unusually early meeting this morning 
to consider the wording of a motion ' 
which Premier Asquith will ask the j 
House of Commons to adopt . This mo j 
tion will constitute a remonstrance j 
against what the Liberals contend was j 
in invasion by the peers of the rights : 
of the Lower House.

All the members of the Cabinet were I 
present at the meeting. The fact that 
there was not a remote possibility of ; 
learning what transpired within did not ; 
discourage the great crowd that gather j 
ed in the street and its numbers finally

caused a large force of police to be sum­
moned to prevent a possible demonstra-

Debate on the Premier’s motion it is 
expected will be brief, the speeches by 
prearrangement being confined to the 
leaders of the Unionist Liberal Labor 
and Irish parties. Parliament will be 
prorogued doubtless until the middle of 
January, but the choice of a date is a 
mere formality as the present House 
comes to an end, bv dissolution early in 
the year. The election campaign will 
open in earnest on Friday, when David 
Lloyd-George, Chancellor of the Exche­
quer, and Winston Spencer Churchill, 
President of the Board of Trade, who 
are held chiefly responsible for the bud- j 
get, and Lord Lansdown and J. Austen j 
Chamberlain, the most ardent opponents ;

BOUGHT ROAD.
President Hays, of G. T. P., Puts 

Throngh Negotiations.

New York. Nov. 30.—Chas. M. Hays, 
president of the Grand Trunk Railway, 
arrived there to-day, bought a railroad 
and by nightfall was heating it back 
again lor the Canadian border.

Before leaving this afternoon Mr. 
Hays said that the road lie had purchas­
ed was only a little one, a hundred miles 
long, but was needed by the Grand 
Trunk Western.

“It is the Pontiac, Oxford & Northern 
Railroad, and it is in northern .Michi­
gan,” said Mr. Hays, “and connects with 
the Grand Trunk Western at Pontiac. I 
cannot name the consideration, but we 
are taking o\-er the obligations of the 
railroad and paying a sum in cash. It 
will not be necessary to issue more stock 
or bonds of the Grand Trunk.”

Mr. Hays said that there is only 400 
miles of the G. T. P. from Winnipeg to 
the coast not either partially or wholly 
completed. but he hoped to be through 
in two or three years.

“We have not figured out in Canada 
just yet what effect the new American 
tariff is going to have op ns,” said Mr. 
Hays in answer to a question.

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who Is the sole head of a fam­
ily, or any male over 18 years old, may 

homestead a quarter-section ot available 
Dominion land In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear In per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or sub- 
Agency of the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any age nay on certain conditions, 
by father, mother, son. daughter, brother or 
sister of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months' residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three ye&ra 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
his homestead on a farm of at least 80 acre#, 
solely owned and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, son. daughter, brother or sla­

in certain conditions a homesteader In good 
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside hk homestead. Price 93.00 per acre. 
Duties—Must reside six months in each of 
six years from date of homestead entry (in­
cluding the time required to earn home- 
etead patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted the home­
stead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption 
may take a purchased homestead In certain 
districts. Price 93.00 per acre. Duties—Must 
reside six months In each of three years, 
cultivate fifty acree and erect a house worth 
9300.00.

BODY IN
BATH TUB.

Police Think Brooklyn Woman 
Was Murdered.

Her Aged Aunt Held Uader 
Suspicion.

Suspicious Finds in the Honse of 
Mystery.

New \ork, Dec. 1.—The gruesome 
death of Mrs. O. W. Snead, a young 
Brooklyn woman, whose body was found 
in a bath tub iu a vacant house in East 
Orange, N. J., yesterday, was still a 
mystery to-day, though the police had 
taken into vustody the victim’s aged 
aunt, Miss Virginia Wardlaw, and 
charged her with the crime.

Clues to-day led the detectives to 
Fiat bush, Brooklyn, where they tried 
to establish connection between the 
death of Mrs. Snead and happenings in 
a so-called “House of Mystery,” in 
the Brooklyn suburb, where Miss Ward- 
law, Mfs. ."Snead and two strange ladies 
lived until recently.

When Mrs. Snead's dead body was 
found in the East Orange house, it was 
at first believed that she committed sui­
cide. Investigation, however, led the 
police to believe that the woman was 
drowned, and apparently contradictory 
stories told by Miss Wardlaw caused her 
detention Further probing disclosed 
that Mrs. Snead had an insurance pol­
icy of $20.000 on her life.

Search of the “House of Mystery” in 
Brooklyn, revealed blood stains in vari­
ous rooms. In the kitchen stove the po­
lice found human hair, humau bones 
and tiv skull of a young child.

The detectives have ordered the cellar 
and floors torn up.

Mrs. Snead’s husband disappeared last 
summer.

WHEN WE FLY.
Chief Justice Baldwin, of Connecticut, 

in a recent lecture touched on some of 
the problems likely to bo presented to 
the courts by the navigation of the air. 
Many of these will suggest themselves 
to the reader, and legislatures will he 
called upon to make new laws defining 
and regulating rights and privileges in

Suppose that we pass over the use of 
the airship by smugglers and criminals, 
there remains to 1** derided a very im­
portant class of questions affecting t heir 
operation. What are the rights of the 
owners of the land over which airships 
must pass? The old doctrine that tin- 
owner of the land owns “all above to 
heaven and all below to hell," would 
seem to leave no airway for the aviator, 
without- trespass: unless, indeed, hi-* 
shin canal could lie steered directly over 
highways or bodies of water. If the 
owner of the land cannot maintain pre­
tensions to this ownership, how high 
doer his control extend*.UAnd how is it 
to lie settled when an airship is high 
enough not to lie trespassing? If the 
Government, eon restrict the owner of 

°j the soil to 50 feet in height, would lie 
u | b*' trespassing if his buildings towered 
^ I aloft 60 feet? And if he ran be re 

i alrieted to 50 feet, why not to 5 feel.

! The right to navigate the air is belli 
by Chief .lusUrc Baldwin not to Ik* a 
natural right. It must, therefore, bo 
conferred by legislation, ami In* exercised 
with «lue regard to the personal and pro­
perty rights» of others. The air naviga­
tor must bear all the risks. Let us sup­
pose that “rifles of the road" have lieen 
agieed upon, and that the proprietory 
rights of the owners of the land defined. 
It follows that there must yet lie enor­
mous difficulty in dealing with cases 
arising. It may Ik* very hard to prove 
whether-an aviator is to lip held for 
damages because he flew at 49 feet In­
stead of 50. Suppose an airship at a 
height- of a thousand, or five thousand, 
feet throws out a hag of ballast or jetti 
sons part of her cargo, which crashes 
through a farmer's house or kills a man 
in the street, what then? How is blame 
to he proven? The Barton murder mys­
tery. or “Who struck Billy .Patterson**” 
might be simple questions beside it. .Of 
course in the case of an airship becom­
ing unmanageable and crashing into a 
house, culpability might be proven; but 
if the culprit were pulverized in the 
crash, it might do little toward compen­
sating the house owner.

Then the risks to be assumed by pas­
sengers and “carriers" by airships are to 
be settled. Perhaps the safest way will 
be to let each bear his own. Even then 
difficult questions will arise. What will 
insurance companies do about aviation? 
Will policyholders be allowed to fly, or 
will indulgence in that sort of travel 
void their policies? These arc but a few 
of the problems which suggest them­
selves. The success of the aviator will 
present scores of others.

The Dominion Railway Conynis&ion 
has made an important decision to the 
effect that railway crossings in rural 
districts at present protected by bells 
which work automatically when a train 
is approaching must be further safe­
guarded by gates, particularly where the 
traffic warrants it. The expense of 
operating the gates is divided between 

j the railways and the townships.

The House of Commons last night 
gave the French treaty bill its second 
reading by a vote of 107 to 33. Al­
though they profess to regard the treaty 
as of little importance to Canada, 
Messrs. Borden. Foster, Monk, Osier 
and other leading Conservatives, after 
speaking in opposition to it, hastened to 
be recorded as voting for it when the 
division came.

Because the city has made a had bar 
gain with the Hydro-Electric. Commis­
sion for 1,000 horse power of current is 
no reason why it should shoulder more 
risk than is necessary by trying to use 
the 1:-.200-volt current to drive its mot 
ors. By all means step it down to a 
reasonable voltage. It will be cheaper 
and more convenient in the end, and 
ntay avoid very serious difficulties. Now 
that the Hydro clique have let the city 
in for the had bargain, they can hardly 
liaxe the cheek to object to this move 
to lessen danger and loss.

In the Toronto viaduct case counsel 
for the C. P. R. yesterday set up in the 
Supreme Court the argument that under 
an agreement made in 1856 the southern 
part of the esplanade was reserved ex­
clusively for railway purposes, and 
that, therefore, there are legally no 
streets south of the Esplanade. The 
contention is ,a surprise to the city. The 
argument was not finished when the 
court r«>sc.

In the action brought by Mrs. Felker 
against I lie MHiuigan Construction Com­
pany to prevent it from trespassing on 
her land to build the Hydro transmis­
sion line, the contention has been raised 
that the Ontario legislature cannot give 
the Ontario Power Company the right 
to take water from the Niagara River. 
The construction company objects to 
this pl«-n rm the ground fliat it raises 
an issue between the Hydro-Electric 
Commission and the Ontario Power Com­
pany. neither of which is a party to 
the action, and Unit the Hydro-Electric 
Commission is protected against any 
actions being brought against it.

•breaking of the Inquiry being made 
by the assessment committee of the On­
tario Legislature, tue Windsor Record 
describes it as “farcical.” It quotes the 
comments of the 'times where it pointed 
out that the Commission was making 
no atempt to found a hill upon sound 
general principles, and remarks that the 
Times’ fear that the hardships and injus­
tices of the present act would be made 
rc-alized. We think it is very much to 
be regretted that the committee did not 
avail itself of the vast amount of mat­
ter ready at its hand, and draft a new 
assessment act on sound general princi­
ples instead of attempting to patch up 
tho old measure.

Enthusiastic Meeting at First 
Congregational Church.

Speeches hÿ Candidates For Con­
troller and Others.

The enthusiasm and earnestness that 
marked the meeting of the temperance 
workers of ward 6, held in the lecture 
room of First Congregational Church 
last evening, was taken as evidence that 
success will crown their efforts in the 
coming campaign.

There were 
ten persons nominated, but on the sug­
gestion of Mr. E. .lames it was decided 
to cancel five of them, as Mr. James 
stated some of the persons named had 
no intention.- or aspiration of serving as 
an alderman.

Aid. G. 11. Lees was . present, and 
spoke briefly on last year’s campaign 
and the bright outlook for the coming 
one. He-said the question used to be 
brought up that the bar rooms xvere 
necessary for- the prosperity of other 
business, but it was liot so now, as the 
people were realizing that where the 
liar existed it was detrimental to every 
other business. He explain«*d that al­
though liquor had a food value, it xvus 
very small in comparison with other 
foods. The highest medicinal authori 
ties, including the King's physician, con­
demned its use for medicinal purposes. 
It was a poison and ought to be treat ed 
as other poisons. Mr. Lees stated that, 
an old argument used to be the revenue 
that was derived from the liquor traf­
fic, but that argument had not been 
beard for the last four or five years. 
It had lieen made clear that it cost the 
citv more to take care of the victims of 
intemperance then the small amount of 
revenue that the city received. Mr. Lees 
mijil that he had asked dealers why they 
were. in the liquor business, and they 
hail stated that if .they did not make 
money at it some person else xvould. 
lh Conclusion lie mentioned that only 
fifty-one votes bad lieen necessary last 
year to secure the reduction df licenses, 
and he felt .sure that the campaign 
would make ri clean sweep this time.

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HOUSE OF LORDS 
DEFEAT BUDGET.

Threw It Out by Vote of 350 to 75—Earl 
Crewe’s Warning—Appeal to Country.

FOR REJECTION ..............................350

FOR THE BUDGET............................. 75

London, Nov. 30—As midnight was 
being struck by Big Ben of West­
minster there shot up into the sky at 
various points in London rockets that 
were designed to tell the waiting mil­
lions of the metropolis that the House 
of Lords had “rejected" the budget. 
This, of course, was not the formula 
adopted by Lord Lansdowne and his 
followers, but the public generally re­
fuse to make fine distinctions, and the 
worn in everybody’s mouth is that the 
Lords have “rejected” Lloyd-George’s 
budget. The issue has been joined, 
and from now till some time in Janu­
ary next Great Britain and Ireland will 
be filled with the clang and turmoil 
of the contest, which may have a most 
momentous influence upon the destinies 
of the nation.

The House was crowded to the ut­
most. The brilliant, heraldically-em­
blazoned roof, the scarlet benches and 
the green carpet, with the flashing 
jewels of the peeresses in the gallery, 
made a gorgeous color setting. There 
was none of the excitement which at­
tends a critical division in the House of 
Commons, but instead an air of stately

Though Lord Curzon had sufficiently 
recovered from his indisposition to be 
able to address the House in favor of 
Lord Lansdowne’s motion, the feature of 
to-day’s oratory was the speech of the 
Archbishop of York, who. in his maiden 
speech in the House of Lords, declared 
that he hod no fear of the cry of ! 
Socialism, and that the budget was not I 
bad enough to justify the unprecedented 
amendment moved by Lord Lansdowne. 
A tall figure, robed in white, with a 
clean-shaven face, making him look 
like a stalwart boy, the archbishop 
extended a warning hand toward the 
Unionist peers and bade them note 
that there was a handwriting on the 

° wall. This was only one of several 
references made to “mend ’em or 
end ’em,’’ which a few advanced Radi­
cals are hoping to make the dominant 
issue in the coming electoral campaign.

The exact course to 1m* followed by 
the Government after the Commons 
have reaffirmed the budget. as they 
will do on Thursday, has not yet been 
decided upon. The weight of prob­
ability Is in favor of the propagation

budget, he said that as both of theie 
had previously been rejected by the 
House of Lords it w’ould destroy all the 
power of the upper House if the Lords 
were unable to veto the finance bill, in 
which these were now included. He as­
serted that the budget had already 
drawn capital from the country to an 
alarming extent, had stunned the build­
ing trade and increased unemployment.

They were told that the rejection of 
the bill would cause financial chaos, Lut 
Lord Lansdowne’s offer of assistance in 
order to avoid inconvenience had not 
been cordially received by the Govern­
ment. Therefore, he said, if chaos came, 
the responsibility would rest upon the 
Ministry. The Government wanted a 
single chaml>er independent of any check, 
while the Lords laid lieen fighting for 
one principle—namely, the separation of 
the judicial and administrative func­
tions. Unless they could establish t'.ii* 
principle, what was to become of local 
authorities and individuals?

The people, Lord Cawdor concluded, 
could get rid of the decision of the sec­
ond chamber by an election, but they 
could get rid of an autocratic single 
chamber only by revolution.

The Earl of Crewe, Secretary of 
State for the Colonies and Lord Privy 
Seal, closed the debate in a speech 
frequently interrupted by Ministerial 
cheers. Lord Lansdowne’s amend­
ment, he contended, was the negation 
of all precedent and flouted all usage. 
All agreed that it was necessary this | 
year to raise a large amount of extra 
money by taxation because of the 
claims of national defence and the 
adoption of old-age pensions.

The sum total of the long debate 
he declared, was that the Opposition 
Reside red the Government’s method 
oi raising money illusory, and that 
that justified revolution.

Turning to the charge that since the 
introduction of the budget capital was 
leaving the country and there had 
been a serious fall in securities, the 
Earl of Crewe said that he admitted 
capital was limited, and that some 
people had been induced by what they 
had heard to sell British securities 
and invest abroad.

London. Nov. 30.—In direct disreg^J 
of the advice of some of its ablest and 
oldest members, such a* Thirds Rosebery.

THE FRENCH 
TREATYPASSES

Leader Berdee Shirked the Vote 
Lait Night.

Vote Wa* One Hundred and Seven 
to Thirty Three.

Several of the Tories Voted With 
the Government.

Ottawa, Nov. 30.—By 107 votes to 33 
the House of Commons to-night approv­
ed of the amended commercial treaty 
with France, after a debate which dis 
closed a curious cleavage in the ranks 
of the Opposition. When the original 
treaty was approved, on March 3, 1908, 
the vote was 103 to 5, the Conservative 
dissidents at that time being Dr. Chis­
holm and Messrs. Jackson, Lancaster, 
Marshall and Owen. To-night a number 
of the Opposition members who formerly 
supported the treaty voted against it. 
while the following fourteen sided with 
the Government: Messrs. Foster, George 
Taylor, Roche, Osier, Monk, Nan tel, Dan­
iel, Blondin, Meighen, Jameson, Boyce, 
Paquet, Taylor (New Westminster), and : 
Doherty. Mr. Borden who took part in 
the debate and stated that he was not 
prepared to vote against the treaty was 
absent when the division was taken, lhe 
bill ratifying the treaty having been 
read a second time, was passed through 
the committee, and now stands for third 
reading.

ADMISSION OF CATTLE.
Mr. Fielding, in moving the second 

reading of the bill approving of the 
treaty, explained that the opposition 
encountered in the French Senate came 
from the agricultural interests, who 
were alarmed by some of the concession* 
given to Canada in the agricultural 
schedule, particularly with reference to 
cattle. X)n looking into the matter, the 
Minister of Finance found that the cattle 
trade between Canada and France had 
been inconsiderable, and that Canada’s 
interests were not likely to he affected 
by a qualification of the provision re­
lating to the exportation of cattle. 
Consequently it was proposed to add to 
the four items in the treaty dealing 
with cattle the qualifying words, “to 
the exclusion of fat cattle ready for the 
butcher." That meant that Canada still 
reserved the right to send to France un­
der the treaty cattle which were not 
ready for the butcher, but which were 
to be finished in France before they 
passed to the slaughter-house.

Another point raised touched direct 
importation. Switzerland, which is en­
titled to favored-nation treatment, was 
interested in knowing from what port 
she would ship her goods to Canada. 
The view of the Government was that 
Switzerland might send her goods to 
Canada by way of any country enjoying 
the benefits of the whole Canadian pre- . 
ferential tariff, and that interpretation 
was accepted by the imperial Go\ em­
inent. But the French Government’s in­
terpretation was that goods might be 
shipped by way of any country which 
had the benefit of the Canadian inter­
mediate tariff not necessarily in full, but 
in respect of particular goods specified 
in the trettiy. As Canada’s aim wa* to 
secure a direct transatlantic trade be­
tween France und Canada, and as that 
aim would not l>c affected by tlie French 
interpretation of the importation clause, 
the Canadian Government decided to ac­
cept it. The countries which, by reason 
of their fa cored-nation treatment, 
would enjoy the benefits of the treaty 
in respect to articles therein specified 
were the Argentine Republic, Austria, 
Hungary, Bolivia, Colombia, Denmark, 
Japan, Russia, Spain, Sweden, Vene­
zuela, Norway nn<l Switzerland.

MR. BORDEN DOUBTS.
Mr. Borden doubted whether the 

treaty would have any effect in improv­
ing trade relations between Fiance und 
Canada. “It is hoped,” he said, “that 
we may have, under the British flag, 
some day in the. mit distant future, a 
system of mutual preference, and 1 doubt 
very much the wisdom of complicating 
our tariffs by treaty provisions which 
would prevent Canada from ftflly enter­
ing into such a system of mutual prefer­
ences." However, he was not prepared 
to vote against the treaty on that ac­
count, Iwcause there was a provision

000.000 worth of wheat, while her im­
portations of flour amounted to 6,887, 
000 franee; oats. 50,000.000 francs; bar­
ley, 26,000,000 francs; grains, 76,000,000 
francs; horses, 11.000,000 francs ; eggs. 
3,000,000 francs, and cheese, 48.000,000 
francs. It was in hope of obtaining a 
share of that large market that Canada 
had concluded the treaty. In addition 
there was a great market in France 
for wood, for in one year she imported 
20.000,000 francs’ worth. As for agri­
cultural implements, the view entertain­
ed by the manufacturers in Canada Avas 
that they might succeed in capturing the 
French trade in that line altogether. 
Dealing with Mr. Armstrong’s plea for 
better relations with Germany. Sir Wil­
frid said he was not satisfied with these 
relations, but the fault was not that of 
Canada, but of Germany herself. “We 
should endeavor to push commercial 
relation» forward in all parts of the 
world. To Great Britain. Canada had 
opened her door wide, in the hope that 
some time or other she would receive 
similar treatment in the mother coun­
try, but it was possible to give Britain
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232 Robinson Street
preferential treatment xvithout injuring 
Canada’s relations Avith other coun­
tries. While the benefits of the in­
termediate tariff Avould lie extended to 
France, Canada still reserved to Great 
Britain the preferential tariff.

Mr. David Henderson avus against the 
double tariff. He Avould be charged with 
disloyalty if he denounced the British 
preference, so he Avould content himself 
with saying that the great increase in 
the cost of living which had come about 
during the last ten years was due to 
the double tariff.

Hon. Wm. Paterson dealt very ef- 
fectix'ely Avith some of the arguments 
advanced by the opponents of tho 
treaty, and showed that with direct 
communication established betAveen 
France and Canada, and in view of 
the vast markets in France, there Avas 
every reason to expect that the bene­
fits to the Canadian farmer would be 
substantial.

The result of the division Avas hailed 
with loud cheers by the Liberals. The 
Conservatives who voted for the treaty 
two years ago and voted against it to­
night were Messrs. Plain. Henderson. 
Lake, Sproule, White (Renfrew), and 
Wilson, of Lennox.

on the eve of her departure for England

“Men do not recognize that women arc 
human.” she went on. “They have 
placed women in a sub-human position 
between the animal and the human.”

The crowd cheered and applauded Mrs. 
Pankhurst wildly, and adopted a resolu­
tion denouncing the arrest in London 
recently of Miss Olive Paul, a militant 
American suffragette.

WON MANUEL.
Lily Elsie Captivâtes Heart of Kiag 

of Portugal.

Passed tke Princesses—Didn’t See 
Alexandra of Fife.

New York, Nov. 30.—A London des­
patch to the American says:

Young King Manuel, whose coming 
hither set the hearts of all the royal 
pricesses a-flutter with fears of being 
chosen Queen of stormy Portugal, has 
gone away without so much as men­
tioning the matter of marriage.

The dashing royal youth made it plain 
that, while he is always a gracious cav­
alier, he will court no princess who is 
afraid of him and his troubled. throne. 
He seemed pleased in the company of 
Princess lx>uise of Battenberg, the 
cousin of the Queen of Spain ; he was 
merry in his attentions to Princes# Vic­
toria, King Edward’# unmarried daugh­
ter, at the Drury Lane Theatre; but the 
only damsel in England whom he really 
acclaimed and got enthusiastic about 
was Lily Elsie, the actress, whom he 
saw at Daly's.

King Manuel did not even meet the 
Princess Alexandra of Fife, who, it was 
rumored at his coming, had been chosen 
by King IM ward as the brightest at­
traction for the royal eye. Her parents, 
the Duke and Duchess of Fife, arc un­
derstood to be firmly opposed to such a 
match, mainly on the ground of the dif­
ference in religious faith.

In an Incautious moment it was ar­
ranged that Manuel should see the play 
at Daly’s, where Lily Elsie, creator of 
the "Merry Widow’s” title role, is star­
ring. The King had eyes for none but 
the pretty actress. He attended the 
play three times during hi# stay in Ix>8- 
don. He declared Lily Elsie the most 
beautiful and the most fascinating wo­
men he ever saw. From the enthusiastic 
vigor of his compliments, it seemed that 
if he could have his way he would 
choose to make the beauty of the foot­
lights a Queen of Portugal.

JURORS IDEA.
Mistake Made in Medicine

St. Catharine*, Dec. 1.—The inquest 
into the death of Alonzo Lane, the color­
ed boy who died suddenly last week, was 
not concluded last night, because the 
jurors wanted further information.

“We are pretty well convinced,” said 
one of them, “that the boy was given 
some medicine by mistake after he had 
become ill. We are pretty certain from 
the evidence of the doctors that it was 
not cream puffs that killed him, neither 
was it the medicine he got at the drug 
store. We believe somebody tried to 
doctor him up afterwards and made a 
mistake in the medicine."

HAVESTRUCK.
Thirteen Railroads of the North­

west Are Affected.

2,300 Men Go Ont For Increase of 
Wages.

Flatly Refilled an Offer to Arbitrate 
Their Demand*.

Saint Paul, Minn., Nov. 30.—After fif­
teen days’ negotiations between the 
Switchmen’s Union of North America 
and the joint committee of railroad 
managers, representing thirteen roads 
of the North-west, a strike involving 
2,300 switchmen became effective at 6 
o’clock to-night. The men demanded 
six cents more an hour and double pay 
for Sunday and overtime in excess of 
ten hounf. The men were employed by 
the various railroads running west and 
north of Saint Paul and Lake Superior 
to the Pacific coast.

To-night both sides to the dispute is­
sued statements. The one from the 
railway managers’ committee read in

RAILWAYS’ SIDE OF IT.
“The switch-men in the Northwest 

territory made simultaneous demands 
on thirteen railroad companies center­
ing in the Twin Cities for an increase 
in wages and certain change# in sew 
ice conditions. At the suggestion- of 
F. T. Hawley, President of the Switch­
men’s Union of North America, arrange­
ments were made to conduct the nego­
tiations in one conference.

“The demands of the switchmen were 
for double pay for Sundays, holidays and 
overtime ; an advance of 60 cento per day 
of ten hours in the wages of switchmen, 
switchtenders, towermen, engine herders 
and assistant yard masters; a modifica­
tion of the rule providing for the pay­
ment of penalty in ca.*e of failure to per- 
mit switchmen to secure their meal in 
the middle of their shift at a stated per­
iod, which contemplates double pay in 
cases where it becomes necessary to 
work a portion of the meal hour; and 
the elimination of the phj-sical examina 
tion and the age limit placed upon 
switchmen entering the service.

"The managers’ committee offered the 
switchmen an increase of twenty cent# 
per day of ten hours in the rates of pay 
of switchmen employed in the territory 
west of Havre, Mont., on the Great 
Northern Railway, and west of Bill­
ing#, Mont., on the Northern Pacific 
Railway; the differential in that terri­
tory for switchmen having obtained for 
about two years.

“Further concession was declined for 
the reason bltat the rates of pay of 
switchmen were increased over thirteen 
per cent, in November, 1900. and be­
cause the rates at that time established 
had not been reduced during the period 
of business depression which followed.”

The statement then recites that in 
submitting its final answer to the 
switchmen, the managers suggested 
that the demands 1RTsubmitted to arbi­
tration under the provision* of the Erd 
man Act. The switchman declined this 
suggestion and in a written answer said 
that “the committee beg* leave to state 
that it will not submit to arbitration 
under any circumstances.”

SWITCHMEN’S SIDE OF IT.
Speaking for the switchmen to-night, 

President Hawley said:
“The tiwitehmuA have been fair in 

their request».
“The request for double pay for over­

time is in the nature of a penalty moio 
than any/uing else, aa we want to dis­
courage ovoitime, Sunday and holiday 
work.

“We also ask for a modification of 
the physical requirements and age-limit 
rules. Examinations for employment 
on railroads now arc as rigid as those 
required for service in the regular army.

"I have never seen a time when tin­
men were so thoroughly organized. This 
strike will result in the most complete 
tie-up of railroad traffic in the territory 
affected that has ever been known, not 
even excepting the great strike of 1694. 
From now ou not a switch engine will 
more in the territory between Ure head 
of the lakes and the pacific coast.

“We did not wish a strike and u**ed 
every re^onable means to avoid one.

“We have advised every member that 
from the moment the strike begins, he 
uniot keep away from tire companies’ 
property, obey the law, commit no act 
of violence nor do anything that will 
reflect discreditably upon himself or the 
organization conducting the strike.”

At the present time there is r«o hope 
of concessions by the railroads. “Wc 
will fight,” says President L. H. Hill, 
of the Great. Nortliern Railroad.

"We carried the men through the 
financial depression without a cut in 
pay,” said Mr. Hill, "Every five years 
or so wo have to meet this question and 
it’s time now to settle it.”

Early report* received by the switch­
men indicate that all switchmen on the 
affected lines walked out and that there 
is a general tie-up of traffic in all the 
yards heard from. in Saint Paul oud 
Minneapolis all switchmen are out.

Hew the Population of St Catharines 

is Divided.

St. Catharines, Nov. 30.—The result 
of the church census of this city recent­
ly made by the Ministerial Association 
shows the following numbers of families

Contempt Decision A ffirmed in 

Case of Typographical Union.

Albany, Nov. 30.—The decision of the 
lower courts, finding members of Typo­
graphical Union, No. 6, of New York 
City, guilty of contempt of court, was 
upheld to-day by the Court of Appeals.

During a strike in New York City a 
few years ago, Justice Blanchard issued 
an injunction restraining Patrick H. 
McConnell, president of the union, and 
several of his associates, including 
George W. Jackson and Vincent Cos­
tello, from interfering with the men who 
took their places.

FOUL MURDER.
Ohio Man Shoot. His Mother aid 

an Officer.

Also Wounded Man and Wife and 
Then Suicides.

Greenville, O., Dec. 1.—After murder­
ing his mother and an officer who had 
attempted to arrest him, and probably 
fatally injuring another woman and her 
husband, Clyde Weaver, 34, to-day com­

Weaver was declared by physicians 
to l>e afflicted with exaggerated ego. He 
was under suspended sentence from the 
Probate Court.

Sheriff John F. Haber and Deputy 
Sheriff Willaim H. Farm went to Wea­
ver’s home to-day to arrest him. The 
appearance of the officers seemed to 
drive the man mad. He opened fire on 
them from an upper window with & 
shotgun and Farm fell wounded. A mo­
ment later, Weaver’# mother rushed 
hum the house crying, “I’m aihot,” and 
fell dead nt the feet of the sheriff.

While Halier was try fog to revive the 
woman. Weaver walked from the house 
to a woodshed, into which Farra had 
crawled, and fired twice at the wounded 
officer, killing him. He then jumped into 
the buggy in which the officers had 
reached the house and drove to the home 
of Levi Minnich, a neighbor, from whom 
he demanded protection.

When Minnich hesitated about allow­
ing him to enter the house, Weaver shot 
Minnich through the back. Weaver then 
turned on Mrs. Minnich and shot her

through the rear door. They discovered 
the body of Weaver under a bed. He 
had used his laM bullet to kill himself.

The condition of Mr. and Mrs. Min­
nich is critical.

Constable Whe Wounded Man aa 

Irani Reserve Acquitted.

Brantford, Nov. 30.—The trial of Do­
minion Constable David G-arlow, charg­
ed with shooting with felonious intent 
Curtis Martin in a recent brawl on the 
Indian reserve, resulted here to-day in 
a dismissal.

Wanderer» Working Hard to Get Toronto to Enter Team-

ably compete in the hockey league, 
which Wanderers are now promoting, 
and a definite announcement as to the 
personnel of the league is expected when 
Jimmy Gardner returns from Toronto 
this evening. Wanderers lost no 
time in getting down to work when the 
t\ H. A. excluded them from the new 
combination formed last Thursday, and, 
although the negotiations have been '#ir- 
ried on with the greatest secrecy, it is 
known that they are meeting with suc-

lt looks very much ns if the new 
league will anticipate the successor of 
the E. C. H. A. in getting a footing in 
Toronto, and the league may go even 
farther from headquarters here and in­
clude Cobalt. In view of the heavy trav­
eling expenses, the inclusion of Cobalt 
in a league with Montreal clubs appears 
impracticable, but it is said that the Co­
balt people are willing to spend a big 
sum on hockey this winter and may be 
willing to lighten the burden of the oth­
er clubs. Increased rink percentages to 
the different clubs will also help to 
make the clubs pull out all right on the 
financial end of the proposition.

l^ast week it looked as if the meeting 
of Thursday night would straighten out 
the hockey situation of 1910 once and 
for all. As a matter of fact, it. has left 
the position of affairs more obscure 
than before. Nationals appear to be he*, 
itating between plaving at, the Arena 
and playing at the Jubilee Rink. Ottawa 
insisted that the Montreal clubs must, 
play at the Arena. If the Nationals cV*- 
ridê to go to the Jubilee it will mean 
that, they will resign their new member­
ship and join with wanderers in the new

. Nationals are in the peculiar position 
that, whichever way they go, they will

meet difficulties. there will probably 
l>e another French-Uanadian club to go 
into the rival combination and bid 
against Nationals for the French-Cana- 
dian players.

Ottawa is keen on having a salary 
limit fixed this year. Their delegates 
mentioned the fact at the meeting last 
Thursday.

Although it was pointed out that 
salary limit wisdom worked out well, 
and usually promoted crookedness am­
ong clubs and players, it is likely to be 
broken up at the meeting of the C. H. 
A. on Saturday. Prospects now are that 
the salaries will he higher than ever, 
with clubs in two leagues bidding 
against one another. Senior hockey 
three nights a wreek will be the bill at 
the Arena, if the five clubs of the C. H. 
A. on Saturday decide that they must 
have the double schedule. Ottawa was 
determined on it last Saturday, and Ot­
tawa appears to rule the roost. Five 
clubs with double schedule mean a to­
tal of 24 professional games, and then 
the amateurs need six dates; making 30 
in all. As the Arena figures on ten 
weeks of hockey a year, it must he 
three games a week. The hockey public 
will have to he considerably larger than 
ever before to make the season success­
ful for the clubs here.

The schedule to lx- drawn up on 
Saturday will be the most difficult ever 
attempted by an Kastern league, not 
only on account of larger number of 
games. 40. 24 to lie played in the same 
rink, but because of the fact that with 
five clubs, one club must he idle every 
playing night.

X few days of hard frost, with a 
wind would give ice at the Arena.

Of course no such game will take 
place, hut it provides the dopesters with 
something to talk about and ponder

The Yale team broke training ten 
days ago, when they beat Harvard, ami 
there is no possibility of them playing 
Varsity or anyliody else.

Three years ago, xvhen Hamilton Ti­
gers xvere at their best, H. C. Griffith, 
of Ridley, now at Varsity; Dr. A. B. 
Wright, of Varsity, and the xvriter at­
tended the Yale-Harvard game on Yale 
field at New Haven, and were author­
ized by the Hamilton elub to negotiate 
for a game with Yale at New York, 
New Hax-en or Boston, in private or in 
publie, under Canadian or Ameriean 
rules or half and half—anything, in fact, 
to secure a game xvhieh would serx-e as 
a test of the relatixe merits of the two

Walter Camp, the Yale director of 
athletics, spiked the proposition first 
crack out of the box. He said the Yale 
team would break training that night, 
and. furthermore, no game could he 
played that xvn* not arranged the year 
liefore on the regular schedule of the 
team, as all games led bv easy stages 
to the crucial test of the season—the 
Harvard match.

Hamilton offered to pay their oxrn ex­
penses and play in private* on a week­
day. hut the offer was declined. It xvas 
the opinion of the Canadian delegate 
that the Tigers xvould have beaten Yale 
hands doxvn. just as it is a sure thing 
that Varsity this year could lieat the

1909 champion Yale team that had not 
a point scored on it all season.

These American teàms arc very defi­
cient in the open game, and are espe­
cially xveak behind the line, oxving to the 
insistent demand of the coaches for 
line-plunging and the undue emphasis 
put upon the value of possession of the 
hall.

There was a proposition made several 
weeks ago that two Canadian teams 
should go to Philadelphia on November 
27 (last Saturday) and give an exhibi­
tion of our game in place of the. Army- 
Nax-y contest, xvhieh had been cancelled 
oxving to the death of Cadet Byrne.

The stipulation made xvas that Var­
sity should he one of the teams, and it 
was the intention of the xvriter to se­
cure Hamilton as opponents if possible, 
so as to give the best exhibition of the 
Canadian game. Howex-er, oxring to the 
ties that (lex-eloped in the various Cana­
dian unions it was not possible to secure 
hii open date until after December 4, and 
the Philadelphia promoters were not: 
fied to this effect.

Since then there has lxeen another 
agitation to send txvo Canadian te%m* 
to Philadelphia, and Hamilton and Ot- 
taxva clubs have, been asked to go, 
though it îs Varsity that is really want­
ed. Hoxvever. the collegians can’t go un­
til the lltli. and so far those in authori­
ty hax-fi heard of no definite proposition 
from anyone.

Meanwhile the students will centre all 
their time and efforts on the final game 
for the Canadian championship, xvhieh 
will be played xvitli Parkdale. senior O. 
R. F. V. champions, on Saturday 
Rosedale. The teams got together last 
night and agreed on Dr. W. R. Hendry 
as referee, and W. A. Hexvitt. as umpire, 
The Varsity team had a full line-up last 
night on the campus, and the Parkdale 
boys had a work-out by electric light in 
the Mutual street rink.

McPhie Won Suit to Recover 
Money Paid For Stock-

Biggar os. McBrayne Was Dis 
posed of Yesterday.

/. R. Cambden Won Suit Against 
Amusement Co.

The non-jury High Court sitting was 
completed this morning, having lasted 
only two days. The important case of 
the list was that of Stewart McPliie vs. 
Universal Signal Company, and it was 
disposed of this morning.

The plaintiff sought to recover money 
he had paid for stock and for cancella­
tion of his stock. Mr. McPhie said 
when he first expressed his intention of 
going into the deal Mr. G. T. Stewart, 
of John A. Street & Co., brokers, Toron­
to, had explained the matter, pointing j 
cut the cost of installing the apparatus \ 
required for signals and the amount of j 
stock which had been sold. He had paid . 
for 200 shares in the company, and had 
taken a receipt from the representa­
tives of the company.

Col. Logie, counsel for the plaintiff, 
read a letter to the plaintiff which slat 
ed that the stock would become invalu­
able. Another letter notified him that 
his note for the stock was due.

The witness said lie had a second in­
terview with Mr. Stewart, in which he 
asked him to take out more stock, and 
offered greater inducements than be­
fore. but the offer was not accepted.

G. M. Clark, counsel for the defend­
ants, objected to all the conversations 
being gone into, but Col. Logic contend- ; 
ed that misrepresentations were claimed 
and all the conversations had something ! 
to do with it. The objection was up- I 
held.When cross-examined Mr. McPhie said ! 
he had not seen Stewart prior to the , 
time when the application was made. | 
He had been shown the device, and con- . 
side red it all right, and still thought it j 
was all right in itself. When he had j 
gone to see it he was in the office for j 
about a half an hour talking over the ( 
contract. He had been told of a propo- . 
sal to instal a signal system on the j 
Michigan Central which was to have 
cost about *300 per mile. Other railway 
companies, it was explained to him, weie 
going to have systems installed, but it 
was the Michigan Central deal which 
made him think it a profitable invest_ 
Lent. He had received the amount of 
stock he had been promised for *UKK).

Mr. W. S. Wallace -aid Mr. St war . of 
the John A. Street Company, had inter 
viewed him and endeavored to sell him 
stock in the company. Mr. Stewart had 
made the representation that the corn- 
pan v had about completed the deal with 
tie Michigan Central Railway and hail 
invited him to go to Toronto to see the 
system, which he did. He hail then pur­
chased stock in the company.

Mr. Thomas Ramsay said lie had also 
bought, stock, on the representations of 
Mr. Stewart. He had bought 200 shares. 
After some time had passed he inquired' 
when tilie deal with the Intercolonial 
Railway would he effected, but could 
get no satisfaction.

C. GeHs said he had also been •stcir- 
ed,? down to Toronto to see the signal. 
He had been told that it was one of the 
best things put on the market, and the 
Michigan Central intended to install the 
system, he was told, but it had not been 
done, lie had invested $.300 in the stoek.

Mr. John V. Street. President of the 
John A. Street Company, said Mr. Stew­
art was the superintendent of agencies. 
They had a deal to sell the stock of the 
Universal Signal Company. All money 
received for the stock of the Signal Com­
pany was paid over to them.

Hon. Richard Harcourt, treasurer ' of 
the company, said if money had been 
paid over for the stock, the shares had 
been given out. He identified the trans­
fer book of the company, which showed 
that certain shares had been transferred 
to Stewart McPhie. He (witness) had 
interviewed Mr. Lumsden, of the Michi­
gan Central, who arranged that he meet 
the chief engineers.

Hie Lordship gave judgment for the

plaintiff with costs, and refused to stay 
the execution.

The case will be appealed.
The action of McLelland vs. Guest for 

injunction in connection with property 
at 12 Napier street, was settled out of 
court, by the plaintiff agreeing to pur­
chase the property.

A PARTNERSHIP SUIT.
At yesterday afternoon’s sitting of 

the High Court the most of the time -was 
taken up with the S. D. Biggar vs. W. 
S. MeRraync action, for the recovery of 
certain accounts paid to the. defendant 
while a partner of the plaintiff, which 
the defendant claimed he had instructed 
the bookkeeper to charge to him per­
sonally. but which she did not do. The 
amount involved was in the neighbor­
hood of $500.

Mr. W. 8. McBrayne. in giving evi­
dence. said at the time the winding-up 
of the partnership was discussed by him 
and Mr. Biggar each had offered the 
other $2.000 for a release to take over 
the business. Mr. Biggar had later 
offered to take over the liabilities of 
the firm for $3.000. but he did not 
think the amount was proper, and ex­
pressed his intention of giving $2.000. 
which Mr. Biggar accepted, and the 
release was given to him.

His lordship held that the release gov­
erned all parties, but gave iudgment for 
the plaintiff, restraining the defendant 
from collecting the Coburn account, 
which amounted to about $125.

The Camlfden action against the Ham­
ilton Amusement Company was the next 
to l>e taken up. The plaintiff. J. R. 
Cambden, sought to have the accounts 
which had been incurred verified. Tie 
further claimed that rlie business of the 
Gaiety Theatre, which the company had 
originally started, on the understanding 
that they were to supply him with 
money, had been carried on at a loss 
of about $1.000. which was the amount 
of his salary, and other expenses. He 
wanted the shareholders of the defend­
ant company to share the deficit.

The first witness. J. R. Cambden. the 
nlaintiff. when cross-questioned by A. 
M. l^ewis, counsel for the defendants, 
said he had been one of the original 
promoters, of the company. He had been 
appointed a.s manager, but was really 
proprietor.

The case was unfinished when court 
adjourned.

This morning judgment was given foe 
the plaintiff. A. M. Lewis asked if the 
com pa nr would have to go on paying 
money into the business, and His Lord- 
ship said the company should be wound 
up.

GIRL SHOT.
Mysterioe» Shooting Affair m 

Toronto This Morning.

Girl Was Coming to Hamilton to 
Take a Situation.

Toronto, Ont., Dec. 1.—A curio ua 

shooting took place this morning at 43 
Osier avenue, when Jean Buckley, aged 
16, shot herself through the left breast, 
with a 22-calibre rifle.
