Where the Company from any cause
cannot obtain their land along the line;
and are compelled to select 1n some other
Joca ity the Government take one 1n
every four blocks. The Company would
naturally be desirous of taking large
blocks of land which might be connect
ed by branches with the trunk linz, and
the colony by having one block out of
every four would particate-in all the ad-
vantages which would fo low to settlers
by being facil tated in getting their pre
duce to market. It had been said that
the Gove:nment would be able to choose
their land injany part of the country
But there was ouly one way in whicu
land of any distance from the line of rail«
way could be made valuable and that
was Ly connecting 1t with the main lne
by branches. These branches would
have to be built by the Company at thew
own expense and over our lands, a fact
which gave us still greater security ot the
operation of the line. In this way not
alone the ana in the immediate vicinity

of the various termini, but every foot of) Boaavista—Mr P, Templeman
land over which trains went would be'

benefitted and without any expense to
the colony. The 20th section provided
tnat necessary statues for the encourage-
ment of immigration should be énacted
We were aware that other colonies con-
sidered it expedient to expend large
sums of money in the maintainence of
agencies 1n Europe, for the purp se of
informing intending immigrants of the
advantages of the colony for which they
were agents. Qur Goveinment were not
required to do this, for it was entiwrely
optional with them as to what statues
it wculd be wise to pass for the purpose
referred tc. The Company no doubt de-
sired that their efforts at successful colos
nization shou'd be seconded by the gov~
ernment. The alien clause did not coms
mand it<elf to some hon gentlem n. He
(Mr K) having given the matter full con-
sideration and having found thatin Great
Britain herself aliens were now permitted
to hold land 1n fee simple he had chang~
ed his mind, and now - regarded disenabi-
ing law as a remanant of the old feudal
system. When heregarded the mar-
velous progress of the United States,
and found that much of her prosperity
was due to aliens, we could not be but
favourably impressed with the teims of
the section. Under the head of ‘Gener.
al clauses it would be seen that the Gov-
ernment were to grant to the compan)
one hundred feet from each side from
the centre of the track, where the road
rans throagh Crown Lands, This was
absolutely necessary for the ballasting
and proper working of the line. 1t would
be noted that this concession was not all
through, but only where the land would
cost the government nothing. 1f 20 feet
would e sufiicient for the working of the
line through private property no more
wou d be taken ana the owners of the
land would be fairly compensated for
their loss., Under the contract of the
Government would purchase for the com

pany th> right of way. 1f the cost amount.
ed to $90,000 or under the Company
were to repay the cost cut of their jast
vears subsidy. If the cost exceedea
that sum the Company were bound fo
pay the excesslat once, It would appear
from the best authorities that River
Head was the most favourable location,
As a security for the completion of th:

line it was provided that afier three
months the Company deposit with u-
$100,000. Here was a guarantee of the
most substantial character that the work
would be commenced in earnest and car

ried through. It bad been said that this
was no competant security but tnis se-
curity was increased every hour from the
time the work commenced. Every mile
ot rai’s laid down at a cost of $16,000
per mile was additional secu:ity. The
section relating to the power of pre-emp-
tion has been treated of by the hon and
learned Afttorney General., He (Lion A
) has shown that after seriou: re-
flection it was considered that to limit
the time of the Company s owneiship to
ten years after the completion of the
line might possibly be to affect the finan~
cial posi.ioa of the company and prevent
them irom disposing of their ~stock shares
in the market at a reasonabie rate, and
perhaps throw back or retard the com

mencement of the work., These then
are the principal contents of the contract
as embod:ed in the Bill before the chair,
and 1t now remains for the House to say
whether 1t will ratify that contract or
not. He (Mr K) believed that in ac-
cepting the terms in the contract now
befors the House, the country was maks
ing a good bargain, or at least the best
that was ever made, and =uch as will n
time be a ! lessing to the country and
redound to the henour of the Leg'slature,
GOther eolonies which bave outstripped
us 4 1n the race of life have only done so
