Clergymen from the surrounding towns 
conducted services.

Boston, Mav 18.-Dispatches from 
tiiu scene of the disaster gives the fol­
lowing particulars

At tkinnersville the Ilaydenville 
Savings Ba»k„ with safe were swept 
away. Tho safe contained $130,000 in 
money.

At tho village of Leeds terrible loss of 
life took place. At first no water was 
visible, but a seeming wall of driftwood, 
thirty feet high end suveral hundred feet 
in width, was seen sweeping down the 
valley at the rate of twenty miles an 
hour. A portion of the Montague silk 
factory wax swept away, with the brick 
boarding house of the company, Capt. 
Monaghan, depot master, and a large 
number of women ami children were en- 
gulftiA by the torrent. Only yi# chimney 
is left of the silk mill. The Critchulow 
button mill and stores are all goue, aud 
only three houses left standing.
