Early Plowing fer i'ai' Whead.

The first object gained by early plow-
ing, is time lor the proper preparation of
the seed-bed. All p ssible fertility
should be made readily available. To be
80, it should be soluble, and division aids
solution. The ground becomes hard in
July and August, and if plowing is de-
layed too long, the soil breaks up in hard
lumps. If plowed early, it will turn up
moist and fine. Rain and air are aa-
ture's two great disintegvating forces,

Seeds germinate quickly and p'ants
grow rapidly in a firm seed-bud The
increase of insect enemies of wheat
makes late sowinyg, coupled with rapid,
vigorous arowth, desirable. Heunce the
importance of a firm seed-bed, which
also prevents much freezing ont of the
plants. To make the seed-bal firm, it
must must first be fine. . Tt is not a hard
80il, but compact, tine soil that is desired.
It may be compacted with the roller and
harrow ; but if the farmer, hy early
plowing, can gain the aidof a hovy rain,
it will save him much 1ibor, and it vl b
the work of preparing the soil far better
than he can alone.

Another object gained by early plow-
ing is the destruction of weeds. They
are robbers of the wheat, and the sooner
their growth is stopped by plowing, the
Tess plant-food they will take from the
soil. Early plowing will destroy
them before they mature their sceds,
and thus prevent perpetuatinyg their
kind. Late plowing adwmits of a large
growth,and when this is turacd under by
the plow, it is impussible tg cousjact the
seed-bed, and the green manure affords
a harbor for enemies.

Early’ plowing admits of a better ap-
plication of manure  Manure is most
needed in autumn, and to beat once avail-
able to the roots of the young plant, it
must be fine and near the surface; not
on top of the ground, but thorouzhly in-
corporated with the upper layer of suil.
If the ground is plowed early, tho man
ure can be applied to the surface, and
the work of preparing the sead-bed will
fine it and mix it with the soil. Com-
mdercial manures should be sown with the
grain.

Early plowing admits of atmospheric
fertilization. Whether it directly adds
the elements of fertility of the soil or
only frees and unlocks that which it al-
ready possesses, is immaterial. Plow-
ing the land exposes a geater surface and
permits of the easy passage of the air
into the interior of the soil.—[ Ameriean
Agrigulturist for August.

How te Make a Lawn.

In making a lawn now, s at any other
season, it is well t, recollect that the
work is to bedone for nany years, and
in no ap. of the grounds will thorough
preparation, deep tilling of the soil, and
abundant fertilizinz, puy than
here. In alawn o considerable extent,
it is a mistake to sappose that it is neces-
sary to reduce thie surface t) a dead level.
For small qrass plots, on small places,
this may be desirable, but a large lawa
appears to much better advantage if the
surface is gently undulating. Various
mixtures of seed are »fferel by *"1e seede
men.

Treatment pf the Drowsed,

The Provincial Board of Health has
lissued the following rules for the treat-
went of drowing persons, with the hope
that everyone well read them so asto
know how to act in an emergenoy :—
Rule 1.—Procecd at once to employ
moans to restore breathing. Do not de-
lay this in order to procure shelter,
warinth, stimulants, etec.
Rule 2.—Remove all
breathing. —Instantiy loosen or cut apart
all neck and waist bands ; turn the pa-
ticut on his face, with the head lower
than the feet ; stand astride the hips,witk.
your face towards his head, and, locking
you: tingers together under his belly,
1a'se the budy as high as you can with-
eut lifting the forehead off the ground
and give the body a smart jerk to re-
move mucus and water from the mouth
and windpipe. Hold the body suspend-
ed {oug enough to sliwly count one, two,
three, four, five, repeating the jerk more
gently two or three times,

Rule 3.—Next place the patient on his
back on a - flat surface, inclined wlittle
from the feet 'upwmwh, raise and support
the head and shoulder on a firm cushion
or folded article of dress, placed under
the shoulder blades. Cleanse the nvuth
and nostrils, open the mouth, draw for-
ward the tongue, securing it there either
by holding it with the fingers, or by a
piece of string or an elastic band placed
over it and under the chin.

Rule 4. —Grasp the patient’s arms just
above the elbows, and draw them gently
and steadily upwards until meet above
the head.  (This is for the purpuse of
drawing air into the luags.)

Keep the arms in this position for two
secon-s then turn them down and press
them firmly and geatly for two seconds
against the sides of the chest, pressing
at the same time on the breast and abdo-
men. (This is with object of pressing
ai~ out of the lungs.)

Pressure on the breast-bene and ab-
domen by an assistant will aid this ac-

Repeat these measures alternately and
deliberately until a spontaneous effort to
breathe is perceived, immediately upon
which cease to imitate the movements
of breathing, proceed to induce circula’
tion and warmth.
Rule 5. —To excite Respiration.—Dur-
ing the employment of the above meth-
ods excite the nostrils with snuff or
smelling-salts, or tickle the throat with
a feather. Rub the chest and dash cold
and hot water alternately upon the pa-
tient.
