To test Solignum as a preservative for Wood against the at­

tacks of Worms, we tried a piece cf 2 x 4 Spruce, about two feet 
in length, by painting one-third with Solignum, leaving the 
balance dear wood, this we suspended by a wire through the 
centre, in the wafer about one foot from the bottom, imme­
diately over a pile of stones the remains of a sunken wharf 
(which is the place where our Wharf Shores are eaten off-first) 
for Three Months. On taking it «[Tatthe end of that time we 
found some half-dozen small holes only a very short distance 
in the clear part of the wood, which shows the liquid had pene­
trated through tiie whole piece and the worms had hardly 
begun boring before coming in contact with it.

Last year as a test of some brands of Copper Paint we 
handle, we had a similar piece of wood treated at both ends, 
leaving the centre third clean ; this was in exactly the same 
place as the piece tor the Solignum test for Three Months and 
Three Days, when taken up the painted ends were perfect but 
the centre was riddled with worm holes.

16-Ton Anchor.
The largest anchor ever made has 

just been completed at Dudley, Eng­
land. It has been constructed for the 
White Star liner "Titanic,” built at 
Belfast, and weighs 16 tons. It re­
quired 20 horses to draw it to the 
railway station. The anchor, with 
cable and outfit, will weigh 100 tons, 
which was the tonnage of the ship in 
which Sir Francis Dralee sailed 
around the Globe. It has been said 
that the anchor and its business asso­
ciate, the block, vary as little in 
style as a professional politician’s 
speeches.

On this subject Mr. C. Holland has 
this to say in his book. “From North 
Foreland to Penance,” about the an­
chors and blocks in use in the British 
Navy: “In Anchor Lane, Portsmouth, 
one has another object lesson in what 
is practically a street composed of an­
chors ready for any demand or con­
tingency. Many things have changed 
but the anchor and block, though the 
size and pattern of the former havt 
from time to time been modified, re­
main, we are told, practically the 
same as a century ago. The navy 
blocks—which are made of elm after 
‘pickling’ in salt water mud for at 
least two years—are made in precise­
ly the same way as when, a century 
ago, the elder Brunei invented and 
introduced a special machinery for 
their manufacture."—Nautical Gaette.

Bad Luck Follows This 
Vessel.

Captain Bond and Men Stray From 
Hie Schooner.

■Bad lucku. S. PEE & PEE Go North Sydney, June 2. 
seems to follow the Newfoundland 
fishing schooner Rigel, which put into 
this port about ten days ago to land 
Capt. John Harvey for medical treat­
ment, and who died shortly after­
wards at the Hamilton Hospital, fol­
lowing an operation for appendicitis. 
This morning two more of the Rigel's 
crew were landed here by the schr. 
Marconi, which picked up the men on 
the Banks after they had _ strayed 
from their vessel in a heavy gale on 
Wednesday. The men rescued by the 
Marconi had not been long astray 
when picked up and suffered no 
hardships. They brought the disquiet­
ing news, however, that two other dor­
ies belonging to the ,Rigel, ea.ch con­
taining two men, had probably been 
lost. There was a chance of one of 
the small craft, they thought, reach­
ing the vessel, but they had little 
hope of the other, which was manned 
by two young fellows on their first 
fishing trip. When the dory contain­
ing the two boys was last seen by 
the two men brought here by the 
Marconi, the gale was at its height 
and there was a nasty sea running. 
The boys appeared to be in some dis­
tress then, and only by a miracle 
could they have weathered the storm.

It Is feared that disaster has also 
overtaken a dory containing two men 
belonging to the Newfoundland fishing 
schooner Violet Courtenay, as a re­
port to this effect, so far unconfirm­
ed, was brought here by Capt."Fudge 
of the schr. Grace Tibbo, which ar­
rived from the Banks on Wednes­
day. The missing men of the Court­
enay were named Lawrence, father 
and son, and belonged to Bay de 
L’Argent.

Comes Somewhat High
Yesterday we published certain 

matters set forth in the First Annual 
Report of the Game and Inland Fish­
eries Board. These matters were 
mainly financial, and they related 
principally to serious shortages as 
shown by the difference between the 
estimated income and the realized in­
come. The President, Mr. Piccott, 
says in this connection :

“It will be seen that the Board hav­
ing estimated its income from Game 
and Fishery Licenses at $9,100.00, re- 
celyed only the sum of $5,910 from 
these sources, being on aggregate 
shortage of $3,190.00."

The sources of the income of the 
Board appear to be under the Inland 
Fisheries Act, 1910, money received in 
respect of licenses for the killing of 
game and for the taking of fish, and 
money granted by the legislature. 
This latter source has not been tap­
ped so far, as the Legislature has 
granted no money to the Board. 
Without such Legislative grants the 
income of the Board can be estimat­
ed at $6,000 on the basis of experi­
ence of the first year of its existence. 
The expenditure of last year was 
$10,545.41. If these rates' of income 
and expenditure prevail in future 
years, the Legislature will be called 
upon to subsidize the Board at. the 
rate of from $4,000 to $5,000. The 
nest egg of $180,186, the balance of 
the Game License Trust, having been 
expended, will not be again avail­
able, and it cannot be expected that 
the public or the Auditor General will 
pass again without serious protest 
any irregularity of the

The Issues at present seems to be: 
(1) Is the work of the Board worth a 
subsidy of $5,000 a. year from the 
legislature; or (2) should the Board 
be put in a position to raise $10,000 
a year from those who enjoy the 
sport the Board protects ; or (3) 
should the Board be limited to the 
present means of raising taxation 
from foreign sportsmen and be giv­
en notice to live within their income?

The main object of the Board seems 
to be to preserve salmon rivers. Over 
$10,000 was spent by the Board last 
year. Three thousand three hundred 
and slxty-nlne salmon were taken out 
of these rivers. That seems to be a 
high price for salmon. It would not 
matter if the salmon killers were 
paying It all, but it is a matter, of 
comment when thé Government makes 
a payment of $3.000 on Executive au­
thority, and may be called upon for 
cn Illegal payment of $6,000 for this 
season’s work.

We shall be glad to hear an expres­
sion of opinion on these matters.

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Mr. Woodford’s Visit to 
His District.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Mr. Editor,—It was only rea­

sonable to expect when, the People’s 
Party was elected to office that the 
people themselves would at least be, 
looked after as well as formerly, or 
even better, in the way of having 
their roads and bridges kept in re­
pair; but instead, there is to date an 
utter disregard of the people’s pre­
rogatives in this respect. It was al­
ways customary in past years to re­
pair the washouts along the main 
line, especially after the winter sea­
son. and see to the bridges, etc., but 
as far as we can hear there has been 
nothing done this season thus far to 
keep our main line in passable con­
dition. Travellers and coachmen, 
north and south, are complaining dur­
ing the past month of the rugged con­
dition of this highway in several 
places, but especially of one or two 
bridges connected therewith, notably 
one to the south of us at Avondale, 
cglled “Costello's bridge.” About a 
month or so ago a horse and carriage 
passing over this structure broke 
through
And Barely Escaped Serious Damage.
People were not surprised at the col­
lapse, as the bridge had been doing 
duty for fifteen years or more. How­
ever, its condition was reported to 
Mr. Woodford, but other than to send 
another gentleman to survey the 
place, nothing more effectual has 
been done. At their own risk one or 
two men placed a couple of planks 
in position, and this served tc 
strengthen the structure as to afford 
a crossing with care, and by making 
ourself light till terra firma on the 
opposite side was reached. Eventu­
ally this very temporary repair could 
no longer make up for the strength 
of the entire structure, and so im­
mediate and substantial repairs be­
came necessary—aye, very urgent. 
Those in authority on main line mat­
ters again sought Mr. Woodford’s at­
tention, but even after repeated at­
tempts to interest that gentleman, 
nothing definite was done. At length 
he who wa> pleading for reform, 
from inconvenience, and fear of in­
jury to his own turn-out, became in­
dignant in the matter, and wrote cif 
again to the Minister, beseeching him 
that in case he could do nothing in 
the way of effective repairs to come, 
in the name of that non-corporea! 
monster who was hurled from a seat 
of heavenly bliss to dwell everlasting­
ly in "a dungeon horrible,” and fence 
Off the location and label it 

A Danger Zone.
To this polite invitation the Minister 
replied that he was coming to see 
for himself if “the bridge hangs tov 
tering above the boiling tide,” and so 
really necessitates any outlay. Ac­
cordingly a few days ago Mr. Wood­
ford alighted at Avondale, his coun­
tenance wearing a radiant smile that 
combined with “the glimmering 

I beams of beauty” of the day, served 
considerably to allay the Ire of him 

| who had extended the invitation above 
I described. He was soon, of course,
I in the company of those who are 

the race for the biggest pile on this 
1 job, and after an inspection and mak 
' ing arrangements for the work to be 

done, our worthy representative 
drove this way, and we were soon 
privileged with his presence in the 
harbor at the hospitable home of 
Magistrate O'Toole. With no more 
ado than to meet one or two special

hands, and deposit with them a very 
small sum for expenditure on that 
part of the main line within our radi­
us, the Minister left us again in the 
cold shades of loneliness and betook 
himself to Collier’s to meet his lieu­
tenant of the place, Mr. James Cole, 
Chairman of the Road Board.

“Jim” ordered a supply of piles to be 
cut last winter, intending with their 
use to accomplish his object, but 
when work was begun he discovered 
that the subsoil was too much in the 
nature of a rock formation to admit 
of the piles being driven to a sufficient 
depth and in such proximity as to 
produce the desired results. Instead, 
it is the prevailing opinion that all 
the money would be consumed in 
paying each individual for his share 
of the timber, and there being no .pos­
sibility of a reimbursement of cash.

Drive All the Piles Himself.
However, the piling business was 
condemned, and the alternative, in the 
Chairman’s opinion, was to build a 
wall on the bank of the river with 
the stones to be collected round 
about To the minds of many this 
medium appeared detrimental to the 
successful performance of the job, as 
after a year or two the stones in the 
wall would likely find their way out 
in the bed of the river to combine 
with those already there, and that are 
the sole cause of the mischief.

The End of His Tether,
as hence he beat a' retreat back to the 
city to wear off the fatigue of his 
journey in warbiiftg an air amid the 
luxuriant comforts provided with the 
taxes of the Harbor .Main fishermen, 
including, too, thdse of Turk's Gut, 
whom he did not consider of sufficient 
importance to visit, although being 
within a few minutes’ driye of them.
It is singularly strange, Mr. Editor, 
what indifference is manifested fey 
those men towards the electorate now 
that they are Secure in office. There 
remains now little more than a year 
of their term, and notwithstanding 
we are within close range of the 
city, this is Mr. Woodford’s first visit 
since his election. The only work <>t 
the Tory regime wherein any real 
eagerness and energy are displayed 
is finding jobs for their heelers whjr 
may have done any kind of odd bat­
tling in the1 last election. Nor do 
they stop to consider right or wrong 

this connection, only if be is a
heeler and wants a job he must get 
it. whether qualified or not—aye, 
more, whether his appointment is in­
sulting to the district or even to the 
Crown if must be accomplished. But, 
Mr. Editor, the electors have decided 
about here to have no more heelers 
to dictate to them at election times, 
giving as their reason that during 
the term too much people's money 
falls to their share for compensation, 
whilst in some cases the burden 
placed on the district to open chan­
nels for the gratification of those fel­
lows is not at all justifiable. We 
have an enormous lot to say in this 
premises, but for the present we must 
remember our space is limited.

The great­
est thing was laying the foundation 
stone of the Cabot Tower and the 
telephone line round to Fort Amherst 
which saved so many lives. I in­
vited the foreign fleets and W. D. 
Reid gave the English, French and 
American Officers at Donovan’s a 
splendid banquet. Governor Mufrray 
laid the foundation stone of the 
Women’s Hospital, which the ladies 
have managed admirably, Mrs. A. W. 
Harvey taking the leading part. They 
collected the money for this great 
work. The Festival was a splendid 
success and it was all due to the 
generosity of Sir R. G. Reid, his 
sons, the local Government, and the 
other generous subscribers. One 
never-to-be-forgotten scene was the 
laying of the foundation stone of the 
Cabot Tower.

ATHENS, June 5. 
Another conflict has occurred be­

tween the Greeks and the Turks, near 
Dereli, in Grecian territory. Five 
Turks were killed.

GETTINGE, Montenegro, June 5.

against the Turks, and have proclaim­
ed autonomy for Albania.

LONDON, June 5.
The libel suit of Inspector Dew, of 

Scotland Yard, against the Montreal 
Star, for the publication of state­
ments in connection with the Crip- 
pen case, has been settled.
