, therefore highly probable that the 
German clockmakers have seen the 
last of a trade which produces some­
thing like 38 million marks a year. 
The German housewife must contri­
bute to Krupp’s her superfluous pots 
and pans. A German who is wound­
ed and a prisoner in England re­
ceived the other day a letter from his 
aged mother, who announced proudly 
that she, too, is to be “decorated” be­
cause she has presented all her kit­
chen utensils to the munition makers. 
Speaking on the requisition of metal 
a well known man indicated the ex­
tent to which the order was to be 
carrid out. The lead roofing, he said, 
would' be stripped not only from the 
churches in the invaded districts, 
but also from the places of worship 
in Germany, while metal statues and 
monuments are also to be thrown in­
to the melting pot.

Dear Sir,—Night after night the 
public is treated to a dish of abuse 
of Mr. Gosling by a writer who signs 
himself James Murphy, and while 
public men are In every country con­
sidered first-rate targets for the. “bul­
lets” of quill drivers, still there is 
always some real cause for attacks, 
but in Mr. Murphy's case there-seems 
to be no specific charge of wrong 
doing on Mr. Gosling’s part but rath­
er an outburst of hate due no doubt 
to some imaginary personal grievance 
of the writer in question. We have 
seen good men driven from public' 
life in this country by small minded 
men who glory in heaping abuse up­
on those who do their best for the 
land we live in and if this abuse is 
permitted to go on unchecked and if 
sere heads are allowed to pour forth 
their wrath on every one who un­
dertakes the burden of public work 
we will soon reach the stage wherein 
it will be impossible to get gentlemen 
to undertake such work. If Mr. Mur­
phy has a personal grievance with the 
Civic Commission he should go about 
it in the right way to have it fixed' up. 
But to follow his present course of 
attacks is an insult to the intelli­
gence of ' the community and only 
makes him appear ridiculous In the 
eyes of thoughtful people. Some in­
dividuals when they get an' inch gen­
erally take a mile and this appears 
true In Mr. Murphy’s case.

Mike Gibbons, the noted middle­
weight, was one of those at the ring 
side at Havana and he says:

Willard won cleanly. There was 
no fluke about it. I saw the blow, or 
rather the two blows, that did the 
business for Johnson. It was a 
straight right Xo the jaw which fol 
lowed a short right to. the body. 
Johnson went down like he had been 
hit with a piece of lead pipe. Up to 
the 17th round it looked like a 2-to-1 
shot that Johnson would pull it off, 
despite the plain fact that he was not 
as fresh as he had been. In the 19th 
Willard gave conclusive evidence 
.that he was not going to be worn 
down by the negro. He seemed more 
confident than he had been earlier in 
the game.

It was in the 21st that Johnson’s 
downfall became evident. He work­
ed. during this and for the next three 
rounds on the defensive. He seemed 
to think he was going to fool Jess 
with his stalling, but it was plain 
that when he did try to land his 
blows lacked steam. The “golden 
smile,” too, which had been much in 
evidence earlier, also was lacking. 
The 25th found him solemn and much 
worried. He did not seem to be able 
to make any headway at all, while 
Jess was getting mor^ aggressive 
every minute and evidently had not 
yet called upon his reserve of 
strength. Plainly it was only a ques­
tion of time before one of the blows 
landed and settled it. Then came the 
end jn the 26th.

WILLARD'S COMMENTS.
Willard, the new champion, said 

after the fight:
I followed my own ideas through­

out the 26 rounds, and knew all the 
time that it was only necessary for 
me to fight with extreme care in the 
early stages, or until I found just 
what Jlohnson possessed.

I quickly decided that his blows 
lacked steam. I do not believe I felt 
one of his punches excepting - momen­
tarily. He tried all his famous blows 
right at the outset, but they never 
teased me. I was not even jarred by 
any one of them. 'Çhis came first as 
a surprise, but afterward gave mo 
just the confidence I needed.

I never hurried, but waited patient­
ly until he had worn himself out try­
ing to put me away, and then I turn­
ed loose all my strength in that one 
right-hand swing—the blow that won 
me the championship.

I want to say for Johnson that I 
never have fought a cleaner man. 
Not once did he resort to foul tac­
tics; but, on the contrary, he tried 
always to make It a good,- clean fight. 
He has been the most criticized 
champion that ever lived, but I cer­
tainly found him a white man in the 
ring.

Willard declared he was not sore 
about' the body, but one of the toes 
of his left foot was slightly sprained 
and swollen from a twist. Johnson 
must have known this, for constantly 
during the fight he kept extending 
his left foot until he could just press 
down bn Willard’s left toes.

Willard’s hotoe is in Los Angeles, 
where his wife and his four children 
the eldest 7 years old, reside. Mrs. 
Willard is a native of Topeka, Kan­
sas; they were married in 1907. :

JOHNSON TALKS.
Havana, April 6.—Jack Johnson 

made his first appearanefe on the 
street at noon. He was dressed with 
his customary brilliancy, and he 
tried to smile, but it was evident, the 
loss of the title cut deeply.

Johnson said he was at no time 
seriously hu+ti Hb just burned otit 
and was weak and could n’either hit 
nor resist punishment in the fina! 
rounds.

“I am going to follow a plan I 
have hâd in mind for some time,’’ the 
former champion said, referring to 
his future. “I shall settle on a farm 
to France after the war and be a gen­
tleman farmer. I shall live the rest 
of my life easy. There will be no 
more fighting, no attempts to regain 
the title.”

The' former champion had several 
conferences to-day with promoters 
who want to buy his fifty per cent, 
interest to the moving pictures of the 
corftest. The negro says he has been 
offered $200,600. He insists his inter­
est is worth more, and he says he will 
not sell. There are indications, how­
ever, that he will.

Johnson offers no excuses. He 
thought himself good, but it was the 
old story of age, and he was not 
there. He said Willard was a fine 
fellow, a powerful hitter and gamer 
He is too big, Johnson declared, for

the average sized heavyweight ever 
to defeat.

The promoters to-day finished the 
counting the gate receipts. They an­
nounced to-night that the battle drew 
$110,000, and that the attendance was- 
32,000.

NO MOTION PICTURES.
Washington, April 7.—Persons who 

had hoped to see the Willard-Johnson 
fight in motion picture will be disap­
pointed. It was recalled here to-day 
that a Federal statute expressly for­
bids not only the inter-State trans­
portation of fight films, but the im­
portation of such films from foreign 
countries. It provides a fine of $1,- 
000 and imprisonment for one year, 
or both for each offense.

Germany’s Latest
Crookedness.

Count Von Bernstorff, the German 
Ambassador at Washington, has ad­
dressed a memorandum to President 
Wilson, asking that the United States 
prevent their citizens shipping arms 
to the Entente Allies, unless the lat­
ter permit foodstuffs to reach Ger­
many's civilian population. This de­
mand is all of a piece with the rest 
of Germany's crooked demands. They 
proclaim a blockade of the British 
Isles and France, and attempt to 
carry it out by the murderous method 
of sinking mercantile ships with the 
object not only of preventing food, 
arms and ammunition reaching these 
but Germany and allies are preventing 
the foodstuffs in Russia, particularly 
wheat from reaching Great Britain 
and France, and yet in spite of these 
actions, Germany has the effrontery 
to ask the United States to commit 
the unneutral act of selling arms and 
ammunition to us, and this in face of 
the fact that Germany has always 
permitted her people to sell these ar­
ticles of war to countries at war, and 
in face of the fact that Germany has 
made foodstuffs a contraband of war 
Ly her Government taking over all the 
foodstuffs which may be. or may ar­
rive, in her territory. The failure of 
Germany to receive foodstuffs rests 
with herself. She made them contra­
band. She tried to starvei Great Bri­
tain and France by a submarine 
blockade, and the Allies have made 
reprisals, without resorting to an in­
human action such as sinking mer­
cantile vessels. They are following 
the procedure recognized by Interna­
tional Law, capturing ships, and 
bringing ship and cargo before a Prize 
Court, and resting the right of taking 
over ship and cargo on the judgment 
of that Court. The markets of Am­
erica are as open to Germany and her 
allies as to Britain and her allies. She 
can buy all the foodstuffs she likes 
there. She can purchase arms and 
armaments. But this is no good to her 
because she has been driven off the 
sea, and being beaten there, she is 
trying to even up matters, by asking 
the United States to take away from 
the citizens there a right exercised by 
all nations under like circumstances. 
She is practically asking the United 
States to become her ally in helping 
her to fight her enemies. Not only to 
she making this effort through diplo­
matic channels, bût she has been and 
is conducting a campaign in the 
United States to affect public opinion, 
ion in this matter with a view to 
bringing pressure to bear upon the 
Government. In the issues of Ameri­
can newspapers which came by the 
last mail, we find full page adver 
tire ment calling upon American
manufacturers to cease taking arma­
ments orders from the Entente Allies 
and asking workmen to stop working' 
on them.

EYE-WITNESS NOTES GERMAN 

LOSS OF CONFIDENCE.
LONDON, To-day.

It is a significant fact that although 
a month have passed since the action 
at Neuve Chapelle, the enemy has 
made no attempt to retaliate in any 
quarters, but has remained inactive 
while we have established ourselves 
securely on the ground won—is the 
declaration made by Eye-Witness, at­
tached to the British Army Head­
quarters on the Continent, in a com­
munication dated April 9. Looking 
back over the past four months, it is 
instructive to note the gradual weak­
ening of German resistance on our 
front. Formerly, offensive action on 
our part was met with an immediate 
counter stroke. This is the first ocr 
casion on which the enemy has made 
no reply at all. This does not mean, 
of course ,thta their resistance is col­
lapsing. but the Germans have none 
the less admitted that with the 
troops at their disposal on this 
front, they are unable to avenge their 
defeat. Some light has been thrown 
on the conditions prevailing in the 
area behind the German lines which 
serve to confirm the impression that 
the general situation is creating great 
anxiety. Referring to the condition, 
bordering on panic, which prevailed 
it Lille during the fighting at Neuve 
Chapelle, this writer goes on to say : 
Both officers and men have openly 
expressed their uneasiness. Appar­
ently a marked change began to oc­
cur in the general demeanor of Ger­
man troops scon after Christmas. 
Till then they had been absolutely 
confident, but latterly this feeling has 
been steadily decreasing. German 
soldiers have told French civilians 
thev recognize they would be over- j 
powered by the mass of men Britain I 
was going to place in the field. They I 
have tried to persuade them that the 1 
British were equally bent on ruining j 
France, that they would grab every - 
hing for themselves. In conclusion, 
he Eye-Witness mentions the fact 
hat the German war levy on Lille, 

Roubaix and Tourcoing during March 
amounted to one million dollars.

man Ambassador, Count Von Berns 
toff, charging the United States Gov­
ernment with unneutral attitude in 
the European conflict, has not been 
determined. There is every idica- 
tion that attention is now being given 
to the general activities of the Ger­
man Embassy, that will uncover facts 
which either will enable the United 
States to demand the recall of the 
Ambassador or to stop the campaign 
which he is waging to influence 
political feeling throughout the coun­
try. The Department of Justice has 
entered «non à thorough investiga­
tion of all questions affecting viola­
tions of neutrality, and other matters 
which directly involve these activi­
ties of the German Ambassador.

TERRIBLE EXPLOSION.
ABERDEEN, Scotland, To-day.

The Free Press publishes the fol­
lowing telegram from Lerwick : A 
terrible explosion has occurred. Har­
bor Street was wrecked and many 
lives lost. No details are as yet ob­
tainable. Lerwick is situated on the 
east coast of the mainland of Shet­
land Islands, and is defended by an 
old fort dating from the time of 
Cromwell, and is one of the chief 
stations in Scotland for the Royal 
Naval Reserve. The capital of Shet­
land is Archipelago.

twelve railroad cars. The foundation 
plate on which the gün reâts is en­
cased in concrete at a depth of twenty- 
six feet

| “Liege was bombarded from a dis­
tance of 14% miles. The deviation 

, from the exact range was not more 
than twelve, inches. The first shot 
killed or wounded 1,700 men; the 2nd 
shot killed or wounded 2,300 men. 
Namur and Mauberge received each 
two shots. Fort Huy received one 
shot.

“It takes 25 to 26 hours to mount 
the gun; it takes six hours to point 
the gun after the exact range has 
been established by other guns.

Another thing de­
veloped to my surprise, the Chair­
man admitted that Hazel & Whipple 
and Longley would be paid for their 
services whether the pipes were 
bought from them or otherwise. I was 
given to understand I should have a 
chance to figure, and. one member said 
to me, “I suppose we will have to give 
Mr. Longley something for his trouble, 
a couple hundred or so,” but he did 
not think they would exact anything. 
That, I said, is hone of my affair. 
Don’t you think, Mr. Editor, the gen­
tleman referred to should have said 
in justice to me they were cdmmittgd 
to Mr. Longley for the purchase of 
the pipes instead of allowing me to 
keep telegraphing back and forth for 
two weeks, and each time saying 
“Your prices are too high.” Will the 
Council deny they were going to buy 
through Mr. Longley at $2.3.20 after 
his first offer of $22.70 had been with 
drawn, with the statement that 
freights had advanced? It was at that 
point I requested a chance to figure 
and it was then I should have been 
told they were committed to Mr. 
Longley. I claim by my preventing 
the Council from buying at $23.20 I 
saved to the taxpayers a total of 
$1,758,53; but after Mr. Longley is 
paid for his services as their agent 
it will be interesting to see how much 
the City will lose instead of gain. Mr. 
Harris thought I should show the 
Council where they were wrong. I 
think it is up to the Council to show 
the taxpayers (of which I am one) 
where they saved $2,220.00. Mr. C. P. 
Ayre, Mr. Bradshaw and Mr. McNa­
mara. who are all large taxpayers 
themselves and who supported Messrs. 
Harris and Gosling, should also inter­
est themselves. I am thankful tb Mr. 
Mulialy and Mr. Isaac Morris who act­
ed in a courteous manner towards me 
at the meeting, and I feel sure every 
well-thinking citizen will agree we all 
should have a full statement of the 
doings of our civic officials. Again 
thanking you, Mr. Editor, for intr'd- 
ing on so much of your valuable 
space,

“HOLD THE LINES AT ALL COSTS” 
PARIS. April» 12.

“Hold the lies in the Woevre dis­
trict at all costs," is the order which 
Emperor William is reported to have 
sent to field headquarters on the Ger­
man left wing.

ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.
PARIS, via St. Pierre, April 11.

Almost all day on the 10th it did 
not cease snowing, raining and blow­
ing in Belgium.

On the Aisne and in Champagne, 
artillery duels occurred.

Between the Meuse and the Moselle 
progress reported yesterday evening

confirmed.
In the Mortmare Wood we extend­

ed our front eastward by capturing 
new trenches, and repulsed several 
counter-attacks.

In Le Pretre Wood we have pro­
gressed on the western border, and 
an important number cf German mit­
railleuses have been captured.

To the north of Albert on Saturday 
evening, the Germans attacked on 
both banks of the Ancre against our 
trenches situated at Hamel and in 
Thiepval Wood, but they were repul­
sed after a bayonet engagement.

In the Argonne the action develop­
ed in very violent fighting, which was 
carried on all night. We destroyed a 
German blockhouse and took about 
300 metres of a trench. We ’Ynain- 
tained our gain in spite of two coun­
ter-attacks. C

Between the Meuse and the Mos­

Eparges and Combres district 
since our success of the 9th April.

In Ailly Wood an attack delivered 
on the evening of the 10th gave us 
possession of a new line of trenches.

In Mortmare Wood the Germans 
managed during the night to recap­
ture the trenches lost during the day, 
but positions gained on the 10th re­
main completely in our possession.

THE GERMAN SUBMARINE.
LONDON. April 12.

The Harrison Line steamer Way­
farer, has been torpedoed and sunk 
by a German submarine, according to 
a message received in London by a 
News Agency.

RUSSIAN ADVANCE AROUSE 
GREAT ACTIVITY.

LONDON, April 12.
The Petrograd correspondent ot 

the Ixmdon Times, telegraphs that the 
Russian advance into the Hungarian 
Valley by way of the Southern slopes 
of the Biskid Mountains, aroused 
greath activity on the part of the 
enemy in various directions. Not on­
ly have the enemy’s counter-attacks 
been repelled, but he is independent­
ly suspending them from fear of a 
menace to his communications. In 
the direction of Rostck Pass and 
Stryk, the actions have assumed a se­
vere character owing to the enemy's 
receipt cf large reinforcements with 
the object of penetrating our position, 
while especially in Rostck direction, 
the Austro-Germans have been en­
deavoring to isolate the Czars for­
ces advancing into Hungary from the 
east of Galicia. This attempt, how­
ever, has evidently failed, as is evi­
denced by the large bags of prison­
ers captured in this region. Gener­
ally speaking, the Russian advance 
encounters serious obstacles only in 
the direction of Rostck and Uszok 
Prsses. in other sections, the Aus­
trians are striving merely to pre­
vent a junction of the Russian forces 
operating on the various parts of the 
front. Thus the enemy’s efforts are 
mainly defensive, though, owing to 
the importance of this theatre, their 
Resistance is of a peculiarly desper­
ate nature.
