Big Munition Works.

Where Millions of Shells are Made.

As Minister of Muhnitions, Mr.
Lloyd George is the greatest employ-
»ex"_o‘f labor in the world. He controls
J.":.E) munition factories, employing a
million work people. %

: The whole kingdom-is mapped out
in eleven munition areas, seven 1
England and Wales, two in Scotland,
and two in Ireland. The areas are
st.lb(li\'ided inte a varying number of
districts, and each distiict has a local
board of management, acting under
the Ministry of Munitions.

The boards of management have

the munition factories in Yorkshire
to break records in output that they
have a challenge shield for the best
shift, the competition being a weekly
one.

In Scotland is to be found the larg-
est munition factory in the kingdom.
In size it is secomd only to Krupps.
It is at present diréctly employing
about 60,000 persons, including 6,000
women.

Some idea of the varied require-
ments of modern warfare may be
gained from the fact that at this Scot-
tish factory seventy-seven different
varieties of shells. are .made.

The champion of the factory is a
girl 'who is machining the copper
bands on shells.  Her record is 1,014
in a ten Mouf shift, or, say, 101 an
hour. She’earns £5 a week: -
'he munition, factories in Scotland
have been given names that have be-
come famous in the war, such' as
Ypres, Albert, Liege, Marne, Anzac,
Mons, etc.

The patriotic enthusiasm of the
Scottish munition workers may be
gathered from the fact that a new
factory covering 200 acres is nearing
completion, althpugh it was begun
less than two months ago.

The secret of this lightning speed is
perhaps the best thing of all. The
contractor is doing the work for
nothing, and ‘the men, inspired by his
lead, are playing an equally patriotic
part. ™
At one small Scottish factory there
are 320 girls, with only eight skilled
men to look after them. They are
making high explosive shells and they
turn out many thousands a week.
Most of the girl munition workers
wear Kkhaki overalls and caps, while
each bench or lathe “sports” its na-
tional flags.

Leeds was the first in the field in
West Riding, and now has a munition
factory in which 1,200 men are em-
ployed.

In Leeds, before the war broke out,
there was not one single munition fac-
tory. Now there are five hundred.

Leeds is only one town in Great
dritain. In dozens of the big Midland
towns, munition factories have sprung
up since the War began.

Take another instance, near Bir-
mingham. There, at one place, at.the
begining of this year, were green
fields - extending over sixty-five acres,.
Now it is one vast munition factory,
g0 big.that one department alone ex-
tends over eight acres without any
kind of dividing hall. An eight acre
room, and everyone in that room with
bitt one single thought, shell_s!

Up near Glasgow there is a new
“shell-town” ceovering 200 acres. At
the beginning of the war it was moor-

A Million Making Shells.

In this new shell town—surround-
ed by barbed-wire fences and protect-
ed by armed sentries by the way—
tens of thousands of shells are filled
every day with explosives for Mr. Hun
and his like.

Of course, not all munition factories
are new since the war began, but the
great majority of factories now -turn-
ing out munitions _were producing
some thing .very different eighteen
months ago.

In Sheffield, for example, the works
of one of the big railway companies
have been transformed. Before 1914,
SO many new engines every year were
t,grned out. Since the August of that
year not a single new engine has ap-
peared. Instead, the machinery has
been used for making carriages for
heavy guns, anti-aircraft guns, lim-
bers, fuses, parts of big shells, and a
dozen other things wanted hy the Na-
vy and Army.

The whole country has been divided
into areas each under a local expert
board of management. These boards
of management have drastic powers

for taking lathes and ~ engineering
equipment and factories in their
areas.

There are 1,679 controlled factories
employing a million people. Think of
it, a million people, whe¢se sole
thought® are shells and guns, guns
and shells. And this number of
workers is being continually added to
as women and boys and men ineligi-
ble for the Navy and Army are learn-
ing the unskilled or semi-skilled la=
bor necessary in the making of muni-
tions. ;

There was a time when we did not
produce enough shells and guns for
our own Army. Now we are turning
out weapons for Russia and our oth-
er allies, as well as piling up an
overwhelming supply for our own
Tommies all over the world.

Why the Allies
Have Decided to Hold
Salonika Base. °

Evacunation Would be Morally, Strate-
gically and Politically Disdstrous—
Would Exhilarate Huns.

LONDON, Dec. 14—The Chronicle
gives prominence;to: an article “from
a correspondent” discussing the ques-
tion “Why the Allies will not abandon
Salonika?” ¢

It says: “To realize why the Al-
lies have decided to hold Salonika it is
only necessary to think out the con-
sequences of evacuation. Those con-
sequences would be disastrous—mor-
ally, strategicaHy and politically. In
the first place, it would -admit openly
a serious check. The result would be
exhilaration in Germany and corre-
sponding depression of feeling in the
Allied countries. Secondly, the com-
plete abandonment of the Balkans, for
that is what it would mean, might de-
cide Roumania against us. The throw-
ing of a State, that really at heart is
friendly toward us, into the ranks of
our enemies, would be the most con-
siderable disaster that could befall
us. ¥

“Thirdly, it would mean the aban-
donment of Serbia to her fate. Apart
from the dishonor of such a course,

of leaving her in possession of the
enemy as a game or hostage, of which
important political use might be made
Fourthly, our withdrawal
from the Balkan theatre would be, in
fact, a guarantee”of safety of a vital
portion of the Greek flank. The en-
emy’s communications now stretch in

that line of communication, and at a
relatively short distance from it the
whole. way along, runs the sea which

Plot Against Canzda.

San Francisco, Cal.,, Dec. 15.—The
federal investigation into the allegad
German plots involving violation of
United States neutrality, which al-
ready have resulted in the indictment
and arrest of Baron George Wilhelm
von Brincken,; connected with the Ger-
man consulate here, C. C. Crowley, a
detective employed by Franz Bopp,
Cerman consul general, ahd Mrs.
Margaret Cornell, a secret agent em-
ployed by Crowley, received added im-
petus here to-day from the publica-
tion of the affidavit alleged to have
been sworn to August 27 by Johannes
Henrikus von Kcolbergen, a civil en-
gineer, of Mill Valley, California.

A Craek at Canada.

Von Koolbergen charged that he
was gmployed by Consul General Bopp
and von Brincken with the knowledge
and assistance of German vice-con-
sul Eckhard von Schach to dynamite
a tunnel or bridge in Canada.

Federal officials here said they re-
garded von Koolbergen’s affidavit, the
text of which was published in Provi-
dence, R. I, to-day, as of the highest
importance, and expected it to be of
great assistance to them in the trials
of persons indicted.

Attorney’s Denial.

George "A. McGowan, attorney for
Consul General Franz Bopp and fath-
er-in-law of Baron von Brincken, who
are charged by von Koolbergen with
having paid him money when the lat-
ter deceived them into believing he
had blown up a tunnel in Canada, is-
sued a statement to-day in which he
vigorously denied the truth of von
Koolbergen’s story.

He termed the indictment of von
Brincken as “Nothing short of an out-
rage upon Lieut. von Brincken. Noth-
ing but a complete and speedy vindi-
cation can result from a test of this
charge,” he said. !

McGowan in his statement referred
to von Koolbergen as an adventurer
and a British spy. Von Brincken,
