Necessity for
Pumping Engine.
SAYS NEW YOEK INSRANCE MAN.

- Mr. R. S. Newell, of the Under-
writers Agency, who was in the city
at the time of the fire at the Archie-

HOME RULE, APRIL 5.
LONDON, Feb. 21.

The first
step under the Act is to be the issu-
ance of writs for elections to,the néw
Parliaments, which probably will
take place three weeks afterwards.
The Belfast Parliament will assemble
in June. Present prospects seem to
be that few candidates will come for-
ward for the Southern Parliament,
and it seems doubtful whether this
Parliament will be formed.

FBIl“lERI\G AWAY TIME.
PARIS, Feb. 21.

Though matters of great im-
portance are to be considered by the
Council of ‘the League of Nations,
the opening session of which was
held to-day, the Council spent most
of the first day in discussing the
question of publicity, but without
reaching a decision. Two decided
currents were manifested: one faw-
.orable to the fullest publicity re-
specting the proceedings, as demand-
ed at the last Geneva Assembly, the
other stoutly resisting anything more
than a bare communication to the
public of results. A committee was
appointed to consider

four, Great Britain, being chosen as
chairman.

BLANKETED AND COUNTERPANED
NEW YORK, Feb. 21.

Greater New York succeeded only
partially to-day in freeing itself from
the thickest covering of snow that has
fallen on the Metropolis this winter.
To-night the Weather Bureau pre-
dicted the probable arrival, before
dawn to-morrow of another blizzard
that would lay a counterpane of sleet
and snow over the heavy white
blanket which already hides streets
and sidewalks, and blocks traffic lines
throughout the Metropolitan district.
Street cleaning commissioner Lee
asked the Board of Estimates for an
appropriation of one million to pay
for warfare against snow.

~ SYDNEY IN THE GRIP.
SYDNEY, N.S., Feb. 21.

Sydney and vicinity did not escape
the storm, which spread over the
whole Atlantic seaboard to-day, and
in fact the blizzard proved to be the
worst experienced in these parts dur-
ing the last three years. Not a street
car moved to-day. The incoming
nrorning express reached the city to-
night, ten hours and a haif late.

SMYRNA DIFFICULTY.

LONDON, Feb. 21.
A plan for the administration of
Smyrna district, formulated by Prime
Minister Lloyd George of Great Brit-
ain and Premier Briand of France, at
this morning’s Conference,
for the creation of a semi autonomous
province in this territory,
cupied by Greeks. Turkey would re-
tain civil and military control, but

- T]lfi

ing the judiciary and finances under
an International Commission, with a
Gen d’'armarie composed of both
Grecks and Turks. The first Governer
would be appointed for a term of five
vears, the appointee to be subject to
approval by the Allies. This arrange-
ment would be a settlement of the
differences between Italian and Brit-
ish positions. Italians have favored
the absolute withdrawal of Greek
troops, and British have been in gen-
eral for the maintainance of the
Treaty of Sevres.

PATROL AMBUSHED.
DUBLIN, Feb. 21.

A military patrol of Crown Forces
was ambushed last evening near
Lilbraak by seventy men, armed with
bombs and rifles, it was announced in
an official headquarters statement to-
day.- One officer and three soldiers
were wounded.

DELCO IN ICE.
NEW YORK, Feb. 21.

The “United States steamship Delco,
which recently left St. John’s, Nfid.,
after putting in there-last month with
a-broken propeller, is fast in the ice
field one hundred and eighty miles
east of Halifax, a radio message
from the ship said, to-day. The mes-
sage stated that sea was calm.

BOLSHEVIKS VS. GEORGIANS.
CONSTANTINOPLE, Feb. 21.
There still is no accurate news here
concerning the fate of Tiflis. A Bol-
shevik wireless from Baku to Moscow,
and 2lso a British wireless from Tiflis
dated last Saturday, gave details of
heavy fighting at Poil Bridge on the
Baku railway, East of Tiflis, where
Georgians defeated Bolsheviki, tak-
ing four thousand prisoners, and also
at the town of Ackstafa to the East-
ward.

I hope
this year “that the St. George’s So-
chety will, o\n'thu. day, hold a dinner
and that one of our best speakers
will hold forth on St. George and
what he stands for. That dinner
should be something new because the
Bociety consists of ladies and gen-
tlemen and for the first time, as far
as I am aware, ladies and gentlemen
will sit together at the festive board
and clink glasses (nothing, of course,
stronger than lemonade) and ladies
as well as. gentlemen will propose
and reply to toasts. I like the -idea
of sittting alongside of some enter-
taining lady.

Forbes, even should he be mistaken
in this matter which, as I have shown,
he is not. The Premier should not
have sent cups, saucers or jugs to a
happy couple about to be married. He
puts temptation in their way. Moon-
struck and Moonshine are not so far
apart when it comes to a wedding.
Ah! put on another herring. Just the
same we must keep holiday on St.
George’s Day.

Threc shies were allowed at the bird’
for twopence and if it was.active in
avoiding the blows, it was a source of
great profit to its owner. It was at-
tempted to palliate this practice as a
religious one; because the cock crew
thrice at the betrayal of our Saviour,
therefcre was the custom of “cock-
throwing ﬁstituted at Shrove Tues-
day, says tradition. It is impossible to
discover any reason for this tradition:
A more applicable origin is to be found
in the following:—Galled by oppres-
sion the Saxons conspired to murder
their Norsemen enemies by night, and
had actually commenced the work of
destruction when the numerous cocks
that the conquerors ‘retained about
them burst forth with divers loud
crows and awakeied them' in time
to crush the revolt.. When the Saxons
