Forced at last to
give up his journey, and with & sad

| presentiment thathis complaint would
prove fatal, and that his career was

almost at an end, he lay down 1n the

_ hut which his faithful attendants had
~ built for him to die in. Hera.1n a sense

alone—for no white man was near—
no kindred spirit present to soothe
hus sufferings or attend to his wants
—we can have some faint 1dea of the
thoughts which in the intervals of
pain would pass through the mind of
the dying man. His life fast ebbing

out, and yet the world as we may say |’

waiting anxiously and hopefully for
‘his re.appearance and return to civ-
ilization, to tell all that he had seen
and discovered. His work not yet
finished—the dream of his life not
yet realized—but st the very time
when 1t d near plish t,
the Great Master whom he had served
for so many years summons the weary
wanderer home to that eternal rest
which knows no break or disturbance.
What thoughts of home, of friends,
of past scenes and events must have
crossed the mind of this brave Chris-
tian—of home and friends far distant,
whom he would never again see in
life—of scenes and events fast fading
in the light of eternity. And yet the
sublime faith which was the guiding
star ofihis life—which enabled him to
face and overcome dangers of extra.
ordinary magnitude, which cheered
him amid the solitudes of Africa, and
gilded with hope all his self.denying
efiorts for the spiritual and temporal
welfare of her people—this faith
never-forsook him; for wken-all else
was fading from sense and sight, and
even when walking through the val-
ley and shadow. of death; he could
with the Christain's hope and the
Christain’s anticipation say—“I am
going home.” .

Yes, verily, he who knew no home
for 50 many years has at last found a
better one than earth can supply.
The brave and indowmitable spirit
which could not reet, but which
sought to bring civilization and chris-
tianity to the benighted tribes of Af.
rica, has at last realized “the peace
which passeth all understandifg;”
and all that remains of David Living-
stone are now being carried to Britain
to be deposited amid the tears and
regrets of the nation in the great
national pantheon, among the 1llus:
trious of all ages and m all walks of’
life. And who else better deserves
the henor ot being laid among™ the
great and good of the mother land, or
of having his name enshrned among
the heroes of the Empire?  His life
from his earliest yeurs was a heroic
battle. Whether a factory boy at
Blantyre, coning over his books while
attending to his spindles; or as a
student struggling with poverty and
sacrificing all comfort in his intense
desire to gain knowledge; or asa
medical missionary in South Africa,
patiently toiling for the spiritual and
temporal good of the degraded na-
tives;or asthe fearless and indomitable
traveller and explorer who for the
sake of science and religion buried
himself for years in the heart of Af-
rica, and denied himself all the com.
forts and relinement of civilized life
—in every stage of his career true
heroism manifests itself, “His patient
endurance, his noble ambition, his
Christain virtues, his fortitude, his
intense love for science and desire to
open up new fountains of knowledge,
and above all his constant and cepse-
less desire and efforts for the ame.
lioration and elevation of the tribes
among which h2 travelled, stamp him
as & man whose like humanity rarely
produces—a hero in the truest sense
of the word-—whose memory theworld
will not soon let die, and whoze work
will descend as a blessed heritdge to
generations yet unborn.

It is scarce two yearssince the great
traveller was searched for and found
by an adventurous American. The
news was heard by every one as if he
had heard of the safety of a long
loss friend.  And the fond anticipa-
tion was cherished by all in both
hemispheres, that ere long ho would
return to his native land,full freight-
ed with the spoils of his weary wan-
derings, to enrich our stores of know-
ledge, to unfold the geography of
the vast interior-of Africa,and to re-
ceive from ‘a proud and grateful
people all the honors which they
couid bestow on the illustrious ex-

lorer. But it was not to be. The

rovidence which waiched over his
eventful life, which guided him safe-
ly through so many dangers, decreed
that he should die alone amid the
scenes of his Jabors—that in a rude
temporary hut, he, who was the su.
perior of kings, should die unattend-

ed save by a few faithful Africans. 1t -

is not for us to question but to sub-
mit. The honors which would have
been accorded him while living will
be paid to his ashes.  Bul above all
his memory and devoted labors will
be held in grateful rememberance,
and we will often with mournful
pride think and speak of David Liv-
ingstone, the last and greatest Af.
rican traveller and devoted mission-
ary, whose name will be enshrined
among the illustrious African travel-
lers who have gone before him, and
