Epitor Bririse Coronisr :—In your
issue of Tuesday appears a letter
siguned ‘Caustic’ which is mainly made
up of false statements, uttered either
through ignorance of the subjeot or
prompted ' by some unworthy motive.

. The answer ‘o the questions of ‘Caustio’ ag
given by himself is wholly untrue. Besides
that, he talks sheer nonsence when be speaks
of ‘the complete separation of the Colonies’
and of ‘the utter separation of the Colonies-
The QOolonies were always politically and
legally separate and distinet, the only
political tie between them being their alles
giance to the Queen, till the Union was pro«
claimed in 1866. The extract from 21. 25,
Vic. cap 19, making .provision for Union,
given in his letter, proves indisputably that
tbe Colonies were separate. Mr DeCosmos
‘ and his party,’ knowing this fact, conses
quently never ¢ o‘hvmourad’ for ‘complete or
atter separation of the Colonies’ in 1863, but
as we have shown and shall show had advos
dated Uion. ;

In 1862, the officials headed by Sir James
Douglas, who was ‘supported by Mr Young,
Mr Oary, Mr Orease, Ool Moody, and others
would not listen te Union but kept the Col.
onies separate; and that suited exactly the
anti-Union party of New Westminster ; for
that party through the Hope Convention of
1861 had prayed the Duke of Newcastle to
separate the officials and give British Columbia
& governor not officially or otherwise con-
nected with Vancouver Island. The prayer of
their petition not being granted, certain proms
inent politicians of New Westminster induced
Mr Malcom Oameron in 1862 to go to Engs
land as the Dalegate of British Columbia, te
do what the memorial of 1861 had failed to
effest. To better accomplish their end My
McClure was selected by the same parties to
act as the delegate of Vancouver Island jn
conjunction with Mr Cameron.. But to con-
vince the Duke of Neweastle that what the
+people of New Westminster had asked for wag
likewise desired by the people of Vancouver
Island, it was necessary that the mission of
Mr McClure should receive the color of pops
ular sanction. So & meeting and a certain
number of people were found to endorse that
gentleman as & delegate; Mr DeCosmos, hows
ever, and those who acted with him as Unions
ists, not only opposed the objeet of the dele~
gation but also the delegates, "In proof of this
statemens, I need only refer to two brief exs
trects from the Columbian and Coronisr,
In September 1862, the Columbian said in
urging that a delegate be sent to England
from both Colonies, that:— ‘Vancouver Island
wants a distinet governor and responsible
government.

sion be, first, responsible government and a
resident governor for each Colony.’ To this
the CoLoxtst of Sept 30 1862 replied: ¢ To
put our cotemporary’s wind at ease, we hasten
to assure it, that we differ entirely with the
first proposition and, as & matter of course
with the second.

CONSTITUTION OF THE COUNOLL.

The Council then took up hon Helmcken’s res
solutions for the alteration of the constitu-
tion of the Oouncil in committee of the whole.
Hon Ball in the Chair.

‘Hon Holbrook proposed that the represen,
tation in the Council [as an amendment] be
15, two-thirds of which number to be re-
turned from the mainland ; the sessions to be
limited to 40 days, and the Council to meet on
the Island and Mainland alternately, pending
the permanent location of the Capital on the
Mainland, a resolution in relation to which he
intended to introduce at some fuvure time.

Hon Young—In reference to the resolutions,
His Excellency, in consequence of the matter
being discussed in the Council, held his hands,
and so all action towards the alteration de—
sired by the hon member wag stayed.

¢ We propose a political Union with British
Colambia and Vancouver's Island. We ad«
vocate one Colony and one staff of Colonial
officers instead of two Colonies and two stafls
of Golonial officers. We hold that a union
will give us and British Colambia a cheaper
government wthat a separate Colonial exist.
ance from British Colambia will entail on us
a greater expense than our revenue will de«
ray ; and that our trade with British Cclum-
bia would not be hampered with daties and
Custom House restrictions wbich tend to
lessen the advantages of Victoria and the
Colony.’

This extraot is only the printed evidence of
the beginniog of the Union party ; and, as it
would needlessly oceupy space by giving
numerous extracts, I will next extract proof
from the CoLonist of 1861. In. September
of that year a Convention was held at Hope
at the instance of New Westminster chiefly.
A memorial was framed by that body and
sent to the Dake of Newcastle.. An article
in the CorLonist in the same mouath review-
ed ths ‘memorial expressing the opinion then
beld by Mr DeCosmos and the Union party
as follows : s
* On one point which wonld have' had a
far greater tendency than any otker to faci-
litate the establishment of a resident Gover-
nor nnd Legislative Couneil in British Col~
umbia, the petition is entirely silent. The
point to which we allude is a Union of Van-
couver Island and British Columbia.. Union
would at a stroke sweep away nearly all the
stock in trade of the patriotic gentlemen
who formed the Qonvention; . and new
ground would have - to be broken whigh is
very desirable in our young Colony, among
a progressive people.

Even
as late as the summer and fall of 1864, after
the Dake of Newcastle’s despatch respecting
Union had been published, union counld have
been had, and the arrival of two Governors
prevented. Bat, strange to say, the signas
tures of both of those gentlemen were afs
fixed in September to the ¢ Crown Salaries
Act, 1863, of British Columbia before the
Vancouver lsland Assembly had decided
either pro or con respecting the union; and
at the very moment when the resolation of
Mr DeCosmos in favor of union was about
being carried in the Assembly, Mr Young
entered the House, took his seat, and at
once voled against it, and thus defeated
union in 1863, thereby entailing two Gove
ernors on the Colonies.

or $7. To British Columbian families,
who are accustomed to pay from $20 to
$30 per month for the same description
of servants, and sometimes, when paying
that rate, are forced to content themselves
with Chinese ¢ help,” the American and
Canadian rate appears ridiculounsly small ;
but small as they undoubtedly are, in Eng-
land she rate is{less; and girls have extreme
difficulty in obtaining employment at
haif those rates, The fact is, in the
Mother country there is an overplus
of females, and the very best class of
servants—girls who have been taught
to perform every kind of work, from
cooking a dinner to dressing a baby,
would gladly emigrate to a country
like this, where their labor isin de-
mand, and where the chances of draw-
ing & prizé in the matrimonial lottery
‘are 80 good. Bat the very low rate
of wages prevailing in England not
only renders life there almost im-
possible, but frequently presents a for-
midable obstacle to domestics exchang:
ing that for & new and more profits
able scene of employment, for the rea-
son that they seldom scrape together
a sum sufficient to pay their passages.
