French Bark Receives But 12 Shillings
. and 6 Pence for Sydney.

The French bark Emma Laurens, a
new vessel of 3,00Q tons capacity, was
chartered in San Fraweisco Saturday to
load two-thirds of a cargo for Syduey,
Australia, at 12s. 6d. per ton, with the
option of Melbourne at 13s. 9d. This is
{said to be the lowest rate ever_accepted
by a ship for carrying wheat from a Pa-
cifiv Coast port to any foreign port, and
shows ‘the ocean freight situation’ top be
in a very badly demoralized condition,
No other ship but «a French bounty-
earner could make the voyage except at
2 loss. Even with a full“cargo, an un-
subsidized craft would undoubtedly
show a loss on the voyage. The Em-
ma Laurens, however, will needs do bet-
ter than she has been doing, or even
the bounty will not enable her to pay
very large dividends, for she came to
San Francisco in ballast from Havre,
the voyage occupying mearly five
months. The British and German ship-
owners will be very heavy losers by the
French bounty system for at least an-
other year, for there are enough of the
French vessels on the Coast or headed
for the Coast to prevent any -improve-
ment in freights for a long time.

“Being satisfied that the Rosella
claims are valuable, a syndicate of Vie-
toria and Esquimalt people put up the
mouney to fully prospect these and ob-
tain the leases, water rights, and so on,
and I spent last summer in preliminary
work there.
“The McDames creek ledge appears to
to a part of a continuous body of ore ex-
tending across the country for many
miles, rising and dipping, but every-
where carrying good values, gold in
some places occurring with the silver,
lead and copper. In some places the ore
looks like the best Rossland ore. The

In conversation, Mr. Greenshields

erate au inland service. My opinion as
to the efficacy of the wireless system is,
of course, not worth much, but from in-
formation I have had, I beiieve the sys-
tem will prove a complete success, The
company will have its station in Cape
Breton finished within the next two
weeks, when business will be com-
menced in earnest.

Melbourne, Nov. 10.—The British
steamer Elingamite, bound from Syd-
ney, N. 8.

The steamer Elingamite belonged to
‘Huddart, Parker & Co., of Melbourne.
She was used in the general passenger
and mail service carried on by the com-
pany between the colonies and along the
coast of Australia. She was built in
1887 at Newecastle-on-Tyne, and was of
1,675 tons net register.
