Acute Crisis Probable

The absence of Premier Clemegnceau
from Paris increases the difficulties of
the situation, as no important step
can be taken without his eonsent. The
French press is unanimous in consid-
ering Germany’s action provocative,
and possibly productive 6f an acute
crisis.  All the newspapers contrast
this state with Emperor Willian’s re-:
cent pacific utterances at Strassburg,
and they recall alleged similar incon-
sistency in Germany’s position durlng
the Algeciras, crisis. One newspa;

most malevolent one of Emperor Wil-
liam since he disembayked at Tan-
gier and proclaimed Abdul El Aziz to
“Independent Sovereignity in the
Sherifian Empire.”

~Demand Damages of Domm-

ion for Cancellation of
Yukon Glaims

Pawson, Sept. 2.—Theé largest law-
suit ever filed in the Yukon, and per-
haps  in' all ‘Canada, was -begun here
yesterday, when A. D. Curtiss, manager
of the Bonanza Creek Mining company,
asked the goveérnment of ‘Canada’for
$17,600,000, for having' cancelled the
concession which had been granted to
Matson & Doyle, and afterward sold
to the mining company. In the com-
plaint they claim that not only were
they given title to the ground, but were
'also granted water rights 'which were
afterward annulled- by order of the
minister of the interior.

t was necessary to secure the con-
sent of the government before suit was
‘begun, which was filed in the exchequer
court. ~The company claimed that by
cancelling the concession some of the
claims lapsed to individuals who took
out great sums of money, the ground
being exceedingly rich. Afterward  A.
N. C. Treéadgold was granted a con-

- cession which also took in all lapsing

claims that were formerly held by the
company., This, éancelling the one con-
cesgion ‘and giving the same rights to
another, gives the company the right
to file suit. The company estimates the
loss in what money was recovered by
individual miners and companies who
came into possession of the ground af-
ter the concession was cancelled.

The Bonanza Creek Gold. Mining
company has a big share in the history
of mining. in the Klondikg. It was
started as the Matson & Doyle conces-

fights waged for years in the. Yukon
resulted.

The Bonanza Creek Gold Mining
company is now suing to recover.

* Great Britain

“A committee has been sitting at the
Colonial Office for some years,” said
H. J. MacKinder of London, Englang, at
the Empréss ‘last evening, “which was
originally“dppointed by the Right Hon.
Joseph Chamberlain during the clos-
ing period:of his tenure of the Co-
lonial Office, and probably in 1904,and
which contains representatives of vari-
ous other 'bodies. It is what is techni>
cally called a Colonial Office, or a
departmiental committee, and as its ob-
Jects are dmperial, Mr. Chamberlain
took a very’deep interest in its incep-
tion as well as in its proceedings.
I'he Indian Office, the Victoria League
and  other:<bodies are represented on
it, and 1ifs object is to promote the
teaching’ in’all our schools of all sub-
Jects whHich~have anything to do with
ihe Empire: *

The first tesult at which this com-
mittee arrived was that this teaching
must' be’thorough as well as general,
and it was therefore determined to
organize  a system of lectures which
would form:-a basis for school lessons.
‘'hese were to be authoritative lec-
tures, illustrated by means of lantern
slides, which must, moreover, be in
every particular the. very. hest that
can be.! mafe, -while ultimately, I may

add, they'are 'to .be :multipled ‘on a ‘whole. subject in a very practical . as;

very large scale; indeed. A'here were,
as a matter of fact, two sides to this
question, the first ‘thing to be done
was to teach the children in the other
parts of the Empire. all about the
Mother Country, while the second
thing to be .done 'was to, teach the
children “in the WMother Country all
about the other parts of the Empire;
while, of course, all this information
was to be made available as regards
any other portion of the Empire.

' “The. first subject that we took up
was to teach about the Mother Cour-
try in the other parts of the Empire,
which we concluded to do from the
dropical point of view, i. e., we took

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AN ENGLISHMAN IN CANADA

" The smali, cheap weekly pa,%ers,
which circulate in England, have a
gwider influence than many of us think.
1We are accustomed to look upon ‘the
great dallies of London and  other
large cities as the vehicles whereby
the people are reached, and we over-
look publications of the class first
above referred to, which find their
way Into the hands®of hundreds of
thousands of people. We observe in
one of these a letter, purporting to
have been written by an Englishman
in. Canada in. which he paints an ex-
.¢eedingly doleful picture of conditions
here. He says labor is scarce and
‘wages at the lowest figure. We can
appreciate how a man coming from
-England to the Dominion might_find
difficulty in getting work, because so
many of them are unable to adapt
themselves to the comditions existing
here; but the second statement, which
.the correspondent makes, namely, that
“the Englishman is hated like poison
out here,” cannot be passed without
contradiction. The ability of the
writer of the letter to form a trust-
worthy opinion on any Canadian sub-
ject may be judged from the fact that
he declares himself disturbed at the
strength of the feeling in Canada in
favor of annexation to the TUnited
States.

We can picture the correspondent in
imagination. - He is one of the class,
who are represented by the mnew-
comer- in the following story. A man

.from the Mother Country was told
that Englishmen were always treated
kindly in Canada, and he replied:
“Ain’t ye bound to? Don't we own
¥ ye?” Of course the tale is an imagin-
ary one, but it represents an attitude
of mind quite common with some of
our English friends on their first ar-
«rival. = The writer of the letter prob-
ably belongs to this class. He also
probably has beeén brought up in a
“groove. The Colonist had a call not
long ago from a nice-looking young
fellow from London, who had been
s brought up in a line of commercial
work, for ' which  there is absolutely
no opening here. He had ‘been unable
to find employment in his particular
. line, and so he came- to Victoria. - “1
am told,” he said, “that there is plenty
of work in the Colonies.”. Failing to
get-'what he was looking for, he ex-
pressed his great disappointment with
the “Colonies,” and returned. to Eng-
land. A man who combined the, above,
characteristics would find it hard to
get work and Wwould make -so -few
- frlends that he might easily become
convinced that an REaglishman is
“hated, like poison here! As to the
annexation sentiment, there*agh unfor--
tunately a good many y i this
< country who take a fiendish delight
in “stuffing” a newcomer from FEng-
land full of all kinds of nonsense, and
evidently the letter. writer had his own
experience in this line.

We have spoken of the Englishman,
who cannot get dlong. ' Now for the
other side of the picture. Here is the
case of a man, who called upon the
Colonist and said that he had arrived
in the city the day before and had a
wife, four children and $4.50. Natur-
allg he wanted ,work. When asked
what kind of work he had been ac-
customed to do, he named an office
employment, but added that he was
strong enbugh to do anything and will-
ing to do it. He was told to go out,
to_ stop the first mman he met on the
sireet, tell him the same thing and
ask for employment, and if he.did not
succeed in getting it to come back and
report, his failure, in which event he
was promised two days’ work. He @id
not come back for two months' and
then to say that he was getting along
very weil, having done just what he
was adyised to do. Men who come to
Canada with that kind of spirit have
rarely any cause for ,complaint: but
the man who runs away with the
notion that because he comes from
England, he has some sort of title to
have his ways and prejudices consid-
ered, and refuses t$ adapt himself to
conditions as he finds them, is very
dikely to have a hard time.

THE ATTITUDE OF THE WORLD.

The ?fan_couver World  hd&  an-
wnounced itself independent in politics,
and has gone even further and de-
clared its_disgust with the Tring rule
which Has characterized the Liberal
regime in British Columbia ever since
the Laurier ministry became firmly
seated In the saddle. Ma: of the
things said by the World are not un-
like -things that the Colonist has sgaid
in the past, although we do mot for a
moment suggest that they were ‘in-
spired by anything that ever appeared
in this paper, for .our . Vancouver cofi-
temporary has simply ‘opened'its eyes
to conditions which have long been ap-
parent to those who looked for them.
The Liberal party had the ball at its
feet in British Columbia at one time,
but ring rule . proved too :powerful.
One result was the loss of the provin-
cial government. At the tim®e of the
break-up of the old political combina-
tions, that is a few . years before the
McBride government came into office,
the Libterals stood a better chance than
the Conservatives to secure the reins
of power, but the party was “bossed”
out of all semblance of vitality. What
has been even more’to its disadvan-
tage was the absolute apathy exhibited
by the self-constituted leaders of the
party in anything tending to the ad-
vantage of the province. Session afier
dession has ‘passed at Ottawa, and
hardly a voice hak ever been raised by
a British Columbpia member in advo-
cacy of anything calculated to benefit
this ‘Western seaboard. Question after
question has arisen in which the prov-
ince had some claim for consideration,
at the hands of the federal ministry,
but there has been, as far as we re-
member, no case in which the repre-
sentatives of the province at Ottawa
backed up®these claims, much less in-
sisted upon their receiving favorable
consideration. Patronage was the one
thing thought about, and this went
into the hands of a small ring, for the
most part. On the latter point we
have not' much to say just now. We
do not say that federal patronage in
this province .has not been abused,
bhut we assign that aspect of the case
a. subordinate’ position as compared
with the manner in which the interests
of British Coluinbia have been disre-
garded by its representatives, who had
1he ear of the government. We recall
nly one speegh, for example, that wa
gelivered in the House of Comimons on

behalf of the claim for better terms;
and that was by Lieut.-Col. Prior, who
was then in opposition. There are
other ways in which this neglect has
been exhibited. . We do not like to say

to make their voices heard in behalf of
the province; we do not like to insinu-
ate that, as between saving Sir 'Wilfrid
Laurier a little possible embarrass-
ment and striving to advance the ma-
terial interest of British Columbia,
they preferred to choose the former.
We shall.confine ourselves to the facts,
contending ourselves to pointing to the
barren pages of  Hansard, which are
conspicuous: for the:absence from:them
of any speeches by British Columbia
Liberals on. behalf «of the provincey
since 1896, and leave others to disy
cover the reason of this state of things.
In taking an independent attitude, and
in its disappointmient at 'the barren-
ness of the record our Liberal rep-
resentatives, as far @& the accomplish-
ment of anything fém. the recognition
of the rights of the province and the
betterment of ‘the ‘condition of its in-
habitants go, the World will have
plenty of company, made up of those
who - have: hitherto’ been disposed to
support the Liberal cabinet.

Tha Gazette claims that the greatest
industrial’ progress has been made in
Quebec, of course disregarding  agri-
culture, as it claims that the Cénisus of
1911 will show that there are. from
1,900,000 to 2,000,000 people living in

“LAURIER’S 'WORK.’

The Toronto Globe is a little more
explicit than some of ity contemporar-
ies, and in saying that Sir Wilfrid
Laurier -ought to be allowed to finish
his - work, specifically defines that work
as ‘the completion of the National
Transcontinental Railway. But what
has he to do with it? He made the
bargain and committed the country to
it for better or for worse, and only the
other day we were told that contracts
had been let for the whole of the gov-
ernment section, which is to be com-
pleted by December 31st, 1910. Surely
it will not be contended that the com-
pletion of these contracts depends upon
the continuance of the present regime
in office, Surely it will not be said
that if Sir Wilfrid Laurier. is defeated,
the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway com-
pany will not build its -part of the. line.
The Globhe argues that it would - be to
tha interest -of Mr. Borden and his
friends “to ‘make this railway cost as
much as possible, whereas it is the in-
terest of the present government to
make it cost as little as possible. Suyre-
ly the Globe does not expect an argu-
ment like this to be taken seriously.
Why in -the mame of ‘common sénse
would it be thé interest of the Conser-
vatives, if entrusted with power, to
make' the railway cost as much as pos-
sibde? . One would naturally suppose
that they would endeavor to show the
country that’'they could do the work
moreé cheaply than the present gov-
ernment, although with all the con-
tracts let, there might not be wvery
many avenues for the prosecution of
economy.: We concede that it ought to |
be the interest of the Libeérals to make
the line cost as little as possible. Even
at a minimum cost it will stand the
country a vast sum beyond Mr. Field-
ing’'s estimate. But the Liberals do not
appear to have shown much desire to
keep down expenses. When the Hod-
gins charges were before a committee
of the House of Commons, the effort of
the government representatives on that
committee was to burk investigation.
There was a chance fhen offered to
find out if the road was costing as little
as. possible, but.it was not utilized.
‘The effort of the majority of the/com-
mittee was directed to mixing up/ Major
Hodgins so much that he would not be
able to establish anything. They la-
bored to get a verdict of “Not Proven,”
and secured. it. If.the Liberal party
had thought that. its interest’ lay in
keeping the cost as lwv as possible,
surely fhe committee, would not have
held the inquiry within. the narrow lim-
its to which it was confined, but would
frankly and boldly have gone into the
whole question of cost. If the Globe
has no better plea than this fo prove
that “Laurier should finish  his work,”
its case is hopeless.

THE PEACE RIVER.

A news item says that Rev.’ Father
Le Treste, of Peace River, is on his
way to Rome and adds: ‘“He reports
an early and abundant harvest in the
Peace River country and says that the
district has a great future.” The Peace
is a large river, and when any one is
quoted as referring to “the district,” it
is not always quite certain what is
meant. The Peace is formed by the
junction of two British Columbia rivers,
the Finlay and the Parsnip. The. latter
has its source ncar the great bend of

the Fraser and fiows nerthward;  the

former flows from the northwest, hav-
ing its source in the easterly slope of
the mountains, from the westerly slope
of which the Stikine and the Skgena
flow. The Finlay and the Parsnip lie
‘west ‘of the'Rocky Mountains, and after
they unite, the waters flow through
that range by one of the most re-
markable canons in the world, The
general course of the Peace is north-
east, and it enters Lake -Athabasca
after a somewhat winding course of a
thousand miles. Navigation is inter-
rupted in some places by rapids, but
the river is deep.and smooth for the
greater part of its course. It flows at
a considerable depth below the general
surface of the country, The part of
Canada drained by this river, of which
we hear most, is that lying in north-
eastern British Columbia and a hun-
dred miles or more in Alberta. Here
are Fort St. John, Hudson’s Hope, and
in Alberta, Dunvegan. Here also the
Dominion government selected the
3,500,000 acres to which it was entitled
under the terms of the railway settle-
ment. In the latest map issued by the
Department of the Interior/this area.is
shown as a block somewhat over
seventy-miles square, of which a little
less than two-thirds is on, the south
side of the river. Speaking' of the
country between Dunvegan and Fort’
St. John, a distance of 120 miles;.about
half of which is in this province, Pro-
fessor Macoun, « writing. thirty years
ago, said: “The trail passes through
many miles of beautiful farming coun-
try,” and again, *It would be folly to
attempt to depict, the appearance of
the country, as it was so utterly be-°
yond what I ever saw before that I
dare hardly make use of truthful words
to describe it.” He adds: “Mr. Selwyn,
who made an excursion ten miles to
the northwest, reports a very luxuriant
vegetation where he was— much
greater than he ever saw at Edmon-
ton or anywhere 'in the Saskatchewan
country.” A few years ago an attempt
was made to discredit th#s report, but
it was answered by the experience of
the few settlers, who had lived in the
country. /There seem,to be four causes
for tha exceptional productiveness of
the region. One is that the natural
fertility of the soil is high; another is
found in the decreased elevation of the
country, for: the whole surface of the
continent east of the Rockies has a
slope to the north from the plateaus
of Dakota and Montana; the third rea-
son is to be found in the long hours of
sunshine, and a fourth is the ample
rainfall. ety

‘While the Dominion government was
undoubtedly entitled to select the area
mentioned, it is' a matter for regret,
in view of the very large contributions
made by this province to the federal
eéxchequer, for which there has been
no adequate return, and also in view
of .the fact that the cost.of administer-
ing’ the.distrtiot will ‘£all 1pon the pro-
vincial government, that the federal
authorities’ were not 'willing!'to sur-
render the.claim to theé land, or, if not,
that they did not see’ their way clear
to.select a part of it not,likely to be
settled at.an.early day. . As it is, the
first settlers who go into the Peace
River country, on the British Colum-
bia side of the boundary line, will take
up land owned by the Dominion gov-
ernment, and the local authorities will
have~to provide roads, bridges, public
buildings and schoolhouses gut of funds
raised in other parts of the province.
In the hands of the provincial govern-
ment this 3,500,000 acres would have
realized & large” sum of money that
swould ‘be expended for provincial pur-
poses.. - Under: the  existing’ arrange-
ment this'moriey will go into the gen-
eral revenue of Canada. The Dominion
‘was entitled to its pound  of flesh, but
the people of Canada would not have
insisted upon its being taken.

Taking Fort“St. John, in British Col-
umbia, as the centra of the Peace River
country, as it is in point of fact of the
area selected by the Dominion govern-
ment, the distance thence to Edmonton,
the nearest railway point at present,
in a direct line, about 350 miles; when
the Grand: Brunk. Pacific is' built the
nearest railway point will be :in the
neighborhood of Fort George, and it
will be about half as far away from
Fort St. John' as Edmonton is. The
difference in distance from Fort St.
John to Edmonton and Prince Rupert
réspectivaly will be inconsiderable from
‘the standpoint of railway traffic, so
that there is every reason for the Col-
umbia cities to look for a share of the
business that will be developed in'this
promising country. When the time
cpmes that we will have a line of rail-
way connecting the -southwest . .and
northeast parts of the province, a con-
summation which we do not think is
very far away, the interests of Victoria
and Vancouver in the development of
the great river valley will ba very in-
timate. , : ; !

GOVERNMENT FELEPHONES

I a speech made at a banquet given
in his honor ‘after the result of the
elections' was known,  Premier Scott,
of Saskatchewan, made some - inter-
esting. announdements as to the policy
of his administration in regard to gov-
ernment’ ownership of telephones. He
declared ‘the  intentien to be to buy
out the. Bell: system and the: Saskat-
chewan company’s system, which cen-
tres at Moose Jaw, and to construct’
several hundred. miles of \trunk lines,
He told' his hBarers' that ‘the people
mmust be prepared for a large initial
expendifure.” The*workéwill be in the
hands ‘of a’speé¢ial department of the
government. ' In addition to building
trunk lines, the government will assist
settlers to create their own telephone
systems, and link"them up: with the
government lines. The aid will be
given in the form 6f free poles, a con-
sideration of  some importance in a
comparatively treeless’ country. Mr.
Scott hopes that in a very short time
there will be no eommunity in Saskat-
chéewan, which waftts a telephone sys-
tem, that will not be prvoided -with
one, ;

‘In Manitoba 'public telephones are
already in operation, and we have seen
a’ recent statement thdt the cost has
amounted to $4,000,000. As‘far as we
are informed the system 'is working

admirably.. Certainly the governments
of the Prairie Provinces, in grappling
with this speciés of public ownership;
have shown commendable courage and
enterprise. The result of their efforts
will - be. closely 'watched, not only all
over Canada; but i every part of
America, . ;

A SUGGESTED CENTENNIAL

BEarl Grey has revived the sugges-
tion made by Ambgssador Bryee, that
the centennial of peace between the
United States and Great Britain should
be appropriately observed, when it oc-
curs in 1914. It is _not too soon to
think about this and to make up our
minds if the occasion is to be com-
memorated. Of course there will have
to be eco-operation between the peo-
ple of both halves of the North Ameri-
can Continent, or a celebration would
be meaningless, At the present stage
about the only thing that can be done
is to discuss it in the newspapers to
see how the suggestion will .catch
the popular fanecy. If it does not

then after our election 1s over and our
neighbors have chosen their president,
it would be timely for some one <to
open unofficial communications be-
tween Ottawa and 'Washington. Mr.

Joshua Green, \president of the In-
ternational Steamship company, in an
interview given to the Seattle Times,
in which no mention of the proposed
opposition steamer for the Victoria-
vVancouver run promised by him last

March ds made, said he expected the |-

rate war would centinue throughout
the winter. When the trouble started
last spring between .the Canadian Pa-
cific Steamship company there was
little expectation in local shipping cir-
cles that the slashing of fares ‘would.
continue through the summer. As-
suming larger proportions -as it grew
older, the fight is ncw waged in bitter
earnest and there fis no prospect of
negotiations for a settlement for some
time to come.

In speaking 'of the situation this
morning, Mr. Green said: “Some days
ago it looked as though the fight would
be terminated and the misunderstand-
“ing adjusted. Now it does not seem
Probable that thereavill be any change
‘'in the situation until next year. The
rival company has taken hold of the
rate war in dogged earnest and is ap-
parently not considering any negotia-
tions for a settlement, while we cer-

| DEGEASED DAUGHTER

Nitinat Indian Gave Away One
Thousand Dollars in Big
_‘Potlatch

(From Wednesday's Daily.) -

An eagle with spread wings, its
outlines depicted in all the colors of the
rainbow; a whale, its generous propor-
tions '‘most accurately' pictured and
spouting volumes of what would ap-
pear to be gore; wolves, possessed of
ferocious expressions truly alarming
and dogs, much more formidable than
those of meek demeanor ywhich are
found on the streets of Victeria, are
some of the features of an artistic dis-
play which has been painstakingly
drawn on the . rude. .-white .
boarding of one of the Songhees In-
dian reserve huts. It is the work of
a member of the Nitinat tribe, a na-
tive people of the West Coast. The
reason for its appearance at this par-
ticular season, when Indians from all
sections are’ congregated .in Victoria
and why such masterpieces should be
exposed to the gaze of an unappreci-
ative but curious public, are questions
the answers to which a reporter sought
yesterday afterncon. It was . found
that the wonderful medley of awe in-
spiring inhabitants of the briny and
primeval forest had not. ' originated
through a desire ‘to profitably spend a
few idle moments but, in their inter:
prefation, exposed a tale which, in the
telling, gives a remarkable insight into
the ‘character and customs of the In-
dian,

Paintings Unveiled

He" who ordered this work, it was
learned, was none other than Jacob
Chipps, a prominent member of the
Nitinat tribe and it had been done, on
his instructions, preparatory to his
giving a ' potlatch in memory of his
deceased daughter and the latters
child. ¥ach character, it was labor-
iously explained by one of ‘he natives,
represented a different family.con-
nected with the tribe tfo which-Chipps
belonged and who were the guests of
honor at the' ‘“fete,” if it -may so be
termed.” The painting was started; se-
cretly, weeks ago.. When it was fin-
ished it was veiled with a piece of
canvas  which, while by no means im-
maculately laundered, served-the- pur-
pase of- preventing the prying curi-
osity of either strange Indians or
“whites” being'satisfied. And so it re-
mained  until late on Saturday night,
when the potlatch was at its height,
ithe cloth was removed and the won-
ders exposed to the admiration of the
bundreds of Indians, representatives of
many tribes, who-had been gathered to-
gether.

Tale of Heroism

The inauguration of the ceipbration
by Chipps recalls” a tale of heroism
with which Victorians are familiar.
The event occurred about a year ago
and its scene was the lower Fraser
river. Chipps, who.is a stalwart na-
tive  British Colutbian, was bringing
his family home in a fishing boat after
having spent the summer months net-
ting the sockeye. His craft was caught
in a squall and upset. With him was
his daughter and his daughter's child:]
With remarkable presence of mind he

ed the two, got them on ' his
shoulders, and, leaving thmat. which
contained all his household belongings,
struck out for shore. The task he had
undertaken was too great atest for
the endurance of the klootchmrn. Af-
ter a few hours of exposure s..e slip-
ped into the water and sank. Later

‘the child met a similar fate, and, after

being in the water over seven hours
under particularly trying circumstan-
ces, Chipps ‘¢rawled ashore thoroughly
exhausted and slept until daylight be-
fore he told of the catastrophe.
Learning of the Indian’s Dehaviour
he was recommended as deserving of
the. Royal Humane Society’s medal,
which was presented to him at the A.
O, U. W, hall, Victoria.

To perpetuate the memory of his
daughter and her offspring and to show
according to Indian methods, the depth
of his regard.for them has since been
Chipps’ endeavor. Immediately after
their - death’ he gave away or burned
most of his belongings and, afterwards;
departed for Seattle to obtain employ-

ment.

Dr. Hasell Witnessed Famous
Marathon Contest—All Eyes
on British Columbia

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

After encircling the globe in his six
months’ trip, Dr. Hasell, medical su-
perintendent of the Royal Jubilee hos-
pital, returned home on Saturday, de-
lighted with his trip, but nevertheless
glad to be once more in Victoria,
which, after comparison with the
many beautiful cities visited on his
trip, 'is still regarded by him as the
¢lty beautiful par excellence.

Leaving here on February 22, on the
Blue . Funnel liner Bellerophon,” Dr.
Hasell arrived in Japan, after a de-
lightful voyage, and had ample time
during the stay of the boat at the lead-
ing Japanese ports to take in all the
sights. Stops were also. made at
Hongkong, Saigdn, in French Cam-
bodia, thence ‘to:Spez and Port Said,
and on to Liverpeol, where he left the
Bellerophon, after having experienced
a remarkably- able voyage and
received every attention.at the hands
of- the officers. - % . :

During his stay in.the Old Country
Dr, "Hasell \wag  fortunate. emnough to
witness the famous Marathon race. It
was utterly impossible to secure seats
in the mammoth stadium so great was
the crush and so anxious were all to
witness the premier event of the
Olympic * meet. Dr. ' Hasell, with
friends, secured good positions about
a mile and a half from the stadium,
and saw the various cotestants as they
labored past in ‘their great: effort for
fame. ' Dorando, the ' Italian runner,
when he passed the spot where Dr.
Hasell was standing, was nearly eight
minutes 'in the Jead, and appeared to
be running easily. There was keen
disappointment when ‘the result of the
great race was : learned and it was
found that the-. plueky Italian had
given way under the strain. Dr. Has-
ell was disappointed that‘the Canadian
runners did not make a better show-
ing. The enormous crowds which
thronged along the entire course pre-
sented. a wonderful sight, and as the
runners aproaiched the goal the excite-
ment! became #htense. - The refbrt was
circulated that many of the contest-
ants ran themselves out under the im-
pression that they were nearer the
goal than they really were, ‘and in the
effort to ‘win spurted too soon.

TIMELY RAINS SAVE
"MONEY FOR PROVINCE

Government Was Spondir;? ‘Sgyen
Hundred Dollars a Day Fight-
ing Fires

' The recent rains, however discon-
certing to’city people, are being wel-~
comied by agriculturists everywhere,
and incidentally are proving a great
saving to the provincial exchequer.

As a . result of the prolonged spell
of hot weather and a.certain amount
of Individual carelessness a -number
of forest fires were kindled in various
parts of the province., Some of them
were Berious..and the, others -would
have bécome 80 had nqt measures to
combat them .been promptly. taken.
Such measures, however, mean men,
and men. mean money, and the - fire
fighting ‘was costing the government
in ‘the neighborhood of seven hundred
dollars a day. Some of this expense
continues, as there are 34 fire war-
deng .drawing wages all through the
fire season, but the largest part of the
sum was béing paid out to the bands
of men hastily gathered together for
the purpose of fighting fire. Now that
the rains have come the fires have
fhmct!cally ceased, for not anly does

¢ rain materially help to put the
fire out where it is already ablaze, but
by soaking the undergrowth makes it
impossible for the fire to spread.

The fire fighters, who are generally
paid $3 a:day, have heen doing ex-
cellent ‘work, and it is° due to their
efforts, ably directed by the wardens,
that ‘the fires. have not Peen much
more serious’ than has been the case.
The Chemainus fire, for instance,
menaced valuable timber whose esti-
mated worth runs up into the millions,
It had entered the old slashings of the
Chemainus Lumber company and had
it once got a good hold there, nething
‘but a miracle would have saved the
valuable limits referred to. At it was
‘they got the uppér hand in time and
the conflagration was stayed. Then
came the rains and put an end to the
smouldering debris.

‘While the fire season is not yet offi-
cially: over, the rains having comé at
such an opportune time, it is general-
‘ly felt that the: probability of further
erous or extensive fires is some-
what remote for the rest of this year.
"And considering the - amount of hot
weather experienced and the long
periods without rain, -the province has,
with the exception of the Fernie dis-
astér,-escaped rather lightly from the
clutehes of the forest fire fiend.

they are not easily alarmed, and they will usu-
ally afford very easy shots; as a rule though
they will give you a good stiff climb before you
get to close quarters, and when you do - you
must be careful where you aim, as, unless hit
..in a vital spot they will carry away a lot of
lead. ‘ 4 ,
Any of the inlets of the mainland coast will
afford good goat hunting, and a sharp look-out
from a boat will often reveal one or two lying
down on the extreme edge of some rocky ledge
high up on the mountain sides. At the height
at which they are most likely to be seen they
. will appear as very small white specks, and it
. will need a good glass, unless they move, to
help to distinguish them fbr certain from
patches of snow. : e
I have not hunted them often; few people

.. do, as once one’has obtaified a good ‘head |

they lose interest for the ‘majority, the flesh of

¢ anfy but the young kids not being. very tempt- -

ing owing to the decidedly strong odour and

* correspondingly strong flavor. A young kid
however, is by no meéans to be despised by-the
hungry hunter. Though, as I 'say, I have
not hunted them often, many a time have I
spotted them on the mountain slopes and even
watched them playing together - as they
worked their way up the mguntain’ in the
early morning after being down to the sea-
shore presumably for salt.

They are interesting animals to the natur-
alist, being as much an antelope as a goat and
affording one of the very few

.up a;steep mountain with a rugged top three
white specks gradually moving higher and
higher. . It meant a steep and a long climb,
but .they were the first goats I had seen-and
I quickly came to the conclusion that I
wantéd one of them and wanted it badly. I
 knew. it meant a whole day, but it had-to be,
and, rowing to shore, I made the boat fast
¢in a safe place and started on the long climb
at about 10 o’clock in the morning. By about
rioon I had made pretty good progress up the
hill, .and. on the way had started a band of
about six deer at which I had fired a shot in
salute without  effect, which, however, did
not ‘bother me at all as my anxiety was all to
bag a goat. The going was getting .very
_steep by this time, and .1 was beginning to get
rather discouraged and to blame myself for a
wasted day, when, on coming round a cor-
.ner, 1 saw‘a big white animal as big as.a
-well-grown calf, lying down on the extreme
edge of a precipice staring down /at me. It
was an awkward shot from where I was, and,
»as the goat did not seem to be worrying.itself
unduly over my approach, I determined to
try and manoeuvre into a better position be-
fore trying a shot. By making a flank move-
ment out of sight of the enemy I managed to
get on'a level with it with a narrow ravine
between us.’ I judged the distance to be not
more than fifty yards, and, as the goat, though

datory, Maori,. armed with a cheap Belgian
gun and cartridges begged from wandering
Europeans. With this “eutfit” he slaughters,
sitting, in season and out of season, wild
pigeons (royal game to the colonists), Califor-
He is, I
understand, above the game laws, and I
have seen him stalking a running hen pheas-
ant in the brooding season. The godwit can-
not be stalked,-and the Maori does not shoot
flying. . Wherefore there: will still be godwits

having seen-his-wife. off to England, at last
decided to go. After-having seeén to the ne-
cessary details connected with the excursion,
we accordingly, one fine Saturday morning
early in May, took tickets by train, havin_g ar-
ranged for a boat to fneet usat the railway

‘bridge over the creek, where, by kind permis-"

sion ‘of thé railway manager, we were to
have . the train stopped. After two hours’
slow traveling the train pulled up at the bridge
and we got out with, our impedimenta, which
comsisted of a change of clothing, a hammock
and ‘mosquito net, and two bexes of provi-
sions; gins and cartridges, of course, bt}t I
regret to 'say, no dog, so a great many winged
birds escaped owing to the dense foliage
growing down to the water’s edge. A dog
in this country is very muc¢h needed, but the
only ones which would answer this purpose,
namély, a spaniel or a retriever, would be very
short lived if they went into the creeks here,
which . swarm with a . voracious® fish called
“perai,” which have tremendous jaws, and
will take off a finger, or the leg of a dog, as
clean as a surgéon’s knife. :
aﬁaving embarked, in due course we pull-
ed up the creek for some miles, with just an
occasional shot at a pigeon as it flashed by.
Most  of ‘the . way; up, sitting. on the
bushes, we saw .the hoatzin® Canje, ‘or
stinking pheasant (Opisthocomus cristatus) a
bird which is only found on ‘the Canje Creek
(where it was discovered), the Berbice river,

 and the creek about which this story is writ-

ten. It is a pretty red barnyard fowl, but
owing to its objectionable odor it is not eaten
or molested in any way.

After several hours’ hard pulling against
a two-knot:current we espied a flock of ducks
on the topmost branches of a dead tree sev-
eral hundred yards ahead: A. suggested leav-
ihg: me on the bank-of a creek among.some
sedges, while he went on in the boat and
tried to get a shot at them by keeping close
in to the bank among the heayy growtl of
weeds and. bushes. ‘This I agreed to, so I
was put ashore and took up a position behind
a thick bush, while A. went on. - Shertly after
he left, and in the very place where the boat
had gone over, I beheld a ‘commotion in the
water, ‘and carefully watching the place, was
fascinated by the wonderful sight of a manatee
(Manatus americanus) rolling about on top of
.the water. Every few minutes up he would
come, shake -his < huge  flippers; and sink
again. Judging from his size and/the waves he
made, 1, should think he was a monster, and
was sorely témpted to 'give him' the benefit of
my choke barrel; but having only B.B. and
No. 6 refrained, thinking it would only wound
him, or more likely still, hardly de moreé than
tickle him. *Suddenly the sound of a right and
left. reminded. me. of ‘A. stalking the ducks.

DUCK SHOOTING IN BRITISH GUIANA

For a long time a p]aﬁter friend of mine
and T had-contemplated a :shooting trip- to
the great game district of the colony up one

of the little-used creeks.. At last the oppor-
tunity came; my friend, whom I will call A.,

and—well, the least said the better, as [ had

_ not the satisfaction of picking him. up,~Shortly

after 'A. appeared with one duck, a ‘Hue, fat

~ specimen of the ‘tree duck (Dendrocygna dis-

color), and ‘the good news that the: reports

had put up several huge flocks higher p the -

creek.

Again entering the boat, we pushed on,
and at about five o’clock reached the feeding
ground, miles and miles of flooded savannah
as far as the eye could see, this wonderful
tract of country flush with the level of the
water in' ‘the crfeek, and- covered with about
a foot:or. 18 in. of fank grase; and 8 id. or 10in.
of ‘water -and swargiing ' with . ducks.. There
were‘thousands of them; indeed, it is impos-
sible todescribe their :number,. as flock after
flock” of several hundreds at:a time rose and
flew ‘on¢for several yards, only to settle down
for ‘@ few mintites”and rise again., We did
not - quite “know what our plan of campaign
was ‘to Beibirt. after A-consultation decided it
would sbéuseleéss to try and walk them up, so
we decided -fo,‘stayiin.the boat and’ wait for
fresh flocks: to’fly ovief:thie trees on the water’s
edge for théirevening feed and their-roosting
place for the night, as these ducks differ from
the Muscovy and green wing: teal, the latter
roosting in-trees, while the former sleep. on
the ground. This was the best policy, as
from the time we arrived until dusk, at 6.15
p. m., we bagged about twenty, and one or
two pigeons. * Our boat captain telling us
there was @ house further-up the creek, now
that it was nearly dark, we passed on.  All
around us. and above us was the whistling of
innumerablé wings, -and the ‘peculiar call ‘of
the tree duck promised us splendid sport at
dawn on' the following morning. It was.now
quite dark, and as yet no sign of @ house, so,
questioning the boys, we were told: it was a
little- bit further on. Rather indefinite, we
thought, but as we were now twenty miles
from the nearest habitation dewn the creek,
thought it best to grin and bear it; so, -tying
our veils over our hats, and putting on .our
gauntlets, for by this time the mosquitoes
were ‘as .ravenous as we were; we sat and
talked of the morrow and the execution we
would do. Ten o’clock came and no sight of
the house, and the boys were tired. No words,
kind or otherwise, would induce them to pull
any harder, and at last they confessed them-
selves beaten and practically refused to go on.

What was to be done? Here we were,
twenty miles from a house down the creek,
and the Lord only knows how many miles
from one up the creek. To .get out: of the
boat meant standing half way up your legs in
water, and, to make matters worse, it began
td" rain, and we were dlready wet to the skin
with wading in the savannah  after winged
ducks. We trieﬁ kindness, then persuasion,
and . finally. trong language, yet the hoys re-
tused to budge..

Their head is black, and from this they
derive their name negrocoqp, meaning negro-
‘head. * We 'tried to stalk | theSe birds, and,
slipping in an S.S.G. cartridge containing just
twelveg pellets, we got fairly’ close, when a
‘herd of cattle, sighting us, made'off at a gallop,
being semi-wild, and these put the birds up.
‘As by this time'it was raining heavily we went
on our way. Lower down we chased an otter
(Lutra sandbachii), called “water dog” in this
country, These differ from the English ani-
mial only in weight and color. British Guiana
otters ‘weigh up’to 50 'lbs., and ‘the majority
are of a beautiful light:colored grey, although
I have seen others with a' fine“brown coat
similar to‘the north country animal. He was
too smart for us, and, aided by the powerful
current, succeeded in placing several hundred
yards between us before he again’'came up to
vent, and finally disappeared into somé thick
undergrowth~on the side of the creek.

It 'was now six o’clock, and as we were
close to the railway bridge, our starting point,
we began'to make preparaticn for leaving the
boat.: In another few minutes the bridge came
in 'sight as we rourided a bend in the creek,
and shortly after we were on terra firma once
more.
