THE REAL SITUATION IN EGYPT,

Fully three weeks ago or more it wis an-
nounced as a settled fact that the crisis in
the Egyptian situation had come. England’s
reputedly greatest commander had ‘arrived
on the scene and was making active pre-
parations for such a vigorous onslaught that
in a day or two Arabi’s little game was to
be brought to a final conclusion. ‘

Two or three days elapsed but the conclu-
sion did not come; a week passed by and
the British ware still floundering on the
marshes of the delta without a blow struck
and with the rebel forces playing hide and
seek in their front. Almost every day since,
the public were assured that in a few
hours a great conflict would take place
which would decide the fate of Egypt ;
bt with the exception of a few skirmishes,
in which the Egyptians were mainly the
sggressors, no event of vital interest has
oceurred up to date: Itis of course highly
neoessary to move with caution on the very
unfavorable ground in which the troops are
at present and in the face of the far supe-
tior numbers. The British have so far been
aoting almost entirely on the defensive, and
according to the mest reliable returns they
appear to have been barely holding their
own even at that. The only action in
which any special success has been met
with was that at Kassassin, where, it ig
well known, victory was barely snatched
from the enemy, Notwithstanding the
little bit of puffing indulged in by zealous
Jingoists as to the invincibility of our
troops and the confident tone of the des-
patches from the seat of war, it is rather

THE SKIRMISHING FUND.

At a recent nieeting in New York of
persons purporting to be subscribers to the
skirmishing fund Mr. Jobn . Gleason, of
county Limerick, who claimed to have been
an Irishman “‘ever since he was a boy,”
denounced the trustees “of ‘the fund as
*‘scalawags, scoundrels and traitors.” The
chairman, Mr, Edward J. Rowe, declared
that no abuse of any Irishman, no matter
who he was, should be tolerated while he
sat in the chair. This is as it should be,
If professiocal Irish patriots waste abuse
upon each other, the supply necessary for
the extermination of the Saxon oppressor
is likely to fall short.

O'Donovan Rossa gave a lengthy history
of the origin of the skirmishing fund and
his personal connection with it. He claimed
that certain evil disposed persons had con.
trived to oust him from the management of
the fund thatthey might control it for their
own purposes. Whatever the meeting may
have thought of this statement, it failed to
pass a resolution which was offered to the
effect that the subscribers to the Irish skir-
mishing fund had the fullest confidence in
the honesty and integrity of O’Donovan
Rossa.

There are two reasons why O’Donovan

Rossa and his retainers assiduously kept up
their sanguinary hullabaloo. They love no-
toriety and they live on the contributions of
a simple-minded following. Something tre-.
mendous is always just ready to happen.
It never does happen, but the confiding
sons and daughters of toil, are, nevertheless,
induced to drop a few shillings into the hat
which is forever passing around.

Nobody but the men who live on the
credulity of their fellow countrymen and
women can tell how much was added to the
fenian skirmishing fund, a year or so ago,
by the story that O’Donovan Rossa had
paid out $80,000 for a beautiful bran-new
marine torpedo boat, which was designed to
destroy the British navy,

The war against England continues, the
contribotions drop into the skirmishing
fund, and the leaders are still assured of
their comfortable rations and lodgings.

A TERRIBLE INPLIOTION.

For the one or two goud brass bands in
the city there are fifty poor ones.

THE RECOGNITION OF HOMGEOHEATHIC PRAC-
TITIONERS.

The question whether it shall be allowable
to meet homcopathic physicians and sur-
geons in consultation still continues to dis-
turb practitionrs of the so-called regular
school in Great Britain. The revision of
the medical code of ethics in the state of
New York, by which consultations are
sanctioned with any legally qualified prac-
titioners—and the law recognizes homee-
pathists-+-has met with very litile favor
outside of New York ; and in England the
British Medical Associotion has lately as-
sumed an attitude of fresh hostility to
homaopathy.

This association, which is a sort of medi-
cal parliament, was founded half a century
ago at the old English cathedral town of
Worcester, where it held its jubilee meeting
in August. At each annual gathering there
are three important speeches—the presi-)
dent’s address, the address in medicine, and
the address in surgery. Last year it ﬁnpﬁ
pened that Dr. Bristowe, who delivered the
address in medicine, and Mr. Hutchinson,
who delivered the address in surgery, both
uforred to homwopathy, and advocated
freedom of intercourse and consultation
with practitioners of that school. The
speakers were prominent men, and their
language on thissubject not only attracted
much attention, but provoked emphatic
dissent. It was known that they must
have obtained leave from the governing
body of the association to express their
views. An outcry arose at this undue tol-
erance of a pestilent heresy in medicine
The council were accnsed of sympathizing
with homamopathy, nyithstanding the de-
termined oppositionOf e large majority of
“the members. To set themselves right

CENSES.

(To The Editor of The World.)

Sir: It isconceded onall sides that the

intoxicating liquors is an evil of the great-
est magnitude, which in the interest of
publie morality and well-being, should be
sternly repressed, The irrepressible con-
flict becween the opponents and the ad-
vocates of license has here in Toronto tak-
en the form of a protest against the open-
ing of places for the sale of liquor where
no public requirement is served by snch
opening, To hotels which give accomo-
dation to guests transient or permanent,
to farmer’s houses which give stabling ac-
comodation, to taverns which supply neith.
er of these requirements but which have
been long established and are well com-

ducted we ofter no opposition ; but to the
ornlng of mnew taverns; mere tippli:g
shops, and the more gorgeously furnish
and belizzened the more dangerous on that
very account) in localities where there 1s
already an abundant supply of such we do
most earnestly and vigorously protest.
Sometimes these protests are successful and
sometimes they are not. In a recent
case where where a very strong protest had
been ventured and a deputation waited om
the license commissioners to explain and
enforce that protest; it nevertheless was
ineffectual although there was aoother
tavern within 50 yards of the one protested
against. This was at the corner of William
and Caer-Howell streets, the other bein
at the corner of Simcoe and Caer-Howel
-streets.

On Yorge street between Gould and
Walton streets there have been two attempts
to open additional taverns althongh there is
an old established tavern there quite ca
able of supplying all the drink that the
thirsty may demand. Twice have the
residents in the meighbourhood protested
against this proposed innovatien, with what
result is yet uncertain. Both of these ap-
plicants were warned that their applica-
tion for license and transfer would be
strenuouoly opposed. One of them he
face of such warnings persisted in laying
out large sums, expressing himself as con-
fident of getting his license in spite of all
the opposition that could be brought
to bear ; and certain indications seemed to
point to the correctness of his belief, A
good deal of feeling exists in reference to
this, causing it to be looked upon as a test
case, Should this license be granted it will
be'said that the commissioners are con-
trolled by the brewers; that the public
interest is disregarded, and the respectful
protest of the residents set at naught,
whilst belief in the efficiency of
the ‘‘Crooks Act” to control the
liquor traffic will be seriously weakened.
The politics of a growing number of tem-
perance men are—temperance first, party
afterwards, We want the law amended so
that a veto may be put on this forcing of
taverns or unwilling neighbors ; that the
?rou sbuses in connection with the trans-
er of licenses should come to an end, and
that no license should be granted or trans-
ferred after the regular licensing term (the
Ist of May in each year) unless some clear
publio need be served thereby.” If these
reasonable requests cannot be granted we
shall know the reason why,
