Another question
arises; and will have to be adjusted,
or buyers will certainly be in ‘wrong,
and that is.whether local grading js
final. If it.is not, when a carload of
hogs arrives. in" Toronto unsatisfac-
torily graded, according to the pack-
ers, there is a fine chance to put the
dealets out of business by culling the
lot and paying for them at the price
of ordinary hogs, whereas they may
have been bought as seleet bacon
types. A good deal of light has yet to
be thrown on the question if friction
is to be ayoided.

ANOTHER 'DOMESTIC LOAN TO |
" BE FLOATED"

Stephen _and McGillivray. and. the
.Village “of. The , - are interested’
in a proposal which is being consider-
ed by the Township of Bosanquet to
spend. $70,000 in the reclamation of
what  is known as the ‘“drowned
lands” in Bosanquet adjoining Lake
Huron.

J. M. McEvoy, of London, has
been retained by the Township of
Bosanquet to look after their inter-
ests, and at a meeting held in Thed-
ford last week the matter was gone
into with representatives of the
other municipalities.

It is ‘hoped to start the work of re-
fﬂaiming the lands this summer, and
it is expected that a large area, sev-
eral thousand acres, in fact, of
splendid farm land will be recovered.
Part of the inundation of the area,
it is stated, is due to the fact that
the townships mentioned empty their
drains into it. It is proposed to con-
struct a canal five miles long and in
‘pl.aces 50 feet deep in connection
with  the drainage project. Some
years ago the Canada Company,
which owns part of the land in the
gubmerged area, commenced to clear
it up. They are willing, it is stated,
to turn over what has been done with
out any cost to the townships for the
benefit of all.

At the meeting in Thedford the
various representatives seemed gen-
erally favorable to the proposition,
and it is expected it will be under
way before long.

ADOLESCENT ACT REGULATION
BECOMES EFFECTIVE
IN 1923

Torontb, April 24.—A circular has
been issued by the provincial depart-
ment of education. bearing on the
part-time courees to be established in
accordance with the provisions of
the Adolescent School .Attendance
Act. Seéction 9 of the act by protlam-
ation of the lieutenant governor will
come into force September 1, next.
The circular points out that in accor-
dance with the making of this sec-
tion law the establishment of part
time' classes for adolescents who are
unable to attend the regular school
classes will be imperative.

“Until September 1, 1923, only
young persons from 14 to 16 years
of age who are at work either at
home or in gainful employment are
required to attend these classes, but
on and after that date young persons
from 16 to 18 years of age, who have
not been under suitable and efficient
full-time instruction up to 16 years
of age, or who have not passed the
matriculation examination of an ap-
proved university or who have not
completed a course in study which
may be regarded as equivalent of the
matriculation examination will be re-
quired to attend,” states the circular.
According to the regulations. per-
sons 14 to 16 years of age will be re-
quired to attend the part-time cour-
ses for 400 hours each year and per-
sons 16 to 18 will be required to at.
tend 320 hours each year. The per-
iods may- be distributed to suit the
convenience. of the various school
boards.

with the gospel preached by Jesus.”

No good and much harm ean come
of the pro*pagatnon of such a “new
meligion” as Sir Arthur advocates, ac-
cording to the “poet of Democracy”
who celebrated his 70th birthday
Sunday.

Sir Arthur’s spiritualistic teach-
ing and the teachings of Christ do
not line up, Mr. Markham said, and
he “believes in Jesus.”

“I have investigated spiritualism,”
said the gray-headed philosopher,
“and 1 am convinced it is one of the
best things in the world to let ulone.”

“It tends to queer all people who
gets into it. It sends them into the in-
sane asylums. Several of my friends
have dabbed in it, and all of them
became unsettled mentally. They be-
came detached from the practical.
They took on a weird look in the eye.
They became abnormal.

“Now anything that detaches us
from practical affairs had better be
shunned.

“There is, of course, some fraud
in the doings of the seance, and yet
there may be a grain of reality under
the tawdry show of the so-called
@pirit communication. It is possible,
I admit, that some discarnate spirits
communicate. But the commaunication
is always commonplace, a mere
exegesis of the obvious, a ramble of
words-about things of no ‘consequence
—a wagte of time.

“Sir Arthur hands out to us a weak
flabby optimism—a teaching that is
in direet denial of the heroic philo-
sophy of Jesus, for Jesus’ philosophy
is that life is a bafttle and a march.
Sir Arthur says that the way of life
is not narrow and hard, as Christ said
it is, but that it is broad and easy.
This doctrine reduces life to ‘a mere
laughing Mardi Gras.

been a t coal strike: In 1902 the
strikers were led by" John Mitchell
and were led with unusual ability.
There can be no question of the cap-
acity of Mr. Mitchell, for he died
leaving a fortune that might almost
entitle him to rank with the pluto-
crats, and he did this without ever
giving rise to the suspicion that he
was false,or indifferent to the inter-
ests of the union men who regarded
him as their champion. Another John,
to wit Lewis, is now leading the coal
miners, who are waging what may be
the greatest strike in the history (')f
this continent. Only its vast possibil-
ities for thedisruption of business,the
destruction of industries, even the |
sacrifice of human life, make it prac-
tically certain that it will not be
allowed to exert its full pressure up-
on the public. If the strike is not
settled in a few weeks the Govern-
ment will intervene. No matter who

effect this season the questlon of fin-
ish and quality of fruit is one which
should more than ever attract the at-
tention of growers. The new regu-|
lations which are much more specific
in their statement of what constitutes
blemishes for-the higher grades than
the act now in force, make it ex-
tremely desirable that the sprays to
be used should be carefully selected.

The wholesale use of Bordeaux
mlxture, accompanied as it generally
is by lack of finish and often by an
actual russeting of the fruit, should
be practised with extreme caution.
Russeting may now ‘be responsible
for as high a percentage of loss in
the highest grade (extra fancy) as
a moderate infesttation of scab.
Whereas Bordeaux is responsible for
much russeting ‘of the fruit, it is
likewise admitted that lime sulphur
is capable of actually xmprovmg the
finish of the product and is in add-
ition an efficient fungicide.

As the russeting is naturally caus-
ed by these gprays given after the
bloom has fallen, the use of Bor-
deahx previous to that stage may be
advocated where deemed advisable.
Undoubtedly the old 4-4-40 Bordgaux
is the greater sinner in respeet to
russeting injury than the newer re-
commendations of 3-10-40, 4-8-40,
etc., and the later formulae should
be used in preference to the older
one. Taking into consideration con-
trol of scab, finish of fruit and qual-
iy; in short, the pack, out, the foi-
lowing recommendations for orchard
uise would seem to be the most com-
mendable:

1st spray—either Bordeaux or
lime sulphur.

2nd . spray—either Bordeaux = or
lime sulphur. ;

3rd spray—lime sulphur.

4th spray—Ilime sulphur,

The absolute necessity of applying
three or more sprays should be.un-
derstood. Trees not sprayed, or paor-
ly sprayed, will not only produce
poor quality of fruit and less of it,
but, on account of foliage injury

brought on by fungus diseases as well }

as insect pests, are in no condition
to form a crop of fruit buds for the
succeeding year.

In order to determine vpossible
reduction of crop by the fise of
spray mixtures and actual count of
some thousands of bloom was made
last sdason at the Central Experi-
mental Farm and the following re-
sults noted:

Where lime sulphur, specific
gravity .007, was used 17.4% of the
blooms set fruxt Where Bordeau\
3-10-40 formula was used, 17.7% of
the blooms set fruit. There was prac-
tically no difference in the set of the
two plots to the spray used.

‘These results do not indicate a
loss due to the use of lime sulphur as
a spray for orchard use in the Prov-
ince -of Ontario.

Calcium Arsenate for Potatoes

With the advent of caleium arsen-
ate as an insecticide it should, on.ac-
count of its cheapness and insecticide
properities, displace the use of Paris
green on potatoes, - which is always
liab® to be attended by foliage in-
jury.*For the control of fungus dis-
eases of potatoes Bordeaux mixture
of the 4-4-40 formula is to be high-
ly commended. Lime sulphur should
be avoided. As an insecticide, to be
combined with the Bordeaux, use one
to one and one-half pounds dry ar-
senate of lime to every forty gallons
of the spray mixture. This combina-
tion has proved on the Experimental
Farms to be a thoroughly efficient
control for blight and potato.

AID POSTAL SERVICE

The United States has had a regu-
lar aerial postal service for four
years, and it is now an established
part of the system. Within the last
three months 10,000,000 letters have
been carried by air mail with an al-
most total absence of accident. In
1920 the cost per mile of the service
was $8; in 1921 it had dropped to $6
a mile. The New York Evening Post
says that the development of motors
which will use heavy oils as fuel in-
stead of the most expensive grades )
of gasoline promises to reduce the
cost of commercial flying, as well as
lessen the risk of conflagration where
volatile “gas” and electric sparks
travel together.

Europe has a number of regular
passenger air services, and the other
day two aeroplanes on the Paris-Lon-
don route collided. The most notable
achievement on this side of the At-
lantic this year was the flight of Vin-
cent Astor’s air yacht from Palm
Beach, Florida, to New York, a dis-
tance of 1,210 miles, in 9 hours 56
minutes flying time, a speed of 120
to 130 miles an hour having been
maintained. The yacht left Palm
Beach at 5.48 am. on Monday last
and alighted in the Hudson River at
5.04 p.m., only one stop having been
made. It ﬂew generally at an altitude
of 1,800 feet, but passed through
three storms, and at times was only
