A law embodying the principle enunciated
■ in the above resolution would be somewhat 
f sweeping in its effeqts,"disfranchising a large

number of persons in every county of the 
province. Indeed, if framed to include 
Justices of the Peace, and all those who 
have received commissions from the local 

*^<gOVernment to expend road money, as would 
appear from the wording of the resolution, 
it would play havoc with the electoral lists 
in a good many wards. Under such an act 
the disqualification would of course apply 
only to a dominion election, as the local law 
disqualifying dominion officials refers to local 
elections alone. Nova Scotia is the only 
province of the dominion which has hitherto 
passed legislation prohibiting certain do­
minion officials from voting at local elections. 
There has recently been some talk of similar 
legislation in both New Brunswick and On­
tario; but, if we mistake not, no su*ch mea­
sures have actually been passed up to the 
present time. A dominion statute, there­
fore, if passed, would apply to this province 
alone, unless the other provinces mentioned 

ft should pass legislation similar to that of this 
l province, as the resolution is worded to ap- 
I ply only to those provinces which tdisfran- 

I chise dominion officials.
■ ‘ We have no hesitation in condemning the 

principle of all such legislation as unsound 
and unjust, as we fail to see why any per-

The ZBZRXIDŒHSTOWI?!Mr. Editor,—The public mind has been 
considerably stirred this winter on the 
temperance question. Plebiscite votes, del­
egations to Toronto and Ottawa, the replies 
of two of our Premiers, the prohibitio 
lution about to be submitted to the House 
of Commons, and the settlement of the ques­
tion of jurisdiction by the highest courts of 
the realm, all tend to make 1894 a memor­
able year in the history of the Temperance 
Reform. To prove our readiness for a bet­
ter law we should make the most of the law 
we have. Are we doing this? When our 
License Inspector was first appointed it 
considered his duty to prosecute all o 
ders with a view of stamping the traffic out. 
For a few years, considering the legal diffi­
culties he had to contend with, he did noble 
work; but latterly, when the law is all on 
his side, the work done has not been at all 
satisfactory to people who wish the law en­
forced. Complaints sent in with good evi­
dence are not acted upon. Yet, the Muni­
cipal Council, appear well satisfied as long 
as the balance is on the right side of the 
ledger and pay no heed to the recommenda­
tion of the more active temperance workers 
of the county who thought a change 
aary.

WM- C. BATH-How to Improvise a Vapor Bath.

Set a red hot brick on end in a can, small 
bath, or other suitable vessel; place the lat­
ter under a chair, on the seat of which a 
piece of flannel is spread. The patient, un­
dressed, sits on this flannel, and he and the 
chair are well wrapped in blankets to exclude 
the air; his head is to be uncovered. Open 
the blankets a little at the bottom and care­
fully pour about a pint of boiling water over 
the brick, and keep up the steam by occa­
sionally repeating this. The patient remains 
in the hath until relieved by perspiration. 
To make a vapor bath in bed with hot wet 
bottles, fill about six oval shaped half-gallon 
stone bottles with boiliug water; cork well, 
and fold each in hot wet flannel. Lay over 
the bed a water-proof sheet and a blanket; 
place the patient on these, cover him with 
a blanket, and dis tribute the hot bottles 
about him—one to each aide, to ihe calf of 
each leg, and to the sole of each foot. Wrap 
up well with extra blanket, and took in to 
retain the heat. For the spirit lamp bath, 
place a damp towel over the the seat and 
before the front of a cane bottom chair, un­
der which a spirit lamp is lighted, and over 
the lamp a tin vessel with boiling water in 
it. The patient enveloped (except Mrçhead) 
in four or more blanket», aits on the Chair 
until free perspiration oecure. X
