number of persons in every county of the
j province. Indeed, if framed to include
. Justices of the Peace, and all those who
. have received commissions from the local
Mgovernment to expend road money, as would
appear from the wording of the resolytion,
it would play havec with the electoral lists
in a good many wards. Under such an act
the disqualification would of course apply
ouly to a dominion election, as the local law
disqualifying dominion officials refers to local
elections alone. Nova Scotia is the only
* province of the dominion which has hitherto
passed legistation prohibiting certain do-
minion officials from voting at local elections.
There has recently been some talk of similar
legislation in both New Brunswick and On-
tario; but, if we mistake not, no suth mea-
sures have actially been passed up to the
present time. A Jdominion statute, there-
fore, if passed, would apply to this province
alone, unless the other provinces mentioned
should pass legislation similar to that of this
province, as the resolutfon is worded to ap-

y only to those provinces which disfran-

ise dominion officials. :

We have no hesitation-in cosdemning the
principle of all such legislation as unsound
and unjust, as we fail to see why any per-
son should be deprived of the’franchise sim-
ply because he is filling a certain public po-
sition and doing a necessary work. Never-
theless, a good many people will justify do-
minion legislation of this character on the
ground tl'ml it is but an act of retaliation
against fhose who first set the example.

—AN army of ragamuffins, consisting of
several hundred tramps, led by one Coxey,
an adventurer slowly making its way through
the country in the direction of Washington,
the national capital, is the strange spectacle
to be seen just now over in the United States.
This curious conglomeration styles itself the
“‘army of the common weal,” and it claims
to be marching to Washington to demand
work for the unemployed, from the national
legislature.

The originator of the idea must have heen
a brilliant genius, as the scheme seems to be
meeting with marked success, The ordinary
tramp and vagabond, when carrying on busi-
ness on his own account, generally meets
with but a cool reception. At times people
set the dog on him, require him to wrestle
with a woodpile to pay for what is given
him, and in other ways subject him to a
certain amount of indignities. Coxey’s
army, however, is receiving very different
treatment. Its numbers seem to command
respect, thus proving the great advantages
of combination, while its avowed object,
that of obtaining work, called forth a
certain degree of sympathy. At any rate,
most of the towns throughgghich this noble
band of the great unwashed has passed, have
treated them rather handsomely in the way
of providing entertainment at the public ex-
pense. Probably this was the real object of.
the movement. ‘

system. With our peighbors, before any
desired tariff changes can take effect, a mea-
sure has (o pass both houses f congrese, and
receive the assent of the president. Under
guch a system-a long. pericd intervenes be-
tween the time when the bill embodying the
changes is first made public and that when
it finally becomes the law of the land. In
the case where the change proposed was in
the direction of a decrease of duties, it can
readily be scen how business would be dis-
turbed by buyers of every class waiting till
the tariff became law, in order to get the
benefit of the reduction in prices before
purchasing.

With us, however, there is no such period
ofsuspense. Under our system nobody
knows, except'thoge bound to secrecy by their
oath of office; what ghanges are to be made,
until the finance minister announce them in
bis budget speech, and the change take
effect as soon as he makes the announcement.
The budget speech is usually delivered in the
evening after all custom houses are closed.
Next day when these are opened for busivess
the new tariff is in operation, and all goods
entered arc charged at the new rates. This
is one of the features of our system of respon-
sible government which is just now attract-
ing a good deal of attention among our re-

ablican neighbora. Over there the people
%\’e been clamoring for a change in their
ariff ever since the year 1890.

Since my last notes the local election has
come and gone. The result in Shelburne was
a surprise to many and a disappointment to
some. 1t seems since Mr. Cahan’s defeat he
has gone out of politics and entered upon the
practice of law in Halifax. The Narrow
Gauge R. R. was a loud cry during the cam-
paign, ‘and at this present time its completion
does not seem as assured as its advocates
would wish. Much has been said both for
and against it and some of its promoters
have had bard things said against them; but
that a road is needed no one will deny. If
there was a good line of steamers from Hali-
fax to Yarmouth, it would to a certain ex-
tent compensate for the lack of railroad
facilities; but, with a steamer like the City
St. John, which is only a fine weather
boat, it makes it almost impossible to make
any connection, and it in many cases becomes
a loss. In coming from home here in March,
with my family, we were delayed in Lunen-
burg for thirty hours waitiog for the steamer.
The hotel keepers reap the benefits of such
delays, as they charge at King’s the modest
sum of $4.00 per day. A pity some one
would not go into the hotel business there
who would charge a fair price to the travel-
ling public. The lobster trade here isa very
profitable one, and the shippers have to send
them to Yarmouth for shipment to Boston,
and if the steamers do not connect the lob-
sters have to remain in Yarmouth until the
next steamer can carry them across. In this
way many of the lobsters die before they
reach market and thus the shippers lose a
large amount during the season. If the
Dominion Government only realized the
great need of a road here they would surely

nt the subsidy without further delay. It
will be a great boon to this county and as
aone to Yarmouth as well. May its
promoters not give up, but press their claims,
even if it is in the face of opposition, for they
will receive the support and sympathy of the
inhabitants of this county as well as the
neighbouring ones.
elburne county carried off the palm in
the vote for prohibition, giving a vote of
nearly 14 to 1 in favor of it.

General Election Rumors.

Considerable specalation has taken place
as to the time of the next general election.
Quite a number of Conservatives are of the
opinion that the tariff is practically a cam-
paign docuraent, and that the Cabinet will
make it a pretext for going to the country
at the earliest possibl: date. So far asIcan
judge, it ,does not appear that a general
election can very well take place until the
lists have been revised. They are not prac-
tically three years old, and even if a revi-
sion is ordered this summer it will scarcely
be possible to have the new lists ready until
well on into next winter, say February or
later, and while, of course, it is possible to
hold an election any time this summer on the
lists, it does not seem likely that the elec-
tions will be held until after the revision.
There are a great many Conservatives, how-
ever, who hold that there is no need what-
ever for an appeal to the country, that the
revision ought to be proceeded with deliber-
ately and a full session of Parliament held
in 1895. Some even go much further than
that and hold that not only should a session
be held next year, but that this parliament
should also have a short session in 1896, say
very early in January, the session to last
about two months and the appeal to the
country to be made immediately thereafter.
It would be perfectly constiutional to have
six sessions in one Parliament. The prin-
cipal thing about the extra session would be
that it would give members an extra $1000
indemnity, and there would be a certain
amount of 'justification for this, inasmuch
as the three parliaments elected since 1878
have each been curtailed one year of their
full term. In other words members who
have been elected three times in succession
to receive $15,000 for 15 years’ service bave
only received $12,000 for 12 years service
and there could not be wuch reasonable com-
plaint if they were given an additional $1000
for a short session before the general election,
when the extra indemnity would, no doubt,
come in very handily to both Liberals and
Conservatives.—Jno. A. Phillips, Press Gal-
lery, House of Commons, Ottawa.

Poultry Points.

Start out with good stock.

Endeavor to have your flocks uniform.

Keep everything clean—it will pay you.

An extra dollar or two for a superior breed-
ing bird is money well spent.

A good supply of road dust or dry earth
and fine gravel are worth a good many dol-
lars to a poultry buyer during the winter.

Do not neglect the water fountains. Keep
them filled with fresh, sweet, clear water.
Ia rainy weather keep the yards drained so
that no impure water will be where the fowls
may drink it.

Don’t begin with too many breeds.
lect the one that best suits your surround-
ings and stick to it. Ry careful selection
you can then build up a strain that will be
satisfactory to yourself and patrons.

Although a damp roosting place is an
abomination, fowls prefer a wet roost free
from vermin to a dry one that is infested
with them. ~This may explain why some
chickens prefer to roost on trees.

Do not destroy eggs that have been de-
serted by the hen, or in cases where the in-
cubator lamp has gone out and they have
become cold. They oftes hatch a good per-
centage of strong chicks.

It may be taken as a very good rule that
short legged fowls will fatten more rapidly
than fowls “ well up on their pins.” This
is important to the broiler raiser, whose ob-
ject it is to get nice, plump birds as soon as
possible.

Always keep shells and grit before your
fowls, and for confined birds straw or refuse
hay, cut about one-third inch long, should
be furnished them. Besides the much-need-

Se-

ed exercise obtained by scratching in it for
seeds and grain, they will eat a large portion
of it.

Keep thoroughbred fowls only. There are
enough breeds and enough sizes, shapes and
colors for any purpose. With a mixed flock
one cannot lay down any set of feeding rules
or glean any reliable information from his
statistics. In other words he ncver knows
what he is at.

The turkey is an industrious forager and
picks up the greater portion of its food,
therefore the difference in the weight of a
large angd small bird is an important matter
bringing the actual cost of production down
to a low sum when large and small weights
are compared.

More profit will be made from the poultry
business if poultrymen would find special
castomers who would take their eggs regu-
larly, say two or three times a week, so as
to get them while they are perfectly fresh.
Such customers are not hard to find in al-
most any town or even in smull villages, and
they are usually willing to pay a little more
than the regular store prices in order to get
just what they want.

How to Improvise a Vapor Bath.

Set a red hot brick on end in a can, small
bath, or other suitable vessel; place the lat-
ter under a chair, on the seat of which a
piece of flannel is spread. The patient, un-
dressed, sits on this flanoel, and he and the
chair are well wrapped in blankets to exclude
the air; his head is to be uncovered. Open
the blankete a little at the bottom and care-
fully pour about a pint of boiling water over
the brick, and keep up the sieam by occa-
sionally repeating this. The patient remains
in the bath until relieved by perspiration.
To raake a vapor bath in bed with hot wet
bottles, fill about six oval shaped half-gallon
stone bottles with boiling water; cork well,
and fold each in hot wet flannel. Lay over
the bed a water-proof sheet and a blanket;
place the patient on these, cover him with
a blanket, and distribute the hot bottles
about him—one Lo each side, to the calf of
each leg, and to the sole of each foot.

Almost always begios with a sudden at-
tack of vomiting. The child becomes flushed
and feverish, is very thirsty and restless, and.
may complain of headache and sore throat.

The next day there is a bright red rash on
the lower part of the neck spreading over
the chest. When the skin is pressed with
the finger the redness disappears for a mo-
ment and immediately returns. By the
fourth day it extends over the whole body
but soon commences to fade. After its de-
parture the skin peels off, so netimes in small
particles and sometimes i: large scales.
This process is called desq hamation, and
lasts from a few days toa weé t( ortwo. The
throat should be carefully examined; it will
probably be found very red and more or less
swollen. The presence of white spots, or &
gray membrane covering it, should be at once
reported to the doctor.

As soon as the vomiting is over a warm bath
should be given, and the child put to bed in
an airy room from which all superflacus
furniture has been removed.

Ventilation without draughts is very im-
portant in scarlet fever, The window far-
thest from the bed should be open, except in
the coldest weather, the opening being pro-
tected by tacking a strip of flannel over it.
An open fire is a great assistance. The tem-
perature of the room should not be below 65°
nor above 68°.

The irritation from the rash is at times
very great. This is relieved by anointing
the surface with carbolized vaseline, or any
soothing unguent, as lard without salt. The
body may be sponged with warm water
under cover of a blanket, doing a small por-
tion at a time and drying it carefully before
proceeding further.

Flannels wrung out of hot water may be
applied to the théat if it is painful. They
should be covered with a strip of India-rub-
ber cloth or oiled muslin, and frequently re-
newed. A poultice of flaxsecd meal can be
used instead, or the throat can be rubbed
with warm oil and a piece of flannel wound
around it.

Cold is the enemy especially to be dread-
ed, as many serious complications may be
caused by a chill. The child should be kept
in bed, even in comparatively light cases,
with a flannel jacket over the night-dress.

The excretions must be received in vessels
containing carbolic acid, or some equally
powerful disinfectant, and any decrease in
their amount from the usual quantity should
be immediately mentioned to the doctor.

Cold water may be freely given to drink;
it is better not to have it iced, though small
pieces of ice may be allowed to dissolve in
the mouth. Lemonade helps to relieve the
thirst. While the fever is high only liguid
diet will be permitted. It should be given
regularly every two hours during the day
and less often at night if the child sleeps.
As the fever diminishes, the food is gradually
increased, milk toast, the cereals, etc., being

given, and as convalescence progresses,
broiled chicken, chops, steak and delicate
vegetables, beginning with baked potato.

Scarlatina does not mean a milder form
but is the Latin name of the disease. It is
dangerous under whatever title it masquer-
ades, and scarlet rash may be as fatal as
scarlet fever. The infection from an appar-
ently light case may produce a very severe
one, if the germ falls into a soil favorable to
its development.

The poison is conveyed by means of the
little flakes of skin that peel off during des-
quamation. Anointing the body in a great
measure prevents these from being carried
through the air. The clothing and bed linen
should be disinfected by soaking in a solution
of carbolic acid, one part to forty of water,
then washed separately and boiled in a cover-
ed boiler.

| furviture ard bedding by fomigation with

sulphar, scruvbing with disinfeetants, acd
renewing paper or puint on walls and ceiling
cannot be too thorough at the close of the
illness. Six weeks from the commencement
of the attack, if the peeling has entirely
ceased, the child may be given a disinfectant
bath with a saturated solution of boracic
acid, the hair being carefully washed as well.
Clean clothing must be provided, which has
not been in the sick 100m, and then it will
be safe for him to go among other children.

Manners.

« Manners are minor morals,” and a girl
should be tanght, both by precept and ex-
ample, that she does not fulfil every duty
unless she exercises the art of pleasing.
Ruskin says: * Be sure that people like a
room better with you in it than out of it.”
Hence politeness is a great preserver of fam-
ily peace. Sharp criticism and disagreeable
«home truths” are well-nigh impossible
where courtesy is habitual.

Courtesy and consideration for servants
are distinguishing marks of a gentlewoman,
and should be inculcated in early 'girlhood.

Like all transitional phases girlhood is ir-
regular in its development, and little faults
must be overlooked with the loving charity
that * hopeth all things”.

Scolding is worse than useless. It arouses
antagonism, if only because angry looks and
feelings are so contagious. One should
wait until the irritation subsides before cor-
recting anyone. A repriwand given in the
presence of others is apt to arouse a feeling
of mortified pride that quite nullifies an im-
pression that might otherwise be made, and
it is an exceptional person that can be trust-
ed to be the bearer of a secolding. Itis apt
to gather force en route. Argument be-
tween parents and children is unseemly, and
itis always best to avoid letting the point
of contest become too important.

1t is sa much easier to live up to a good
reputation than to live down a bad one that
we should be most careful how we fasten a
fault upon anyone. This principle in ethics
is strikingly illustrated in the story of *¢ Lit-
tle Lord Fauntleroy, ’ where the stern grand-
father is positively shamed into becoming
almost the gentleman that his little grand-
son believes him.
