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OUR WORK AMONG THL; INDIANS.

MORE misrepresented being never lived
on the face of the earth than the red
man of the Forest. " So reads an Am-
; crican exchange.  And the same paper
¢oes on to give the reason of this misrepresentation
of the Indian, namely, that all that is known about
him at present is told by white men, and that this
misunderstanding and misrepresentation is likely to
continue until the Indians asa people are suflicient-
1y civilized and educated to stand up for their own
rizhts and speak for themselves, That the ditiicul-
ties in the way of educating ang civilizing the Indi-
ans as a people are many and great certainly can-
not e denied. Speaking only of our own experience
in this Diocese of Algoma., Their wandering ha-
bits, their want of stability, their comparative in-
difference about the education of their children,
their want of faith in the singleness of purpose of
those who are honestly trying to benefit them, all
these things militate against the efforts which have
been put forth on their behalf, the ardour of the
Missionary becomes damped, and those who would
have given of their substance to aid the cause are
apt to withold their hands because suceess has not
followed the efforts that have been made in the
ratis that had been expected. Probably no men
engaged in the Holy oftice of the Miuistry, are call-
ed to endure greater trials of faith amd patience
than are thése whose lot is cast among the Indinns.
Probably every Bishop in Canada and the North
West wil? allow that the most trving branch of his
work is that which has to do with Indians. So
long us it is a mere matter of paying an episcopal
visit in a fatherly way and distributing gifts to the
children and people all goes well, but when it comes
toa question of orgamization, and - nquiries are
made as to what the people themselves are doing
towards supporting their ministers, and how the
necessaries for the chureh and school are supplied,
and whatare their domestic habits and their charac-
tor for honesty and sobriety, then th: sove spots
come to the surface, and the Bishop is apt to feel
that the problem of how to deal with the Indians is
a deeper and a more diflienlt one than he had at
first thought. DBut to loak for a mzment at another
side of the yuestion.  Here throughout this coun-
try are seattered these bands of Indians, living for
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the most part on their own reserved lauds, their ha.
bits, ideas, occupations, language, all very different
to those of their white neighbours ; they are forced
to be our neighbours we are forced to be theirs ;
surely we would not leave them to be heathen ; how
can wecall ourselves christinns if we would do
that : if they are to be christinnized, a church must
be built for them and a missionary must learn their
language and go and live with them :and then there
are theirlittle children,clever little things, quite cap
able of receiving instruction and learning to read
and write the smme as white children, and so the
next thing is to build a school house and to appoint
a school teacher : thus these India-: missions have
gradually crept into existence ; and who will dare
to say that wremg has heen done or that money has
been improperly employed in making these efforts
to reclaim these poor peorle from ignorance and
heathenism ?  But time has gone on, years have
rolled by, and now because these poor Indians have
not made the same progress as might have been ex-
pected of a colony cf white settlers with the same
advantages  oftered to them, the cry is raised that
Indian Missions are a failure, that money spent on
improving and civilizing the Indians is wasted. ;
yes some even go so far as to say that the, Indian
mature is of so low and debased a type that it is in-
capable of improvement. 1t is poor encouragement
to a missionary who has spent the best years of his
life labouring on behalf of these poor forest child-
ren, bearing with them in their inconsistencies, for-
giving them their personal annoyvances, aiding them
when it might be said they did not deserve
aiding, treating vhem kiudly and tenderly as a fath-
er might treat his children, to be told that his ef-
fortshave been all wasted andtobe sneeringly asked
what fruit can he show as to the vesult of all his Ia
bours,  We believe that the Indians are a misre-
presented people.  That is, while allowing that
there are tmits in their character that are exceed-
ingly trying, that there is often a laxity of prinei-
ple about them, a want of fixity of purpos: and
perseverance, we hevertheless maintain that TIME
SUFFICIENT has not been allowed for the vast
change that is required to be made in their thoughts
and principles, and habits hefore they can become
assimilated to the waysof white people.  We think
it ought to he taken into account that the Indians
as a people for generations past have lived in an
utterly wild untutored state and that the seeds of
oy oo “t ~ole
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this wild life must necessanly tuke a long period to
eradicate, it ought not to he expeeted that even the
whole lifetime of one worker, however fuithful he
way be, shoubd count for very mueh in the evangel-
isation of a mee whose evil tendenees haveall the
time been gaining strength for centuries Those
who would help us in our Iudian work mu t moder-
ate their unreasoning expeetation=,  \We would ap-
ply this maxim both to our Iudian missions in Al-
aomn, to our Indinn schools at Saunlt Ste. Marvie,
and to that extension of our work to which we are
looking forward. Some suecess we  have  had,
Much guceess we have not mul,  Much suevess we
have learned not to expect. Those who would help
us in our Indinn work must be content like our-
selves with a moderate measure of suecess,  We
would put in our plea £ w those who have buen bear
ing the burden and heat of the day, for those whe
have sacrificed many of the pleasures and advanta-
aes of lifein order to throw themseives iuto this
wark of caring for and training these poor despised
Indians. 1 men and woman e to be frund, (and
indeud it is but few theve are) who will carnestly
with ther whole hert and soul, for the sake of the
Saviour who died for us all, undertake the work of
rechkiming and teaching thes e« poor neglected peo-
ple, who will go into this fickl that has so hittle
that is inviting and encowraging, who will bear with
the peculiarity of temperament which is often so
teying in the Indian chiarseter, who will put ap with
experiences which are tosay the least to say unplea-
suut often even revolting, who  will undergo trials
and discouragements and <till o hravely on, surely
their hands ought 1o be upheld, suvely their appeals
for assistance in their arduous work ought to be res
ponded to. It is hard enough to bhear the seeming
apathy  of Indian men and women for whom one is
spending one's life and for whose welfave strength
and Jadth and worldly advantages ave all willing-
1v sacrificed, but it adds hitterness to the cup when
those of onr own flesh and blood, our fellow christi-
ans of our own labguage and nationality, tum to us
the cold shoulder and seem to take no interest what
ever in our work.  We are speaking on besalf of
those now labourmg ameny the Indians in the Dio-
ceseof Algoma, at Garden River, at Sheguindah, at
Neepigon, at the Indian Homes at Sault Ste. Marie,
nay we go further, we would embmcee the distant
Dioceses of Ruperts’ Land and Z\ssiniboia, and we
assert in respeet to all this vast missionary District
as we have asserted often before that Canada is not
doing her duty by the Indians, that the chureh of
England is not doing her duty to these poor seatter
ed people, that the labours emploved i the field are
fiur too few, and  that these who ave at present la-
bouring have not had theiv hands supported as they
should have.  Cold cold christians, who have never
themselves tried or known the difficulties of the
work, stand afar off from us as theugh we and the
people whose eause we have espoused were lepers,
awd sueeringly point the finger at us saving, Where
is your success /.  Where is the result of all the
weney that has been expended 2 Most earnestly
do we pray God that 2 change may speedily he
Lronght abont in this matter, and that pc.ople's

heart s may be stitted  within them  to do  as
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the gond Sanvitan did and help the peoar Indinns
in the «une kind hearted and whole souled way
that he did the poor man by the wayside, ot for
what will e mained, but as s simple duty wlvicly
every chiristinn owes to his neigbour,

NOTES EROM NEEPIGON.

\\7 E cannot say Fewell G our Tndiun Mission at

Negwenenang for 1885, without a few words
mote, in order to enable its friends to apprecinte at
their true worth theditticulties and discourngements
attending its prosceution,  Some, doubtiess, wonld
prefer that those should be kept in the back ground
fearing their dampening eftect on theinterest felt by
those who coutributedto sts support, but, (1) Shoukd
not missionary reports be true to all the facts of the
case, and (2) Ought not the very knowledge of the
difticulties intensify, rther than diminish, our z:xal,
as we remember in v hose fuutsteps weare tl'ying tu
follow, and that though cighteen centuries have
wone by sinee He preached the Kindgom of G,
even for him the time has yet to come when “He
shall see of the travail of His soul, and be  satisti-
ed™?

Firstly, ther, as one important factor in the ease,
e it remembered that with the Indian, the peculiar
features of his case, yet to be enumerated, are graft-
ed on the evil root, viz, the original depravity of
ony fallen nature, which, in white and red men alike
offers a very stubborn resistance to the truth.

. Secondly—As peculiar to the Indian, remember
the migratoriness of his habits, aud his inhorn and
inherited  aversion o the restraints  of a settled
civilized life.  How long his forefathers may  have
orenpied the coutinent none can tell, but all these
centuries he nas been a wanderer, and the process
of civilization cannot ve condensed into the lrief
space of a “transformation scene”  The process
must necessarily ve very slow, and will demand,
wherever attempted, from faith and patienee, as
well as a wiser and wove liberal employment of the
proper instrumentality  than has yet been expend-
«d on the solution of the problem.  Aud Church
and State must both co-operate, the one in pay-
ment off a just and righteous debt, the other in dis-
charge of a divinely imposed duty and obligation.
For the adult  Indians comparatively little can be
done: the foree of habit is too deeply ingrained to
De soon or easily overcome,  But let us lay hold of
the children of bugh sexes, and gather them, where
possible, into such christian and industrial homes as
the Shingwauk and Wawanosh, and with such mat
erial in our hands, soft and pliaut and ductile, there
is nothing to forbid our expecting great resnlts, pro-
vided the experiment be fairly ade, and  time
cuough be allowed.  Ina word, gire the Indica

Juir play in the race for social and religious im-

provement,and he will not disappoint the hopes of
even the most sanguine among his champions.
Thirdly, no missionary  enterprise among  the
Indiaus can afford, at least in its eadier stuges, to
fsnore their bodily ueeds.  These, from the nature
of the case, ave very urgent.  We regunive them to
huild and occnpy log houses, discournging them
from wandering, if possible, but thereby, till they
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have fearnt how o till the around. we cut oY their
former and only means of support, viz, the chase
True, some settlements, like that at Negwenenany,
may be fortunate enongh to e within each of
prolific fishing gowuds, where salmon-tront and
whitefish may be found in abundince, but (33 only
one mouth ju the year produces thew in any quan-
tity, audd the Indian. nmong his ather characteris-
ties, have very little idea of providing for the fut-
ure, preferring a kind of hand-to-mouth lite, (2)The
fisheries are a very precatious dependence, failing
altogether, as they do aecaxionally, and starvation
is staving the Indiansin the face, unless the mission
asy is prepared to fowd them, aned this is no casy
matter, in view of their immetse “capaeity ", as miy
be judged from the consumptivn ot provisions by
twelve Indinns during the six duys veenpied in
transporting a portton of  Mr. Renison’s supplies
1om Red Rock to the Missien, viz, 11 Larrels of
Mour, 123 1bs of pork, 101hs of tea, 231bs of sugat,
and 2 bags of patatoes,  The * Department of the
Interior ” is thevefore, no swali factor in the Indiun
question, and as shown ona luger seale by the late
rebellion, the “Minister,” whether of Church o
State, must make some provision forit.  Just here,
Liowever, liesone of the many e ditliculties at-
tending our missionany work viz., the danger of
fostering the mercenmy spirit, : nd seeming to pu-
chase their adhiesion to the faith for the sahe of
“the leaves and fishes, © Not indeed that they
own to the impeachment.  Their version of the
anntter is a much more charitable vne, “The groat
Father sent you, you say, to care fur omi souls. but,
we and our children me hungry . does He not e
for our bodiess”  And with this logic of nature we
must be content, waiting patiently till theiv ability
ta support themselhves 1elieves us of all fmnther 1isk
of a misconstruetion of our motives,
Fourthly—Growth in our Indian Mission issene
times hindered by difticulty  and opposition from
without.  But one or two new conveits have been
added to the settlement at Negwenenang since its
first establishiment, This has not lLeen owing to
any scantiness of waterial, still less to any remiss-
uess on the Missionary's part.  Among all the  lab-
wourers in the Indian tield who ave bearing the burden
and heat of the day, nowhere can one be fuund wmore
indefatigable or selfdenying in his efforts to bring
the blessed light of the Gespel to those who e
ssitting in darkness and shadow «f death.”  Put
toil as he may, let the following nanmtive taken
from his own lips illustrate one form of difli_ulty
with which he hasto contend:  “Last sunmmer said
Mr, R, a message was brought to me that the P'ag-
an Indians at Neepigon Vost, about forty miles off,
were auxious that [shonld visit them. Interpret-
ing their message as a eall from Gad, ' made my
preparations and started on the 29th of JJuly, accoun
panied by Matchell and his son John,  We 1cached
onr destination by .\ugust fitst.  The DPagans  re-
ceived us kindly. 1 spent two days among them.
instructed them as fully as was possible, and bap-
tised a number whoexpressed tueir desire to bece-
ome Christians; among them was one woman of
very diminutive stature hnnyed-backed, and carry-
ing a child in her arms, who, while the instruetion

W soin on, separated betselt from the others,
and went down towands the edae of the luke, evie
dently anvious to get meto follow hev. 0 doing
st and qrestion igher, she sand that she had been
A bad wannaan, and had done pamy - wicked things.
Loz aste, When she was vonng, she bad a vision,
which haed tronbled her all her lite, and made her
aftadd, and unless this fear could be takhen away,
amd het sins Jorgiven shie did not want to be lmin-
tized, 1 told her the zoadness of  the Gospel of
t hrist ipete fully and  afterwands admitted her to
His fold. Shotly after 1etaned tothe Mission,
accompantcd by Medaswenene and his two sons, and
a ~ont uf Pemawenetr, who were anaious to see for
themseh o~ atid the rest of the Taned what the Jands
and hotsesat Neavwenchang wete lthe, Onmy -
vval Trunveyed thiee hts for tlave families. Our
vicitors having made they alaenvations, set out on
then tetuin, with the iutontion of coming lack, and
building their housex this fall,  Michael and his
soit went with thens, thing w cace: hige enongh
for the whole ptycamd a sappdy of dour pork
and tese. Poand his fmnily sot out in this canoe,
but had scaneely coveted thive miles of the journey
when they were mvertaken by ——- —aned——
who told them that the Misstonary only - wanted to
kidnap the children, aud threatened Michael with
badily violence if e attempted to take them away,
Thix frightened the poor Pacans, sad they abandon
ed the idea of joining the Mission. The  others
were also told that i they joinad  us they could
neva again tain anything fron thestare, Miceael
returned i twonty days, disappointed in hiserrmnd
nothing being left of the supplies, which had cost
about thirty dollus,

Such is the plaing winanished stany of our Negy -
jgon mission, its present condition, ayd the diflicul-
ties that hinder its progress.  But, *none of these
things move”™ us, save togreater faith, and & more
unflaguing perseverinee.  With God  nothing s
impossible”  Even in the apparently  disappoint-
ing rewults of Mr, Renisen's visit to these poor pag-
ans, theee is this much toencomnge s, that  the
good seed must have found dedgment in some of
those who bstened to it 1t canttat, all of it have
been “us Water spilled apon the ground.”™  Even in
consciences as  norant, and  winds as dark amd
degraded as theirs- amd from what  we hemd of
some of their habits, a deeper  dearedation conld
hardly be coneeived- there must Vave been some-
thing in the Gospel they  heard to appeal o any
linering renmant of religious instinet that still ye-
mained in them: and i so a beginviug has been
made.  And that for the present suflices.  Sooner
or Iater- andif later, ~till soon  enough for God's
purpose- - the  tiny seed Will - germinate, and  we
shall see, as a tho.sand times alrendy  elsewlere
“first the blade, then the ear, then the full con
in the ear,”  Meanwhile our very confidence i
the divine promise  forbids any  slackening  on
our part.  The words which Elwot, the apostle of
the Red Indians, inserited at the end of his cwn
[ndian Grammar, may well furnish our motto:

“Prayer and  pains, through faith in Jesus
Christ. will do anything.”
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While, as apledge of sticeess, we need none hetteror

more inspiring than this word, in which we have
heen made to trust: )

OUR INDIAN HOMES.

E have 40 boys and 21 girls at present
at our homes, The number of boys is

k smaller than was anticipated, the reason

being that three boys ran away during
M. Wilsons’ absence, one went home sick, and two
had to be dismissedforill conduct. Thereare also sev-
cral boysand girls who did not return to us after
the smmmer vacation.  Our numbers nevertheless
are cousiderably larger than they were last yvear,
indeed for the past two or three years they have
been gradually increasing.  Our funds on the other
hand are low. This is caused in some measure by
the employment of an assistant superintendent
who has had charge of the institution while Mr,
Wilson was away travelling. No provision hasas
yet been made for this additional expense; and yet
if the plans are to be carried out for the proposed
extension of our work it is absolutely necessary
that the office of assistant superintendent should be
made & permanent one.  Many uew Sunday schools
have promised to assist us by undertakingthe sup-
port of individual Indian chil(lrex}, and we are now
lookinganxiously fortheirfirstremittances. Ourbooks
showed a deficit of 8829 on Nov. 1Ist,, and it is a
hard matter to meet our bills as they fall due with
the present low state of our funds.

PROPOSED EXTENSION.,

We have already mooted the idea of enlarging our
present buildings at Sault Ste. Marie soas to take
an increased nunber of pupils.  On the last page of
this paper will be found an account of the money
already received towards this ohject amounting in
all to$375.  This sum we want, if it please God, to
increase to 87000, and to employ it in the enlarge-
ment and comyplete vefitting of the Shingwauk
Home, so asto enable us to take 100 pupils and to
train some young men as teachers and missionaries.
In fact we propose to make it a large central insti-
tution from which to extend our work among the
Indians in a2 more systematic way and on a more ex
tensive scale than has been done at present.  In
connection with the central Institution at Sault Ste.
Marie, we prepose to establish Four Branch Homes
at points varying from 300 to 1000 miles distant
from Sault Ste. Marie. One of theseisto be in As-
soniboia, one in Manitoba, and the other two with-
in the confines of Ontario.  The Bishop of Qu’Ap-
pelle and Rupert’s land are warmly in favour o’
the establishment of these Branch Homes : each of
them is to cost about 35000, and we shall look to
Sunday school childron throughout the Dominion
to assist in supporting the Indian pupils,  For the
establishment of these Branch lomes we pray that
God may put it into the hearts of some of His ser-
vants who have wealth suflicient, to give 81000 as

a nucleus to begin with for each of them,  Will
not each person who reads this appeal put a dollar
into into an envelope and send it now, and so encour-
agze us with a little beginning,  ‘The Braneh Home
in Assinihoin is to b2 called the * Katapawa Home,"
Katapawa being the Indian name for the Qu'Ap-
pelle valley, and the Bishop proposes that it should
be built on Long Lake, north of Regina.  The Bi-
shop kindly writes about it as follows :—

“ The Itev. JLF. Wilson, Head of the Shingwauk
church of England Homes for Indian children at
Sault Ste. Marie, has asked my sanction for the es-
tablishment of a Branch [nstitution of a similar
character in this Diocese. I wish to say that it
would give me the greatest pleasure to see such an
Institution established in tui: Diocese if, by the
blessing of (iod, he is enabled to carry out his in-
tention. We have 5000 Indians amongst us, and
at present [ regret to say our church is doing sear-
cely anything for their spiritual welfare.  The
CAMLS, to whom [ have applied, is unable to help
us further than with the one mission that is estab-
lished at Touchwood Hills, 1 am convineed also
that the only hope of doing permanent good to the
native race is by the in truction of the children away
from the influences o theirhomes. | very carnest-
Iy trust M. Wilson may be able to commence
work in our 1nidst before long.

The serviee was held in the school room, and the
Holy Communion administcred, The Bishop preach
ced from Matth. XviiL 3. From Gregory the Bishop
went across to Brackenrig where a large congrega-
tion collected to meet his Lordship, Sexviee at +
p-mn. the Bishop preached from Psalm Xivnr 11.12,
a sermon that must be remembered by alt who

the evening at Port Carling, and left on Tuesday

A Cry From The Backwoods.

The following is from o farmer resuling i the
Mississagn Valley on the north shove of Lake
Huron,

Day Mills Post Office, Algoma,——Nov. Gth 1885,
Hevn, Siti—1 write these few lines to you to

Jny before you the destitute condition of this part of
Algoma as regards chureh privileges, and opportun-
ities for Divine service and communion.  From
Bruce Mines Eastward to the Mississagua River
and even east of that, the country is fast dilling up
with settlers and schoollouses are getting built in
every direction.  Since you visited us here thewe
has been a most wonderful change in the roads and
seneral appearance of the country.  Theie ave now
sood  roads opened out in almost every direetion
vendeving all of easy aceess.  As a speeimen You
vemember the road you came toour place, now we
see buggies, lumber-waggons, and even thrashing
machines come along there now, and there is now a
telegraph line as well in front of us. But I am
sorry to say that we feel ourselves sadly neglected
by the chureh, we never seethe face of a church
clerayman except the Rev, Mr. Berry from Bruee
Mines who visits u< once or twice in & yesr, but be-
ing in deacons’ orders is unable to administer to
us the Holy Communion. There ave quite a few
church people seattered about, but they are in 3 or
4 families in a place, just enough to form a starting
point to gather round a congregation. 1 wish our
Bishop would appoint a resident missionary clergy-
man in this District who would travel vound from
place to place holding services aml gather up the
members of our chnreh, leading them to have regu-
lar services with lay readers, supplemented by vis-
its at stated intervals from the missionary, by that
means the interest of the prople in the church
wonld be kept alive ; unless something of this kind
is done soon they will many of them be lost alto-
gether to the church.  You can form no idea of the
progress that this part is making in population
unless you were to travel about as I have done
from house to house, the leading roads as a rule are
thinly settled, but new houses are to be seen every-
where all through the district. T do hope the Bi-
shop will see his way clear to sending us a clergy-
man in full orders as missionary in this part of Al-
eama before long. T enclose you 23 cents for the

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A TRIP TO SPANISH RIVER.

AST SPRING, just hefore the breaking
up of the ice, I started out on a journey
to Spanish River to see the Indians in
the sugar-bush. [ was on the road ve-

ry early in the morning in ovder to get the advantage

of the “erst,”wel made wy way from LindeCurremt
actoss the rather widle expanise of jee ta La Cloche
with as mueh speed as possibile, Tng the sun had al-
ready begun to melt the erust and the tranvelling
Became very heavy

It was afternoon when Uicached the Hudson
Bay Post at La Cloelie, and as the snow by tlas
time had thawed down to slush, Tdecideld to stop,
at the kil invitation of Mo aml Mre MeTavish,
all night.  We had serviee in the evening . obtain-
ed direetions as definite as possible ax to the paol-
able whereabouts of the Jodiuns agrav-eamp . wd
started out early next morniug.

My way Iy across, or rather thiough, <tuall luhes
away back of La Cloche and as T drew near to the
place where 1 expeeted to fined the trail to the cay,
and was jogging along, 1 met 1 young Tuding brave
whom 1 recoznized as 1 member of our chureh. e
invited me to his wigwam,  On reaching the shore
I could see at a glance it was impossible to take
the pony further, so Ttied her to a tree on the shoe
and left her.  The uail wax about siy inches wide,
and sometimes an almost perpendienlar ascent,
Soon | reached Wahsashkung’s camp, whete [ yead
and prayed and spoke with the people, They were
very glul to see e and to hear the Gospel, and as
a proof of their gratitwde they gave me a nice piece
of Moose meat =Jim Wahsashkunyg had killed
Moaose soe days before,

The next camp was about a mile and a half fur-
ther in the bush.  Heve dwelt an Indizn who gla-
vied in the name of Pashnubneeb, .\ very nice In-
dinn, the father of the donor of the Moose meant, but
I am somry to say the old man was not at howe.
However, the daughter and son were. 1 spohe to
them for a while, 1ead and prayed, and we sang an
Indian hymn too, 1 1emember. There were no vth-
er camps beyond, iu that direction, so we retmeed
our steps. 1 was anxious to see a family by the
name of Kaushkuhzha, I called on them some time
in the winter, when I was informed of thenr desive
of reeciving baptism in the Church of England.
John Kauehkuhzha, the father, said they would be
\'t'll(l)‘ when 1 catne again, so I was desirous of tind-
ing them and, if possible, making my way to the
sugar-camyp where they lived,

The children of Wahsashkung volunteeraed o ac-
company me and in due time we veached the wig-
wam. Jobn was at home and also his family, 1
told him 1 had come again to see him as 1equested,

leferring to the baptism of his ehildren, he said, he
was a Roman Catholie, his wife a pagan, and his
children were pagans.  .\s regards myself, said he,
1 was baptized a Roman Catholie, but T know noth-
ing about religion, for no one has ever tanght me
anything. 1 want my children baptized in the
Church of England for I know then that they will
be taught. | spoke seriously and plainly to the
mothar. 1 told her that it would be better if she
aceept the faith of Christianity, and then she could
present her children, 1 explained to her as simply
and as elearly as [ could the principle doctrines of
christianity, the plain and simple truths of the Gos.
pel  She listened, but refused.  You see, said hey
hushand, she thinks if she gives up her pagan way
she will appear Hike 2 weak tmnecoat, But 1 <how
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ed them it was not s,
the trath Gl it is presented to them, and if errors
and follies were dwelling in the wind we shonld
give up these when truth ix presented and take it
I pointed out to them that the puity and wisdon
and holiness of the traths of christianity compaed
with the old fetishism. T assured the wonnm it
was 10 weak turn-voatism (o give up the bad te om-
hrace the gool, 1 did not <ueceed in coavineing
her, at least § do not know that 1 convineed her,
she would not publiely profess christiznity. 1 pray -
ed for her that God would open her heart o know
and receive the truth,

The eldest of the candidates for baptisin was a
youth of seventeen who was helping a poor old
blind ne in the next eamp. Though he was a
pagan he was dving chyistian work helping the
poor and afflicted.  The old blind maa was a pagan
too, as | found on enquiry.  He told me that he
haed omee tried the whitesman's soreery but il
fullen Juaek on the  hadian’s soreery and found it
hetter. T told him 1 doubted if he understood
what he called the white-man's soreery, or had ev-
erconsidered it. 1 showed him his mistake in
calling the Christian Religion the white-man's sor-
cery, as the fivst preachers and  onverts to christi-
anity were men of all wees and every colone, 1 as
sured him that the aboriginal inhabitts of coun-
tries, black-men and Indians, were very carly con-
verted o ehristianity, 1 spoke for a while to the
olilman on the truths of the Christian Religion, |
told him of the Saviom who commanded all mees
of men to come te Himand be saved in consequence
of the Redemption purchased hy His own sacrifice,
When the old man  heard me unse the expression
“God says,” he wanted to know whether | heaid
Gaod say it.  No, Isaid, but He wrote it and sent
it by the hand of an aceredited messenger, with un-
mistakable eredentials to prove its gennineness,

I invited the old man to come to the baptism
and he would hear more bat he did not. — The
young man went back with me to the camp. 1
spent some howrs instrueting the eandidates for
baptism : others came in and listened. 1 looked
around for a suitable vessel for water, but there was
nothing bnt u tin-dish, 1 made them clean it out
well.  Now there was no elean water, so 1 went to
the lnke and fetched some myself 1 again pointed
out to all preseat the meaning of baptism, water,
the emblem of purity,  There were five baptized.
A young chiistian wom 'n present being sponsor for
the youngest child. I was much pleased with the
behaviour of them all.

The father said he was soiry he could not give
e any dinner, but he was going ont next day to
hunt Moose, and 1 suppose if 1 had stayed till he
retwrned, which might be in a week, I should have
had a luxurious dinner of Moose meat. 1 ate a
cake of sugar and had a drink of wafer, but was
still hungry.,

We started off at onee, the distanee being only
onr or five miles, but again we got on the wrong

teail, amd though we conld see the Indinng village
wiieh  we wanted to visit on the other side ot the
viver, we were a Jong way from the ford, and there
was no way of gettimg actess,  No we had to toil
again up the lne steep hill which we had deseend-
edand continee vurway along the brow till wee
should strike the vight tsil. We found it at ast,
and another 1 ng steep winding deseent brought us
dawn to a nartow fordable neck in the Qu*Appell:
River. A< it wos halt past one we stoppend for din-
ner sitting in the sedge srass on the 1iver bank,
Then  having given  our pony  a drink we wadel
aeross the nartow stream and arrived alinost imne-
diately at

The Sioun Indians though of a more warlike clun-
acter then the Ofiheways, or Crees are 1eputed to
be very intellizent and industiions, and certainly
the dittde village of nd huts with thatehed 1oofs
was an improvement on the conical teepes of the
other Indiuns whom we had visited.  We were for-
tunate infinding * Standing Buftalo * wt home, but |
was disappointed that he did not wnderstand either
Ojibeway or English and there was no interpreter
at hand. However | had jotted down a few Sioux
words inmy note book, amd 1 showed him my pho-
tograph and pointed to my “ hokshiaa yamni "—
(hoys three), und 1 think made him understand
that I had n big teaching tepee a long way off, also
that 1 was** wasitchiwaka " a miszionary, not “shina
sapa " French priest. s a thunder storm seem-
ed to be threatening we did not stay long. T just
made a rapid sketeh of the village while the thun-
der clouds were gathering, and then off we drove
hack to Pasqualts’ Reserve,

About 7.50 pan. the Indians hegan to gather
some 10 or 1T men, and we met hir a Jor room
which My, Huckley used as hisoftice, 1 told them
as 1 told Pieapot, all abeut the origin of the Institu-
tion, and how the Garden River chiefs had assisted
me in getting it started, and then 1 mentioned how
it was that [ started out on wmy present tour. I
had heard T said about the fight going on, and |
wanted to see the Indians and  hear from them
what it was all about, and 1 wanted to ascertain
whether anything was yet being done to teach them
and instruct their children. 1 had talked 1 said to
my friend Buhkwujjenene about it and Bubkwujjin
enee was very pleesed that T had started on the ex-
pedition, anu hoped that 1 would bring back with
me some of their children. Pasqah said that the
reason of the fishting was that the Indians werenot
contented : promuses had been made to them which
had not  been fulfilled.  However, his people for
their part wouid not fight, they had kept quiet, and
had cultivated their Jand the same as usual.  Asto
sending children to our Institution he was afraid
that none »f the ludians would be willing to send
them so far unless they knew more about it ; he
thought the propesal for two of the chiels to go
back with me was a good one, he for his part would
like to go, and if he went he would take his little
boy, Zose, aged nine and leave him at our Instituti-
on, another mdian named Charles Asham (a Roman
Cathoiic) proposed to go with his chief as attendant,
amd they said that if Picapot went he would want
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an attemsdant ton, so that wonld make  four men to
gowith me. Asham al o sadd that he wauld plies
his hoy Johin aged 13 in our Home,

cight miles distant Howas e goad road all the way
and we came inosight of the plaee at TLS30, onr
track thenlel usdown the side of & steep woaned
hill, very picturesyue and pretey, and we coulid see
the town Iyving in the valley between two Lakes con
nected byanariow viver, Passing through the villuge
we found  a good place to camp on the other sideof
the bridge. At 5 pan. | walked up tosnuud calle t
on the Rtev, My, Lewis, aud later in the evening he
came to onrcamp, it Was raining havd and 1 went
with him to call on Mr. MeDonald, Chief facter of
the Hudson Bay Company,

Friday Aug. 7. Al the moraing it was raining
hard and we kept in the tent.  About 2 pan. Rev,
Me, Lewis ecame with his horse and he, my=ell, Jo-
and Abram drove out -4 miles to visit the Ronan
Catholic Institution for Indian boys on the Qu'p-
pelle River.  Itis beautifully situated and both
huildings and grounds are very neat and well ti ken
care of: they were built and are wholly provided
tor by the Government. My, Hugueward is the
priest in charge, and he shewed us all over the
place.  There are 27 hoys and 3 givls one little boy
ts a relative of Sitting Bulls.  On owr way back we
passed a police wagon and two outriders; they had
got “ White Cap” and a half breed rebel, having
Jjust taken them priconers and were going to take
them to Fegina,

- Saturday Aug. 8. The roads being heavy after
yesterday'srain and the Assiboine Reserve 40 miles
off 1 decided to take only one of the boys with me
and leave the other two i the tent at Fort Qu'Ap-
pelle till we should get back on Monday evening.
Accordingly  at -£30 am. I woke White up and as
soon as we were dressed and had got the horse har-
nessed and the things packed oft’ we started. It
was 5 30 aan. when we got away and a beautifu:
mormng, but the roads were very sticky and we
had to keep on the grass. .\ man was getting out
his ox team on the outskirts of the village, he set
us on the right trail and told us which way to
ao,  Our first destination was Indian Head, i ~ta-
tion on the C.IMJL 19 miles distant. Just hefore get
ting there we cutered upon the Bell Farm. that
world renowned Tunstitution 10 miles square. A\
number of teams were at work ploughing, 6 or 8
horses to cach two shave Jlough.  The Jand appear-
ed to be divided into seetions with an overseers,
house oneach.  We reached Indian Head at 10.200
aa, a village about as large asthe Saunlt.  Here
we unhitched the hors: and tied him out, and re-
mained an hour and got dinner and 1est.  After
travelling 9 miles fuither _ur trail took us close to
the hoiise of a leading settler named Wakler. We
stopped to rest and water the horse, and Mr. Wal-
ker hospitably asked us in, and his wife @ good
mutured  Seoteh woman made us a cup of tex and
gave us some bread and butter and cakes. 1 asked
what opportuuity they  had of attendiug chureh
and finding that it was very seldom, T offered to
come out to-morrow evening and hold zervice in

their house, which offer thev very aladly accepted,
aned i that they woubd collest the negghbours
Tt sorvies at Gpin
