CHARACTER THE STANDARD.

An editorial writer in the Clvistian World in
commenting adversely on the doctrinal narrow-
ness of the Young Men's Christian  Association
in London, declares, “ They stiit cling to the
old view that doctrine rather than life, is ¢ssens
tial to salvation.” While we cannot repudiate
sound doctrinal views as a mater of no import-
ance, it is beyond a doubt the teaching of Christ
that character is the final standard of salvation.
Oulr that which contributes to the regulation of
conduct and the development of character is
vita in Christianity. Mentaf belief of religious
dogmas, however correct from atheoretical point
of .jew, is practicudly worthless unless by the
alchemy of a spiritual faith they are vitalized and
translated into the materials for the formation of
Christian character. ‘The traditional dogmas
and religious sentiments that led Louis XV to
fsist bn his purchased mistresses saying their
prayers at night, while the monarch himscifknelt
Leside them in devotional exercises, but did not
lead any of them to quit their meanness and
come to Christ, was the old view in its worst
form, that doctrine and its manifestation in re-
ligious forms, and not in moral principles, is
cssential to salvation,  The dogmatic religionist
who practices a degree of morality but who hus
not the spitit of Christ, comes under the same
condemnation as laying more stress on ortho-
doay than likeness to Christ.  Correct opinions
will 1ot take us to heaven unless we live right.

When Jesus says, “Whosoever shall break
one of these least commandments, and teach
meh 5o, shall be eatled the least in the kingdom
of heaven; but whosoever shall do and teach
them, the same shall be called great in the
Lingdom of heaven,” although he has special
reference to the commandments of the law of
Moses, he is, undoubtedly, laying down a rule
by which men are cstimated in his kingdom.
Livery man of ordinary morality observes what
men regard as the great commanduwents ; that
i, they abstain from great sins. And among
members of the church you find few thae hesitate
to observe the ordinances and requirements
which are considered of great fmportance. It is
only the truly conscientious man who is scrupu-
lous about small matters, and who feeis the
pangs of a wounded conscience when hie makes
very slight departures from the path o duty.
Conscquently the small things arc the great
things in estimating the characters of the better
class of men. ‘There arc some exceptions tothis
rule, as when, by force of false 1easoning and
habit, some small things are maguified into
greater relative importance chan they descrve.
‘Fhus the Pharisees were scrupulous to the last
faxthing about paying tithes, but unscrupulous
about matters of justice, faithfulness and mercy.
But eaceptions do not destroy the rule. It is
still true, that among men who ordinarily ob.
serve the precepts of righteousness, failure in
<mall matters is the test of high character.

NO COMPROMISE,

On the burning question of * Organic Christ
ian Union,” to which so much attention is being
given in current religious discussion, many sen-
sible things arc being said as to the desirability
and necessity of the oneness of God’s people.
We are sorry that the same cannot be affirmed
of much that is being written on the more prac-
tical question of the basis on which this union
should be consummated. ‘The Chwreh Union,
for instance, addressing itself to the difficuities.
in the way of the organic fusion of the churches,
proposes to harmonize Baptists and Pedobap-
tists, by an agrecment 10 ** apply water to young
children. under the name of dedication, leaving
the matter of further washing to the consciences
of those observing, and thus the conscientious
scruples of both sides will be respected.” “The
only condition,” it adds, “scems to be the
acceptance of this plan by the Baptists.”  While
the Baptist is making up his mind to reject this
scheme as a virtual displacement of the scriptural
baptism with a compromise that nobody recog-
nizes as the Christian rite, the Herald and Pres,
dyter, as a representative of the Pedobaptist
camp, sharpens his pencil and writes: “It
occurs to us that Presbyterians will have some-
thing to say before their baptismal service is
abandoned for a dedication, which means prac-
tically nothing” The truth is, these flimsy
compromises on baptism pleasc nobody, and
‘contribute nothing to the cause of Christian
union.

Another biocody crime is recorded at Bridge-
ton, N. J. ¥rank C. Smith, a talented young
lawyer, who has been prominent in prosccuting
the liquor men of South Jersey, was recently
assaulted by three men and beaten until he was
unconscious. Such methods will surely defeat,
more quickly than anything else, the liquor
dealers’ traflic. “There is too mucis of what is
just and right innate in our constitution to have
any sympathy with such brutality. If the “Dblood

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1 cominenced my visits to the churches in
August, 1586, and in the seven months following
1 visited forty-five congregations, usually spend-
ing two or three days with cach, and occasionally
making longer stays, as for instance, two weeks
in ‘loronto, and one week cach in Welland,
Glencairn and West Lake.

During this seven months T preached almost
cvery night except Saturday, and on several
occasions on that night also.

As my visit to cach church was necessarily
short, T did but litle work likely to lead to ad-
ditions—only fiftcen confessing the Saviour in the
different meetings, My main teaching was along
the line of Christian duty, and I gave much
prominence to (1) Our responsibility as a people
in spreading the gospel; (2) The need of more
preachers; (3) The need there is for developing
the talents of our young men and cncouraging
them; (4) The nced for a larger and more
systematic liberality.

Very much interest was taken in these dis-
courses, especially those referring to the question
of money, and to the encouragement of our
young men. This interest was truly refecshing
and made talking, on what I feared would prove
an unpleasant subject, not only easy but a
pleasure,

While visiting the churches I took the oppor-
tunity of enquiring about a number of things,
with, as far as 1 could get them, the following
results, 2nd I submit them as fairly reliable.

“I'he total number of Disciples in Ontario, in
the congregations, is about 3,500with possibly 500
scattered members, making in all about 3,000,
Beamsvilic, Everton, Meaford and Erin Centre

being the.largest congregations, and having each
about 150 members.

“I'welve preachers are giving theirwhole time
to 18 churches, while three only are giving theic
whole time to more general work. Thus there
arc only 15 preachers who are giving their whole
time to the work in Ontario, and these are not
all entirely supported.

In many of the churches the teaching and
preaching are done almost exclusively by the
clders, many of whom are grown old in the work.
It is rare to sce young men sharing in the public
services of the churceh, a thing much to be de-
plored and for which a speedy remec* should
be found. Denison Avenue, Toronto, has more
than any other congregation 1 have visited, there
being scme twelve or fourtcen men of varying
ages who can and do take part of the services.

Of Sunday Schools we have about 27 with
somie 1,400 children receiving instruction.  Ever-
ton, Bowmanville, St. ‘Thomas and Meaford hav-
ing the largest attendance, Meaford heading the
list with 130 schoiar..

About 26 churches, ondy, have prayer mectings
during the week, while 30 have only one meet-
ing on the Lord’s Day with neither prayer mect-
ing nor Sunday School ; prayer meeting and Sun-
day School go together in nincteen cases out of
twenty-seven. L]

A new feature of the work and an important
one is the interest taken by our sisters in mission-
ary work. We'have “Women's Mission Bands”
in connection with the churches of Guelph,
Lverton, Wainfleet, Lobo and Toronto. "Their
zcal and energy wiil be productive of much good
in quickening our interest in the spread of the
gospel, both at home and in forcign lands, and
is even now doing not a liwtle in provoking the
brethren 10 love and good works.”

Our church property consists of 45 meeting
houses, valued at $62,000.00, almost free
from debt. The most valuable are St. "Thomas
and Beamsville, possibly worth about §5,000.00
cach; Meaford is building a nevghouse of almast
cqual worth.

Duting the past year we rised nearly §9,000.00
for the support of the churches in the Province,
and for missionary wotk, both home and foreign,
about $2,500.00, besides many gifts to both

to be.better equipped and more influential for

Lome and foreign work from individuals of which .
this takes no account, It would be safe to say
that at least $12,000.60 was spent st year for
all purposcs, being an average of $3.00 per men-
ber per year.

A cheering fact is, that many of our churches
are manifedting a zeal and activity quite xefresh-
ing, giving promise of much future good; and
a disheartening fact fs, that some few seem to
have passed the point for making an effort, and
will probably cease to exist or be carried on with
great difficulty and at great disadvantage.

Now for a few observations.

‘The number of Disciples in the Province is
less than I had bezn led to expect. The cause
1s not far to seck.  Zhere are loo few preachers of
the gospel and tos little preaching. 'Thirty of our
churches have only one meeting on the Lord’s
Day, and that presents but little opportunity for
preaching the gospel to the unconverted, for two
reasons : (1) Itis the meeting for worship and
teaching the children of God, and (2) /There is
an absence of the unsaved at these meetings.
‘The evening service gives the best opportunity
tor preaching the Word, and such a meeting
should be held if possible.

Another thought in this conncction= I cannot
help noticing how few attend our meetings, out-
side our own families and immediate connections,
and how few unite with us from the world even
in our most successful meetings. For some
reasonn we are not successful in reaching the
world with the gospel. T suggest that our meet-
ings could be made much more interetting,
without zny departure from New Testament
example. Better singing, a hearticr welcome,
more pressing and personat invitations, a better
attendance of the members of the church them.
selves, and above nll a fuller presentation of
Christ as the sinner’s hope, and his all and in
all. Not preaching the conditions of salvation
less, but the salvation itsclf more, making “Christ
and Him crucified” the theme always.

Our strength can only be maintained and in.
creased by the addition of new members.  “To
maintain our own spiritual life is only one part
of our duty; to-save others is the other part.
Deaths and removals are always going on. A
church of a hundred members ought to have at
least thirty additions per’year to maintain its
ground, and more than that to enlarge its useful-
ness.

Now this calls for preaching. Who shalldo it?
Preachers you say. Where are they? “The
matesial for scores can be found in this Province,
but they need both training and encouragement.
The first step to a fuller preaching of the gospel
by us, must be the encouragement of our young
men in the congregations, a Simple invitation
from the platform, “Ifany brother has a word
of exhortation there is now an opportunity,” «is
not enough by any means; speak to them per-
sonally, plan the service for them, take them on
the platform, and then let the elder men stand
aside and give them an opportunity; don't criti-
cise unkindly, but praise them wiscly, and, as
often as possible, let them see and feel that they
are necessary to you in this great work, and that
the future depends largely on #zir zeal and
faithfulness. )

But we want a fulicr training for out young
men ‘than the congregations can give.  We need
educated men, and this is no new demand. It
was aways the d 1. The teachers of fifty
years ago were intellectually and educationally
in advance of the congregations they taught, and
that is precisely what we need to-day.  Many of
us never had these opportunities, and we are
behind, and onr usefulness is lessened thereby.
We can: only do the best we may, with our limit.
cd acquirements, but we want our younger men

good than we arc. At present we are not able
to do much for these young men but encourage

them by kinkly words and by a hearty apprecia.
tion of the sacrifice they are making in obtaining l
this nceded education. I suggest that an ex- ;
pression of sympathy and encouragement from |
this annual meeting to such young men, would |
help and cheer them, that a willingness and .'mt
endeavor.on the part of this co-operation to assist

them to enter the field when they are ready xoi

do 0, would greatly strengthen them, and that
the cinpluyment of them by the chivrches, during
their vacation, in some fields where they conld be
w~eful, would be a wise and jrofitable step, both
for themrclves and for the congregations who
secured their services,  Ifitnere possible to select
such a preacher for the city of ‘Toronto as could
gather the yeung men who attend our University
there, and by occasional classes and lectures
keep them together and help them on in this
grand work, we would then have a training
college on a Jimited scale, ana an inducement
to our young men and a help to the cause in
this great city. 1 do but suggest these things,
hoping there will be opportunitics to consider
them more fully,

A word about our Sunday.Schools, We have
only 1,400 children recciving instruction in our
S. 8. The church that gets the children will
get the young men and women, and will be the
strong church of the future. Morcover, many
of our children are getting their religious training
in other schools, because we have none of our
own. They will eventually become members of
the churches that trained them.  If you have no
S. S, then start one and that at once. ‘T'rain
your own children at lezst; there is no work
that brings a larger return than this.

A word about prayer meetings. Only 26
churches have prayer mectings, not a very good
showing. Every real, live church will feel the
necessity of coming together for prayers; it is a
source of strength, In the country they can be
held from house to house with good results.
Use the sisters more in the prayer meeting, at
least to pray and read ; they can do grand service
there, without violating the apostolic prohibition.
It is a stepping-stone in-the week; a place where
the active and spiritually minded are found.  You

‘can measure the working force of the church by

its prayer meeting. -

Now a closing word as to our liberality and
our system of mising the money we need. I
have come to one conclusion, it is that we are
not Iacking in the spirit of lilerality; but for
want of thought and care’we are negligent in
earrying it out.  We have too many systems, and
bad systems at that. Each- church has its own
peculiar plan (and peculiar cnough it is some-
times) for raising money. Frequently a plan
that is laborious .and awkward, uncettain in its
workings and very unsatisfuctory in its results, a
plan that removes this Christian duty as far as
possible from cheetful giving, and makes it a
matter of begging and scraping together, less

than enough to meet the need. ‘Then comes« ="

the annual making up of deficiencies from the
pockets of the willing few who have already
borne the heaviest portion of the burden. In
place of this T have everywhere recommended
the regular and systematic giving week by week.
Some churches are adopting this plan with good
results. I suggest that elders and preachers
preach and teach and converse frequently on
this subject, bringing it clearly and forcibly be-
tore the congregations. Let no false delicacy
keep us from dealing frankly with a subject of
such practical importance.

1 have now touched upon afew of the more
important points, and clese with one more
suggestion, the result of my observations of what
1 consider a great.need ; that of more compre-
hensive teaching in the congregationson Christian
duly axd privilege. 1 will illustrate what I mean
by the rema-k of an intelligeat Lrother to- me
not long since.  Talking of the churches in his
own locality, he said, * Our brethren heieseem
10 know scarcely anything beside what they have
gathcred from protracted fneetings. They are
thoroughly acquainted with *first principles,’
but know comparatively litde of those truths
which belong to Christion life and duty.” I
would suggest that some provision for a prolract-
ed meeting for the sainis, in every congregation,
when Christian duty and responsibility could be
sct forth, would be rich in results and would by
stirring and  quickening the church first prepare
it for preaching the gospel to sinners with a
power now unknown.
