-and Rural District Councils, -wvhich
will practically exercise Home Rule
throughout every rural district in Ire-
land, the cities and towns being al-
ready provided with councillors since
the elections in January last for urb-
an councils. Unless appearances are
exceptionally misleading, and the. pre-
vailing spirit of the people is misin-
interpreted, the nationalist candidates
will be victorious in {he vast majori-
ty of the contests; and will control
every council in the country with the
exception of about a dozen in Ulster.
In that so-called ““Protestant prov-
jncei’” which has, as n matter of fact
a majority of Catholics, it is not too
sanguine to expect that nationalist
councils will outnumber those in
which the landlord and anti-nation-
alist members will be predominant.

The revolution of which these clec-

tions are the cause and the climax
will be marked with peace and order.
It is no exaggeration to employ the
aword revolution; for the effect of the
elections will be the transference of
local government and local authority
from the landlords and their agents—
who constituted the autocratic and
snobbish county grand juries—to the

masses of the people, the whole peas-

antry of the couniry. In the new
councila there will be a small percent-
age of members who have not been el-
ected by, the people; they will be ex-
officio members, and will be selected
from among the old grand jurors. The
intention of the farmers of the local

Government Act in making this prov-

knowledge of the routine part of the
business which they are to transactl
in future—namely, to fix and levy
local rates and taxes, and to expen:

It may be mentioned, incidentally,
that the injustice from which Irish
Catholic medical practitioners have
been suffering on account of their re-
ligion—— their exclusion from the well-
paid staffs of the insane asylums, and
from those of the dispensaries— will
now be almost completely removed.

Their practical exclusion from the of-

ficial and honorary positions of the
Royal Colleges of Physicians and Sur-
geons, because of their religion, will

The landlord clique fought hard

-’from opposing it the liritish Govern-
ment resorted to its favorite method
of dealing with Irish discontent. It
resolved to bribe the landlords; and

The bribe took the form of relieving
the lendlords {from the payment of
the poor rates. The vesult of this
bribe is that the sum of $2,000,000 a
'year, which the Irish landlords hith-
l'erto paid to maintain the needy and
!lsick and poor, will henceforth have
‘to be paid by the general taxpayer.
“This, it will be seen, s a direct gift
‘of $2,000,000 a year, to the Irish
-landlords. Like every instalment of
justice which Irelandhas secured from
England, it is accompanied with a
condition.

The Irish bishops gave excellent ad-
vice both to. the electors and to in-
tending candidates, Here is a sample,

! taken from an address by the Bishop
"of Ardagh, at a convention held in
his diocese for the purpose of select-
;ing candidates for the position of
councillors;— -

“We make no dictation to any con-
stituency. There must as long as hu-
man noture remains imperfect, al-
ways exist rivalry and jealousy and
selfishness amongst us. None of us is
!perfect. But let us try, in memory of
a common ordeal in the past— which
is recognized as the best knitter of
brotherly love—let us, in this event-
ful year of national dawn, try to
minimize these evils. I would take
the liberty of addressing one word of
warning to candidates and electors.
To the former I should say: Seek not
your own interests so much as the
honor and fair name of your mother-
land. Learn before you seek the peo-
ple’s suffrages the grent responsibili-
ties that will devolve upon you. You
must see your way to devote your
time and your serious atiention, and
your solid, patient labor many days
in the year to the discharge ol your
duties. Don’t undertake the work un-
less you are in & position to make
these sacrifices. If your election
contested, .don't allow wour reason
and dignity to be obscured by pass-
ion. Don’t indulge in bitter and re-
proachful words; they cause a wound
that festers and tortures when their
memory should be blotted out. To the
electors I should sny: You have every
opportunity in the secrecy of the bal-
lot to act honestly for your country.
You have a sacred trust given you,
and do not tamper with it. Let your
vote be given to merit, and not to fu-
vor or affection. You are all sensinle,
and for the most part educated men
and women. Study the lives and ie-
tions of the different candidates ihat
come before you. Your conscience il
then dictate the course you ure 1o fui-
low._’,'

It-js needless, of course, 'to say
that in Ireland itself St. Patrick’s
Day was celebrated twith all the old-
time religious fervor and patriotic
enthusiasm. In England and Scotland
, the day, was observed with even more

lquent'. and powerful appeal for justice
to the Catholics of Ireland in the mat-
ter of University education, The an-
" nual banquet was held in the Hotel
Cecil, and was a great success. In
Manchester o mass meeting held in
the Free Trade Hall was addressed
by Mr. John Dillon, M.T*. and >Mr. ‘P,
P .G’'Connor, M. P., president of the
Irish National League of Great Bri-
tain. The day was also worthily cele-
brated in Liverpool and other larger
English cities. Of the many meet-
ings held in Scotland to the
great anniversary that in Glasgow,
which was addressed by r. JMichael
Tavitt, was the most noteworthy. In
the House of Commons on St. Pat-
rick's WNight, the presiding member
wore a bunch of shamrocks in  his
button-hole. The temporary occupant
of the Speaker’s Chair happened to be
Nr. Arithur Q’Counnor, M.I’,, who had
been selected as deputy-chairman. By

of honor on St. Patrick’s Night ia the
preceding year, he having suddenly
been moved to the chair during the
temporary absence of the Speaker.

gince Jan 1st, to date-hus Leen win-
' ter i the most arctic sense. A witty
jpndividual once gaid about Newfound-
land: “The climate is all right only
for the weather.” well, Newfound-
Jand winters get their sharpness from '
the same source that our summers
get their salubrity, from the fact
that our Island is exposed to the full
prunt of the Atlantic gales. Our
frost is never so intense as you have

jt in Canada, not by perhaps 20 “de- \

grees. Instance the St. Lawrence be-
ing frozen, solidly, whilst our bays
and harbors are open to navigation.

This season’s frost was far more
jntense than can be remoembered for
half o century. It intensified the "La
Grippe’”  epidemie, from which
people are now slowly
The cold was most severe from Feb.
1st to the 20th. Such o spurt of !
frost at that season is known in this
country as a “Candlemas Snap.”’
Since March 1st, the -weather has
been mild. “‘March comes in like
lamb, goes out like alion,” is another
of our proverbs. The last few days
have been bright, with high cold
svinds (Northerly), and the weather
wise say we may have a ‘''mtrick’s
RBrush,” that is o snowstorm or two,
to wind up the month. Anyhow,
hard weather from January to March
is regarded as o good sign of an
early summer with us, for as the peo-
ple say: “If you don't get hard
weather then, youll get it later.”
Sports and industries have benefitied
by the frost. Our numecrous sc-arms,
stretching in from the bays, are still
spanned with glassy ice, and skaters
are taking advantage thereof. The
St. Jobn's rinks are in full swing.
Outport folk have the great rinks of
nature.

The snow and frost, +with hard
bright wenther, are also favorable to
the working man. He is enabled to
slide his timber out of the woods,for

house building, boat building, flake
stuff, fencing and fire wood. Our
people build their own boats and

houses, generally in the fall and win-
ter. The summer (May to October) is
given over to the great business ol
the country, the Cod fishery.

Amongst the drawbacks of this col-
ony, the chief is the lack of some
productive industry 10 supplement the
fishing, and employ the people in the
dull seuson. This want is most not-
jceable in the outport settlements. A
few weeks ago some leading men in
Bay of Islands set on foot a move-
ment to introduce weaving in that
district. Wool factories should suc-
ceed in Newfoundland, owing to its
being a splendid sheep raising coun-
try. Let us hope that some such fac-
tories will soon be in operation in
our leading outports.

Amongst the hopeful signs of the
future of our people, one is that our
young men are beginning to settle
and build homes and clear land in
their own harbors. Our great popu-
lar trouble has ever been the want of
belief, in what all the world now re-
cognizes, viz.: — The boundless re-
sources of Newioundland. That an-
cient prejudice has robbed Newfound-
land of the Hower of her people and
sent them all over America. I should
rather say the lack of enterprise and
development which such false notions
produced has depleted our nopula-
tion.

The winter herring fishery at Plac-
entin Bay has been o success. Rev.
V. I. Reardon the popular and
complished pastor of Placentia, held
a bazapar after Nmas, and realized a
good sum. Many of his pavishioners,
were engaged in the herring fishery,
and their success put a good deal of
Uncle Sam’s “*Yellow Boys” in circu-
lation. TFather Reardon is now busy
preparing his church in Placentia for
the celebration of St. Patrick’s Day.
He has invited Rov. Ii. P. Roche, one
of our young priests, and a very able
preacher to deliver the paneéyric on
the great Apostlie. The day will also
be nmiarked by a public parade of the
Star of the Sea Society, started ab-
out 22 years ago and having a mem-
bership of 150 stalwart men, planters
and fishermen. Thus -+wiil FPlacentin,

There has been a great deal of dis-
cussion in the New York papers re-
garding  the subject of tea drinking
owing to somc remarks made by a
leading Engiish medical practitioner.

Dr. Geo. F. Shrady, when asked as
to tea drinking in America and its efl-
fects, told me there was a notable in-
crease in the use of tea here each
year. As to its effects, he said that
the moderate drinking of good tea
properly prepared could bring no
harmful results., There was every-
ithing in the quality of the tea und
the manner in which it was brewed.

“We ought to get all the flavor we
can out of life, providing the flavor
doesn’t hurt us,’” said Dr. Shrady.
“if it comes with tea, why not en-
joy it? I do not believe that merely
because a thing is pleasant its use
should be condemned. That seewus to
have been the old custom, As to tea,
there is no doubt that the afternoon
reception has done much to increase
its use in this country. The American
always wants the worth of his mon-
ey. This may be the reason that the
biting teas are more popular here
than in Enpgland. Tea drinking is
more of a science in Enpland than it
Is here. There may Dbe a tendency lo
ward a perverted taste in America.
The biting tea Lhat seems to be be-
coming popular here is the more
harmful.

"*America has not become afflicted
with the tea drinking disense, and I
do not think the country is in much
danger from thatsource. We are learn-
ing how to make tea without
bringing out its more harm-
ful constituents. The better
the quality of the tea the more
quickly it can be made. Tea should
not be allowed to infuse too long,
for then the tannin and other dis-
agreenble properties are yielded.
The tannic acid is presenti in greoter
proportion in lower than in higher
grade teas.”

Dr. Shrady believes that the use of
a silver tea ball is as good if not bet-
ter thau the earithenware pots fovored
by Dr. Goodiellow in making tea. He
agrees with Dr. Goodiellow that o
metal pot is an abomination. Tea
made in a metlal pol is apt to have
an injurious effect on the stomach.
“By using the silver ball in infusing
the tea, each cup can be made to &
strength to suit the individual drink-
er. The best oils are readily dissolved
and for my own tasle I seldom al-
low the tea ball to remain in the cup

The 2nd oflicer of the steamer, was
among those rescued, says that a
collapsible boat was launched full of
people; but he thinks she struck on
the rocks owing to the fog. B

Three boats, including the collaps-
ible boat, are missing.

The coasting  steamer
which brought the first news of the
disaster here , picked up four bhoats
and forty survivors. Another steamer
picked up a boat contnining fifty-five
persons, including twenty women.
They have all been landed here.

The Great Western Railroad Com-
pany’s steamer “‘Verg,” from this
port, picked up forty others of the
survivors and landed them at Guern-
sey. Eirght of those saved were pick-
ed off a floating furniture van by =a
fishing boat.

Since the first details were
a week has passed, and each day has
added to the sad budget of news.

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The “Tortnightly Review,”  for
March, contains a most erudite and
exceptionally, interesting as well as
ingtructive article, from the pen of
Wilfrid Ward. The subject is *“The
Vatican and the Quirinal.’”” The con-
tribution is so complete, so logical,
and so masterly, that it seems almost
impossible to give an adequate sum-
mary of its contents; it would be ne-
cessary to reproduce it in full, but
our space will not permit of such an
indulgence, It is also a diflicult mat-
ter to place the author. There is noth-
ing to indicate that Mr. Ward is o
priest; there is not a line in it to
show whether he is a Catholic or a
Protestant; yet the tenorof the whole
composition excludes the supposition
that he could be a Protestant clergy-
man. But, be he Protestant or Cath-
olic, layman or clerie, he is decidedly
a keen observer, a deep student, and
is possessed of a diplomatic penetra-
tion not often to be met with in the
ariters of politico-religious articles.
It may as well be stated, at the out-
set, that the contribution in question
has nothing to do with Catholic doc-
trine; it is merely a syllogistic analy-
sis of the respective attitudes of the
Vatican, {the Pope and his surround-
ings) and the Quirinal (the Italian
Qovernment) towards each other.

He opens with a reference to a pam-
phlet, originating in the Milan ricts,
and ascribed to an ex-minister of the
Ttalian Government. As  this small
swork constitutes the basis of his arg-
ument, in a few lines he summAarizes
its contents. Mr. Ward then says that
the solution of the problem in hand is
far harder than the representations
current in the English papers would
Jead us to suppose. The Catholics ab-
stain from voting in political elec-
tions in Italy, as an evidence of their
support of the Holy Father in his at-
titude of protest against the existing
state of things. ‘‘In England this at-
titude seems unreasonable. 1t is often
tacitly assumed that: (1) the Iaw of
Guarantees was a fair offer on the
part of a friendly government; (2}
that the Pope is unaccountnbly ‘‘in-
transigeant” in refusing to accept it;
3) that he and his ‘fanatical’ cardi-
nals are asking for the restitution of
the old Papal States and the old form
of ecclesiastical government, ‘trying
to put the clock back,” etc.””

«hig account of the case,’”” says
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“the writer, has the merit of simplici-
ty.

But, like most simple statements of
' problems which experience has found
Lit hard to solve, ignores just those
focts which have created the ical dif-
fieulty.

A law passed by and revocable by
notoriously, irreligious parliament
another thing, Its instability — the
fact that Parliament can at any uwo-
ment repeal it— has again and again
been pointed gut.’’

After quoting Cardinal Vaughan, dr.
Lilly, Garabaldi's son, and even
Crispi, in regard to the necessity ol
the Pontiff’s position being indepen:-
ent—n hecessity not recognized in
Ingland— he states that the I.aw of
Guarantees while recognizing it does
not fulfill the principle of independ-
ence. ‘‘Were the Pope to accept the
law, the fear of its revocation would
be constantly hanging over his head.
In one of those bursts of anti-clerical
fanaticism to which the Chamber is
capable of being led by such men as
Signor Zanardelli, the Pope would
suddenly; find himself in the position
of a subject.”’

The {ollowing statement of AMr.
Ward we deem sufficiently important
to give in full. He says:—'""This is the
danger which they foresee.The danger
of accepting the law is, in the words
of the ‘‘Times” correspondent, (Dec-
ember 26th, 1898), that it would ‘ar-
ouse the suspicion of foreign Catholic
states that the Vatican was about to
become more Italian than Catholic;
that the Church was in danger of he-
ing used as an instrument of Italian
political aims.” The realization of this
fear would be fatal; but its very ex-
istence would be paralysing. Had
Frenchmen regarted Leo N1T's ex-
hortation, that they should rally to
the Republic as due to the influcnce
of {the Quirinal, it would have entire-
1y, failed of efiect. Yet it might easily
have been so regarded, had the Papa-
¢y, made concessions to  the Ttalian

. . P S T
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Government which aroused the sus-
picion that its liberty of action -was
compromised,—that the motive gov-
erning its policy was no longer ex-
clusively the good of the Church.”
The writer then lays down a
principle that the means which has
secured the Pope’s spiritual independ-
ence for upwards of a thousand , ears
is some form of territorial sovereigu-
ty, although its extent has varied.
The extent of the Papal territory, and
the nature of the government thereof,
may be matters for further considera-

as

tion. He insists on such a position of

temporary independence as is ‘ecess-
ary to secure for the Pope moral Ib-
erty as o spiritual ruler. “If another
means can be found, which does rot
exclude territorial sovercignty, let the
Italian Government propose it. The
Vatican stands on the prescrintive
right, which during more than half
the Christian era has sufeguar-ded the
liberties of the Church.”” Thenhe aads:
“This policy of passive Fostiny,
firm, tenacious, continuous, is alto-
gether appropriate to the Court of
Rome, the perpetuity of whose nati-
tutions does away with all reason
for impatience.”’

In this lies its force.The Church can
aiford to wait.

While political and national disasi~
ers have been showering, of late veurs
upon Italy,— iailures of justire, bank
scandals, military incapacity, moral
educntion neglected, universities in a
state of chronic disorder, and the
press corrupted— the Roman <.
with wisdom has called upon the lai-
ty to defend its rights, and the Cathe
olie movement, though slow, has becn
effectunl. The Catholics are being org-
| anized in a most consummate maaner.

There
we may see the following prayer,
“Holy Mother of God, Virgin ever
‘blessed, gloricus and noble, chaste
and inviclate! © Mary Immaculate.
chosen and beloved of God, endowed
avith singular sanctity, worthy of all
praise! Thou who art the advocate
for the sinners of the whole world,
Ch, listen, listen, to us, Holy Mary!
Pray for us, intercede for us, disdain
‘not to help us, for we are confident
and know for certain that thou canst
obtain all thou willest from thy Son
our Lord Jesus Christ, God Almighty,
the King of Ages, Who liveth with the
Father and the Holy Ghost, for ever
and ever, Amen."” We do not seem to
haveimprovedin theprayers which we
address to the Blessed Virgin upon
those which our Anglo-Saxon fore-
fathers used more than eleven centur-
ies Ago. But where is the argument
from this prayer? What does it show?
Tts force lies in the fact that its law
or method of praying shows the law
or method of believing. If'the Anglo-
Saxong address the Blessed Virgin® in
such g prayer it indicates avhat their
faith was with regard to her—a faith
.jdentical with that +which in all its
entirety is and always has been pro-
fessed and proclaimed in this land by
the Oatholic and Roman Church alone.

Tastonbury !vChﬂatib,n _sacrifice 'was - raised thdt
there, wes not also a shrine’of the.
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Venerable Bede used to love ta call
her. And these shrines hecame the

But pechaps
nothing more strongly marks out
England’s ancient faith with yegard
to the Virgin Mother than the title
which she bore throughout the L hris-
tian world of the Dowry of Mary, ur
Mary's Dower. The Act by which this

title wus acquired was most probahiy !

made in 1381, by King Richard 1L,
who in his own name , and in  the
name oi his people, made over Eng-
land to our Lady as her dowry, in
thanksgiving for the suppression ot
the Wat Tyler rebellion.

We must, however, merely glance
at o few matters concerning the soc-
jal and civil life of England, and re-
luctantly draw to a close. The mod-
ern livery® companies of the eity of
T.ondon come from the old Catholic
guilds.

manship. Most of his time, however,

involved the sacrifice ol a friend, he
quickly, instantly brushed it away,
and, in a masterly manner, compelled
the couvention to nominate the iriend
whose cause he had espoused.”’

Then, after giving a  brief sketch of
his many fine qualities the same
writer continues thus:—

“IMe has writlten claborately in de-
fence of the Catholic Church and the
Irish people, and his essays on these
subjecls, if collected, would be among
the most notable literary contribu-
tions of the century. Ile was also a
very powerful writer on various
themes, political and economic.’”

Subsequently, Mr. Walsh hecame a
U. S. Senator. Some years later,
fact just before his death, he had
been induced to run for Mayor of Au-
gusta.

Tt will be remembered
that Mr. Touhey, recently came from

His megnificent
wepertoire and hiswonderiul -execution
.on the Irish pipes are still fresh in
-the minds of all who had the advant-
.age of hearing him. At present he in-
-tends visiting the various societies in
ithe city with a'view to organizing
.concerts at -~which he will give the
public the benefit of enjoying his
.songs, jigs, reels, and other most en-
-tertaining selections.

The latter is repres-
ented as marching at the head of a
‘body of Irish soldiers., The warrior
ainstrel is the possessor of magnific-
ent pipes and wears the costume of
that period with long flowing sleeves.
He also carries a sword in case he
:should desire to produce some sirik-
ing effects.”’ Another plate in the
same work represents him as slain in
the front of the battle with his pipes
Jying beside him.

‘The bagpipes were also used as a
anilitary instrument inthe 15theentury
as we find it used by the Irish who,
led by the prior of Kilmainham, ac-
<companied King ]':dwm-d to Calais.

Stanihurst, writing A. 1., 1581,
gives an  elaborate desceriplion of the
bagpipe, which then consisted of sev-
-eral pipes of different proportions aiul
sizes, with holes and keys to produce
various effects by these means, Gal-
ilef, who wrote about the mniiddle of
ihe 16th century, speaks of its use

The annual meeting of the Ottawa
Cheese and Butter Board was held on
Thursday of last +eek in the Board
of Trade Rooms, Ottawa. There was
a large attendance from different sec-
tions of the Ottawa Valley and the
greatest interest was manifested. The
general opinion was that the DBoard
awill receive large concessions to  its
membership this year. The scarcity
of cheese at present makes it an as-
sered fact that the season will open
avith high prices.

Before taking up ‘the buqmess the
president introduced Mr. A, W. Wood-
ard, of the Experimental Farm, who
spoke explaining the formation of
syndicates, and on the curing of
cheese in relation to cold stornge.
While Canada makes the best cheese
in America it does not come up to the
standard of Scottish and English
make. Canadian cheese has not as
good a flavor, and investigation
proved that it was due to ‘the fact
that Canadians do not cure at a low
enough temperalure. The loss incur-
red by the improper curing of cheese
amounts to thousands of dollars an-
nually. While Canadian cheese sells on
the English markets ot 40 and 42s,,
Scottish and Eunglish cheese sells at
60 and 62s., due to the curing. The
Minister of Agriculture has determin-
ed to use the curing rooms of this

country as far as possible

Distributing ‘'nest eggs’ to the
grown-up bdys is one of the pleasant
diversions Father W. J. Dalton of
Kansas City. is engaged in these days
and one in  which he takes consider-
able pride. In 1887 the good father

organized the boys of Annunciation

parish, then one of the largest Catho- -

lic parishes in Missouri, into a society
called. the Dalton Cadets. Boys were
allowed to join at ages ranging from
8 ro 17 years, and the seciety.within
a coupie of months had a membership
of over 400. All members took a
pledge - to be totel abstdiners from
strong drink and avoid going into sa-

loons or gambling houses until
years ol age.

Father Dalton introduced one fea-
ture new to such societies—a. savings
feature. The boys were encouraged to
deposit their dimes, nickels and quar-
ters. They could make these deposits
up to the time they were twenty-one
and the whole amount was to be
kept until the youngest member of
the society was 21 years old, +when
they, were to get their money back
with six per cent. interest added to
each deposit for the full time. Father

Dalton had put the money all out
at interest not long ago. So now,
‘every day or so, he pays back to the
young men their childhood savings.

LRGEST CORNER STOXE

This work was
entrusted to a Syrian Christian sculp-
tor, who executed the commission in
a highly artistic-yhanner.
