OVERVIEW
Reconciled figures for 1985 show Canada posted a record surplus of
$21.5 billion in merchandise trade with the United States. The surplus
had previously been estimated at $18.6 billion by Canada and $29.7
billion by the United States. Since 1976, Canada has reported a
merchandise trade surplus with the United States and for the past six
years it has increased annually - most notably since 1982.

The overall increase of $1.5 billion from the 1984 surplus reflected
an $8.1 billion advance in Canadian exports to the U.S. (southward trade)
that exceeded a $6.6 billion increase in Canadian imports from the U.S.
(northward trade.)
NORTHWARD TRADE:
The major reconciliation adjustments to the northward trade flow were
as follows:
* An addition of $8,252 million to U.S. exports, representing a
residual adjustment for non-receipt of U.S. export documents. (This
represents 12.8% of the U.S. published value, up from the 1984 level
of 11.34. Since 1979, non-receipt levels have remained fairly stable,
