The Special Panels are responsible for prosecuting the perpetrators of grave violations of
international and national law committed in East Timor. This research and training initiative will
enhance the effectiveness of this institution by directly providing legal research services, as
well as legal research training for the judges and staff of the Panels.

The United Nations Human Rights T'reaty Information Service
York University, Principal Investigator Professor Anne Bayefsky

This project will create and maintain a comprehensive and user-friendly information base about
UN international human rights treaties and develop an online advocacy tool for the attainment
of rights by individuals in all parts of the world.

Building Bridges to Marginalized Youth in Central Eurasia: Conflict Prevention through
Alternatives to Extremism

Street Kids International {SKI)
This project will foster effective policy debate among government authorities, civil society
leaders and international donors regarding the needs of marginalized youth. It will pave the way

This gathering brought
together working-level government officials and NGO representatives to analyse each issue.
Human Security Program funds were used to ensure Russian and Baltic participation.

Promotion and Implementation of the Robben Island Guidelines to Prevent Torture in Africa

Association for the Prevention of Torture (APT)

The Association for the Prevention of Torture (APT) published and distributed a booklet
containing the Robben Island Guidelines; participated in two sessions of the African Charter on
Human and Peoples’ Rights (ACHPR) for 2003; and attended a two-day consultation and
planning meeting of members of the Follow-up Committee to draw up an effective three-year
program of activities for the promotion and the implementation of the Guidelines. Finally, the
APT began the process of regular reporting to the African Commission, under the new agenda
item on prevention of torture, based on the Robben Island Guidelines.

Foundation co-hosted a workshop on possible modes of international involvement in the
Israeli-Palestinian conflict. Participants included Israeli academics and opinion makers from all
sides of the political spectrum, several active Israeli Defence Forces officers, as well as DFAIT
and DND officials, and was chaired by I1DD.

The aim
was to facilitate an on-going dialogue to overcome negative stereotypes and attitudes, and
work toward the achievement of a joint human rights declaration to be presented at the
Knesset and the Palestinian Legislative Council.

UNITAR's annual Fellowship Program in Peacemaking and Preventive Diplomacy was
intended to strengthen the conflict prevention and resolution capacities of senior and middle
level UN staff, Foreign Ministry officials from around the world and leaders from regional
organizations.
