HOME GUARDS’ CHANCE

Men Desirous of Serving May
Enlist for Coast De-
fence Duty.

Enlistments of men for active
service by the central recruiting depot

at the armories resulted yesterday in
90 recruits being sworn in. This is an
increase over the previous day’s re-
sults, and brings the total of men ac-
cepted so far this week up to 437.

Grenadiers, 173 (a.m.); 12th Yorks,
128; 36th Peel, 175; 48th Highlanders,
48; 109th Regiment, 72 (a.m.).

Thirty-five men for the Royal Cana-
dian Horse Artillery left Toronto yes-
terday morning for the Barriefield
Camp, near Kingston. Lieut. L. H.
Elliott was in command.

The 9th Battery, C.F.A., still needs
recruits’ for coast defence work, to be
attached to the garrisons at Halifax
and Quebec. They will not be asked
to serve overseas, and will receive ac-
tive service pay, the same as the men
at the front. But those applying must
be under 30 years old and single.

This call for garrison duty men is
pointed out as a splendid chance fo6r
men in the Home Guards “to step for-
ward and do home guard duty, and
be paid for it.”

N Pioneers Want Men.

BIG HARVEST HOME
FROM BACK YARDS

Dovercourt Land Company
Demonstrates Wonderful
Results of Cultivation.

HONOR MAJOR DINNICK

Amateurs Crowd Massey Hall
\ to Receive Medals in
Gardening Contests.

A treat impetus was given to back-
yvard gardening and front lawn beau-

tifying in Toronto last evening at Mas-
sey Hall, when the prizes awarded in
connectfon with thé 1915 back-yard
contest of the Dovercourt Land, Build-
ing and Savings Company were pre-
sented.
The products of the various gardens
entered in'the contest formed a splen-
did display in the basement of the hall,
and the array of beautiful Toronto-
grown flowers and the showing of fine
garden vegetables was one worthy of
a place in any agricultural or horti-
cultural exhibition.

Major Dinnicrk Ppresides.
As chairman of the evcning Mr. W.
S. Dinnick told of something of the
work of the “*scontestants, “of which
there were 916, 13 of whom produced
vegetables, The average size of the
gardens entered was 1500 square fect,
and the averagt shacé given over to
vegetables 1000 square feet. Each
1000 saquare feet produced $30 wortu
of vegetables, ihe total production
amounting to $15,390, the net return
after seed money was deducted being
$14,492. Mr. Dinnick stated that if
80 per cent. of the bacrk yards in the
city produced vegetables, the net
value, baséd on the figures of the con-
test ,wculd Le $1,875,136. Eleven per
cent. of the contestants raised chick-
ens, and the average. profit to each
was $30, and it was pointed out that
if 11 per cent. of the gardens in the
city were given over to chickens in the
same ratio the value produced would
be $264,000

l.ast year there were only 284 con-
testants.

Civic Betterment.

In presenting one of the silver cups,
J.  E. Atkinscn declared that in the
years to come the bhack yard garden
contest would take its place as one
of the most remarkable civic im-
provements on the continent, “Tae
hack of the house will be turned into
tae front, because the aspect of the
house will be changed by tne beauti-
fication that is sure to come. If the
man who made two bhlades of grass
grow where only one grew before is
a national benefactor, what must be
said of the man who makes two
flowers grow where none grew be-
fore?”

Ex-mayor Hocken characterized Mr.,
Dinnick as a great benefactor for
showing tha people of Toronto how
they could obtain $1,875,000 from their
back yards. He declared that nothing
would develcp the best qualities of
the pecple so much as gardening, and
thought' that the time would come
when to have a slovenly back yard
would be considered a crime.

Encouraging Production.
“Economy with the conditions under

which we now labor becomes not a
virtue, but a necessity,” said George
Wilson, manager of the 1/nion Bank,

in complimenting the contestants on
the work they had done in adding to
Canada’s production. “The time has
come when Canada must produce,” he

declared. “Our trade reports show
that we are ahead of last .year, and
this demonstrates that everything in

Canada is looking well.”

R. H. Green hoped that the citizens
of Toronto would show something of
the enthusiasm of the.contest in an ef-
fort to eliminate the unsightly wires,
poles and overhanging signs from
many of our streats, and thus further
hf}lp in the wovrk of beautifying the
city. °

Mayor Church, who presented a

Speakers Voice Need for Re-
forms to Fight Rebating
Evil.

Co-operation:. with the government
in an effort to raise the standard of

the life insurance business with the
object of eliminating from the field
the agent who works for his own ends,
thus securing for the policyholder the
most efficient- and at the same time
correct policy that he should take out
on his life, was introduced and dis-
cussed in a paper under the head of
“Provincial License Laws,” by J. L.

J. A. Torey, chairman of the com=
mittee on legislation, stated that an
effort ‘was being made to secure a re-
vision of the laws which would provide
that every man who is a writer of
insurance in Canada. would have the
privilege of writing business in any
province, providing he is a membep
of the Underwriters’ Association. !

“When we consider, he =aid, “that
cver 80 par cent. of the production for
which farmers have to find a market
is sent across the seas under the pro-
tection of the British ravy, for which
protection we do not contribute a cent
surely we should be grateful.”

T0 SAY FAREWELL|

Men Who Have Set an Ex-
ample Will Depart for
Front.

RESULT OF RECRUITING

Work Done at Exhibition
Grounds Will Be Felt

Now.

After a day filled with multifarious
duties, the mg'n of “D” company of the
35th Battalion have come to the last
day of thejr stay at the Exhibition
model camp. “At the conclusion of to-
night’s performance the work of the
model company from Niagara camp
will be completed as far as the Exhi-
bition is concerned, and the men will
leave goon afterwards to put the fin-
ishing touches to their training before
they leave for England.

At 10 o'clock tonight at the comple-
tion of their performance the men will

Took Route March.

Yesterday morning - the troops took
& route march and a bathing parade
at Sunnyside, returning to the camp at
10.30. They followed their usual pro-.
gram in the afternoon, with company
drill on the parade ground {o the
north of the camp and trench warfare
and bayonet fighting later in the af-
ternoon. There was a route march
thru the grounds, completing the af-
ternoon’s activities.

Recruiting is progressing favorably,
according to the reports of the re-
cruiting sergeants of the varicus city
regiments, who are touring the grounds
each day getting recruits. Color-
Sergt. Fields said that more men are
coming each day and that a respect-
able showing would be made if the
total results could be ascertained.
Jach of the regiments has obtained a
fair share of the recruits. From in-
formation received from the central re-
cruiting depot at the armories Sergt.
Fields said that the blue slips given to
the refnits who are obtained at the
Exhibition are beginning to come in at
the armories.

He estimated that a large proportion
of the results would be evident _after
the fair had closed. Many men come
to the recruiting tent without being
solicited and ask for information about
pay, separation allowance, medical
tests and other matters. All details
are cheerfully given by the recruiting
sergeants.

CANADIAN ORDER OF FORESTERS
PROMINENT ON SOCIETY ROW.

One pf the most popular tents on
Society Row at the National Exhibi-
tion is that of the Canadian Order of
Foresters. This is a purely Canadian
society, instituted in 1879, and. with
the largest Canadian membership of
any frateinal insurance s)ciecy doing
business in Canada. The order was
formed 36 years ago with 488 mem-
bers seceding from the American
Order of Foresters. This membership
has now grown to more than 91,000,

Special interest is shown by the
members at the present time, owing
to the fact that over 1570 Canadian
Foresters have enlisted for overseas
sérvice. The treatment accorded to
enlisted members has been most lib-
eral; all those who were in the order
prior to the first of August, 1914, and
who have, or who may enlist for over-
seas service, not only have their in-
surance kept good, but are relieved
fiom the payment of all premiums or
assessments. The insurance liability
upon the members who have enlisted
is over $1,500,000, but the insurance
fund of the order cannot possibly suf-
fer as a result of any loss that may
occur by thg death of enlisted mem-
bers. At the recent annual meeting,
a provision was made by which all
losses will be taken care of by a pa-
triotic levy upon the membership gen-
erally. On tihe first of October of this
year, every member of the order will
contribute 50 cents towards the pay-
ment f the insurance of those mem-
bers who lose their lives in the pres-
ent war. This levy will raise over $45,-
000, and. will take care of 45 deaths.
This prevision for a special levy is an
absolute proiection to the insurance
fund and gives to the membersl.ip who
are not tzking an active part in the
war an opportunity to assist in a pa-
triotic way.

On the first of this month, the in-
surance fund of the order passed the
$5,000,000 mark and the balance to the
credit of the combined funds at the
end of August amounted to :$5,454,-
796.37.

For the first eight months of the
present year, the number of deaths was
32 less than in the corresponding period
of last year, notwithstanding that the
number of deaths this yeariihcluded
12 members who were killed in action
in the present war. The amount paid
in insurance for the first eight months
of this year was $45,000 less than for
the corresponding period of 1914. The
amount added to the insurance fund up
to the first of September wag.a larger
amount than was ever added in the
corresponding period of any previous
year. The result is that, notwithstand-
ing the unusual and trying conditions
which exist thruout Canada, the year
1915 is sure to: be the best year in the
history of the Canadian Order of For-
esters,

Government Statement Indicates
Revival of Prosperity Thru-
out Dominion.

OTTAWA, Sept. 10.—The complete
and corrected financial ‘statement of
the Dominion for the fiscal year ended
March 31 last, and the monthly state-
ment for August, were both issued by
the filnance department today. The
total revenue to the end of the fiscal
year was $138,073,481. The expenditure
on consolidated fund was $185,523,806,
and the ‘expenditure on capital ac-
count $107,389,303.

The war cost Canada up to March
81 is $60,760,476.01. Qther expenditures
on capital account were: Public works,
including railways and canals, $41,-
447,820, and for rellways, $5,191,5607.
The revenue was made up as fol-
lowsy Customs, $75,941,219; excise,
$21,470,730; = postoffice,  $18,046,664;
public works, including railways and
canals, $12,953,497; miscellaneous, $9,-
652,879,

The statement for August shows
that the revenue for that month was

adian from Tillsonburg.

$14,240,844, which is an increase of

about $44,000 over the same month last
year.

For the first five months of the pres-
ent fiscal year the revenue has been
$60,089,196, which is a slight decrease
over the corresponding period last
year.

Four months of last year were in the
ante-bellum period.

The revenue from the postoffice for
August is more than double that of

1 August, 1914, that for August, 1915, be-

ing $1,899,779. There is also an in-
crease in August of the revenue from
public works, railways and canals,

A Slow Sage

Former President Taft is gradually

T
to regain possession of their own
country. As a result of the struggle
there was a generous impulse to raise
up the oppressed and to enforce the
square deal. Hence when the women
with some show of reason declared
that they were entitled to vote as a
matter of justice many states’ at
once yielded to their demands, while
others declared themselves entirely
willing to enfranchise the women
whenever the franchise was desired
by a majority of them.
Mr. Taft believes that a majority of
the women do not desire to vote. He
says the ballot should neither be forced
upon them nor withheld from them ar-
bitrarily. The mere right to vote he
does not regard as an inalienable right
or as a necessary incident of citizen-
ship. With no very strong prejudice
for or against female suffrage. he
views with something like contempt
many of the stock arguments for and
against the reform. Thesé he declares
to be in the main hysterical.
His own view is that no great good
nor no great harm would result from
extending the suffrage. He does not
find the position of women is any bet-
ter in Wyoming, where female suffrage
has prevailed for a quarter of a cen-
tury, than it is in Ohio or New York.
At the same time he does not find in
Wyoming any sign of the broken
homes, the neglected children and the
general domestic anarchy which so
many men and women believe is al-
ways to be found in the wake of
“votes for women.”

In conclusion, the ex-president ad-
vises the electors who are ca.llegl upon
to vote this fall upon woman suffrage
proposals to vote in the negative. He
advises the eastern states to stand pat
and see how the experiment works
out west. Personally he thinks the re-
form is hound to come, sees no parti-
cular objection to its coming, but.is
not himself going out to help it along.
When he groduated from the Cin-
cinnati High School, Mr, Taft, then a
boy of 17, read an essay strongly ad-
vocating female suffrage. After think-
ing it over forty years he is not so
pronounced in his views,

Peace Sitting Armed to the Teeth!

In a letter signed “A. 8. Copeland,”
which we published on Thursday, the
writer displayed ‘g singular lack of
knowledge of the war situation, sup-
posing him to have written in good
faith, and not to have been a pro-Ger-
man propagandist. We were pleased
to have the opportunity to contrast his
statement with those of two thinkers
like Revs. Chambers and Dyson Hague.
The views of the pro-German letter
are unfortunately too wide-spread to
be ignored or passed over in silence.
We must reassert the principle which
is the very foundation of the whole
war, so far as the allies are concerned,
the principle of liberty of action for
the democracies of the world; the right
to protest against being hurled into
war at the will of a militarist class
like the Junkerdom of Prussia.

If we are accept the Copeland
view any Pruss war lord may at-
tack whom he pleases, and atterkover-
running his ‘“enemy” may expect all
the world to assist in vanquishing the
wicked people who resist him and who
“make war.” It is such a subversion
of the facts that one can scarcely listen
to the humbug with patience. But the
democracy needs patience, for men like
our correspandent, if he r= wrlting in
good , faith, clearly do not see where
their-silly conclusions lead them, They
are a danger to the community in
which they propagate them.

One would think to hear these
pleaders that Great Britain had sent
a hostile force over to invade Ger-
many and had landed in Belgium with
that intention, and that Germany was
now trying to protect Belgium by try-
ing to drive the French and British
out. . We shall soon have this theory
of the war‘&lromulgated in the German
press if they keep on as they have been
doing. Germany is now striving to
free the world from the domination of
British ‘tyranny, we have been told,
and this is no more absurd than the
other view.

“A righteous and honorable peace is
now possible,” ' says Mr. Copeland.
Nothing could be farther from the fact.
Germany insists not only on retainfag
Belgium, but part of France, and the
blotters that are being circulated show
that Germany aims at including Hol-
land, Denmark and the Balkan states
in her grasp.

Confusion is Result of Con-
ference on Fire Depart-
._ment Appointment.

NO DECISION IS MADE

City Seeksﬂ"Buyrer for Local

A conference between the special
committee appointéd by the city coun=-
cil and the board of control took place
yesterday morning, and still there is
no solution to thé fire department
muddle. The meeting, was nothing
more or less than a farce, and the dif-
ference of opinion expressed by the al-
dermen composing the committee only
helped to lift from the -board of con-
trol a portion at least of the respon-

There was no agreement whatever
between the aldermen, each favoring a
different” applicant, so that the con-
trollers were more confused than ever.
At one stage the meeting became 80
tumultuous that the mayor threatened
to leave the chair if tHe wrangling did

not cease, and to eall in the pelice to
guell the noise of those who were wit-
nessing the confusion.

Motions and Ob jections.

Ald. Ryding moved that Captain
Duncan McLean be made chief, but
Ald. McRBride objected to a chief and
wanted a commissioner, and when.the
alderman began to review investiga-
tiong and their results, Ald, Cameron
interrupted by saying that the confer-
ence was being held to find a solution
and not to review conditions in the de-
partment.

Ald. Dunn wanted promotien. Ald.
McBride was for giving Property Com-
missioner Chisholm the position, and
again took up considerable time eulo-
gizing his man. The mayor thought
this would be-organizing one depart-
ment at the expense of another, and
Controller O'Neill thought that the pro-
perty commissioner should stay where
he was.

More of It.

Ald. Roden wanted to bring Clement
Driscoll of New York here for three
months, and Ald. McBride, who came
with plenty of ammunition, mentioned
Chief Dawvis of Victoria, and W. J.
Evans, formerly of the stregt cleaning
department. Ald. Ryding did n_ot fa-
vor Mr. Chishelm, and Qontroller
Thompson was against bringing any-
one from the United States.

MORE CAMDINS FOR

War Office -Will Accept Fifty
Additional Men for Active

Half Billion o Billion Dollars
Wanted to Adjust Ex-
change Rates.

MAY ALSO AID ITALY

Russia Expected to Come in
Too in Sharing in Big
Loan.

no other market; but these it was said,
would form only a minor fraction of
the total exports and can be paid for
in gold for a long time to come.

From an authoritative source it- was
learned tonight that not only had
Grgat Britajn and France con-
tethplated a heavy reduction in their
purchases here—in every line except
necessities which they cannot buy
elsewhere—but that it had been de-
cided that such a reduction would be
the only alternative left them should
the commission fail in its mission to
the United States.

Half Billion 8Smallest Sum.

Five hundred million dollars is the
smallest sum which the commission
hopes to borrow. They would much
rather have a round billion. In view,
however, of the many difficulties which
lie in the way of floating a credit loan
of such proportions in America, it
was thought that the commission’s
task would be almost of herculean
proportions in borrowing the smaller
sum. The entire proceeds, of course,
would be used in paying for American
supplies.

Chief of the obstacles which the
commission faces is the nature of the
collateral, It is regarded as almost
imperative that American securities be
offered as collateral if the loan is to
‘be financed largely by the national
banks, as it would have to be if of the
proportions indicated. So far, it was
said, the holders of American securi-

ties abroad have evinced a strong ten-

dency to cling to their holdings as the
best investment in the world today.
Nothing approaching half a billion dol-
lars of American securities is at the
command of the British and French
Governments, but it is said that citi-
zens of these countries have eight to
ten times that amount of auch securi-
ties in their vaults.

indicate the severity/ of the recent
tighting in the Gallf?/clt Peninsula,
where the bulk of thé casualties are
announced. They show that the
British army lost 407 officers killed,
969 wounded and 136 missing, a total
of 1502 for the fortnight. This number
has been exceeded only once in any
fortnight since the beginning of the
war, 1627 casualties having been an-
nounced between May 5 and May 18.
Losses of officers since the outbreak
of hostilities have now ireached a total
of 15,840, of whom 479% have been
killed, 9698, wounded and 1352 report-
ed missing. .
During the past f ight Brigadier-
General A. H. Bald has been killed,
thrée other brigadier-generals have
been wounded, nine lieutenant-colonels
killed and two reported missing,
The Australian contingent has been
the greatest sufferer, having lost 63
killed, 150 wounded and 15 missing.

SALES FOR EXPORT

Four Hundred ThousandE
Bushels of Manitoba Wheat |
Sold at Seaboard.

CHICAGO, Sept. 10.—Wheat made a
sharp advance today, influenced chief-
ly by the virtual exhaustion of con-
tmc't stocks here and at some other
leading centres. FThe market closed
strong, 1 3-4 to 4 1-8 net higher, with
September at 99 1-4 and December at
94. Corn finished 5-8 to 3-dc up, and
oa_n's with a gain of 1-4 to 1-2c. In pro-
Visions the outcome varied from 5c¢ de-
cline to a rise of 12 1-2¢.

High premiums for immediate de-
livery of wheat caused general cover-
ing by shorts, especially in the Sep-
tember option. The extreme scarcity
of No. 2 red winter here was shown
by the payment of 18c a bushel for that
grade on the spot, compared with or-
dinary September contracts. St. Louls
and Kansas City reported similar con-
ditions as the result of what a well-
known authority referred to as the
most extraerdinary delay ever record-
ed as to the movement of winter wheat.
Heavy rains which have interfered with
threshing and shipping, and which
were again prevalent today, led to as-
sertions that not for several months-
if at all this season would there be any
big accumulations of winter wheat at
the principal primary markets. Not-
withstanding further talk of the slow-
ness of export demand, belief was ex-
pressed in some quarters that more
business with foreigners was being
done than has been announced from
day to day. The weekly statement of
exports was mentioned as evidemce in
this respect. No actual sales to0 Eur-
ope were disclosed today except 400,-
000 busheis of Manitoba wheat at the
seaboard.

Corn ruled firm with wheat and as
a result of cooler weather with some
reports of frost. At one time the mar-
ket was depressed by rather MHvely
commission house selling, but the ef-
fect failed to last.

Oats were firm thruout the day. Of-
ferings from the country proved very
small.

Hogs at the highest prices of the
year tended to lift provisions. Pack-
ers tho turned sellers and gave a check
to any decided upturn in lard or
meats. .

EXHBITON GVES AD
TO TORONTO BUSINES

Orders Prove Fairly Liberal —
Western Canada is Light Buy-
er, However,

Toronto reports to ' Bradstreet's say
that trade has been stimulated by visit-
ors to the Naticna! Kxhibition. The
number, according to some wholesale
men, has been better than usual, Their
orders have proved fairly liberal also.
Two dry goods wholesalers, who are re-
presentative, stated that the volume of
business since the first of August has
been in excess of last year. Trade with
western Canada was never so small tak-
ing the year to date, so that it is evident
that Ontario and the east have done we?.
Careful but fairly steady buying 1Is
characteristic now.

There is a shortage of some lines of
dry goods. Omne dealer stated that there
was less difficulty in selling to the retail
trade at the higher existing prices be-
cause the situation was more fully ap-
preciated now. No one can guarantee
prices, especially on silks and cottons
over night. Trade in general looks
healthy, and everyone expects improve-
ment in buying power in the Canadian
west.

‘While the boot and shoe trade has held
up its end in the volume of business done,
hardware firms find trade rather slow.
They have been cautious thruout in ex-
tending their lines, and slackness in
building has cut off a market for many
staple. lines. They report collections in
fairly good proportion. ILocal war in-
dustrials have received further large or-
ders. The war is placing several com-
panies, which were formerly hard put, on
a secure financial basis. Manitoba flour
prices declined 50 cents per barrel this
week, which makes $1.25 within a few
days. Retail houses have been more ac-
tive than usual during the past ten days.

LONDON STOCK EXCHANGE.
LONDON, Sept. 10.—Money
count_rates were steady today. Ameri-
can exchange was firmer, and touched
4.69% to 4.70, but later reacted to 4.68%
to 4.68%.

The stock market continued generally
cheerful, with a large business in war
loans and other gilt-edged securities and
oil and Kaffir stocks at hardening prices.

American securitiey had a good tone.
The market opened steady and advanced
under a strong demand for Union Pacific
and U.S. Steel, the latter on dividend
prospects. The closing was firm.
