The lihr.'iiy, though only i'oniied in recent years,

had been s(,'lected with great care, under tlie advice

oF the heads of the various departments in the

University ; and ah-eady contained a selection of

upwards of .'^;i,000 volumes, including rare and val-

uable works, along with com})lete sets of scientific

jind literary serials, of importance as books of

reference alike for professors and students.

The University building was regarded with just

pri<ie by the graduates as admittedly the most

beautifid structure devoted to academic purposes

on the American continent ; and, as one of the

chief ornaments of the city of Toronto, its loss was

deplored by many besides those who associated its

architectural features with the cherished memories

of their Alma Mater. Hapi)ily, the structure

proved to l)e so sul)stantial that the walls admitted

of restoration and re-roohng ; though much of the

line carving had been defaced, or had scaled off*

mider the intense heat of the conflaa'ration. Ex-

ternally, the University Buihling has now been

restored to more than its (original beauty : advan-

tage having been taken of the opportunity,

Through the liberality of the Provincial
ature, supplemented by a generous gift tVou. thatof Quebec, and by the pron.pt and kindly aid ofpnvate benefactor, the restoration of the n.ain

structure has been prosecuted with so little delay
that, though stdl incomplete, the authorities wef
able to resume University work in the restoredbualdmgm October, 1«91; and on re-assembling

if i
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after the Christinas holidays, in Jamnary, 1802, tliey

entered on its full occupation, with greatly enlarged

accommodation. It is now provided with many
novel facilities suggested by experience, or derived

from the most modern examples (\f improved lec-

ture-rooms, lal K)ratories, nniseums, and other appli-

ances in the Universities of Great Britain, France,

and Germany, and in those of the United States.

The old Convocation Hall having l)een found in-

adequate for the requirements of tlie University,

it is purposed, as soon as funds are available, to

erect a new one in near proximity to the main
building, on a scale adapted to the great increase in

the number of undergraduates, and to the special

uses for which experience has sliown it to be ap-

plicalile. The Biological Museum has been pro-

vided with adequate space in the new science build-

ings
;
and plans are now approved of for a build-

ing to be immediately proceeded with, which will

furnish to the department of Chemistry greatly

extended facilities, with the requisite laboratories

and lecture-rooms. The departments of Geology
and Mineralogy must in like manner be provided
for by further extension of the science buildings;

and ample provision for the accommodation of the
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Library will be secured in the new structure now

erecting on the east side of the College lawn. The

changes thus projected and already in progress,

whereby the Convocation Hall, Libraiy and Muse-

ums are transferred to other sites, have placed a

large amount of spacu in tlie restored building at

the disposal of the Faculties for additional labora-

tories, lecture-rooms, and other recpiirements of

great value in the daily work of instruction and

research.

Among the many losses involved in the destruc-

tion of the University building, none excited keener

feelings of regret than that of the library, and its

prized contents. It was a beautiful hall, fitted up

with carved oaken alcoves and galleries, after the

model of the older university libraries of Europe.

The vista was terminated by a fine statue of

William of Wykeham, originally executed by

Thomas, the eminent English sculptor, under the

direction of Pugin, as an essay-piece for the

sculptured decorations of the new parliament

buildings at Westminster; and was presented to

the University by the Rev. Arthur Wickson, M.A.,

LL.D., a graduate of the university; and the first

to fill the office of classical tutor, under the late
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president, tlie Rev. Dr. McCaul. As the statue of
tlie rounder of New College, Oxford, and the liberal

[Kitron of learnino-in the age of Cliaucer, this fine

work of art was j^rized as an appropriate adorn-
ment to tlie Provincial University; and its loss

ranks aniono- the irreparable sacrifices involved in

the fire. But in no department has the wide-felt

sympathy manifested itself with more practical

libei-ality, as shown in the valual)le contributions

to r(-place the contents of the old library alcoves.

Encouraged by such prompt and efficient aid, no
time has been lost in taking the needful steps for

providing a suitable home for the restored library.

The new structure now in progress on a site

selected for it midway between the buildings ap-
propriated to literary and scientific instruction,

will form an attractive addition to the group of
buildings surrounding the College lawn. The
plans have been carefully prepared with a view
to the construction of a detached, and, as far as
possible, a fire-proof building, eml)odying the fruits
of the most recent experience both in Europe and
in the United .States. The book room, adapted
for the secure acconunodation of the entire collec-
tion within narrow limits, has been planned on a

scale to admit of the reception of 1 20,000 volumes,

with provision for future extension. To this a set

of seminary rooms, or studies, will be attaclied

appropriate*! to the leading depaitments of science,

letters, and philosophy. It is furtlier proposed

that the entire buildinp- shall he illuminab'-l with

the electric light, and so furnish an attractive

resort where the student may pass his evenings

with no less pleasure than profit. With the Im-

provements thus aimed at, it is confidently an-

ticipated that the new library will prove an

invaluable adjunct to the scheme of higher educa-

tion embraced in the special organization ofc* tlie

University of Toronto, as a connnon centre of

intellectual life
; and will constitute a bond of* closer

union among the Federating Colleges of the Pro-

vincial University.

It may be permissible, without detracting from

the assurance of heartfelt gratitude extended to

all the benefactors hereafter named, to single out

from among the prized contributions to the. Lib-

rary, now amounting to 40,970 volumes, a few

that possess special value, by reason of some ex-

ceptional characteristic. But the first acknowledg-

ments are due to those spontaneous organizations



of syiuiNitlii.sing friends, botli in England and on

tlic Continent, to whose effective labours such

practical results are largely to be ascribed. To the

Eni^lish Connnittee, presided over by the Manpiis

of Lome, embracing in its members men of the

highest eminence in rank, in science, and letters,

with the efficient services of Alexander Staveley

Hill, Es(]., Q.C., M.R, as its treasurer, and Sir George

Baden-Powell, M.P., as its secretary : the University

has been placed under lasting obligations for con-

trilmtions of choice works in all departments of

science and literature. The presentation plates on

many of the volumes in the restored Library will

perpetuate the recognition of the services thus

rendered in the time of need by this influential

English Committee ; and will preserve for later

generations a record of this practical evidence of

the ties of kinship and common nationality that

bind us to the mother-land ; while they will con-

cur with us in welcoming no less gratefully in

others of the presentation plates evidence of a re-

cognition of the common brotherhood of letters

and science, shown by the Committee organized

in Germany, and l)y the Faculties of sister uni-

versities both in the Old and the New World.

To Dr. John Landauer, of Brunswick, and the

Committee of eminent German scholars and pat-

rons of letters, who have co-operated in securing

valued gifts from distinguished foreign authors,

from publishers, and other liberal sympathisers, the

authorities of the University record their hearty

thanks ; with the assurance of their high estima-

tion of the services thus rendered to them.

To all the many liberal donors. Foreign and Col-

onial Governments, Learned Societies, Authors,

Publishers, and private Benefactors :
the Chancel-

lor, Vice-chancellor, and President of the Univer-

sity, the Senate, University Council, and Faculties,

unite in the presentation of grateful acknowledg-

ments for practical manifestations of liberal sym-

pathy ; which, with the additions since made by

purchase, will enable them to enter on the occu-

pation of their new library—as they confidently

hope, at the beginning of the new Academic year
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in October Moxt,—witli a collection of between

forty iind fifty thousand volumes.

From the

Universities of Edinburgh and Aberdeen and from

Trinity College, Dublin ; from the Universities of

Christiania, Copenhagen, Marburg, Strassburg, and

Upsala ; from Harvard, Columbia College, Prince-

ton, Cornell, Michigan, Amherst, Johns Hopkins,

Kansas, and other American universities ; from the

University of Melbourne, and from our own Cana-

dian Universities and Colleges, as well as personally
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from iiicinbers of tlieir Faculties, many valued con-

triljutions are gratefully acknowledged.

Not only to the British Government, hut to the

Govermiients of France, Germany, Sweden, Spain,

Italy, Switzerland, and the United States, we have

to render no less grateful thanks for aid in re-

storing to the University the indispensable ap-

pliances of a well-furnished library.
