' GOT IN THE GANADIAN YUKON GOUNTRY.

One Miner Secured No Less Than $135,000
Worth for Last Winter’'s Work..

‘Over a Ton of Solid Gold Brought From This Rich Klondike
' Region to Seattle by Steamer Portland -The People of the
Pacific Coast City Go Mining Mad—Everybody Wants to Go
North—Fortunes Waiting for Daring Ones in the New Gold
Fields Almost Within Reach of the Arctic Circle—Alaska
Steamer Crowded on the Trip North—Dirt Pans a Dollar
a Pound, and Some of It Ten Times That Amount—Montreal

Man’s Luck.

Seattle, Wash., July 18.—The excite-
ment about the great gold strikes in the
‘valley of the Canadian Yukon, which
has been at fever heat for several days,
was increased immensely yesterday by
the arrival of the steamship Portland
from St. Michael's, Alaska. :

The tales that had been told heretofore
about rich strikes pale into nothingness
when compared with tne reports brought
down yesterday. The steamship arrived
ghortly after midnight, and within two
hours it was known that she carried a
score of prospectors who had struck it
rich, and who declared that the gold
mines of the States were poverty Aol-
Jows when compared to’ the wealth of
the Klondike camps. *

\ The Half Not Told.

More than $1,000,000 In gold dust was
brought down from Dawson City and the
survounding claims. The miners who
were aboard the boat say that enormous
quantities - of the precious meotal are
being hoarded in the camp, and that the
lucky prospectors are not telling of half
their wealth. Neéw claims are being
worked, and the rush to Dawson Uity
is so great that sufficient food cannot
be transported. Scores of new finds are
in everybody’s mouth throughout the
valley, and the men whe arrived this
morning are telling tales that make the
drains of the listeners swim.

Over a Ton of Solid Gold.

The Portland brings more than a ton
»f solid gold and eighty-six passengers.
[n the captain’s cabin are three chests
and a large safe filled with-the precious
nuggets.  Most of the metal was taken
out of the ground in less than three
months of last winter. The nuggets
range in size from a pea to a guinea

ege.

one or two have more than $100,000 in
dust.

Strikes by Tenderfeet.

One peculiar feature of the stories told
to-day is that the big strikes were made
by tenderfeet, while the old and experi-
enced miners of many years’ experience
are suffering indescribable hardships
and privations in Alaska and. the North-
west Territories. and have only a few
thousand dollars to show for their labor.
The stories the fortunate ones tell seem
almost beyond belief. - Single individuals
have taken out in two and a balf
months over $150,000 in gold.

One Winter's Work.,

Clarence Berry of Iresno, Cal., went
to the Yukon in 1890 and prospectad
several years without success. He re-
turned home last autumn, was married
and took his bride to the Klondike last
November. He returned on the steam-
ship Portland to-day with $135,000, the
result of a winter's work. i

Frank Physcator of Bactoba, Mich,
}s another lucky miner. He went-to
the Klondike last autumn and is now
returning with $96,027, having worked
two claims with nine men three months,
and he still owns the claims. He was
sne of the original discoverers of the
Fldorado district. The others tell the
same story of the great wealth of the
Klondike.

They Are Mining Mad.

The reports brought by the Portland’s
passengers to-day have literally made
the city mining mad. Policemen are
resigning from the force, every street
car man who can raise a stake has giv-
en notice to his company; in fact, all
classes of society are represented in the
feverish rush to get north. Men neglect
their business and congregate in groups
on the streets in excited discussions.
People are telegraphing friends and. 1é-
latives in the East to come and join
them in the new Eldorado. Merchants
are fearful that their help will desert
them, and_they would be unable to fill
their places. The pier of the
American Trading & Transportation
Company, where the steamship Portland
is, has been crowded with people all
day. The rush will be tremendous next
spring. Hundreds will not wait till then,

however, but are going this month and |

next month,~to be on the ground when
the season opens,
Fortunes for the Daring.

The stories of the great gold find are
surrounded with the frozen breath of
winter, for the new gold field is alinost

within reach of the Arctic Circle, and |

the miners are snow and ice-bound for
six months in the year. Fortunes await
the daring and the hardy who have
money enough to buy a season's pro-
visions and strength enough to wita-
stand the éxtreme cold. Those who were
in the gold region of Alaska have been
able to withstand evérything. and hre
now returning to warmer and more civi-
lized climes with plenty of money. .In
the summer the miners find the climate
delightful. Those who do not care to
fight the rigors of the journey over the
divide north of Juneau reach the gold
fields by the steamer route along the
Yukon River. But the fight for gold is
one in which all the matural forces of
winter are combined against those who
scek someé of the conveniences of cities.

W ords of Warning.

The miners are raising their voices,
however, in = solemn warning to those
who would go to the gold region with-
out sufficient "means and plenty of sup-
plxes. L. B. Rhoades tells an interest-
ing story. He says:

“I was among the fortunate ones, as
I cleared about $40,000, but brought on-
ly $5000 with me. T was the first man
to get to bed rock gravel and to discover

that it was lined” with gold dust and|]

ruggets. The rock was seamed and cut
in wv-shaped reaks, caused it is sup-
posed by glacial action. In those seams
I found a clay which was exceedingly
rich. In fact, there' was a stratum of
pay gravel four feet thick upon the rock
which was lined with gold, particularly
in these channels or streaks.”

Mr. Rhoades said that at one time
flour was $45 a sack.

Dawson is not like most of the large
mining camps. It is not a tough town.
Murders. are almost unknown.®* A great
deal of gambling is done in the town,
but serious quarrels are an exception.
Ss a gambling town I think it is egual
to any I have ever seen, and this, by the
way, is always the test of a mining
camp's prosperity. Stud poker is the
usual game. They play $1 ante and of-
tentimes  $200 or $500 on the third
card,”

Other Stories.

Albert Fox, said, when asked his ex-
perience: “My partner,. Arthur Cook,
stayed by the claim and will remain till
I return, I brought down 300 ounces;
that will be over $5000, as it will give

{more than $17 an ounce. We sold one

claim for $451000 aj¢d  kept another
which we will work when' I get back. I
wouldn't advise anyone to go there this
fall, for people are liable to go hungry
before spring.”

Mrs. Lippy, the “Pride of the Klon-
dike,” who came out with her husband,
said: “When we got to Eldorado Creex
we lived in a tent until Mr. Lippy got
our house built, a log cabin. It is 12
feet by 18 feet, eight logs high, with a
mud and moss roof and moss bétween
the chinks, and has a door and a win-
dow. Of course, we missed fresh fooil
dreadfully, but we kept well and strong.
We had no fresh milk or meats or fruifs
or eggs- I used egg poewder—it's not a
good substitute—in omelets,but it makes
zood gingerbread. Amusements? Well,
nobody bothered much about amuse-
ments. Everyone was busy and kept
busy all the time.I did my work. The
mining is hard work. One doesn't pick
zo'd off the ground. I wasn’t ill all the
time we were there, except with a head-
ache or toothache. We were very for-
tunate in every way. The country 1s
beautiful and quite warm in the suw-
mer. In winter it's different, with the
mercury away below zero. Still, I went
out every day, but when the snow was
on the ground I didn't go far from the
cabin.”

WHERE THE KLONDIKE IS.

Fifty Miles by River Into the N.W.T. from
Forty Mile on the Alaskan
Boundary.

Seattle, Wash.,, July 18—From
Francisco to the furthermost point in
Alaska the coast-is wild with the ex-
citement growing the fabulous
finds in the Klondike, which is a river

San

out of

emptying into the Yuson, in the North-
west Territories.: It 18 fifty miles by
river from Forty Mile on the Alaskan
boundary to the scent of the recent
finds, and about forty miles in a straizht
line. The discoverer or the - Klondike
placer diggings was George Carmack, a
poor miner, who was known as “Siwash
George.” The first claim was staked
on Bonanza Creek, emptyving into the
Klondike, Aug. 17 last. Since that time
400 claims have been located, and the
‘;population of the camp has grown from
nothing to 4000.

$10,000,000 in Five Years.

Reliable estimates made by Canadian
officers and experienced miners give the
probable output of the distriet during
the next five years at over ten millions.

Among those holding and, working
claims are: . Anderson, British Co-
lumbia; Richard Blake, Dungeness, B.
C.; William Sloane, Nanaimo, B.C., John
Wilkenson, Nanaimo, B.C.; Patrick Cote-
land and Joseph Casclais, Montreal.

More About the Climate.

Among the passengers on the Port-
land was Joseph Keller. In speaking of
the new country he said: *“It was 68
degrees below zero 1tast winter, and
the ground was frozen to the depth of
40 feet. The snow does not fall to any
great depth, three feet being the great-
ost, and that was light and fleecy frost.
All the gold is taken out of gravel by
thawing in the summer. There are nine
months of winter. We left Dawson
City in a river steamer on June 19, and
were eight days reaching St. Michael's,
1800 miles.. The weather in Klondike
was warm and sultry, much warm-°r
than it seemed, and mosquitoes were ‘n
myriadg. They are in the water one
drinks; they give a man no rest day or
night. . It is a horrible gountry to live
in, but it is extremely healthy.”

A Montreal Man's Luck.

Another one of the passengers was
Joseph = Casclais, a ¥rench-Canadian
from Montreal. He went to the Yukon
in 1886, He returned to-day with
$15,000, which he made in six weeks.
He sold out his claim, after taking out
$5000 in nnggets.  His health nad
given way undet the long  strain of
hardship in Alaskan winters, “I'm go-
ing ho,mé to rest awhite,” he said. “I
tame out to keep from dying in the
camp. If T get well I may go back.”

Casclais’ wealth was packed in small
buckskin ‘sacks like the others, and he
carried it with him' from the steamer
to the hotel. :

The Move Is On.

The regular Alaskan steamer sailing
to-morrow ‘from Seattle has all -her
rooms engaged, mostly by men for Klon-
dike. The Portland, making a return
trip on July 20, is engaged ahead, and
booking passengers for the next trip,
while several schooners are outfitting to
sail within the next few days.

What Mr. Weare Says.

Chicago, July 18.—Mr. P. B. Weare,
the President of the North Ameriean
Transportation & Trading Company, and
an authority on Alaskan matters, was
interviewed yesterday at his coffice in
the Old Colony building in regard to the
latest discoveries in the Yukon. * The
people,” said Mr. Weare, “are just find-
ing out a thing which we knew and an-
nounced several months ago. In Jan-
nary Mr. E. E. Gage brought out let-
ters and information which accurately
foretold the spring developments. As
the reports were so big, and, being the
first, they were not given credit until
they were corroborated. It was  well
known at that time that the Klondike
was the richest placer field ever dis-
covered.”

“Have you any late word from Alas-
ka?’ was asked.

Home With Fortunes.,

Mr. Weare picked up a bulky pack-
age enclosed in a canvas covering and
said: “ I have here a letter just received
from Capt. J. J. Healy, our. resident
manager on the Yukon. The letter is
dated June 5, and is a little later than
the press despatches wired from San
IPrancisco, as it came up the Yukon
and over Chilcoot Pass by United States
mail. The press reports do not exag-
gerate the situation a particle. Many
of those that are more easily satisfied
are coming home for the winter with
from $5000 ‘to $60,000 apiece.”

“ How much has the Klondike field
produced this season

“T should say, from present reports,
22 000,000, although they are as yet only
getting started.”

“What do you think of the extent of
the field?”

“Oh, as to that, development has hard-
Iy begun!  There is reason to think that
other discoveries as rich as that cf the
Klondike will be made the present sea-
son. Some few others have already been
made.”

THE DISCOVERER CARMACK.

Ile Went Inte the ¥ukon Country Eight
Years Ago and Prospected
the Klondtke.

Omer Maris, who a year ago went
through the Yukon country as a news-
paper correspondent, writes: “The honor
of .fliscovering the very richest placer
mines in the world belongs to a# Ilfin-
ois man. named George ©armack, who
went td-Alaska eight or ten years ago.
Last summmer I was drifting’ and sailing
with a small party of men down the
Yukon. We had left Sixty-Mile
before noon of the day that I have in
mind—about July 9—and at 5 o'clock

WILL CANADA RETALIATE

By Placing An Export Duty on Saw-
logs Sent to That Country ?

Resault of the Conference of Both Iouses at
Washington on Saturday—An Entirely

to Uncle Sam of $2,000,000 a Year—

Washingtos; D.C., July 17.—~When the
Republican @onferees on the tariff bill
representing the two Houses of Congress
adjourned at 6 p.m. to-day the announce-
ment was made on behalf of each of the
houses ‘that they had agreed upon all
the items of the bill and that the result
of the partisan conference would be sub-
mitted to ;the Democratic members of
the .conference at a rull meeting to be
held on Monday-

The bill ag agreed upon will, when
made public, present an enfirely new
sugar schedule,at least in the main item
of duty on raw and refined sugar, the
fourth preseifed since the bill emerg>d
fromn the recess of the Ways and Meuns
Committee. , %

I'ne wording of the mew paragraph is
as tollows;

“Sugars mot above pumber 16
Duton standard in color, tank bot-
Toms, Syrups of cane jusce, meldada,
concentrated wmelada, coucrete and
coucentrated molasses, testing .by the
polariscope _not above (9  degrevs,
¥3-100 or oMe cent per pound, and
for every aaditional degree shown
by the polariscope test three and
one-half one hundredth of one cent
per..pound additzonal, and fractions
of a degree in proportion; and on su-
gar above number 16 Dutch stair-
dard, in colot,and on all sugar which
has gone through a process of refin-
ing 120-100Uths of one cent per
pound additienal.” .
1t will be observed that the modifica-

tion of the sugar scheaule stiit leaves

ite Oon pure sugar testing 100 de-
grees 1.05 cents per puldid, wbich was
the Senate rate. 'LThe differentril on re=
fined sugar is, however, 1-8 of a cent
per pound, while the Senate differentuil
was 1-5. The House also secures the
elimination of 1-100th of a cent reduc-
tion allowed on low: grade sugars tesung
below 87 degrees by the polariscope. 1t
is elaimed that the sncrease on'the high-
er grades of sugar which will result
from the increase, of the polariscopic
graduation allowance will add material-
ly to the protection to the beet sug:wr
mdustry. ‘The refiners necessarily re-
ceive incidental ‘benefit.

1t is estimated that the chamges in the
sugar schedule will raise about $2,000,
00U additional revenue.

Follawing ave among ths more impor-
tant changes made in other schedules:

Hides, 15 per weent. asd. yalorem, <in
place of the 25 per-cent. fixed by the
Senate, The House < represuntatives
made a strong fight:to“hawe hides re-
stored to the free list, but they were
cempelled to submit to the unyielding
demand of the Senate.

Wool (as heretofore sent out), first
class, 11 cents per pound; second-ciass,
12 cents per pound; third . elass, four
cents on that below 12 cents per pouml
in valie and ‘8 cents on that above 12
cents m vilue.

Lead, 1.1-2 cents per pound; pig lead,
2 .1-4 cents, the Senate rates.

Coal, bituminous, 67 cents_per ton.

Tobacco, $1.750 per pound on imported
wWrappers.

White pine lumber was restored to the
House classification and the House rate
of $2 per 1000 feet, instead of the Sen-
ate rate of $1.

Tle reciprocity clause has been trans-
ferred into a modification of both the
Senate and House schedules—that is,the
number of anticles which ean be used
as basis for reciprocity agreements nas
been increased, but the President’s dis-
cretion as to rates and the ratification
of treaties by the Senate, which was
the main feature of the Senate provi-
sion, has been rejected.

One of the biggest wvictories won by
the House was in the restoration to the
dutiable list of burlaps. jute and jute
bagging, cotton bagging, gunmny-sacks,
floor matting. and cotton ties, which the
Senate placed in the free list, While
restored to the dutiable’ list, however,
the rates are lower than they have ever
been on this class of articles.

Another victory of the House was the
elimination of the Senate  stamp on
bonds and stocks.

Will Canada Retaliate ?

By legislation passed at the last ses-
sion of the Dominion Parliament, power
was given to the Governor-General-in-
Council to declare an export duty of not
exceeding $3 per thousand on Canadian
sawlogs and pulp wood in consideration
of the action of the Republican Confer-
ence in regard to the lumber schedule.

All Chinese bo<mess men, - he
says, favor English ascer ¢y to that of
Russia. " Mr. Hoy adds that there Is no
likelihood of the great rallways spoken of
in the press being built in -the near future.
One road is being constructed, but it will
take some time yet to educate the Chinese
mind up to the utility or railway bullding.
He states, however, that there is no feeling
against foreigners in China, unless pro-
voked by indiscreet missionaries. _ Choing
Hoy would not diseuss the missionary pro-
blem, execept to say that they would do
more good if they did not start out with
such a misconception of Chinese character.

FELLO ws o ULDN’T'FIGHT

He Had Already Captured Ereland and
Was ifaving Rellgions Services When
the Enemy Opencd Fire.

London, Sept. 17.—The whole program of
navial manoeuvres came to a ludicrous fiasco
owing to a misunderstanding of the orders

of the admiralty. The fleet was divided in-
to two parts, one commanded\ by Admiral
Fellows. He had instructions fo steam out
of Blacksod Bay, Irelapd, to await a~ de-
claration’ of war, and g%hen to endeavor to
return into the bay without being intercept-
ed by the other division. When still 60
miles from  the rendezvous a cruiser over-
took Admiral Fellows and told him that war
had been declared; whereupon he turned
about and, meeting no enemy, entered the
bay and telegraphed to the admiralty, “The
war is over.”” After several hours' silence
the admiralty sent him a curt order to go
to a rendezvous 200 miles west. This he
did and-then turned about again. As he
approached Blacksod Bay last Sunday morn-
ing the enemy appeared and cleared for ac-
tion. The flagship Majestic opened fire, but
Admiral Fellows did not respond. On the
contrary he signalled that he had already
captured Ireland, that church services were
being held in the various ships of his divi-
sion and that he must decline to fight, The
admiralty was furious, and it will be a long
time before the last 'is heard of this flasco
In naval circles. ®

THE EASTERN TELEGRAPH CABLE GOMPANY

At First Threatened to

'

Killthe Scheme, but a

Change of Front Has Come.

New York, July 18.-*A London de-
spatch to The Sun to-day says:

“Reference was made in this corres-
pondende a couple of months hgo to the
fact ty:it the cable octopus, the-Eastern
Pelegraph Company, had - one of  its
heavy arms upon the Pacific cable pro-
jeet. When the scheme of Jaying a
cable between Vancouver and Australia
was first mooted the BEastern. Telegraph
Company swore that the thing should
not be done. ‘The proposed cable threat-
ened one of its most profitable mono-
polies, and promised to release the Brit-
ish colonists from the thraldom under
which they had long groaned. So the
Kastern set to work in the usual fashion
‘to strangle the infant enterprise.

“When Mr. Chamberlain became BSec-
retary of the Colonies he developed a
keen interest in -this cable scheme, =nd
under his fostering influence~it revived.
The Eastern Company brought all the
vast political influence which it.unfor-

tunately possessed to bear upon the
Government, and if a weak man had
been in the Colonial Office the machina-
tions of the company undoubtedly would
have been successful. Mr. Chamberlam,
however, put his back up, and the Kasi-
ern Company was compelled to change
its tactics.

¢ A Secret Deal.

“It- has not been possible yet to. as-
coertain exactly what has occurred, but
it is certain that there has been a seeret
deal of some kind, for the Eastern s
now enthusiastically supporting the Fa-
cific cahleé projeet,” and this month it
has secured the control of it. This will
bhe bad news for Canada, Austraha and
New Zealand. Those important states
have joined England in the necessary
guarantees, and, it is likely  that they
will want to know what is the use of
spending their money upon something
which will merely confirm the existing
extortionate monopoly.”

William Displeased.

_Emperor William is greatly displeased
with the decision of the Court of Arbitra-
tion which deprives his brother-in-law,
Prince Adolf Schaumburg-Lippe, of the
right to succession to the regency in Lippe
Detmold. The regency is worth 240,000
marks a year. Prince Adolf is compara-
tively poor. He has gone back to Bonn
to resume his military duties.

_Embarrassing Py amen

The Government, the agrarians and the
producers are all placed in a very em-
barrassing predicament, through a miscar-
riage of the Government's attempts’ to ef-
fect a compromise with the striking Pro-
duce Exchangers in the leading German
cities, so as to enable the agrarians to have
representatives In the boards of directors
and yet have traders in futures attend the
exchanges regularly as heretofore.

The farmers no longer know what priees
to ask or expect for grain, no market quo-
tations being published. This condition of
things is seriously felt in connection with
new crops especially in the rural districts,
where the small farmers are powerless and
in the hands of unscrupulous speculators.

As a matter of fact the prices paid in
Germany for cereals have declined steadily
since May, and the Government is daily re-
ceiving from thousands of small farmers
vigorous protests against the new law.

Sensational Speech.

Dr. Reimhold of Wiesbaden, the newly
appointed Professor of Social Science at the
University of Berlin, took occasion at a
farewell banquet tendered him to make a
sonsathm:u. speech, ridiculing the Govern-
ment's fear of Socialism. He said that the
method of governing now in vogue in Rus-
sia was a danger for Prussin and for thé
whole of Germany, and predicted that the
German people in the coming elections
would show plainly that they intended to
be ruled no longer as at present. He con-
cluded:

“Monarchism Iis powerless to accomplish
radical reformatory measures. Only a free
people, though one with a strong govern-
ment, can accomplish radical reforms.”

_Hunts for Gold.

“Carmack told us of his intention to
prospect thé Klondike as soon’ as the
salmon season was oyer. ~Four wecks
later,  as we afterward Ieamed, he took
two Indians and started up the stream.
After a few miles of laborious peling
against a rapid current they turned into
the first considerable tributary that
came in from the right. Here conditions
were favorable for prospecting,the water
being shallow, and they found gold in
encouraging quantities on the bars of
the creek. They followed the windings
of this stream for 20 or 25 miles before
they made locations and went to-work.

‘“The results were almost enough to
turn the brain of a prospector who had
searched for many years in the hope of
finding gravel that would yield a few

grains weight of gold to the pan.- Here

TOBONTO, THE ‘CONVENTION CITY,

Toronto possesses unexcelled advant-
ages as a convention city. Our reputa-
tion _as such extemds oyer the whole
continent. The number of tourists and
delegates to Torouto is increasing every
year. The vresent has heen an excep-
tienally prolific season for conventions
in Toronto, and in every idnstance the
visitors have been lavish of praise in
favor of the Queen City as a continental
rendezvous. Having acquired a unique
reputation as a convention city we must
be jealous of the distinction. The re-
ception accorded by our citizens to the
Epworth League people has certainly
been most cordial. Oar visitors will, we
hope, earry home with them pleasant
recollections of their brief  sojourn
among us. There seems to have becn
only one regrettable ,feature in connec-
tion with the convention. Through the
negligence, or lack of foresight, on the
part of those charged with providing
quarters for the delegates some of the

‘I latter unfortunately got into the hands

of disreputable people and were lodged
in questionable houses. We understand
that the committee did mot imspect the
houses of the citizens who offered to
take in delegates and, in consequence of
the neglect of this precaution, there was
considerable grumbling and disappoint-
ment among some of the latter. We
léarn of one case where fifteen gclc-
gates were obliged to leave the house
that had been recommended to them
on account of its dirtiness and ~ the
cheap and nasty flavor that pervaded it.
Such a mistake as this must be avoided
in the future. The committee which
has in charge the housing of delegates
of any convention heréafter ought to
hold themselves persomally responsible
for the character = and - fitness of the
houses which they recommend visitors
to occupy. They can discharge their
duty properly only by personally visit-
ing the houses and satisfying themisel ves
as to their suitability.

We must spare no effort to advertise
the merits of Toronto as a convention
city. It certainly is superior to any
other Canadian city in this respect.
Being a Caradian amd British city, To-
ronto appeals strongly to the people of
the United States as a desirable place
for the holding of conventions. For this
reason we are kikely to have more con-
ventions than fall to the lot of American
cities of equal population and similar
advantages.

INTERESTING MUNICIPAL EXPERIMENT.

The London, Eng., News furnishes
some interesting particulars in regard to
the new plant that has been installed
at Shoreditch for the profitable destruc-
tion of garbage. Hithento it has cost
3s 2d per ton to carry house refuse by
barge, and shot into the sea, Now, this
refuse is to be used as the only fuel for
generating all the electric light and
power required by the district, and, in-
cidentally, for heating water for the
baths and washhouses and for other pur-
poses.

In a word, what was expelled as an
enemy is to be retained as a friend;
what was a source of expense becomes
a source of profit. The group of works
embodying the new principle was form-
ally inaugurated last week. The scheme
has taken years to mature. Work on
the plant was begun in 1895, and on one
and a half acres of ground a dust de-
structor, electric station baths, wash-
houses, technical institute and free li-
brary were erected. It was estimated
that, so far as dust destruction and
selectricity were concerned, the annual
charge (during a certain period) for in-
terest and the repayment of prinicpal
would be £3537, and that the profit on
the sale of the current, together with
the savings connected with the disposal
of refuse, would be £5127. The saving
in coal will make the electricityso cheap
that Shoreditch, which is largely peopled
by artisans, will be supplied with the
current at 6d, per unit for the first two
hours and 4d. per unit afterwards. The
opening* ceremony was held .in a tenti.
Lord Kelvin was conducted from the
platform to the electric lighting station,
where, grasping a handle decorated with
ribbon, he switched on the current. Light
everywhere appeared, and a loud cheer
arose at the instantaneous success of
the new works.

The result of the Shoreditch experi-
ment will be watched with interest by
all munieipalities.

THE MAYOR'S PARK SUGGESTIONS, -

The Mayor has sprung upon the public
a scheme for acquiring three new parks
in different sections of the city. It is
likely that the people would not objoct
to the purchase of two of them upon the
terms submitted, but in regard to the
third its acquisition will not be general-
ly approved of. The offer of the Casatle
Frank property partakes more of the
nature of a gift than of a purchase. In
addition to this its acquisition would in-
volve no big outlay. Tér improvemeént.
It is a natural park as it stands and
money cannot enhancé s beauty., 'The
opportunity of acquiring it under such
favorable conditions as have been sub-
mitted to the Mayor should not be ne-
glicted.. The Leslie-square of 2 1-2
acres possesses some of the largest and
finest trees in the meighborhood of To-
ronto. Like the Castle I'rank prope.ty,
it would require very little outlay for
improvement. ¢ Practically the whole
cost to the city would be the value of
the annuity which it is proposed should
be given in exchange for the propesty.

A few hundred dollars would put the
square ‘intoc excellent shape.

Quite different are the conditions at-
taching to the Manning property in the
northwestern part of the city. Its pur-
chase involves a big and substantial
payment for several years, and, what is
a; worse feature, we do not acquire a
park .even with this outlay. The pur-
chase money, large as it is, will be ex-
ceeded: by the capital required to con-
vert what is mow a treeless commons
into a “West End Horticultural Gy
|dens.” The acquisition of the Manning
property would turn out a costly invest-
ment. The city should not entertain this
proposition. The other two propenties
are cheap, particularly the Castle
Frank location, and no big mistake can
be made in acquiring them.

THE CAR SERVICE TO EXHIBITION PARK.

The inefliciency of the street car ser-
vice to Exhibition Park was again de-
monstrated on Saturday afternoom. It
appears to us the time has arrived when
the Front-strcet tracks shounld be ex-
tonded westward to the Exhibition via
Strachan-avenue bridge. Before long
a popular way of reaching the Island
will be via Queen’s Wharf. The exten-
sion of the Front-street tracks would
accelerate the advent of this overland
route to the Island. The advantage of
a new route to Exhibition Park is ap-
perent.  In addition to this proposal a
spur line should be run down Dufferin-
streot so as to make the Queen-street
route available for Exhibition business.

THE YOKOYN GOLD FIZLDS.

If the proposed * Harvey route” to
the ﬁbhring Sea, advecated by the Sault
Ste. Marie & Hudson'’s Bay Railway
Company, were completed a stampet'ie
would unddfibtedly set in from Ontazio
towards the Yukon country. The news
that comes from Seattle of fabulous
discoveries of gold in that district will
excite public attention to the feasibility
of this proposed Canadian route to Alas-
ka by way of Hudson Bay and the
Mackenzie River. If the reports of the
finds published in this morning’s World
are true, any and every available route
to the new gold fields will be well pat-
ronized. The most recent and valuable
discoveries seem to have been made on
the*Canadian side of the line. As there
is only 175 miles of portage between
Chesterfield Inlet and the Mackenzie
River it would seem that the inland
route through Canada would be an im-
mediate and possible way for reaching
this promising district, where a shovel-
ful of dirt is said to yield $4 in gold.
While it would be unsafe to place im-
plicit reliance in the news that comes
from the Yukon.country it may at least
be said that the reports are not improb-
able. There is mo reason why gold
should not be found as plentifully along
the Yukon River as it was in California
and Australia years ago. It is the duty
of the Canadian Government to see that
law and order is established in the dis-
trict, and to me2t the expense connected
therewith a decent royalty should be
imposed on all the gold taken out. The
miners would gladly pay the royalty if
they were afforded protection. As it is
they are reported as standing guard over
their treasures with revolvers.

ME. SEERMAN LOSING HIS HEAD.
Mr. John Sherman, President McKin-
ley's Secretary’ of: State, has made an-
other bad break. The instructions to
Stewart .L. Woodford, the mew U.S.
Minister to Spain, have been given out
to the press before the Ambassador has
yvet sailed from New York for Madrid.
These instructions, concerning certain
claims against Spain for the death of an
alleged citizen of the United States in
Cuba, are very short and in substanze
insulting and mandatory, and likely to
be resented by the Spanish aunthorities.
The premature publication of the in-
structions allows the Spanish Govern-
ment to prepare its answer thereto be-
fore it is officially aware thereof.

Mr. Sherman is a very old man and
experienced in politics, but apparently
he is not up to the requirements of di-
plomacy. His department ds wofully
lax in the first' requirement "of diplo-
macy, ability to keep quiet and give
nothing away. Some one is blurting out
everything that is done in the State De-
partment.

The only effect of the publication of
Shermar’s insulting letter to Gueat
Britgin in the matter of the seal fish-
eries 'is to further depreciate United
States securities in the English market.

SAGACIOUS SIR WILFRID,

The United States press is citing the
ubilee. speeches of Sir Wilfrid Laurier
to prove that the unity of the British
Pmpire is a fiction. This is the way The
Buffal>  Courier-Record  sizes up his
mission $0 Great Britain. ‘“The saga-
cious Canadian Prime Minister,” says
our contemporary, “wisely declined in
England the suggestion to transform 1t
into something more real. He perceived
thiit any attempt at establishing a real
unity between Great Britain and her
American and Australian colonies would
soon destroy the pleasant and harmless
fiction which is now called ‘British con-
nection’ or ‘Imperial unity.'”

WOMEN’S CLUBRBS,

who takes an interest in clubs,
nothing can be more striking than the
great difference in ‘‘motif” which exists
between a man's club and a woman's.
A man's club has its raison d'etre in
recreation of the milder forms, such =s
lounging, desultory reading, smoking, a
game of whist or billiards. It is a place to
which a man may fly when domestic rela-
tions become -strained, as, unfortunately,
they too frequently do in life; a place of
refuge when wunpleasant relatives, such as
the proverbial mother-in-law, descend like
a wolf on the fold of home; a charming and
desirable spot, where perfectly-cocked éin-
ners may be had in peace, and where no
feminine chatter may rise to disturb the
great thoughts on great subjects, which
are agitating the brain of my Jord and
master,

To one

A man's club is such a delightfully im-
personal place; they tell you quite frankly
that they are not interested in the do-

mestic affairs of the members they meet
at the club; the fact that u« man Is a
member -Is sufficient warrant of his re-
spectability, and, although they gossip quite
freely over their pipes or cigars, they
“don't give a continental’’ whether a man
1s married or single. They take no interest
in the moral or spiritual welfare of 2ach
other, believing that to be each man's own
particular business; they do not see why
they should worry because one memoer 18
an agnostle or a pantheist, neither do they
consider that it is théir duty to convert
him ; that a member has High Chureh
leanings, as opposed” to another’'s Low
Church views, Is to them no matter for
undue anxlety. All cults, literary, religious
or otherwise, are excluded, and, like samnt
Praxed’s Church, beloved of the half-l’agan
art-loving bishop, a man’'s club seems ever
‘‘the place for peace.”

How different it Is with women’'s clubs!
They seem to exist for every reason under
the sun except for simple recreation, or far
places of refuge from worry. They are
founded upon religious, political, education-
al or litérary bases, and each one is more
absurdly serious than the other. It #3
impossible not to be struck with this as
one reads the weekly reports of the varl-
ous women’s clubs in the neighboring re-
public. Instead of being resting places from
the. worry of the world, these women’s
clubs are converted into a sort of forum,
where its evils and sorrows are hauled in
anc discussed with amazing energy ; the
motive of the members ‘1s undoubtedly
admirable and their Intentions good, but
well-intentioned people are too frequently
the bane of life. Imagine flying to a club
for oblivion of domestic worries and anxie-
ties, only to find the woes of the great
world dangled depressingly before you!
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And how they do concern themselves with
the private affairs of their members! The
Woman's Club In Omaha has what is
known as a ‘Visiting Cominfttee, whose
duty it is to look up its members in their
homes, and to take proper actlon In regard
to their joys and sorrows'! Think of our
own National, and picture a committee of
its elegant members going- about on such
“pocket handkerchiefs out” business #s
this!

A Dorchester club has lald out a program
of work for mext winter that.would rival
a stift college cuiriculum in length and
difficulty, and the. very sizht of it I8’
enough to weary one,-body and soul; to
this it has added, with woman-like offl-
ciousness, a list of books and magazine
articles for the summer reading of it8 mem-
bers. ‘‘No spacious and comfortable quar-
ters'' could’atone for such meddling. Imag-
Ine choosing one's reading from *'a list of
the best authors”! And Imagine such a list
posted up in a_man’s club! And think of
voluntarily joining a club, even though it
have “‘commeodious quarters on Clarendon-
street,” whose chief object Is the study of
metaphysics! Think of being weary or
“blue,” flying to your club, where your
dream will be guiet, and coolness and easy
chairs and peace, only to find yourself In
the midst of a group of members, waxing
angry over the hair-splitting arguments
and bewildering abstractions of Kant and
his fellow-metaphysicians! Of this sérious
fad in women’'s clubs, an Old Country
writer has a deliclous paragraph :

““Such things are a new departure in the
development of woman, perhaps necessary,
certainly amusing; but they lack the rea-
sonable basis of the male institution.
Fancy the face of old Towser or McChut-
ney at the ‘Oriental,’” if he found himself
involved in a ‘Musical Tuesday,” on the
ground that It Dbrought people together!
Conjure up the attitude of either of these

to tavor one country more than another.
“T pelieve that the exceptional advantages
Canada is giving to Great Britain are legis-
Jative blunders, and that time-will prove it.
They are opposed to the broad and liberal
laws which seeured to England her exten-
sive foreign trade. With this view I cannot |-
believe that their reciprocity (for sueh it is)
will last for long, and it would be still more
difficult to have exceptional laws favoring
the many nations on the American conti-
nent. 'The exports of these nations are no.t
alike, nor can their produce and manufac-
tures find an cutlet and consumption within
their respective or united boundaries. Eu-
rope must necessarily be sought after by
both North and South America, and it
would be inconsiderate to propose any legis-
lation that would exclude existing equxglit.y
whereby all nations are treated alike. Such
legislation would interfere with p'roduction.

Another Conference Is to
Be Held

AT WASHINGTON THIS FALL

Senator Sherman’s “0ld Isolated

Despatch.”

Misapprehensions oen the Subject—Negotia-
tions Net Retarded by Its Pablication
—Correspondence Betweer the Coun-
tries Concerned Proceeding on Appar-
ently Amicable Lincs—TFhe Comferemce
to Be Merely a Mceting of Experis  for
the Comparing of Notes,

London, July 17.—The report, cabled
on Thursday by the Associated Press,
that an international conference on the
scal controversy would be held at Wasi-
ington in the autumn, is confirmed by
an official paragraph issued to-day by
the British authorities and which will
be printed here to-morrow. The siate-
ment says: =

“The publication of an isolated old
dispateh which has been duly replied to,
much as it may be regretted, has not
retarded the progress of the negotiations
in London. As there seems, however, 1o
be some misapprehension on the subject,
it should be pointed out that in the
communications now passing there is no

| question of altering the regulations now

in force in the Behring Sea or of impos-
ing fresh restrictions.

“Mr. John W. Foster, on behalf of the
United States Government, is urging chat
the experts representing the Govern-
ments interested should meet and com-
pare the results of their investigations
with a view of arriving at an agreed
state of facts. That is the sole object
of the proposed meeting.

“Amn idea that this conference will deal
with the question of revising the regula-
tions is entirely misleading. Conferences
between the representatives of the
United States, Canada and the Koreign
and Colonial offices are proceeding al-
most daily.”

What the Newspapers Say.

The weekly papers take virtually the
same view as the dailies, with reference
to Secretary Sherman’s despatch on the
sealing question.

The Spectator says: “He scolds the
British Government, as if Ministers
were a set of mean, underhand, thiev-
ing scoundrels. It is absolutely essen-
tial that J.ord Salisbury should refuse
to consider the question in any shape
until he has received an apology for
such wanton imputations,”

The Spedker says: “Mr. Sherman is
an old man. We hope for his sake that
the despatch was drafted by some sub-
ordinate, who was for the time being
oppressed by the heat. Its language is
quite strong enough to justify a suspen-
sion of all diplomatic relations, if that
were worth while.” -

Can They Force War?

The Morning Post, editorially, suggest-
ing that _the time would come when a
certain class of Americans would force
war, represents the true conwiction of a
majority of the English people, who
firmly believe that the United States is
seeking a war with Great Britain. An
interesting correspondence concerning
this matter appears in The Morning
Post to-day. One correspondent says:

“People here ‘look with a certain
amount of contempt upon American pre-
tensions, for they are convinced that the
Republie is a mosaie, which could not
stand a heavy shock from the outside.
They are confident that in case of em-
ergency England would do all that was
necessary. Let me say, as one who
knows the Americans well, that they are
not moved by any considerations of kin-
dred, as is so often falsely asserted
in our press on the authority of some
few stragglers among us, whose policy
is to enter society and to be considered
fashionable.

"‘Thf;se ple form only a microsco-
pic minority among their countrymen,
and have neither influence nor ability to
make their ideas prevail at home. The
moment for action will not be four years
hence; it is now. The American navy
is fast growing, and its increase will
make the task imposing. The longer
it is postponed, the more difficult it will

stufly second-class, or wretched steerage.
The decks are free alike to all-to mistress
and mald, to master and man, to colored
«nd white. Thus a curiously motley and in-
teresting gathering of people enjoy sun and
breeze and dimpling lake, the exclusive aris-
tocrat of trade seemingly not more than
the ‘horny-handed son of toll,” or the
somewhat noisy maid than her proudly re-
served mistress,

The Individual who loves not his kind out-
side of his own set, and who cares not to
brush his aristocratic shoulders with the
“great unwashed,’”” and who, therefore, care-
fully avoids all such opportunities of seeing
a happy-go-lucky mingling of all classes
and characters, such-as is afforded by cheap
rate excursions, misses much that is inter-
esting and instructive, and much that wonld
widen his sympathies, and make him more
tolerant of those who, after all, are only
human beings like himself, with but slight-
ly different standards of manners and en-
joyment., He might just as well learn to
be kindly disposed here, for on the last ex-
cursion of all, though he will travel in'a
first-class coffin, while his ruder fellow-sin-
ner must go through steerage in a plain
deal box, ’tis after all old Mother Earth
that gathers both to her bosom, regardless
alike of the culture of the one or the ignor-
ance of the other, There is one event to
all.

Not te us was due the credit of catching

The men wore their soft. felfs
with a jaunty air, and their cigars in the
extreme corner of their lips, with the light-
ed end almost on a level with the eye; that
combination of hat and cigar which gives
a man such an unmistakable though inde-
scribable stamp. It was a rough and tum-
ble business, shocking no -doubt to those
who are wont to take their pleasure less
promiscuously and more quietly, but they
were happy and one had not the heart to
wish them otherwise.
