HAMILTON NEWS
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BIG BUDGET OF BACK TAKES

No Less Than $97,585 Due the Gity,
and Steps Will Be Taken to
Collect the Same-

A COLLECTOR WILL BE SENT OUT,

And a Bailift Will Follow in His
Wake—All Licenses Renewed—
General City News.

Hamilton, April 25.—(Special.)—There 18
no less a sum than $79,685.06 owing to the
city for back taxes, and the Finance Com-
mittee this evening decided on a plan to
recover at least a respectable portion of
the amount. When the tax collector’'s re-
port was presented, revealing this serious
state of affairs, Ald. Walker suggested
that a man be specially detalled to collect
the taxes, ac¢cepting them In instalments,
or in any reasonable way, and that a
permanent bailiff be engaged to follow up
when the law’s stern hand must be made
use of. The committee accepted the pro-
position as a capital solution, and appoint-
ed Ald. Dunp, Walker and Burkholder a
sub-committee to arrange with the tax col-
lector to put the plan in operation.

Of the total sum, the largest items are:
$39,000 for taxes over $100, $30,000 for
taxes under $100, $10,594.38 for sewers,
and $7444.52 for block paving.

The committee considered for a long time
R. Kennedy’s request,thru his solicitor, Mr.
Teetzel, that the city carry out last year's
committee’s intention to purchase his North
End property for $3700. He was willing,
as an inducement, to extend payment over
five years, Instead of four, and reduce the
interest from 6 to 4 per cent,

The City Solicitor said there was not a
clear title to the property, and after more
discussion the matter was referred to Ald.
Waddell, Walker, Nicholson and Burkhold-
er to report on.

It was decided to sign Toronto’s petition
against the Bell Telephone Company’s ap-
plication to Parliament for an increase In
its capital stock.

Junction, after glving exemptlon for ten
years, taxes its factories to liquidate a
debt incurred years previously. Mr. Rice
said he was in favor of exemptlon, altho
he belleved it was wrong in principle. It
increased the taxes of the poorer cttizens,
that the wealthy capitalists might get the
benefit. It was hardly likely that factories
would leave the Junction If they were
taxed; but there would go abroad the im-
pression that the Junction was not liberal,
and~/the inducements from other towns
would leave the town no  pessibility of
getting new factories. The fac-
tories were the mainspring of busi-
ness activity and pald school taxes as
well as indirectly assisting the town by
bringing workmen to it.

Ex-Councillor Jackson Reld saw ruin for
the large number of residents who have
bought houses on the instalment plan, If
the exemption bylaw carried, and Mr, Jes-
sop offered to sell his property at half
what he could have got for it three years
ago, if the councillors pass the bylaw.

Capt. Ross bowed to existing circum-
stancés and favored exemptions, because
other towns forced the Junction to keep
pace with them. Mr. McMulkin objected
to the proposal that two-thirds of the fac-
tory hands should live in the town. If
the manufacturers have freedom, why
shouild not the working man have the
same? he asked. Mr. Colbeck, Mr. Gil-
bert and Mr. Chubb also spoke, as did re-
presentatives from the factories. The se-
cretary of the Munufacturerg’ Assoclavion
will be interviewed, and op Monuay ihe
council will again take up the matter.

W5 DERTH OR RESIGAATION

inspector McKinnon for the Corawal
License District Will Aid
the Government

T0 FULFIL AT LEAST ONE PROPHECY

And at the Same Time Get it Out
of a Predicament by Accepting
a Nominsation,

Cornwall, April 25.—It is reported in
Reform circles here that Mr. McKinnon,
one of the inspectors for this license dis-
triet, will resign his position to contest
the riding in the Liberal interest.

This is said to be the explanation of a

statement made in the Legislature by a
member of the Government, when the dual
ipspectorship was under criticism. 1t was
then announced that within the near future
it was probable that the number of licenses
would be reduced to two. Prominent Lib-
erals here say that this could only be
brought about with safety to the party’s
prospects by two contingencies, either the
death or the resignation of one of the pre-
sent inspectors.

Both men have a big pull with the party.
Mr. Pollock, who resides here, is one of
the local bosses in Reform circles. If his
appointment were touched the local Liber-
al organ, of which he is chief proprietor,
would ax the Ross candidate.

His colleague is equally strong In the
rural part of the riding, and was the sec-
ond choice of the Reform convention at
the last election for the candidate for the
Local House. His nomination would, it is
thought,be a sufficient inducement for him
to resign the inspectorship and fulfil the
Government’s prophecy. ¢

TALKED ON CHEMISTRY.

Canadian Section of the British As-
socintion of Chemical Indus-
tries Advocated.

At the regular monthly dinner and de-

bate of the Canadian Manufacturers’ Asso-
ciation, held last night In the Temple
Cafe, the subject discussed was, *“Chem-
istry Applied to Arts and Manufactures.”

Mr. Ellis, president, occupied the chair,

and about 100 prominent manufacturers
were present. After doing justice to an
excellent menu, the gathering was enter-
tained by Messrs. G. R. Pirie and Henry
P. Thornlow, who rendered a number of
selections.

President Ellis, in opening the proceed-
ings, introduced the speakers of the even-
ing, and referred to the rapid strides being
made in the association. At the next an-
nual meeting he hoped that arrangements
would be made whereby professors of the
big schools of learning could be admitted
to membership in the association. He re-
gretted that the Government did not pay
sufficient salaries to the scientists in their
employ to retain them, Professional men
were leaving the Government every day
to accept positions with private concerns.

Usefulriess of Chemistry.

Prof. Lang of Toronto University, in an
interesting address, pointed out that no
branch of industry could succeed unless
alded by chemistry. To strengthen his
argument he referred to a number of On-
tario manufactures which owed their ex-
istence' to chemistry. In sfeel, pulp and
nickel Industries were good examples of
the results of applied chemistry. Prof.
Lang claimed that the success of chemistry
In any industry would largely depend upon
those employed in its operation. He urged
that the most thoro trained men be em-

One Great Drawback.

Prof. Ellis of the School of Science went
into the history of chemistry before and
after it was regarded as a science. The
Germans were the first to make It a
science, and in so doing led the way. One
great drawback to the taking up of chem-
istry as a science by the young men of the
country was that there are no positions
in which they could use it in- Canada,
Prof. Ellis declared that if the-employers
were secured he would guarantee to supply
them with scientists in chemistry. He also
urged that efforts be made to Interest the
Government in the matter.

Mr. W. S. Goodwin, director of the King-
ston School of Mines, spoke along the
lines of the two previous speakers, believ-
ing that much could be attained by apply-
ing chemistry to arts and manufactures.

Mr. 8. M. Wickétt moved that the Execu-
tive Committee of the Association be in-
structed to take steps for the establish-
ment of a Canadian Section of the British
Association of Chemical Industries. The
motion was carried unanimously. Short
addresses were also made by Mayor How-
land, Mr. J. H. Bowman of the Canadian
Chemical Company, Mr. H. Vanderlinde of\
the Gutta Percha Rubber Works and Mr.
T. H. Bertram.

COMMIITEE CAN JUDGE THEMSELVES

Mr. Ritchie, K. C., is in Doubt in
Regard to the Cook
Charges.

Ottawa, April 25.—On the resumption of
the Cook Investigation Commfttee this
morning Sir Mackenzie Bowell called on
Mr. Ritchie to speak.

Hon. Raoul Dandurand complained not
of Mr. Ritchie, but of those members of
the committee who had had to do with
Mr. Ritchie before the committee met. The
chairman and some members of the com-
mittee had communicated with Mr. Ritchie
betmr the commencement of the proceed-
ings, and up to a certain point Mr. Ritchie
thought that he was representing the
prosecution.

lldectﬁoul Suggestion.
Sir Mackenzfe Bowell wanted Mr. Dan-

durand to speak out. All his communi-

cations with Mr. Ritchie had been as chair-
man of the committee. Senator Kirchhos-
fer thought the suggestion most indecor-
ous.

After some further sparring, Mr. Ritchie
was called.

Mr. Ritchie felt much embarrassed in
his position. If the matter had stood as it
did “when the investigation suspended in
March he should have said that. tho there
was ample evidence of an offer being made
Mr. Cook, yet there was not enough ‘to con-
nect Sir Richard Cartwright with it. He
was not now in that position. Since then
the matter had been re-opened, and import-
ant evidence being produced. -That
evidence was in writing—they ' could
judge of it themselves. Now he could neot
say that there was no evidence to connect
Sir Richard Cartwright with the offer
made to Mr. Cook. Mr. Ritchie spent con-
siderable time in explaining his -position in
regard to Messrs. Preston and Biggs ss
witnesses and reasons for not desiring to
call them. -

Date of Preston’s Letter,

Touching on the charge by Mr. Preston
that the date had been obliterated on his
letter asking an appointment. he pointed
out that when the letter was produced
there were on &t partially ruBbed out
figures. Mr. Blake had noticed this, and
he read from: the evidence showing that
it was explained at the time. Those pen-
cil figures now seemed to have disappear-
ed. Mr. Preston swore that he saw that
letter afterwards, that he saw the let-
ters ‘I, “U” on it. These letters now
seem to have disappeared. Mr. Ritchie
renewed his statement that, had the mat-
ter stood where it did in March, he
must have said that there was nothing to
show that Sir Richard was aware of the
negotiations between Cameron and Cook.
Now the matter had materially altered,and
he expressed no opinion.

There was nothing to connect
him, with, or show that he was aware of
these negotiations. 5

The Wounded Believed to Number
100—Fire Followed the Awful

Explosion.

Frapnkfort, April 25.—The boilers of the
Griesheim Electro-Chemical Works, near
Griesheim, exploded this afternoon,uand the
factory caught fire. Fifty persons are
reported to have been kl.lled and 140 in-
jured. The three boilers of the works ex-
ploded. The explosion was audible here.
The Frankfort fire engines, fire escapes
and ambulances have gone to the scene of
disaster.

BELL TELEPHONE BILL.

Desire lxprened' to Amend Act of
1892 So That Rates May Be
Changed Only by Cabinet.
Ottawa, April 25.—At the Commiite€ on
Banking and Commerce this morning the
bill to increase the capital of the Bell
Telephone Company from $5,000,000 to $10,-

000,000 came up.
Mr. Fullerton, Corporation Counsel for

Toronto, appeared for four cities and num-
erous towns, and said that for some time
the Bell Telephone Company had gradual-
ly increased their ates. In Toronto the
company had charged for house telephones,
which should be $25, as much as $35, $50
and $65; the remt for business telephones
was $45, yet $55, $85 and $150 had been
charged. He asked that the bill be amend-
ed by Inserting clauses providing that the
company should be bound to furnish tele-
phones on application to premises situate
on highways on their telephone routes and
limiting the rate to be charged, which can-
not be increased without the consent of
the Goyernor-in-Council.

Mr. Sise represented the company, and
declined to answer Senator Miller's ques-
tion if he was willing to have the act of
1802 amended, so as to carry out the in-
tention of Parliament that the rates should
not be increased without consent of the
Governor-in-Council. Senator Miller de-
clared the bill should not pass without this
amendment to the aet of 1892.

Next Thursday the bill comes wp again.

MUST BE TRIED FOR HIS LIFE.

Lawyer Patrick of New York is
Charged With the Murder of
Mr. Rice.

New York, April 25.—The indictment
against Albert T. Patrick for murder In
the first degree was handed up to-day.
Patrick is charged with the murder of
Willlam Marsi Rice. There are ten counts
In the indictment. .

Patrick is charged directly !with the
murder, Charles F. Jores, the valet, being
ignored altogether.

The first count charges Patrick with ad-
ministering chloroform to Rice, making

him deathly sick, and causing death. The |

other counts substitute mercury for chloro-
form and refer to an unknown poison, and
to all combined as the cause of death.
Patrick is Indicted also on a charge of
fcerging four cheques. On the Patrick wili,
so called,execnted gnue 30, 1900, all three
men, Short, Patrick and Meyers, Aare
charged with forgery In the first degree.

COAL DUTY MUST STAND.

Deputation Waited on Sir Michael
Hicks-Beach to Protest, But Got
Little Encouragement.
London, April 256.—Replying to a numer-
ous and influential deputation represent-
ing coal owners, miners, shippers and
merchants, to-day assembled to protest
against the export duty om coal, the Chan-
cellor of the Exchequer, Sir Michael
Hicks-Beach, declared he had no inteation
of dropping the coal tax. He had already
admitted that there ought to be some ex-
emption in the cases of existing contracts,
and thought that on the second reading of
the Budget Bill he ought to be in a posl-
tion to announce the terms upom which

exemption would be given.

NO MORE CHEQUE-RAISING.

How G. A. Winton Might Have Been
Baulked—A1 Efiectual Preven-
tive Discovered.

If the recent successful cheque-raising
forgeries of G. A. Winton in this city have
been of no other public benefit, they have
brought into notice a remarkable little
machine appropriately named the Protecto-
‘graph.

An enterprising American firm has invent-
ed a little machine which stamps any
limit upon a cheque in a manner that ab-
solutely prevents alteration. By a simple
turn of € dial and pressure of a lever, the
Protectograph prints the desired limit
across the face of the cheque, not gnly in
figures, bpt also in plain, distinct Roman
letters.

PRISONERS SENT FOR TRIAL

Preliminary Investigation Into Three
Charges Preferred by County
Police Concluded Yesterday
N N

BEFORE  MAGISTRATE ELLIS.

Provincial Detective
,What Was Found at
Hamilton Last June.

The preliminary Investigation Into the
three charges preferred by the county au-
thorities against Frank Rutledge, Fred
Lec Rice and Thomas Jones was concluded
yesterday afternoon before Magistrate
Ellis at the old Court House, the prisoners
being committed for trial at the General
Sessions, which open at the City Hall on
Tuesday, May 14. It was charged that
the three men, on the night of May 22, or
early on May 23, 1900, broke into the post-
office at Aurora and stole stamps, $55 In
cash and mining stock certificates of the
mines Golden Star, Monte Cristo, Lillle
May, Nest Egg, Vulcan, Silver Bell, Rass-
land, Red Mountain and California Con-
It was further charged that
they had stolen the horse Altoneer, a cart
snd harness from Philip G. Button of
Stouffville, and that they had robbed the
private bank eof J. L. Ross at Aurora of
$581.85.
Horse Was Recovered.

Fhilip G. Button, the owner of the stol-
en horse, was the first witness examined
yesterday afternoon. Me saild he brought
the horse and sulky to the Queen’s Hotel
at Aurora from Stouffville on the night of
May 22 last. The horse and vehicle dis-
appeared during the night and were
found the following morning by Albert Al-

{ bin in front of his home at 85 Summerhill-

avenue. Mr. Albin told of finding the
horse and rig and also to taking them to
Britnell's stable. The tracks of
vehicle clearly indicated that the horse
had been driven down Yonge-street from
the north. The tracks of a bicycle were
also visible on the road.

Joseph Richards, a laborer, who was
employed at the house of George Robin-
son, Summerhill-avenue, at the time the
robtbery, swore that he found a I ver
marked T.P.F. on the morning of May 23.
He picked the weapon up near his em-
ployer's home and it exploded. Finding
that it was loaded, he discharged the re-
mainder of the cartridges, after which ne
handed it over to the detectives engaged
on the bank robbery ecase. .

Evidence of Detectives.

Detective Harrison testified to having
seen Rutledge and Rice on three occasions
about the time of the robberies at 488
Yonge-street, then a restaurant conducted
by Charles Rutledge, brother of the pri-
soner. The officer also saw the prisoner
Rice on Queen-street on the night of May
23, when he was accompanied by a young
lady. Detective Harrison said he had
searched the rooms at the restaurant oc-
cupied by the prisoners. In the room used
by Rautledge and Rice, 137 two-cent and
9 purple stamps were found, which were
believed to be part of the proceeds of the
robbery at the Aurora postoffice. In the
room occupied by the prisoner Jones and
the fourth man concerned in the robberies
were discovered some receipts for clothes
made by William Myers, the Yonge-street
tailor, a quantity of copper wire, a rail-
road time-table and a portion of a box of
cartridges. Detective Harrison also swore
that he had the restaurant under his ob-
servation on the night of the robberies at
Aurora. He watched the place ¢losely
from 7 to 8 o'clockj and then went away,
returning again at 10 o’clock and remain-
ing for an hour and a quarter. During
that time he never saw any of the prison-
ers, the rooms used by them being in dark-
ness. On the following night there was
light burning in each room. Barrister L.
C. Robinette, counsel for the prisoners, In
cross-examination, pointed out to the wit-
ness that he swore in an arfidavit used In
Qw extradition proceedings that
watched the place closely from 7.45 te 11
o’clock, but the officer stuck to his evi-
dence given yesterday.

The most
conspieuous . movements of the day were
distinctly the outgrowth'of the current
conviction that the perfecting of the Bur-
lington deal will be followed by similar
arrangements on the part of other rafiroad
systems as an offset. The grangers. Pa-
cifics and Southwesterns therefore played
a prominent part in the trading. The mar-
ket strength of some of the Eastern trunk
lines was supposed to be associated with
the movement of the Western lines, The
rise in Atchison extended to 4%. in the
referred to 3, in B. & O. to , and in

Pennsylvania to 2%. The advance in North-
ern Pacific was yesumed after a lengthy
period of comparative gquiet, apparently
on the theory that it was entitled to rise
with Union Pacific. Union Pacific itself
was at one time 2-8 over last night, and
twice receded below last night, closing
with a net gain of only a fraction.

The strength of Southern Pacific was due
to the supposition that it will share in
any advantages which accrue to Union Pa-
cific. The official denials which were given
out of many of the rumors of yesterday
and to-day were without the slightest ef-
fect on the market. z

J. J. Dixon has the following this even-
ing from Ladenburg, Thalmann & Co.,
New York:

Higher prices from London gave a stimu-
lus to the market this morning, and ad-
vances were quite general in the initial
prices. The market during the day was
characterized by eccentric movements in
a number of the leading stocks, one of the
most noteworthy of which was a quick rise
in Rock Island, which was not fully held.
The tone of the market was strong thru-
out, even the authoritative denial that a
deal was in progress involving the Union
Pacific having no general effect. The high-
est price for the stock, however, was made
in the early trading. B. & O. issues were
also very strong again. St. Paul had a
good advance, and the Chicago, Terminal
issues moved up sharply, and reacted as
quickly. S. P. was very active, making
the record price. Chicago Great Western
was a feature in the last hour, when the
general list was quiet. The official an-
pouncement of the terms of the Burlington
deal passed unnoticed as regards any ef-
fect on the stock, which was ne
glected in the late trading. The an-
uouncement of the deposit of more than
two-thirds of the Boston and Montana and
the Boston and Butte stocks was followed
by a good recovery. Amalgamated smelt-
ers sold down after the injunction had been
granted, and rallied féébly. Sugar and
Tobacgo neglected. The new steel stocks
were stronger on moderate trading. Lon-
don sold probably on balance. Demand
sterling, $4.88%.

The street is speculating on the amount
of gold the British war. loan will draw
from New York, and it is pointed out
that a much smaller New York subscrip-
tion eight months ago caused the ship-
ment of $15,200,000 gold to London in a
single month.

Word has been received in Wall-street
that J. Pierpont Morgan has just disposed
of a big block of United States Steel stock
in London. The exact amount could not
be ascertained, but it is reported as being
‘in the neighborhood of $20,000,000. An-
other block of about the same size will
follow, it is said. &
