T0 HAVE SUPERANKUATION FUND.

And Permanent Quarters—Associs-
tion is Prosperous—Election of
Officerw,

Never in its history has the . To-
rontp Teachers’ Association been in as
flourishing a condition ag it is at pre-
sent. The two days' convention, which
closed Saturday afternoon, proved most
satisfactory in every way. More in-
terest was taken this year than ever
before, and the treasurer's statement
shows a Substantial balance on the
right side of the ledger. i

Credit is due Miss H. Johnston, the
retiring president, for a great deal of
the prosperity ofsthe association, Miss
Johnston has worked hard to bring

the association to its present state of

efficiency, and retires with the good

will and regard of all its members,
Story of Pablic Schools,

J. M. Godfrey, chairman of the Pub~
lic School Board, was the principal
speaker of the morning session. He
took for his subject, ~The Story of the
Public School.” Mr. Godfrey has made
a special study of this topic, and was
thoroly familiar with the subject. in
opening he spent some time in tracing
the development of the Public school
from its inception,
very little taught but the rudimentary
arithmetic and a little spelling and
reading, up to the present-day schools
containing classes from the kindergar-
ten to the fifth book commercial class,
The speaker gave a graphic descrintion
of the development of the school build-
ing from the little log cabin of a
hundred years ago, to that of the Pub-
lic school of three-storeys and twenty
rooms of to-day. He then spoke of
the great change in the teacher, in
the schools. From the crude organism
which existed one hundred years ago he
followed along the line of development
thru the various stages of growth and
improvement to the present day of all
grades and classes. He thought his
address might readily be termed the
“origin of species.”

First School in 1785,

Dr. James Stuart.’ he said, was the
first man to establish a school in Up~-
per Canada. This was in 1783, when
a school was founded in_the City of
Kingston. . It was at this same time
that Governor Stmcoe decided to aid
the introduction of Public schools with
state finances. He proposed. that a
grammer school and. university should
be built in each ‘of the eight districis
into which the province was then di-
vided, granting for the purpose 500,
000 acres of land. . Eight grammar
schools were established in 1808, and
in 1816 a Common 8cheol Act -was
passed appropriating a grant of $24,-
000 yearly for division among the
different schools so established and ac~-
cording to their average attendance.
This act was the signal for a long
struggle -between two factions known
as the popular party and the family
compact.” The latter party were op-
posed to common schools in the le-
ginning, and as it was composed of
members of the most influential fainil-
fjes and - controlled the legislature,
every effort to increase the efficiency
and capacity of the common schcols
was blocked. The grant was reduced
in 1820 to $10,000, and from that time
on only small sums were granted.

Dr. Ryerson’'s: Advent.

The advént of Dr. Ryerson into the
position 'of - superintendent of educa*
‘tion was what saved the Public achool.

t Prof. J. Goggin, M.A., was well 1e~
{ ceived in his address on “Dr. Arnold
as a Model Teacher.”* He dealt chiefly
with the life and work of the great
man, and of the great influence he had
been in the educational world.

Nature Study.

In the afternoon Dr. James Fleichor,
entomologist in the . Central Exper:-
| mental Farm ‘at Ottawa, gave a.inost
interesting and instructive addres=
upon the subject of nature study. Dr,
Fletcher is well able to handle such
a subject, ags he has given the past
number of years to the stury of hirds,
plants+and insects. His theory is that
the child in school should be taught
to think and know more of what is
growing round about him. He criticiz-
ed the Jack of knowledge in this re
 spect.. Few -children there were who
did mot kill every spider they came
across, simply from ignorance and
from the fear of the insect. Spiders
were not harmful, a great many of
them in fact being of great good in the
house, in ridding the house of the pest
of flies in summer. This was the
theme the speaker took thruout his
talk, advocating the study of nature
and everything connected with it,

 FOR REVISION OF TARIFE

Believes Sentiment ' in
Strongly Favors the
Doctrine.

Ontario

Dttawa, March 21.-—(Spec‘a].)--C. B.
Heyd, M.P., Brantford, believes with
Mr. Fielding that the tariff schedules
of the Canadian Manufacturers’ As-
sociation should not be accepted “in
confidence,” but should be inade pub=
lic so that the members of the House
and the people of Canada might know
what is desired.

He believes the gentiment in the Pros
vince of Ontario is strongly in favor
of a revision of the tariff along the
lines of higher protection. He him-
self has been called a high protectionist
by the Conservatives, but he does rot
yearn for that btiglee He is a free
trader where the “conditions of trade
are fit for it, and he is a protectionist
where Canadian products are being un-
justly competed with by foreign pro-
ducts. He is strongly against discrim=
ination, and would put up the tariff
as high as it is in the United States
if Canada is in danger of being a
slaughter market for United States
goods to the detriment of Canadian.
In a word he believes that the Cana=
dian market should be kept for Cana-
dians; where a product is made valu-
able to any large degree by the ap=
plication of Canadian labor that pro-
duct should be protected against Unit-
ed States unjust competition. He is
a protectionist, not for protection’s
sake, but for the sake of the whole
country.

Guelph Mercury : No definite con-
('lusig)n has been come to as yet re-
garding the cause of Wednesday's rail-
way wreck, but one or two interesting
p!mses of the situation are worth re-
viewing. “My work is a matter of con-
science,” said one of the section. fore~
men.  “How would T have felt, with
a number of those injured people be-
rating me and other railway men ofter
that wreck, if I had known that it
was thru my neglect that the accidant
had happened ? No, we have some
feelings in the matter. We recognize
that not nlone does: the safety of hun-
dreds and thousands of utter strang-
ers to us depend upen the faithfulness
of our work, but. that the lives of cur
fellow emrloyes are in our hands, and
among these employes dare our friends,
often our relatives, sometimes our ‘own
boys. If we have any feelings of hu- |
munity in us at all, let. alone :ny
| conscience, we will not run any risks.
i In a climate like ours, T have known
the ground to be raised four inches by
the frost, and, when the hard winter
is over, we pray for steady rains to
take the frost out fairly evenly. We
have to aeccommodate the roadbed to
the rails as the frost is going out in
{ the spring, and as it is going in in the
early winter. The car inspector is in
the same situation. as we are: he knows
that the safety of his fellow employes
depends on his care of the running
gear, and he is not likely to skimp his
work.”
