CANADIAN HEADQUARTERS IN
- FRANCE, via London, April 3.—In the
early morning of March 27 an assault
was made on a section of the German
defences by a British division imme-
diately on the left of the Canadian
corps. As a preliminary to the at-
tack several large mines were success-
fully fired under a salient in the Ger-
man lines, severely damaging the
enemy's trenches and causing him
numerous casualties.

Under cover of a very heavy artil-
lery fire, the attacking troops ad-
vanced and  succeeded in capturing
the two lines of German trenches con-
stituting the salient. The length of
the front trench seized was approxi-
mately 600 yards, and the British
troops established themselves on a
new front line at one point as much
a8 400 yards in front of their original
positions.

In the course of the fighting, which
continued for several hours, heavy
casualties were inflicted on the enemy
and flve officers and 195 other ranks
were taken prisoners. Many of the
prisoners were passed back thru the
Canadian lines,

i Canadian Guns Aided. .

Thruout the attack the Canadian
artillery and trench mortar batteries
co-operated in the covering bombard-
ment. A continuous barrage by
shrapnel and high explosive shells was
placed on all the roads and tracks in
rear of the German lines, effectively
holding back the enemy supports. In

NOTE ISSUED AT PARIS

Protesting Countries Told That

Hague Rules Permit
Searching Post.

PARIS, April 3, 1055 p.m.—The
French and British Governments thru
the diplomatic representatives today
handed their joint memorandum to
the American and other neutral gov-
ernments, explaining their policy with
regard to the examination of mails, in
response to requeata“that mic'l.n_»gg'-’
planation be made to eertain neutral
powers.

The note declares that the govern-
ments will, for the present, continue
to abstain from seizing and confiscat-
ing on the seas genuine letter mail,
but points out that the inviolability of
mails stipulated by The Hague con-
vention of 1907 in no way affects the
allies’ right to examine and, if there
be occasion, to stop and seize mer-
chandise disguised as mail matter in
sacks.

With regard to parcels mail the
memorandum states that from the
point of view of their right of exam-
ination and eventua! seizure, mer-

chandise shipped as mail in parcels
has not and will not be treated differ-
ently from merchandise shipped in
any other way.

The memorandum has been present-
ed to the governments of all the neu-
trals whose mails have been inter-
cepted.

Jt denies that the allies copied or
censored any legitimate postal corre-
spondence. The examination of the
Danish steamer Hellig Olav, which
was taken into Kirkwall, has just been
completed by the British authorities,
but not in time for this case to be
included in the memorandum.

1t is officially stated that in the
second-class mails carried by the
‘Hellig Olav were found considerable
quantities of sample rubber gloves
and dental rubber done up in news-
papers.

It is also stated that cereals, coffee,
tea, cocoa, sausages, condensed milk,
soap, lard, olive oil, innumerable
small packages of dried fruit and
chocolate, and three large packages
of bacon were found in a later post.

“That no resident of Toronto will
hereafter be insured by this eity who
shall enlist in any infantry battalion,
artillery battery or other military org-
anization outside of the city for active
overseas service, while any unit of ths
same branch of military service is ne
ing recruited in Toronto, but this pro-
vision shall not apply to any officer,
non -commissioned officer, or vprivate
who may be transferred or appointed
for: service elsewhere by the proper
authority.”, . .

“This will ci€ sut many of our young
men who have to go to Kingston to
joln an artillery battery.”  declared his
worship, “and three-quarters of the 34th
Rattery are Toronto men who had to
go to Kingston for the¥ training.” He
mowved that the resolution be struck
out: 4+

Toronto’s Position.

Ald. MacGregor: “Many of our
voung men have enlisted with units
outside the city whose parents have
been paying taxes in the city for
twenty years. It would be a territie
thing to cut those young men off with-
out giving them the same privileges.
as othérs have received.”

Controller Cameron urged the adop-
tion of the resolution, in the belief that
the measure would aid battalions re-
cruiting in the city, that grants were
being made by the city for the very
purpose, He declared: “When war
broke out Toronto wanted to do the
hest it could to aid recruiting.

Had those in power at that time been
able to sée ahead they would not have
done what was then done. The fact
that recruiters come to Toronto from
outside units and tell the young men
that they will be insured is a suffi-
cient basis upon which to adopt the
resolution. 1 don’t want to do any-
thing that will hinder recruiting, or
even in a small way prolong the war,
but I am representing the people of
Toronto, and there is mnot another
municipality in the country doing
what we are doing. 1 stated when
the matter was up that we should in-
sure the soldiers to establish a fund
to take care of the dependents of sol-
diers, but weé have sent money to the
States, to England and to Scotland
because men have been Kkilled.”

Stop Outside Units.

The controller thought that in view
of the fact that the factories were be-
ing handicapped on account of a
shertage of men it was time to
put a stop to outside units being re-
cruited in the city, and more especial-
ly as there were enough city bat-
talions recriuiting. He stated that he
had asked the minister of militia to
deflne the district so that a stop conld
be put to recruiters coming from Per-
IIn, when the people in that city were
not loyal enough to support the cause.
“We have to do something,” he con-
tinued. “Our war pay has reached
tremendous proportions and we are
varrying a liability of $20,000,000 in

Toronto and not go to people who are
well off. “It was never intended for
anything else,” he declared. “Why
should the people of Toronto be asked
to give, give, give because they were
led into this thing by the city council
of Toronto ?”
Hold Men Like Grim Death. *

In answer te-a'gquestion from Ald. |

Maguire the controller said that Ber-
lin was holding on to its men like |
grim death because they have con-
tracts from Ottawa. Are they re-
cruiting? No! They send recruiters
down here to get men from Toronto.
The very fact that we have made
recruiting popular has had the effect
of depopulating our productive plants,
and if we allow outside units to comie
in and recruit it only makes the pres-
sure on our industries the greater.”

Ald. Robbins wanted to have artil-
lery batteries excluded, as the men
had to go to Kingston to take their
course, il ;

Ald. Ball favored the resolution, as
it would not affect anyone having al-
ready enlisted.

Controller Thompson thought the
matter should be left over until the
new city treasurer, Thomas Bradshaw,
came into office, when all financial
matters in connection with the war
would be taken up. He also thought it
would- be unfair to the 500 or 600
young officers, many of whom would
have to join outside units in order to
get commissions.

Protect Toronto.

Ald. McBride saw no reason for not
adopting the resolution, declaring that
it would protect recruiting in Toronto
and help the Toronto-units. “Toronto
has no right to insure men going to
outside points when those places don’t
insure their own men. We should pro-
tect those that have gone, but from
now on we should stop young men
from going to outside-units.”

Controller Cameron here stated thdt
he had found that Hamilton was do-

‘ing what Toronte had intend®d to do.

Only those soldiers were insured who
had dependents, and the insurance was
to go into a general fund for the care
of the latter. No civic employes were
given pay except in cases where it
was absolutely necessary to provide
for those left at home.

Ald. Maguire characterized the
whole discussion as a matter of split-
ting hairs, and believed that all young
men who were willing to serve their
King and country should be treated
allke. “I am not going to be record-
ed as voting against those young men
who see fit to join some outside unit.”

Just Imagine.

Ald. McBride: “Imagine if you can
a Toronto young man going to an out-
side battalion and joining with the
men in a town where they have to en-
list without insurance.”

Ald. Hiltz: “We are spending money
to assist our battalions in recruiting,
and we should do all.we can to in-
sure getting the men.”

The resolution was wdopted on a
vote of 16 to 6,

Considerable _discussion was also
given to-a resolution from the board,
recommending that payment of wages
to employes of the city enlisting for
active service be discontinued, the
same not -to affect those having ap-
plied prior to April 3, the resolution
carrying with little opposition,

In opening the debate on this item,
Controller O’'Neill declared that the
services of civic officials were as
necessary as it was for soldiers to go
to the front. He expressed himself as
always being willing to further re-
cruiting, and thought that the council
had done well, but he didn't want to
see the city services affected by past

should have no hesitation in adopt-
ing the resolution.

Piling Debt on City.

Controller Foster: We have been bo-
nusing men to be loyal and piling debt
upon the city.

Ald. Hiltz and Graham also favored
the resolution, but thought it should
be dated April 8 instead of March 21,
and this change was made,

Controller Foster made the opening
attack on:the grants recommended for
the overseas battalions in Toronto,
which totaled $29,000. He thought the
city had been very generous as com-
pared with other municipalities and the
government itself. He declared that
the requests came from janior officers,
and that the privates had no share in
the money at all. He was also at a
loss to know why the money was re-
quired for recruiting, when most of
the battalions were up to full strength.
He wanted to know why the battalions
should compete with one another in
recruiting and have rooms alongside
of one another for the purpose, and
then call upon the city to pay.

“The city is committed to an ex-
penditure on account of the war of
$2,678,931, and I think it is time for
us to go slow,” continued the control-
ler. “If things were desperate and we
could get nothing frem the government
I would give every dollar, but it hasn’t
got to that point yet, and the govern-
ment is able to do the work it has un-
dertaken.” The controller thought too
many small items were being charged
to capital account and spread over 15
or 20 years. He was for being gener-
ous when occasions demanded it, but
objected to paying attention to requests
for grants from every petty - officer
that came along.

Ald. Beamish objected to making
any further grants, declaring that no
cne had any idea what the money was
for. He stated that one battalion
bought its band instruments in the
United States when they might have
been purchased in Toronto.

In urging the aldermen to pass the
grants Mayor Church stated that it
cost about $15,000 to equip and recruit
one battalion, and in 1915 the city had
cnly given $15,780 toward the recruit-
ing of them all. He also pointed out

All Must Help. i

Controller Cameron was adamant in
the stand he took at the meeting of the
board of control. He was convinced that
the arguments he. used at first against
the grants were correct. ‘I am in aec-
cord with and will give help to those who
are recruiting in the city now and tnoss
who recently completed théir battalions,
he said. “The City of Toronto has con-
tracted a-debt and it .should discharge it
honorably.” - He was of the opinion that
the people of Canada @5 3 Whole should
pay the expenditures incurred ih the
prosecution of the war, as it was. the
whole of Canada that was. ta be saved.
“While we belieye.  that: the Dominion
Government should give grants, yet we
also miust help. If the government does
not recognize- its -responsibility . in this
regard, we -must,” he said.

that his one desire was to.be fair, but
at the same time he would not vote for
pocket money being handed out to the
regiments. ‘“As far as my business judg-
ment is concerned it would be prostituted
by a vote in favor, but this is not busi-
ness—this is war, and we must see the
whole thing thru,’”” he concluded.
Favored Grants. ;

“Is this money for recruiting
purposes?” asked Alderman Robbins, and
on being answered in the affirmative
he said that he thought grants shouid
be made to those at present recruiting
and those who have just completed. In
his opinion money should be given to the
following battalions: 134th, 166th, 169th,
170th, 180th, 198th, 201st, 204th, 216th and
the 123rd and the 124th. As the 126th
Peel Regiment and the 127th and 220th
were being recruited outside of the city
he did not think they were entitled to
anything.

Alderman Ramsden said that any man
who attempted to criticize war, ex-
penditures was likely to be misrepresent-
ed and misunderstood. ' Everybody want-
ed to see the Hun crushed as soon as
possible, but he maintained that the
crushing would have to be accomplished
without needless waste of money. ‘“T'his
is a national war—national responsibility
and national repayment,” he declared.
‘“The cost should be borne equally by
every one all over the country, Halifax
must pay as much in proportion as 'I'o-
ronto, and above all Toronto must have
a fair .deal.” In. pointing out that ex-
travagance did not make the boys any
dearer to those at home, he referred io
the fact that many of the boys now
fighting in France would return after the
war injured. and many of them in-
capacitated. That was the time when
the -monéy would be needed, and he
urged the council to see that it conserved
all the money it could for this time.

Ball’s Opinions.

Alderman Ball maintained that the
government was responsible for a great
deal, but it was by no means assuming
Its responsibility by allowing municipali-
ties to make grants in the manner they
were. In stating that the government
had a precedent for this procedure he
referred to the way the Red Cross cam-
paign had been conducted, both in Great
Britain and Canada. Speaking directly
of recruiting, he said: “We all have our
ideas regarding the way in which re-
cruiting is being conducted in the city,
but I think the method followed is wrong.
There are too many units being formea
at the same time; we have men walking
around the streets getting recruits who
should be training for service. ‘There
should only be one or two battalions
forming at the same time.” He was in
favor of the whole recommendation or
none at all. In conclusion he said that
after the war there would be an in-
demnity paid by the Germans and Canada
should be reimbursed for the expendi-
tures made to carry on the war.

Alderman Graham did not wholly sup-
port the recommendation, but thought
that the units being recruited in the city
at the present time should receive some
kind of a grant.

Wanted Itimized Accounts.

After stating that the debste had
given an-enormous amount of seope for
patriotic and other kinds of 8peaking,
Controller O’Neill said that, while they
were all in favor of grants being made
to battalions, yet they should not lead
officers and men to believe that they
could come to the city hall with all kinds
of requests for money and have them
granted.. “I am sorry to say that bat-
talions have been organized at the spe-
cidl recuests  of certain officers—why, I
am not at liberty to say. I want to be
generous. I'm going to assist who de-
serve it, but I want itimized accounts,
and that is what we cannot get,”” he said
“You started in wrong and unless you
rectify the swrong vou will finish up
wrong.” The controller then moved that
Lgrants of §1060 should be made to the
following battalions: I170th, 180tH; 198th,
201st, 204th, 208th, 216th and 220th.

Merely Pocket Money.

Ald.. Gibbons: *“Is this amount going
to shorter the war one day or save one
life? I don’t think so. “‘So long as you

want to vote money so long will the Do-
minion Government and the Provincial
Legislature let you.”

TO START CIVIC BAKERY

The British official communication is-
sued yesterday says :

“Yesterday one of our aviators shot
down a German machine in the neigh-

borhood of Lens. Another aviator at-
tacked and drove off five hostile ma-
ctl:lnes after a close combat with two :of
them.

“This morning early, at St. Eloi, we
attacked a crater which had been held
by the Germans since March 30.. The
crater was captured, and our line was
established beyond it. We toock 84 pris-
oners, including four officers.

“The artillery on both sides has heen
active in this neighborhood today.’”

French.

The French offigial communication, is-
sued by the war office last night, reads:

‘“‘Between Soissons and Rheims we car-
ried out concentrated fires against the
German organizations north of the Butte
wood and Mount Sappigneul.

‘“In the Argonne our batteries violent-
ly bembarded the west corner of the
Avocourt wood. An enemy blockhouse
was destroyed and a munition depot
blown up.

‘“West of the Meuse the Germans
launched yesterday at the end of the day
a vigorous attack, between Haucourt and
Bethincourt, against our positions on the
north bank of the Forges brook, -which
we had evacuated, withdrawing to the
south bank in the night of March 31-
April 1 without the enemy perceiving it.
Surprised by a violent fire directed from
our new positions and a flanking fire
from Bethincourt, the enemy forces suf-
fered ‘heavy losses without ‘having been

1 able to fight.

“Today the bombardment was quite
violent in the region of Bois Bourrus,
but there was no infantry action.

“East of the Meuse our counter-at-
tacks developed success. In the course
of the day we drove back the enemy as
far as the northern outskirts of the
Calillette wood and to the north of the
Vaux pond. A last counter-attack, par-
ticularly spirited, enabled us to reoccupy
the west part of the Village of Vaux,
which we had evacuated.

‘“In the Woevre there was intense ar-
tillery activity im the Moulainville sec-
tor.

“In retaliation for the bombardment of
Dunkirk by a zeppelin last night, thirty-
one allied aeroplanes dropped on the
enemy cantonments at eyem, Kessen,
Terrest and Houthulst 83 shells of large
calibre. Last night one of our squadrons
bombed the station at Conflans.

‘“Today numerous aerial combats were
fought with success in the region of
Verdun. Our aviators brought down four
German aeroplanes; other. enemy ma-
chines took to flight or were forced to
land.”

“There was slight artillery activity.
In reprisal for the bombardment of Dun-
kirk by a zeppelin, our aeroplanes, in
concért with French machines, bombed
énemy cantonments.’”’

Noble Mabel Dearmer Gave Up
Her Life in Service of
Her Country.

RELATED AT MEETING

Daughters of the Empire Yester-
day Heard Story of Great
Devotion.

.Miss Ferguson touched upon the life
of Mrs. Dearmer as an artist and wri-
ler, and gave a very vivid picture of
yhg season of 1914, when she was en-
Joying all the delights of English coun-
try life, thinking of nothing more seri-
ous than the entertainment of her
week-end friends from London and her
preserving of the plums which purpled
the ground in the richness 57 a luxuri-
ant crop.

" Then came a card from her second
youngest son, who. was perfecting him-
self in languages in France. The card
announced that he was coming home
to enlist. About the same time she
received word from Stephen Gwynn,
who is now her biographer, and who
wrote 10 her from the house of com-
x_ntu':ne: “There is war and we are in
it.

Assisting Refugees,

The rest of the story deals with her
work in London in the matter of as-
sisting Belgian refugees by producing
plays for their benefit, and by per-
sonal service in the way of locating
the exiles in various English homes,
One morning her husband, an English
clergyman, annocunced that he was
going to Serbia. She at once made up
her mind and said she would go, too.
The second son had previously enlist-
ed. She managed. to secure an ap-
pointment as an orderly with the Sto-
hart Hospital, and the description of
this part of her life, as told in. her
letters, is wonderfully fascinating, the
grayness and sordidness of life in the
kitchen of a military hospital being
brightened by flashes of quaint humor,
and a frankness in the telling which
makes things vividly real. Finally this
heroic English woman “knocked un-
der with this fever, typhoid,” as she
herself expresses it—then came the
end, briefly chronicled by her biogra-
pher, when he says “Mabel Dearmer
died at Kragujevatz, July 11, 1915.”
Beside this is another chronicle:
“Christopher Dearmer died at Suvla
Bay, Oct. 6, 1915. Mother and son had
nobly made the supreme sacrifice
within a few months of each oth .'f/’"\

“Letters From a Field Hospital,
charming vocal numbers were sung by
Mrs. John Walker, accompanied on the

PAYNENT OF TEACHERS
ENISTIVG FORSERVEE

The Question Has Become Vex-
ed One With the Board of
Education.

CITIZENS WHO SUFFER

Trustee Vokes of Opinion That
Matter Should Rest With
Government.

Another discussion as to whether
teachers in the Toronto schools be al-
lowed the difference beiween their war
pay and their salaries as teachers, fol-
lowing their enlistment for overseas
service, was the feature of a short
session of the flnance committee of

the board of education yesterday af-
ternoon. The question arose when
the committee considered the grant-
ing of this pay to six teachers who
recently enlisted.

Trustee Vokes was of the opinion
that the money should be paid by the
Dominion Government. “I believe in
oyalty,” he said, “and if we were
paying this money out of our own
pockets it would be loyalty. But we
are not paying it; the citizens of To-
ronto are the ones who are suffering.
It's a question of common sense, not
of loyalty.” ‘He also thought that
when teachers enlisted they should
not do.so without first obtaining per-
mission from the board.

Stand by Men.

Trustee Steele: “This is a great
question and we should stand by the
men who are defending the country.
If we stand by the men I am sure the
taxpayers will stand by us and the
action we take.” A

Chairman Houston agreed with
Trustee Vokes that the present policy
of the board should be discontinued,
b'ut was of the opinion that the ques-
tion was one for the board to decide,
80 the discussion was closed. It was
decided, however, to recommend that
the six ‘teachers making application
should have their difference In pay
given them as they acted in good faith
when they enlisted.

A motion by Trustee Steele that
kindergarten and kindergarten pri-
mary teachers should be placed on
the same salary schedule as female
assistants was carried.,

ASK CO-OPERATION IN
ESTABLISHING HOSPITAL

Military Medical Men Urge Ne-
cessity for Base Institution
on Board of Control.

The co-operation of the city in the
establishment of a base hospital in
Toronto was requested by Lt.-Cols.
Marlowe, Mewburn and Richardson, at
yesterday morning’s meeting of the
boa;d of control,

--Col. Mewburn, in stating the case,
s:}id that the question of accgommoda.-
tion in Toronto was getting a big pro-
position, and it was one thing to mo-
bilize an army, but another thing to
demobilize it. Afte¥ the war there
would be a great many men return
who would require medical treatment.
The authorities required a hospital
with accommodation for over a thou-
sand‘ paticnts, as the present camp
hospital could not hold more than 509
patients, and he asked the board to
allew them to use the old General Hos-
pital on Gerrard street as soon as the
iroops vacated it.

Mark H. Irish. M.L.A., the chairman
of the property committee of the Gen-
eral Hospital Trust, stated that last
year the General ¥lospital was $55,000
short on its building fund, and $20,000
on its maintenance fund. He pointed
out that his committee would be only
too pleased to help the city, who, he
said, was the biggest partner in the
enterprise.

Mayor Church asked Mr. Irish if he
wanted the city to pay a rental, to
which he replied. “We don’t want to do
anything but just what vou say.”

The mayor was of the opinion that
the Dominion Government should pro-
vide the accommodation, but at the
sarme time he was in favor of letting
the military authorities usa public
buildings free of chargae.

Controllers Foster and O'Neill do-
murred, o that no decision in the ma:-
ter was arrived at.

Will Join Any League That i§ Ar-
ranged—News and Gossip
of Players.

A London despatch says : London's
chance for having professional ball here
this summer is growing slimmer every
day. In fact, if it is left with the d'iref:-
tors of the London Club, there won't be
any. The majority of them feel that
London has done more than its share io
keep the Canadian League going this
season, and they are now putting it
squarely up to the other cities. If Brant-
ford and Guelph wish to go ahead with
the organization of the proposed Inter-
national league, composed of three Can-
adian and three South Michigan cities,
the directors of the London Club are pre-
pared to enter a team and do their full
share towards keeping it going, but that
is as far as they will go. p to the
present nothing has been heard by the
London Club regarding the progress, if
any, being made in the formation of the
new international league.

1t is Manager Fohl's intention to carry
only two utility infielders and but one
extra outfielder this season. With Gan-
dil, Turner and Chapman conceded their
positions, and with Joe Evans and Ivan
Howard thought to have the edge on
Freddie Thomas when it comes to third
base, Fohl’'s announcement means that
Bill Wambsganss will fight it out with
Thomas for the sixth infield berth. Wam-
by appears to have the call over the New
Orleans graduate, for the reason that
Wamby can play a better game ut sec-
ond than Thomas, and, with Turner oul
of the game more or less each season, it
is absolutely necessary that a “layer be
carried who can fill in at the keystone
sack when the veteran is forcod ‘o lay
off. On the other hand, Thomas is the
best baserunner that played in the South-
ern League last season, also topping all
hands with home runs, in -addition to
taking down a very respectable batting
average. Offensively, he has it on Wam-
by, but defensively Wamby has shown
to greater advantage.

The Detroit club, like other major
league clubs, has received numerous re-
quests during the past few v;veeks,tor
places on its scouting staff. .l‘hese'}‘e-
quests have all been turned down.

The Tigers, as they stand, form one of
baseball’s strongest machines and the
club owner would be foblish to spend
additional thousands in taking remote
chances.

The Federal League was a costly ex-
periment—not so costly to the magnates
of organized baseball as to the Federals;
but, nevertheless, costly enough
to influence club owners in tacking
around corners to reduce expenses. The
throwing of the 200 Feds on the market
also clogged things up and, inasmuch as
most of these men had contracts, base-
ball will have to take care of them be-
fore it can pay more than scant atten-
tion to fellows stepping in.

The peace pact also brought a closer
relationship between the majors and
minors. The Detroit club is no exception
and it has received all sorts of requests
for its surplus talént—particularly its
pitchers. International League, Pacific
Coast League and American Association
clubs have written to the club suggesting
that affillations.be made.

Thus far no binding contracts have
been signed, but it is altogether likely
that the Tigers will have two or three
farms during the 1916 season.

The Detroit Tigers have asked waivers
on Lefty Smithson, who twirled a few
games last season for London.

Hearst’s New York Ameri-
can, That Supports Baby

Killing, Would Abolish
Contests in the Padded
Ring.

William Randolph Hearst will stop at
nothing to forward the interest of his
publications. Probably looking for the
support of the murder element, his
“American” alone of the big New York
dailies espouses the cause of the Huns.

Hearst's latest in the sensational line is
a frantic effort to stop boxing in New
York State. Tho openly abetting those
who wantonly kill women and children
in Europe, Hearst would stop scientific
men from meeting under regulation rules
in a 16-foot ring. He seized on the re-
cent heavyweight contest to start his
tirade. He discovered a few days later
that the same was not a boxing exhibi-
tion but a brutal prize fight. As an
argument against Willard, The Ameri-
can reproduces the story of the cham-
pion’s ‘bout with John (Bulil) Young
when the latter met his death. Instead
of being a reason why there should be no
boxing the report .is merely a profound
argument against making a bad match,
of which they presented many a few
years ago in California.

The following is the story, written by
H. M. Walker of The Los Angeles Jx-
aminer, who covered the fatal fight be-
tween Willard. and Young at Los
Angeles:

On the night of Aug. 22, 1913, Jess

MOVEMENT STARTED TO STOP
BOXING IN NEW YORK STATE

Willard and John (Bull) Young met in a
scheduled 20-round boxing contest in the
historic Vernon right pavilion.

Before the ring battle had beem iIn
progress three minutes it was patent
to the veteran followers of the game that
instead of scientific boxing we were to
see a bloody and brutal exhibition be-
tween two wholly unskilled men; giants
of brackish brain and braided biceps,
whose one idea was to pound and pound
and pound until one or the other was
hammered ‘into insensibility.

In the eleventh round Young backed
toward his corner under heavy punish-
ment. His knees were sagging, both
hands were thrown up to protect his
face, and in this attitude his chin reached
about on a level with Willard’s chest.
Willard flailed forward with a right up-
percut. In the parlance of the ring, this
blow was a “general results wallop.” Big
Jess, devoid of all science, and fighting
with savage instinct alone, was trying
this punch as he had tried dozens be-
fore, with the jungle man's hope of see-
ing his opponent topple-before him.

The results were all and more than
Willard had hoped for. The blow landed
on Young's chin, and while the referee
was counting the ‘“‘fatal ten’”’ John (Bull)
Young’s soul was returning to his Maker.
The pummeled man never recovered
consciousness. His great body, still clad
in the faded blue trunks, ‘hickory”
socks, soft shoes of the ring, was car-
ried to an ambulance and removed to the
Clara Barton Hospital.

On his hairy breast was blood, and
in his mouth, nose and ears was more
blood; the red badge of his profession.
The physicians ruled that an operation
was necessary. The skull was trephined,
but Young’s eyelids never opened. His
body, a mountain of quivering flesh, lay
all night on the white bed, and was still
with the coming of the morning sun.
John (Bull) Young was dead.

Adolph Kaufman of
Brooklyn, title-holder of the 158-pound
class, entered the semi-finals without
opposition. 3

The feature bout of the
night was in the 115-pound class, when
John Perry of this city and Joseph Che-
valier of Montreal stood toe to toe ‘and
swapped punches for three hard rounds
before Perry was given the decision.

AMERIGAN TROTTING
BO3S HAS A WAR ON

Will Examine Books and Accounts
of W. H. Gocher, Treasurer
of National Association.

NEW YORK, April 3.—William Rus-
sell Allen, président of the American
Trotting Register Association, has writ-
ten to John C. Welty, the new president
(?f the. National Trotting Association, ask-
ing him to name a day for a conference
?vith Mr. Allen, H. N, Bain and Ham-
ilton Busbey relative to the affairs of the
two associations. Messrs. Allen, Bain and
Busbey have apparently declared war on
W. H. Gocher, secretary amnd treasurer
of the National Trotting Association,
whom they seem to regard as the boss of
the party now in control of sthat organi-
zation. The party, it will beremember-
ed, passed a resolution at’the biennial
c?ngress a few weeks ago virtually for-
b.ldding support of the Register-Associa-
tion’s stud book and, vear book in the
way that was favored hy the committee
on rules. The adherents of the Register
Association now propose to reopen the
matter thru President Welty and to in-
vestigate the books and accounts of the
treasurer of the National Trotting As-
sociation.

At the congress here in February a
ngember of the board of appeals of )the
National Trotting Association expressed
the belief that Mr. Gocher, as treasurer,
would pay the expenses of all the dele-
gates to the congress who were members
of the board. These men - held enough
proxy votes to control the congress, and
the inference was that funds from the
treasury were being used by a clique to
maintain gontrol of the asgeciation, dele-
gates who were not members of the board
having to pay their own expenses, so it
was safid. Only a handful of these were
in attendance, and those of them who
did not vote with. .the party in control
leld few proxies. The proxies, it was
charged, were for the most part collected
l)_V Mr. Gocher and distributed just be-
fore the meeting to frisnds of the
Gocher-Sandles crowd.

Members of the board of appeals have
no official duties to perform at as con-
gress of the N.T.A., and there is no more
reason for paying their, expenses than
those of any other' delegate to such a
meeting. With the president, vice-presi-

dent and secretary the case, of course,

is different, but to - reimburse -members
of the board of appeals. while refusing
to do the same for othef delegates. is
plainly to promote just suich a machine
control as Messrs. Allen, Bain and Bus-
bey are now complaining about.

When the public accounts begin their
work of investigating the .books at Hart-
ford fair-minded sportsmen will not be
satisfied to see them stop at the date of
Mr. Gocher’'s election as treasurer. They
will want to know whether the alleged
practice of paying the expenses of mem-
ners of the board of appeals began with
the present regime, or whether it has
been going on from time immemorial as
a means of promoting and perpetuating
clique control.

Sutherland’s Motion That Com-
mittee Rise Was Defeated
by Three Votes.

objection came too late. but Mr. Turriff
(Assiniboia) appealed from the ruling.
Before Mr. Speaker could he brought
in, however, it was discovered that
the bill had been printed in French as
well as English, altho the order paper
did not so indicate.

Ontario Alone Concerned.

Mr. Donald Sutherland (S. Oxford)
then addressed the house in opposition
ic the bill. He said the bill affected
Ontario and Ontario alone, notwith-
standing the fact that the Dominion
Government was a Canadian Northern
stockholder. Ontario objected to this
bill and had so declared thru her leg-
islature on March 8, 1916. The bills
before the house, Mr. Sutherland said,
sought to keep alive charters that had
been in existence for many ycars with-
out any construction being done un-
der them. Western Ontario, he said,
was loaded up with charters of that
kind, renewed from year to year, as a
matter of course, by parliament. He
culogized the great work of the hydro-
electric, and said that the corperations
were all fighting the hydro-electric,
and were, therefore, anxious to cripple
the proposed hydro radial system.,

He moved that the committee rise.

Upon this test vote the Canadian
Northern won. Mr., Sutherland’s mo-
tion was defeated, yeas 22, hays 25. Sir
Wilfrid Laurier and several Liberals
voted in the affirmative. All the cabi-
net ministers who were in the chamber,
including Sir George Foster, voted in
the negative.

Bennett’s Violent Attack.

‘W. H. Bennett made a somewhat
violent attack upon Sir Adam Beck
and the hydro-electric system. He
charged Adam Beck with falsely stat-
ing to the people that he had a pledge
from the Dominion Government to
grant a subsidy of $3200 a mile to the
hydro radial system.

Mr. Bennett cha:ged that ihe hydro-
clectric had fallen down in his
section of the country where Barrie,
served by the hydro had to pay 23
cents while Orillia, served by a pri-
vate company, paid 13 cents. The
hydro-eclectric’s development on the
Severn River he denouncad as a “mon-
ument to the folly of Adam Beck.” 1t
represented an investinent orf 3250,000,
upon which interest could not be earn-
ed. Mr. Bennett declared that the On-
tario Government just now did not
represent the unanimous public opin-
ion' of Ontario upon any subject he
knew of. He would not be afraid to
meet Sir Adam Beck upon the plat-
form in Simcoe County and he wanted
the members of the house from other
provinces to know that the hydro-
electric was not worshipped by the
Ontario people.

Macdonell’s Defence of Beck.

A. C. Macdonell (South Toronto)
said the charter sought to be renewed
by the bill was seventeen vears old.
The people of Ontario, he =aid, were
unanimous ir. their desire to promote
the hydro-electric and the hydro-rad-
izl systems. Sixty per cent. of all the
municipalities of Western Ontario had
petitioned for hydro radials. Toronto
had passed the hydro radial by-law
on New Year’s day, pledging her
credit ‘o the amount of $5,000,000. The
by-law had carried four to one. Mr.
Hacdonell added he did not helieve Sir
Adam Beck had ever made the state-
ment that the Borden Government had
given him 2 pledge to subsidize the
hydro radial

Mr. Smith (South Ontario): “[ heard
him say it.”

Mr. Turriff: “The minister has not
answered my question, and I did not
think that he would.”

Bristol Opposes Bill.

At the evening sitting, Mr. Bristol
(Centre Toronto) made a strong argu-
ment in opposition to the bill. He said
the line was a local line, and should
never have had a Dominion charter.
There were no vested rights to be in-
terfered with, and the bill should be
considered only from the standpoint of
the public interest. If the people of
Ontario desired a monopoly of the
local electric railway lines within their
own province, it was not for this par-
liament to interfere.

NEW YORK JCKEY CLUB
FAVORS RULE CHANGES

About Overnight Races—Forbid
Duplication of Names of
; Horses.

L . Aa

NEW YORK, April 3.—Both- of the
amendments to the rules of racing to be
acted on at the meeting of the Jockey
Club this week have the endorsement of
the rank and file of turfmen, as well as
the owners. The value of Schuyler I..
Parsons’ resolution to make it manda-
tory that, after June 1 in each year, only
one« over-night event for horses three
years old or over, at a distance less than
one mile, shall be given on any race day,
is conceded by all who have the best in-
terests of racing or horse-breeding at
heart. It is a brief new rule to cover
the opinions of all who have gathered
facts to uphold them in the evil results
of unlimited races, under the conditions
specified, at the sprinting distances.

The other amendment, offered by Robt.
L. Gerry, forbidding the duplication of
any name that has been in use within
ten years, is spoken of in the same com-
mendatory way by racing men. The five-
yvear limit now in force, it has been
proven, is not long enough for the pur-
pose.

Many horses have a racing career cov-
ering a decade, even if not in regular
training for five seasons. The only safe
way to avoid the confusion arising from
duplicate names is to lengthen the time
limit. In ten years, the period stated.in
Mr. Gerry's néw rule, a horgse that be-
gins racing as a two-year-old and keeps
it up for even a record period of six or
seven -years, will have vanished from
the race programs, and, if of breeding
use, will be recalled only by his or her
get that comes to the post.

A prominent horse-owner, commenting
adversely on the suggestion of selling
races with no auction of the winner,
takes the stand that the step would be
a pernicious one, as it lessens the value
of a win. That a horge is able to win
over all the other starters he regards as
a proof of merit. Under the conditions,
this merit should be worth all that the
horsemen on hand may be wl‘lllng1 to bid

orse is
cjaimed.
“ With no offering of the winner at auc-
tion, the first and second claims on the
horses at the entered selling price would
rest with the owners of the horses fin-
ishing in second or third place. After
that, the owner of any of the other
starters who get to the office quickest
would presumably have the first claim.
It would, declares this owner, ptu a pre-
mium on an owner's sprinting ability,
that would:-add nothing to the price to
be paid to the owner forced to sell his
winner.

With more than one claim recorded,
should those having the prior claims
stand out, the disposal of the ‘horse
would probably have to be by lot. The
merit demonstrated by the winner is
worth nothing as an asset to the owner.

The selling-race rules, according to the
talk of horsemen, are ample to protect
the old-time form of racing if they are
upheld fairly and squarely. Al the agi-
tation of the winter, the “silly season,”
will make for good, in their opinion, if
it will force owners to only enter at
prices that represent the true value of
their horses. The masquerading of stake
horses as selling platers to advance the
opportunities of a profit thru backing
the horse, is the most common violation
of the selling-race rules. A no-bid
clause, according to the owner in ques-
tion, will not alter this state of affairs.

CANADIAN CUNS HELP
IN TAKNG TRENCHS

Demonstration and Bombarding
Hun Positions Attracts Foe
Batteries.

Concentration of German Forces

trenches were taken in enfilade and
German parapets were breached or
destroyed by our shells, A fortified
building was completely demolished
and numerous other enemy strong
points were .repeatedly shelled by our
heavy howitzers.

Previous to the attack charges of
explosive weére placed and fired under
the German wire at various points
along our front, and while fignting
was in progress our infantry subject-
ed the enemy’s rear lines to a con-
tinuous fire from their machine guns
and rifles.

Attracted Hun Fire.

The general activity of our troops
resulted in drawing the attention of
many enemy batteries to our lines,
and in thus diverting an appreciable
amount of fire from the point of at-
tack. While the British troops were
engaged in consolidating the ground
won, their commander wired to _the
Canadian corps: “Thank you very
much, indeed, for all the most valu-
able help yvou are giving. Your as-
sistance has contributed very largely
ito the success which we have achiev-
ed.”

No organized counter-attacks were
delivered by the German Infantry
after the British success. The enemy’s
artillery continued to shell the cap-
tured positions intermittently and our
artillery was called on several times
to retaliate. Thruout the day the
enemy’s shelling of the Canadian right
flank was continuous and heavy. Hos-
tile aeroplanes made attempts to cross
our lines in this area, but were driven
back by the fire of our anti-aircraft
guns. In the afternoon an unusual
concentration of troops was observed
in the trenches opposite the front of
our Fourth Infantry Brigade. In an-
ticipation of attack a heavy fire of
lartillery, trench mortars, grenades,
machine guns and rifles was at once
directed against this section, and the
enemy made no attempt to leave his
trenches.

With the exception of March 27
artillery activity was normal on both
sides during the week of March 22-29.

German Store Blown Up.

On March 22 our 18-pounder and
trench mortar batteries combined in
a bombardment which caused great
damage to sections of the. enemy’s
wire and parapets. On this occasion
a German grenade store was hit by
one of our shells and exploded. On
the following day our heavy batteries
shelled " the strong points behind the
German lines with excellent effect.

A bombardment by the enemy of the
lines of our first division on March 25
was checked by the severe retaliation
of our artillery, which secured direct
hits on' a house in the enemy’s front
line and on a number of other points
in his defences. Several dugouts
were blown up and the enemy’s para-
pets damaged in many places. The
fire of our trench mortars continued
accurate and effective. On the front
of our first division an enemy minen-
werfer was silenced by 20 rounds
from one of our trench guns, and large
mortar shells were exploded at im-
portant points in the German front
lines.

Emplacemen? Destrcyed.

On the front of our second division
an enemy machine gun emplacement
was destroyed and a number of bombs
were thrown into a suspected mine
shaft by our trench mortars.

In the early morning of March 24
a cloud of smoke rose to a height ot
two fget above the German parapets
oppositc our second infantry brigade
and drifted towards our trenches. The
smoke lasted several minutes, but had
no injurious effects and was not fol-
lowed by any action on the pzrt of the
infantry.

The activity of our scouts, snipers
and patrols was well maintained. On
the night of March 22 Lieut. Crossman
of our First Battalion, Canadian
Mounted Rifles, succeeded in bringing
in a tunic and papers from the body
of a German scout who had been kill-
ed by our snipers on the previous
night. The rifle of the German scout
ond two cylindrical grenades were also
secured.

Good Work of Scouts.

Scouts Bole, Jones and Matkin of our
Eighth Winnipeg Battalion left our
trenches on the afternoon of March 22
by & sap leading to the German lines.
By dusk they had cut thru 25 feet of tha
enemy’s wire. The approach of a Ger-
man patrol forced our men to retire
temporarily, but early in the morning
they returned to the same point. Cut-
ting thru more entanglements, they
reached the German listening post.
Two of the enemy were seen approach-
ing, and Scout Matkin fired six shots,
killing one of them, who, Ly his

clothing and equipment, appeared in
be an officer. A violent fire was imme-
diately opened from the German
trenches, but our scouts withdrow
safely.

An encmy patrol’ was discovercd
within 25 yards of our wire by a patrol
of our 16th Battalion (48th Highland-
érs). Our men drove the enemy back
and, following them up, located an
enemy working party, which was sub-
sequently dispersed by the fire of our
machine guns,

Capt. Tupper to Fore.

On the night of March 24, Capt. Tup-
per and four scouts of our 26th Nova
Scotian Battalion reconnoitred the
German wire and threw 14 grenades

iinto an enemy trench. Two sentries

who had been firing regularly from
this trench were silenced by the fire.

;. German machine guns opened on Capt.

Tupper and his men, but caused no
casualties.

On the same night a patrol from our
2ind French-Canadian Battalion, un-
der Sgt. Fournier, brought in an iron
screw post from the enemy wire and
u. detailed report on the condition of
ithe enemy’s entanglements.

On this night also an officer’s patrol
of our 42nd Battalion made an ex-
tensive examination of the German
wire. One of the patrol, Sgt..Jones, en-
tered a German trench and proceeded
along it for about ten yards. He heard
the enemy talking on both sides of him,
but he was not detected. After remov-
ing a steel sniper's plate from the para-
pet, he rejoined the patrol, which re-
turned safely to our lines.

On the night of March 25, a careful
reconnaissance of a section of the
German wire was made by a patrol
under Lieut. Sneath of the 5th Batta-
lion, Canadian Mounted Rifles. Shortly
after midnight on March 26, a hostile
patrolling party of about 20 men was
discovered in front of the wire of our
Iioyal Canadian Regiment. The party
was quickly driven off by our riflemen.
The ~same’ night some scouts of this
battalion went out and inspected a
work near the German front line. They
brought .back a sniper’s plate from one
of the enemy’s listening posts.

On March 27, Snipers Mintic and
Scarrow of our 8th Winnipeg Battalion
climbed into the ruins of a farm
house on our front and lay in wait for
a German artillery officer who had
béen regularly observing and direct-
ing the fire of hostile batteries against
our front. The officer appearcd and
was shot by our snipers, who fired
simultaneously.

Mishap to Montreal Men.

On the morning of March 27, at the
moment when the British attack was
launched against the salient. two men
of our 24th Montreal Battalion, Ptes.
Dwyer and Juteau were still out in

my’s wire. Both men bad been out
fer several hours. An intense fire
burst from the German trenches. Pte.
Juteau was badly wounded ard both
men were forced to seek cover in shell
holes. After daylight, as the men had
not returned, Sergt. Gedrles und Scouts
Bethune and Mott, all of the 24th Bat-
talion, went out to look for them and
remained out for one hour and a half.
.\ bombhardment of vur trenches by the
German artillery was in progress and
itbe enemy’s rifle and machine gun fire
had not appreciably slackened. But
our scouts crawied forward and even-
tually located the missing men. Ju-
tean, unfortunately, died of his wounds
before our scouts could reach him, hut
Dwyer was still uninjured. With
great difficulty the Lody of Pte. Jutean
was secured and taken back to our
lines. |

One Hundred and Eight Carloads

Receipts of live stock at the Union
Stock Yards vesterday were 108 carloads,
2951 cattle, 468 hogs, 43 shezp, 94 calves
and 12 horses. :

After the milkers, springers, stockers
and feeders were deducted there “:ould
be about 2100 cattle. that were offered
as fat. Trade was steady at last Mon-
day's values, but not quite as fast.

The quality of the best loads of cattle
was as good as last week, but as usual
the percentage of common and medium
was large, as usual. .

There were six “baby beef” calves that
sold at $9; one straight load of cattle
at $9.75, which is the high mark vet paid
for loads; one load at $8.60; nine loads
at $8 to $8.40, but there may have been
more. It will thus be seen that the per-
centage of cattle sold. over $8 was much
smaller than those sold under $8. The
best cattle were readily bought up be-
fore the noon hour, but there was a con-
siderable number of common and unfin-
ished cattle to be sold in the afternoon.

Cows and bulls sold at steady values.

Stcckers and feeders—There was 2
good demand for feeders of choice qual-
ity, but the number on sale was small.
Values for them were strong at last
week’s quotations.

Milkers and springers—A moderate
supply of medium to good quality sold
at about steady prices, ranging from $69
to $80 with one or two good cows at $30.

Veal calves—Receipts being light,prices
were firm at last week’s decline.

Sheep and lambs—Deliveries were light,
which caused values to remain firm, but
unchanged.

Hogs—Not enough on sale to constitute
a market, and prices for those changing
hands would justify last week’s quota-
tions.

A. B. Quinn sold 68 hogs off cars at

ported.

Predictions of Big Falling Off in
Winter Wheat Crop in the
United ‘States.

Free Purchases of Grain for Pre-
sent and Future Deliveries
Abroad.

CHICAGO, April 3.—Wheat ran up 3¢
a bushel in value today, chiefly because
‘of predictions that the domestic winter
crop this season would be 165,000,000
bushels less than the yield in 1915, The
imarket closed strong, 4%c to 47%c net
higher, with May at $1.20% and July
$1.19%. Corn gained 5c to 1c and oats
e to 13%c. In provisions the outcome
varied from the same as Saturday’s fin-

0 ish to 10c higher.

Broad activity, as well as a big up-
ward swing to prices, kept traders on
edge all day in the wheat pit. Despite
liberal profit-taking, reactions were at
no time long continued or of any great
extent. Right from the start the main
incentive to buyers was a statement from
a leading export house here estimating
the condition of the winter crop in the
United States as the lowest for any cor-
responding time since 1904—78.8 per
cent., against 88.5 per cent. a year ago.
On this basis the probable maximum
vield for 1916 was put at 490,000,000 bush-
els, compared with 655,000,000 bushels in
1915. Aside from this statement,
despatches were at hand telling of crop
damage in nearly all parts of the winter
wheat belt, and laying especial stress on
the need of rain in Kansas and Ne-
braska.

Foreigners took hold freely in the buy-
ing of future deliveries of wheat, and
besides purchased 750,000 bushels for im-
mediate export, In this connection, de-
cided significance was attached to word
that reserves of wheat in Holland were
exhausted and that the Dutch Govern-
ment had decided to obtain in America
100,000 tons over and above the ordinary
monthly quota. Today's top figures
showed that in a week the market had
made an extreme gain of 13%c a bushel

Qats were bullishly affected by reports
of delay to seeding in some sections. In
addition there were advices of a probable
big decrease of acreage in Canada.

Party on Aurora Had No Word
of Fighting for Seven-
teen Months.

NEW YORK, April 3.—A News
Agency despatch from Port Chalmers,
New Zealand, says:

Back from the Antarctic Seas came
the auxiliary ship Aurora of the
Shackleton expedition today with a
thrilling story of perils from great
masses of drifting ice and of terrible
hardships in the Ross Sea.

Mr. Stenhouse became commander
when the Aurora broke loose from her
moorings and went adrift last May,
Jeaving Capt. Mackintosh and several
other members of the party ashore on
Cape Crozier.

We
have had no war news for seventeen
months,” flashed the Aurora’s wireless
operator a few hours before the tug
reached her.

All Young Girls Should Be En-
couraged to Take Up This
Work.

NATIONAL COUNCIL WORK

Necessity of Training Emphasized
for the Betterment of Can-
adian Women.

For a number of years a special
commniittee for the purpose of giving
encouragement to the study of agri-
culture by the women of Canada, and
for its adoption as a profession, has
been mothered by the National Coun-
cil of Women. As an. enthusiast on
the subject and one who has had a
life-long personal experience in the
things which she ad.ucates for others,
Mrs. L. A. Hamilton has acted as con-
vener of this committee, and as a
zealous missionary in the cause.

The war has brought out still an-
other advocate in Mr. C. C.- James,

commissioner of agriculture, who, in

BY APPELLATE COURT

Judgmet at Osgoodé Yesterday
Dismissed Appeals of Separ-
ate School Board.-

THE STATUTE'S USES

The Commission Was Appointed
to Safeguard Rights of Ro-
man Catholics.

According to a judgment given oul
by the first divisional appellate court
at Osgoode Hall yesterday, the On-
tario Legislature has been upheld by
the court in creating a commission 1o
manage and control the Ottawa sepur-
ate schools and replace the elected
school board. *Not only is the statute
not open to the objection urged against
it,” remarks Chief Justice Meredith,
“but it is one safeguarding the rights
of the Roman Catholic separate school
supporte:s.”

Both appeals brought by the mem-
bers of the board against the Quebec
bank and the City of Ottawa, as to the
custody of the funds were dismissed
and the court directed that the $85,000
in court be paid out to the commission.
This represents the separate school
board’s share of the collected taxes.

Sir William Meredith states that he
is of the opinion that the act in ques—
tion does not within the meaning of
section (93) prejudically affect any
right or privilege with respect - 10
denominational schoo!s which the class
of persons called Roman Catholics had
by law at the union.

Refused to Obey Law.
privilege or right which
the act conferred on that 'class,
as 8 class, is not prejudically af-
fected by the legislation or even inter
fered with. All that is done is to sus-
pend the right of a particular body of
versons of the class to manage its
schools because it persistently refuses
to obey the law and insists upon man-
aging them contrary to law and in open
defiance of it.

“The right or privilege which the act
of 1863 conferred upon Roman Cath-
olics and the persons chosen by them
to carry on and manage their schools
was not to manage and conduct them
according to their own pleasure but
only to do so in accordance with the
law and the regulations, and in my op-
inion a body of Roman Catholics which
is managing and conducting its schools
as the appellants were doing and insist-
ed upon doing, is not exercising any
right or privilege which section 93, (1),
of the B.N.A. Act intended to pre-

REGULATION OF HOTELS

Y THEGIVERNNENT

iGeol'gc Wright Proposes Restric-
| fion of the Name “Hotel”
to Standard Types.

Mr. George Wright, president of the
Toronto Hotel Keepers' Association,
and part proprietor of the Walker
Fouse and Carls-Rite Hotels, waited
or. the premier yesterday to express
his own views as to the policy which
the government should follow in con-
siruction after the destructive work
they have done in prohibiting the sale
ot liquor for the period of the war.

He proposed ‘the restriction of the
name “of ‘“hotel” to buildings which

put to an end the state of things which
existed and caused the enactment of
the legislature in question.”

Welfare Jeopardized.

It was also remarked by his lordship, ;

that the commission “will provide the
needed instruction for the children
whose welfare is jeopardized b¥% the
action of the unfaithful stewards to
whom the legislature has committed
the care of their education.”

Edward L. Baugh, the Montreal
broker, found guilty by the jury before
Judge Winchester in the county crim-
inal assizes last fall, of conspiracy, has
been granted a new trial by the first
appellate division. (4. | 2

Baugh was charged with conspiracy
to fabricate evidence against. Colonel
G. A. Stimson, a foca]l broker, and at
the opening of the trial. Judge Coats-
worth objected to the submitting of
certain points argued by Baugh's coun-
sel, T. C. Robinette. Four of the five
judges in the appellate court ruled that
in their opinion the points ruled
against should have been taken and
on that ground ordered a new trial.
Justice Magee could not agree with the
other judges and in a written judg-
ment states that the conviction against
Baugh should stay. Baugh'is still out
on $20,000 bail. '

A new trial has been directed by the
appellate division in the case of J. H.
Stuart, bunker, Niagara Falls. Stuart
was sued by his former stenographer
for damages and alleged libel. The
jury, under Justice Masten, awarded
$15,000 damages.

No Undue Influence.

Justice Britton has dismissed with-
out costs the action of Andrew Mc-
Alpine and Archibald McVicar against
Hugh McKay and Duncan M. Hossack,
executors of the last will of the late
Malcolm D. McCaul. McCaul was an
invalid farmer residing in the Township
of Nissouri, and when he died in No-
vember, 1913, left an estate worth over
$18,000. !

McCaul was single and had no rela-
tives other than a fourth cousin. When
he died he named the defendants as
trustees and’' executors of his estate.
The plaintiffs weresr not mentioned in
the will and brought suif in the non-
jury court at Woodstoek- against the
McAlpine and McVica:
claimed that their uncle was not com-
petent to make his will., and further
alleged that the- will .was not exe-
cuted in acéordance to the Wills Act.

SOME ADVICE TO NEW
GARDENERS.

For the past few weeks there have
been various articles published on the
subject of “gardening.” To those who
are thinking of starting this spring
for the first time, a little timely warn-
ing will not be amiss.

In the first place, let no one be fool-
ish enough to think that gardening is
easy work. It is not. It is the very
hardest kind of work, and especially
for women. And moreover, it is work
that demands a certain amount of time,
day in and day out, for many long
months, unless you wish to see your
little garden plot so gaily commenced.
become a straggly and overgrown
spot no longer beautiful, but an eye-
sore. I speak advisedly—and from ex-
perience. Because to properly look
after even a small garden requires en-—
ergy, time, long-suffering and endless
patience. Can you promise your little
garden plot these things, for six whole
months of the year? If you cannot—
then do not start a garden. Rather let
your whole space be given over to
fresh, green grass upon which your
children may romp unhindered and un-
fettered, and free from the constant
“don'ts” that spoil so many joyful
hours out of school.

Never get away from the fact that
a small backyard may be beautiful to
the children, if they can loll away the
hours on the cool, thick, green grass,
while an otherwise pleasant spot
broken up by silly little flower-beds,

er freedom of the street. And is not a
green plot of grass, under your watch~
ful eye, a safer play spot than the
pavement?

Then again, the tired father may
much prefer to smoke his evening
pipe in peace, and not be urged to dig,
or rake, or hoe. Even a tiny stretch
of lawn may become wearisome if it
needs too much mowing.

Make
your backyard a spot of peaceful rest,
and not one of wearisome labor. - -

Now, having discouraged those who
start out to be failures because they
will not think, let me encourage you
by declaring that of all the hard work
in the world, gardening promises some
of the most satisfying and delightful
results. If you are eager and willing
to make your little home beautiful by
a small amount of carefully spent bod-
ily labor, if you refuse to be discour-
aged, if you are anxious to benefit by
the experience of others, then go
ahead, and this department will help
you all it can. :

But, once you do start, keep right on
working, and keep on- working every
day. An hour. in the early morning is
worth three in the evening.
