Vera Cruz, May 9—President Huerta 
has mined the streets of his capital. If 
he is overthrown, he plans to wreck the 
city, making the world gasp at the cat­
astrophe that marks his downfall. This 
is the amazing story brought here by 
Oscar Bruin, a prominent mining man 
of Oxaca. Huerta has reason to pre­
pare for the end, said Mr. Bruin today, 
for he is hemmed in on all sides. He has 
stopped drinking in the afternoon.

Fleeing to the Americans, who are the 
only ones who will spare his life, or 
dying in the ruins of his capital or at 
the hands of a rebel firing squad are his 
alternates.

Naples, May 9—A series of violent from the mountain, obscuring the sky. 
earthquake shocks in eastern Sicily 
have killed many persons and de­
stroyed or wrecked several villages.
The disturbances, which began last 
night, about ten o’clock, continued 
tpday. The volcano Aetna is becoming 
fgtive and there are fears of an over- 
whelming eruption.

Communication was interrupted by the 
quake and it was not until today that 
the full seriousness of the disaster was 
learned. -The i property damage is vast, 
running into millions. There were three 
heavy shocks followed by intermit­
tent undulations. The greatest force was 

lapent near the.villages of Acircale, Linera 
and Magano. Linera was destroyed, and 
many -persons there were caught beneath 
falling debris and killed or injured.

A despatch from Messina said that 
forty persons had been killed and forty 
Injured at Linera. Another message said 
that thirty had been killed and 120 in­
sured at Aciyeele.

10 E Fi « WHSAn interesting test was made on the 
new elevator in the Bank of British 
North America building one day this 
week. It was what is known as the 
“drop test” to try the safety brake on 
tlie car in case it broke loose from the 
cable which supports it.

In the test the cable was set loose 
and the car was suspended near the top 
of the shaft by a manilla rope. A ton 
weight was placed in the elevator and 
the rope cut with an axe. In spite of 
the fact that the car was dropping at 
the rate of 300 feet a minute, at which 
speed the safety appliance is tripped, 
it was brought to a gradual stop after 
going but fourteen feet. The test was 
a complete success and the elevator is 
now ready for the power to be turned 
on and the car put into commission.

It is, as its predecessor, arrang­
ed on the decimal system, which makes 
for better results. This bulletin is of 
seventy-seven closely printed pages. It 
is methodically arranged under such 
classification as books relating to Can­
ada; geography, description and travel; 
literature biography; history, fiction 
etc. Of the books relating to Canada, 
some are very valuable additions to the 
library, and some have special claim to 
St. John attention. They include lec­
tures given by Dr. Silas AIward, K. C„ 
before the students of King’s College 
Law School; L. Sabine’s “Loyalists of 
the American Revolution;” "reports of 
the commission of Conservation; writ­
ings by John and James M. Macoun;

Men and,Women of Mexican

Niagara Falls, Ont., May 9—Resign­
ed to his fate after an almost superhu­
man effort to reach the Canadian shore, 
an unknown man wa$ swept to his death 
over the Horseshoe Falls in a small 
boat. His plight was not discovered by 
those on shore until he wa!s well into 
the danger zone and any effort to rescue 
him would have been futile.

When first seen he was probably 250 
feet out and had his boat pointed to­
ward the Canadian shore at an angle 
of about *5 degrees. He was rowing 
frantically.

When the boat was probably 100 feet 
from the brink the man rose to his feet 
and waved to those on the shore, throw­
ing both arms out and upward. He held 
them in this position as the boat reach­
ed the brink and toppled over into the 
basin below, carrying its victim to his ! 
death. When he abandoned hope of self | 
rescue the unknown let go his oars and 
sat in the boat watching its course to­
wards inevitable death.

Soon fragments of the boat were seen 
floating about in the basin below the 
falls.

the parish but as citizen and friend.

Every one in the community knew 
him, his genial manner and good fel­
lowship breaking down all formality, 
and not the slightest difference was no­
ticed in his attitude from the time he 
became councillor until the electors re­
posed in him their trust as a member 
of the provincial legislature; he was the 
same offhand friend to all, election or no 
election.

Some have asked the secret of his suc­
cess in the county, and it may be of in­
terest for a resident to express an opin­
ion after following his career through 
several campaigns, as well as in the 
time between.

Mr. Lowell was first a man, and af­
terwards a politician. Many reverse 
the order and so may well question how 
such signal success could be his. An 
opponent in political matters to Mr. 
Lowell need never have feared the next 
day after election or at any time later 
to meet him, ask his advice, or, greater 
still, his aid, for there was no room for 
malice in his make-up.

Man after man in Lancaster can bear 
testimony to this, and his majorities 
over rivals were proof that many tax 
payers classed as opponents by Mr. 
Lowell’s own political party must have 
voted for the man they knew Mm to be, 
over the head of their own party, and 
without Mr. Lowell’s knowledge, for 
both tory and grit, except in the elec­
tion of 1911 when many issues conflict­
ed, voted only one way-, and that way 
was Lowell.

His generosity (never the so called 
charity) was proverbial in these parts. 
Few really were acquainted with the 
scope of his givings, and that is another 
sidelight on his big-hearted self.

' ment must not be renewed. What does 
the Standard say about it? What does 
Mr. Hazen say? What does Mr. Borden 
say? Even if the Times were shown 
to be utterly unworthy of any consid­
eration as a newspaper the facts con­
cerning the Gutelius agreement remain, 
and when the test comes Mr. Hazen, 
Mr. Borden and the Standard must 
stand up to be counted. They are on 
trial just now, and not the Times and 
Telegraph.

NEW COMMERCIAL DAILY.
Canada's new daily commercial journ­

al, the Journal of Commerce, made its 
appearance on Tuesday. Hon. W. S. 
Fielding is the president and editor-in- 
chief, and Mr. J. C. Ross, M. A., the 
managing editor. It is announced that 
the paper will have its own special cor­
respondents in every important centre in 
Canada, with leased wires to New York 
and special cable arrangments with Lon- 

’ don. In the leading article in the first 
issue the Journal of Commerce says :— 

“Up to the present time, Canada has 
never had a financial-commercial daily. 
Those back of the new enterprise believe 
that the time is ripe for the publication 
of such a paper in Canada. Many coun­
tries smaller in population and in re­
sources than the Dominion have their 
own daily commercial papers. In Aus­
tralia, the Daily Commercial News and 
Shipping Lists serves as a barometer for 
Australian commercial conditions ; the 
Journal Do Commercio of Rio de Janeiro 
is doing a similar work for Brazil; in the 
United States there are almost a score 
of daily financial and commercial dail. 
ies, while in Great Britain, such papers 
as the Daily Journal of Commerce, of 
Liverpool and others of a similar nature 
have a world-wide reputation. Canada 
today has a yearly trade in excess of one 
billion dollars, while hundreds of mil­
lions of dollars of British and foreign 
capital is pouring into the country for 
investment. The country’s banking in­
stitutions, her insurance companies, her 
investment houses, her transportation 
systems, her manufacturing industries 
and commercial houses compare favor­
ably with those of any other country in 
the world. It is with the object of serv­
ing these that the present weekly Jour­
nal of Commerce is to be turned Into a 
daily financial-commercial, newspaper.”

The Journal of Commerce is an eight 
page paper, and the first number is fill­
ed with very interesting news for busi­
ness men. The fact that Mr. Fielding, 
who has been Canada’s finance minister, 
and is also a trained newspaper man, is 
at the head of the new daily, is a guar­
antee of intelligent treatment of all ques­
tions relating to industry, trade and 
commerce, and financial questions in 
general. The Journal of Commerce will 
be heartily welcomed both in newspaper 
and business circles throughout Can­
ada.

r*In some cities of the United States 
the Chambers of Commerce take a great 
deal of interest in civic affairs and in 
matters relating to civic welfare gen­
erally, as well as those which relate to 
trade and industry. For example, the 
Chamber of Commerce in San Francisco, 
which was formed in 1911 by the consoli­
dation of several organizations, has an 
inspection bureau which devotes its at­
tention to public works. The bureau 
was started some years ago by an organ­
ization called the Merchants’ Associa­
tion, and was carried on later by what 
was called the Civil league of Improve­
ment Clubs, and finally by the Chamber 
of Commerce. At the time the bureau 
was first, established the city needed 
Uiaaj- public improvements, but the cit­
izens were somewhat skeptical about 
bond issues, and it was for the purpose 
of reassuring the public that an inspec­
tion bureau was established. At first it 
had only one inspector, but since 1911 
five have been employed most of the 
time, with an office staff in addition. All 
Lhe expenses are paid by the Chamber 
of Commerce, and its officials inspect 
all public works in course of con­
struction and report thereon to the 
Chamber, independent entirely of the 
civic authorities. The Chamber took 
the ground that the people should know 
how the city's money is being expended, 
and that there should be an independent fLn exclusive mail service, 
means of getting the information; 
hence its inspectors watch the construc­
tion of schools and hospital buildings, 
sewers, the water and fire protection 
system, garbage disposal, the jails, street 
railway, etc., and submit reports every 
month, showing the status of every 
piece of work under construction, and 
giving comments and criticisms, as well 
as an audit of the moneys disbursed.
If defects in any work are found, a 
protest is promptly entered. This ap­
pears to be an unnecessary bureau if the 
people have confidence in their civic 
rulers, but it would probably not have 
been established if the members of the 
San Francisco Chamber of Commerce 
had not felt that it was necessary.

Another illustration of activity by a 
Chamber of Commerce comes from At­
lanta, Georgia. The city was in great 
need of municipal improvements, but 
there was hesitation about entering upon 
the work. The Chamber of Commerce 
collected data, and showed conclusively 
the need for immediate construction of 
sewage disposal plants, a water works 
system, new schoolhouses and 
civic improvements. Twenty-five 
bers then investigated the question of a 
bond Issue of three million dollars, and 
reported to the municipal authorities in 
favor of the issue. It was 
however, to obtain a two-thirds vote,, 
and at the request of the municipal 
thorities the chamber conducted 
paign of education, with the result that, 
while eighty-four per cent of the regist­
ered voters east their ballots, only sixty- 
six persons voted against the bond issue.
The Chamber of Commerce also assumed 
the expense of securing two members 
from the Municipal Research Bureau of 
New York, to investigate every branch 
of the city government and report to 
the municipal authorities, the report be­
ing published and distributed throughout 
the community.

Where the active members of the busi­
ness community take so much interest 
in civic affairs, and work in co-opera­
tion with the constituted civic authori­
ties, it is much easier to secure needed 
civic improvements and to better the liv­
ing conditions in the commhnity. There 
Is too great a tendency, perhaps, to re­
gard the civic government as a thing 
apart, and to expect It to do very much 
more than it is capable of doing unless 
actively supported and encouraged by 
the business community. Moreover, 
vhatever makes for civic Improvement

London, April 28—As a 

of the financial position of Canada,^ the 
budget speech of the dominion. minister 
of finance was “awaited here with great 
interest. Indeed it is not too much to 
say that attention was almost equally 
divided between Mr. White’s review of 
the siflation and the still expected bud­
get speech of our own chancellor of the 
exchequer. ..... .

This was significant as indicating not 
only the increased interest in Canada as 
a result of the increased amount of Brit­
ish capital employed in the dominion, 
but as an indication of the unsettled 
feeling which oppressed large investors, 
as to the future of Canada. A more 
hopeful tone is now evidenced

We still see isolated attacks on the 
credit of Canada and Canadian under­
takings, but the wholesale unqualified, 
adverse comments which had become he- 
gtilar have ceased, and the general feel­
ing is expressed in the following ex­
tracts from one of the leading financial 
papers under the heading “Canadau 
Claim for Capital.”

“The greater the pace of progress, tne 
more energetic the industry exerted, the 
heavier should be the volume of cap­
ital imports” is the keynote of the ar­
ticle which proceeds:

Full 
of their own exuberant optimism, and 
apt to over-estimate the paper valua­
tion of their town lots and farm lands 
as sure to double every time they change 
hands, they cannot wait patiently for 
their profits, but keep up continuous ap­
peals to the money market to cash their 
checks on the Bank of Futurity.

“We may marvel at the cities that 
grow up like mushrooms ; and we may 
be willing enopgh to lend money to 
vert timber shacks into reinforced con­
crete palaces ; but to put drainage sys­
tems into patches of prairies, to raise a 
blaze of electric arc lamps in the dark­
ness of the great plains—all so long as 
the intrinsic value of the property on the 
security of which the money is ad­
vanced is upheld by actual earning pow­
er The tendency is to borrow too soon 
and too often, and the natural inevit­
able result is that there are sure to be 
periods of gold famine. Canada is just 
picking up after such a periodical hard 
time of wholesome discipline. Towns 
whose officials have had reason to be 
worried about their salaries as pay-day 
approached are again printing their 
names on prospectuses- They may have 
to pay rather more for their new loans 
through having run too fast and too far 
a year ago; but as to the penriarency of 
this power and prosperity nobody has 
any doubt.

ROBERT F. PEAKE 
DEAD IN NORTH SYDNEY

For Many Years Expert Telegraph 
Operator He»-—Wife Was Miss 
Florence Hunt of St John

Word was received this morning tell­
ing of the death of Robert F. Peake at 
his home in North Sydney, C. B. Mr. 
Peake, who was a native of England, 
resided'in St. John for many years and 
removed to Sydney about six years ago.

ST. JOHN’S CASECHAUDIERE IN PORT
Fair Division of Winter Mail Busi- 

For This Port
Rough Passage of 15 P».ve From 

Liverpool aess

Board ot Trade Secretary Points Out 
Reasoes Why Requests of Delegation 
to Ottawa Should Be Granted

Third Name She Has Borne Since 
Being Built in 1899—Here to Re­
place Cobequid

Brought here to replace the wrecked 
steamer Cobequid, the Royal Mail Steam 
Packet Liner Chaudière arrived in port 
this morning, after a rough passage of 
fifteen days from Liverpool. The steam­
er, which came in ballast, was tossed 
about by shifting seas and winds that 
blew from almost everv point of the 
compass, but she arrived in good order 
and was tied up at me Mclax/u wuart 
a little before noon.

The vessel is up to the standard of 
excellence that marks all the vessels on 
the improved West Indies service, 
though the steamer is now called the 
Chaudière, this is the third name she 
has borne since being built in 1899 at 
Middleboro. She was christened the 
Philippeville, but Was later renamed the 
Madingo, her name being changed to 
the present title on being placed on the 
West Indies service. She was formerly 
oxvned by the African Steamship Com­
pany, managed by the Elder-Dempsters.

The Chaudière is a fine looking craft, 
370.1 feet long, 46.2 feet beam and has 
a depth of 22.8 feet. She Is fitted with 
triple expansion engines of 584 nominal 
horse power and has four single ended 
boilers of 180 pounds pressure each. She 
has an average speed of thirteen knots. 
Her gross tonnage is 8,986 tons and net, 
2,504 tons.

Mrs. Alsopp, wife of John Alsopp, 
commercial agent of the Royal Mail 
Steam Packet Line in Canada, accom­
panied by her two children, arrived in 
the Chaudière. They will make their 
home in Halifax.

The officers of the new steamer are: 
Captain, M. M. Partridge; chiel officer, 
T. E. Coombs ; second officer, W. F. 
Bulleid ; third officer, E. R. Areott; pur­
ser, G. G. Wellerd; surgeon, Dr. S. D. 
McEntire ; chief engineer, G. Campbell, 
and Chief steward, F. Strevens.

The second officer, Mr. Bulleid, and 
some of the crew were formerly of the 
Cobequid. The steamer will go on the 
West Indies route next week.

Editor Times:
Dear Sir,—The delegation which is to 

leave for Ottawa next week to demand 
equal rights for St. John in the matter 
of a winter mail service, and ' in the 
matter of the I. C. R .traffic agreement, 
does not represent solely the corpora­
tion of the city, or the board of trade, 
or the Trades and Labor Council. Nor 
does it represent solely the 60,000 peo­
ple of the city of St. John. It repre­
sents every community in New Bruns­
wick that desires to see fair play meter 
out to the winter port of the province.

be said toAl­ in the same sense, it may 
represent the fair-minded people of Can­
ada. St. John is not trying to rob any 
other Canadian port that is capable of 
doing this winter mail business. She 
does not propose to ask that the entire 
maUs and' freight traffic of Canada in 
the winter season shall be done through 
this port. She is simply asking that she 
shall have a fair proportion of that 
which she has a right to, and which she 
has in a large measure prepared for out 
of her own pockets.

What is the “case” of St. John in this 
connection? On what grounds can the 
city delegation appeal to the govern­
ment for a fair division of this winter 
mall business?

First, because it is a “square deal.
Second, because It is in the interests 

of Canada that the ports of Halifax and 
St. John should be allowed the fullest 
opportunity for expansion, and that 
there should be no unfair discrimination.

Third, because it is in the interests of 
the mail service of Canada. Statistics 
which have been received by the board 
of trade from the postmaster-general 
covering mail transactions of the past 
winter show that there is comparatively 
little difference In the time made be­
tween Liverpool and Montreal as be­
tween Halifax and St. John. In some 
instances St. John leads, in others, Hali­
fax is to the fore. If certain improve­
ments which have been suggested in 
connection with the handling of the mails 
at this port were put into effect there 
is little doubt that the showing for St. 
John could be made very much better. 
But sufficient has been shown—under 
somewhat unfavorable conditions, too— 
to indicate that St. John has won the 
right to ask from the government an 
equal division of the winter mail traffic. 
She certainly cannot be ignored after 
the results of the past winter.

Fourth, it would be in the interests of 
the province of New Brunswick that a 
fair share of this mail business should 
be done through St. John. Whatever 
helps St. John—whatever enhances its 
value as a market for the commodities 
which the province produces—is a benefit 
to the province. Moreover, it is to the 
interests of the business men of this 
province who do business with Great 
Britain that they should get their mail 
advices early and direct.

Fifth, it is to the interests of the port 
of St. John, its business men, its harbor 
workers, Its property owners, its shop 

'keepers,, «verybafly who wants to see 
the dty .expand, along permanent lines— 
that ‘ an ' equal jüRiÿhrtion of tire winter 
mall business of the dominion should be 
done through this port, that the wharves 
and terminal fadlities which the people 
of this dty have gone to such an ex­
pense to provide, should be utilized to 
thtir fullest extent, and that the element 
of uncertainty on this point should be 
removed at once and forever.

Sixth, it is in the interests of the un­
developed ports of New Brunswick on 
the Bay of Fundy^the ports that are 
awaiting the full development of the 
port of St. John—that every trade op­
portunity be given to St. John and that 
no obstacle should be thrown in the 
way of its expansion.

Seventh, the, adjustment of this ques­
tion on a fair basis would also help the 
people of the maritime provinces. It 
would bring them closer together. The 
petty rivalries between Halifax and St. 
John would cease and both would be 
able to carry out, undisturbed by the 
hostility which now affects them, their 
schemes of port expansion.

Eighth, the government of Canada, 
which has spent millions at this port in 
harbor development, would see a better 
return for the money which It has in­
vested, and would be able to better jus­
tify before the public of Canada the 
further large expenditures which will he 
necessary to complete the equipment of 
this harbor.

Briefly, these are the chief arguments 
in favor of a recognition by the govern­
ment of the rights of the people of St. 
John In the demands which they now 
make in connection with the winter mail 
and freight business of Canada. We 
have no quarrel with Halifax. We do 
not wish to deprive her people of any 
business that they have a right to. Hali­
fax, like St. John, is on the map to stay, 
and both ports have to be recognized. 
We in St. John believe that an equaliza­
tion of traffic between the two would 
tend to stimulate trade throughout the 
entire maritime provinces and would be 
in the interests of the whole country.

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BLOCK SAFETY FOR

System In Use, It Is Expected, In 
Two or Three Months

It is thought that in about two or 
three months the block safety system 
will be in use on the I. C. R., as much 
progress is now being made in its in­
troduction along the line. About forty 
carloads of equipment have thus far 
been shipped to points along the line 
for use in establishing the system, which 
is being installed by the Union Switch 
and Signal Company, of New York, 
under direction of Messrs. O’Donnell 
and Curtiss.

The block system being installed is 
practically the same as on the C. P. R. 
with blocks half a mile distant from 
each other. Some of the large concrete 
storage battery wells which are placed 
before each signal post, have already 
been sunk, and the work of lowering 
others is now going on. The system 
aims at the prevention of accidents by 
collision and has greatly lessened the 
number of such, as the blocks are so ar­
ranged that the signal-posts will allow 
but one train within one block.

the day were called In the commons to­
day, Hon. H. R. Emmerson rose and 
said: “I would like to ask if the gov­
ernment have any official information in 
respect to the appointment of a governor- 
general to succeed the present incumbent 
of the office. I see rumors in the press 
and I presume that the people of Canada 
would like to know what foundation 
there is for them. I hope that the rumors 
are not true. Still I speak individually.*’ 

Premier Borden replied:
‘‘There has been a telegram received 

by H. R. H. the Governor-General an­
nouncing that his majesty has been 
pleased to approve of the appointment 
of Prince Alexander of Teck to succeed 
H. R. H. the Governor-General.”

There was no further comment from 
either side of the house.

In an interview later as to his stand 
on the question, Hon. Mr. Emmerson 
said that he was averse to the general 
principle of always having royalty to 
occupy the position of governor-general. 
He had nothing but the highest respect

1918 has just been issued by the Depart­
ment of Marine and Fisheries, and the 
record shows an increase of 155 vessels 
and 80,687 tons over the list of 1912.

The figures show that Canada now 
ranks ninth place among the ship-own­
ing nations of the world with a total net 
tonnage upon her register of 896,965 
tons. Preceding the dominion, Great 
Britain comes first with a shipping ton­
nage of-10,989,335 net tons. Next in rank 
comes Germany, with 3,321,060 tons; 
United States, 2,706,226 tons; Norway, 
1,736,349 tons; France, 1,476,079 tons; 
Japan, 1,184,168 tons; Russia, 1,115,060 
tons; Italy, 1,082,491

The register is made up of 8,545 ves­
sels—3,847 being steamers with a gross 
tonnage of 711,512 tons, aqd it is esti­
mated that 434)68 men and boys, includ­
ing masters were employed upon Can­
adian registered ships during 1913. Tak­
ing $30 as the average value of the ton­
nage registered, Canada’s shipping am­
ounts to $20,908,950 in value.
Montreal Leads

Montreal leads the other Canadian 
ports for the highest shipping tonnage 
registered, with a total net tonnage, sail 
and steam, of 184,899 tons, Victoria, B. 
C., has 75,129 tons of shipping, and 
claims second place. Toronto comes third 
with 68,767 tons; Vancouver fourth with 
63,761 tons; Quebec fifth 46,235 tons; 
and St. John sixth with 44,953 tons—a 
great decline from the eighties, when the 
New Brunswick port was fourth among 
the ports of the world for tonnage.

In analyzing the list it is noticed that 
a large number of the steam vessels reg­
istered are motor propelled—the greater 
proportion of these craft are no doubt 
used in the commercial fisheries. The 
largest vessels on the register are the 
C. N. R. Royal Liners Royal Edward 
and Royal George, of 11,117 tons gross 
and registered in Toronto.1 Another large 
Atlantic steamer registered in Toronto 
is the Oceana, of 7,815 tons, owned by 
the Bermuda Atlantic Line and plying 
between New York and Bermuda. The 
largest lake steamer registered is the 
Emperor of 7,081 tons. The new leviath­
an recently launched—W. Grant Morden 
—has not been registered yet.

The only relic of the old square-rigged 
ships left on the register is the barque 
Calburga, of 1,350 tons, built and regis­
tered at Maitland, N. S. in 1890. She is 
still on the active list, carrying lumber 
from Nova Scotia to the River Plate. 
Under the command of Captain Lewis 
she recently made the run from Digby, 
N. S. to Buenos Ayres in 57 days. The 
barque is the last of the famous Nova 
Scotian fleet of large square-riggers which 
cut such a swath in the carrying trade 
of the world prior to 1890. In 1878 Can- 
ada had 1,888,015 tons of shipping— 
mostly square-riggers—upon her register. 
Today we have 896.966

The 62nd annual report of the trustees 
of the Boston Public Library, issued the 
other day, after detailing the work of the 
board for the year, takes up the report 
of Librarian Wadlin. He shows that dur­
ing the year 1,848,978 books were lent for 

outside the various library buildings. 
This is an increase over last year, and 
the unrecorded circulation—that is, the 
use of books in the various rooms, is 
very much greater.

I(Power.)
Suppose a corporation using approxi­

mately 820,000 tons of coal a year at 
$8.50 per ton were to effect by intelligent 
purchase a saving of 25 cents per ton. 
This would amount to $80,000 per an­
num—an item worth striving for.

Although the conditions of price and 
saving ps given above are not true of 
the purchase of coal by the State of 
New York, the coal consumption of its 
various institutions is approximately the 
figure stated, says the editor of Power.

One of the channels through which 
Governor Glynn hopes to effect econ­
omy is that of the purchase of coal by 
specification for all state institutions. 
Heretofore, the purchasing committees of 
the various state departments have each 
purchased coal in its own «weet way. 
These committees have formed them­
selves into a joint committee to pur­
chase coal for all institutions. The co»’ 
will be bought in large amounts, and dis­
tributed to the various departments as 
required. This should result in consid­
erable saving, as those ia charge of most 
of the state departments are physicians 
who have little knowledge of the im­
portance of the quality of fuel, to say 
nothing of approved methods of pur­
chase.

last year ahd some shavings from the 
work beirig idone to the boat.

Besides the boat owned by Mr. Nor­
throp, another motor boat was stored 
in the warehouse all winter, but was 
launched this week.

It is fortunate that there 
much water around the building, as this 
kept the fire from spreading and pre­
vented any damage being done to the 
wharf.

The holdings cannot be.less than one 
hectare in area, but as a rule may not 
exceed 6,500 crowns in value—the crown 
is equal to 1 fr. 89—and, in exceptional 
cases 8,000 crowns, ineluding the value 
of the building, live stock and furniture. 
Finally, each individual can only obtain 
a loan for a single holding.

The total number of holdings created 
between 1901 and 1911 was 5,777, and 
tlie treasury loans amounted to 25,410,- 
148 crowns. Tlie number of applications 
small at first, increases yearly, the appli­
cants being for the most part either mar­
ried or about to marry.

The returns as to the number of head 
of live stock (including poultry) owned 
by the state-aided farmers are import­
ant, as they enable us to appreciate the 
economic situation of such peasant farm­
ers. The available returns refer to the live 
stock owned by 5,874 farmers on April 
1st, 1911. At that date their farms sup­
ported 5,187 horses, 22,079 head of horn­
ed cattle, 33,626 pigs, 1,156 sheep and 
155,250 fowls.

Will Open the Way to Trade With 
Italy and Greece.

by Greece and Servia, it was agreed at 
the same time that Servia should have 
her opening to the sea.
