London, May 27—Queen Mary's birth-
day was celébrated quietly at Bucking-
ham Palace yesterday. Her Majesty was
born on May, 26, 1867. The only members
of the royal family with the king and
queen were Princess Mary and little
Prince John. The other sons are away.
Telegrams of congratulation from them
were among the first to reach the queen
yesterday as well as messages from the
Germarn Emperor and other European
royalties.

Princess Mary of England celebrated her
fifteenth birthday last week. She has ta-
ken more after her Guelph ancesters in
looks than any of her brothers, and is
tail for her age—a less rare occurrence
among the younger generation of the prin-
cesses of the royal house that it was
among their elders. The Quecen of Spain
and . Princess Patricia of Connaught are
well above middle height, but Princess
Mary bids fair to outstrip them both.

Young as she is, Princess Mary has al-
ready a strong personality. As a small
girl, she was the autocrat of the royal
nursery, and her brothers, who were all
devoted to her, followed her lead. Im
these early days Princess Mary quite ap-
preciated the dignity of her position, and
once when asked whether she would like
a little sister, answered that she might
not mind a sister, but would not care for
another princess. i \

New York, May 2/—A London cable
says:— Yo

The coming summer seems likely to wit-
ness unusual activity in the fleets of the
principal powers, most of ‘which will car-
ry out manoeuvres on & large scale.

The Britigh fleet, as in other years, ‘will
be placed on a war footing at the end of
June, and the strategical work as well as
tactics exercising in which it will be en-
gaged, will present features of exceptional
interest and importance, )

Soon afterwards the German -high sea
fleet, augmented by its reserve divisions;
will  begin _its:-autumn  manoeuvres, . .iu
which for the first time ‘it  will have the
services of a complete dreadnought equad-
ron of eight battleships and two' battle
cruisers.

The American fleet, now dispersed to its
ports after the winter manoeuvres in the
Caribbean Sea and the battle practice will,
at the same time, be engaged in its sum-
mer drills and exercises, while the re-or-
ganized French fleet will, it' is understood,
icarry out an extended programme of man-
oeuvres. : Tk
‘British Manoeuvres on Large Scale

due’ first o ofiwial indication that the
British naval manoeuvres this summer are
to be on an exceptionally large scale, is
found in the appoirtment of Vice Admir-
al Prince Louis of Battenburg to the tem-
porary command of 4 fléet during the op-
erations.  Prince ‘Louis is' one of the seal

ot preceédent..’ 'The step Has caused
no small comment as has' the appointment
of the first lord’s naval secretary, Rear
Admiral David Botley, to the command
of a cruiser squadron in the manoeuvres,
and the working of the arrangement in
practice is eagerly awaited.

With the exception of Sir William May,
whose selection as umpire in chief is also
announced, Prince Louis will be the sen-
ior of the tweniy flag officers engaged in
the manoeuvres.

The suggestion that press representatives
might be allowed on board the ships dur-
ing the operations does not now seem like-
ly to be followed, but probably an oppor-
tunity wilk be given for an inepection.

Last Was in 1906

The last strategical manoeuvres on a
large scare in the British navy, were in
1906, when an important scheme of com-
merce protection, in which the mercantile
marine was invited to co-operate, was set
by the admiralty for elucidation.. Ite gen-
eral idea was’that war had started be-
tween a etrong naval power and a weak-
er, but still formidable one.

From the appointments of Sir William
May and Prince Louis of Battenburg, it is
reasonpble to assume that something of a
gimilar kind may again be done. Both
these officers took a prominent part in
the 1906 operations. It was Sir William
May who caused a sensation by asserting
that he had held command of the ch:m-l
nel from Ushant to North Sea for fifty-
six hours without molestdtion and to have
made requisition at Seaborough, Bright-
on and other coast towns.

The number of warships taking part,
will almost certainly show an increase
over the record total of 325 which® were
utilized in 1906, but the exact number
will depend upen' the supply of men.

London, May 27 — Several anarchists
have been arrested in Rome, Bologne, Mil-
an and elsewhere, according to a Milan de-
spatch to the Chronicle, in connection
with an anarchist plot against the life of
Italy’s king. It is alleged that the plot
was discovered through disclosures in
prison, by Antonio Dalba, who attempted
to assassinate King Victor Emmanuel in
Rome last Marca.

Transport Workers' Strike Goes
on Quietly — Shopkeepers’
Ruses to Get Stocks

London, May 27—Although everything is
proceeding with the utmost quietness in
the vicinity of the docks, the police, this
morning, took precautions to ensure the
removal of meat and provisions from
steamers which have been tied up as the
result of the strike of the truckmen and
transport workers.

As it was necessary to move large quan-
tities of provisions to replenish the supply
after today’s holiday, large detachments
of police reserves were sent to the land-
ing wharves this morning. By the adop-
tion of many ruses, the retail dealers of
Covent Garden market and many retail
store-keepers secured supplies, some of
them conveyisg the meat and vegetables
in cabs from the docks to their shops.

The officials of the tramsport workers
union have not gone beyond the ‘“‘peace-
ful picketing’ ’allowed by the law in their
endeavors to bring out every man employ-
ed in transport work.

The men are responding generally to the
appeals of their striking comrades to join
them and at Covent Garden vegetable mar-
ket practically all the unionists, who
are, however, in the minority there, have
thrown down their tools.

UNITED STATES
WILL TAKE NO PART
IN CUBAN TROUBLES

President Taft so Informs Gomez
in Response te Cablegram From
Latter

Jersey City, May 27—President Taft to-
day seent a message to President Gomez
of Cuba, saying he would not intervene
in Cuba.

President Gomez yesterday sent a cable-

gram to President Taft in which he pro-
tests in friendly but firm terms against
intervention by the United States.
“It is my duty to say that so serious a
resolution alarms and hurts the feelings of
a people who love and are jealous of their
independence,” he said after reciting that
he had received from Unit@l States Min-
ister Beaupre a note informing him that
the Washington government had ordered
a gun-boat to Nipe Bay and a strong naval
concentration at Key West in anticipation
of possible eventualifies, and also in the
event that the Cuban government was un-
able to protect American property, it was
the intention to land forces for that pur-
pose.

“I appeal to you,” he continued, “as a
loyal friend of Cuba, respecting her rights,
that you will be convinced that this gov-
ernment is capable of and seufficiently sup-
ported by the valor and patriotism of the
Cuban people to deal promptly with a few
unfortunate and misguided persons without
reason or flag. :

“If you understand these conditions, you
will perceive that it is mot the part of a
friendly government to contribute under
such circumstances to the embarrassment
of a government and people such as those
of Cuba, placed, it is true, in unfortunate
conditions, but not lacking in ite methods,
patriotism and courage.”

Speaks of Problems Which De-
mand Censideration— The Lon-
don Strike

The industrial problem, the problem of
the growth of cities, and that of the inter-
mingling of races were the subject of an
address by Rev. J. H. A. Anderson at
the Every Day Club last evening ‘which
gave his hearers much food for serious
thinking. The speaker began with a refer-
ence to the strike of transport workers in
London, and said that' the spirit of this
strike is a menace to the world. Its de-
clared purpose was to paralyze the city of
London. The right or wrong of strikers
in general he would not discuss, but the
spirit of this onme-was a spirit we might
well regard with fear for the future.

Mr. Anderson pointed out how far-reach-
ing are the effects of such troubles as those
lately agitating - England, presenting a
problem of a most serious character. He
declared that the strdin upon the premier
of England in the last two years was great-
er_than upon any former premier in the
same length of time, and said that the fact
is owing to the greater complexity and
gravity of the problems pressing for solu-
tion.

Taking up the growth of cities, Mr. An-
derson pointed out how it had a tendency
to raise rents and other expenses, and to
crowd the poorer people into meaner
quarters, developing slums. If the larger
city gave greater opportunity for organized
effort for good causes it also gave larger
opportunity for the growth and spread of
vice. It makes a difference in a city what
kind of life each citizen lives, and it makes
a difference in a much wider sphere what
kind of ideals the persons have who grow
up in a city to scatter over the country
and the world. There is no more isolation.
Mr. Anderson described several homes he
had known of in this city where people,
through poverty, were compelled to live,
and declared that the law should forbid
any man to offer such places for human
habitation. o

speaker next touched upon the in-
termingling of races which has come about
and will prevail still more as a result of
jmmigration and the awakening of the
Oriept. The time has come when we can
no longer be exclusive nor snap our fingers
at the people of the eastern countries. The
change in conditions affecting different
races has brought another great problem
to the front for solution.

Mr. Anderson said he had no cut and
dried solution to offer, but it was for us
to think on these things. To meet the
changing conditions we must raise up bet-
ter men, stronger of body and soul, ani-
mated by high ideals. We must learn to
recognize the larger brotherhood ‘of man.
Those who figure in industrial disputes
must realize that each is necessary to the
other, and that the spirit of war will not
solve their problem.

“T can recommend nothing better,” said
Mr. Anderson, “in the presence of
problems than the spirit and example of
Him who said, ‘T am the way.’”

Famous Libel Suit Over
Matter of Ability as Sculp-

tor is Recalled

(Copyright; 1912, by the Brentwood Com-
pany)

The recent announcement in the London
papers that Richard Belt, sculptor, is still
alive, will come as a surprise to many
who remember the famous Belt-Lawes trial

that took piace in 1883, and which was
the occasion of ome of the most extraor-
dinary scenes, in the way of evidence, that
ever was witnessed in a British court of

{ justice.

The information that “Mr. Belt is not
dead, but on the contrary is leading a
particularly active life in London,” is
contributed by one of his friends, presuin-
ably, the reason therefor being that in
an obituary notice of Sir Charles Lawes-
Wittewronge, a reference was made to
the latter’s lawsuit against ‘“‘the late Mr.
Belt.”

The law-suit referred to made a tremend:
ous sensation, not only in London, but
in artistic circles all over the world. Sir
Charles Lawes-Wittewronge (pronounced
Wit-rong) was then known simply as Mr:
Charles Lawes, not having succeeded to
his father's baronetcy and estates, as well
as the additional property which caused
him, in accordance with the terms of tue
will of the relative granting the bequest,
to assume the name of Wittewronge in ad-
dition to his own, which he did by royal
license in 1902.

Charles Lawes was an eminent sculptor,
and won fame as such is England and in
France. He was also the foremost athlete
of his day, first at Eton, and afterwards at
Cambridge, where he rowed “stroke” in
two successive years in the inter-university
race. On leaving college, he adopted wue
artistic profession, becoming in course of
time the president of the Incorporated
Society of British Sculptors.

Among his most notable works was waat
exhibited at the Franco-British Exhiviuoh

‘in London, three years ago, when his su-

perb marble group, ‘“The Death of Dirce,”
was the feature of the Fine Arts Palace,
and was described as one of the greatest
triumphs of British plastic art. It is, in-
deed, a subject that lends itself to the
most spirited treatment, and calls forth in
the highest degree the talent or the genius
of the sculptor. Dirce, I need hardly re-
mind my| readers, was, according to the
Greek legend, tied to the horns of a wild
bull, which dragged her about till she died.

Round about the early eighties of .ae
last century, Charles Lawes had in his
studio a pupil named Richard Belt, who,
it would seem, was a very pushing and am-
bitious young man, for he left his instrue-
tor, and, set up for himself, accepting and
executing—or obtaining the execution of—
orders for busts of prominent people, me-
morial statues, etc. Now Charles Lawes
had opinions of his own regarding the
abilities of his late pupil, and did not hesi-
tate to express them. A paragraph appear-
ed in the London society paper, - .anlty
Fair,’ ’intimating that Richard Belt was
not actually the author of the statue of
Dean Stanley, of the Byron monument, or
of the busts of Charles Kingsley and Canon
Conway; that he had merely employed
others to execute these works for him,

Belt took no notice of this paragraph,
but when Charles Lawes wrote to the lord
mayor of London, avowing himself the
author of the paragraph in Vanity Fair,
and warning the mayor against employing
Belt in certain art work then in-contem-
plation, the friends of Belt insisted upon
his commencing a libel suit against Lawes.

This he did, and it came on for trial in
1883, lasting forty-five days, and engaging
the services of the most eminent lawyers.
Belt’s preliminary expenses were defrayed
by subscriptions furnished by his friends
and admirers, mostly people of the so-call-
ed “aesthetic” cult, who were very active
just about that time, and who are so
amusingly satirized by Gilbert & Sullivan,
in their popular operetta, ‘Patience, .or
Bunthorne’s Bride.”

It wae during the course of this trial
that the curious scene I have referred to
took place. Belt, in order to support his
assertion that he was a sculptor, and not
a mere employer of sculptors, undertook,
then and there, to execute a bust, undar
the very eyes of the jury. His challenge
was accepted; a table, clay, water, etc,
were brought in, and judge, counsel and
jury, watched the shapeless mass gradu-
ally assume, under the busy fingers of
Belt, a resemblance to human head and
shoulders. - Belt certainly had produced
a bust. - But it was a matker of opinion
whether this was a work of art. Lord
Leighton, then the president of the Royal
Academy, himself an eminent sculptor,
Sir John Millais, the famous painter, and
the well known eculptor Thornyeroft, all
three declared this handiwork of Belt to
be utterly devoid of any artistic merit,
and manifestly fashioned by different
hands to those which had produced the
Byron memorial, ete.

However, the jury had been deeply ‘im-
pressed, as they watched Belt model some-
thing that they could eee for themselves
looked exactly like a human head, gave
a verdict in his favor for $25,000 damages.

Charles Lawes appealed to a higher
court, but as there was mnot sufficient
proof of any failure of justice in the court
below, the decision was affirmed. Con-
vinced within his own mind, however, that
he had right on his side, Charles Lawes
refused to pay a penny of the $25,000 dam-
ages, or of Belt’s costs, for which he Wwas
liable as the losing party to the suit.
Therefore, on the advice of his lawyer,
Sir George Lewis, he resorted to the
bankruptey court and, having no fortune
of his own, easily obtained a discharge
of all hig debts, including the $25,000 dam-
ages and costs owing to Richard Belt.

It was in the year 1900—twelve years
ago—that he succeeded to his father’s bar-
onetcy and estates, and two years after-
wards, assumed the name of Wittewronge,
in addition to that of Lawes, as already
mentioned on succeeding to the extensive
property of a relative, and in compliance
with the stipulations of the latter’s will.
This change was regretted by many of Sir
Charles’ friends, for the name of Lawes
had become an honored one, not only in
the realm of art, through Sir Charles’
chisel, but in agriculture, in which science
his father achieved eminence, being gener-
ally regarded as the founder of the arti-
ficial manure industry.

It was in 1842 that he patented a man-
ure, formed by treating phosphates with
sulphuric acid. Hie experiments were be-
gun in 1837 on his Rothamstead estates
when he tried the effects of various man-
ures on plants in pots, afterwards turning
his attention to crops in the fields. For
half a century, with the assistance of Sir
J. H. Gilbert, he carried on his experi-
ments of raising crops and feelling ani-
mals, rendering Rothamstead famous in
the eyes of scientific agriculturists all over
the world. In order that this work might
be continued after his death, he set aside
a fund of $500,000 to found the Lawes
Agricultural Trust, which has now become

a permanent institution.

NEW BRUNSWICK ALFALFA

Dairy Superintendent Has Lot of
Fine Seed Which Was Grown

in Sussex

(Sussex Record)

Dairy superintendent, C. W, McDougall
has in his possession a lot of particularly
fine alfalfa seed, which was taken from
Wm. McLeod’s plot last fall. The seed
is as good as one could wish to see. It
is strong and clean and should produca
plants which will be stronger than those
from which it was derived. Messrs. Nus
nick and Fixter, representing the Conser
vation, Commission, who were in Sussex
this week were shown the seed and were
delighted with it. It was an eye opener
to them that such success had attended
the efforts of Mr. McDougall and his as
sociates in the raising of alfalfa in this
province.

The seed will be used on other New
Brunswick plots, and in turn the seed
taken from the resultant plants will be
saved and sowed. In this way it is hoped
that plants will be developed which will
resist the rigors of the most severe wintet
to be encountered in New Brunswick.

The Record has glways been in sympathy
with Mr. McDougall's campaign for th
development of an alfalfa type which wi
be easy to raise in this section. If thq
problem of successful alfalfa culture can
be solved it means hundreds of thousands
of dollars to this county alone. Whil(
it will reduce the freight earnings of rail
ways hauling feed to Kings, it will cul
out the heaviest expenditure that the
dairy farmer has to make The Conserva
tion Commission might well take up the
work pf developing a hardy alfalfa plan{
for this part of Canada. -

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THE FIGHT IS ON

The legislature is dissolved and Premier
Flemming has issued a manifesto. Nomina-
tion dey will be June 18th, and the elec-
tions on June 20. The time has come for
4he Liberals of New Brunswick to resume
e direction of its affairs, and give the
province better government.

Mr. Flemming’s manifesto is the most

barren document ever presented to the
people of this province on the eve of an
election. He pledges himself to try to get
a larger subsidy from Ottawa, and to
press for a settlement of the fishery claims
at Ottawa. He will “foster in every rea-
sonable way” the establishment of pulp
and paper mills, and put into effect his
ready-made-farm scheme.
. That is the whole programme of the
- Flemming government, if elected for the
next legislative term. All the rest of Mr.
Flemming’s more than two-column mani-
festq is devoted to praise of his govern-
ment and to general statements which do
not ‘bind him or his govermment to any-
thing. At a time when the people of New
Bruimwick are laboring actively and hope-
fully to give driving force to a great for-
ward movement, made possible by the new
relations of the province with western
Canada in regard to transportation, Prem-
jer Flemming’s contribution is a vague re-
ference to pulp and psper mills, a pica-
m ready-made farm echeme, and a prom-
ise to beg for mlore money at Ottawa.

This is Mr. Flemming’s answer to the
immigration congress, and to all who had
hoped that the govex"nment of the prov-
ince would lead the way in the forward
movement. :

Mr. Copp and the Liberals of New
Brunswick may well thank Mr. Flemming
for this confession of incompetence. It will
make their task easier. /The people do
not want four years more of neglect of
" the great public interests of the province.

The greater portion of the premier’s
deliverance is a rehash of former speeches,
brazenly asserting that the pledges made
when his party were in opposition have
beer carried out. Against these boastful
assertions are the facts that the number
of abandoned farms does not decrease, the
highways have not been improved, the
public services generally have been admin-
istered in a partisan spirit, the debt has
been increased by over & million dollars,
the liabilities of the province by about
four millions, and, despite a larger subsidy
from Ottawa and an increased general rev-
cnue, there was last year a deficit of $56,-
000.

It is a government
whiech comes before the people with a vague
reference to pulp and paper mills, and a
ready-made-farm scheme which at best
would not settle a hundred of the several
thousand abandoned farms in this prov-
ince. Surely it is time for a change.

MR. COPP SHOULD WIN

The Moncton Transcript very properly
points out that Mr. A. B. Copp, as the
leader of his party, is giving proofs of
greater breadth of view and a larger out-
look on provincial affairs than his oppon-
ents anticipated. He is not content mere-
ly to attack a government which is pecul-
jarly open to attack, but he desires to
present a policy which would lead to &
more satisfactory development of resources
of the province. It is admitted on all
hands that the great need of New Bruns-
wick as 3 province is a healthy growth of
rural communities.

THE NAVY QUESTION

The declaration of Mr. Winston Spencer
Churchill that the naval developments of
the next ten years will probably be thé
growth of effective naval forces in the over-
seas dominions is discussed at consider-
able length by the Canadian Courier, which
has always favored a Canadian navy, and
has never been able to endorse the present
attitude ‘of the Conservative party on tifls
question. The Courier points out that Mr.
Borden and his friends -were at first in
favor of a Canadian navy, but that they
gradually changed their ground and came
out in opposition.

Henry Bourassa,”, and it advises, if a Can-
adian naval'policy should be decided upon
'and they will not agree, to let them go.
The Courier adds:—“They will come
around as soon as the band strikes up; they
always have done so.” The Courier says
that this is the time for the big Conserv-
atives and the big.

The Liberals are already in agreement with
the policy favored by Mr. Winston Spencer
Churchill.

In the decade covered. by the last
census the population of the United States
increased 21 per cent., while the produc-
tion of cereals increased only 1.7 and the
value of cereals rose 80 per cent. .
The farther such investigation regarding
high prices goes, the more convincing be-
comes the proof that they are chiefly the
result of demand esceeding supply. The
gold theory does not ndeqpﬂtely account
for present abnormal ¢onditions. Ngt lon_g
ago statistics on the cattle s}upply in this
country were published showing that there
were 2,400,000 less cattle in the country
and 1,200,000 less sheep than a year ago.
This, of course, has much to do with t})e
present high prices for meat. Such in-
stances of relative scarcity could be mul-
tiplied almost indefinitely .In nearly all
parts of the world there is relative scar-
city of many commodities resulting from
universal economic conditions. :
Another tendency which has aided the
development of scarcity and' high price
has been the trend towarde monopoly in
both capital and labor. The conatant'eﬁ
fort of combinations, whether of capital
or labor, has been to keep down supply
and to push up prices as far as possible,
'In other words, one of the causes of high
prices, particularly in the U_m’ged States,
is the universal effort to eliminate com-
petition.

Incidental to'this problem of the cost
of living there is a bill for an Internation-
al conference upon the subject which has
been favorably reported on by the House
Committee on Foreign Affairs. ;f such a
commission is to be of any practical value,
it should be started without delay. The
subject is one in which the public is vit-
ally interested, and the report of such a
commission, if intelligently conducted. will
be of unquestionable education value, We

Now
that they have turned out worthless, T
see how crazy and wrong I was. I am '
sorry, if ever anyone was sorry, for what
I have done, but nothing will bring back
what I have wasted.” Her case is & pa-
thetic one, and her experience has been
costly, but it is the common experience of
many who have };ried get-rich-quick
schemies. .

In the same month of the eame year

FOR BATHING

An Agitation for Abo]ishing
The Four by Four House
on Wheels

SITUATION AT SOUTHEND

Some Want Mixed Bathing, Some
Are Against i, and so Goes on
The Merry War — Traders
Willing to Defy Mrs. Grundy

(Times Special Correspondence.)
London, May 15—England really is wak-
ing up—most of England, anyway. And
among the other venerable institutions

that progress m this country has doomed
is the bathing machine—an instrument of
torture if ever there was ome. Of late
years, some of the more go-ahead English
seaside places have been superseding these
horrible little boxes'by neat huts or boxes
erected on the shore, thus following the
continental fashion of bathing, A notable
exception to this is Southend, a popul-
ous coast town near London, some mer-
bers of whose council have become shock-
ed at this rational method of taking a dip
in the briny and have proposed a string-
ent set of regulations obliging you to use
a bathing machine,” and quite a pretty
little war is now being waged in that town
between the ‘machines” and ' ‘‘anti-ma-
chines,” as the two sides are dubbed.

It is astonishing that anybody can be
found to uphold the old-fashioned style of
bathing, for a more uncomfortable way
can hardly be imagined. Bathing ma-
chines, briefly, are four-foot square shant-
ies on wheels, with sloping roofs, and a
door aproached by steps at each end. To
hire one, it is necessary to tender twelve
cents to its owner, gemerally a portly,
weather-beaten woman. :

The machines are stuffy, ill-smelling
places, usually barren of pegs upon which
to hang clothes, and, if you are mnot the
first customer of the day, dripping with
sea water left by your predecessor. Your
clothes are left in & heap on the narrow
seats while you splash about in the briny
deep, trying to remember the number and
location of your particular machine.

No one surely can regret the superseding
of this form-of bathing by the method im-
ported from the continént, which is found
at nearly every English seaside place now
The bathing machine was necessitated by
the spirit of the early Victorian age; the
idea of any one walking down the shore
in a bathing dress would have horrified
folks in those days. :

In some of the: éatlier ~volumes of
“Punch” can be seen’pictures of machines
with hoods right over the steps so that no
vestige of the human’form could be seen
before it reached the water. The agita-
tion in Southend, therefore, is- rather sur-
prising and it is_mot, 3o be wondetgd at
that several of the imbsbitants are in re-
volt. Here are two delicious. gamples of
the regulations proposed:—

“A “proprietor or attendant of a public
bathing machine or, public bathing tent,
stationed on any stand ‘or part of a stand
appointed for machines or tents for the
use of persons of the female sex, shall not
cause or allow any such person, who may
have hired, or may use such machine or
tent for the purpose of bathing, to be set
down for such purpose at any place -less
distant than twenty-five yards from any
place at which any. person of the male séx
above the age of ten years may be set
down for such purpose.

“A person of the female sex shall not,
while bathing, approach within twenty-
five yards of any place at which any per-
son of the male sex above the age of ten
years may exclusively be set down for the
purpose of bathing, or at which any such
person may bathe.”

These regulations have not been adopt-
ed yet and the opposition is so strong that
they probably will not be. Southend
trades-people are afraid that they would
keep visitors away from the town and are
willing to defy even Mrs. Grundy in the
sacred cause of money making.

Archaeologists Uncover Ruins
of Ostia, the Haunt of
Rome’s “400”

AMAZIG DISCOVERS

D

Thirty Feet of Earth, Accumulated
in 1,500 Years, Hid " Town
From View — Emperors and
Nobility Made Resort There

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

Rome, May 2—After being buried under
sand for fifteen centuries, the remains of
Ostia, the Brighton of the ancient Ro-
mans, have now been largely unearthed,
and this yeat's visitors to the “Eternal
City” will find them almost as interesting
to visit as Pompeii itself. Ostia is older,
too, than either Pompeii or Herculaneum,
older even than Rome itself, whoses sea-
port, as well as fashionable watering place
the long-buried city used to be.

The work of unearthing Ostia has now
been going on for some years, but of late,
thanks to the interest that has been taken
in .it by King Victor Emanuel and kis
parliament,—the latter having just voted
$150,000 toward new excavations,—it has
made rapid headway, the two principal
streets of the city, as well as its splendid
theatre, having been brought to light.

This ancient town, the greatest center
of commerce and of amusement of Roman
times, with its eplendid buildings and mag-
nificent monuments, has been buried, since
the fall of the Roman empire, in a grave
of mingled sand, atones, and rubbish which
in places is twenty.and even thirty feet
deep.

The “upper ten” of Rome had their
summer homes at Ostia, which: is only
thirteen miles from the capital, and used
to go there in April and stay until Sep-
tember, during all of which time there was
a lot going on. The “Maiumae,” or }ay
festival, was celebrated in Ostia with great
pomp by the emperor and his court, who
drove all the way from Rome in their
gorgeous state coaches, followed, (say the
records) by the ‘“Notabiles,” which means
the “Four Hundred” of the day, and the
“Matrones,” which may mean the chap-
erones, though they had little use for
them in those rapid days, and accompani-
ed by crowds of people cheering to Castor
and Pollux, the presiding divinities of the
place.  These festivals-lasted several weeks
during which there were constant “liba-
tions,” and sacrifices to Bacchus and Ve-
nus, the gods of wine and love.

- Plutarch, Livy and Cicero speak of Os-

tia as having been'a “place of delight,”
and “the favorite town of emperors and
nobility for several hundred years.” Nero
had a special fondness for the Roman
Brighton. That the “Goddess of Love,”
enjoyed a special popularity amongst the
“QOstienses,” as the inhabitants of the
city were called, is shown by the large
number-of statues of Venus; including one
particularly fine -one, which have been
discovered there. - There- is the evidence,
too, of the “cronistae,” the reporters of
the time, that the life in “the season,” at
Ostia, was in the words of Bill Nye “a
continous round of torch light procession
apnd Mardi Gras.”

It is hard to say how many <years pre-
vious to the foundation of Rome, Ostia
had been in existence and flourishing as
the commerzizl center of Latium. Virgil
says that Aeneas, escaping from burning
Troy, stopped with his fellows at the
mouths of the Tiber where he founded
the “New Troy,” afterwards called by the
simpler name of “Ostia.” This poetical ac-
count ie not wholly supported by historic-
al investigation. There is no dout that An-
cus Marcius, who lived some 400 years be-
fore the birth of Christ, established him-
gelf at Ostia after having defeaked the peo-
ple of several Latin towns.

It was the foundation of Rome and its
rapid development that caused an equally
rapid and marvelous development of “he
port of Ostia which, owing to the short
dietance from the 'city was often called
“the Port of Rome,” and provided the
city witn the greatest part of the many
requisites for its existence. From the ¢orn
of Egypt and Sicily. to the marbles of
Greedo: and Asia Minor, from the win:s
of Phalernus and of Naples to the geid
of Africa and Spain, everything brcught
to Rome was landed at Ostia and thence
shipped by the Tiber to the capital. Os-
tia followed Rome in its splendor and
magnitude; when the Roman Empir: was
at its zenith Ostia wae also at the Maxi-
mum of its glory. Nat only was it a
commercial denter but a militaty basis for
war expeditions. Claudius, the emperor,
sailed from Ostia to the conquest of Brit-
ain.

Excavations at Ostia had never been suc-
cessfully and scientifically carried out un-
til a few yecars ago. The weorld cwes o
Professor Lanciani, an Italian archaele-
gist, the first scientific search of the ruins
of the town. Thig” savant was also the
first to draw the attention of the Italian
government to the treasures which the
sands of Ostia concealed. Some well-
known authorities on archaeology almost
discouraged Professor Laneiani in his firet
attempts, but a short work was quite suf-
ficient to prove what an important page
of history Ostia would disclose to the
world if its ruins were brought to light.

The excavations at Ostia have now un
covered the two main thoroughfares ot
the town, the “decumanus” and the *‘car-
do” which, according to Roman topo-
graphy marked the first foundations of the
city. The “decumanus,” the street lead-
ing to the sea, was flanked by porticoes
leading to shops or private houses. Some

of the porticoes have been found in ex-
cellent condition and most of the walls
are also well preserved. These walls are,
as usual in. Roman architecture, rather
thick ,thus showing that the heat must
have been considerable in the town, es-
pecially as almost every house bears traces
of an open space or verandah which opens
tuw_atds the sea and is sheltered from the!
sun’s rays.

The theatre, which lies close to the “de-
cumanus,” still bears its original form
and some of its columns, its statues and
its mosaics are beautifully preserved. The
capitals of the columns are of remark-
able workmanship and, judging by their
helght and by the size of the statucs
which adorned the entrance of the thea-
tre, the latter must have been a building
able to holl several thousand people. It
was founded by Agrippa and restored by
Caracalla at the ena of the fourth cen-
tury. In this theatre was found a large
statue of Venus which is mow m the Lat-
eran Museura in Rome iwhile another, the
“Venus of the Sea,” has been found buri-
ed underneath the stage.

A great part of the’ “decumanus” has
yet to be unearthed, the greatest and per-
haps the most interesting part, as this is
the portion approaching the sea, where
the famous port is supposed to have been.
Professor Vaglieri who, in succession b
Lanciani, is now in charge of the excava-
tions thinks that he may not only come
across the walls of the port and its docks
but that he may also find the remains of
the ancient ships, and at any rate arch-
agological material of the greatest import-
ance for the recomstruction of .this “com-
mercial brain” of the Roman Empire.

About 100 men, using a small railway
for the transport of the debris, are en-
gaged on the work and every care is ta-
