Police Closing the Net Still Tight-
er Around Pat Quinlan,
the Accomplice.

Two Vaults Filled With Quick Lime
Discovered in the Castle—
Another Victim.

Cincinnati, July 29.—Chief Dietch re-
ceived a telegram from Detective Geyer
to search the Poplar street house former-
ly occupied by H. H. Holmes in this city.
Holmes had  his myate 'oua ttunks at

in the house.
as his sisters, were here with Halmes,
and Geyer wanted to be_satisfied as to
whether Howard had been- disposed of
here. Detectives and workmen — took
charge of the basement and the yard
and everything was searched, but noth-
ing was found to indicate murder there.
Holmes was closely watched here by
Geyer and local detectives. It is the
opinion of the latter that Howard was
taken to Indianapolis.

Chicago, July 29.—Two bnek vaults,
three by six feet in size and filled with
quicklime, were found in the Holmes
building about three feet below the
basement floor this afternoon. The po-
lice also found another bunch of long
discolored human hair. William Capps,
the Fort Worth attorney, who is-here in
behalf of the Williams sisters, advanced
a rather startling theory to-day, which,
if found to be true, will :add another vic-
tim to the long list of murders already
credited to Holmes. According — Mr.
Capps, Minnie R. Williams had a brother
named Horace A. Williams, in Denver,
Colorado. - 'This‘young ‘'man either died
or was killed suddenly im May or June.
1893, shortly before the supposed murder
of the Williams sisters. = The manner of
his death is not known to the attorney,
but he says that he has ascertained that
the young man was insured for $2500
in favor of his sister Minnie.” This fact
Mr. Capps considers to ‘be decidedly pe-
culiar, . as he says that it is not reason-
able to suppose that Horace Williams
would insure his life-in favor of a sister
who was very wealthy. He -says that
his mvestngatxons upon th:s point are not
completed, but from what he had learned
he was of the opinion thit Holmes had
first insured the ybung ‘man and’ then

Strike Among the Tailors—The Stock

New York, July 29.—The long expect-
ed strike jof the Brotherhood of Tailors
is on to-day in earnest. More than 16,-
000 persons engaged in making coats of
all kinds are out in obedience to the or-
der given' by --the general  executive
board. The strike, as claimed by the
workers, is caused by eighty contractors
locking cut nearly 1,000 workmen, also
by the failure of the contractors Ao live
up to agreements made with the brother-
hood last fall when a strike against the
task system was brought to a succéssfui
end by the unions. Of the 16,000 men
and women, 8,000 are in this city, 6,000
in BProcklyn and Brownsville, 1,200 in
Newark, where the strike was ordered
this morning, and 900 thhuaman tailors
east of New York.

The Machinery of the Big Liner out of
Order.

New York, July 29.—The British
steamer \Iamtoba arrived to-day from
London and reports on July 26, . lat.
44.6, long. 55.57, the Cunard steamer
Aurania was sighted. The Aurania dis-
played three red lights, indicating that
hér machinery was disabléd.: She sig-
nalled all on- board well.. The Aursania
sailed from Liverpool on Saturday, July
20, stopping at Queenstown as custom-
ary for mails, -and left the latter port on
Sunday, July 21, and’ was-'due at New
Ycrk yesterday. Assistance was offered
by the Manitoba, but declined. It 1s not
thought that the damage to the Aura-
nia’s machinery is of a very - serious
character.

That sufficient ballot papers were - not
provided at the court house, Alberni, and
as a consequence several ballot papers
were written out by the: députy return-
ing officer at that place. .~ That the elec-
tion proclamation was not published and
no notice of poll was given at Captain
Spring’s store, Uclulet; and Magneson’s
store.. That the necessary- declaration
and oath of secrecy was not made by the
deputy returpning officer at Captain
Spring’s store, and that the oath of se-
crecy was not made by the - returning
officer, deputy returning -officer Milton
Edgson, and Poll Clerk E. M. Skinner.
The election writ and usual preliminary
papers were put in. Registrar Prevost
produced the ballot box. No return was
made for Clayoquot. The returps were
also produced.

H. O. Welburn, the returning officer, it
will be remembered, gave the casting
vote, the election being a tie. His cer-
tifieate giving the election to Thomas
Anthony Wood was commenced by de-
claring “George” elected.

The lugger Zemth has been burned off
Baltimore, County Cork. The flames
broke out shortly before midnight and
spread rapidly in spite' of the efforts of
the crew. Nine men are missing and
eighteen others have been rescued by
the _coast guards. The lugger had a
crew of six men and twenty-one passen-
gers, who were on a pleasure excursion
from Glendare, to which place they
were réturning when the flames burst
through the vessel’s hatchway. A panic
followed and the boat which was lower-
ed. was swamped by crowding. Nine
persons were drowned.

ly; the Welland-Power and Supply Com-
rany, which was incorporated at tue
last session of the Canadian parliament '
and whose aim is not only the utiliza-
tion of power, but also to supply the
water to irrigate the peninsular fruit
belt. “The charter of the company;™ the )
Pniadelphia Record observes, ‘“perjits
it to draw unlimited water from  Nia-
gara river. The company is also. em-
powered to deepen or widen Chippewa
creek from its mouth to a point at the
intersection of the proposed canal, four
and a half ‘miles west, and there is noth-
ing in the charter to prevent the com-
pany from diverting the course of zhej
Niagara river te Thorold.”

The Courier says: “The -company pro- |
poses to take the  water throngn a
widened and deepened channel in ~.the
mouth of the Welland river at a dis-
tance of four and one half miles from |
the Niagara river. The water is to be
token through a surface canal 100 feet 1
wide at the ‘bottom, 150 feet wide at the
tcp, 15 feat deep and will be carried by
one level open cut through clay fo an i
escarpment near the town of Thorold, a |
distance of about'six' and a half mxles.

This is a most serious violation of tne
principle of ministerial responsibili‘y,
ard if adopied as a precedent is calculat-
ed to dest-oy public respect for and con-
fidence in our system of parliamentary
gcvernment. It is also the cause cf
most bitter disappointment to the jco-
ple of Manitoba. who were led to hope
tLat their expectations of a Hudson Bay
railway were soon to be realized. .

Safety, he
peinted out, lay in having no more than
a good working force, which would be
more likely to keep togethér in the face
of an enemy. A larger one was sure
to :lose cohesiveness and become self-
destroctive. The event justified his pre-
diction, and more than once like situa-
tions have been waited on by the same
result:  The present Unionist’ coalition
is peculiarly apt to suffer from topheavi-
ress becaase of the discordant elements
of which it is composed. The Conserva-
tives are numerous enough to be qite
irdependent of the Chamberlain Wwing,
and will be very likely to show before
lcng that they “feel their oats.” 1t is a
well known fact that, notwithstanding
the professions .of cordiality on the part
ot the leaders, the old-time "Tories both
fear and hate “Brummagem Joe” and-his:
pseudo-Radical following. The circum-
stances are eminently favorable for the
cultivation of . these feelings, and no:ih-
ing less than a political miracle will pre-
vent the discordance from breaking out
into opeli rupture. Goldwin Smith, a
skrewd observer who is also friendly
to the Unionist cause, gives his opinion
as follows:—

“Lord Salisbury’s. majority is danger-
ously large, especially as it comprises
two sections, the Tory and the Liberal-
Unionists, which may split on such a
cquestion as disestsblishment., ' thoagh
united in - opposing dismemberment 2nd
corfiscation.

FRUITFUL IN SCANDALS.

A few days ago the Hon. John Costi-
gan asked leave to appear before the
public ac. unts committee to explain his
connection with the Tobique valley rail-
way subsidy. As may be remewnbered,
the explanation did not help the minister
of marine and fisheries to any great ex-
tent. In a summing up by ‘an eastern
contemporary, the facts in connection
with the affair are presented in the fol-
lowing way: ‘(1) That there are valu-
able gypsum deposits in Victoria county,
N.B., represented by Hon. John Costi-
gan; (2) that the Tobique Valley rail-
road was projected and built for the
purpose of developing these deposits and,
of course, enhancing their value; (3) that
one of these owners of these deposits,
despairing of the coppletion of the road
after it had been subsidised to the am-
ount of $89,600, 'sold his lands to Hon.
John Costigan on May 12, 1890, for
$2,500; (4) that on the following day.
May 13, 1890, the .Dominion government
submitted “a proposal to parliament to
give the Tobique Valley railroad an ad-
ditional subsidy of $35,200; (5) that this
ensured the construction of the road
and three years later Mr. Costigan sold
to the Tobique Valley Gypsum Mining
and Manufacturing Company for $20,-
000 paid unp stock in the company, the
land which he had bought from Mr. Ar-
buckle for $2,500. Here is every link
in the chain ‘of evidenmce which goes to
gshow that, whether by accident or de-
sign, public money was granted fo a
railway enterprise to ehhance the value
of property held by a member of govern-
ment and a membef of parliament—in
other words to put money in the pockets
of the lucky ministers and M. P. -One
thing more has to be added, namely,
that Sir Adolphe Caron, Hon. John
Haggart, Hon. J. C. Patterson, Hon
A. R. Angers and Mr. Thomas Temple,
M.P., are stockhelders in the:Tobique
Valley Gypsum Mining Co., in which
Hon. John Costigan -holds paid-up stock
to" the amount  of $20,000, which only
cost him $2,500. The Tobique Valley
railroad was subsidised to the amount of
$182,409, or $6,515 per mile, ostensibly
to develop the gypsum deposits, but prac-
tically to put money into the pockets of
ministers of the crown and members of
parliament. Need .anything more be
said3”

Similar reflections might well be of-
fered concerning many other subsidies
granted here and there by the Dominion
government. Tnere is apparently an-
other chapter to be written in the his-
tory (of the Tobique railway. John E.
Stewart, who was once president of the
company,” has practically a charge of
forgery to bring against some person or
persons connected with the railway. He
alleges that his name was attached by
some other person than himself to a re-
port of operations after he had resigned
the presidency. Who the persons aimed
at in the charge is not stated, nor is it
easy to judge the correctness of Mr.

The space originally al-
lotted to the exaibition to be held in
connection with the congress has had to
be more than doubled, and if all the ex-
hibits which have been offered were ac-
cepted it would require the whole of the
Imperial Institute to hold them. Of
course this has been impossible and
therefore a selection has had to be made
in several of the departments. In these
cases samples are exhibited which show
the character of the work represented.
There is a series of maps showing the
development of English cartography
from the earliest period. There is also
an interesting series of portraits of ex-
plorers and geographers from the 13th or
14th century down ‘to the present day.
Mr.;Ravenstein is constructing a series
of globes which will show the progress of
knowledge of the earth’s surface from
the remotest historical period. The pic-
torial department is under the charge of
Mr. John Thompson, and besides the
series of portraits referred to, contains a
very large collection of photographs and
pictures represen‘ing types of scenery in
all parts of the wcrld.

A .large- spécial building has had to
be erected on one of the vacant courts
in the institute in which to arrange the
instruments which form an important
part of this exhibition.

One Hundred Deaths a Day-Physi-
cians Unable to Cope With
the Disease.

Port Townsend Quarantines Brit-
ish Steamer Antwerp City
From Kobe.

San Francisco, July 26.—The City of

Peking arrived from the Orient yester-
day and fetched the latest news from
Pzpan and Honolulu. * Cholera, it up-
peurs, is raging in Japan and both of-
ficers and passengers tell tales of ihe
sceurge. - From ‘the outbreak of the dis-
eage until the day the steamer sa'led
from Yokohama, 1,183 deaths had been
reported. The disease was brought to
Japan by the forees arriviag from the
war in, China and Corea, and whenever
A regiment: was gent: home -and disband-
ed, cases of cholera began to develop,
and the disease spread with such rapid-
ity that the physicians of the district
were unable to keep it in check. Mili-
tary quarantines were established, and
all regiments returning were held untid
all traces of the disease were stamped
cut. In spite of such proceedings rad
the united efforts of the quarantine offi-
cinls and several physicians, the p'agne
has become so prevalent that all the way
from fifty to one hundred deaths a day
are reported from it, and as many more
are said to occur that pever reach. the
ears 'of the awuthorities.
. The Jatest Hawaiian advices are that
the senate has practically refused to
grant a pension to Princess Kaiaulani.
The Hawaiian flag has been planted on
French Frigate shoal island, which has
always been regarded as a part of the
Hawaiian group, but there has aever
been wny formal annexation. An act to
facilitate the construction of a cabie has
been introdueed in the senate, giving the
exccutive the power to enter into a pre-
liminary contract with private or ia-
dividual corporations.

Port Townsend, July 26.—The British
steamer Antwerp City arrived yestercay
nerning from Kobe, Japan, which is
listed by the United States quarantine
autherities as a cheolera port, without a
clean bhill of health. The government
guarantine officers ordered her into
quarantine, though no sickness was re-
ported aboard.” She was taken to the
Diamond Point quarantine station. and
the process of fumigation was comuienc-
ed.

them who said he was from Chicago.

The old man soon af-
ter left the city, but the detectives can
find no trace. of the young woman, and
it is thought she may have been mur-
dered here. .

- This ' letter was written
three weeks before the one in which: J.
L. Conner accused Holmes of breaking
faith with him. . The latter letters refer
to his daughter Pearl. From this it would
appear that Mrs: Conner was killed first
and the child aft)rwards. :

Dur-
rant and Miss ' Lamont entered the
church, Miss Williams remaining  out-
side. - Barrett then entered:the church
unseen and hid behind a pew. To stop
the escaping gas Durrant went to the
roof to stop ‘the leak. Miss Lamont
walked to the rear of the church. Bar-
rett says he seized her and attempted to
assault her. To prevent her screaming
he choked her. - She dropped limp and
lifeless to the floor.  Fearing Miss Wil-
liams would be a witness against him,
Barrett says he crept up behind her and
stabbed her with a knife he had taken
from the restaurant. He .says Durrant
had been overcome by gas and was
dazed. .

THE INDIAN UPRISING.

Between the Indians .and
‘Whites Hourly Expected.

Pocatello, Ida., 26.—The situation in
Northwestern Wyoming, where the ln-
dians are on the war path, has not im-
proved. Adjutant-General Stitzer, of
Wyoming, at Market Lake, has been
hourly expecting to hear that a conflict
had occurred between the settlers and
the Indians in Jackson valley. . Two of
his messengers dispatched into that dis-
trict several days ago have not returned
although overdue. Grave fears are en-
tertained that they have been ambushed
by Indians. A band of Bannock In-
dians under the leadership of Jim Bal-
tard has started north towards the seat
of trouble. If these Indians reach the

| belligerents in Fall River valley before

the troops get there, and they undoubt-
edly will, the result may be disastrous.

Chicago, July 25.—A special from Po-
cateilo, Idaho, says: . The Indian war
has broken ‘out in eabiest. “Pa-
cifie engineer’ Robert Fitzpattick, who
pulled the north-bound freight into Po-

| catello on Thursday night, confirms the

report that the Bannock Indians killed
a settler, his wife and child in the Salt
river valley, and that the white men
pursuing the Indians killed six of them
before they' escaped to the mountains.
Mail Carrier Vail, who' arrived at
Montepelier from Star ' valley, also told
the same gtory. The excitement among
thg settlers in Northwest Wyoming over
the threatened uprising of the Bannock
gmd Shoshone Indians is growing more
intense daily. They are leaving their
ranches in large numbers and gathering
at favored points for mutual protection
in case the Indians return to seek ven-
geance for the death of their brother
braves.

1'.[_‘.he story of ‘the killing
whites and six Indians is spreading
alarm at a rapid rate. Innumerable
pleasure parties have given up contem-
plated trips into the mountain country,
which abound in sport of all kinds this
season. The settlers, too, are becoming
thoroughly aroused, and if they are not
soon protected by government troops,
they will take the field in protection of
their own homes and lives.

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CABINET REPRESENTATION.

The News-Advertiser—faithful organ—
takes the government view that British
Columbia is not unjustly treated in the

matter of cabinet represemtation, which:
it supports by arguments that run aside

from the .facts. ~ It says at one point:
“While every resident ‘of British Colum-
bia would, 0f course, be pleased to see
a representative of the province in the ,

Dominion - cabinet, there are not a few

who would be opposed to the adoption of
a rule which required that every prov-
ince should have at least one representa-
tive in the cabinet.” Again it argues— '
or rather lectures—in the following
strain:  “While British Columbia may
seem at the present moment to be pre-
judiced by the system which has hither-
to prevailed, we think any change in the
direction suggested would not be found
to give satisfactory results. In the se-
lection of men for cabinet positions, the
same rule which applies without muech
variation in professional and commercial
pursuits will be found to apply—there is
always room on the top rungs of the
ladder for those whose capacity marks
them out from their fellows.
is one great reason why we should be
sorry to see any system introduced which

would interfere in any manner with the

country being free to secure the services
of her most gifted sons who had a seat in
parliament.” Then, as a sort of “fin-
isher:’ .
“It would, we consider, be a disaster '
to the country were. the territorial dis-
tribution of cabinet offices adopted. Of |
course provinces which have a very large
proportion of the members in parliament
must necessarily secure large representa-
tion in.the eabinet if their representatives
are on a par—as regards ability—with
those from the other provinces. But to
require provincial representation would,
in the case of the smaller previnces,
simply result in a crop of candidates
whose wealth or personal ambition would
he the chief recommendation for a seat
in the cabinet.”

GRANITE CREEK MINES.

The Stevenson, Campbell-Johnson and
Captain Scott Propositions.

“Wanderer,” writing in the Kamloops
Sentinel, says: Granite City, ‘barring
the presence of several cabins, is a city
by virtue of the palmy days of old, and
not present attainments. = Years ago,
when the C. P. R. was abeut through,
the creek was struck and thousands
poured in. There were lively times for
a year or two, a dozen hotels, and several
stores, and log cabins and shanties of
all kinds without number, and lots of
gold. But the rich placer workings
played out and things fell flat; only-one
or two who had secured specially good
pay staying on. Now things bid fair
to see a return of the old.prosperity,-if
not on the old lines and of the old magni-
tude, still of respectable propertion, But !
that will be in the future—what is be- |
ing done now 'is preparing the way.

A big outfit is at work, or more correct-
‘ly a Dbig  proposition is owned
i by -a syndicate, which is now
things into shape. Bob
Stevenson, one of the promoters of the
company, is the president and also man-
ager of the works. The benches are
staked out for a mile or two along the
creek, and are said to contain rich pay—:
not of course rich in ordinary individual
handling but rich for hydraulic working.
In fact there are big stretches of benches
on different creeks that have been taken
up, and time doubtless, if all goes well,
will see their development. There are
# few men working on the Tulameen, |
two or three miles Jower down (Mr.
Thomas, manager) in the interests of
Mr. Hogg, the secretary of the same
loan and trust company which engineered
the Stevenson -outfit.

Work on the Stevenson claim is pro-
gressing. There has been delay in the
getting in of piping for the hydraulic and
the machinery for the saw mill. But the
saw mill, N. Barwick, sawyer, has now
started running, and turned out some
two thousand feet at the first run, al-
though it has a much larger capacity if
there was sufficient water. - Water now
is getting low, but Mr. Stevenson anti-
cipates being able to complete the re-
quirements, getting lumber sawn, flume
built, and a wagh-up for some weeks be-
fore shutting down. This will demon- |
strate approximately the value of the
pay and give some basis to go upon in
next year's operation. There is a con-
siderable amount of fluming to the place |
of the intake of the water and a great
amount of work in grading and fixing |
generally. As to the prospects, it is on- |

Heves there /is & good thing in it, if not

better and b1gxer than expected: There
are not many ‘men working at present,
and probably not many will be required
even when goihig full blast, until other
sections of land are operated on. - Then
it is likely Granite camp may look up
again and be a thriving little place.

There is andther outfit, called the
€ampbell-Johnson’s, which was working
some seven miles np the -creek the fore
part of the year, running a tunnel with
a view to reaching bedrock. After do-
ing considerable work and running - a
tunuel some hundreds of feet, the oper-
ations were suspended for the present,
pending further instructions from the
company. Mr. Campbell-Johnson _has
been away on the company’s business to
England, and only returned recently, and
it is likely work will be resnmed either
this fall or next spring. There is also
work ‘in prospect by the same company
on a neighboring creék. Mr. Lambert
is the working manager.

On the Similkameen work is. well for-
ward, lumber for fluming almost com-
plete, done with whip-saw most of it,
and everything bids fair, if no accident
happens, for a fulfilment of Captain
Scott’s calculations, for a six weeks’
wash-up this fall. _Of course, water i3
falling, and pipe is not, or was not, all
in, but sometimes the unforeseen hap-
pens, but if arything in the way of a
rustle will do it, it will be done. = There
is' a saw mill now on the ground and it
only needs a little patience and we shall
hear what is going to be the result of
the mining here. Some of the men have
been paid off, as their services ceased to
be required; and at first there were, all
told, some 40 meén in the camp. This staff
will be further reduced when the flume is
running, until next year when fresh
ground is dealt with. - - And here it may
be said that the benches for miles have
been taken up by the company, or by
individual members. = Prospecting and
experimenting have been done, and if
everything goes right next year, it seems
likely that in this section of country
there will be a rather lively. hum. But
still, do not let it be supposed that it
will mean anything big, as ordinarily un-
derstood, in the way of crowds of men.

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Locksley Hall Lucas Arrested on
Two Very Serious Charges
—Bail Refused.

€omox Half-Breed Dies From the
Result of Blows Inflicted
During a Row.

New Westminster, July 26.—The sen-
sation of the hour is the arrest of
Locksley Hall Lucas, at one time noted
as an anti-Chinese agitator in Vancou-
ver and later as a government cam-
paign orator in Delta riding' during the

provincial elections last year. Lucas

was arrested this morning on two war-
rants charging him with the seduction
of -his wife’s sister at Ladner’s Landing
on the 1st of February last, and with
administering & noxious drug to the girl
two months later when it was found
she was enciente. - The unfortunate girl
is under 16 years of age. Her name is
Katie Bushby and she resides with her
parents in Blaine, but was on a visit ‘o
ber sister at Ladner’s when the alleged
offence occurred, Mrs. Lucas at the time
being close upon her accouchement. The
case will be heard on Monday, bail be-
ing refused. Lucas is the author of the
fairly clever drama “Cleared,” and
claims aristocratic connections in Eng-
land.

Jimmy Mitchell, a Comox half-breed,
died this morning while being carried on
board the steamer Edgar at Steveston
to be brought to this.city for a surgical
operation. Two years ago Mitchell,
his wife (an Indian woman), his brother
George and an Indian named. Frank,
left Comox in a canoe for Nanaimo. Be-
fore leaving Jimmy Mitchell procured a
bottle of rum and on the way down they
drank it and Frank quarrelled with
Jimmy’s wife. Jimmy took his wife's
part and the quarrel continued until
they landed on the beach for -the night.

Jimmy suffered very  acute
pains in the head, but got to work fising
and continued in this employment a few
days, when the pains became almost un-
bearable and he took to bed.

found that the skull had been fractured

BRITAIN AND 'BRAZIL.

The Trinidad Affair—A Description of
the Island.

London, July 25.—The Rio Janeiro
correspondent of the Times says, in. re-
terence to the demonstrations with re-
gard to the occupation of Trinidad, that
the government is acting in restraint of
actual violence, but is not ‘advising mod-
eration.

Rio Janpeiro, July 26.—A hostile crowd
made a demonstration of protest against
the occupation of the island of Trinidad
by the British in front of the British
consulate at Sao Paulo to-day. The po-
lice patrols have increasdd on' aecount-of
similar demonstrations here.

The - Brazilian isiand of Trinidad
should net be confounded with the Brit-
ish island of Trinidad, off the cepast of
Venezuela, . whence the bitumen comes.
The - Brazilian Trinidad is situated in
the South Atlantic ocean in latitude 20
degrees 30 minutes south and longitude
29 degrees 22 minutes west. It is 700
miles from the coast of Brazil, which is
the point of land nearest to it. If con-
tains about sixty square miles of terri-
tory. It is uninhabited, but Baron Har-
den-Hickey, a: French journalist, who

married Anna H. Flagler, daughter of.

the standard oil millionaire, John H,.
Flagler, has for years been working on
a scheme to colonize it. In 1888 Baron
Harden-Hickey decided to take a trip
round the world in a sailing vessel. So
he took passage -on the merchant ship
Astoria, Capt. Jackson, which sailed
from England, bound westward around
Cape Horn. The Astoria was driven by
stress of weather to the island of Trini-
dad, where it remained for several days.
Baron Harden-Hickey went ashore and
explored the island.. It was then that
he coneeived the idea of planting a col-
ony® upon it. He allowed the idea to
grow and meHow in his mind. He kept
on his journey around the world, visit-
ed China, India, and other Asiatic
countries, and finally came back to the
United States and married Miss  Flag-
lee. In an interyview the baron said:

“] proposa to take:possession of the
island of Trinidad under.-a maxim of
international law which . declares that
anybody may hold and seize waste ‘land
that is not claimed by anybody else. The
island is ‘uninhabited and has. been so
for ‘more than a hundred years. Two
or three centuries ago the Portuguese at-
tempted to colonize it, probably by. a
penal eolony. They soon -gave up. the
attempt, = however. 'The _English. also
once made a feeble attempt to plant a
coloy upon it, but the project was daban-

‘| doned after a short settlement.
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The re-
mains of these early settlements may
still be seen upon the island. No one
however, has lived on it for more thana
century. I explored the island thorough-
Iy. - It is on a rock foumdation but has
a plateau on which there is abundant
vegetation. A river of pure, fresh water
runs through it. It has all the essential
qualifications for supporting several hun-
dred people. Great quantities of wild
fow] make it their hiding place, and it
is visited periodically by thousands of
turtles, which deposit their eggs there.
There is no reason why a people should
not live there and be happy and con-
tented.”

A More Direct Statement Will be
Requested From Manitoba
re Compromise.

Vessel to Ascertain the Length of
Time Hudsen Bay Strait

Ottawa, July 26.—It is understood that
an order-in-council was issued at yester-
day’s privy council meeting in answer to
the reply of the Manitoba government
with respect to the remedial order, which
will shortly be transmitted to Lieut.-Gov.
Schultz. The order will request of
Manitoba a more direct statement of its
position in reference to the compromise
suggested in the provincial reply. Theres
is no suggestion of a commission to en-
quire into the past or present status of
education in the province, but a request
that the Manitoba government will state
what amendment to the act of 1890 it
is prepared to make in order to comply
with the spirit of the judgment of the
privy council.

Messrs. Carriere, Laine & Co., of
Quebec, have been awarded the contract
for lighthouse supplies.

Douglas Stewart, inspector of peniten-
tiaries, has left for the Pacific coast.

An order-in-council has been passed,
which will be transmitted to Her Majes-
ty’s government, with a copy. of the
French treaty bill passed at the recen:

The imperial au-
thorities will be requested to secure the
ratification of exchanges with France.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell leaves to-morrow
morning for the Northwest, to be present
at the opening of the exhibition at Re-
gina on Monday. He will be accompan-
ied by Hon. T. M. Daly, Mrs. Daly and
Hayter Reed, deputy superintendent of
Indian affairs. It is understood that
when the party have reached the Pacifie
coast one  of the government steamers
will be placed at the disposal of Sir Mac-
kenzie and Mesars. Daly and Reed, to
enable ‘them to visit several of the In-
dian reservations' along the
shores of the province of British Colum-
bia.

Hugh Sutherland, N. Boyd, M. P., ani
C. :C. Carlisle, lately. Canadian agent in
Newfoundland, had a talk with®the depu-
ty minister of mariné yesteérday on the
subject of the navigability of the Hud-
son’s Straits.  They are anxious that
some suitable craft ‘be dispatched to
these, waters in order to ascertain the
exact length of the season of navigation
that can be depended upon. Their impres-
sfon is that the real difficulty likely to
be encountered at early and late seasons
is with ice in the straits. As for the
bay itself they say there is evidence that
it may be safely navigated a month
later in the year than navigation is pos-
sible to Montreal.

BURNING OF A FOUNDRY.

Plant of the Point Ellice Iron Works
Destroyed Last Night.

The foundry ef the Point Ellice Iron
Works was almost entirely destroyed by
fire last evening. < The stock of the
foundry was abont all destroyed and on-
ly the frame of the building, burned and
charred beyond all usefulness, remains.

The alarm came in by bell and telephone ;

shortly after 7 o’clock, and although the
men made a good run to the district the
fire had gained such headway when they
arrived that they knew it was doomed.

Turner streets, where a hydrant had
just been placed, and another from
Bridge and John streets, 1200 feet
away. It was useless to try and save
the foundry, then completely enveloped,
and the fight of the firemen was to pre-
vent a spread to the adjoining shops and
factories. A boat house afloat just be-
low the doomed building -took fire and
the men waded out into the water to get
their line to it.  The blaze there was
quickly put out. The fire was confined
to the foundry, which was completely de-
stroyed. The building was one and a
half stories high and 70x40 feet in size,
and was valued -at between $800 and
$1000. The loss on stock, such as pat-
terns, castings and machinery, is placed
at $2000. The building was insured
for $500 in the Guardian and stock for
$1000 in the Phoenix of Brooklyn.

After a number of = affidavits
had been presented, stating the defend-
ant would have a fair trial in San Fran-
cisco, Judge Murphy refused the defend-
ant’s application for a change of venue,
giving Durrant the right to renew the
motion. The empannpelling of jurors
commenced to-night.  Durrant. who was
accompanied to the ‘eourt by his father
and mother, maintains his calm and un-
concerned demeanor.

It is evident that the defence will take
every advantagé of technicalities. They
objected to the eatire jury panel because
the minutes,/were defective of the meet-
ing of the superior judges when the lisi
of 3600 jurors were selected..
Judge Sanderson testified to-day as ta
the proceedings at the meeting of judges.
Then Judge Murphy overruled the de-
fendant’s objection. An attempt te ob-
tain jurors then began.. It is evident
that this will take a number of days at
least. = The questions of the prosecution
were mainly directed to aseertain -if a
juror . would aecept circumstantial evi-
dence and would not hesitate to inflict,
the death penalty for murder. The de-
fendant’s questions were based upon the
jerors’ familiarity with the newspaper
comments upon the crime and Durrant's
connection with it.

Gentlemen:—R2 the rock ' crusher re-
ferred to in the specifications of our con-
tract with the ecity of Victoria for - the
construction of cofferdam, filter beds and
reservoir at Beaver Lake for the water
works of the city of Victoria. We would
say that we have asked for the crusher
and all that appertains thereto, and have
been told that all we were entitled to is
the bare crysher, which is in no fit state
to be put to work. Your honorable body ,
mway know how to use the said”crusher |
in its present condition and be able to!
c¢rush rock without steam power to drivs
it, but we must plead our inability to do
g0. We therefore cannot receive it from
you in its present condition, and we
would respectfully call the attention of |
your honorable body to ‘the fact that we |
have now lost four (4) days through your
failure to deliver the above named crush- |
or in a proper condition for work to us, .
and you will consider yourself notified
that we will hold you responsible.

The - Telegraph line  Through
British Columbia, Alaska
and Siberia.

.Enorm( us Cost of the Work Done
“+Apandoned When Cable
Was Laid.

A dispatch was published several
weeky ago to the effect that the Cana-
dian Pacitic Lelegraph Company contem-
! plated reoccupying the .0ld telegraph
i line ruuning through the Cariboc coun-
"try, and under construction thirty-years
{ago,” when it was proposed to connect
!Europa with America by an overland
| line. More recently another dispatch®
. stated that the Western Union proposed
' rebuilding the abandoned line to con-
nect with Sitka, Juneau and the Yukon.
| There may be something behind these
'reports, and the presence on the Coast
of J. W. Mackay and C. R. Hosmer, of
the Postal Cable Company, who leave on
, the Alaska steame: to-morrow on what
is said to be only a pleasure trip to Sit-
1ka., will give some color to these stories.
i The dispatches referred to recalled to a
. writee in the Seattle Times some of the
facts connected with the early history
,of' that enterprise, and with which the
 pioneers of British Columbia are quite
familiar.

Thirty years ago the civilized world
wai fervently talking .about this line,
which was part of a scheme of the West-
ern Union to build 21,000 miles of tele.

upwards of $11,000,000. Although thir-
ty winters have passed since the scheme
!wau abandoned, the poles and the wires
'hava stood, and recent examinations re-
sulted in the discovery that much of the

ol this work was increased by the ample
provision for the future which the com-
I pany made in the shape of Supplies sent
‘into the, country, hundreds: of thousands

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“PREFERENTIAL TRADE.”

‘L'here
is 'something very attractive to British
subjects everywhere in the idea of a
ccmmercial alliance within the Ewmpire,
and its popularity is greatest in the col-
onies which, by the way, find their best
market in the Mother Country. Lhey
naturally  would welcome a differential
duty in a market they already possess
to a marked degree. But Great Brituin
herself does not find the same recipro-
city of demand 'in the colonies. The big-
gest share of her export trade is with
the foreign countries, like the Uni*ed
States and France. While this condi-
tion lasts, it is difficult to see whaut
headway the preferential trade policy
can make in our time. That the Mother
Country would be infinitely better pl-as-
ed to obtain, for example, the bulk of
her food products from her own territor-
ies is certain. In fact a great
would tax her nayval resources to the ut-

most to keep the trade routes open erd

ensure a supply both of food for her
people and raw material for her factor-
ies. Time will doubtless solve the pro-
blem. It cannot be settled in a day, or
.even a decade. What the colonies can
do. howgver. is to cultivate the British
market with ceaseless effort. Canada
has already in .the article of cheese, by
the excellence of manufacture, beaten
foreign rivals out of the field. This pro-
cess should be infinitely expanded by all
the colonieS in every principal ncticle
of food consumption. The néw Unionist
goverament will doubtless do muc¢h to
promote Imperial union; but it would be
holding eout false hopes to suppose that
they could by the dawn of the twentietn
century usher in a preferential tarif¥.’
The. Star is in.error'when it represents
Lord Ripon's dispatch as embodying
Lord Ripon’s views alone.

-FROZEN MILK.

One of the oddest freaks of modern
commerce is the trade in frozen milk he-
tween Dénmark and England. Some
dwellers in old-time Winnipeg will re-
member seeing the lacteal article mea-
sured out in practically a solid state on
occasions, but even they may learn that
a ‘mode of trade there induced by cli-
matic emergencies has been deliberatzly
adopted and furthered by ‘artidcial
means on the other.side of the Atlantic.
Something like a year ago a merchant
in. Denmark tried the experiment of
freezing milk by means of salt and ice
and sending it to London in barrels.
The experiment was a success, for ‘he
. milk when used in London is said "to
have retained all the delicacy of flavor
and richness peculiar to the milk of
Denmark. From that experiment the
trade in frozen milk arose, and it has
now reached large proportions in the
hends of a Stock company who acquired
the Danish merchant’s patent. Swelen
as well as Denmark Has become a soarce
of supply. The modus operandi is thus
described:—“When the milk is received
from the farmers it is pasteurized, that
is, heated to 75 degrees C., and then im-
mediately cooled off to about 10:degrees
C., and now the freezing is commenced.
Half the milk is filled into cans and
placed in a freezing apparatus, where it

will be thoroughly frozen in the course:

of three, hours. The frozen milk is them
filled into barrels of pine, the only kind
of wood that can be used. The barrels,
however, are only half filled with this
frozen milk, the balance being filled

with the unfrozen milk. This way of

packing ‘has proved to be the only prac-
tical one, as part of the milk has to he
frozen in order to keep the whole cold,
and part has to be in a flowing state
in -order to get the barrels exactly £all,
which is necessary to avoiditoo much
shaking up on the road, by which the
cream would be turned into buter; ‘the
floating masses of ice at the same tilne
prevent the unfrezen milk in settling the
cream, ‘Milk which is treated in this

war i

way. has proved to keep quite fresh for
26 days. Evéry barrel holds 1990
pounds of milk, and twice a week th3re
v;vill be shipped 50 barrels, making in a}l
about 100,000 pounds of milk per week.
The milk is shipped to Newecastle and
from there by rail to large manufactur-
ing cities, where it is sold in the strests
or in retail stores. It is reported that
the patent has been bought for Ireland
also at a cost of $200,000, which proves
hecw much the stock company expects
frcm this new enterprise.” .This meuns
rew competition for the British farmer,
whose troubles are at present great en-
,ough. About the Danish and Swedish
farmers, from whom milk ean be bought
so cheaply, rothing is said. Free trade,
at all events, is not the cause of 1he
farmer’s lowly condition in these coun-
tries.

It will be
under the command of Col. Enrique Col-
lazo, who arrived in this country about
July 6, and since that time has been
preparing for this expedition. The ship
is fitted out as a war vessel, is capable
of a speed of about 17 knots an hour
and has made nineteen, - About 10 days
ago a trial was made off Sandy Hook.
She wa#'at onee accepted<and the money
paid over. - 'Cleamance papers were ob-
tained, and the vessel put out to sea. A
contingent of about 25 loyal* Cubans,
! 'skilled shipwrights and experienced men
'of ‘war, were shipped on another vessel
and transferred to her on the high seas.
Rapid-firing four and six-inch guns were
purchased, -and’ these, with two Gatling
guns, were sent out in the ‘same vessel,
and by the time the boat reaches Cuban
~waters- she: will have aiformidable. bat-
tery in. position. ~'What is needed more
than ‘anything else by the insurgents is
said to be -aboard this vessel.. There
is said to have been loaded from this
city three thousand Remington rifles and
50,000 pounds of . .ammunition. The
rifles and ammunition are said to have
been shipped to this city by.the mana-
facturers, or rather to a ' point near the
city, and loaded on vessels at points
down the river and bay. They .were
then carried - out to the high seas and
there transferred to the vessel purchased
by the insurgents. Everything was
completed for sailing on Saturday night,
and the vessel is now -believed to be on
its 'way to Cuba. ' There is but one Cu-
‘ban in the party. . Among those who are
enrolled is a former officer of the U. S.
navy, an officer of the National. Guard
and four or five men who served through
the late civil war. °'The --names of
these persons will not be made known
until the vessel lands its men on Cuban
goil, For obvious reasons the name. of
the vessel has alse been kept quiet.

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SEARCHING CASTLE MURDER

'Two More Skeletons Discovered—
The Ghastly Search S8till
Continues.

Holmes Makes a Statement Regard-
ing Peitzel’s Death—Sui-
cide Claimed.

Chiecago, Ill., July 29.—Charles Chap-
pell, son of Mr. G. Chappell, the old man
who claims to have been assistant to
Holmes and to have articulated skele-
tons for Holmes, says his father is in-
sane. Young Chappell says the old
man has been of unsound mind for sever-
al years and expresses the belief thar

the father knows nothing whatever of
Holmes’ doings. A bundle of boneés were
found in the basement to-day, some of
which Dr. Robinson pronounced parts of
a human frame. It was at first thought
a skeleton had been found but examina-
tion showed that most of the bones were
from the butcher shop. The mixture of
human bones and butcher shop refuse is
a peculiar feature of several of the finds.
Careful search for the acid vats in
which the bodies were said to have been
placed was made to-day; but up to two
o’clock nothing had been found. M. G.
Chappell, who told the police that he had
constructed the vats, was taken to the
house this afternoon and it was expected
that he would readily point-out their lo-
cation unless, as his son deelares, he is
insane. It is probable that all the se-
;eret passages and rooms in ilolmes®
house will soon be revealed, as a brick
mason who claims to have done all the
queer work about the place called at the
police headquarters and offered to tell all
he knew. He was promptly taken care
of by the officers and is expected to prove
an important witness. :
The police secured to-day a skeleton
which they first believed to be that of
Mrs. Connor, one of the alleged victims

of H. H. Holmes. M. G. Chappell, who
claimed to have articulated several
skeletons for Holmes, took two detectives
to the house of a West Side physician,
where the complete skeleton was found.
Chappell says that he got the - bones
from: Holmes, and from the dates and
other evidence Inspector Fitzpatrick an-
nounced that he believed the skeleton to
be that of Mrs. Connor. After further
examination, however, he decided - that
the skeleton is probably that of Miss: Ci-
grand, the Indiana girl, instead of tuat
of Mrs. Connor.

Holmes remonstrated with Pietzel as to
his spendthrift habits, and spoke sub-
stantially to him as follows: - “Ben, you
have been a friend of mine.”’ T'll admit
I have made lots of money through you,
but I cannot keep this thing up. Whera
is that $50 I gave you the other day?
If you don’t quit drinking you and 1
will have to separate.”

LOW WATER IN THE LAKES.

The dispatches report a rise of three
inches in the St. Lawrence river at
Montreal as a result of recent rains, this
being the first rise -of the stream this
season.

R e

It apparently comes:none too‘

'soon, for the low state of‘the river has
caused - serious = apprehension among
those concerned with navigation. Ves-
sels passing up to Montreal this summer
have touched bottom at 26 feet 5 inches,
whereas the usual depth at this season
of the year is 30 feet or over. A fall
so marked has naturally caused anxiety.
And not only the river has suffered from
want of depth; all around the great
lakes the water is execeedingly low as
compared with other years.  From the
records kept on- Lake Ontario it appears
that in the month of June last the water
was only ten inches higher than the lIow-
est point recorded, and this is highly sig-
nificant in view of the fact that June
usually shows the highest stage of the
whole year, the lowest coming in Feb-
ruary. When the June level is only ten
inches above that of February there ap-
pears to be reason for disquietude. Of
course the lowering of the water has set
going inquiry for causes, and . among
the ‘theories advanced the most likely is
that which attributes the decrease to the
deepening of the channel at the rapids
of the St. Lawrence. Why this should
be followed by a lowering of Lake On-
tario at least can easily be seen. ~ From
this naturally arises the guestion: What
will be the effect on the lake when all
the proposed canal and rapids improve-
ments are carried out? Then what is
to be expected from the opening of the
Chicago drainage canal, which is to turn
Lake Michigan water into the Mississip-
pi? When all the contemplated works
are executed the lake route may be se-
riously affected and many harbors be
left in very bad shape. :

MEAN MEN, MEAN ACTS.

and has for long periods been vacant
evén at that. On this building the gov-
ernment decided to spend in- addition to
the rent $350 to fit it for an office.  Peo-

-ple.. will .naturally ask why. the govern-

ment’ should take the postoffice away
from a general merchant who had done
its business to everybody’s satisfaction,
withont any charge for accommodatio:,
and spend hundreds of dollars needless-
ly upon a postoffice building. It will
hardly be believed, we suppose, that the
government could be so small and mean,
but the reason seems to be that the mer-
chant in question was Mr. Laurier, a
brother of the leader of the opposition.®
The postoffice is probably of some value
to his business of storekeeping, and as
a relative of a political foe he must be
made to suffer. Mr. Ouimet, minister
of public works, must have sanctioned
the postoffice building scheme, and Sir
Adolphe Caron, the postmaster-general
must  have sanctioned the dismissal cf
Mr. Laurier as postmaster. Mr. Laur-
ier, the leader of the opposition, is a
chivalrous opponent, but. ean the samo
said of < Messrs. - Onimet and Caron?

HEARTLESS CRUELTY.

Deluded Negroes Entrapped and Left to
Starve.

S¢. Leouis, July 30.—A special to the
Republic from Cludad, Porfirio Diaz,
Mexico, says: One hundred and seventy
negro celonists arrived yesterday from
Mexico in a box car. Quarantine officers
have isolated them in cars under guard,
where they will be beld until all danger
is past. Several hundred more are ex-

pected to arrive. Of the 700 who passed
through Torreon last February to make
their fortunes :through the aid of a col-
onization company rearly 400 of them,
starved, half naked and diseased, have
been camped for the past few days near
Torreon. . Anether such miserable, hun-
gry, barefooted lot would be hard to
find. They were assured that the place
was on a railroad; that each would have
a good house to‘live in, five acres of
land to cultivate their own vegetables,
etc., and .plenty of game, and all were
given a blank contract, which was to
guarantee. them half the crop of sixty
acres which each was to take care-of,
fifty in cotton and ten in corn.

After. they had arrived they vainly
tried to get the contracts signed, but
they were-never signed nor = fulfilled.
The houses were miserable abodes. ‘The
water was vile, and filled many with a
species  of ‘malaria and swelling of the
limbs. The death rate averaged five a
week, and nearly a hundred died, owing
to the water and the lack of medicine
and medical attendance. Finally the ne-
groes ‘were told that the compony had
said that they, the negroes, had no in-
terest in the crop, but that the company
would pay them 50 cents a day. 'This
was done for about two weeks, wh-n it
was cut to 37 cents a day. If they were
sick they ,received ncthing, and, if savhat
they say .is true, many are crying for
something to eat. The manager about
this time, it is alleged, told them the
company had broken his contract, and
he could do nothing, and advised them
to “git.” This, after planting and grow-
inz one of the finest crops of cotton ever
raised in the state of Durango. 'They
left, Many .of them had to sell their
personal effects. They were - received
with Sympathy at Torreon, and Hiany
could have Séeurediwork but for the an-

LAL HOP V. JACKSON.

The Validity of Transfers of Prop-
erty Affecting the Rights
of Oredirors.

e

Hon. Justice Drake’s Judgment in
Favor of the Plaintiffs
in the Case.

Below is given a copy of the judgment

in Lai Hop v. Jacksen. The judgment
is of general interest, as it deals with
the validity of transfers of property cal-
culated to defeat creditors:
- The plaintiffs are judgment creditors
of William R. Jackson by virtue of a
judgment obtained on the 18th of Octo-
ber, 1894.

The judgment was given in respect of
a note drawn by the defendant W. L.
Jackson in favor of the plaintiffs on the
16th day of August, 1894. The de-
fendant prior to the 10th of July, 1894.
was half owner of the Delmonico saloon
and the furniture and fixtures belonging
to the hotel of the same name. On that
day he made a conveyance to his wife
of all his interest therein, as well as of
the furniture in his residence.

No  consideration . passed for these
deeds and - they were not given as se-
curity for any money owing by him ito
his wife. The deeds were registered
and the defendant continued to carry ou
the business in the hotel and saloon
without any change, and the license was
and still is in his name. g

He alleges that in all matters he was
the agent of his wife, -but he never ac-
counted to her for the return of  the
business or consulted her in respect of
the supplies ordered and debts incurred.
The business of the saloon had been go-
ing behind . sinee -March, 1894, since
which- time there were no profits made.
The defendant had no. other property
except some shares in the schooner T'ri-
umph, which also stood in his wife's
name, and this interest was sold in
January, 1895, and the proeceeds used by

the defendant in the business. . The- de- |

fendant alleges that at the time he exe-
cuted these deeds to his wife he only
owed ecurrent acecounts, estimated at
about $1,000, but that all the debts then
owing have since been paid. The defend-
ant apparently had opium #ransactions
with others before the _trangaction
which resulted in the judgment, but-he
had noné with the plaintiffs previeusly.
These opinm transactions were in. fact
smuggling opium inhto the United States,
the profits of which were large and ‘the
risks great. 'The defendant states that
a man named Jocelyn asked him to ad-
vance the money to buy epium, which
he refused, alleging he had not the cash,
but said he would give his note at a
month. Afterwards he went with Joce-
lyn to the plaintiffs and signed the note,
but had no conversation with Lai H

about. it Map. Ohung, the Chimﬁ '

“who darries on the business in the mafhe

of the plaintiffs, states that he wanted
cash for the opium, and the defendant
said he had the money but wanted it for
fan-tan, a gambling game, and he fur-
ther told him that he was the owner of
a saloon which the witness knew, and
on the strength of these statements the
plaintiffs took his note for thirty days.
I am, on this evidence, inclined to place
more credit on Man Chung’s statement
than on the defendant’s. The opium
was handed to Jocelyn and the defend-
ant says he was to have half the profits,
if any, for finding the money. This
transaction, in my opinion, was a haz-
ardous speculation, and outside of the
defendant’s legitimate business. I do
not think it was actually in contempla-
tion at the time of the assignment to
the wife, but it was similar business to
that which he had done on previous oc-
casions, and which he might do again.
I cannot distinguish this case from Me-
Kay v. Douglas, ‘14 Eq. 108, when it
was held that where a settler takes the
bulk of his property out of the reach of
his creditors shortly before engaging in

.a trade of a hazardous character such

settlement may be set aside in a suit
on behalf of creditors who became such
after the settleent, though there are
no creditors whose debts arose before
the date of the settlement and though

when the settlement was made it was.

doubtful. whether the arrangements un-

F'hey date
back to 1835, when a treaty was made
with the Cherokees, and this fund, ac-
f:ording to the teims of the treaty, is to
be paid to a certain number of familics
who moved into that country prior to
that time. This is how it happens that
tl}e_ money appears to be so unevenly
divided. In some instances but few
members of a family are living, while in
other cases many descendants are living.
The department has had considerab'e
trouble. in perfecting the roll, as @ few
o_f those entitled to share the money now
live in California. Nearly all five in the
Cherokee nation. With those in the
ngtion it has been a difficult matter to

The late Comte de Paris and his family
have been able by the forethought :of
their father to live independent of royal
subsidies of all kinds; and to maintain
by their private means a practically re-
‘gal state, and in this way have contin-
ued a standing in the estimation of. their
royal cousins which would long since
have departed if they had’'been pension-
ers upon their bounty, or if they had be-
come mere day drudges under the neces-
.gity of earning a living.—Beston Herald.

Nanaimo, July- 31.—The bark McNear,
Captain Peterson, arrived at Departure
Bay on Monday evening from San Fran-
cisco, and on the trip up.a sensation
_was caused on board by the finding of
the dead body of the mate in the hold
one morning, . . 9 L

Captain Petersqn gives the following
acconnt of the oceurrence:  $We, were
in San Franciseo harbor at 7 a.m. on
the morning of July 9th. Thomas Wit-
more,- a native of New York, aged . 47,
reported for duty as first officer. At
the time he was slightly under the in-
fluence of liquor.” At noon I sent the
cabin boy to tell the mate to come t>
dinner, but the mate excused himself,
saying he was unwell. = About 1 p.m.
the tug came alongside to tow the bark
to sea and the mate could not be found.
we searched the ship and could not find
him, -and I econcluded. he bhad gone
ashore, as hundreds had .done before,
rather than make' the trip. Another
mate was shipped, and at 2 p.m.. the
bark was towed out of the harbor. The
trip proved uneventful until fifteen days
out (July 24th), when one of the crew
discovered. the - fearfully decomposed
body of . Witmore in the lower hold.
It was impossible to make an examina-
tion into the cause of death, so ‘we bur-
ied ‘him at once” : -

Captain Peterson further 'states that
before leaving San Francisco the mate’s
cabin was searehed and an empty whis-
key bottle was found.. "It is difficult to
say whether the deceased fell down the
hatch, or, in his drunken state, went
down into. the hold to sleep off the ef-
fects of thé liguor.

DAYS OF SNUFF NOT GONE.

A contemporary. states that .although
the practice of snuff taking went out
with: full-bottomed wigs, there are a’
good many people to whom its titillation
is still a pleasure.  Formerly ‘it was
uséd by the gentry, now the demand for
it is entirely obtained from the tobacco
plant. This is a mistake. Much man-
ipulation is necessary in the curing of .
the leaf and the fitting of it for the pur-
pose of snuff making.

For certain brands of snuff the tobac-
€0 is mixed with scents, licorice and mol-
asses before being ‘dried and ;powdered.
It is stated that in snuffs alone one fae-
tory uses up 30,000,000 roses a year. It
takes 10,000 roses to make one ounce
of attar of roses, and the establishment
mentioned buys 3000 ounces a year. - So
powerful is this perfume that it over-
powers the weaker, although still strong,
odor of tobacco. The manufacture of
snuff is very elaborate. The main pro-
cesses are the cutting of the tobacco leaf,
the fermenting, the baking, the powder-
ing, the scenting and the packing, but
there .are at least a score of lesser oper-
ations before the product is shipped to
the dealer.—Los Angeles Times..

Report From the Sewerage Com-
mittee on the Condition of
the Sewers.

Fire Underwriters Have Something
to Say About Electric Light
Insurance.

There was a full attendance of alder-
men at last evening’s meeting of the city
council, Mayor Teague presiding. In the
absence of City Clerk Dowler, Deputy
Clerk Bradley acted in his stead.

The William Hamilton Company ap-
plied for payment of balance due them
for the electric light plant, amounting to
$2875. ‘

The following report on the subject
was received from Superintendent Hut-
chison:

July 29, 1895.
To His Worship the Mayor and Board
of Aldermen, Victoria:

Gentlemen:—I have the honor to report
that a test of the steam plant supplied
by the William Hamilton Manufacturing
Company for the new city lighting sta-
tion was made on the night of July
26th, with results as follows:

Test began at 10 p.m. and ended at
3 a.m., a period of five hours, during
which indicator diagrams = were taken
every 30 minutes.

_ Total an'cunt of coal used, 1450 pounds; |
coal used per hour, 290 pounds; average |

horse power developed, 158.39; coal used
per horse power per hour, 1.83; number
of boilers used, 1.

The specific efficiency of the steam
plant was 2 pounds of coal to the horse
power per hour. Tl}e actual efficiency
of the plant supplied is considerably un-
der that amount, which I consider highly
satisfactory, and in consideration of the
above results and the thorough and cred-
itable manner in which the Hamilton
Manufacturing company have carried
out their contract, both in detail of en-
gine and boiler construction, and the
‘erection of same, I recommend that the
plant be accepted and final payment
made.

McLellan said he did not sign the
report as the park fund was exhausted.

Ald. Bragg moved the report be re-
ferred to the finance committee. He
thought that the concerts should be con-
tinued.

Ald. Macmillan said if men understood
the municipal act they would not be call-
ing out for expenditures all the time.

Ald. Wilson seconded Ald. Bragg's mo-
tion,  which was adopted.

The sewerage committee reported.

as follows:
Victoria, July, 1895.
To the Mayor and Council of the City
of Victoria. :

Gentlemen: Your committee beg
leave to report as follows: That in ac-
cordance with a resolution of this coun-
cil the superintendence of the flushing
of the sewerage system of the city, so
far as completed, has been placed in
charge of the sanitary officer, and on
Monday, 15th instant, two men were
engaged and a thorough examination
made. It was found that the grating
at the outlet at Clover Point was very
badly clogged up and that 19 dust pans
were more or less broken and allowing
dirt to fall into the man holes. It was
also found that five of the vent pipes on
the McBean contract had been damaged,
and that as a consequence dirt was fall-
ing into the pipes. The dust pans and
caps of vent pipes are being. repaired
and improved under instruction ‘of ‘the
city engineer.

It was found that the water had been
turned off in twenty of the flush tanks.
This has evidently been the work of
some evil disposed person or persons,
and might, if not corrected, seriously
affect the working of the entire system.
Your committee would recommend that
a suitable reward be offered with the
object of securing the  punishment of
the guilty parties. All flush tanks were
given a good flushing and found to be
in good condition, with the exception of
six, which required some slight repairs
to the cement work. After a most care-
ful inspection and thorough flushing it
has been found that our sewerage sys-
tem is working admirably, even better
than at any time previously, and that
the .more connections that are made the
efticiency of the system becomes more
apparent.

The sanitary - officer reports- having
made a further examination of “the
Johnson . street = ravine, and finds that
most- of the water now going into the
ravine comes from a drain on Douglas
street.  This drain i now connected
with the Johnson' street sewer, but ow-
ing to a grating at the mouth of ;the
pipe, it does wnot . work properly, and
overflows into the ravine. Your com-
mittee would recommend that the city
engineer - be instructed to take such
steps as will obviate the. difficulty -and
se¢; -empiging of all ‘water running

in the drain referred to into the John-

son street sewer.

BOUNDARY  CREEK - MINES

Vast Ledges of Ore That Promise
satisgactory Returns for
Development.

Some Particulars of Various Mines
— Conservative Kstimates
of Values.

Rossland has sueh attractions of its
own, is so thoroughly alive and well ad-
vertised that it' must be a strong camp
indeed that can attract men from the
city of Trail creek. ™ And yet any one
who walks from Trail to Boundary, will
not find that He has the road to him-
self. Men are pouring into the Bound-
ary creek country in a steady stream, al-

lthough it is still far from raiflways and

there are three high rivers and a bad
trail between it and Trail creek. Men
have heard of the huge bodies of ore at
Boundary and slthough they cannot be
expected to believe all they have heard,
they have heard enough to make them
anxious to go 'in and see for themselves.

_ INSURANCE TEST CASE.

The Interesﬁng Trial of Mrs. Phinney’s
Suit at Seattle.

Probably the most ,important insur-*
ance case ever tried in: the United States
came before the United : States court at
Seattle last week. The widow of the

‘late. Guy C. Phinney, formerly of Vie-

toria, sued- the Mutual Life Insurance
Company of New Yeork to.recover the
amount of a life policy: which was taken
out by her -husband in September, 1390.
The plaintiff testified that on many oc-
casions - -while he continued. in good
health, and also ' shertly  before his
death, Mr. Phinney informed her and
others that the policy was still in foree,
as he had paid all the premiums as they
fell due. < It’ was contended on the' part
of the defendant that only one premium
‘had .been paid, and that the policy had
therefore lapsed in 1891,  The plaintiff
introduced evidence to show- that. there
had been ‘mieny transactions in land be-
tween 'the local agent of 'the company
and Mr. Phinney; and it was contended
that thé agent gave Mr. Phinney an
acknowledgmeént on the 'back of the
policy for three years' premiiums in set-
tlement of all accounts. - It ' was next
shown that some time-before Mr. Phin-
ney’s death the local agent borrowed the
policy, as he stated, “for - eanvassing
purposes.” In cross examination the
agent - informed : the court that Mr.
Phiney 'did not surrender the policy.
After. being notified to bring the tell-
tale policy into eourt the startling an-
nouncement was made that it had disap-
peared and could not be found. On the

Re-Arranged at a Meeting of the
Beoard of School Trustees.
- hast Evening.

Most otfthe Old Teachers Retained,
Vei'y _Few . Changes ,Be-
ing Made.

There .Whs a full attendance at last
evening’s-meeting: of the board of school
trustees, when it was decided to adopt
the vertical system of writing “in the
schools. The, teaching staff was algo re-
arranged,

Mi'.’S. D. Pope, superintendent of edu-
cation, wrote stating that” Gage’s series

of vertical writing books (Britjnsh Co-
lumbia edition) has been authorized for
use in the publi¢ schools of the province.

The department directs that in schools

preferring the vertical system it vbe in-
troduced gradually. k .

Chairman Hayward gaid the ‘intention
of the department was to introdgc_e_the
vertical system in the lower divisions
this session and extend- it to the whole
school next term.

On motion of Trustee Marchant it ;

was decided to adopt the vertical sys-
tem as far as possible during the com-
ing term, it to be extended ‘to all ‘the
classes . after the Christmas vacation,
subject to thé approval of the board of
education. \

Trustee Glover moved that the resolu-
tion of April last in reference to the
employment of pupil -teachers. be recon-
sidered. This resolufion gave pu_pll
teachers the preference when vacancies
occurred on the pérmanent stgff, pro-
viding they were properly qualified.

The motionn was adopted and the
clause referring to the engagement of
pupil teachers was struck out, and Trus-
tee Marchant and the chairman were

appointed a committee to draft an’

agreement to be used between the board
and the pupil teachers. It was also de-
cided to appoint five instead of four
pupil teachers.

Trustee Lewis moved that the board
go into committee of the whole, with
open doors. :

Trustee Glover was also opposed_to
secret sessions. He objected to being
referred to as “a trio”. The minutes of
the board would show that on the aver-
age he voted twice out of every five
times against Trustees Lewis and Mar-
chant = and they did likewise against
him.

After some discussion it was decided
to remain in open session. This no.
doubt settles the fate of secret meetings.

Trustee Marchant asked whether it |

was the intention to retain the “whole
of the old teaching staff subject to a
rearrangement of positions or to vote
with a free hand for either new or old
teachers. For himself, he was prepared
to, vote for the old staff in its entirety
and he moved aeccerdingly, reserving the
right to change the position of each and
every teacher. The motion was not sec-
onded.

Trustee Saunders moved that the ap-
pointment of Mr. Muir to a position on
the high school staff be reconsidered.
The motion was not seconded.

Trustee Lewis moved, seconded by
Trustee Marchant, that the position of
principal of the Victoria West school be
declared vacant.

Trustee Saunders objected to the re:
moval of Mr. Nicholson.

Trustee Marchant said there had been
many complaints about the school, part-
ly on account of the teachers and partly
through Mr. Nicholson’s fault.

Trustee Lewis’ motion was adopted
and Mr. L. Tait was appointed.

BLACK AND WHITE.
A Riot Among the Miners—A Plucky
Sheriff.

Birmingham, Ala., July 31.—Further
details of the race riot at Brookside
state that in the battle between the
whitesand the blacks last night several
negroes were shot dead. The ranks of
the whites are thinned by several being
fvounded. ‘While the miners were car-
ing for their wounded the negroes
struck out for the deeper woods. An-
other posse, formed and headed by de-
.termined and” stalwart miners, startel
in pursuit. Word was telegraphed to
this city for help and. Sheriff Morrow
with 25 men left for the scene. At
midnight they ‘camé up to the rioters,
The whites had captured several of ths
negroes, but Biggars is not among them.
The captured negroes were bound hand
and foot and the dangling of a noose
froxp the limb of a tree overhead told
their impending fate when Sheriff Mor-
row arrived and demanded the surrender
of the prisoners. His request was re-
ceived in sullen silencc and another de-
mand was met by a flat refusal from
the- leader of the white miners. The
Sheriff threatened to cpen fire on both
parties unless' the prisoners were given
up at once. Not until his men present-
ed arms did the spokesman of the whit>
miners deliver up the captives. They
were brought back to the camp, where
another demonstration was made by the
mipers who bhad not joined in the pur-
suit. .= They made a®désperate attempt
to take ‘the negroes from Sheriff Mor-
row, but by a determined stand his men
deterred them from  using force. The
camp is in a state of intense excitement
and further trouble is feared.

: JAPAN WILL FIGHT

Before She Will Yield the Advantage
She has Gained.

W’as‘hington, Aug 1.—The  diplomatic
corps in Washington are watching with
special interest at present the settlement
of the question of the evacuation of
Port Arthur by the Japanese in view of
the demand which Russia, France, and
Germany ‘are reported to have made up-
on the Japanese to evacuate the entire
Liao Tung peninsula, without reference
to China’s fulfilment of her part of the
Shimonoseki treaty obligations. “Jap-
un,:’ said an official of ‘the legation,
“will fight before yielding the advantage
she has in the peninsula. It is too im-
po‘rtant a Jever to let go because it may
suit Russia’s purpose to ask it. 'Our un-
fie-xstanding here is that the evacuation
is to depend upon the payment of the in-
demnity. Japan certainly regarded the
matter in that light when the treaty
was amended at the-instance of the
European powers. It may be claimed
that the question is not any longer one
between China and Japan, but rather
one b'e_t\veen Japan and the ,Europena
ccuntries interested in the settlement,
but this position is not tenable.

CONSUL PLUMACHER'S REPORT

Discusses the Commercial Situation in
Venezuela.

Washington, D. C.. July 31.—Mr. Plu-
macher, consul at Maracaibo, has made
a report of great interest to the state
department. = Speaking of the trouble
\.’enezuela has had with European na-
ticns seeking to seize upon her territory
and substance, and pointing out the
splendid opportunity open to the United
States to extend its trade with Venezuc-
la at. the expense of other nations, he
des.crlbes the opportunity lost by the
United States from 1890 to 1894, owing
to t‘he rgfusal of Venezuela to accept the
reciprocity propositions of the United
States, but that since the duties were
fiecreased he notes a slight improvement
in the -exports to New York, increasing
frpm $4,000,000 to-$7,000,000. He at-
tributes the depression in Venezucla to
the financial and political troublgs of the
country and says if the present crisis
passes, the United States will have a
great Aadvantage owing to the diplomatic
corppl}c&tions with Germany and Great
Britain, our commerecial rivals. “The
G?rmans.” he says “sre: looked upon
with ‘but little favor on account of the
tl‘lreat to send German ivonclads to la
Guygra to ' enforce the payment of a
spbsxdyv due to the builders of the prin-
mpa.l Venezuelan railwsy. The popular
{)(;gltlingl uponf this point was intensified

suggestion in a leading newspaper,
that the :Germans-knew very welll tI;m,t
spc'h_ bPayment was just now an impos-
sibility, ‘as the coustry was staggering
under the burdens of the late war, and
that they neither expected nor desired
payment, but encouraged by the example
of Grea.t Britain,-they thought it might
be- possible ‘to: secure a part of rich
S}uayara territory as an indemnity.”
