The proceeding having been authorized by the Society,
the‘ﬂice‘adjoimng to the one they occupied in Victorih Hall,
Which is provided with g safe, was taken by the Comnmittee,
at a cost of $80 per anuum. With the exception of the
annual meeting, it ig sufficiently large for the transaction
of business. The Committee consider the additional'$24
Judiciously expended in the increage of the accommodation
they obtain, and the facility and regularity with which the
business can be conducted,
But three books were given to the Committee—the large
minute-book, the fnonthly minute-book, and the old hook of
the list of members, Further, they have been unable to
discover any paper, document, op voucher, of the three
former committees, It has, therefore, been incumbent to
lay down a system for the records of the Society. Accord-
ingly, they have supplied this defect, A new and carefully
compiled register of the members has been made, which
will last many years; likewise, an alphabetical list of
applicants relieved, with an analysis book containing g
detail of all expenses incurred at the celebrations of the
Society, and a ledger, in which the credits and ‘debits of
the Society are fully posted to each account, The Com-

The Committee congratulate the Society on the establish-
ment of the Phipps’ Fund, the, proceeds of which is to

be applied, in the first place, to the relief of Lancaghire
operatives,
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1t will be remembered that in 1862 much distress arose
among the Lancashire operatives in the mother country,
and that the accounts which appeared in the English papers
awoke the sympathy of this community. Subscriptions
were accordingly made to relieve this distress, which were
received from all parts of the district. In spite, however,
of the assistance extended in England, a large emigration
of those suffering from the depression took place during the
geasons of 1862 and 1863, and the funds of the Society
were severely taxed to give the necessary relief.

‘The relief paid in 1862 amounted to $955.89, for 446
cases, and in 1863 the sum of $541.36, for 423 cases.
Indeed it may truly be said that the embarrassments that
met the Committee on taking office arose from this excessive
expenditure.

Accordingly in July, 1863, Mr. Phipps, then President
of the Society, addressed a letter to the Zimes newspaper,
which appeared October 5th, 1863, in which he stated that
large numbers of the distressed Lancashire operatives were
daily arriving in Toronto—sent out by Emigration Aid
Societies, and by other means—and had beenled to believe,
that when they reached this country they were certain to
obtain immediate employment; he proceeded to say that
there was but little manufacturing labor required in Canada,
and it took time to convert these people into farm laborers ;
and as- the greater number arrived here penniless, they
‘naturally {ooked to us for assistance, and that the calls upon
the funds of the St. George’s Society were greatly inareased
by this class.

Mr. Phipps concluded by urging the claims of our
Society on the consideration of Englishmen in England.

No reply, in any shape, resulted from this appeal ; and
accordingly, Tth Januayy, 1864, Mr. Phipps addrussed the
Lord Mayor of London, calling his attention to this appcal
and its fruitlessness, and asking to be allowed to invest the

In consequence of this nzf(hority, a meeting of the
Lancas{hire Fund Committee was called b)\f public advertise-
ment orhthe 27th May,when the resolution was unanimously
carried, That the sum now in the hands of the Treasurer,
(a sufficient amount being retained by hir: to meet charges
against the Lancashire Fund,) be appropriated as above to
the usufruet of the St George’s Society, to be invested as
set forth by Mr. Phipps. ;
Some discussion took place between Mr, Bradburne, My,
Phipps, and the Dresident, as to the investment of this
money. The two former considered that the highest possi-
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latter thought it would be advisable to have some portion of
the income in Provincial Funds, so that this diyision of the
oney would- extend a greater latitude in th] investment
of the other moneys, At the personal solicitation of the
President, these two gentlemen acceded to his views, and
the $1000 debenture is now the property of the Society,
and will hereafter be called the ¢ Phipps’ Fund,” of which
the usufruct only is at the disposal of the Society.

When this matter was reported in full to the Society,
at the quarterly meeting, the following resolution was unani-

mously carried: -

¢« That the thanks of the St. Goorge;s Society of Toronto
are due to ex-President W. B. Phipps, Esq., Vice-President
for the current year, for his zeal, perseverance and ability,
in establishing the ¢ Phipps’ Fund,’ which the Society have
determined to call after his name, in recognition of his

guccessful labors.”

The Christmas distribution was made in the store of
Messrs, Hughes, in Yonge Street, who, with much kindness,
gave the Society the occupation of it, They have to
acknowledge the use of a stove from Mr. Andrews, and the
use of pipes, with the labor of putting up the stove, from
Mr, firam Piper ; with the books necessary for statistics,
antfpn er for adornment, from Messrs. Rollo-& Adam,
Dredgé, and Bunting. In all cases given gratuitously. :

The Committee carefully collected statistics of the appli-
cants, which ‘they bave collated and examined. In some
fow instances, they regret to state, that parties received
from two subscribers duplicate certificates, and were enabled
thus to obtain a double allowance. The names of such
persons are known and recorded ; and it would be but
justice that they should be remembered on a future occa-
gion. The Committee think that. the fact should be made
public, so that the subscribers to the fund hereafter will be
careful in asking if the applicant has received any previous
certificate of recommendation, and that they state, as cor-
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rectly as possible, the husband’s name, his place of residence,
his trade, the country of which he is a native, and the number
in family., If these facts are set forth with accuracy the
Committee feel that, with the system they adopt, they can
guard against the fraud of which they complain.

The distribution commenced punctually at nioon and was
completed by seven. Not one appplicant was refused relief,
When the Committee closed the door of the building, no
stranger lingered unsatisfied,

The following is the amount distributed :—080 families *
were relieved, representing 2,720 perséns. The following
is a list of the articles distributed :—8994 1bs, of beef and
mutton ; 10 chickens ; 93 lbs; pork: 17 pigs’ heads; 4
hams; 212} bushels potatoes; 143 Dbags turnips; 1 bag
carrois ; 2 bushels peas; 54 Ibs, tea; 390 lbs. flour; 2%
1bs. coffee; 8 lbs. sugar; 843} 4.1b. loaves bread; 45 lbs,
fish; 22 Ibs. vice; 1 box and 1 bag raisins ; 1 barrel apples,
and 1 bag currants. 5

In conclusion, the committee feel juatified in congratu-
lating the members on the efficiency of the Society and its
sound pecuniary condition. It is now free from debt, and
with care and prudence can be kept so. A well regulated
system is observed in the transaction of its business, and the
success of their applications for the Christmas distribution,
warrants the Committee in thinking that the Society holds a
high place in public estimation, There is no reason why the
good fame of the Society should not be maintained, and it
depends on the members alone whether its escutcheon be
tarnished or not.
