WILL BE PRACTICALLY
NEW CUSTOMS TARIFF

Opening of

Preferential Feature to Be Further Empha-
sized--Schedules Will Be Ready for

the Honse. -

(Special to the Times.)

Ottawa, Sept. 15.—It is the intention
of the government to have the tariff
schedules ready to be presented to par-
liament when the House meets either
on November 8th or November 15th.

Very - good progress is being made
with the tariff revision by the com-
mission. There will be practically a
new tariff, as provision is made for the
maximum and the minimum and the
preferential list. This will give a three

column list instead of one as at pres-
ent,

The 33 1-3 flat preference which 1s
now extended to Great Britain and cer-
tain other countries whose traiffs are
as favorable to Canada as Canada’s is
to theirs, will be changed so that some

items may have a higher preferential
rate and some a lower. The preference
may range from 10 to 75 per cent. In
this way the objects of the preference
can be still further perfected by main-
taining and directing Canadian trade
between Great Britain and such coun-
tries as extend tariff favors to us and
keeping a stiff tariff against those
counties that place barriers against the
Dominon.

The new tarff will be framed in the
interests of Canada and such tariff
must necessarily continue to give a
substantial preference as at present to
the Mother Land, who throws her
doors wide open to Canadian trade.

The increase of Canada’s trade dates
from the preference and that feature
of the tariff will not be impaired but
strengthened.

STEAMER OREGON
WRECKED IN NORTH

REVENUE CUTTERS SENT
TO RESCUE PASSENGERS

Vessl Struck  Rocks on Hinchinbrook
Island at the Entrance to Prince
Willtam Sound.

(Associated Press.)

Seattle, Sept. 15.—A dispatch: to the
Post Intelligencer from Valdez says
the steamer Oregon hit the rocks on
the beach of Hinchinbrook Island at
the entrance to Prince William Sound
at 12 o'clock on Thursday night. She
was trying to find the entrance in the
darkness when the headland loomed
up and although she reversed the en-
gines the vessel struck hard enough to
tear the bottom off.

The Oregon struck at low tide and
the water soon filled the engineroom
to the second grating.

A crew of five men left immediately
for Valdez to get assistance. The rev-
ente cutters Rush and McCulloch left
to take off the passengers.-

There was no sea running at the time
of the wreck, but the position of the
steamer is exposed to the full force of
the swell and if the wind rises she is
in a precarious position.

The wreck occurred seventy miles
from Valdez and thirty-five miles from
Nutchek. The passengers are all safe,

In Dangerous Position.

San Francisco, Sept. 15.—Special dis-
patches received here of the wreck of
the Steamship Oregon at the entrance
of Prince William Sound on Thursday
say that she lies in a very dangerous
position.

Work on Right of Way From Cloverdale
Will Start Shortly.

The New Westminster correspondent of
the Vancouver Province says:

The pdst week has not witnessed any
changes in real estate of striking magni-
tude. But ‘the.marked advance in the
movement among the smaller properties,

past few months, coftinues unabated.
Another healthy sign is ‘the fact that
practically all the local contractors are
exceedingly busy; in fact, are employing
as many men as can be obtained. A
hurried canvass among the business men
by a Times representative disclosed an
optimistic, confident sentiment every-
where. . All industries are prospering, and
all engaged in commerce, no matter what
line may be mentioned, wear a bright
and happy smile. Z

Of the purchases. that hadve been re-
corded probably the most important was
transacted yesterday.  -when lot 418 on
View street, opposite the Victoria the-
atre, passed through the hands of Messrs.
Pemberton & Sons to an outsider whose
name is not mentioned for a sum ap-
proximating $11,000.

Collister's handsome ,Dallas road resi-
dence to Mrs. W. A. Finlayson, the con-
sideration in this instance being in the
neighborhood of $7,000. It is reported
also, although no definite verification of
the rumor could be secured to-day, that a
well known business block on lower
Yates street was about to be transferred.
Owing to the likelihood of the disclosufe
of the details of the deal interfering wit®
its consummation, it is impossible to pub-
lish the parficulars at the present time.
A full account, however, will be found in
the Times as soon asg’it’ is available.

Real estate lying throughout the sub-
urbs of Victoria is finding a ready mar=
ket. Indeed, there appears to be a move-
ment among the speculators in that djreec-
tion.  This, perhaps, is accounted for by
the report which has been in circulation
for the past few days to the effect that
the C. P. R. are looking for such lands—
properties at various points just outside
the city limits and in the vicinity of the
many beautiful resorts to be found near-
by. Whether or not there is any founda-
tion for this, it is having the effect of
tufning the attention of buyers in that
direction. ' As a result these properties—
in fact, the same condition prevails
throughout the - city—are stiffening per-
ceptibly. Several lots that have been sold
in the north end and a number of houses
in James Bay which have changed own-
ers have brought prices considerably in
excess of that asked some months ago.
Still prospective purchasers are not rush-
ing into 'such transactions without weigh-
ing the possibilities .;carefully. It must
not be taken for.granted that Victoria is
on the eve of a bgom the outcome of
which might be extremely injurieus. The
prices asked and the prices obtained
Heretofore have all 'béen reasonable. The
signs are only: those" of healthy prosper-
1ty.

During the last ten days- there have
been a few changes in farm property
throughout South Saanich. Mr. Nott,
one of the pioneers of the Yukon and the
first man to operate a steamboat into
Dawson City, has obtained control of the
last fifty acres of the McHugh estate,
Already he has employed a gang of men
and a horse stumper is at work clearing,
and it is his intention to have most of
the land in crop by next year. There are
options on the two adjacent properties—
one of forty-five and the other of sixty
acres. They have been taken by two
men hailing from Hamiota, Manitoba.
These lands both front upon the sea and
offer excellent facilities  for both frulit
growing and general farming. These
prospective settlers were attracted to
Vancouver Island by the district exhibit
at ‘the Dominion fair, New Westminster,
last year. Two large estates in the same
district, it is reported, are to be broken
into small holdings at an early date. It
is expected that both will be ready for
sale this fall or early in the spring. They
are near the railway and run to the
water. They doubtless will find a ready
sale among those who wish to take up
fruit culture or farming on a small scale,
for both of which Vancouver Island, and
Saanich in  particular, offers every in-
ducement.

As already stated, the movement is evi-
dent, not only in real estate, but in
general buyilding operations. The local
contractors never had their hands fuller
than now. One of them said to-day:
“This is a peculiar year. Although we
have no<big works under way, there is
not a man who isn’t employed. We have
innumerable small buildings and some
additions and improvements to larger
structures, which mean considerable ex-
penditure. Take the Union Club, for in-
stance. More money is being spent there
than the casual observer would imagine,
and the club, I’ll guarantee, will present
a very different appearance when com-
plete. Then there are the extensive works
under way at -Government House. There
is also the work in progress at the C. P.
R. doek. TUnfortunately we Victoria con-
tractows did not bid low enough to get
that job, probably because of the price of
lumber or for some other reason. At
any rate, we were beaten by a Vancouver
man, Walter Hepburn. He is putting up
a large new warehouse and cattle shed.
In fact, there is work everywhere, and,
despite the fact that last season we were
assisted by such contracts as the Todd
residence at a cost of $40,000, we estimate
that there is more being done this year
than heretofore.”

Advances are being made slowly but sure-
ly in all directions, and the optimism that
prevails in regard to the future is a
happy augury, and, what is even more
gratifying, is fully justified.

CRICKETER MAY RULE.

Prince Ranjitsinhji Likely to Sudeed to
Throne. of Nawanpgar.
; i

In the absence of legitimate heirs,
.advices from Bombay - state, Prince
Ranjitsinhji will succeed to.the theone
as the adopted son of the father of the
Jate Jam of Nawanagar. This is the
same Prince Ranjitsinhji -who su dis-
tinguished himself at cricket while at
Trinity College, Cambridge, becoming
in 1896 and 1900 champion batsman for
All England by scoring 2,780 runs, with
an average of 59.91,

Prince Ranjitsinhji’'s claim to the
throne of Nawanagar is full of rom-
ance. In 1866 Vibhaji, the ruler of Na-
wanagar added to the number of his
wives three Mohammedan sisters. One
of these gave birth to a son, Kalobheai,
who in 1870 was recognized by the [\iri—
tish government as the Jam’s heir.
Kaloobhal married, and had a son,
Lakhoji, born in 1875. In 1877 Kaloob-
hai was deposed from his position as
heir on the alleged ground of conspir-
ing against the life of the Jam, and
was not only disinherited, but expelled
from the state. On Kaloobhai’'s de-
position the Jam adopted an heir who,
however, died two years later. Then,
in 1580, the Jam adopted Ranjitsinhji.
In 1882-one of the three Mohammedan
sisters had a son (the Jam who has
just died), angd -the. Jam applied to the
government to sanction the setting
aside of the adoption of R anjitsinhji,
and asked that his son should be re-
cognized as heir, as the adoption had
been conditionel on his having no male
issue. The government .of India found
on inquiry 2.3 to the terms of adoption
fhat it was conditional on an heir be-
ing born of any of his Rajput wives,
but as in the original agreement drawn
up between the political agent and the
Jam the nationality of the wife was
not specified, the government complied
with the request. The boy was recog-
nized as heir, and on the death of the
Jam in 1895 the vouth installed in his
stead.

The general superintendent, Dr. Al-
bert Carmon, is presiding with all his
accustomed ability and vigor.

His term of office will
cover the quadrennium.

The general superintendent in his
masterly quadrennial address, outlined
the great advances made in all the de-
partments of the church’s work during
the past four years, and also gave gen-
eral directions and indications as to the
policy for the future. The greatest
subject to come before the conference
is the question of church union with
the Presbyterian and Congregational
bodies. He advises the continuance of
the negotiations with these bodies and
suggesls the enlargement of the scope
of the union to include the Church of
England and Baptist church.

Several influential deputations have
been received by the conference, nota-
bly that of the Wowan’s Missionary
Board officers, who plead for greater
recognition of their work among the
foreigners in Canada and in woman’s
work in heathen lands.

Rev. Mr. Collier, fraternal delegate
from England’s Methodism, was given
.an enthusiastic welcome.

Bishop Harris, missionary bishop of
the M. E. church of Japan, accom-
panied by President Hondo of the
Tokio Methodist College, were intro-
duced and made references to the sub-
ject of Methodist union in Japan.

Rev. Dr. Hill and Rev. R. E. Walsh,
of the Canadian Bible Society, appead-
ed to the conference for sympathy and
assistance in their work of giving the
Holy Scriptures to the foreigner com-
ing to Canada.

Among the pending questions are the
admission of women to the courts of
the church, the employment of adgdi-
tional agents in the work of the de-
partment of temperance and moral re-
form, the establishment of a Western
connexional paner and various changes
of the discipline to enable the ma-
chinery of the church to run with
greater smoothness.

ADMIRAL CHICHESTER DEAD.

Had Charge of Sea Transport Service
During South African War -Ingci-
dent at Manila.

Gibraltar, Sept. 17.—Rear Admiral Sir
Edward Chichester, who commanded the
British squadron at Manila during the
Spanish-American war, died here to-day
of pneumonia after an illness of a few
days. Rear Admiral Chichester was chief
of the sca {ransport service during 'he
South American war. His work in trans-
porting a quarter of a million men fve
thousand miles to South Africa won him
great praise.

It was Sir Edward Chmhestpr who, ac-
cording to report, ‘‘stood by’ the Ameri-
c¢ans in Manila bay at a time when fric-
tion between Admirai Dewey and the Ger-
man commander seemed likely to lead 1o
serious consequences. One account of the
affair printed in a London paper said
that “When the American and German
fleets were grinning defiance at each oth-
er in paraliel lines, their decks cleared
for action, Admiral Chichester stolidly
steered the British squadron between
them, giving, indeed, an exhibition of
calmness, tact and nautical good humor
that probably saved a battle which would
have resulted 'In disaster to the peace of
the world.”

FIGHT BETWEEN
POLICE AND PEASANTS

EIGHT PERSONS KILLED
AND SIXTY WOUNDED

Woman Who Murdered Frenchmen in
Mistake for Former Minister Is
Niece of Trepoff.

Vilna, Russia, Sept. 13.—An attempt
made by the Russian police to arrest
several peasants of the village of Luk-
onisa, who had been organizing disord-
ers among the peasants, has resulted
in a collision between the mob and the
soldiers.

The latter fired a volley killing eight
persons and wounding sixty.

Assassin Identified.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 13.—The identi-
fication of Tapiana Leontieff, the wo-
man who Kkilled an ‘aged Frenchman
named Mueller at Interlaken, Switzer-
land. on September 1st, in mistake for
M. Durnvo, former Russian minister of
the interior, was established to-day.

This opens up the final chapter of an
interesting romance as Mlle. Leontieff
is one of the nieces of General Trepoff,
who was concerned in an unsuccessful
attempt on the dife of her uncle in
1905. This caused an immense sensa-
tion at the time. Mlle. Leontieff was
arrested and confined for some time in
an insane asylum. She was eventually
released upon her promise to leave
Russia forever. She did, but she main-
tained her connection with the revolu-
tionary group in Switzerland, .and
when M. Durnvo went abroad sihe vol-
unteered to execute upon him the sen-
tence of the “Flying Group,” of which
she is a member.

Since the slaying of Mueller, M.
Durnvo has returned to Rwussia, and is
living in close seclusion on his country
estate,

Penalty Increased.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 13.—The Rusky
Invalid has published a law increasing
the penalty for refusing to perform
military service to six years-at hard
labor, and the loss of civil rights. This
measure is directed against those men
who might follow the advice contained
in the Viborg proclamation of the out-
lawed parliament and refuse to serve
in the army.

GENERAL TREPOEF

PASSED AWAY AT HIS
VILLA AY PETERHOF

End of Remarkable Career—. Six Attempts
on His Life in Three
Years.

St. - Petersburg, Sept. 15.—General
Dimitri Fepdorovich Trepoff, command-
ant of the Imperial palace, -died to-
night in his villa at Peterhof, of angina
pectoria.

General Trepoff would have been 51
years old on December 15th. For sev-
eral months he had been suffering from
neart affection and asthmatic troubles,
and some time ago was forced to aban-
don a large amount of the routine work
included in his duties as commandant
of the Imperial palace, but remained in
office, and was still in touch with the
Emperor.

General Trepoff's death was due to
natural causes, but-the revolutionists
can at least claim partial responsibility
for his end, as his dllness was caused
by the constant straip due to

Perpetual Fear\ of Death,

which, with lack of exercise and-recre-
ation during the last two years, wore
down his orjginally superb constitution.
He had become so nervous of late that
recently, when a military attache of a
continental power was  unexpectedly
ushered into his room, General Trepoft
sprang to his feet in an attitude of de-
fence, but when he recognized the ®&is-
itor, he sank into his chair, all un-
nerved.

The gravity of his malady was re-
cognized, -but his death came as a
great surprise. He was able to .be up
and around to the very last.

General Trepoff's death: will not
have any immediate influence on the
policy of the government, which, for
the time being is firmly in Premier
Stolypin’s_hands.

General Trepoff was in many re-
spects .a remarkable man. He was a
natural despot, a tyrant by inclination,
education and conviction. He was
one of those men who haVe constantly
appeared .
Like an Evil Genius
in. Russian history, just at the time
when conditions were- most promising
for putting an end to despotism, to turn
the -Russian ‘rulers from liberalism
back into-paths of reaction. "The elder
Trepoff was found as.a baby. on :the
back doorstep of a German family, by
whom he  was taken and playfully
given the name of Treppof (German for
doorstep); for the place where he was
found. - Later, when heé:.grew-up and
entered-into the Russian, service as an
agent of the famous “‘Third Section,”
he Russianized his name into Trepoff.

Dimitri received his education in the
swell page corps, and followed his
father's footsteps in the police depart-
ment. He rose qui(’klv and after act-

| ing as police master at various provin-

cial towns, he attracted the attention
of Sergius,  then governor-general of
Moscow, and by him was named police
master of Moscow. = Trepoff soon be-
came Sergius’ right arm in fighting the
revolutionary student agitation which
the ancient capital was going through.
During these trying weeks

Plot After Plot
him was discovered and frus-'
trated. Two of his own nieces attempt-
ed to execute the sentence. But in his
dungeon-like room in the centre of the
palace, where no bomb could reach
him, save by shattering a dozen walls,
with the telephone constantly at his
side, he issued orders and received re-
ports.

His personal courage was beyond all
question. He had almost a contempt
for death.

The strain told upon him, and during
those memorable weeks the lines of his
face deepened and his hair and beard
became streaked with gray. He con-
tinued at his post throughout the sum-
mer, and although there was much
political excitement, no riot occurred.

Trepoff made a pretence of acquiesc-
ing in the manifesto of October of that
year and Witte's elevation to the pre-
miership. But in reality he was only
awaiting favorable opportunity to give
battle to the new regime. And when

Havana, Sept. 15.—The extra session

EPARING TO DISSOLVE.

Times has never seen any rea-

. the imminence of a provincial general
“election, We are not in the confidence
of the McBride government, nor have

But after all, while the Premier and

“his lleutenants are endowed with the

cunning of the Scrlptura{ gerpent, they
have not absolute control of the eles
ments and the course of the political
gtraws is fairly rellable indication of
what is in their minds.

No one would ever think of ascribing
attributes of statesmanship to the two
leading and the most active of the
members of the administration. They
have their own ideas of government,
and they act upon principles Which
naturally proceed from the ideas with
‘which they have been endowed. Any-
one who has followed the Premier and
“his Chief Commissioner in their per-
egrinations kthrough the province, maf(-
ing promises here, appeals there, ap-
“portioning road work in this place and
distributing or promising patronage in
that, jollying and junketing every-
where—and generally performing the
part for which they are eminently fit-
ted—the part of petty men whom acci-
dent has placed in positions for which
they have no real qualifications what-
ever—can have no doubt respecting
the purpose in their minds. Ostensibly
of course Messrs. McBride and Green
have been p‘aradiflg around the proy-
fnce for the purpose of ascertaining the
needs of the various constituencies,
they have been making promises with
the recklessness of individuals whose
words are of as much. value as the
pledges of strumpets usually are, but
their real task was  preparing for a
dissolution and a general election.

The organs of the administration
have, of course, ridiculed the notion of
a dissolution of the Ilegislature. The
government has a comfortable working
majority: why should it make an ap-
pea! before the legal term of office has
expired? But the Premier has not for-
gotten the time he had during three
seasong in keeping his tatterdemalion
followers in.line. In his own way he is
an astute manager. His shallowness of
mind does not extend to a lack of per-
ception of future probabilities. It is
impossible to predict what the hetero-
geneous elements that have kept the
government in power for three years,
and in doing so have violated all the
principles upon which they were elect-
ed, might consider necessary in the
hope of diverting public attention from
They have carried out
their contract with the administration.
They have kept it in power, and doub't-
less they have had their reward. But
the end of the alliance is at hand. The
political future must be looked to, as
of course the life of a government,
whether' of the meanest form, such as
that of Premier McBride, or of the
highest conceivable quality, could net
be expected to weigh a feather in the
balance against the dreadful prospect
of earning a livelihood by honest toil.
So the government simply dare not
again face the legislature. The House
will be dissolved and a general election
held before the end of the year. There-
fore, it behooves all who remember the
disgraceful deals of the late session—
the connection with the band of ad-
venturers, the Kajen Island scandal,
the Columbia & Western steal, the
Dewdney iniquity, and the scores of
other doubtful transactions carried out
for the benefit of corporation and pri-
vate favorites at the cost of the prov-
ince, to carefully consider the manner
of judgment they are going to pro-
nounce on the day of the election.

ORIENTAL IMMIGRATION—
REMARKABLE CONVERSION.

“Second troughts are always best.”
Perhaps this may be considered a
somewhat dogmatic “old saw.” There
may be cases in which it will admit of
qualification without impairing its
value as an axiom of life. But in the
instance we propose to consider there
is no doubt whatever that the revised
view. is much saner and vastly more
in accordance with experience, than the
original.

On the 15th of August last, in dis-
cussing the shortage of labor and de-
ploring the condition of business in
British Columbia as a consequence of
the alleged dearth of the laborer who
is worthy of his hire, after placing the
blame for the ta.l‘nine on a pernicious
system of education, the Colonist said:
“i?ut it is a condition that cannot be
altered in a day or twe or in a year or
two.’ .What we have to do now is to
deal with the immediate requirements
of the situation which are pressing and
imperative. The suggestion is general
that a supply of labor must be secured
from some outside sources. It will not
do to allow important interesfs of the
country, which affect every individual
in it, to suffer on account of prejudice
or political temerity. A situation that
has to be faced should be faced by
statesmen, if they are statesmen, in a
business-like way.

“We observe on the part of several
political newspapers in the province
either a desire to evade the subject In

a direct and definite way altogether or
to oppose the suggestion of introducing
Chinese, under a special arrangement
for a limited period. This attitude is
obviously in fear of the labor vate, or
&n attempt to curry favor. The exigen-
cies of the situation, however, are too
important to be played with. The labor

question, ullt‘tmmmtely affects \Il,
should be dealt with in view of the re-
quirements—as a business matter—
without reference to politieg or the effect
it is going to have on the next general
election. In fact, if the professional
politicians will keep their hands off
altogether, thématter will find a satis-
factory selution in a short time.”

This is surely sufficiently explicit in
its demand for ' the admission of Chi-
nese| “under a special arrangement for
a linited period.” But we never could
understand the manner in which it was
hoped to secure the arrangement with-
out the interference of politicians. If
it was hoped to secure an amendment
to the restriction laws affecting the en-
trance to Canada of Chinamen, the
change in the law could only be accoms=
plished through the government at Ot-
tawa. The federal authoritigs would
not be likely to take action looking to
the amendment of a measure that was
passed on the demand of practically
the unanimous voice of British Colum-
bila unless.it was convinced that there
had been a great change in the senti-
ments of the people of this province
Wwith respect to the Chinese. The agi-
tation has not become sufficiently ‘pro-
nounced to call for the atention of the
government at Ottawa. The voice of
the Colonist has been practically the
voice of one crying in the wilderness.
Not a single newspaper in the province,
Conservative or Liberal or Independent,
has displayed a desire to ‘“evade the
subject either in a direct or definite
way.”” In point of fact, most of the
newspapers have spoken out boldly in
denunciation of the movement, which
has not gained a single adherent of
standing in the community. Of course
it is possible that the Colonist is the
only really patriotic, far-seeing journal
in British Columbia, the only newspa-
per actuated by a single desire to serve
the true interests of the community.
It may be that the Minister who has
declared his inflexible opposition to the
proposition of our contemporary, who
has maintained that there can be but
one path to permanent prosperity and
growth in British Columbia—the path
which has led to the settlement of all
other parts of this great continent with
a homogeneous white population. Al
who take this position may be alto-
gether wrong and the newspaper which
suggests a reactionary policy altogether
right—all who firmly adhere to the
principle of the maintenance of an ex-
clusion policy may be political cowards
and the Colonist the one brave, in-
trepid advocate of an honest, straight-
forward course. But wegare not so
sure when we come down ? considera-
tion of our contemporary’s second
thoughts.

One morith ago the Colenist said:
“We realize, of course, that organized
labor has to be considered in this mat-
ter. Its influence to a large extent
brought about the restriction upon Chi-
nese, and it will probably be used to
retain it. However, the labor unions in
Canada are dominated, we are glad to
say, by very intelligent, reasonable
men.” Doubtless organized labor will
be heard from on this subject, but its
judgment will not be nearly so inter-
esting as the pronouncement of an or-
gan of public opinion which, while in
favor of the admission of Chinese
to British Columbia as a selution of
the labor problem, calls vigorously for
the exclusion of Hindus, ‘“because as
a class they are not fitted for the pur-
pose for which they were intended and
in many respects are an undesirable
addition to our population.”

The final word of recantation on the
subject of Oriental immigration “un-
der a special arrangement for a lim-
ited period,” the word which seems to
prove beyond peradventure that second
thoughts are best, is tb be found in the
following:

“As is well known the policy of the
provincial government ir and has been,
opposed to Oriental immigration and,
therefore, it feels it incumbent upon it
and a duty, to relieve, if possible, the
labor famine by taking steps in the di-
rection indicated. Having in view the
growing period of our province and the
necessity for providing every facility
for its development, and especially in
the farming districts, it is very essen-
tial that the labor market should be
better supplied, and that no stone
should be left unturned towards that
end. If men of the right kind can be
obtained elsewhere, no one would
dream of advocating looking to the
Orient. It is not anticipated that the
shortage of labor will continue forever,
because prosperous times will not con-
tinue without a break, even in Canada,
but for the next four or five years, at
least, there will be an extraordinary
demand - for workers in our forests,
fields, fisheries and mines, and must be
supplied if our progress is not to be
seriously arested.

THE NEW TARIFF.

As will be observed by the announce-
ment made in another column in a dis-
patch from the Times correspondent at
Ottawa, the amended tariff will be
ready for submission to the House of
Commons immediately it assembles
early . in November. The introduction
of this new fiscal measure will be the
most important Parliamentary event
that has occurred in the Dominion of
Canada since the delivery of the
budget speech by the present Minister
of Finance in 1897, and will be looked
forward to with an unwonted degree of
interest by the “representatives of all
nations with which Canada has busi-
ness relations, which includes practi-
cally the whole civilized world.

on behalf of the new government of
| Sir Wilfrid Laurier, first announced
[that the principle of preferential trade
would be incorporated in the fiscal sys-
tem - Of the Dominion, the statement,

tain or abroad. The leaders of the
Conservative party of course opposed
the policy, declaring that it would re-

sult in the ruin of Canadian industries.

But their denunciations were never as
vehement as might have been expected,
because it was felt that in bringing
into operation the preferential prine¢iple
the government had solved a problem
which had long been a source of per-
plexity to the statesmen of the Dom-
iniop. ‘'When in course of time the pre-
ference was increased until jt reached
the present’ maximum of 38 1-3 per
cent., the world at large felt that the
time had eome for it to straighten up
and take notice. The effect of a pre-
ference upon the trade of Great Britain
with Canada was not immediately re-
markable; but it has been notable
within the past year, more notable than
the increase of trade between the
United States and Canada; and the
probabilities are that now the stimula-
tive effect has heen felt, the growth
will be even more rapid.

The announcement made to-day that
the principle of the preference is to be
further accentuated will, we feel as-
sured, . be received with marked ap-
proval in all circles in Canada. Inas-
much as it is necessary that a certain

amount of revenue shall be raised, and

raised not by direct taxation, but by
duties on imports, it seems to be in the
highest degree meet that countries
under the flag and countries which
treat our products with reasonable con-
sideration should be accorded recipro-
cal treatment—that is, that the duties
we impose upon goods from certain
countries should bear a certain reason-
able relationship to the imposts laid by
the same countries upon the products
they procure from us. That proposi-
tion, it will hardly be denied, is an em-
inently fair and  reasonable one. It

connot cause resentment abroad, and it
ought to meet the demands from cer-
tain quarters at home for a readjust-
ment of the tariff.

Q‘HE POSITION OF LABOR.

The individual who, for the mere
gratification of his petty, selfish ambi-
tions, endeavors to sow seeds of
strife between different elements of
any community cannot be régarded in
any other light than as an enemy of
his kind. The relations betweéen cap-
ital and labor in British Columbia, and
in all portions of Canada just now, are
of the most cordial kind. There are no
present indications of a disturbance,
nor is there -any probability of sec-
tional strife while the present condi-
tions of prosperity continue, unless,
unfortunately, - the -demagogue, who
makes it his business to provoke dis-
sension, because upon dissension he
thrives and finds relief from the toil
that is the common lot of all, should
succeed in making trouble. The man
who strives to promote the wel-
fare of the masses of the people
will raise no objéction whatever to the
labor renaissance of which we hear so
much in various parts of the Empire
provided he is assured that the pro-
moters of the movement are actuated
by the altruist motives they pro-
fess with such @pparent sincerity. But
there are variods aspects to the mat-
ter, and all sides of the question should
be carefully considered. Labor gave a
demonstration .in the e¢ity of Toronto
recently in c¢onmnection with the indus-
trial exhibition held there. Discussing
in a characteristically philosophic vein
the attitude: of labor towards thg gen-
eral community, Prcfessor Goldwin
Smith, whose reputation as a thinker
and philanthropist is world-wide,
points out that though the name labor
has- been distinctivcly assumed by the
artisan, all work is labor and all pay-
ment for work is wages. “All of us
who are not idle are laborers, and work
of all kinds is essential in its way and
in its measure to the welfare of us all.
Progress is the common effort of the
community. To break away from the
community and wage war upon it in
a special interest is social treason. It
was to a festival of the community
that labor went when it visited ’\the
industrial exhibition. Let justice be
done by all means, if any remains to
be done; but let us, if possible, have
peace with justice.” Dr. Smith be-
lieves that some day, when the present
bitterness has departed, and the artisan
feels assured of his position, the em-
ployer may be seen marching in the
procession with the employed. This, he
thinks, was the thing wanting in the
celebration of Labor Day. *“Both em-
ployer and employed are laborers in
their different ways, part of the great
industrial system; and if they could
see it, the consumer who buys the
goods is the real master of them both.”
This is noble teaching, says the Tor-
onto News: it is the utterance of a
writer who has always befriended the
weak, who has never been afraid to
support lost and unpopular causes,
whose sympathy with labor is keen and
sincere, and who now speaks with the
wisdom of a seer and the authority of
a prophet. E 4

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THE SHIP'S ARRIVAL
FROM ASIA AT NOON

Averaged Sixteen Aod Half Knots On
Voyage=-Strike of Fire-
) men.

First in order to arrive undér the
new over-seas schedule, the R. M. S.
Empress of India reached port at noon
to-day. Shortly before 10 o’clock the
ship was reported passing Otter Point,
and when it is stated that the vessel
berthed at the outer whart at 12 o’clock
it will be seen that very little time was
spent at Willlam Head. This does not
imply that there was any curtallment
of the inspection by the Dofninion
health officials. As soon as the ship
swung alongside the station Dr, Ander-
son, Dr. Watt's assistant, bparded the
steamer and almost immediately the
vessel headed for Victoria. In order to
hurry the work of inspection all Ori-
entals aboard were in line and on the
way to the outer wharf the inspeetion
was completed, the preparatory ar-
rangements greatly facilitating the
work. | .

It was in the speed of the ship, how-
ever, that all interest centred. Capt.
E. Beetham, R. N. R., says from Yoko-
hama to port he was a little under
eleven days, that is the average voyage
has been.cut down by almest a day.
The India, however, was a day late in
leaving Yokohama. She should have
sailed from that port a week ago last
Thursday night, but did not leave un-
til 5 o’clock next morning. On the
voyage fine weather was encountered,
and an average speed of 1612 knots an
hour was made. The daily run amount-
ed to 380 and 390 miles, and had it not
been for a fog bank encountered off the
entrance to the straits the ship would
have been in here at a very much ear-
iier hour. As it was the ship was de-
layed four hours. And this was not the
only circumstance which mitigated
against the entire success of the voy-
age. It is said that on the Asiatic
oast a number of the Japanese fire-
men went on strike and their places
had to be taken by white men. Accord-
ing toall reports the stokers have not
the easiest task now since the speed of
the ships have been increased, and it
was due to this, it is said, that the
firemen quit their post.

The India had amongst her steerage
passengers 265 Hindoos,. all put 17 of
whom are destined for Vancouver. She
lay at the outer wharf for less than an
kour, during which the mail and bag-
gage were hurried ashore. At Vancou-
ver the over-seas mail train is held to
connect with.the Empreéss, and the run
to the Terminal City ill'probably be
o record one. The steamer had about
60 saloon passengers.

REGIMENTAL PRIVILEGES.
Distinctions in Dress in Commemora-
tion of Especial Bravery in Battle,
Certain regiments of the British
Army have been granted permission to
wear peculiar, and often eccentric, dis-
tinctions in dress in commemoration,
in most cases, of their especial bravery
in battle, sayvs the writer of an article
entitled * Privileges Famous Regi-

meénts Enjoy’’ in Chums.

The Gloucester Regiment (the old
28th Foot) have the “Sphinx” adorning
the back as well as the front of their
headdress, which distinction gives
them & most peculiar appearance.
This privilege was granted to commem-
orate the bravery of the 1st Battalion
at Alexandria, when Colonel Paget
commanded the rear ranks to face
about, thus repelling -a desperate
French attack and saving the situa-
tion.

At the battle of Saragossa the 8th
King’s Royal Irish Hussars captured
the belts of the Spanish cavalry. On
this account they are allowed to wear
the sword belt over the right shoulder.
This curious distinction has led to the
corps being nicknamed the ‘ Cross-
Belts.”

The Loyal North Lancashire Regi-
ment and the East Yorkshire Regi-
ment have both been in mourning for
the last hundred years. A black line,
mingled with the gold braid, is worn by
the officers in commemoration of the
death of the famous General Wolfe.
The North Lancastrians were formerly
the old 47th.

Until quite recently the uniform but-
tons of the Wiltshire Regiment (the
old 62nd) were designated with §
“ gplash ”’ such as would be made by a
bullet. This distinguishing mark was
granted to eommemorate the stubborn
defence of this gallant corps at Car-
rickfergus Castle during the invasion
of Ireland by the French. On this oc-
casion the ammunition was expended,
and the men, rather than surrender,
loaded their muskets with the buttons
from their clothing, and so kept the
enemy at bay.

A red-and-white feather is worn by
the Northumberland Fusiliers in honor
of their desperate stand at St. Lucios
in 1778, on which occasion they tore the
buckles from the head-dress or the
slaughtered French soldiers and adorn-
ed their own.

The 7th Hussars are permitted to
wear shirt collars. This strange order
was once cancelled, and the men pa-
raded without the unsoldierlike appen-
dage. Lord Anglesey, however, who
was colonel of the regiment at the time,
disapproved of the alteration, and so,
since that time, the famous 7th have
Oxfordshire Light Infantry are also
Oxfordshire Light Infantry are alco
allowed this privilege.

FOUND BRASS BUOY
FROM TH CONBOR

WAS BROUGHT SOUTH
ON STEAMER"AMUR

Buoy From Bristol Also Picked Up—The
India May Arrive To-Morrow-—
S}Ippmg Notes,

Early this mornig the C. P. R. steam-
er Amur returned from the noth,
er Amur returned from the north,
wreck of H. M. S. Condor. It is a brass
buoy such as is only seen on men-of-
war, It is about one foot long and
oval in shape, with an opening in
which to place a staff. The buoy is
one of those on which a light can be
fastened. There is no name on it to
identify it, but there can be no doubt
that it came from a man-of-war and
that that vessel was the lost Condor
which disappeared in December, 1901.

The buoy was picked up in the vicinity |

of Skidegate on Queen Charlotte isl-
ands.

Anothér buoy, of a different Kkind,
was also ‘recently found in the north
by some prospectors. It came from
the Bristol, a steamer wrecked to the
north of Port Simpson some years ago
in which Capt. Roberts, of this city,
lost his life.

The Amur made one or two extra
calls on the trip. She visited Herriot
Bay to the south of Skidegate, where
several Americans are operating. They
have built a wharf with a frontage of
100 feet, and expect to be shipping ore
before long. A deputy mining record-
er's office has been opened and placed
in charge of A. E. Knapp, and the dis-
trict has an air of prosperity that
augurs well for its development. On
another part of the Queen Charlotte
islands a number of Japanese are hard
at work. They too have erected a
wharf and have what is conceded one
of the best camps on the coast.

The Amur brought down a cargo of
14,000- cases of salmon, 25 first class pas-
sengers and about 80 Japanese and Chi-
nese.

THE LATE DR. LEFEVRE.

Settled in Vancouver in 1886 and Was
at One Time Member of Council.

As Dbriefly stated in Saturday’s
Times Dr. John Mathew Lefevre pass-
ed away at his residence on Jervis
street, Vancouver, after a very short
illness. The deceased had been a prom-
inent professional and business man of
Vancouver since 1886. He was 53 years
old.

The late Dr. Lefevre started his car-
eer brilliantly as Sutherland Gold
Medalist for his year at McGill,
which university he graduated in 1879.
He almost at once entered into part-
nership with Dr. Mordan of Brockville,
Ont., this connection being only sever-
ed by the death of the latter. Later
Dr. Lefevre was surgeon to the C. P.
R. during construction days on the Al-
goma branch. He subsequently re-
turned to Brockville, but in 1886 went
to Vancouver with Harry Abbott, as

THE RAILWAY WRECK,

Inquest 'Opened at Sudbury—Engineer
Thurlow Says Brakes Would
Not Work,

—_——

Sudbury, Ont., Sept. 14.—The inquest

at 7 o’clock on Thursday night, Coroner
Struthers presiding. ;

The principal evidence was given by
W. Thurlow, engineer, of the third sec-
tion of No.. 2, which crashed into the
excursion train. He testified that or-
ders had been received in the regular
way as to the meeting of the third sec-
tion of No. 1 at Azilda. It was down
grade practically all the way fram Car-
tier to Azllda, and he had tried the air
brakes several times on the hill to
steady the train. The brakes acted all
right until apolied for the purpose of
stopping the train Tright at Azilda.
Thurlow said he turned off steam when
three-quarters of a mile from the meet-
ing place and applied the air brakes
about half a mile distant. He found
the air brakes not working, although
the gauge showed 70 pounds pressure
in the train pipe and 110 pounds in the
reservoir. ° Immediately after ‘the en-
gineer had applied the brakes: the con-
ductor signalled for brakes, and then
he himself applied the emergency
brake. The train was running about
40 miles an hour, and on a bad rail.
The wheels of the engine began to
slide slightly, but the speed slackened
a little.” When Engineer Thurlow saw
ithat his train would ' not obey the
brakes and would not stop, he gave the
back-up signal to the other train. Then
he and his fireman jumped.

Thomas Kehoe, conductor, and Fire-
man Roche, of the east bound train,
corroborated Thurlow’s evidence.

P. Limoge, engineer of the excursion
train, testified that his train was a Mt-
tle late at Azilda. He saw the back-up
signal given by Engineer Thurlow, but
had not time to back up his train.

The inquest was adjourned until to-
night.

First of all I saw one man lying dead,
and then another one dying, but the
most painful scene of all was a mother,
badly injured, lying amongst the
wreckage, with her two little girls dead
on either side of her. She was crying
piteously for help, whilst the father,
unable to render much assistance, was
nearly frantic with grief at the loss of
his loved ones and the serious condition
of his wife.

“It was a terrible spectacle,” Mra.
Carter said again; ‘“the cries of the in-
jured were most agonizing. I can al-
most hear them now,” she added.

Mrs. Carter said that alhtough there
was naturally a good deal of excite-
ment there was nothing in the way of
a panic. The passengers on the two
trains, as well as the " train officials,
worked bravely in the task of removing
the dead and attending to the injured.
Moreover, residents in the viecinity
were prompt in rendering help, and
farmers turned in from all the country-
side to render aid.

In common with most of the other
| passengers, Mrs. Carter is of the opin-
ion that it was a heavily laden fish-car
which saved the Imperial Limited from
destruction. This massive ecar, which
was badly. smashed, broke the force
of the imnact and saved the passenger
coaches in the rear from sharing a like
| fate. But for this fish-car, Mrs. Carter

Montreal, Sept. 15.—A general session
of the Methodist conference was held
yesterday afternoon, when the commit-
tee on memorials reported in favor of

a change in the election of officers of
the conference. The change in the
main provides for the nomination of
three candidates for each office by the
general conference committee, the right
being reserved for further nominations
to be made by the conference itself.
This was opposed on the ground that
if the committee made such nomina-
tions the conference’s privilege would
be restricted, inasmuch as delegates
would not feel inclined to pass over

~mames suggested by the committee.

On a vote:the proposal was lost by a
big majority. The prospects for a warm
and lengthy discussion were opened up
by a recommendation of the same com-
mittee to the effect that the words “lay
member’”’ and ‘lay members” be sub-
stituted for “layman” and ‘“laymen” in
every place where the words occur in
the "discipline.” It was seen that the
effect of this would be to admit ladies
to the general conference and to all
councils of the church on an equal
footing with men. The adoption of
the recommendation was proposed by
Rev. J. H. Robinson and seconded by
Judge Chegley. It was quite evident
that there was considerable opposition
to the proposal, and another view of
the matter was put forward by Rev.
Dr. Langford, who pointed out that the
admission of women at this particular
pediod would probably arrest the whole
movement for church union. Principal
Shaw cut short the discussion by pro-
posing that the conference proceed
with the next order of the day, and this
was agreed to.

Labor Candidate.

. St. John, N. B., Sept. 15.—The Na-
tional Trades and Labor congress to-
day adonted a resolution pledging its
support to John Mee, its president, as
labor candidate in St. Mary’'s division
of Montreal for the House of Commons.

He had been re-
ceiving treatment for nervous trouble
and being better, intended Ileaving
shortly. He is supposed to have been
insane when he committed the deed.

St. John, N. B., Sept. 16.—Dr. Thomas
Harrison, former chancellor of the
University of New Brunswick, is dying
in the hospital at Fredericton. His
two sons, who reside at Edmonton,
Alberta, have been sent for.

Asked to Co-operate.

Toronto, Sept. 15.—Hon. Dr. Pyne,
minister of education, has received
from England a request to have the
Ontario government co-operate in hold-
ing in London next summer a confer-
ence on education. It is proposed to
call togehter the heads of the education
departments in different parts of the
Empire. Mr. J. H. Turner, agent-gen-
eral in London for British Columbia,
is one of the committee charged with
arrangements.

Market for Canadian Flour.

Edmonton, Sept. 14.—John MacDou-
gall, a leading merchant here, is back
from a tour around the world. and this
morning gave quite an interesting little
story of his travels. Like every other
Canadian who has travelled in the
Orient, Mr. MacDougall.is enthusiastic
about the possibilities of a Canadian-
Asiatic trade. ‘“Edmonton and Cal-
gary,” he said, ‘“are going to get the
flour trade of this and I don’t think
there is room for a shadow of doubt
about it. If I were in the flour milling
business I would pay all attention to
China, would send a man there who
understood his business, keep a stock
on hand and nrepare to do business on
as large a scale as the prospects of the
trade warranted.” Mr. MacDougall ex-
plained his preference for China over
Japan as a possible field for the flour
trade by pointing out that the Jap-
anese government is intensely protec-
tionist, and that Japan is colonizing
Manchuria, with the idea of growing
her own wheat. The Japaqese govern-
ment is meeting with great success in

eign flour in Japan.

REBELS DESTROY
BRITISH PROPERTY

DAMAGE ESTIMATED AT
THOUSANDS OF DOLLARS

Appeal of London Capitalists Alleged to
Be Cause of Roosevelt's Action
Regarding Cuba.

New York, Sept. 17.—The Times to-
day says: ‘According to a story which
is being told in financial circles here,
the real cause of the action of Presi-
dent Roosevelt i regard to Cuba was
not the appeals of American sugar
planters near Cienfuegos, but a com-
plaint made through the British em-
bassy at Washington regarding the
damage done to the property of the
Western railway which is owned by
British capitalists and the heads of
which are in London.

“In an iInterview with a Times re-
porter, a prominent financier who ar-
rived from Cuba yesterday, said: ‘The
management of the Western Railroad
at Havana cabled to the London office
stating that further damage might be
expected if the United States did not
take some action in the matter. The
Western road runs from Havana to
Rinion, San Cristobal, Pinar del Rio
city, San Luis and San Juan, a dis-
tance of 125 miles, through the districts
now in revolt against the government.
The company was supported in its ap-
peal for protection to the foreign office
in London by the directors' of Cuban
Central Railway, also a British concern
with head offices in London. This line
runs from Consha to Santa Clara and
Cienfuegos. The town of San Dom-
ingo, which was attacked on Saturday
by the Iinsurgents, is on the Cuban
Central Rallroad.

“‘The British foreign office commu-
nicated with its embassy at Washing-
ton, instructing it to inquire what ac-
tion President Roosevelt was going to
take in Cuba to protect the property of
foreigners from destruction. The presi-
dcnt, for political and other reasons,
did not wish to intervene in Cuba, but
he was forced to take notice of the
reagonable request made by the British
embassy.

“ ‘President Palma said officially that
no damage had been done to property
owned by Americans, which was per-
fectly true. British property had suf-
fered, however, to the extent of some
thousands of dollars. The insurgents
knew taht the best plan to get the in-
tervention of the United States was to
destroy the property of foreigners,
other than American, as they knew
that the respective governments would
protest.” ”’

A Pittsfield, Mass., dispatch to the
Times savs that Cecil Higgins, attache
of the British embassy, last night ex-
pressed his belief that Ambassador
Durand had not requested the presi-
dent to intervene in Cuba because of
damage to British property. Protests,
he added, had been received at the
embassy from English residents in
Cuba and cable advices were expected
from the foreign office in London.

The ambassador could not be ques-
tioned last, night.

ARCTIC EXPLORER |

“REACHES SEATILE

CAME FROM NORTH : :
ON STEAMER SARATOGA

Captain Amundsen Gives Interesting Ace
count of the Voyage of the Gjoa
Expedition,

—

Capt. Roald -Amundsen, commander
of the Gjoa expedition and discoverer
of a northwest passage, reached Se-
altle on Saturday afternoon on board
the steamship Saratoga. The vessel
was Lkoarded on arrival by committees
from the Seattle Chamber of Com-
merce anl the local Nerwegian socie-
ties, which welcomed the explorer,

In order to complete his scientific and
Inagnetic observations Capnt. Amundsen
sailed from Sitka on the steamship
Jefferson on Saturday night. Aside
from making further magnetic observa-
tions he wished to have his scientific
iustruments  edjusted at the govern-
ment station. ;

The now fainous exnedition was fit-
ted cut by Amundsen and Dr. Fridtjof
Narsen, the noted Arctic explorer. Its
EUrpose was to discover the Northwest
rassage and ulso to solve the problem
of the North magnetic pole. In order
to accoraplish this purnose Capt. Roald
Amundscn, friend and student of Nan-
seil, was chosen for the leadership. It
was also decided that the expedition
should go out, not as is usual, in a
large ship with years of provisions on
board, but in a little sloon» of ,only
forty-six tons burden, scarcely larger
than .a fishing boat.

She was modelled on the lines of the
Norwegian fishing smacks, considered
the best sea boat in the world, and
built to withstand the terrible strain
of the Northern ice. With a crew of
seven men,- Cant. Amundsen started
from Christiania, Norway, at midnight
June 1st, 1903. Until December 5th,
1906, no -word of the intrepid explorer
and .his little crew was received. The
first ‘message came from Eagle City,
Alaska, to which voint Capnt. Amund-
sen had mushed over the ice from the
vicinity of Herschel island.

Capt. Amundsen states that he be-
lieves he has located the North mag-
netic vpole on Boathia land, although
until he calculates his data, nothing
definite can be known. J

* “My observations extend over a pe-
riod of three years, and it will take
years ta calculate them,” said he to a
Seattle Post-Intellizencer reporter.
“Until that time it is utterly impos~
sible to state posifively what I have
accomplished from a scientific stand-
point, ‘I ‘believe, however, that I have
located ‘the North magnetic pole. I
cannot say as yét whether it is a shift-
ing point or extends over a larcse area.
This will be determined when my ob-
servations are calculated. We also took
careful observations of the aurora horr
ealis, and I believe they will show that
this phenomenon has a marked effect
upon the compass. But, as I said be-
fore, there is nothing definite as yet.
I think it will take at least three years
to calculate the data. We also made a
study of the currents in the Arctic, but
this, like the magnetic observations,
must be calculated. We were taking
observations day and night all the time
we were north, most of which were
taken with self-registering instruments.
I am bringing my instuments down to
have them adjusted. They are very
delicate and after the long trin need to
be attended to. The  meteorological
registration instruments have been
working constantly and will show in-
teresting records. Our zoological and
ethnological collection has been ecare-
fully attended to and is fairly complete.

“My voyage since leaving Norway
has heen successful and satisfactory.
We have accomplished the purnose of
finding the Northwest nassage, and I
think that when the observations are
calculated much will be learned of in-
terest to the scientific world.

‘““We met many strange races of Es-
kimo, some that had never seen white
men before. At first we had much dif-
ficulty in communicating with them,
but finally learned some of their dialect
and managed to carry on conversation
fairly well.

“From Davis straits the country is
low and sandy, bleak and dismal.
There’s vlenty of ice and snow, especi-
ally in winter. The Eskimo has been
of service to us, particularly the Itchu-
achtorvik tribe near Boothia land.
Lieut. Hansen and myself made a trip
to the spot where the pole is believed
to be located, on Boothia peninsula, on
April 2nd, 1904. It was a hard trip over
the ice and we took careful observa-
tions. We partly confirmed the obser-
vations of Capt. Ross, but it is only by
careful calculations of our data that it
can be determined definitely whether
or not the North magnetic pole is
merely a single point; whether of not
it is a shifting, moving centralization

of the magnetic forces of the earth, or:

a stationary .centre of attraction, and
many other questions relating to the
variations of the compass. I believe
that our observations will answer
many questions of this nature which
have long remained unsolved problems.

The miners had been swindled
by a few ounces from each tub in the
weighing of coal. Check weigh men
had to be appointed to protect the
miner. The men that swindled the
workmen in weighing the coal were the
men who were expected to do justice
to the workmen in legislating for him.
Was it likely to be ‘satisfactory.

He graphically pictured the situation
which resulted in this condition of af-
fairs. The representative of labor and
the capitalist sat on oppecsite sides of
a baize covered table all day exhaust-
ing all the intelligence -and all the
diplomacy with which each had been
endowed in an effort to gain an ad-
vantage for the side he represented.

The Independent Labor party took up
given to railways, ete., with large land
subsidies. In England the burden was
felt; the weight of the ladnlord’s hand
pressed heavily. The social problem
had to be solved, and that was what
was attempted to be done.

Formerly the trades unionist when
he wanted anything in parliament had
to ask the capitalist whom he fought
to do it. He saw the situation and the

headed British way had to sit down to

| the problem, and he decided that he

had to be independent. In consequence
he had declared his independence and
sent his independent member to the
House. The trades unionists were con-
vinced that they were capable of doing
their own work and did so.

It was
not until after the election that many
realized that the labor party had won
the victory it did. ‘For twenty years
a hard fight had been made. At first
with only a narrow class movement

Trades unions were
told that no narrow movement would
accomplish anything. The movement
to be successful must be world wide.
There -~ were supplementary move-
ments to the trades unionist Mmove-
fnent. There was the <co-operative
movement and the Socialist ‘movement.
In Great Britain he was thankful to
say there was a common sense socialist
movement. It was not loud sounding,

. buit & movement which depended more

on accomplishing things. That Social-
ist movement :said to trades unionists
that it would give support to trades
the work, and in six years longer 30
were elected, and the miners had sent
20, making 50. The 80 of the TLabor
party who sat in the House and voted
with the government when it was
right, and against it when the govern-
ment was wrong, were a most influen-
cial body. The Labor party in the
House asked and ‘accepted no patron-
age. The members of it were there not
to get jobs for anyone.

MANY ENTRIES FOR
BRONCO CONTESI

FINE COMPETITION
ALREADY PROMISED

Meeting of Agricultural Associatien Al-
lotting Committee ToeMorrow Af-
ternoon at Bolldings.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

The Victoria exhibition, to be held
from the 25th to the 29th inst., is at-
tracting attention throughout British
Columbia. So well has the British Col-
umbia Agricultural Association, under
whose auspices the fair will be con-
ducted, advertised it that residents of
the agricultural districts have all the
information of the conditions of the
various competitions, : the attractions
that are being provided, and the trans-
portation arrangements that are being
made from the different sections. As
a result entries are being received in
large numbers, in fact they bid fare to
outnumber those of any previous year,
while there is every indication that the
attendance from - outside points will
break all records established hereto-
fore.

Only in one respect is there any
chance of the forthcoming fair proving
inferior to its predecessors.” That is in
regard to the district exhibits. At pre-
sent there are only two 'entries. In
these columng the other day the lack
of competition among the districts was
explained by the fact that the dry
season experienced by interior - points
and the resulting poor crops had dis-
couraged them to such an extent that
they had decided not to enter the con-
test for the handsome prizes offered in
Victoria. But it appears that such a
reason is not altogether correct or, if
accurate, is not the only cause for the
change in their plans. The other and
perhaps the best explanation is the fact
that the New Westminster exhibition
comes before that of Vietoria this year.
Heretofore it has followed the local
show, and the mainland districts have
simply had to transfer their exhibition
to the island. This year, however, to
contest in Victoria they would have to
prepare their displays earlier, - and
afterwards¢ show in the Royal City,
something they seem indisposed to ‘do.

The bronco busting competition,
among the attractions arranged for the
Victoria show, is the piece de resis-
tance. It is creating more interest
among the farming districts of British
Columbia’s interior than anywhere else.
Here are to be found some of the finest
horsemen in the country, men who are
accustomed to handling and taming
some of the wildest cayuses to be found
roaming among .the immense stock
ranges. The announcement that there
is to be a bronco busting contest in
Victoria, the winner of which will be
given a belt representing the cham-
pionship of British-Columbia, has turn-
ed their attention in this direction.
Having ascertained that it will be ar-
ranged upon a bona fide basis, broncos
being imported gpecially for the pur-
pose, many of the more ambitious have
already entered. Among these are
Charles Morrow, of Kamloops; R, B.
Kemp, of Victoria; Oliver Walker, of
Norfolk ranch, Douglas lake, Nicola.
There are other names submitted, and
many more are expected to submit
their names before the opening day of
the fair.

‘With regard to the horse races which
will mark the concluding three days of
the show there is not much to say that
has not already been'touched upon in
the press. The track already is in ex-
cellent shape, the recent rains having
softened it beautifully, while the at-
tention given it by a number of work-
men has made it ideal. Already eight
horses have been entered from Van-
couver. Others are coming from the
Sound. In short the outlook for these
competitions are extremely bright.

The alotting committee of the ex-
ecutive of the B.-C. Agricultural Asso-
ciation will meet at 2.830 o’clock to-mor-
row afternoon at the exhibition build-
ings. All those intending to-make dis-
plays and are anxious to procure
points of vantages are advised to be
present.

A'l' MONTHLY MEETING
YESTERDAY AFTERNOON

T. W. Paterson Says City Is Only Using
One Side of Elk Lake Water
- Shed.

(From Friday’'s Daily.)

Two hours of the time of the monthly
meeting of the board of trade, held
yesterday afternoon, was taken up
with a lively discussion on the gues-
tion of the city’s water supply. A re-
port had been submitted by a commit-

tee appointed to consider the same and
it was the consideration of this that
brought forth copious opinions and in
various forms. There were several
points of interest introduced, some of
which have not heretofére been consid-
ered. Probably the mest important
was that from T. W. Paterson; who,
while he has not made a close study -of
the subject, said that he believed that
by expending cne half of the appro-
priation proposed for metering the en-
tire ¢ity the side of the Elk lake water
shed not now used could be added to
the city’s service, doubling the present
available suply. There are high hills
around the other side of the lake, he
said, and if all were turned to aecount
the water in the lake could be greatly
increased. It was like the roof of a
house, he said. The city was getting
water from only one side but not the
other,

Another matter was that on vote of
the meeting the use of meters was op-
posed while still a third was that there
appears to be a great deal of doubt
as to the advisability of placing a re-
servoir on Smith’s ‘Hill.

T. Lubbe and J. A. Sayward, of the
Esquimalt water company, strongly
favored Mount Tolmie as a cite for a
reservoir, claiming that its elevation
over Smith’s Hill made it altogether
meore suitable. for the purpose.

Among those in attendance at yester-
day’s meeting of the board were Hon.
William Templeman, minister of inland
revenue; Ralph Smith, M.P.,, of Na-
naimo, and Senator Riley. All these
on being noticed in the audience were
invited to. the _platform. Hon. Mr.
Templeman listened to the debates on
the water subject with the keenest in-
terest to the end. It was expected that
he would be asked to address the meet-
ing, but the subject of water proved
such an engrossing one that there was
not time for anything else.

President Mara occupied the. chair,
and among those present were R. Hall,
M.P.P.,, R. L. Drury, M.P.P,, Ald. Vin-
cent, F. A. Pauline, A. B. r'raser, sr.,
S. J. Pitts, Thos. Earle, W. J. Pendray,
W. K. Houston, D. R. Ker, J. A. Say-
E. M. Johnson, W.
Walker, C. F. Todd, Theo. Lubbe; H.
G. Wilson, T. W, Paterson, M.P.P., J.
Forman, C. H. Lugrin, A. S. R. Martin,
S. Leiser and Secretary Elworthy.

In opening the proceedings the secre-
tary read the report on new industries,
published in Monday’s Times.

S. J. Pitts moved the adoption of the
report, which was carried. The report
will be presented to the manufacturers
on their arrival here as an expression
of the board.

D. R. Ker thought inasmuch as sev-
eral hupdred manufacturers have seen
fit to come west and spy ouf the land,
it might be a good idea for the board
to show them a little attention. He
moved that the board extend an invi-
tation to the association to attend a
meeting of the board. The ladies were
going to look after the lady visitors and
the members should look after the men
coming. The motion carried. The
committee’'s report on water was next
read, as follows:

Gentlemen:—Your special  ‘eommittee
have carefully considered the recom-
mendations of the citizens’ water com-
mitte eembodied in the accompanying
copy of their report, beg to submit the
following:

That the efforts of this board of trade
be directed to the prevention of further
large expenditure upon the city’s present
water system until the rights of the city
of Victoria to the adjacent watersheds
are definitely ascertained, and particular-
ly until the possibility and cost of ob-
taining water from the Highland district
are known.

We are further of the opinion that im-
mediate steps should be taken to:

“(a) Protect from pollution the present
water supply and remove existing vege-
table growth near the filter beds.

(b) Instal a pump on the 12-inch main,
as recommended by Mr. Adams, in order
that an inereased supply of water may be
obtained without delay.

(c) As Mr. Adams has in his report em-
phasized the fact that a distributing re-
servolr 18 -essential to each one of the
schemes now before the city council, viz.,
Goldstream, Flk’ lake or the Highland
district, we would recommend that the
council push forward the construction of
such a reservoir on Smith’s Hill, Mount
Tolmie, 6r any other suitable place, for
the reason that it will conserve the sur-
plus water at night to make good any de-
ficiency in pressure during the daytime.

(@) That the principle of selling water
by meter be approved of.

F. A. Pauline, as chairman of the
committee, moved for the adoption of
the report. It spoke for itself and was
largely of a negative character. The
committee had the advantage of the
investigation of the citizens’ commit-
tee, who went into the matter very
carefully, also the aid of D. R. Ker and
C. F. Todd, two members of that com-
mittee. The report was largely the
citizens’ committee report, but two ad-
ditions were included, namely, the pre-
vention of the pollution of the Elk lake
water -and the sale of water by meter.
The commmittee was opposed to a large
expenditure until the rights of the city
have been established at Goldstream.
He felt every intelligent man was capa-
ble of expressing an opinion.

S. J. Pitts concurred in the previous
speaker’s report and said the motion
now of the committee favored a large
expenditure on Elk lake at present.
The reservoir was necessary no jatter
what was done with Elk lake ‘water.

E. M. Johnson called attention to a
point overlocked, that is that Elk lake
system was never intended for the
flushing of sewers.. “The city was con-
venient to salt water and any quantity

[ of this could;be secured for the pur-
pose. ~He thought Ghat this point had
| been overlooked. :

J. A, Sayward’ had aomethlng to say
on the report, not as a member of the
Esquimalt water company but as a
citizen of Victoria. He had been talk-
ing to Mr. Lubbe and the latter had
told him- that-the e¢levation of Smith
Hill was only 210 feet. If it was aimed
to supply levels of over 100 -feet from
this the water would have to be pump-
ed, as it would to all points west of
Cook _Street. He suggested that a
reservoir be placed on Mount Tolmie
which would have an elevation of 285
feet, sufficient to supply all parts of the
eity without pumping. Smith’s Hill
was too much on a ievel with Elk lake.
There was also the matter of a pump.
This should be attached to the 16-inch
main rather than the 12-inch main, as
recommended by the report, for in the
latter case the city would get little
more water than it does at present.

It was next moved that the report
be taken up clause by clause.

E. M. Johnson moved that the report
be laid on the table. The chair, how-
ever, reminded Mr. Johnson that the
motion had carried.

Mr. Johnson then moved that the
consideration of clause one be deferred.
This motion, however, was not second-
ed.

Ald. YVineent pointed out that a
delay of two years might be necessary
before all the information about the
Highland  district could be secured.
The keeping of the water from pollu~
tion meant a large expenditure, for the
city owns only a small fringe around
the lake, the rest being land under cul-
tivation.

J. A. Forman considered that the
corporation had rights within twenty
miles of the city, and he did not see
why any large expenditure should be
made until these rights were estab-
Hghed.

J. A. Sayward said that Ald. Vincent
was quite right. The city would have
to buy in all séven farms around the
lake to prevent peollution.

Ald. Vincent said it would require
18 months to ascertain the water fall
in the Highland district.

D. R. Ker wanted to know why the
city cannot take steps to expropriate
at Goldstream stream. The Esquimalt
water company, though, should be com-
pensated for money invested.

Ald. Vincent said that the city can
expropriate—and the company was wil-
ling to do this at a certain price.

D. R. Ker wanted to know why this
could not be done under the corporation
of Victoria Waterworks Act, 1873. He
was speaking to a gentleman the pre-
vious evening and the latter told him
that the water clauses act was framed
especially so that the city could ex-
propriate if necessary.

T. W. Paterson asked if the gentle-
man to whom Mr. Ker referred did not
oppose that act when it was passed.
In reply Mr. Ker told of what had been
done when the matter first came up in
the legislature. Meetings had been held
and the question was very strongly
fought out. Mr. Beaven may have op-
posed the passage of the act but he
(Mr. Beavep) did not think that the
city had surrendered any of its rights.
Mr. Ker then referred to the act pass-
ed in 1873 and afterwards amended,
which he thought fitted the case and
made the position of the city secure.
Through Mr. Beaven’s efforts the city’'s
rights to water within a radius of 20
miles were preserved. He thought that
if any of the rights of the city had
been taken away the legislature should
be asked to reinstate them.

J. A. Sayward said that when the
Esquimalt “water company took over
Goldstream they were of the opinion
that there was not sufficient water
there to water a band of cattle. They
offered their holdings to the city, but
he thought it was Ald. Keith Wilson
who said that they were laying to get
rid of a rotten scheme, while another,
Mayor Carey, thought there was plenty
of water in Elk lake for a place the
size of New York. He could not under-
stand how the city was now trying to
steal their rights.

Mr. Pauline said that all the city was
wanting were their rights—nothing
more or less.

Mr. Lubbe asked of Mr. Ker why the
city did not go ahead under the act
the latter had just read and expropri-
ate. The company was ready. ‘You
know you can’t do it,”” said Mr. Lubbe.
“You are too co“qrdly to do it.”

Mr. Ker said he would commence
expropriation measures at once if he
had his way. “Don’t call me a cow-
ard,” he warmly replied.

E. M. Johnson did not see the use of
discussing the clause as it stood. It
should be divided and considered separ-
ately.

Mr. Pitts hoped that the city could
come to terms with the Esquimalt
Water Works Company. He was op-
posed to a large expenditure on Elk
lake at present..

J. A. Sayward said that the water
running into the sea was not waste.
This company was obliged to reserve
5,000,000 gallons for the city.

C. F. Todd considered the statement
made that the city wanted to steal
water at Goldstream was in bad taste.
He thought if the city acquired rights
at Goldstream it was willing to pay the
cost for all investments and a little
more. But when it is considered that
the capital of the company is $400,000
and that the company is asking three
times that amount for their rights and
are paying dividends it will be seen
that the company has a very valuable
property. If the company would ac-
cept a moderate sum for. their prop-
erty he thought that nothing would be
done at Elk lake. He thought it was
a good thing to see Mr. Lubbe and Mr.
Sayward present, and have the whole
matter discussed.

Mr. Ker wanted to know
ter could not be settled by arbitration.
He was willing to submit the matter
to three competent persons for arbitra-
tion.

E. M. Johnson submitted that the
city in seeking its rights was not rob-
bing any one.

D. R. Ker admitted that the company
had collected water and had gone to
big expense, for which they should be
allowed.

Mr. Lubbe said that the only thing
that should be rectified in the report
was the placing of a reservoir on
Smith’s hill. - The reservoir should be
placed on Mount Tolmie.

The first two clauses of
were then carried.

Lubbe said that a pump might just as
well be placed in Rock Bay as on
Smith’s hill,- for it would only be a
waste ‘of money.

. Ald, Vincent said that the city had
secured the opinion of the very best
expert it cotild get. It had paid Mr.
Adams something like $3,000, and his
idea was to have the reservoir as near
the city as possible, and on Smith’'s
hill.

Mr. Sayward asked if it would not
be well to get experts to report on the
matter,

Myr. Lubbe said that if a reservoir
was placed on Smith’s hill all services
above 115 feet elevation would have to
be supplied with the use of a pump,
while if a reservoir was placed on
Mount Tolmie every service in the city
could be supplied.

Mr. Ker asked if pressure on Mount
Tolmie would not be too high for pipes
in the city, but Mr. Lubbe thought not.

Mr. Paterson thought that the report
was a mistake. If the board influenced
the city to do something that turned
out to be a mistake it would be in a
‘peculiar position. He did not think the
meeting competent to advise in mat-
ters of this kind. It was a case of a
The
board could not pass any resolution
that would be of any use, and the
whole matter should be 1left in the
hands of experienced men.

Mr. Pitts quite agreed with Mr.
Paterson in some things, but the previ-
ous speaker should give members of
the board credit for some common
sense. The report was very modest.
Was Mr, Paterson ever in any city
where there is not a reservoir for
safety purposes such as for use in case
of a break in pump or for fire?

Mr. Paterson had not gone into
figures, but believed that for very lit-
tle more than for the cost of a reser-
voir a pipe could 'be laid to the lake,
and he asked why not use the lake as
a reservoir.

Mr. Pitts—It is an indisputable fact
that a pipe would cost very much more
than a reservoir.

C. F. Todd favored placing the mat-
ter in the hands of an expert. He be-
lieved that the city council should be
stopped from carrying out any large
scheme until full information has been
obtained. All schemes had been modi-
fied.

Ald. Vincent pointed out that a re-
servoir is needed for any scheme.

Mr. Sayward—If the steel main is
laid it would draw more water than the
lake could supply.

Ald. Vincent then asked Mr. Lubbe
whether a reservoir was needed if
Goldstream water was acquired.

Mr. Lubbe—No, not with a 30-inch
main, not until the city has a popula-
tion of fifty thousand.

Mr. Ker referred to what Mr. Rithet
had said of how fortunate the city was
in securing Mr. Adams as an expert.
That gentleman had recommended a
reservoir.

Mr. Lubbe—If you depend on Mr.
Adams’ first report you will be in the
soup.

Walter Walker said that every city
had a reservoir. He thought it absurd
to go over the ground again.

It was finally decided to adopt caluse
4, The last clause of the report was
next considerea.

Mr. Paterson wanted to know if the
committee had any information on the
cost of watering the city. From what
information he had it would cost nearly
$60,000. Only one side of the water
shed at Elk lake was being used, and
by a very moderate expenditure the
other might be obtained, greatly in-
creasing the supply of water.

Richard Hall, M. P; P, was sorry to
disagree with Mr. Paterson. He agreed
with Mr. Paterson as to an augmented
suppiy, but that without meters would
have still a shortage. He further con-
tended that wunless the water was
metred, if secured from Goldstream, it
would be only a short time until there
would be a shortage, so great was the
propensity for waste with some. There
were people who,used 100 gallons a day.

Mr. 'Paterson thought that people
who did use 100 gallons a day weré a
credit to the city. In other cities where
the consumption of water is less than
here people obtained it often from one
building, and hose was unknown. He
did not think that waste of this city
is more than in any other place.

Mr. Hall said that the Victoria West
charges for water would never deter
him from building in that district.

Simon Leiser suggested that Mr.
Paterson’s views be embodied in the
report.

Mr. Pauline said that he had found
that most of the beautiful gardens in
the city are metered, and if the whole
city was metered it would not prevent
gardens from being watered.

The committee, however, was very
willing to meet Mr. Paterson and add
what valuable suggestions it could re-
ceive from him to the report.

R. L. Drury thought that the consid-
eration of the clause might be very well
deferred. A bountiful supply of water
was the first point to get.at. He could
establish without doubt. that meters
are not to be depended on.

Mr. Wilson said that the committee
realized that a new supply of water
could not be obtained for probably two
years, and meters were for the purpose
of restricting the waste at present.

E. M, Johnson asked why an. in-
spector could not devote his. time to
this. As it was proposed $70,000 was to
be spent on meters and an inspector
was to be engaged besides to watch
them.

Mr. Paterson asked why instal a
pump if the full capacity of the lake

typers. Unions of these trades were
entitled ‘to have delegates seated and
if they wére also represented as the
Allled Council it would be a case of
double representation. At a previous
congress, one allled council, not that of
the printing trades, had twelve dele-
gates representing a total membership
of sixteen.. It was considered an abuse
and was cut out. He regretted having
to advise against accepting the creden-
tial of Mr. Hoerle. Speaking for the
executive he wauld say they would be
only too-glad to extend courtesies of
the floorto any delegates that wished
to lay matters of importance before the
convention.

R. P. Pettiniece,” of Vancouver,s said
he' thought it probable the position of
the allied printing trades council of
that city was-misunderstood. Its work
was not contrary to that of the Trades
and Labor Council. The duty of the
former was’ to'look ‘particularly after
trades, such as that of the stereotypers,
that were;-not- already represented.
Even if seating .the delegate asked for
were againgt the constitution, could not
a point be stifetched? It would be well
to deal libérally. Nothing should be
permitted to stand in the way of doing
anything that would be for the good
of workers. The allied printing trades
council wduld ‘cover small towns that
could not be organized” otherwise—it
was provincial:in character. The pro-
pased delegate. had a most important
matter to lay before the congress and
could press it better if permitted to be
seated. i

Vice-president: Simpson thought the
position taken- by the secretary a
sound one. The constitution was suffi-
ciently elastic now. Rather than mak-
ing it more so it should be restricted.
Taking the case of the Socialists—they
decided definitely who should sit in a
Socialist convention, and the congress
had a. perfect right to refuse to seat a
delegate if hi&8 credentials were not in
accord with the constitution.

The secretary suggested that a notice
of motion to.amend the constitution
would bring the matter to a head. It
would only postpone the discussion for
a day and: the gnestion could then be
taken up in<proper form. Mr. Petti-
piece intimated he would follow this
course and the discussion dropped.

The secretary then'read the report of
the executive committee. Many of the
paragraphs were punctuated with lib-
eral applause. 'The report in full reads
as follows:

Officers and Delegates to the Twenty-
+Second Annual -onvention of the
Trades and Labor Congress of Can-
ada.—Greeting:

Fellow Trade Unionists and Brothers:—
Your executive committee desires to ex-
préss its pleasure at having an oppertun-
ity of welcoming you “i~ ‘convention at
Victoria. For years it has been the hope
of congress to meet in the far western
province, but .various circumstances have
prevented the-fruition of that hope. At
last we have the ‘opportunity of meeting
our Western brothiers in conclave at their
home, ahd the clrcumstance is a happy
augury for the unity and solidification of
organized labor. The East has had the
benefit of an older expérience in organiza-
tion than the Wgst, but the energy, wis-
dom :and enthugiasm displayed by our
brothers -in the t- bid fair to make
up for any losg,in this regard. Your
executive fondly hopes that the result of
this -eonvention will be to afford to the
world an example of true fraternal feel-
ing, a sincere regard for the worker,
wherever situate, and a firm determina-
tion to secure for the workman some
fairer portion of the world’s comfort than
had_been his lot in the past. That there
{s strength in unity ‘can be no better ex-
emplified than by the happy co-operation
of - all the delegates in. the one task of
using: their abilities and energies for the
betterment of those whom they represent.

The Past Year, Qne of Exceptional Inter-
est to Organized Labor the World Over.

1. The ‘past year 'has been one of excep-
tional interest to Obrganized labor the
world over, not only because of happen-
ings in the varioug trades, but principally
because of the forward stride in the effort
of the workers tp take part in making
the laws which govern them. Notably
has this been i evidence in Great Britain
where the labor Mntérests gave evidence
of their sinceré _intention to legislate
for themselves in futtire instead of leav-
ing it to others to do it for them. It is
significant that . immediately following
upon the success of the Labor Party in
Great Britain, the workmen of Canada,
upon the first occasion given to them,
demonstrated their ability to forsake
party ties in support of one from their
own ranks, and the constituency of
Maisonneuye, in the city of Montreal,
Quebec, will long be remembered for the
example it has set to the workers in this
regard. The eongress takes unusual pride
in pointing to this'particular election be-
cause of the fact that the recipient of the
honor was no other than the president of
the congress, Mr. Alphonse Verville, who
was elected by about 1,000 majority over
his opponent, and thus' changing a former
majority of 2,000 against him into 1,000 for
him. It need hardly be said that it is
hoped that workingmen all over Canada
will follow. the inSpiring example .set by
the workingmen.of Maisonneuve, and that
at the next parliament there will be at
least a dozen representatives of organiz-
ed labor prepareds to give independent
criticism to all measures coming before
the House of Cominons, and to introduce
and promote legislation for the immediate
benefit of the working classes, while also
paying attention to legislation of general
application. .

2. Following upon the action of the
workingmen < of ‘Great~ Britain and of
Maisonneuve, came the pronouncement by
Mr. Samuel Gompers in favor of inde-
pendent political ~action, and the ap-
proaching elections in the United States
and in Canada will no doubt witness a
tremendous upheaval among the working
classes in 'this regard. The congress
should urge itss constituents to work with
a united front so that advantage may be
taken of the spirit of the times.

Legislative.

3. A full report of the doings of the Do-
minjon parliament so far as they affect
labor will be found in, our solicitor’'s re-
port. The wisdom of the congress in
maintaining an experienced representative
at Ottawa has been ampiy demonstrated.
The provincial legislatures are covered by
the reports of the provincial executives.

International Relations.

4. While some success has attended the
effort to have Canadian local unions affili-
ated from international headquarters,
there yet remains much to be done, and
representations. should be made to the
executlve council of the American federa-
tion of labor in this regard with a request
for further assistance from that body.
While the efforts of the congress enure
to all, it is hardly fair that a few should
be left to bear the expense attaching to
the madintenance of the congress.

Prison-Made Goods.

5. It is a matter. of sincere regret that
the Ontario government has seen fit to
spoil its growing Teputation by continu-

ing the unjust, inequitable and injurious
competition: of prison labor with free
labor. It was -hoped that this question
had been settled for all time, but the gov-
ernment has entered upon a new con-
tract, its excuse beiffg that no protest
had bee® received from organized labor
against it. The contract is- bad enough,
but the government<should not insult the
intelligence of those who helped so0 ma-
terially to put it in power by offering
such an excuse, when, as a matter of
fact, the congress, the provincial execu-
tive .and the different labor bodies have
protested vehemently year after year
against -this pernicious system. The
manufacturers have at last awakened to
the injustice of the system, and <co-opera-
tive and active efforts should be made
without delay to put an end, once for
all, to the whole system.

Retirement of Sir William Mulock.

6. The year has witnessed the retire-
ment from active service of the Hon. Sir
Wm. Mulock, former and first minister of
labor in Canada. Sir William, during his
incumbency of the position, proved, to
the satisfaction and gratification of work-
ing people, his sincere interest for them
and his great desire to better their condi-
tion, and the congress is urged to express
by resolution its regret at his retirement
as well as its best wishes for future suc-
cess. His successor, Hon. R. Lemieux,
has been officially invited to visit the
congress, while in session at Victoria,
and there is every reason to believe that
he will take advantage of the invitation.

The General Field.

‘7. The great struggle of the year has
undoubtedly been the successful fight by
the International Typographical TUnion
for the 8-hour day, and too much cannot
be said of the acumen, determination and
wisdom displayed by the ‘officers having
the struggle in charge, as well of ‘the
fidelity, the courage, and the self-sacrific-
ing spirit of the rank and file, upon whom
the brunt of the battle fell. Their suc-
cess is one that enures to the benefit of
every trade, and it was this fact that
prompted employers to do their utmost to
defeat the typos. It is to be regretted
that employers at Winnipeg permitted
themselves to be parties to. the dishonest
practices of the notorious Brunning for
the purpose of duping English printers
into coming to Canada to act as strike-
breakers. Their efforts were unsuccess-
ful, and the direct result was to win
sympathy and encouragement for the
men from those who, heretofore, had
been silent witnesses of the struggle.
Further reference is made to this mat-
ter in our solicitor’s report.

Immigration.

8. As will also be seen from our solici-
tor’'s report, further restrictions are be-
ing put upon the granting of immigration
bonuses, and it # hoped that the time
is near at hand when the system will be
entirely discontinued, and the efforts.of
congress should be directed to this end.

W. T. R. Preston.

9. For years trade unions in all parts of
Canada have charged that W. T. R.
Preston was behind much of the ill-advis-
ed immigration to Canada from Great
Britain of skilled artisans and mechanics,
and resolutions demanding Preston’s dis-
missal have from time to time been pass-
ed. That the demands of organized labor
have been well founded has been amply
proved during the past session of the
Dominion parliament. Acting upon Pres-
ton’s own admissions, your executive is-
sued a circular to the bodies affiliated
with the congress requesting them to
forward to the government resolutions
demanding Preston’s removal. At the
time of writing this report, though it has
not authoritatively been announced, it
appears that Mr. Preston has been re-
moved from his position of commissioner
of immigration 1in Great Britain to some
branch of the trade and commerce depart-
ment in the far East.

It was on motion referred to the pro-
per committee for consideration.

Alien Labor Act.

10. One section of the Alien Labor Act
provides that the government may, under
certain conditions, deport aliens, The
power of the Dominion parliament to en-
act legislation of this character was ques-
tioned in the case of the Attorney-General
of Canada vs. Cain, and Mr. Justice
Anglin declared that the Dominion par-
liament had no power to enact chis legls-
lation. The case was taken to the Privy
Council, where Mr. Justice Anglin’s deci-
sion was reversed, thus determining, once
for all, the power of the Dominion par-
liament in these matters. The govern-
ment, at times, professes to say that it
has no power to deporg by reason of the
delegation to a private individual of the
right to take proceedings. I.est the gov-
ernment should continue to assume that
position, representations should be made
to it for such an amendment of the act
as will make it clear that the govern-
ment's power is not affected in thi8 way.
The only effective use of the act is
through the services of the government’s
alien labor officer, and the governnient
should be pressed 1o take action from
time to time through this officer, as it
was originally intended should be dona.

Such other necessary amendment should
also be made to the act as to nullify the
effect of recent legal decisions under the
act.

Injuncticns.

11. The evil of government by injunction
has become so great and so oppressive
that the strongest efforts should be made
to secure anti-injunction legislation. In
Winnipeg, Toronto and elsewhere this in-
strument of oppression has been particu-
larly in evidence, and if working men are
to be cautioned and urged to respecct the
law, the judges must be placed vy legis-
lation, if they will not do it of themselves,
in a position where they must recoznize
that working men have rights as well as
employers. The judgcs are rapidly losing
the respeot of the public in this matter,
and it is time our legislators pointed out
by positive enactments what 'he rights
and duties of the public are. Notihing is
so much needed as a categorical deter-
mination of the rights and duties of labor
and capital in connection with trades dis-
putes.

Technical Education.

12. This subject has become one of grzat
and immediate importance. Resolutions
advocating the appointment of a com-
mission to collect data upon the subject
of technical education, as a preliminary
to the foundation of technical schools by
the Dominion of Canada, have been pass-
ed by trades unions, and combined 2ffor:s
are being made by the representatives of
your congress and of the Canadian Manu-
facturers’ Association tc induce the gov-
ernment to act. The question will be
brought up early next session.

12a. In this connection. your committee
desires to draw the attention of the con-
gress to the action of the board of edu-
cation of Toronto with reference to a new
technical school. At the early part of the
vear it was proposed that a speclal com-
mittee be appointed to report ways and
means to improve the present technieal
school. This committee decided to invite
representatives from the District Labor
Council, Board of Trade, and Manufactur-
ers’ Association to act with theém in an
advisory capacity-and after three joint
confererces a curriculum satisfactory to
all parties was decided upon. The Board
of Education then sent a deputation to
visit several of the principal technical
schools in the United States, and the in-
formation gathered there formed part of
the report of the committee subsequently
presented te the board. This report in-
cluded a recommendation that the city
council be asked to provide $250,000 for a
new technical school, and $30,000 for a new
site, and when the report and recom-

mendations were presented to 'the coun-
cil they were of such a satisfactory char-
acter as to recelve the unanimous en-
dorsation of the aldermen. The vice-
president of the congress was a. member
of the committee of the board of eduoa-i
tion that. brought the movement  for .a
new technioal schaol to a suttesstul issi, |
and organized iabor in Torofito i to: bg
gongratulated upon the result of thelr °
many ‘years’ hard work in the inferests -
of technical education. K

The Tariff.

13. The committee appointed at the last
session of the congress made specific re-
presentations to the tarin commission up-
on the attitude of organized labor. The
report of the committee will be presented:
to you.

Senate Reform.

14. Much discussion has taken place dur-
ing the past year on the subject of Sen-
ate reform, and it will not be surprising
if the government comes forward with
some plan of reform as part of its next
campaign platform. It is noticeable that
almost every plan of reform proposed has
as its distinctive feature the exclusion of
representatives of working people. The
Benate i no more necessary at Ottawa
than a second chamber has been in On-
tario. The only reason advanced by the
Premier was that the Senate was neces-
sary to protect the provinces from pos-
sible attack by the House of Commons,
but as the latter, through the govern-
ment of the day, has the power to ap-
point those who are to defend the pro-
vinces, it is. difficult to see where the pro-
tection comes in. Congress should affirm
its attitude on the subject of abolition of
the Senate.

The Appeal to Reason. "

15. During the session the Honorable the
Postmaster-General refused the privileges
of the mails to the above newspaper. It
was felt that it was a serious matter gen-
erally for organized labor, and your ex-
ecutive joined its labors with the efforts
of - those seeking to have the paper re-
stored to the privileges of the mails, with
the result that the paper was reinstated
in its rights.

British Labor Phrty.

16. Your executive has been in com-
munication with the British Labor Party
with a view to having some of its repre-
sentative men visit Canada, and, if pos-
sible, to attend the congress while in ses-
sion at Victoria.

THE VANGUARD HAS
REACHED VICTORIA

Quartette of Trades-Unionists Here to
Attend the Agnual Convention
Which Cpens Monday.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

The vanguard of the hundred or more
delegates expected to attend the Trades
and Labor Congress of Canada, which
convenes next Monday in Victoria, is
in the city. The party comprises John
A. Flett, A. F. & L., of Hamilton, Ont.;
Alex. Champion, Machinists’ ' Interna-
tional Union; W. R. Trotter, Winnipeg
Typographical Union; and W. V. Todd,
Cigarmakers’ International Union.
They are staying at the Dominion
hotel.

An important prediction was made by
Mr. Flett while in conversation with a
Times reporter to-day. It was to the
effect that at the forthcoming gather-
ing a new and radical policy would be
inaugurated by the trades unionists.
In all probability it would be along the
lines laid down by the Independent La-
bor party of Great Britain. But that
was a question which the future could
only decide. There were many diverse
elements represented by the delegates
to the congress, and, therefore, before
any change could be made in the pro-
gramme, a fight, a bitter one, for
supremacy, might be anticipated.

Mr. Flett went on to say that he did
not make this statement rashly or
without giving his words due consider-
ation. It was a matter of common
knowledge that James Simpson, of the
typographical union, who held some-
what extreme socialistic views, would
make an endeavor to obtain sufficient
support to control the convention. Al-
ready he had a strong backing, and it
was understood, Mr. Flett alleged, that
he was reaching out for the presidency.
Against him would be pitted Alphonse
Verville, the president of the organi-
zation. He impersonated the trades
union sentiment and also had many
ardent adherents. With such a situa-
tion Mr. Flett argued that the develop-
ment of a contest of bitter intensity
and vital importance was practically
assured.

Whateéver section succeeds in gain-
ing the upper hand Mr. Flett is con-
fident that the result of the proceed-
ings will be the adoption of an entirely
new policy. What reforms the latter
will advocate he could not say, nor did
he care to prophesy. But he felt jus-
tified in stating that the country, at
least as far as the laboring classes are
concerned, was on the brink of an up-
heaval the outcome of which would be
difficult to measure.

Mr. Flett and the delegates with him
were among those who heard the ad-
dress delivered by Ramsay Macdonald,
the representative of the British inde-
pendent labor party, last night at the
A. O. U. W. hall. They afterwards had
the pleasure of meeting that gentle-
man and were exceedingly pleased with
the views he expressed of the socialists |
of Canada. Mr. Fltt affirms that Mr.
Macdonald declared that, after a care- |
ful consideration of the matter, he |
had come to the conclusion that the
members of this party in the Dominion
were the “impossibles,” the extremists
and most unreasonable in their views.
In the east, Mr. Flett states, there has
been the impression that the country
was rapidly falling into the hands of
the socialists. Since his arrival, how-
ever, that impression had been elimin-
ated.

Messrs. Flett, Champion, Trotter and
Todd announce that other delegates
are on their way to Victoria and that |
at the opening of the first session prac-
tically the full representation will be in |
attendance. ; |

BRIDGES SWEPT AWAY.

Government is Being Urged to Replace
Them in the Interior of Province.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

Thomas Taylor, M.P.P. for Revel-
stoke, is in the city in company with
others from his constituency to confer
with the government on matters affect-
ing the lands and works department.

The immediate object in view is to |
urge the task of replacing bridges
swept away a month ago by the floods |
which followed the excessive rains. The
Fish and Pool rivers rose so rapidly
that practically all the bridges over the
streams have been destroyed. At Cam-
borne the largest of these structures
was lifted completely off the buttresses
and carried some distance away. Busi-
ness, Mr. Taylor explains, has been
seriously interfered with in consequence
of this, and it is necessary to immedi-
ately begin reconstruction of them.

The delegation say that the rise of |
water was far more sudden than is the |
case after the spring showers when the |
snow rmelts on the mountain sides. The
rapid rise was attributed to a cloud- !
burst. The Arrow lakes rose four feet |
and the rivers rose as high as eight feet |
in 24 hours.

SHOOTING QUAIL
AND PHEASANTS

OPEN SEASON PROCLAIMED
BY YESTERDAY’S GAZETTE

Large Number of Applicatioss for
Timber Licenses—Incorporation of
Several Companies.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

The heart of the hunter will be made
glad by two proclamations appearing in |
the current issue of the British Columbia
Gazette. Cock pheasants and quail can be
shot in the Saanich, Esquimalt, Cow-
ichan and Islands electoral districts from
1st October, 190€, to 1st January, 1307, both
days inclusive. For other parts of the |
province different provisions are made. |

In respect to pheasants the operative
part of the proclamation reads as follows:

“And whereas His Honor the Lieuten-
ant-Governor in council, by order in coun-
cil dated the twelfth day of September,
1906, has ordered that the disabilities as
to the shooting of cock pt-~sants be re-
moved with respect to th. 3aanich, Es-
quimalt, Cowichan and Islands electoral
districts, from the 1st day of October,
1906, to the 1st day of January, 1907, both
days inclusive.

“With respect to the Comox electoral
district (excepting Denman Island) from
the 15th day of October, 1906, to the 3lst
day of December, 1906, both days inclu-

| definitely decided upon.

“With respect to that part of the Al- |
berni district situated within the belt of |
land granted to the Esquimalt & Nanali- |
mo Railway Company, from the 1st day |
of October, 1906, to the 31st day of Oc- |
tober, 1906, both days: inclusive.

When the congress is assembled here
almost every centre of any importance
throughout the Dominion will be rep-
resented. For the week that the dele-
gates are gathered in this city Victoria
will be the cynosure of the eyes of all
those interested in the cause of the
workingman. At every point where
there are men who are dependent upon
their skill as mechanics or ordinary
laborers for their daily bread—and
everywhere they are in the majority—
will be found people interested in the
business transacted by those to whom
they have entrusted their concerns.

The first event upon the programme
for Monday morning is the reading of
an address of welcome by G. F. Gray,
president of the Victoria Trades and
Labor Council. Following this will be
similar addresses by Hon. Richard Mc-
Bride, premier of British Columbia;
Hon. W. Templeman, minister of In-
land Revenue, and His Worship Mayor
Morley on behalf of the city. Alphonse
Verville, M. P., of Maisonneuve, Que.,
president of the congress, having been
escorted to the chair by President
Gray, will respond in suitable terms to
the welcome extended the trades union-
ists. Fraternal Delegate Ricketts, rep-
resenting the American Féderation of
Labor,  will next be called upon for a
speech. He will bring greetings from
the latter organtzation. Next to be
heard from will be the delegates from
various international unions. These
preliminaries completed it will be in
order to open the regular proceedings.

ALL BODIES REMOVED.,

David Logan, of Clo-oose, Tells of
Transfer of Those Buried From
Valencia.

Writing to William Henderson, of the
department of public works, David G.
Logan, of Clo-o0se, says the American
cutter Grant calléd at Darling, and got
all but one of the bodies buried there
from the wreck of the Valencia. Nine
were placed on the tug, which accom-
panied the expedition from the Ameri-
can..side. They had been buried just
under the drift wood. Two had been
dug up by bears, and the bones were
lying in the sun.

In a second letter to the department
Mr. Logan says there is no truth in the
report.of a boat and eight bodies being
in a cave near Carmanah. The writer
states that he was in all the caves in
the vicinity. There is a lot of wreck-
age in a number of them, and in one a
life raft. In some of them there is a
lot of drift wood, and it is possible, Mr.
Logan thinks, that bodies may be
buried under this, but they cannot be
seen.

VICTORIA'S CHARMS.

Visiting Doctors ‘Pronounce It an Ideal
Residential City.

Dr. Ballantyne, of Dalkeith, Edinburgh,
Scotland, and Dr.  Sinclair, of Queen
Ann’s Gate, Westminster, London, Eng.,
who visited the Coast after the conven-
tion of the British "Medical Association,
on their return to Winnipeg gave the fol-
lowing impressions of their trip:

‘You have no poverty in the West,”
said the doctors. *‘The only bare-footed
people we saw in all the Western coun-
try were some children of wealthy people
in Victoria, who were wisely allowing
their children to run about in this condi-
tion for the sake of bringing them up
hardy. -

‘“We noticed that in some of the towns
of Canada the ordinary procedure of the
world was reversed. That is to say, in
most countries, people build the house
first, and after the houses have been
built and have become crowded for long
distances, we build tramways, telephone
lines and telegraph lines. In this new
country you seem to go ahead and build
your tram-car lines and erect your tele-
phone poles in anticipation of the building
of the houses later. We remarked this
in the growing town of Fort William, at
the head of the lakes, on the way West,
and were struck with the samec thing in
other places on the .way thmugh the
country.

“Banff is very quiet and soothing, an
ideal resting place for weary brain work-
ers. The city of Victoria is alsd the per-
fection of all that a residential town can
be made, and our one regret in the mat-
ter of our trip was, that the time at our
disposal was =0 brief. We visited the
p#riiament buildings, and the provincial
museum in Victoria, and inspected the
wonderful fruit display, as arranged by
the provincial authorities.”

WILL BE FIXED DURING
VISIT OF W. D. SCOTT

Commissioner of Immigration in City—
Points Out Difficulties of Popu~
lating Province.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

W. D. Scott, Dominion commissioner
of immigration, arrived in Victoria last
night. ' While here he will investigate
conditions regarding his department
paying special attention to the increas-
ing number of Hindus arriving in this
province, Seen to-day he said:

“Hindus are on exactly the same
basis as any other class of immigrants.
The immigration officers here and in
Vancouver have been fully instructed
in their duties, and have power to pre-
vent any infraction of the Immigration
Act.

‘““What you want, however, in British
Columbia, as in other parts of Canada,
are immigrants from Great Britain and
the northérn countries of Europe. The
great distance from the Atlantic to this
province is the drawback. A railroad
rate of $52 from the Atlantic to the
Pacific is prohibitive to the average
person entering the country. For in-
stance, on the first two boats arriving
this season, there were 2,000 people.
They averaged less than two dollars
each in cash. It was possible to land
them in Ontario and find them posi-
tions at a cost not exceeding five dol-
lars, but tiieir reaching British Colum-
bia was out of the question.

“Although there is a scarcity of labor
in this province it is not worse off than
the others. I think conditions in On-
tario are less favorable to the farmers
who are at their wits ends for help.
This can only be cured by immigration.
In this connection the Salvation Army
is doing good work. It chartered the
Kensington for two or three trips this
spring, and brought out a large num-
ber of people in charge of its officers,
and looked after them until they ob-
tained situations.

‘“But the best feature of the Salva-
tion Army’s work is the manner in
which it assists the best class of im-
migrants—men with wives and famil-
ies. The organization mentifoned first
brings out the father and gives him a
chance to ‘make good’ in Canada. Sup-
pose he came over this summer; by
next spring he should be in a position
to receive his family, althoush prob-
ably not having enough mon ' pay
their fares. This is where the salva-
tion Army steps in, By means of its
officers in every little town it is able
to find out if the man has proved him-
self worthy of help—whether he has
turned out steady and likely to prove
a good citizen. If so, it advances the
money to pay the fares of the man’s
wife and family, and collects it from
him in weekly instalments of a few
dollars.

““Some method like this might enable
British Columbia to secure this desir-
able class of immigration. Of course I
do not advise on the subject, but it can
be easily seen that a cost of about $90
for each pérson, from Europe to Vic-
toria, practically prohibits a poor man
with a family reaching this province.
There are large numbers of people
coming to Canada. During the last
fiscal. year the total was over 190,000;
this year should see the quarter mil-
lion mark passed.”

This morning Mr. Scott visited the
outer wharf, accompanied by Dr. G. L.
Milne, and was there again this after-
noon with Hon. Wm. Templeman. It
is expected the site for the new deten-
tion hospital will be fixed, and ar-
rangements made for its construction
as sgoon as possible.

While on this coast Mr. Scott will
look thoroughly into immigration mat-
ters and make recommendations there-
on immediately after he returns to Ot-
tawa. The matter of the great influx
of Hindus has been repeatedly brought
to his notice—in fact it was one of the
chief objects of his visit—but he cannot
discuss or give his views on the sub-
ject until his report has been handed
He pointed out
this morning, however, that should any
of the recent arrivals prove undesir-
able citizens they could be deported at
any time within two years after reach-
ing Canada.

REMARKABLE ESCAPE
Of Engineer and Fireman in Accident on
E. & N. Railway This Morning.

This morning an accident occurred on
the E. & N. railway which might have
proved fatal to two individuals. Shortly
after the regular train left Victoria the
vard engine No. 8, in charge of Engineer
Austin and Fireman Wilson, started for
Wellington. While running between the
13 and 14 mile post, in the neighborhood
of Saanich Inlet, the engine jumped the
track. It turned completely over and
then rolled to the bottom of the embank-
ment. The two men were. thrown out
with the first shock. They landed clear of
the wreck in a truly remarkable way
and escaped with a few injuries. Austin
had his face eut and his shoulder hurt,
while Wilson’s back was severely bruised.
The noon train was delayed for half an

hour at the scene of the mishap while the
track was repaired.

JEALOUS WOMAN'’S CRIME.

A terrible tragedy marred the recent
wedding of a young and beautiful wi-
dow near Messina, Sicily. The bridal
party had just returned from church,
and the bride had left the room for a
moment to see her children by a for-
mer marriage, when a loud shriek was
heard. The bridegroom ran upstairs,
followed by the guests, and found his
wife unconscious on the floor. The two
children, a boy and a girl, appeared to
be playing, but closer examination
showed that they were both dead, their
throats having been cut and the bodies
placed in a natural position. A former
sweetheart of the bridegroom was ar-
rested, and confessed that jealous ha-
tred of the woman who had robbed her
of her lover had driven her to kill the
children. It is feared that the mother
will lose her reason.

THE FORESTERS.

Dr. Oronkyatekha Gives Evidence Be-
fore the Insurance Commission.

Toronto, Ont., Sept. 14.—The Insur-
ance commission yesterday afternoon
examined officials of the Independent
Order of Foresters.

Dr. Oronhyatekha gave in detail the
various sources from which the
Supreme court derived its funds. He
stated that the revision of rates in 1898
which went into effect in 1899 was
made on a basis of expectation of life
of members. The revenues were
banked as soon as received. The gen-
eral fund was composed of the exten-
sion of order tax, charter fees, regis-
tration fees and profits from sale of
supplies. The Supreme Court Chief said
that owing to the rapid extension of
the Order into other provinces and into
.the United States under its Ontario
incorporation, they were advised to ob-
tain Dominion incorporation. They had
nothing to invest for which they could
not find employment in securities
authorized by the Ontario act, but
Dominion legislation is sought because
of the prestige which it would give the
Order. The proposition was opposed
most fiercly by the old line insurance
companies on the ground of the inade-
quacy of rates charged by the Order.

VISITED ROSSLAND,

Members of Spokane Chamber of Com-
merce Inspected the Mines.

Rossland, B. C., Sept. 14.—The mem-
bers of the Spokane Chamber of Com-
merce after visiting Grand Forks and
Phoenix arrived here to-day. The four
long coaches were awkward to handle
on the sharp curves in the vicinity of
the Big Four and this caused some de-
lay. The members to the number of
126 were escorted to breakfast at the
Allan, Hoffman and Watson hotels.
After breakfast some strolled around
town, some visited the works of the
mines, while a majority descended in-
to the mines, going down into the deep-
er levels.

SKELETON HOLDS BARROW.,

Tacoma Diver Makes Discovery While
Working at Bottom of the Bay.

Tacoma.. Sept. 12.—Frank Clark, the
diver recovering. the concentrates lost
a month ago by the collapse of a dock
at the Tocamo:smelter, has found a
skeleton of a man at the bottom of the
bay holding to the handles of a wheel-
barrow.

Several years ago an Italian, while
wheeling slag away from the smelter
furnaces, disappeared with his wheel-
barrow and the remains are thought to
be his. Fruitless search was made for
him at the time.

The skeleton will be brought to the
surface and given burial. A tangle of
weeds has held the bones together with
the help ef the wheelbarrow.

PRISONER REMOVED.

Attorneys Will Make Another Attempt
to Secure thHe Release of
Steve Adams.

Boise, Idaho, Sept. 13.—Steve Adams
was spirited away from the state peni-
tentiary last night and taken to Wal-
lace, where a charge of murder has
been made against him. Attorneys
Clarence Darrow and John F. Nugent,
representing the Western Federation
of Miners, who are involved in the
Stemenberg case, apparently were out-
witted by this move. They left this af-
ternoon for Wallace, declaring their in-
