red by a cloud. The Prince will appro­
priately be in the metropolis of British 
India on the anniversary of the procla­
mation of the Imperial title at the great 
assembly at Delhi on January 1st. 1877. 
Here, too, he will be able to lay the foun­
dation stone of the Victoria memorial, 
which its designers have sought to make 
an ornament to the capital and a lasting 
monument to the memory of’ the great 
Empress. When on January 13th the 
royal party reaches Rangoon and thence 

Proceeds to Mandalay, 
they will enter regions unvisited in 1875, 
regions indeed which in so far at least as 
regards Upper Burma it would have been 
out of the question for the Prince to visit. 
The era, of the growth of the British Em­
pire in India by annexation of the in­
ternal states had ended long before 1875. 
With the conquest of Upper Burma in 
1885 a limit was practically put to its 
expansion in other directions. In many 
ways Burma will perhaps be the most 
interesting part of the expedition. From 
Rangoon to Madras the journey will be 
by sea, thence to be continued by rail to 
Mysore, Bangalore and Haidarabad. 
This part of the programme was omitted 
in the former visit, it was said, in con­
sequence of an outbreak of cholera. In 
Mysore the Prince will be the guest of 
the young MShraja, who was installed 
on coming of age in 1902. Thirty years 
ago the state had not been restored to 
native rule after its 50 years of British 
administration, since the deposition of 
the Mahraja in 1831.

The three days given to Haidarabad 
cannot fail to be of supreme interest, 
both from the fact that it is the capital 
of the largest and most important of the 
feudatory states, and from the attractive­
ness of the city, its curiously cosmopol­
itan population and its surroundings. It 
is at this stage of the tour that a re­
laxation from the arduous labors of cere­
monial will be taken in

of five days. A flying visit to the curi­
ous . rock fort of Daulatabad and the 
neighboring cave temples of Bllora will 
be followed by a long railway journey to 
Benares, and a stay of ten days in Bet- 
tiah, in the Nepal Tarai.

From an isolated 
port carrying the trade of Sind only, 
Karachi, by the linking up of the rail­
way, has become the natural outlet of the 
great granary of the Punjab, which al­
ready in the busy season sends down 
some 7.000 tons of grain daily for ex­
port.

The Prince is particularly fortunate in 
the choice of Sir William Lawrence as 
the head of his staff. None but the late 
private secretary of the viceroy could 
know the native chiefs and the principal 
officials.

New York, Nov. 14.—A Washington 
special to the Times says:

“The foreign engineers on Vhe presi­
dent’s consulting board all favor a sea 
level canal for Panama. It is under­
stood in Washington while the American 
engineers are unanimous for lock con­
struction at the start, the conclusions 
have been reached at Panama and the 
reports will be prepared forthwith. The 
advocates of the sea level say that" it is 
the better and more practical form of 
construction and that it could be com­
pleted in sixteen years. How long the 
Americans think it will take to build a 
lock canal has not been learned.

“It was said recently by one of the 
American engineers that it would re­
quire seven years to construct one of the 
big locks needed at Culebra if a lopk 
canal were built. Whether work on the 
other locks could proceed simultaneously 
was not stated.

“Secretary of War Taft said just be­
fore he went t"o the Isthmus on the trip 
from which he is expected back at the 
capital on Wednesday, that he hoped to 
have the report ready to submit to con­
gress for the final decision early next 
year.”

Berlin, Nov. 14.—The attention of the 
foreign office was called to-day to the 
belief held in St. Petersburg that an 
agreement exists whereby Germany and 
Austria would assist Russia if it became 
necessary to suppress a movement for 
Polish autonomy.

I Erl ward VII. landed there as Prince of 
Wales and heir apparent of Queen Vic­
toria, who only assumed the Imperial 
title a year later. The horizon of the 
.vast majority of the inhabitants of India 
is a very narrow one, stretching no far­
ther than the personality of the district 
officer, often not so far as that. Gover­
nors, commanders-in-chief and viceroys, 
the countrymen may have heard of, but 
they are generally mixed up in his mind 
with some confused idea of the British 
“Raj,” the existence of which he recog­
nizes with perhaps more indifference 
than active interest, so long as he is left 
alone. With the Sovereign and his family 
the case is different, and there are few 
villages where there is not some definite 
conception of the “Kaiser” and his son 
the “Shahzada.” The idea of a personal 
ruler is a familiar One to every Indian, 
often perhaps almost inseparable from 
that of a beneficent deity to whom is due 
a reverence and an active loyalty which 
can hardly be felt for representatives not 
of royal blood. To the bulk of the people 
the idea of a constitutional monarch is 
inconceivable, and in British India the 
Emperor is regarded as the sole fountain 
of all administration.

The mere statement that in 1875 India 
had only 7,000 miles of railway, whereas 
she has now over 27.000. does not convey 
the significance of this extension half so 
well as the constant instances of places 
visited by rail in 1905. which could only 
be reached by more primitive convey­
ances in 1875. or had to be omitted from 
the programme on account of their great 
distance from a railway. Indore, the first 
halting place after leaving Bombay, will 
be reached by train. It was visited in 
1875, but the rail-head was then only at 
the Narbada river, whence to Holkar’s 
capital there was a long drive up the 
“ghats,” which mount to the plateau of 
Central India. 1.800 feet above the sea. 
It is only within the last few years that 
the next stopping place, Udaipur, has 
been connected by rail with the main 
line at the famous and romantic hill, for­
tress of Chitor.

The members of the delegation 
which called on the President represented

The mutineers refused to obey orders 

and in several of the barracks threw 
beds, chairs and kitchen apparatus out" 
of the windows.

They then opened negotiations with 
General Kaigarodoff and Governor Ny- 
lttBds, who promised to remedy their 
grievances and to give them easier terms 
of service. There was no bloodshed.

For Relief of Jews.

Coercive Measures
for the suppression of the nationalist 
movement in Poland, but in the present 
state of public opinion coercion is most 
likely to create a bad impression, believ­
ing that .with the suspension of the re­
form manifesto in Poland it could also 
be suspended in Russia.

Discontent of the Peasants
and the danger of the spread of the 
agrarian movement contributed largely 
to the government's decision.

Two students were 
beaten to death test night, three house 
porters were murdered at their doors 
and many domestic servants left their 
work announcing that labor was no 
longer necessary, as now everybody was 
on an equality, having become “citizens,” 
and would receive government pensions.

The number to be chosen by the non- 
Christian committee has not yet been 
decided. Thus about one-quarter of the 
membership of the council of the empire, 
which has hitherto been entirely ap­
pointive, will be chosen on an elective 
basis. The orthodox clergy will be 
named by the Holy Synod.

As a next step in their programme the 
social democrats have decided to attempt 
the -enforcement of an, eight-hour day in 
all the factories of St. Petersburg. The 
workmen in a number of the big fac­
tories have already resovled to work 
only eight hours for their present pay, 
and to cease work entirely if the em­
ployers attempt to enforce the old scale.

Among the socialist leaders is Vera 
Sassulich, who, taking advantage of the 
proclamation of amnesty, has returned 
to Russia.

Strike Suspended,
Warsaw, Nov. 15.—A mass meeting of 

1,000 employees of the Vienna-Vistula 
railroad to-day adopted the following 
resolutions: “Whereas the government’s 
proclamation of martial law in Poland 
provokes insurrection, bloodshed and op­
pressions ; be it resolved that we provi­
sionally suspend the general strike, re­
turn to work and communicate with the 
Russian league of leagues concerning 
further action.”

Trains will start to-day.

“The workmen’s council calls on the 
revolutionary proletariat of St. Peters­
burg to renew the general political strike 
which has all demonstrated its dread 
power, in order to show brotherly solid­
arity with the revolutionary sodiers and 
sailors, as well as with the revolutionary 
proletariat of Poland. Let the work­
men of St. Petersburg cease to work at 
noon November 15th, with the cries of 
‘Down with the courtmartial!’ ‘Down 
with the death penalty!’ ‘Down, with 
martial law in Poland and in all Rus 
sia.’ ”

Strike Proclaimed.
St. Petersburg, Nov. 15.—In view of 

the condemnation to death of many of 
the sailors who mutinied at Kronstadt, 
the delay in carrying out the reforms out­
lined in the imperial manifesto, the proc-. 
lamation of marital law in Poland and 
other repressive acts, the council of 
workmen’s delegates has decided to pro­
claim a general strike throughout Rus­
sia to-day. „

n Hyde,New York, Nov. 14.—James H 
former vice-president of the Equitable Life 
Insurance Society, whose resignation fol­
lowed the sensational disclosures in that
company last spring, which led to the In­
vestigation of Insurance company methods 
by the legislative Investigating committee, 
appeared before the committee to-day. Mr. 
Hyde’s manner on the stand was one of 
composure and deliberation, and his replies 
to questions were deliberate and ofttimes 
studied. He was fortified with statements 
and data, and was very frank In his ex­
planations. Frequently he would become 
bitter In his reference to some of his asso­
ciates.

Mr. Hyde cleared up the matter of the 
$685,000 loan of the Mercantile Trust Com­
pany which appeared on the books of the 
Equitable Life under the caption of the 
“J. W. Alexander No. 8 Account.”.

Mr. Hyde first heard of this account In 
the fall of 1902 from President Alexander, 
who said that he and F. Jordan, former 
controller of the Equitable, had Incurred 
the loan to take up stock that was being 
bid np to fictitious values, to the detriment 
of the company, to settle suite that were 
hampering the business of the society, and 
for campaign contributions which were 
made to the last national campaign and 
which were asked for by H. C. Frick, who 
suggested It for the benefit of ths society. 
To procure this.money Mr. Alexander and 
Mr. Hyde wrote a letter to the president 
of the Mercantile Trust Company, and 
this letter practically placed him In a 
position ot a guarantee. Later, when, the 
settlement of the loan was forced, Mr. 
Alexander and Mr. Jordan raised all they 
could toward it. The stock purchased with 
part of the loan Was sold to Thomas F. 
Ryan for $212,000; and the balance, $212,- 
500, Mr. Hyde paid personally.

Hè did this because he understood that 
Mr. Alexander was financially embarrassed, 
and in a bitter tone said: "Notwithstand­
ing the strained relations with the two 
gentlemen (Alexander and Jordan), I félt 
bound to see that this loan was liquidated 
by reason of the letter Mr, Alexander ex­
tracted from me.”

Mr. Hyde told of his salary, stating it to 
be $80,000 and: being Increased to $100,000 
as bis duties increased, but In a statement 
alleged that because of losses in Syndicate 
transactions and the payment of $212,600 
on the Mercantile loan, his average Income 
had been but a little more than $38,000 a 
year.

St. Petersburg. Nov. 16.—The outlook 
in Russia is much less threatening to-day, 
the general strike promising to collapse 
within a few days. The appeal made to 
the country to join in the movement met 
with no response, 
the workmen’s council are increased.

It is now apparent that extremists took 
the decision to order a general political 
strike hastily without due preparation, in 
the belief that the whole country would 
rise at their bidding and continue the 
revolutionary movement. Having once 
demonstrated the power of a general 
strike as a weapon with which to terror­
ize the government, the leaders Relieved 
they could invoke it at a mom»âj.'s no­
tice, but popular sympathy failed to re­
spond, and the leaders are reluctantly 
compelled to admit that they cannot 
force a last ditch fight, but must content 
themselves with calling the political 
strike a “Demonstration.”

While the organized workmen of St. 
Petersburg obeyed the order to strike, 
many did so grumblingly. In the face 
of the winter and the necessity of pro­
viding for their families, many of them 
did not want to stop work.

At the Russo-American rubber works 
this morning anti-strikers beat off and 
drove away a strike deputation which 
came to order the men out.

None of the papers except the Official 
Gazette appeared this morning, but the 
printers of each newspaper themselves 
published sheets announcing that the 
strike was for the purpose of abolishing 
the state of siege, the death penalty and 
martial law throughout Poland.

It is now definitely established that the 
cry set up by the socialist party against 
the execution of the Kronstadt mutineers 
was premature, as their trials have not 
yet actually begun.

The snowstorm which began last night 
is still raging to-day. There are many 
patrols in the streets, but the city is quiet.

Massacre at Chernigeoff.
St. Petersburg, Nov. 16,—Baron Guns- 

berg, a well known philanthropist of St. 
Petersburg, has received imperial author­
ity for the distribution of the Jewish re­
lief. funds raised- in America, England 
and other foreign countries. He is now 
organizing committees.

The advices being received here in­
dicate that much money wüi be required 
and the major portion of the funds on 
hand will immediately be distributed to 
provide those who are in urgent need of 
food and other necessaries ot .life.

Reports of the most horrible acts of 
massacres and destruction.,, of, property 
are reaching St. Petersburg by mail. 
The inhabitants of the interior town of 
Chernigeoff, practically the whole popifc 
lation being Jews, were utterly annihil­
ated.

Baron Gunsberg’s son, who has just 
arrived here from Kieff, only managed 
to escape from a mob by hasty flight. 
When he returned to his residence he 
found it practically empty. What the 
rioters had not carried off they had de­
stroyed, including many valuable paint­
ings.

Count Witte, who is taking personal 
interest in the relief measures, advises 
that the funds be distributed through 
local committees under Baron Guns­
berg’s direction. The baron has decided 
to exercise the greatest care in seeing 
that the local committees shall be devoid 
of political or other elements. Baron 
Gunsberg expresses confidence in Count 
Witte.

Robbers Slain.
Warsaw, Nov. 14.—At Pultusk the 

peasant's organized for the purpose of 
driving out or lynching the thieves who 
took advantage of the present disturb­
ances to loot and plunder. The lynchers 
killed 11 and fearfully mutilated 20 of 
the thieves. Some newspaper men were 
arrested in Warsaw this morning and 
the police searched their offices.

A meeting to protest against the proc­
lamation of martial law took place at 
Lubin last night and was fired on by the 
police.

Foreigners Seek Safety.
St. Petersburg, Nov. 14.—The up­

heaval in Russia following the promul­
gation of the reform manifesto, has now 
reached Viadivostock and Yensseisk and 
other extreme points of the empire. Con­
firmation has been obtained from vari­
ous sources of the reported uprising at 
Viadivostock, where the condition of af­
fairs is quite critical. Many persons 
have been killed and the foreigners have 
taken refuge on the ships in the harbor. 
Many public buildings, shops and houses 
have been pillaged and set on fire by.the 
mob.

The American embassy has received 
from Consul Greener at Viadivostock 
details of the outbreak which began 
Sunday afternoon, immediately after 
the departure of the Russian armored 
cruisers Gromboi and Rossia.

The people, who had gathered in great 
crowds in the streets, became excited by 
inflammatory speeches. Many soldiers 
and sailors were also in an angry mood, 
having expected to go home with the 
squadron. The mob began to break win­
dows and pillage and in the evening set 
fire to the theatre, the Golden Horn 
hotel, to several blocks of Chinese build­
ings in the northern part of the city and 
to the officers’ residences and other build­
ings in the eastern quarter.

Fires Burned All Night. Prince Louis of Battenberg Entertained 

One Thousand Guests on the Drake.Seventy
Troops were summoned to restore order 
and fired frequent volleys, killing many 
persons.

Just before the American consul tele­
graphed to-day the commandant of the 
fortress of Viadivostock, assisted by 
priests and leaders of the workmen’s or­
ganizations, addressed the mob, urging 
them to keep the peace, but the consul 
said he feared the entreaty to be in vain.

The information received by the Asso­
ciated Press goes to show, that though 
order was partially restored, a large part 
of the garrison stood firm, but the crisis 
has not been passed. Fears are ex­
pressed in admiralty and general staff 
circles that mob violence has flared again 
and that it will necessitate a further re­

Crushed to Death.

The Vancouver Shipmasters’ Associa­
tion has forwarded a petition' to Ottawa 
which briefly stated is given as follows: 
The shipmasters’ claim that the law un­
der which captains’ certificates are is­
sued to what might be called the tug­
boat class permits of conditions which 
are a positive menace to life and property 
on this coast and which must surely, 
sooner or later, end in disaster to some 
one if not speedily rectified. As the law 
now stands, captains’ papers are easy 
on this coast. Practically all that the 
applicant has to do, according to the 
petition, is to go before the examiner, 
pay his fee, filé a statement to the effect 
that he has been three years in the ser­
vice of some coasting steamer and pro­
duce a recommendation (which is almost 
invariably a letter from a mill or log­
ging company or some other large em­
ploying concern) to the effect that the 
bearer is, in the opinion of the writer, 
competent to handle a coastwise freight­
er or tug of less than 100 tons burthen. 
These formalities being complied with, 
and the inspector satisfying himself that 
the applicant can tell red from green 
lights, the papers usually follow as a 
matter of course.

When spoken to on the subject to-day 
Capt. Gaudin, the local agent of marine 
and fisheries, said that as examiner and 
as a subordinate, he did uot wish to ex­
press an opinion. He knew, however, 
that changes had been suggested to the 
chief examiner at Ottawa, and these 
were now under consideration, and he 
thought would become law at the be­
ginning of the new year.

The regulations now require “that a 
mate or master of a freight steamboat 
of 100 tons registered tonnage and un­
der or of a tugboat of any tonnage, must 
be able to read and to write legibly, fur­
nish evidence of ability and get good con­
duct papers; he must pass in colors; 
a mate must be nineteen years of age; 
a master must be twenty-one years of 
age; a candidate for a mate’s certificate 
must be able to produce satisfactory 
evidence of sobriety, experience, ability 
and general good conduct and furnish 
the name or names'of vessels in which 
he served as master or mate, as the case 
may be. previous to 1st ef1 January, 
1883; all candidates must pass the ex­
amination in colors.”

Of course for, a master’s certificate of 
a passenger steamer a candidate must 
have served time on a passenger steamer,

benefit of the poor man who may pos­
sibly invest all his capital in a small 
steamer, and take command of hér hjnl- 
self, not being able financially to em­
ploy a certificated master.

New York Nov. 16.—At least five per­
sons were burned to death in an Italian 
tenement house at 2217 East 23rd street 
early to-day. The house was six floors 
high and the sleeping tenants on the five 
upper floors were made prisoners by the 
flames, with the ground floor a raging 
furnace beneath them, Three of those 
who lost their lives wer.e. kneeling in pray­
er when the fire reached them. Within 
the first hour after the fire was control­
led the bodies of three women and two 
men had been taken from the stairways, 
between the second and third floors.

The police believe jti§e fire was started 
by an incendiary. :

It began In a heap of rubbish at the 
bottom of an dirslidïtand spread through 
the interior of a" gi'ocvry store on the 
ground floor.

A policeman was the first person to 
see the fire, just as it had begun to creep 
up the airshaft.. He ran into the build­
ing, pounding on the hall door all the 
way up to sixth floor to awaken the ten­
ants. The fire followed him so swiftly 
that when lie reached the top floor he was 
obliged to send the tenants through, the 
fire escapes to save .them from suffoca­
tion. Within a few moments more all 
the floors below the fire escapes were 
packed with persons whom the flames 
had cut off from escape by the interior 
stairways.

When the fire department arrived with 
ladders nearly everyone on the fire es­
capes were kneeling in prayer.

Adding to the pathos of the scene was 
the action of the men who stood with 
their arms full of personal possessions, 
while their wives fought unaided to pro­
tect their children front being trampled 
by tlie crowd or suffocated by smoke.

On tlie third stairway firemen found the 
bodies of two women and three men, who 
had evidently knelt 'together where they 
died. The dead are: Gtiiseppi Itaidazzo, 
Antonia Lorea, Cnlvatore Tiazzn, Santa 
Tinzzin and Antonio Sa la rade.

Washington.’ Nov. 15.—No boycott, no 
race feeling, but' a mere personal quarrel 
was the cause of the death of the five 
American Presbyterian missionaries re­
cently at Liencliow, China, according to 
tlie report made to-day to Secretary Root 
by Sir Chen Tnng Liang Chen, the Chi­
nese minister.

According to Dr. Marble, 
and liis investigations were shared ip by 
the American consul’s agent, the anti- 
American boycott had nothing to do 
with the tragedy. The trouble arose 
from the holding of a Chinese festival 
and fair.

As an incjdent to this fair the Chinese 
erected a pavilion or booth, which the 
missionaries claimed overlapped the 
mission hospital compound several feet. 
The missionaries expected the removal 
of that part, of the building, hut before 
this request could be complied with one 
of the missionaries went into, the pavilion 
grounds and seized a small cannon with 
which salutes were being fired as a part 
of the festival. , uese cannon were held 
to be sacred instruments by the Chinese.

With great deliberation and 
emphasis he said: “I a nr asked to say ex­
actly what I think about the situation, 
and I mean to say it. There is no use 
in having a leader unless you mean to 
follow. I speak here as your leader for 
the time being, and my advice is to forget 
differences which are outside of the prac­
tical politics of the hour. If you reject 
my advice, disaster will overtake 
cause.”

What­
ever the defects of character of 
Miss Agnes Deans Cameron may 
be, they are not the blemishes 
of weakness. Neither can there be any 
gainsaying the fact that she is one of the 
most efficient teachers in the province. 
Parents whose children have attended 
the schools under her charge have per­
sonal knowledge and will he ready to 
testify with convincing unaminity to 
that as a proposition which needs nb 

i demonstration. Being a person with 
very pronounced opinions and a certain 
capacity for setting forth her views in 
terse and vigorous • language, the prin­
cipal has made enemies in the ranks of 
those’ in authority. This fearlessness of 
character-^we might term it indisposition 
to complaisance—will be associated, right­
ly or wrongly, to some extent with the 
startling suddenness with which the act 
of decapitation was committed. The 
people of Victoria have a certain inter­
est in the efficiency of the schools they 
maintain. They will assuredly require 
more light than has yet been shed on 
the subject ere they acquiesce in a meas­
ure which must materially effect the 
standing of their free educational insti­
tutions.

The fact, that impresses us most forci­
bly in connection with this extremely 
controversial subject of examination pa­
pers is the difference of spirit exhibited 
by the Victoria and Vancouver authori­
ties in disposing of the matter. In Vic­
toria it was announced emphatically 
when the charges of Mr. Blair were 
made public that if they were found to 
be true in substance the principal held 
to be responsible must go. Of course 
other reasons will now be given for the 
act of dismissal, but the foregoing an­
nouncement will be borne in mind by the 
public. In Vancouver more than one 
school was charged with infringement of 
the rules. We believe it is no new- thing 
for the drawing expert to prefer such 
complaints. At the last meeting of the 
Vancouver Board of School Trustees, as 
published in the Vancouver News-Adver­
tiser, the management committee report­
ed that after having heard Mr. G. Tom, 
principal of Strathcona School, “it ex­
presses its confidence in him and feels 
that a number of his class were not 
guilty of using improper devices in the 
freehand and model drawing, and that 
these pupils were improperly condemn­
ed.” One of the trustees inquired whe­
ther the habit of sweeping condemnation 
was not characteristic of Mr. Blair, 
te which «nether replied that it was a 
safe way to condemn all pupils.

However, while there may be no doubt- 
that there Were irregularities,the question 
arises as to the extent of the principals' 
responsibility for the same. Why is it 
that the Vancouver board exoneaatee the 
principals of the schools in which the 
regulations were infringed, while the Vl<* 
toria Board summarily “makes an ex­
ample” of Miss Cameron Î

The only policy for Russia is one 
of recuperation, but that will not stay 
the march of events, which soon, he 
thinks, will demand the attention of the 
whole world. Among them is the prob­
lem of the Austrian succession. The 
only course open to the Czar, he argues, 
is the “maintenance in its integrity of the 
Franco-Russian alliance and the conclu­
sion of an entente with England.”

• * •

Sir Frederick Treeves, the eminent 
British physician, has been presenting 
ailments and diseases in a new light, 
which may be of considerable interest to 
the chronically afflicted. Sir Frederick 
addressed a society of northern philoso­
phers, but his speech had special signifi­
cance for ordinary folk. According to 
a cable dispatch he promulgated what ap­
peared to be a startling paradox, that 
disease, instead of being, as is generally 
supposed, malignant, is really benevolent. 
People have considered every symptom 
of disease noxious, and that it ought to 
be stamped out with relentless determina­
tion, but, according to Sir Frederick, the 
motive of disease is benevolent and pro­
tective. If it were not for disease, he 
said, the human race would soon be ex­
tinct. The lecturer took examples such as 
n wound and the supervening inflamma­
tion. which is a process of cure tp he 
imitated rather than hindered. ~ Peri­
tonitis, he said, was an operating sur­
geon’s best friend ; Without it every ex­
ample of appendicitis would be fatal. 
The phenomena of a cough and cold 
were in the. main1 manifestations of a 
cure. Without them a common cold 
might become fatal. The catarrh and 
persistent sneezing were practical 
means of dislodging bacteria from the 
nasal passage: and- the cough of remov­
ing the bacteria from the windpipe. 
Again, the whole of the manifestations 
of tuberculosis were expressions of un­
flagging efforts on. the part, of the body 
to oppose the progress of invading

DEALING WffH

HOW EARL GREY WOULD .
handle the Problem

Description of Scheme In Which His Ex­
cellency Is Interested Relating to 

the Liquor Traffic.

Any measure that tends towards tem­
perance is necessarily of vital interest to 
the citizens as individuals and to them 
collectively as municipalities, and the 
proposal of the Hon. Senator Beique to 
introduce legislation in Canada similar 
to the celebrated Public House Trust in 
Great Britain, makes the matter a prac­
tical one. In a recent issue, our con­
temporary the Municipal Journal and 
Engineer of New York, had an article on 
the subject, which was briefly referred 
to in the March jitimber.

That the association has been unusual­
ly successful is admitted, no movement 
having attained such proportions in the 
first three years of,its existence. That 
it is by far the most practical and busi­
ness-like scheme of its kind that has been 
thought out is admitted. That it does 
not meet the views of prohibitionists is 
i/so true.

Its aims are:
First The sale of only the very best 

liquor; second, that the managers shall 
have no1 interest in pushing the sale; and 
third, that the monopoly profits shall be 
devoted to public objects.

The achievement of these objects 
means a tremendous decrease in, if not 
the absolute stoppage of, drunkenness; a 
restriction of the growing influence of the 
liquor trade; a safe-guarding of indi­
vidual rights, and a general improvement 
in the fife of the community.

As the Public House Trust Associa­
tion owes its inception to His Excel­
lency, Lord Grey, the Governor-General, 
it has been possible to go to the fountain­
head for information on -toe subject.

The history of the Public House Trust 
movement in England commences with a 
visit of the Right Hon. Joseph Cham­
berlain to Scandinavia in 1877 for the 
purpose of studying the Gothenburg sys­
tem 01 controlling the liquor traffic, from 
which he returned greatly impressed 
with the benefits of that system. A bill 
was introduced into the House of-Com­
mons by him for the management of 
public houses, but the scheme of compen­
sation proposed for the expropriation of 
vested interests was considered imper­
fect and unfair. The Bishop of Chester 
afterwards introduced a measure in the 
House of Lords, but it was also wrecked 
on the rock of compensation. He then 
organized the People’s Refreshment 
House Association, and offered through 
the association to manage public houses 
belonging to private landowners on the 
trust principle.

In 1901, His Excellency. Lord Grey, 
having satisfied himself of the success of 
the limited experiment 6f the Bishop of 
Chester, proposed the ,bold.,pjg% of se­
curing all future licenses for trust 
pnnies which would maflage them in the 
interests of the community, and not for 
the personal gain of privileged individu­
als; or in other words to build a ring- 
fence round the existing licenses of Eng­
land and Wales. If this same" ring-fence 
had been commenced 30 or 40 years ago 
there would have been a very small 
liquor question existing in England to­
day.

Lord Grey did not sit still and wait 
for parliament to act. He just resolved 
to use the opportunities open to him 
der the existing law to establish an or­
ganization to which licensing authorities 
who had a regard for the interests of the 
people might entrust the management of 
the licensed houses which they 'might 
think fit.

bacteria.
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Accordingty a County Trust Company 
was formed, in every county but three 
in England, besides 18 .in Scotland and 

each in Ireland and Wales.
These county companies are formed on 

one plan, and that is: That the personal 
profit from the sale of liquor must be 
entirely eliminated; that not more than 
5 per cent, must be paid to the share­
holders on invested capital; and that all 
surplus profit must be devoted to public 
purposes, away from the place where the 
profit has been made (or over the whole 
county), but must not be given so as to 
reduce the taxes.

The trust has now 170 public houses 
in operation, and they are very success­
ful. The managers are paid a salary and 
a percentage on all non-alcoholic drinks 
and food and a bonus on good manage­
ment. The liquors supplied are of the 
best quality, and are bought, not manu­
factured by the trust, so that the manu­
facturers are not antagonized. The 
agers have no interest 
liquor, but have every inducement, in 
commission on sales and increased salary, 
to sell tea, coffee and temperance drinks. 
They are temperance advocates, instead 
of being enemies of law and order.

A notable example is seen in the county 
of Northumberland (His Excellency’s own 
county), where there was only one 
license house in a district of 11.000 peo­
ple. The license authorities refused to 
give a license because they Knew that it 
could be sold for $100,000 the day after, 
so valuable was it thought to be. The 
result of this refusal of the licensing au­
thorities to create licenses which were 
wanted to meet the legitimate require­
ments of the people was to produce a 
growth of private drinking clubs which 
were outside the control of the law, and 
were infinitely more demoralizing and in­
jurious than a well conducted public 
house under police supervision and 
tool. As soon as Lord vjrey’s trust 
pany wqs formed, the license commis- 

were glad to give them the li­
cense which was admittedly required in 
the interests of the public, because they 
knew that the special profits resulting 
from the monopoly value of the house 
woudl be secured to the public.

Another curious example of a public- 
owned public house is in a small mining 
town, Hill of Beath.in Fifeshire. Here the 
mine owners bought out the only public 
house, paying £5,000 for it, and turning 
it over to a committee of the miners; 
built a village club; made a fine bowling 
green, and paid for a trained nurse for 
the town.

The association was successful in hav­
ing a most important clause inserted in 
the Liquor Bill last yeir which forbids 
the granting of any new license unless

and bold manner in which the state lends 
them assistance wherever aid seems to 
be necessary-yis making the chief in­
roads upon markets that were at one 
time almost exclusive preserves of our 
Mother Country. These developments 
are the leading factors in the movement 
of which Premier Balfour, after years 
of hesitation, has at last boldly placed 
himself at the bead. As we have said, 
the Premier has set himself to a task of 
studendous difficulty. He must encoun­
ter the opposition not only of the Liberal 
party, but the bitter animosity of a very 
large section of the Conservative party, 
which will doubtless at once come forth 
and proclaim itself separate from the 
following of Balfour and: Chamberlain. 
The Liberal party wrill appeal with great 
effect to the working classes, asking 
them how they relish the prospect of the 
“dear loaf.” On the other hand, the 
Tories can point to the deep distress that 
now prevails in the land—a depression 
that is more pronounced than in any of 
the countries that are committed to and 
practice protection in its most pronounc­
ed form, and inquire whether under any 
fiscal system it would be possible for 
conditions to be worse than they are.

There is little doubt that the long-de­
ferred and long-expected dissolution of 
Parliament will now take place and that 
the most interesting political battle 
Within the memory of the present gen­
eration will immediately be joined. 
There is little doubt as to the outcome. 
The Conservatives expect to go down to 
defeat. But they realize that such 
would have been the outcome in any 
event, and Premier Balfour and his 
friend Mr. Chamberlain have probably 
côncluded that now is the most oppor­
tune time to take the great plunge, to 
commence the work . of educating the 
people and ultimately to effect the sal­
vation of the Empire, whose fate they 
evidently sincerely believe to be bound 
up in some form of fiscal union.

ALBERTA’S OFFENCE.

Now the problem is to explain how it 
happened in Alberta. The oracle pre­
dicted something different and had its 
predictions telegraphed to all the oppo­
sition journals throughout the country. 
The prospects of Leader Bennett anil 
his following were reported to be exceed­
ingly bright. Leader Bennett was buried 
beneath a great slide of ballots and all 
of his supporters save one or two were 
smothered at the same time. Now it 
must he demonstrated that the ballots 
were cast dishonestly. The great slip 
does not represent the honest and true 
opinion of the new province. The elec­
tors are either fools or knaves, or they 
would never have so treated the men 
who would have set them free. It is in­
conceivable that if left to form an inde­
pendent estimate of the merits of Conser- 
catism as opposed to Liberalism, of 
“adequate protection” as contrasted with 
the trade policy of the federal govern­
ment asia stimulant to the chief indus­
tries of the prairies, of the professions of 
Toryism at the present time when con­
fronted with the practises of Toryism in 
the past, of the Tarions issues which 
were intelligently placed before them In 
which the development of their magnifi­
cent heritage were bound up^-that if the 
federal powers had kept aloof from the 
first political contest in the Hew province 
—the people would have voted as 
they did. They must have been duped, 
that is certain, or the Rutherford gov­
ernment would never have been returned 
to power with practically the whole of 
the legislature behind it. And yet it is 
possible that the people of Alberta form­
ed a correct conception of the character 
of the opposition to the government. 
Possibly they detected the note of hypo­
crisy in the appeals to passion and preju­
dice and were determined to end forever 
in that part of the Dominion the 
career of the political demogogues. Un­
der the circumstances we are not sur­
prised at the vain imaginings of the To­
ronto News, whose mission for the revivi­
fication of the spirit of Toryism has been 
such a miserable failure, or for the splut­
tering wailings of the Victoria Colonist, 
whose hope for a Tory revival in the 
West have been so rudely blasted.

Let the organs forget Alberta and pre­
pare their minds for an impending shock 
in Saskatchewan also.

If the Tories are in a majority in Al­
berta, as we would suppose from the 
comments of opposition journals, they 
must be men of lax morals or feeble prin­
ciple to permit themselves to be either 
intimidated -by Grit eoercionists or 
bought for a price by Grit corruption­
ists. We subiqit again that it is not fair 
to cast such condemnatory reflections 
upon the Tory majority which is assumed 
to be merely awaiting a. fair opportunity 
to turn the enslaving rascals out of office. 
Wouldn’t it tend more to the building up 
of a Conservative party in the West, an 
organization which evidently at present 
exists merely on paper and in the minds 
of hopeful journalists, if it were frank­
ly confessed that Toryism in its present 
forms and manifestations is repugnant to 
the genius of the West? We advance 
this proposition as something worthy of 
the serious consideration of certain 
frenzied partizaas.

• • •
There is no thing as permanence 

in the relations of European nations, 
judging from the sleepless and restless 
activities of diplomatists. The masters 
of destiny are always inspiring 
movements and endeavoring to effect 
prospective combinations against the day 
when something untoward may occur. A 
Parisian newspaper recently published an 
article which attracted a good deal of 
attention in the realms of speculative de- 
plomaey. It was writen by a Russian, 
Elie de Cyon. who enjoyed the confidence 
of the late Czar Alexander III,, and con-
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nothing contained within the vast bounds 
of the political history of the country 
that is unknown to the intellect which 
prepared the case of British Columbia 
for better terms from the Dominion. We 
do not like to use harsh language, such 
as that the Colonist did when it made 
use of the expressions referred to above. 
We shall therefore cover our neighbor’s 
offence with the broad mantle àt charity 
and assume that it was seized with one 
of those spells of weakness or mental 
aberration to which we know from ex­
perience it is liable. The measure for 
the increase of the sessional indemnities 
and for the pensioning of ex-oabinef min­
isters was introduced on petition of the 
Houses of Parliament. How many 
members refrained from signing the 
round robin that was presented to t^e 
government we do not know, but we are 
sure neither the leader of the Conserva­
tive party nor any of his principal sup­
porters stood aloof from the movement. 
We have already published the speech 
of Mr. Borden, who followed Mr. Field­
ing in debating the question. The Con­
servative leader said he was thoroughly 
in accord with the principle embodied in 
the resolution. He had but one fault to 
find—that it hardly went far enough to 
meet his views. In order that there may 
be no excuse for further “bearing of 
false, witness," we call our contempor­
ary’s attention to a portion of its lead­
er’s remarks: “Whatever may be said 
of any other proposition that has been 
before the House to-day,” said Mr. R. 
L. Borden, “this proposition is not with­
out precedent in English-speaking coun­
tries. There is q provision at the pres­
ent time in Great Britain by which three 
classes of pensions for ex-ministers of 
the Crown are created, 
am greatly in accord with the principle 
of granting pensions to ministers of the 
Crown who have served for a certain 
period. The difficulty, as the Minister 
of Finance has pointed out, is to decide 
where the line should be drawn. You 
cannot be expected to give a pension to 
a man who has been in charge of a de­
partment for a few weeks or a few 
months. It seems to me that it is only 
by fixing a fair period of service that 
you will do approximate justice. I have 
thought a good deal over the suggestions 
of the administration, and have endeav­
ored to find some provision which will 
more nearly accord with my views of 
hoiw this matter ought to be worked out. 
But I am bound to say, after careful con­
sideration, that I do not know that I 
could propose anything which would be 
better or more in the Interest of the 
country than that which the government 
have now submitted. I did thing that a 
shorter term of service might be fixed 
and the number of pensions limited and 
left to the Governor in council or the 
Governor in council upon the recom­
mendation of a parliamentary commit­
tee; but, upon reflection and considera­
tion, I am inclined to think the proposi­
tion the government has brought down 
is better than anything I hare been able 
to work out. This proposai will nof do 
complete justice. It is impossible to 
do absolute and complete justice in every 
case. There are men who have served 
the country for a period of less than five 
years whom I would be very glad to see 
in receipt of recognition of this kind 
from the country, and there may be con­
siderations which could be applied 
against the proposals of the government, 
itowever, looking at the principle of the 
resolution, I believe it will commend 'it­
self to the greet majority of the people 
of the country.”

PREMIER BALFOUR’S PLUNGE.

The political atmosphere in Great Bri­
tain will now become real warm and the 
political discussions correspondingly in­
teresting. Premier Balfour has frankly 
confessed that as leader of the Conser­
vative party he is in favor of fiscal re­
form, thereby meaning apparently that 
henceforth he will advocate preferential 
trade within the empire and retaliation 
against the unfair competition to which 
British manufacturers have been sub­
jected from the manufacturers of foreign 
countries. The Premier irks thus set 
himself a huge task, from the aspect of 
the fiscal question that presents itself to 
those who have nc means of following 
the matter except through the discus­
sions in the newspapers. Great Britain 
has been exceedingly prosperous under 
unrestricted trade. She has made great 
progress. Her wealth has increased as­
tonishingly considering the comparative­
ly meagre extent of her natural re­
sources. Her advance has been ascribed 
with confidence by her leading men up 
to a very recent date to her fiscal sys­
tem. But no one can any longer close 
his eyes to the fact that other nations 
pursuing a policy altogether different 
have of late years progressed with longer 
strides relatively. From this it is rea­
soned that there were other causes than 
fiscal impediments at the root of the 
trouble that kept the countries which are 
now the chief manufacturing rivals of 
Britain so long in the background. They 
had not acquired the manufacturing arts. 
Their people did not apply themselves 
to manufacturing industries as the Brit­
ish did because the political conditions 
were unsettled. Whatever the causes of 
the mental attitude of indifference to 
the arts which are the foundation of na­
tional wealth and prosperity in the 
past, in the case of Germany and France 
they have now been entirely eliminated. 
These two countries of Europe and the 
United States of America are now push­
ing Great Britain hard in the race for 
commercial and industrial* supremacy. 
The United States, by reason of Its 
surpassed natural resources and the 
natural aptitude of its people—their 
great industry, intelligence and ingenu­
ity, supplemented by the unhesitating

“Finally Alex. Cruikshank, of Matsqui, 
got up and remarked that a rumor had 
reached Matsqni that it was proposed to 
close the river for fishing above West­
minster bridge. He lived 35 miles up the 
river and had been scut down to oppose 
this action, but if there was. nothing in 
the report there was no need for him to 
oppose it. Fishing and farming were 
closely allied in Matsqui district, as many 
would be unable to make a living off 
their ranch while clearing, etc., unless 
they could go in for fishing. About 200 
people owned their own boats and nets 
and fished in that section; tags and river 
boats took their catch down to the can­
neries, thus placing the market right at 
their own door. If the river was closed 
above Westminster bridge these men 
would either have to leave home or give 
pp fishing entirely. It would cause many 
to leave that section arid would hurt the 
country generally. As a colonizing agent 
he l«ad induced some 125 people to settle 
in the district; many of these had been 
persuaded to. come here to settle be­
cause of the opportunity the fishing the lender, Clement, 
wonkl afford them of making their living 
for themselvfes and their families till such 
time as their land was. Cleared, got into 
shape and able to sustain them. If it 
had not been for this inducement he 
would not have been Sble to persuade 
half the number to come and settle here.
Till last year they were allowed to fish 
10 miles above Mission bridge. Last 
year Mission bridge was made, the limit.
This was in the interests, of preserving 
the fisheries, he understood. It caused 
inconvenience to those'living above the 
bridge, and this year, he thought, 
several had come down below the bridge 
to fish as several camps bad been made 
along the river. He ftfei*ed keeping the 
river open to the head'of tide water.

“James Letff, of Wharnock, a fisher­
man of 16 years’ standing on the Fraser, 
next gave evidence. , had fished,,,up 
above the bridge for the last tljree years, 
and this past season beflieved he did bet­
ter above than he couldr-have below. One 
thing he' impressed upon* the commission 
was that nbove the bridge he had never, 
àeen à fish wasted. Th^.St. yiungo can­
nery gave them a limit and they fished to 
that limit, sifld did ntit Jwastè any. Be- 
Ibw the bridge ât Steveetou, eth, hh had 
seen thousands of fish wasted and many 
fish caught were also mutilated. Between 
Lmgley and Wharnock 
tween one and two hundred people living 
who fished. Last year (1904) he caught 
about 1,000 fish and this year 8.000. If 
the regulation requiring'the nets to be 
100 feet apart was enforced they wouldn't 
be able to fish at all; it was impossible 
to carry outs that regulation as things 
were on the Fraser; the'nets drifted also, 
and it would be difflcult to control them 
entirely. Speaking of various season’s 
catches, the prices ruling and the effect 
upon the fishermen, Mr. Leaf stated that 
one year he caught 11,000 fish, he bad 
spent his last dollar for his outfit and at 
the end of the season, after paying his 
boat puller, he fourid himself with $2 
cash. Four years later be bad caught 
3,000, and as regards pay it was one oi 
the best years he had had. The next 
year was aq off year, and the price was 
so low they had gone bn strike. He had 
eiperienced no trouble to market his 
catch this year, nor had any of his neigh­
bors; there had been no waste of fish 
above the bridge this year.

“Mr. Fletcher, of Wharnock, stated 
that 90 per cent, of the fishing found 
Wharnock was done by land owners 
there. This season he and some others 
in that vicinity had caught and salted 

Consequently the salmon and shipped them to Australia;
they had shippÿl about 1,500- fish. The 
business paid them.

“John Kendall." also an up-river fisher­
man and rancher, said that in order to 
regulate the fishing properly it should be 
taken out of the hands of both canners 
and fishermen. He "had had experience 
in fishing in P. I!J. I., Newfoundland- and 
other places, and knew of no place where 
the men had to stsrt work on Sunday in 
order to accommodate one class and pro­
vide them with fish with which to com­
mence operating their canneries nt 6 a.m. 
on Monday, IPlie fishermen Also needed 
more protection, the American canners 
paid 25c. per fish when only 10c. bonld 
be got here, btft there was a dnty on fish 
going into'the TTnlted Slates. As an old 
handler of - traps Ire stated that he be­
lieved traps exterminated the fish and 
caused the destruction of the fishing in­
dustry, as they destroyed so many im­
mature fish. If-

“Iteevè Blâinéy, off Port Haney muni­
cipality. presented a -resolution opposing 
the suggested closing of the river above 
Westminster bridge, as it would cause 
many small holdings to be abandoned.

DRUG COMPANY.ACTIVITY IN THE Output Will Probably Bè Increased at 
Early Date.

“The coal shipments of Nanaimo will 
soon reach their normal conditions once 
more, and the outlook is that with the 
increased output at Brechin aud with 
No. 1 in full blast the output before long 
will be very largely augmented,” $ays the 
Nanaimo Free Press.

“Collier Titania finished loading at 
Brechin on Sunday, and ou Monday sail­
ed for San Francisco, with a cargo of 
5.786 tons. The new machinery at Bre­
chin is working well, aud many people 
went there Sunday to see the operation 
of filling the Titania. The Tellus will 
be the next vessel to load, and is expect­
ed in port shortly.”

Organization of the Wholesale Dealers 
With a Capital of $6,000,000.

A dispatch from Ottawa says that the 
National Drug and Chemical Company of 
Canada has been incorporated, with a 
capital of $6,000,000, with head office at 
Montreal. The incorporators are: Alfred 
B. Evans, Charles Lyman, James W. Knox, 
Frederick fe. Lyman, W. S. Keny, T.' H. 
Wandle worth, of Montreal ; J. J. Evans, 
Liverpool, Eng.; F. C. Simpson, James B. 
Hattie, Halifax; James Matheson, London ; 

l Charles Tlnling, George Rutherford and 
W. C. Nebbltt, Hamilton; H. W. Barker, 
Charles F. Nevine, St. John, N. B.; T. M. 
Henderson, Victoria; William Henderson, 
Vancouver; Peter Lamont, Nelson, B. C.; 
D. W. Bole, William Walters Bole, Winni­
peg; W. S. Elliott and George H. C’ark- 
sou, Toronto.

The Incorporation of this company has 
been under consideration by the interests 
represented for some time. It comes as no 
surprise, therefore, that the consolidation 
of var’ous wholesale drug houses has been 
brought about. The subject has been 
from time to time freely discussed by the 
retail trade and various opinions have been 
expressed.

T. M. Henderson, of this city, one of 
those who enters the new corporation, when 
Interviewed with reference to the subject 

’to-day, said that there should be no cause 
for any alarm on the part of the retail 
dealers. The object of the consolidation 
was purely one of reducing expenses on. the 
part of the wholesalers represented.

The details of the scheme have not a1! 
been worked out. This will likely be done 
at a meeting*to be called for the purpose in 
the near future. There will be a division 
of territory, however, and Mr. Henderson's 
firm, represented by branches in Victoria 
and Vancouver, will be assigned British 
Columbia and the Yukon.

The other houses included in the com­
pany will in like manner be given a fair 
distribution of the territory. As all those 
included in the company have proportion­
ate shares in the $6,000,000 capitalization 
they will likewise share proportionately in 
the profits.

Mr. Henderson says there will be no dis­
turbing of the present arrangements In con­
nection with his house. The business will 
be carried on in both Victoria and Van­
couver as in the past.

J- S. DENNIS OUTLINESEXRERIMENTS HAVE PROPOSAL MADE ATA MINING OPERATOR THE LOCAI
THE COMPANY PLANPROVED SUCCESSFULBACK FROM INTERIOR MEETING LAST NIGHT

Mayor Barnard Thinks Relations Be­
tween V. & S. and the City Should' 

Be Considered.

Probably the most interesting“There-are hundreds of millions to be 
taken out of the Yukon country if men 
can only find means to obtain the gold.” 
said E. E. Blackwood, the local agent of 
the Northern Pacific railway, who re­
turned from the North a few weeks ago. 
Mr. Blackwood’s statement is based on 
the success of the big gold dredges which 
have been introduced into the country, 
and which in one instance has demon­
strated that these plants will revolution­
ize the mining operations of the Far 
North, paying even to a greater extent 
than the hydraulic works already tried.

In speaking to-day of mining operations 
in the North during the past season, Mr. 
Blackwood stated that two very large 
dredges have gone jnto the country this 
year. One, the Bear creek 
operated by a company behind 
Rothschild capital.
Bonanza Basin dredge, which is worked 
by Col. Williams and his associates. The 
Bear creek dredge was run about two 
months before the frost interfered with 
operations, and its average clean up for 
every 24 hours with two shifts of seven 
men each was $4,000. The expensive 
feature of the working of the dredge is 
of course the fuel, said Mr. "Blackwood, 
but if the Klondike Mines railway, which 
is now mixed up badily in litigation, is 
finished from Dawson to the Klondike 
river and the Tantalus coal mines, half 
way between White Horse and Dawson, 
am worked, the fuel problem will soon 
be solved. 'The coal could then bç 
handled at a comparatively low cost, and 
this would materially reduce the expense 
of working the dredges. At present the 
wood in the Yukon country is becoming 
very scarce.

The Bonanza creek dredge was finished 
too late to be operated this year, but in 
the early spring will commence opera­
tion it the .foot of the Klondike bridge, 
which is really in Dawson, and will work 
the ground from there to where the Bo­
nanza comes into the Yukon. The com­
pany owning the machine claim that they 
have ground sufficient to keep it going for 
64 years, and one can estimate from this, 
said Mr. Blackwood, what an enormous 
proposition this dredger business in the 
Yukon will soon become. On account of 
the success of the Bear creek dredge 
three more have been ordered for the 
coming year, and it is expected that in 
time there will be 25 dredges working 
in the Yukon country.

The dredges cost big money to build. 
The Bear creek machine cost $250,000 
aud the Bonanza machine $150.000. but 
this big expenditure is soon made up by 
the economical working of the dredges 
and by the enormous amount of ground 
which they can go over in the course of 
a season. The dredges are built oh the 
bucket principle. Each bucket weighs 
1,700 pounds, and is made of Harveyized 
steel. As they dip into the, river bed they 
scoop np a big quantity of gravel. This 
is erupted into what is called the “griz- 
zler,” which simply separates the course 
from the fine gravel. In this process the 
valuable portion is preserved, and is then 
handled through the sluice boxes with 
quick silver as a means to collect the 
gold. The great advantage of the dredges 
is that they can work in very little water.

Mr. Blackwood reports that during the 
past year the White Pass & Yukon Rail­
way Company handled 35.000 tons of 
freight, which is about 3,000 tons more 
than was carried over their system last 

This is no doubt due, said Mr.

As predicted by the Times, the C. P. 
R. have decided to take action towards 
the protection of game upon the belt of 
land acquired by them with the E. & 
N. railway.

This decisiou was announced Tuesday 
by J. S. Dennis, land commissioner for 
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company, 
during a conference with Bryan Wil­
liams, provincial game warden; the sec­
retary and other officials of the Victoria 
Game Club. Mr. Dennis stated that he 
had brought the matter to the attention 
of Sir Thomas Shaughuessy and the di­
rectors 'and had been mstructetd to take 
the necessary steps for the preservation 
of the sport now enjoyed on the lands 
in question. It was his intention to 
start in a small Way, appointing a per­
manent warden immediately to cover the 
district between Victoria and Nanaimo, 
augmenting the constabulary staff duritig 
the breeding season, just before the open 
season, aud at any other periods during 
which more than one man might be con­
sidered necessary.

The conference referred to was held 
yesterday afternoon at the Driard hotel, 
and was called at the personal request 
of Mr. Deunis, In opening the proceed­
ings the latter explained the situation in 
detail. He said the C. P. R. had de­
cided to take up the question of game 
preservation at once and he wanted sug­
gestions from those present as to the 
most effective method to adopt Under 
any circumstances he was determined 
that the game should have the fullest 
possible protection and that nothing 
would be left undone in the endeavor to 
prevent any illegal shooting upon lands 
controlled by the C. P. R. The presi­
dent and directors of the company real­
ized that the game was one Of their 
greatest assets, and, naturally, could be 
depended upon to take all steps neces­
sary to prevent its extermination. When 
the sport which Vancouver Island offer­
ed to sportsmen became more generally 
known he was convinced that it would 
be a resort of international reputation. 
Under the existing conditions the game 
vyas a source of revenue not to be des­
pised, the large number of sportsmen 
leaving Victoria and Nanaimo on Satur­
days to spend Sunday in the woods war­
ranting a reasonable expenditure for the 
protection of the game.

Following this statement there was 
some discussion, many suggestions being 
offered, all of which Mr. Dennis prom­
ised to take into consideration. He ex­
plained, however, that it was not his 
intention to start in by appointing a 
large staff of wardens. What was want­
ed was a system which would allow an 
increase in the number of wardens dur­
ing the seasons when they were most re­
quired, with, perhaps, one man who 
could be on the ground constantly, thus 
ensuring the protection of game the 
whole year round.

Such a çlan was finally decided upon, 
Mr. Dennis stating that he would ap­
point a permanent warden to cover the 
district between Victoria and Nanaimo. 
That official would have power to secure 
necessary assistance during the breeding 
season, the months of April and May, 
and just before the opening of the shoot­
ing season. These men, he said, would 
be placed under the direct supervision of 
the provincial game warden, Bryan Wil­
liams, as he believed in systematizing 
matters, and avoiding any possibility of 
unfortunate collisions, by placing game 
protection generally under one efficient 
head. He added, in conclusion, that the 
government had promised to give those 
appointed by the C. P. R. the same pow­
ers as exercised by their own appointees; 
that is, that they would be able to arrest 
and prosecute all those discovered violat­
ing the provisions of the British Colum­
bia Game Act.

Mr. Williams accepted the supervision 
of the C. P. R. staff after some deliber­
ation. He pointed out that his time was 
pretty fully occupied, but he agreed that 
more satisfactory results might be ob­
tained if, instead of the establishment of 
two distinct systems, that of the govern­
ment and the railway company co-oper­
ated in the endeavor to prevent the fre­
quent infractions of the act which had 
occurred during past years and were 
known still to be more or less generally 
practiced.

Another point brought up by Mr. Den­
nis was the conversion of the E. & N. 
land belt into an organized district un­
der the act. He explained that now it 
was possible for anyone with a miner's 
license to slaughter game of any kind 
in any quantity throughout sections 
which had not been municipalized.

The firm of Moore & Whittington has 
within the past year been making Import­
ant extensions to their business. For many 
years they have been among the largest 
contractors In the building Une in the 
city, and with that have combined a 
planing factory which has given steady 
employment to a considerable body of men.

More recently the Arm went Into the 
sawmill business on Vancouver Island, and 
after operating with a portable mill at 
Colwood they removed It to Victoria, while 
a well equipped mill on Pleasant street was 
built. This has been in full operation for 
some time. Up to the present time the 
supply of logs has been purchased from the 
loggers. The Arm recently decided to alter 
this system, and will in future cut their 
own timber. The first boom cut by tnem- 
selvee Is expected to be received from the 
Goldstream district next week. Moore & 
Whittington have purchased the timber as 
It stands and employ loggers to cut it. 
The booms are then made up and brought 
direct to the mills In Victoria.

The mill on Pleasant street has a capa­
city of 20,000 feet a day. This Is, of course, 
far In excess of the needs of the firm In 
their own work and the local demands. 
The excess will be shipped by carload lots 
to the Northwest.

At the factory on Yates street improve­
ments have also been made. In addition 
to the regular trade, the firm Is also mak­
ing a specialty of certain new branches. 
Among other things the firm Is making a 
specialty of the manufacture of step lad­
ders. There has formerly been an importa­
tion of these from the East for the local 
trade. The firm Is now manufacturing 
these on quite an extensive scale for the 
wholesale trade. They are making what 
Is proving a most superior article from 
spruce wood.

The firm now employs about fifty men in 
the various departments of their works. 
The greater part of these men find em­
ployment during the whole year, and In 
the busy season In the summer extra men 
are taken on. The firm Is thus playing an 
important factor in the Industrial life of 
the city.

The Cassiar is an immense tract of 
country rich in mineral and abounding 
in big game of all varieties, enthusias­
tically stated E. B. Hart, who ar­
rived from that section ou Tuesday. 
He added that the prospecting done so 
far, figuratively speaking, merely am­
ounted to the scratching of the surface 
and that future development woud dis­
cover! hidden wealth as yet undreamt 
of. Mr. Hart has taken a prominent 
part in the mining operations of the 
Dease river district for the past several 
months, having gone into the interior 
over the ice last February, a journey 
which he describes as trying and very 
tedious. He announces that the various 
hydraulic companies, which have worked 
throughout the summer, report satisfac­
tory results. What the total clean-up 
was is not generally known, the direct­
ors of fhe various concerns preferring to 
keep such matters secret.

Three large companies, Mr. Hart says, 
have operated and propose continuing 
next year, the Berry Creek Mining Com­
pany, the Rosella Creek Mining Com­
pany and a dredging concern located on 
McDame creek. The former, it is under­
stood, made quite a large clean-up, their 
plant having been in thorough repair at 
the first of the season, thus enabling 
them to continue work without interrup­
tion. With the latter, however, the con­
ditions were different, 
company’s plant was not ready and 
siderable time was consumed in prepar­
ing if, while the same unfortunate cir­
cumstance prevented the dredging 
pany from doing as much as its manage­
ment would have liked. However, both 
Mr. Hart says, are determined to pursue 
an aggressive policy next season and the 
district is expected to be much more 
active than has heretofore been the case.

Discussing the relative richness of the 
various creeks, Mr. Hart expressed the 
opinion that the yield of gold from 
Dease and Thibert creeks was larger 
than from claims located on other water­
ways. He looked forward to the open­
ing up of several new properties with 
the advent of the forthcoming spring, 
one of which .would be supported by Vic­
toria capital and have for its site a pro­
perty reported to be rich in yellow me­
tal, on Dease creek. It, of course, 
would be a hydraulic proposition, and 
he believed would prove a profitable un­
dertaking. Other locations were being 
taken up and within a few years Mr. 
Hart predicted that the district will be 
the scene of a thriving mining camp.

Mr. Hart', continuing, mentioned that 
individual miners were making good pay 
taking out from $5 to $6 a day from 
claims on the different, creeks and from 
the bars of the Liard river, which were 
reported to bear gold for miles in each 
direction from the Dease creek hydrau­
lic properties. He points out that, while 
in former years prospectors purposely 
overlooked these because of the cost con­
sumed in their operation and looked for 
the claims giving from $8 to $10 a day, 
they could not work the lower grade 
claims with almost equal profit. There­
fore the miners were gathering in larger 
numbers every year and the news of 
their success bringing more and more 
Individuals with a small working capital 
into the country.

The transportation problem, in Mr. 
Hart’s opinion, is one which should re­
ceive immediate attention, not only in 
the interests of those directly interested 
in the district but for the benelt of the 
entire country.' He contends that the 
whole province would receive an im­
petus if it were properly opened, and the 
charges upon freight* reduced to a rea­
sonable figure. “At the present time,” 
he stated, “we are at the mercy of the 
Hudson’s Bay Company, whose pack 
train leaves Telegraph creek at regular 
intervals carrying goods at a rate of 
about 8 cents a pound. ” He added that 
if the original Mackenzie & Mann 
scheme had been carried through it 
would have meant everything to Cassiar 
and thaf a wonderful development might 
have been expected throughout the coun­
try. The failure of the proposal had 
the opposite effect and gave the district 
a decided set-back. Now, however, 
things were beginning to look np again I 
and the mining companies, miners and 
others interested intended trying to in­
duce tie government to ' construct a 
wagon road from Telegraph to Deace 
creek. This, Mr. Hart says, is a dis­
tance of about seventy miles, and would 
materially facilitate the transportation 
difficulty.

Mr. Hart is particularly enthusiastic 
over the possibilities of Cassiar from the 

• standpoint of a sportsman. He says 
that caribou, moose, bear and goats are 
to be found in quantities and that fre­
quently parties of wealthy Englishmen 
and Americans headed by Indian guides 
may be met with in the desert wilds 
looking for these varieties of big game. 
“And,” Mr. Hart says, “they always 
meet with success.” In one case a 
disciple of Nimrod bad the privilege of 
seeing no less than 180 caribou in one 
herd, all quietly enjoying the pasture, 
and so tame that the appearance of 
white men only prompted their curiosity. 
The reputation of the Cassiar as a 
sportsman’s paradise, Mr. Hart con­
cluded, was only beginning to become 
known, and the number of visitors con­
sequently was steadily increasing. As 
these hunters are generally wealthy and 
think nothing of spending any quantity 
of money as long as they succeed in get­
ting good sport, Mr. Hart contends that 
this is another reason why access to that 
part of the interior should be im­
proved by the expenditure of the money 
necessary for the construction of a 
wagon-way.

Mr. Hart is registered at the Vernon 
hotel.

Municipal Work Is Now Mostly Routine 
—Election Prospects.
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This is near the fag end of the muni­
cipal year and the civiç appropriations 
are devoted principally to maintenance 
and similar routine. When the annual 
record is unrolled it will be found that a 
very comprehensive programme of im­
provements has been carried out. Fea­
tures among these were the laying of per­
manent sidewalks, street paving and 
sewerage work. There are now very few 
plank walks to be seen in the business 
centre or contiguous sections, and the 
city has been greatly improved in conse­
quence of the operations. The city engi­
neer estimates that about eight miles of 
permanent sidewalks were constructed 
during the year, representing a cost ap­
proximating sixty thousand or seventy 
thousand dollars. The vitally important 
work of sewer extension has received 
much attention, and it is still being car­
ried on. The city has a considerable sum 
of mqpey available for the purpose, con­
sisting of the unexpended remnant of the 
old loan and the proceeds of the one that 
was floated more recently. At present 
corporation workmen are employed in 
extending the mains in the vicinity of 
Ross Bay. It is hardly likely that even 
with the finances at hand the city will 
be able to complete its plan, but next 
year may see the finishing touches.

It "s nearly time prospective candidates 
for municipal honors girded up their loins 
and began those delicate little reconnais­
sances which may be accepted as the pre­
cursors of greater activity. A couple of 
weeks ago the Times whispered the 
names of some of the mayoralty candi­
dates. and so far the list remains un­
changed. A close observer, a student of 
human nature, might be able to select in­
tending candidates among the present 
board by the nature of their activity in 
the council chamber at this season. As 
to outsiders it is well known that' one 
aspirant has instituted a preliminary can­
vas among his friends, and hopes to de­
velop considerable strength in South 
Ward by the time election day arrives.

Then there is the school board. The 
election in this quarter promises to be 
unusually interesting, unless present in^ 
dications are off the mark. Four of the 
trustees. Chairman Boggs. Mrs. Jenkins, 
Mr. Mowat and Mr. Lewis, will vacate 
their seats, but wjiether they will be in 
the running agarif it is too early to pre­
dict.

con- REMOVED OBSTRUCTIONS.

Efforts of Hans Helgesen In Interests of 
Salmon Industry.eom-

Hans Helgesen, Dominion fisheries over­
seer In the northern parts of the province, 
returned Monday night on the Venture. He 
will spend the winter at his home in Met- 
chosin, proceeding north again in the spring 
to resume his labors. Mr. Helgesen has 
had a pretty busy season, an official ac­
count of which will be forwarded by him to 
the proper authorities. Although his head­
quarters are at Hazelton, he has a wide 
territory to cover. Last summer he took 
out two barricades at the foot of Bablne 
lake, at the head of the river. These had 
been built by the. Indians and greatly ob­
structed the progress of the salmon to 
their natural spawning grounds, 
dealings with, the aborigines were conduct­
ed In the most amicable manner and the 
frietidly feeling existing between them and 
the authorities fortunately remains. Mr. 
Helgesen describes the spawning grounds 
on the rivers Tatcha, Tiltlteha and Fifteen 
Mile, which flow into the west shore of 
Lake Bablne, as wholly inadequate. The 
salmon are literally destroying themselves 
owing to their congestion below the falls. 
At the falls they are killing themselves by 
the hundreds by Jumping against the 
precipices, presenting a truly pitiful sight.

Mr. Helgesen inspected1 these obstructions 
—the 'falls—and reported on :he probable 
cost of their removal to a sufficient extent 
to enable the fish to pass up. The rivers 
along Bablne lake he described as crowded 
with salmon in consequence of his re­
moval of the barricades raised by the In­
dians. In his efforts on behalf of the sal­
mon industry, Mr. Helgesen has had the 
co-operation of the Coast cannera, who 
gave him gratis for distribution among 
the Bablne Indians some sockeye web net­
ting. The second week In September he 
visited the tribe and1 found that they had 
been very successful, having secured 
ample fish to supply their wants. Before 
coming down Mr. Helgesen explored the 
Copper river, which flows Into the Skeena 
three miles below the Kitsllas Canyon, and 
found several obstructions there which are 
a'eo to be reported upon.

He speaks very highly of the Bulkley val­
ley, in which he says there are large areas 
of the finest kind of agricultural land. 
Most of the settlers this summer went In 
by way of Bella Coola owing to the with­
drawal of a eteamer service from the 
Skeena. In' regard to mineral resources, 
he said he had seen splendid samples of 
copper and gold taken from the Copper and 
Telkwa rivers.

Table Has Been Prepared Giving Data 
on Halibut and Cod Banks.

His
"A table of the fishing banks in the 

North Pacific ocean, reprinted from the 
Pilot Chart for the month of December 
of the present year, has been issued, giv- , 
ing complete data relating pratieularly 
to the halibut and cod fisheries,” says the 
Seattle Potst-Intelligencer.

“By this chart it. is shbwn that codfish 
and small halibut are abundant where 
the bottom is either black sand aud 
gravel or gray sand, gravel and broken 
shells, the latter predominating on the 
principal cod banks. The depth of water 
on these banks ranges from as low as 
eleven fathoms to as high as ninety 
fathoms, no apparent difference being re­
corded on account of the depth of water.

“The principal banks for cod fishing re­
corded in the chart are in the Northern 
waters. Slime bank, in Behring Sea, 
named from an intermediate zone of jelly 
fish which cover fishing lines and bait 
with slime; Baird bank, northeast of 
Kadiak island, are the largest banks 
where codfish and small halibut are num­
erous and red rock fish fairly abundant.
Slime bank covers an area of 1,445 
square miles, and the depth of water is 
from twenty to fifty fathoms. The bot­
tom is black sand and gravel. Baird 
bank is the largest given in the chart. It 
covers 9,200 square miles, end the depth 
of the water is recorded as from eleven 
to fifty-three fathoms. The bottom is 
gray sand, black sand and gravel. Port- 
lock bank has 6.800 square miles, with a 
depth of water ranging from thirty-seven 
to sixty-seven fathoms, and a bottom of 
gray sand, travel and broken shells. An­
other one of the larger banks and where 
the greatest depth of water is given is 
Albatross bank, southeast of Kadiak isl­
and. While this bank has not Iwen as 
fully investigated as the others, cod, 
small halibut and red rock fish are said 
to be fairly plentiful. The bank extends 
over 3,700 square miles, and the depth 
of water ranges from twenty-seven to 
ninety fathoms.

"Northwest of Vancouver island is an­
other large bank Where cod, halibut and 
red cod fish are taken in large numbers.
This is one of the easiest banks to fish.
The water is charted at forty-four 
fathoms, and the season is from March 
to September. The area of this bank is 
given as 2,000 to 3,000 square miles, with 
a bottom of sand and gravel.

“Flattery bank, off Cape Flattery, Is 
an excellent ground for halibut, but the 
other fish are not found in such numbers 
as on the other banks charted. The bank 
covers an area of 1,100 square miles, but 
the best fishing is about eleven miles 
northwest from Cape Flattery lighthouse 
and covering an area of about thirty-five 
square mile*.

“The chart gives Willap a bank, off 
Grays harbor. Wash., as fairly abundant 
for halibut, black cod and red rock fish, 
but states that this bank has not been 
fully tested. It covers an area of 110 
square miles, with a depth of water of 
from forty-two to ninety fathoms, with 
a bottom of rocks, gray sand and mud.

“The chart gives only two mackerel 
banks, and these have not been thorough­
ly tested, one is near Attn island and the 
other around Otka island. The depth 
of water or size of the banks is not given, 
and the statement is simply that mack­
erel are known to inhabit these two sec­
tions in fairly large quantities. one should see.

Report Published Dealing With the Pro­
duction of Petroleum in the North.

In its report of the production of petro­
leum in 1904 the geological survey dis­
cusses at some length the recent develop­
ments in Alaska, says a Washington cor­
respondent.

I Selling Wright’s Estate.
An echo of the tragric existence of the 

erstwhile millionaire, Mr. Whitaker 
Wright, was heard this week, when by 
order of the Court of Chancery the 
Vv right estate of Lea Park, in. Surrey, 
was offered for sale by public auction. 
Land speculators from all parts were at­
tracted, for it is doubtful if even great 
ducal palaces have had spent on them 
such vast sums in artificial adornment 
as Lea Park. For instance, the stabling 
alone cost over £25,000, and something 
like £35,000 was expended on the wall 
which encloses the park-like domain of 
about 400 acres. The mansion has an 
oak ballroom, which is probably without 
eqwal in any private residence in Eng­
land, and the luxuries of the place even 
run to the extreme of having a sub­
merged room in the centre of a lake. 
But for all this the persuasive eloquence 
of a famous auctioneer’could liot get a 
bid above £35,000, at which sum the 
mansion and grounds were withdrawn, 
although several lots of agricultural and 
building land lying around the domain 
fetched an aggregate of over £70,000.

New Education Scheme.
At a meeting ^presided over by the 

Lord Major and held at the Mansion 
House, of the Imperial Service College 
Trust, which exists for the extension of 
educational facilities for the son* and 
descendants of military officers and 
members of the higher civil services, the 
Colonial Education Scheme received en­
thusiastic support. Sir Wdlliam White 
expressed the opinion that if by any 
means the scheme was given strength, 
it would be little short of revolution, in 
the secondary education of the country.
