THE YOUKON!

MR. CARL KELLY ON THE
KLONDYKE |

He speaks fr_om three years'
experience in-the Country |

HOW TO GET THERE.

Disti-ces Between Principal Points
and Cost.

MODES OF TRAVEL.

Mr. Carl Kelly—son of the late Hon.
W. M. Kelly who was a representative
of Northumberland and Chief Commis-
sivner of Public Works of New Brunswick
from April 1869 to May 1878—-has been
in Chatham several days renewing
acquaiutance with many who knew him
only as a listle boy, when the family left
here' sev or- eight: years ago.
Mr. Kelly rauks as one of the first Cana-
dians to go through to Klondyke by way
of Juneau, Lyne Canal, Chilkoot Pass
and Lake Bennett. As he made the trip
on three occasions, returning to Victoria,
B. C. each winter, his experiences and
observations are of interest at the present
time, when so many eyes are turned
towards the new KEidorado, and so many
from all quaiters are hastening to it in
the hope of euriching themselves.

We had quite a long interview .on the
sabject of the Klondyke, the ways of
getting there, the distances to be
travelled, the.modes of conveyance and
the experiences to be mat with en route,
the substance of which is as follows:—

One who sets out from Chatham for
the Klondyke must travel 2,000 miles by
C. P. R. to Victoria B. C., 837 by
steamer from Victoria to Juneau and
863 miles from Juneau to Klondyke, or
Dawson C:ty, or a total of 3,700 miles
from Chatham. It is, however, the last
863 miles uf the journey—from Juneau
to Klondyke—that is the most interesting
to intending travellers thitherwards, for
the trips by railway and steamer, of
2,837 miles, are similar to other trips of
the kind everywhere and, therefore, it is
not necetsary to describe them.

Mr. Kelly does not think the route he
himself travelled in hia three visits to
Klondyke the best that can be taken, but
prefers another, to which we will refer
again. -He says, however, that it is the
fashion at present to take the route via
Juneau, and besupposes il will so con-
tinue for a year at least.

He advises prospective miners not t»
purchase their outfit, such as picks, pans,
ete., until tkey get to Juneau, as the
dealers there best understand what is
necessary, and they furnish it at moder-
ate cost—say $40 for the outfit, inclading
rubber boots, etc. Provisions, he says,
can also be got atJuneau to take them
through to the ‘pext point. The cost of
tr ting provisions makes it ry
to have them in a¥eondensed and portable
furm as possible, and it is therefore bast
to buy them from the Alaska Trading
Company at Circle City, which is in
United States territory. The young man
who goes to Klondyke by this route, over
the Chilkoot Pass, wiil ind his closhing
and pork, bacon, vatmeal and compressed
tea enough to take along with him. If
he carries them himself, he will have to
make two or three trips over the most
difficult and dangerous part of the Pass.
He will find that about 15 or 20 1bs is

s 1

blanket and personal ‘‘grub” will weigh
that. ‘He is obliged, as a rule, to engage
a regular Indian carrier, who can take
50 Ibs. but the average is not more than
that and the Indian’s wages is $5 a day.

The flrst stage of the journey, is from
Juneau to Chilcot, 80 miles, which is
made by a small screw steamer to head
of Lyne Canal, where the mouth of
the Chileot river 13 entered. From
that point transportation is by Siwash
(Indian) boats or canves, which are built
somewhat like our dug-outs, but more
symetrical in form and better finished.
They are large, and will carry 3,000 lbs
and upwards and sre good for say forty
men. These take the trave'ler up to
Dyea; which i 26 wiles from Chilkot, or
106 miles from Juneau. Here is the foot
of the mountains, and the end of civili-
zation. Beyond is the much-talked-of
Chilkoot Pass, to the summ't of which
the distance is 9 m’] [.seows only a
short bit of travel in so long a journey,
but iiis the most trying part of the
route to accowplish. 1t is practically a
climb. Itis not correctly speaking a
pase, for it is 80 uearly perpendicular in
some places that one keeps his balunce
with difficulty, as he cautiously picks his
way acound projections of ice, having
meagre foot-holds, a slip from oune of
which, or a misstep would send him
down perhaps to destruction. Before the
summit is reached, the route is through
perpetual ice and snow, and at the sum-
mit, the scene and atmosphere are de-
lightful.

Mr. Kelly speaks thus of the journey
only in late Ap~1l or May, when, he says,
the temperature on the summit of Chil-
koot monntain is like that of our sum-
1aer, although, underfoot, the snow lies
deep, upon deeper ice, and the travel-
ling is, therefure, very fatigning. Oace
the summit is reached, however, the way
seems comparatively easy after the labori-
ous nine-mile climb from Dyea and "one
goes downward 14 miles to the head of
Lake Bennett. The time for the journey
from Juneau to the head of Lake Bennett
is three days, so that, after all, the
dreaded Chilkoot Pass is got over by an
actual expenditure of say $15 for the
carrier with his 50 pound load, and the
personal fatigue of the traveller with his
banket and personal ‘‘grub.” If one
wants more than 50 Ibs. carried over, he
has only to add to his expense account
fifteen dollars for every fifty pounds
which he may wish to have conveyed fromn
Dyea to the head of Bennett Lake, where
he must, vecessarily, stay for several days
/for, here, he prepares for his trip of 734
ymiles down to Klondyke or Dawson city,
The charge from a ‘‘wade and wallow”
through the ice, suow and slush which
characterise the route over the Pass in
the early summer season, tu the compara-
tively easy work involved in the down
river run is restful,even in contemplation.
Here, however, at the head of Lake Ber-
nett, voyagers must build or buy their
boats in which to go to Klondyke. There
iss small saw mill where white pine

ali he can get along safely with and his

other necessaries for boat building may
te had at proportionate rates.

Mr. Kelly says the descent of the river is
easy going,with exception of White Horse
rapids, 100 miles from the head of Lake
Bennett, and Five Finger Rapide. These
are overcome by portages, and there are
several other shorter poriages made by
those who are mnot expert boatmen. All
the rapids however may be run if one
has experience and good luck, althiongh
even the best qualified boatmen have, at
times, come to grief and lost their own
and others’ belongings, and, sometimes,
their lives.
risks of this kind for it is hard to replace
lost outfits and provisious after leaving
Lake Benneit. After the rapids are
passed, there is over 400 miles of easy
river sailing, The boats used are similar
to the skiffs on the Mirawmichi which
accompauy river-drivers—sharp and high
ateach end, and having a wide bottom
and flaring sides.

. The time from Juneau to Klondyke,
orDawson City, including that required
for 'building a boat at the head of Lake
Bennett, is about 33 days. “‘This is the
route I went over myse!lf,” Mr. Kelly
says, ‘‘but I do not advocate it for others.
It is the mosat popular, but wi'l not con-
tinue to be so very long, for Canadians at
least. That known as the Mackenszie
River route is easier in everyway and less
expensive.” The intending Klondyker
travelling second class, can take teain for
Edmunton on the C. P. R., from any
part of New Brunswick, his ticket costing
him about $48 or $50. At Elmuaston
all necessary supplies can be bought at
very reasonable -rates, or from the Hud-
son Bay Company’s people at their posts
along the route beyond Edmunton, the
latter being the cheapest method.

The distance from Edmonton to the
Yukon is about 1300 miles. The route is
entirely covered by conveyances of sowme
sort—such as tram-cars, canoes, or steam-
ers on the larger lakes, all owned by the
Hudson Bay company and established for
years.

Three hundred miles beyond Edmon-
ton, the Mackenzie river is reached and
it togéther with the Scewart River,
furnishes a continuons water way to the
Yukon, with exception of a few cuts ever-
land by trams. Mr. Kelly says that less
than $200 will take a New Brunswicker
from his home to Klondyke by the
Mackenzie River route, and give him a
fortnight’s ‘‘grub stake” therc, or enough
to eat for that time, while he is getting to
work. A man should, houwever, have
say $500 to start from home with. Then
he can buy'a washing and get a start
which will ensure him success.

Mr. Kelly says he went into the Klon-
dyke region about seven years ago with
Mr. Ogilvie, who was sent by the Domin-
ion Government to find the Lest Pass over
the monntains from the coast, so asto
avoid the long trip by way of the Yukon
River. His three trips over the Chilkoot
with Mr. Ogilvie gave him special know-
ledge of its merits, and he says it is not
practicable. Of the winter thers he says
it is very severe. The tomperature gets
as low as 70 below zero, and to be at all
comfortable during that perioi, a man
must be specially prepared for it.

Regarding his present employment,
Mr. Kelly is located at Rossland where
he is conaectsd with Col. W. W. Tarner,
president of the Lo Roi a.d Fouarteen
Consolidated go!d mines, He has been
doing some syndicating in (anzda during
the past summer, and whls he has great
faith in the Klondyke he canuot but ba-
lieve that Rossland is still the best place
fora man with a few dollars. He is, in
fact, very enthusiastic over :t. Speaking
of Rossland C.ty he says : ‘‘What do you
think of a town which, legs than three
three years ago, was composed of sixty
tents and 300 men, far remo'e from civili-
zat'on, where it cost $2 to get a letter in,
and which, today Lasa popalation of
7,600, fine brick hotels, opeia h»ouses,
electric lighting and water works, two
railways completed and one third of the
famous Crow’s N:st Passrailway under
construction ? Surely we are juvatified in
claiming that we have the smartest Little
city of its size on the continent, with ua-
limited prespects !

Mr. Kellg has his wife, one child and
its nurse - with him, and. aopears to enjoy
the world and rank with the optimists,
as there seems to be every reason for his
doing.

The Slump in Deals.

The London Timber Tiales Journal of
28th Aug, saysin its Liverpool report :—
““We have heard wore hard language
this week aboutthe slump in the spruce
deal trade than has been our misfortune
to listen to for some years. And this too
has not been from the unfortunate im-
porters who made their contracts early in
the year, but it has been from shippers
themselves who produce only a moderate
supply of these goods, and who suddenly
find themselves in the unpleasant position
of dropping something like a pound a
standard upon the few cargoes they have
to market. At the same time it does not
follow that the first importers do not feel
their grievaunce very acutely ; doubtless
they do so, bus their resentment is for
the wmeantime smothered. That the
shippera should have filled them up at
the high prices ruling at the commence-
ment of the season, and thenswamped
the wmarket by consignment cargoes, is an
action cruel enough to rouse the ire of
the most patient merchant. In a market
such a3 the spruce deal market is, where
in many cases a profit of half a crown a
ptandard covers the transaction, how are
the buyers to pay their liabilities when as
now the price drops 20s. per standard 1

EpINBURGH, Sept. 4.—A snowstorm
has swept over Scotland.

They
have cash investment of $1,800,00C and
an additional revenue of $50,000 a week
from members at work. With so much
money at their backs the ehgineers can
protract the lockvut almost indefinitely.

English papers are apprehensive that
the Ameer of Afghanistan is not sincere
in his assurance of good faith, and that
he is back'of the tribesmen in their re-
bellious incursions into British territory.
More startling still is the report that
back of the Amecr stands the Czar, with
the Sultan as a side partner, weak in
physical force but terribly strong as the
commander of the faithful. The objective
point of the strategy is India. The
Sultan will summon Victoria’s Moham-
medan subjects, estimated at 50,000,000,
most of them in India, to revolt against
her government, and the Czar will attempt
to march his troops through Afghanistan
and through the Khyber Pass into India.
The Russian bear has had his eye on
Britain’s Indian possessions for many
years, but the opportunity has not yet
presented iteelf.

Lox~poN, Sept. 2.—The thunder storms
and heavy rains which have prevailed all
the week throughout Great Britain and
the continent culminated yesterday even-
ing in a severe gale which did much
damage to trees and crops, resulted in
minor shipping disasters in the English
channel, and flooded many parts of the
Thames vallay.

The royal yacht Osborne, heaving on
board the Princess Victoria and Maud .of
Wales (Princess Chatles of Denmark),
who intended to start for Denmark yes-
terday, is weather bound at Sheerness.

Many vessels have sought shelter feom
the storms in the waters of the Solent,
and the sailing for Halifax of the British
battleship Ronown, which is to become
the flagship of the North Atlantic
squadron, has been delayed by the sever-
ity of the weather.

There are now in Hawaii about 25,000
Japanese, one half of whom are ex-mili-
tary men and more will soon be landed
under the protection of the Japauese
man-of-war.

“King Chulalangkorn is forty-four years
old, and a true reformer, almost a revolu-
tionary on the throme. One of his first acts
as king was the abolition of hereditary slav.
ery. In his court ceremenial he abolished
the custom of the courtiers to throw them-
selves at the feet of the sovereign. In 1874
he curtailed his own power by the creation
of a cabinet. No wonder that such a ruler
gained the respect of even a democratic re-
public, Switzerland having received and en-
tertained him with much pleasure during
his present visit to Earope. It is very char-
acteristic that he will not interfere with
the European tutors of his sons, as this
would destroy the teachers’ authority. He
was deeply moved by the grand panorama
of the Alps, which ho contemplated from
Wengern Alps. ‘I wish,’ he said, ‘thLe
Queen were here. I know what she wounld
do; she would stay a long time to pick
flowers.’”

Door Quality of Elondyke Gold.

New York, Sept. 5.—The first consign-
ment of gold from the far-of Klondyke, so
far as its intringic value is concerned, is
disappointing to the , the Bank of
America.

The shipment comprised two lots. One
weighed 44 45.100 ounces, and the other
10 17-100 ounces. The gold in the first lot
assayed .749 fine, making its value $15.48
an ounce, The silver assayed .246 fine.
The gold in the other lot assayed .820 1-2
making its valoe $16.95 an ounce, while
the silver turned out .174 fine.

California gold, which passes through the
hands of the assayers here, assays .850 fine,
and is worth at least $17.50 an ounce.

It being the first shipment that had
reached this city, no time was lost in send-
ing it for reduction to the assay office in
Wall street, where the fever to reach the
value of Alaska gold was 80 great that the
wiseacres gathered, anxious $o even get &
look at the precious consignment, After
hasty examination of the stuff in the rough,
the experts were in the opini
that, compared with either California or
Madsgascar gold, the Klondyke wasn’t in it

Assayer Graham looked disappointed.
He said the tlrst sample of gold from the
Klondyke was of a very poor quality, but
there is no telling what the next samgle
might show. Mr. Graham said there was
a poesibility that the shipment was made in
a hurry and perhaps ought not to be taken
as a criterion,

All the government officials who examin-
ed the gold pronounced it as far below what
they cxpected it to be in value, Superin-
tendent Mason, it was said, characterized it:
as miserable stuff.

Serious Driving Accident.

Those who went on a certain drive from
Newcastle to Lower Newcastle last Wednes-
day evening will not soon forget their
unpleasant experiences in an upset which
took place a mile orso below lower Mill
Cove. The vehicle was a kind of ¢‘tally-ho,”
which was hired for the occasion from Mr.
Richard Giemley by a party who were going
to a wedding at M1, David Clark’s. There
were eleven of them, as follows :—Dixon
Dalton, Alexander and William Corbett,
Siduey Morrison, Wm. Drysdale, Dr, Heber
Sprou!, Alex. Stewart (former propr. of the
Waverley Hotel) Henry Carter, Alex,
Ferguson, Walter Jardine and Frank
Mason. Dixon Dalton was driving, and,
from what the most reliable of the party
say, he did it recklessly at times. They
left Newcastle at abous half past six and
bad reached the big hill next below Mill
Cove, called Stewart’s Hill, when, by
some means, not made very clear, the wagon
was suddenly upset. Some of the occupants
~ay it was going very rapidly at the time,
while others, inclnding the driver, say it
was gong at an ordinary pace with the
brakes on, and they attribute the mishap to
a 1ut made by running water across, or
aloog the road; others say there was more
whiskey than water 1n the matter.

Few of the party escaped being hart
more or less, but William Corbett, who
was on the front seat with the driver and
another, had his leg broken very badly.
Io fact, the ouly ones who may be said to
have escaped injury were Mr, Stewart,
Henry Carter and Alex. Ferguson. Several
who were passing in teams stopped at the
ecene of the accident, but some were as-
sured that no damage bad been done,
althongh the horses, after dragging the
wagon a short distance had broken, away.
The statemeut that the breaking or drop-
ping out of the king-bolt caused the
dent is not correct, as the vehicle was clean-
ly upset and intact until that time, the
injuries toeit bejng caused by the capsize
and the efforts of the horses to break
clear. Mr. John Johnswon brought William
Corbett to the Hotel Dien Hoapital, Chat-
ham, and others who were hurt also came
here or went back to Newcastle, Corbett’s
leg was found to be so badly broken ag to
be beyond hope of saving, and his father,
who . had been brought from Newcastle,
being consulted and assenting, it was
amputated just above the ankle by Dr. J. 8.
Benson, assisted by Drs. J. B. Benson, and
McDonald of Chatham and Dr. Nicholson
of Newcastle. It is not true, as stated in
one of the papers, that Corbett's eye wag
serjously injured. Dalton’s shoulder was
said to be dislocated. Jardins was much
cut and bruised, ag were also Frank Mason
and Dr. Sproul. Stewart, Drysdale, Fergu-
son and Carter went on to the wedding
after the accident.

FANCY PIGEONS.

The " Fine Collection In Franklin Park
Boston.

Very few of the many who visi
Franklin park in Boston are aware tha
in it is kept one of the largest and mos
beautiful flocks of fancy pigeons to bt
found in the east. The pigeons wern
originally the property of the late Jo
siah Quincy, and they were kept on ar
island off the ooast of Maine. Upor
Mr. Quincy’s death they fell into ths
possession of his brother, who present
ed them to the park. Mr. W.’E. Fische
has them under his care, and he has in
creased the number from 111 to 850.
The collection is nothing like the com
mon birds that are seen flying about ir
cities and towns picking up a precariom
living, but every one belongs to an aris
tocratic variety, repres nting generas
tions of careful breeding from the idea:
type of birds. They include nuns, mag-
pies, turbits, homers, archangels, satin-
ets, pouters, tumblers, fantails, trnm-
peters, blondinets and many others.
Each of the varieties has an apartment
by itself. The production of these
breeds, with all their variations in col
or and form, is doubtless due to breed-
ing and inbreeding from what we call
‘*‘sports’’—that is, abnormal variations

from the ordipary types, Thereis there-
fore the strongest presumption in favor
of the idea that pigeons are all descend-
ed from a common ancestor.

The party coloring of the nuns, for
instance, has probably been obtained by
crossing albinos with colored pigeons.
The puns are dainty little birds with
wings of gleamjng white, bodies of red-
dish brown, short beaks, smal]l round
heads topped with feathery peaks. Their
pompons little breasts are magnificent
with the di:play of ruffled shirt bosoms
of spowy whiteness, like that of an
eighteenth century dandy.

Short beaks are pne of the marks of
fine breeding in tumblers, and the high
prices that were at one time paid for
the finest types tempted breeders to re-
sart to cruel and unnatural methods to
accent the variation.

For a long time amateurs were sur-
prised to find that although they pur-
chased the very best birdy, the descend-
ants did not have the extraprdinarily
ghort beaks and high heads of their pro-
genitors. At last thé secrct leaked out.
The breeders who produced these prize

igeons were in the habit of taking

voung pigeons in bhand when they were

a ‘few days old, and, pressing at the

roots of their beaks with cither a small

wooden instrument or the thumh nail,
rraduslly force the bone beak into the
ead.

The Russian trumpeter, a rare varisty,
gets his name from the fancied resem-
blance of his cooing to the sound of a
Ryssian trumnet. Ho is of solid or mat-
tled coler, has'a Jargo yosefie of feathers
on his forchead, which shuts off his
vigion in frent, and long feathers grow-
ing from his legs like those of a Cochin
chicken.

The funniest and the queerest fellow
of them all is the pouter pigeon, an
awkward, long legged, long bodied
pigeon with none of the personal graces
or accomplishments which would seem
to warrant vanity, and yet he is the
most arrant cexcomb of & community of
coxcombs. All day long he struts up and
down with comiocal arrogance and pom-
posity, as intervals inflating with wind
his capacious crop, which generations
of this boastful practice have developed
to wonderful proporsions.

The veteran of the flook in question
is Silver Chief, a venerable old pigeon
who has already passed his twentieth
year, which is mearly twice the age at-
tained by the average pigeon. He was
the first pigeon in this country to fiy
500 miles in a day, which would be re-
garded as an exceptional performance
even in fine weather for an Antwerp or
Belgian voyager, reputed to be the best
homers in the world.

Although the pigeons will breed the
year round, Mr. Fischer raises them
only during the summer. They breed
very rapidly, laying two eggs at a time,
and even before ome pair of young is
able to leave the mest amother pair of
eggs is latd in a nest adjoining.

. The domestic relations of the 1

eouple are very ammusing, for in this
family the father seems to assume all
the responsipility of the honsehold man-
agement. The mether is either very
frivolous or she has gome very advanced
ideas about the enfranchisement of her
sex and escape from some of the slavish
duties of maternity, for not only does it
require infinite coaxing from the head
of the family to persuade her to lay the
eggs, but even after this is accomplished
she shifts on to his shoulders the greater
part of the family care.

From morming #ntil night pater fa-
milias follows her about, scolding and
threatening, even pecking and striking
her with his wings at times, nntil,
through the force of simple persistence,
he compels her $o seek the nest.

While she is on the nest he watches
over her with jealous care, and after
the eggs are laid he relieves her daily
with faithfol pnnctuality uatil they
are hatched.

One meets a great deal of trouble and
disappointment in breeding pigeons.
Tumblers often either won't tumble at
all or fumble so much that they cannot
rise two feet sbove he ground. Then
sometimes an excellent tumbley will
give up the practioe without any appar-
ent reason. :

The best bred .pouters, too, are fre-
quently ‘‘slack winded''—that is, they
won’t pout, but lef their crops hang
limp and empty-—and others, on the
contrary, are so gzealous that they fre-
quently choke themselves.

But, although there are so many vex-
ations, there is probably mo kind of
breedinf which affords so much soope
for skill with such rapid results.

GEESE.

How & Rhode Island Firm Raises an An.
pusl Crop of One Thousand,

Mr. Samuel Cushman, the apgcom-
plished poultry authority, eontribmtes
an exhaustive article on goose raising
to a recent issue of Farm Ponltry.
Speaking of the establishment of Wil-
bour & Son of Little Compton, R. I,
bhe says they raise from 500 to 1,000
geese every season. They have kept
from 50 to 60 geese for many years and
have annually produced from 8500 to
500 goslings, but last year they exceed-
ed all former operations by raising
1,000 from 97 female geese. From one
lot of 49 geese 500 goslings were pro-
duced, and this was not done by the aid
of an expensive plant or with incuba-
tors, neither were many buildings or
fixtures necessary. These goslings were
disposed of alive when from 6 to 8
weeks old. For the first 200 sold in
June they received $1.36 each, while
the remainder, sold later, brought $1
each. The lowest price they have we-
ceived since 1890 was in 1894, when
they had a new flook and raised bus
285 goslings from 56 geese and 19 gan-
ders. These brought 813¢ cents each.
The next year, however, 450 goslings
were secured from 68 females and av-
eraged $1.25 each. The average pyice
received for them alive each season has
ranged from $1.09 to $1.17 at5or 6
weeks of age. If it costs less than &
cents per pound to raise Pekin ducks,
which are fed mostly on grain and mar-
keted at 10 weeks of age, what does it
cost to raise a gosling principally on
grass and sell it at 6 weeks? They were
sold to dealers who buy up young geese
and fatten, dress and ship them acoord-
ing to the market demand for them. As
the first that the dealers send to New
York and Boston markets bring very
high prices, the dealer- anxious to send
in the first lot will not only give an ex-
tra price for large sarly goslings, but
will take them at & very much younger
age. Dealers sometimes pay $2 for very
early goslings when 4 weeks old. The
later they are hatched and the more in-
ferior their size the longer they must
be kept and fed by the grower.

The Wilbours preed Africans to sell
and to supply their own breeding stock,
having bred from 12 purely mated fe-
males the past season. ®They find the
Africans lay a larger number of eggs
than their white or gray geese, and the
young African ganders are larger in
June than the oross bred ganders, but
the crosses dress the pasiesy and look
the best, and are therefore most vala-
able. They have goslings that weighed
in September, when dressed, 18 pounds.
Mr. Wilbour thinks a swimming hole is
very desirable for breeding geese during
the laying season, but that it is not ab-
solutely neoessary.

Last season Mr. Wilbouy and his son
turned their attention to the production
of wild cross geese, known in the mar-
kets as mongrels. Mongrels are almost
as celebrated for their table qualities as
the canvasback duck. They bring twice
the price of common geese aj Thanks-
giving and Christmas. They are pro-
duced by crossing the wild Canada and
domestic geese, and although they yield
greater profit it requires more skill and
special experience to successfully pro-
duce them. Those Mr. Wilbour sncceed-
od in rearing last season were the prog-
eny of African males and wild Canada
iomales, and as the wild females lay
few eggs not many were hatched, but
those were fine specimens and in ap-
pearance about equal to the best we
have seen that were produced from the
wild male and African femgle,

Secret of Getting Eggs.

The great secret of securing eggs is
really no secret, for every experienced
person knows that everything depends
upon the counditions. It is not always
the breed or the feed that makes the
hen lay. The main point is not to wake
a laying fat hea. 1f you Lave heus for
market that are to be fatted, remove
your laying hens. Keecp the market
hens confined clesely, but keep your
laying heus at work. The secret (if it
is a secret) of making hena lay is tc
have them always busy at scratching.
It is somecthing they should be com-
pelled to do from the time they come
off the roost in the mecrning until they
go ou again atuight. The laying hen is
a scratching hen. The idle, lazy hen
never lays. Do not forget the fact.—
Farmer’s Voice.

Outdoor Roosts.

During hot weather it is a good plan
to build a few movable roosting boards
outside the henhonse, shutting the flcck
wut each Sveming, compelling them to
roost vutside until late in the fall. The
result will be less vermuiu to fight, the
bens will Lty better and the night air
will be more healtbful than the odor of -
3 close house.

NOVEL FANCY WORK.

ARTICLES WHICH ARE BOTH USEFUL
AND DECORATIVE.

A Fancy Case For the Safe Keeping of
Darning Needles and Darning Cottoun.
Minute Directions For Making One of
the New Laundry Pin Balls.

Articles whioh represent original
ideas wrought out in the handiwork of
the giver have largely taken the place
of Laster cards as Easter offerings.
8Sometimes these articles are madc twith
peucil and brush guided by an artist’s
hand, but oftem they represent fancy
needlework, for the great majority of
women understand needlework of one
kind or another. The Standard Designer
presents these helpful hints made plain
with illnstrations:

Darning needles and darning cotton
are about as far removed from beauty

DARNING CASE.

as things may well be, but they sug-
gest a novel and at the same time at-
tractive darning case which all women
given to domestic affairs will appreci-
ate. The darning case in question is
made of cardboard covered with white
linen, embroidered with tiny blossoms
in wash silk and edged with linen cord.
On the inside are two crossed ribbons
holding in place a winder of black darn-
ing cotton and one of white. On the
other side are pieces of pinked flannel
for a needlebook, filled with darning
needles of all sizes. Ribbon hipges hold
the parts together, and a button on one
side and a loop on the other keep them
shut when the case is hung up. A pair
of small scissors can be hung from
the case, also a little holder for a thim-
ble, but without either the case is still
& great convenience,

The laundry pin ball is something
comparatively new and takes up wmuch
less space than the satin covered list
with a pencil dependant from it, which
is often seen. The ball can be made of
linen, silk or satin and can be highly
decorated or simply made. A piece af
cardboard cut circular is needed for the
foundation.

This is large or small according t- the
list of things the makey intends to put
on it. Of course many more articles are
used than are mentioned on the one to
which attention is here called, but a
ball 6 inches in diameter will be large
enough for everything, and some may
be made as small as 8 inches acress.

Divide off the linen into as many com-
partments as there are articles by draw-
ing a light pencil line which the rib-
bons will hide afterward. Mark the
names of the garments with indelible
ink or outline them with wash silk.

Cover the cardboard on one side with
horsehair thick enough to permit pins to
be thrust into it. Put over this a layer
of cheesecloth or scrim to make a smooth
underlayer for the linen orsilk. Cut the
linen large enough to allow the edges
to be turned in, and also cut another
piece to cover the back of the ball. Use
another piece of cardboard for the back,
cover it with the linen intended for this
purpose. Then cover the frout piece of
card with its own piece of linen and
overhand the two together, afterward
binding the edges with narrow ribbou or
putting a cord around them. Put the

ribbon across to hide the pencil marks
and fasten them in the middle with a
small rosette. If the ribbon straps are
put on before the two pieces of card are
overhanded together, the needle can be
run through the rosette to the card and
the thread drawn tightly, thus drawing
in the ball at the middle, giving it
somewhat the shape of a tomato. Rib-
bons are attached at the top to hang the
bag up, and all around the edge between
the two pieces of cardboard are run pinz
to make a border when not in use,

Visiting Cards.
