We expected to hear of
some great deed the slumberer, whose
dust rested beside such grandeur, had
done; but our feelings of repugnsnce
can better be imagined than desoribed
when we learned that he was & brewer.
Not all the solemn mass, ar chanted re-
quiem, or lofty monument, or words eu-
logistic can make the memory of & brewer
fragrant, or summon to the Christian's
heart feelings o ber than disgust.

- Perhaps the most besutiful of all monu-
ments in Greenwood is that of Charlotte
Cauda. The following story is told of
her. A few days before her seventeenth
birthday she bad a dream that on that
day she was thrown from a carriage and
killed. She was engaged to be married
three weeks after her birthday. When
her seventeenth birthdsy arrived:' she
told her parents her dream and request-
ed to remain in the house that day ; but
they only laughed at her sentimentalism
as they called it,and persuaded her much
against her wish to go out driving in the
afternoon. Her dream came to pass;
she was thrown from her carrisge and
killed. Her fither, to atone for the
wrong he had done, spent her dowry on
her tomb. He ereeted a monument at
the ocost of $45,000. Lady Charlotte is
fepresented in white marble standing in
the Moorway in her bridal dress. The
effect of this splendid tomb is most im-
pressives And by the way, to make the
story complete, it is said her lover died a
few days after of a broken heart, and
was biiried beside her. We saw no stone
Lto mark his grave, but for & moment will
not queation either the faot of his death
or bis burial beside his betrothed.

‘advanoed ' religious views, of whatever
sort, got the smallest countepance from
Dr. Talmage. He isperfeotly square toed
and fistfooted in probouncing for the
faith exaotly as it was once delivered to
the saints, and that faith, sccording to
Dr, Talmage, is well enough expressed
in the definitions of evangelical ortho
doxy uniofl d by the ape i
of progressive theologians. No doubt it
is this staunch fidelity on Dr. Talmage’s
part 1o the old gospel, that has won Mr.
Spurgeon's heart, drawing from the great
English preacher those warm commen
dations of his American brother in. the
ministry.”

ments, He slso found difficulty in learn-
ing to spell, and in the ordinary school
work he made but little pn:fren But
at Harrow, as we are told by Prof.
Michael Foster, from whose memoir these
statements are derived, one of the mas-
ters, Mr. Griffith, in extra-academical
hours, discovered that the pale, earnest,
somewhat clumsy-handed lad, though
be gave no promise of being a scholar
in the narrower sense of the word,
bad in him the makings of a man of
science.
