New York, Oct. 27.—Frederick Geb- 
hardt. alias Mueller, the self-KTonfes- 
ued lslip murderer may have a bet­
ter claim on the title "Bluebeard" 
than the one murder would warrant" 
according to a statement made to­
night by Captain Goughian of 
Brooklyn Detective Force. Two oth­
er mysterious murders of women are 
to be investigated before the prisoner 
is put on trial for his life, and in 
view of his uncertain matrimonial car­
eer the police believe that Jwo and 
possibly three additional cases where 
women mysteriously disappeared will 
be cleared up.

New York, Oct. 27.—It takes a 
grafter to catch a grafter in the Unit­
ed States customs service, says Wil­
liam Loeb, jr., collector of the port 
of New York, in an official statement 
issued tonight, and federal Judge 
Holt's opinions to the contrary, not­
withstanding, the four weighers who 
confessed and gave evidence for the 
trial of Philip Musics and his aged 
father, Antonio, cheese Importers, 
which was concluded today, are to 
hold their Jobs along with honest

Judge Holt, of the United States 
circuit court, before disposing of the 
case today, which resulted in the eld­
er man's acquittal and the son's in­
carceration in the Tombs for sentence 
denounced the retention of the four 
weighers as a discredit to the govern­
ment and an injustice to the honest 
men in the service.

Mr. Loeb's Reply.
"The views of such a distinguished 

Judge are entitled to the highest re­
spect, and it is not my purpose to 
make them the subject of controversy 
but it seems to me that Judge Holt 
can hardly have understood the situ­
ation with which the administration 
had to deal.

"It was deemed imperative to 
break into this commission to get 
the truth form somebody on the in­
side who knew, to get in an entering 
wedge and break down this system. 
It was then decided to secure the 
testimony of several weighers by 
promising them immunity and re­
tention in the service.

“It was not a question of choice 
between having all honest men in 
the service and keeping four men 
admittedly dishonest in the service, 
but when the choice was between 
keeping four dishonest men in the 
service where they could be easily 
watched, or allowing a great many 
dishonest men to remain in the ser­
vice and have them and all the cor­
rupt merchants who had bribed them 
escape punishment at the hands of 
the criminal law. The administra­
tion decided on the former course, 
and its decision was based upon the 
highest

"It is deemed only just to the ad­
ministration that the public should 
have this statement when it reads 
Judge Holt’s opinion." .

Under Water.
The heavy weight of water has the 

effect of keeping the steamer under 
water and fishermen who were at the 
wreck today, said that the 
cargo was not escaping from 
sel.

The seas are high today 
and It is predicted the steamer will 
break up before very long. Consider­
able Indignation Is expressed here at 
the apparent apathy of the lighthouse 
keepers at Gunnel Rock, not only 
the steamer receive no answer to their 
signals of Monday morning, but it 
was not* until Tuesday morning that 
flag signals calling for help were seen 
hoisted on the lighthouse.

Four Bodies Recovered.
Halifax, N. 3., Oct. 27.—The bodies 

of four victims of the wreck of the 
Hestia, drifted ashore pn the Nova 
Scotia coast today in two of the steam­
er’s boats. One of the boats, bottom 
up, and with three bodies entangled 
beneath, pounded through the surf at 
Chegjjogin Point. The dead 
P. F. Munn, of Glasgow, Chief Engin­
eer of the Hestia. and two sailors. 
When the finding of the boat was re­
ported, undertaker Sweeney was sent 
out by the Marine Department of the 
Canadian Government to Cheggoggin 
Point, 18 miles away. He brought 
them to Yarmouth and the bodies 
will be buried tomorrow.

The other boat struck this coast at 
Salmon River, nine miles frofn Vheg- 
gogin Point. Unlike the o.yer, it 
was not capsized. In it was only one 
body which, as the ticket in one of 
his pockets showed, was that of Theo­
dore Reid, a steerage passenger. 36 
years old, from Glas 
er at Salmon 
on Reid. These boats came ashore at 
Points about 70 or 80 miles from the 
place where the Hestia struck on the 
opposite side of the Bay of Fundy.

Dlgby Knows Nothing.
Dlgby, N. S., Oct. 27.—A report was 

current here this afternoon that a 
boat and several bodies from the 
wrecked S. S. Hestia had been found 
on the Bay of Fundy shore of Dlgby 
county, but a thorough inquiry by tele­
phone in those various districts has 
failed to confirm such a rumor.

Captain J. A. Moore, of the schooner 
Florence H„ which arrived this after­
noon from Westport, being interview-, 
ed by your correspondent, stated that 
he had made ^splendid run up the 
bay, but had not seen or heard any­
thing of the missing boats. Captain 
John Apt, of the schooner Albert J. 
Lutz, of this port, who arrived today, 
was also interviewed. He states that 
about four o’clock Monday morn in 
he was eight or ten milei 
where the Hestia now lies and saw 
a light apparently drifting to leeward. 
He says he was at a loss to explain 
it, and cent a man into the rigging to

find out if possible what It was. He 
concluded that the gas buoy on Old 
Proprietor ledge had broken adrift 
and was floating out to s6a, but he 
now thinks that it may have been the 
boat with the twenty men from the 
Hestia.

In the translation of the Persian *gul’ 
which means a flower, and as Profes­
sor Browne proves, infers to peach 
and pear blossoms and not roses."

Then where did they get the rose 
tree which Is planted on FitzGerald’s 
grave in Norfolk, of which 
photograph before me at the present 
time? It Is said to have been brought 
from the poet’s grave at Nishapurl! A 
rose, not a peach!

It Is many years since I paid a 
visit to the grave of Omar Khayyam, 
and I have been ransacking what the 
scientists call the cells of my pertpher 
al sense organs. I certainly saw roses 
there. I am aware that somethImes 
Persian poets write of flowers as 
“gul.” but not often, and "gulab" or 
rosewater, is common In all parts 
of the east.

My pilgrimage had been made before 
I read FitzGerald s rendering of the 
“Rubaiyat" of Omar Khayyam, and 
when ray knowledge of Persian was 
imperfect, but I was accompanied by 
an Afghan Kazl, who was a devoted 
follower of the Voltaire of Persia, 
and made the great poem his guide 
in life.

Dr. Daniel, M. P„ Home From Ottawa Confirms Standard’s 
Report—Statements Giving 800 Feet Incorrect—Govern­

ment Will Likely Introduce Bill This Session—Subsidy Of 4 THE DR 
Per Cent. Sufficient To Clear Off Indebtedness.

bill would probably be Introduced at 
the coming session.

His own opinion was that the plan 
proposed, or something similar, would 
probably be accepted by the Govern­
ment on account of the absolute ne­
cessity of building docks and repair 
plants to take care of the present 
shipping and the expected expansion 
in the business. In.order to keep the 
rate of insurance down it was essen­
tial to have properly equipped docks 
on the Atlantic. The recent wreck of 
the Hestla was a strong argument in 
favor of the enterprise.

Dr. J. W. Daniel, M. P., returned to 
the city yesterday from Ottawa where 
he was one of the delegation which 
met Sir Wilfrid Laurier and members 
of the Cabinet on Tuesday, to ask 
Federal assistance for the proposed 
dry docks and repair plants at Levis 
and St. John. He does not think any­
thing will be definitely known as to 
the Intentions of the Government un­
til after Parliaments meets.

In The Standard’s despatch from 
Ottawa yesterday the length of the 
proposed docks at St. John and Levis 
was given as 1000 fegt. 
morning papers in St. John announc­
ed that the length 
would be 200 feet less than the dock 
on the St. Lawrence. When this vas 
pointed out to Dr. Daniel he said that 
the report in The Standard was cor­
rect. Mr. William Dobell in explaining 
the plans of the syndicate had inform­
ed the Premier that1 the scheme was 
to establish docks at St. John and Le­
vis 1000 feet long and 100 feet wide 
at the entrance.

Speaking of the feeling in Ottawa 
with reference to the proposals, Dr. 
Daniel said it was evident fi 
vefsatlons he had with two or three 
members of the Cabinet that the mat­
ter had not been officially discussed. 
Few at present had any idea what the 
proposition meant.

Briefly stated, the deputation, which 
represented a federation of shipping, 
provincial, municipal and commercial 
interests, asked a 4 per cent, annual 
subsidy for 50 eyars on an outlay of 
$3.500,000 for a dock at Levis and $2,- 
500,000 for the one at St. John. The 
Premier reply had been non-committal. 
If the Government Intended to accede 
to the request of the delegation a
