Dominion’s Royal Commis- 
sion sails for Canada July 
17—Spend week in New­
foundland before coming 
to Maritime Provinces.

London, July 6—The Dominion, 
Royal Commission, having 
the hearing cf evidence, paid a visit 
of Inspection, to the Port of London on 
Friday, taking special note of the 
storage accomodation at the Surrey 
commercial docks for Canadian cheese 
Hon. E. R. Bowerlng, the Newfound­
land commissioner, has already sail­
ed, while the majority of the members 
sail by the Alsatian on Julv 17. At 
fUmouski they will leave the liner 
and be met by Sir George Foster. 
From Rimouskl they will sail by the 
Earl Grey for Newfoundland.

After a week spent at St. John's, 
they will cross to Sydney, N. S. They 
will sit as follows:—Halifax. August 
6; St. John, August 11; Charlotte­
town, August 17; Quebec, August 20 
to 22; Montreal, August 24 to 26; Ot­
tawa, August 29 and 30, and Toronto 
early In September. The commission­
ers will travel westward via the Great 
Lakes and Winnipeg, concluding their 
sittings In Vancouver about October 
10. Ocean freights, shipping and 
harbor facilities and cable, and 
communication will form the 
matters of consideration». Every ef­
fort will be made to prepare another 
Interim report before their departure.

Patriotism reached high tide In 1909, 
when the number of deaths mounted 
to 216, and the Injured numbered 5,092. 
Since then, thanks to the "sate and 
sane Fourth" crusaders, there has 
been a notable decrease in the figures. 
From 131 in 1910, the number of 
deaths dropped to fifty-seven In 1911, 
forty-one in 1912, and thirty-two In 
1918. Think of It! Only thirty-two 
people killed in the entire United Sta­
tes—less than one apiece for each of 
the SUtes. And only 1,163 Injured! 
It is probable that this year an even 
smaller number of innocent lads will 
ricochet over the pearly gates on a 
giant fire-cracker.

If we 
planted grains in rough land the re­
sults might readily lead to wrong 
conclusions as to the best grains to 
we undertake to find out which varie­
ties of grains can be grbwnt to the 
best advantage, and this information 
is placed at the disposal of the farm­
ers Interested. In as far as possible 
the experimental farms supply the 
farmers with seeds of suitable grains 
for planting in their locality."

Dr. Saunders said the Dominion» De 
partment of Agriculture maintained 
about twenty experimental farms 
throughout Canada, in addition to the 
experimental farme maintained by the 
Provincial Governments. There are 
four Dominion experimental farms in
