29-—The German official statement is-
sued today concerning the eastern
front follows:

Von Bethmann-Hollweg Tries
to Justify Teuton Tactics
and Throws Burden of the
Blame on Great Britain.

Berlin, Sept. 28, by wireless to say-
ville—The Reichstag convened today,
and the fmperial chancellor, Dr. Von
Bethmann-Hollweg, delivered hig aage
erly awaited speech. He began by
oumnlng the events which led up to
the Italian and Roumanian declarzs
tions of war. He recalled that tho
German ambassador had left Rome
after Italy’'s declaration of war against
Austria-Hungary, that Germany had
announced that the Italians would
find Germany’s troops fighting with
their Austro-Hungarian comrades on
Italian frontier. He continued:

“Thus a state of war practically ex-
isted, but a formal declaration of war
did not come till later. Italy, appar-
ently, was afraid of the fateful conse-
guences which

Factor in Somme Advance
~—Solving Machine Gun
Problem.

(Col. F. N. Maude, C. B, in London
Times.)

It may be sweet to see the engineer
hoist with his own petard, but the
pleasure of the cynical spectator is
as nothing to the joy of the engineer
when, after years of crying in .he
wilderness, Je finds his 1deal com-
pletely attained, if not excelled, in ac-
tual practice against the enemy,
From the accounts of all eye-witnesses
of the recent fighting on the Sommo
this ideal of mine, viz., the complete
domination of the enemy's artillery
fire by our own gunners, seems at
last to have been reached.

Step by step we have been creeviag
towards it, as the output of our muat
tion and artillery shops allowed, but
never until the last offensive has the
demonstration of the power of mod-
ern weapons in competent hands been!
so finely achieved. Covered by a raln
of shells so dense that the enemy s
both blinded and shaken by cloids
of dust and smoke, our infantry aow
go forward with an extraordinary ab-
sence of friction or misdirection of
units, reaching the enemy's trenches
almost without losses. The fight then
resolves itself into a process of stop-
ping the earths and bombing out fne
German survivors from their trenches
and dug-outs, a process to which our
men can devote themselves without
serious interruption behind the curtsin
of shell fire the gunners interpose be-
tween them and the enemy.

Now we begin to see more clearly
the gains we have made; the return
for the sacrifices and endurance of
all the previous months. Week by
week as supplies rolled in our win-
ners, most ably backed up by our
airmen, have driven the German
trench guards and supports farther
and farther under the ground, till at
length there is hardly time for the
latter, after the artillery preparation
ceases, to run up theladders and rsn
their parapets before our men are
upon them.

Settling the Machine-Gun Problem.
This fact settles the principal dif-
ficulty of the machine-gun problem,
for it takes longer to hoist a machine-
gun up a shaft, even if the shaft has
not been closed down by a shell, than
for the detachment to run up the steps

Twenty-three Straight Wins
for McGraw's N:=w York
Nationals a Wonderful Big
League Performance.

The fourth recruiting meeting in
St. John county for the purpose of fill-
ing the ranks of the 236th Kiltie Bat-
talion was held last night in the Im-
perial theatre. There was not a very

large attendance owing to the ‘late
ness of the hour.

The results of the meeting were in-
deed encouraging, several young men
offering” their services to the appeal
of Major Morgan. There is no doubt
that others were inspired by the elo-
quent speeches made last night and
they will probably make application
at the recruiting office withini in the
next few days.

The delightful programme to which
Mrs. Blake Ferris, Miss McHarg, the
Gibb children and' Piper Stevens con-
tributed was greatly enjoyed by the
audience,

John Keeffe, father of Captain
George Keeffe, recently wounded with
tahe 26th Battalion, made an admir
able chairman. After calling the meet-
ing to order, the chairman made a
few remarks in which he stated that
the purpose of the gathering was to
secure men to fill up the ranks of the
236th Battalion.

Sergeant Whitenect was the first
speaker. He referred to the work
awaiting the men who enlist now, He
alluded to the gallant part played by
New Brunswick units and concluded
hie remarks by asking the young men
of the city to don the khaki.

He was followed by Captain F. F.
May of the 26th Battalion. Captain
May spoke of the young men who can
be geen day and night strolling up and
down the sireets of the city and fre-
quenting places of recreation and
amusement. These men have just as
much right to enlist as any of the
boys who are now fighting upon the
battle fields of Burope, said the speak-
er. He impressed upon the audience
the necessity of co-operating with the
recruiting officers in securing the men
who can be best spared from civil
life.

“There are many men looking over
the sights on King street tonight who
should be looking over the sight of a
rifle,” declared Captain May.

He said that he thought the volun-
tary system the best system in the
world, providing that the young men
did not sbuse it.

“Many mgen are looking over the
fall and wigter syles 'in clothing”™
cintinued the speaker, “when they can
obtain the best and latest style of
clothing, viz.; a khaki sult, by sign-
ing the honor roll. About 3,000 men
in the city are eligible to don the
khaki and they should be made to do
s0.”

Colonel J. L. McAvity followed Cap-
tain May. He saild that the 236th
Battalion could be recruited up to
full strength within thirty days with
every individual in the province do-
ing his part. The Scotch and Scotchs
Irish should rally to the support of
their own people, and enlist in one
of the finest battalions to be raised in
Canada. This is New Brunswick's
fight as well as any other part of the
Empire, and it is up to the people of
New Brunswick to fill up the ranks
of Lieut.-Colonel Guthrie's battaliont

“It will take two years to end the
war,” said Colonel MecAvity, “and
there are a lot of physically fit men
occupying positions in the city which
could be easily filled by ladies who
should be making ‘preparations to do
their bit in defense of the Empire.

“The Allles are now eighty miles
from the Rhine,” continued tite speak:
er. “It will require many ‘men to
force the Germans back and they
must be had, and after we have the
Germans across the Rhine it will not
take very much time to bring the war
to a happy ending.

“If the young ladies and wives who
have had their friends and relatives
killed or wounded in the war will fur.
nish the recruiting officers with the
name or names of men who they think
eligible for military duty, the recruit.
ing officers will call upon them and
demand their reason for not enlist.
ing,” said the speaker.

H. A. Powell was the next speaker.
He made a stirring and spirited ap-
peal to the audience to assist the
mother country in her hour of trial
and_trouble. He made reference to
the glorious and heroic part played
by Canads and the colonies in the
colossal conflict now raging over the
continent of BEurope.

“We are face to face with a crisis
the like of which the world has never
known and we should not stop until
the war has terminated in our favor,”
said the speaker.

“We stay here and live in luxury
and enjoy the pleasures of our city
while 2,000 miles away from us our
men are facing death and undergolng
untold hardships ,to protect our
homes, our people md our country.

“May God call me to my last long| .
