Ottawa, March 11.—“We approve of
the rest you are taking and which you
have so justly earned, and we assure
you of our determination to carry on
and to give our wholehearted support
to the Acting Prime Minister and the
government during your absence,” says
the message Wwhich the caucus of

the © today i ly de-
cided to forward to Sir Robert Bor-
den. The government's supporters
weve called upon to pronounce upon
the arrangement whereby Sir Robert
remained at the head of the adminis-
tration and was enabled to seek in a
long holiday restoration of his health
and to entrust the duties and respon-
gibilities of his office to Sir George
Foster, In consénting to this arrange-
ment the Prime Minister insisted that
it should be submitted to his followers
in parliament for their ratification.
BEvents which have transpired since
the opening of the session made it a
foregone conclugion that this ratifica-
tion would be gladly given. The reso-
lution embodying the legislators’ con-
sent and their message to Sir Robert
was introduced by H. H. Stevens of
Center Vancouver, a Conservative,
and seconded by H. M. Mowatt, of
Parkdale, a Libesal Unionist. It was
carried without a dissenting volce.

The caucus was largely attended,
and judging from the sound of cheers
whic¢h issued from the reading room
of the Commons, the place of meeting,
it was a most enthusiastic one. The
members were highly gratified by the
report of the improvement in Sir
Robert Borden's health, and the an.
nouncement of his intention to return
to his place in-théFHousé of Commons
and at the head of the government
in six or eight weeks, if his progress
toward recovery continued at the same
rate as during the past two months,
That announcement ledt the caucus to
defer final decisions wupon -several
questions which had been brousht be-
fore it. For instance -the. meeting de-
cided to await the Prime Minister's
return before taking action upon his
sugegestions with respect. to future
policy. The caucus had before it the
outline of a platform which, it is said,
was prepared by the Prime Minister,
and has been approved by the cabinet
The nature of thet draft platform has
been a carefully guarded secret. On
the question of tariff policy, it is re
ported that a thorough dnvestigation
with a view to a revision of the taniff
schedules is recommended and that
appropriate action is suggested to pre-
vent undue enhancement of the prices
of necessaries of life in Canada and to
require manufacturers of agricultural
implements, enjoying tariff protection,
to sell their products at prices com-
parable with the prices of like articles
in competiting countries. There was
a general discussion of the tawiff and
of other questions of policy, but the
caucus, as has been stated, deferred
final elaboration of the proposed party
platform.

Consideration of the question wheth-
er or not Parliament should be asked
to adopt @ plan of naval defence at the
present session was left for another
caucus to be held next week, the re~
port of Viscount Jellicoe, which was
presented to Parliament yesterday
has not been printed and distributed.
The members, therefore, have not had
an opportunity to study the recom-
mendations of the admiral of the fleet
nor the four naval programmes which
he offers for consideration.

The caucus today was not attend-
ed by the group of twelve farmers’
members led by Hon. T. A, Crerar, the
majority of whom were elected as
Unionists.

, Much Time Was Therefore Lost Before Help Could be

Sent to the British Fleet—Charges That Navy Depart-
ment Took No Notice of the Requests He Made .

Washington, March 11—Charges
that the Atlamtic fleet wae not kept in
readiness for battle during the war
were added by Rear Admiral Sims, to
his arraignment of navy department
policy in testimomy today before. the
Senate invesiigating committee.

He told the committee that frequent
pleas for American warships were dis-
regarded and months were lost in dis-
patching a squadron of battleships to
join the British Grand Fleet. When
the squadron finally was ordered
abroad, he said, it was composed of
four ships of different types, evidence
that cther ships ©0 form a homeogene-
ous unit. were "not ready for sea ser-
vice.” He read also a message from
the Navy Department showing that
after the four were selected it was
necessary to dock them before they
could proceed, a delay of another two
to three weeks.

Tribute to the officers and men of
the battleships was paid by the Admir.
al, who said the work of fitting into
the British fleet was accomplished dn
four days, one of the finest exhibi-
tions he had ever seen. Service with
the British, he pointed out, necessit
ated the abandonment of all the Am-
erican codes and signals and adoption
of the British system.

"Requests for American forces to
supplement the Allied Naval patrol
Admiral Sims asserted, were refused
at finst by the Navy Department on
the ground that the ““‘future pdsition
of the United States must in no way
disintegration of

our main fighting fleet.”

The Admiral declared he was whodly
unable to conceive of any war policy,
especially in a world war, based on
the requirements of possible future
wars,

Admiral Sims changed that it was
three months after the United States
entered the war before he received a
stateruent of the navy department’s
policy; that for seven months the de
partment failed to even answer his
cables with regard to sending battle.
ships and then dended {he nequest, but
a month later reversed its position
and ordered the sixth battleship
squadron abroad, that he finst urged
the despatch of all available tugs to
the war zome on April 23, 1917, but

Surveys In The
Wilderness

Chief Engineer Burpee of the
Bangor and Aroostook Ry.
Read Interesting Paper Be-
fore the St. John Engineer-
ing Institute.

The St. John Branch of the Eng-
neering Institute of Camnada, at the
regular monthly meeting last nigid,
heand a very interesting paper on “The
methods adopted in our location sur-
veys in wooded country,” read by Mr.
Moses Burpee, Chief Hnginser of the
Bangor & Aroostook Railroad, of Houl.
ton, Maine,

The paper was profusely illustrated
by lantern slides, showing the ilypes
of country in the wilds of Maine
through which surveys had , beer
made, the various apparatus used, the
encampnrents, and the several means
of transportation of outfit and sup-
plies, ete.

Wir, Burpee described how the re-
connaissance surveys were made and
Row on one rush job three or four par-
ties were working one after the cther
along the line, making the “prelim-
inary,” the “topographical” and the
“location” surveys, So close was the
survey timed that the crews finished
work and got their boats and canoes
out to clvilization the day before the
rivers and lakes froze up for ihe sea-
son.

One survey paralleled rivers for
most of its eighty odd miles of line,
and the crews were housed in two
bateaus of the type used in that“coun-
try of lakes and shallow rapid rivers.
These were about seventy feet long,
ten feet wide, flat bottomed, scow-like
boats, with fifteen or more feet of
their bottom at bow and stern sloping
gently upward. This allows them to
ride up over obstacles and to turn
readily, The bottom was strongly
built and sheathed with birch boards
to take the wear of the dragging over
the rocks and gravel bars in the shal-
low ‘places. Twelve to fifteen feet
from the bow~was a mast, securaly
guyed to the bateau, and the tow tope
was led through a block in the top
of this to a small winch on deck. This
allowed the lifting of the tow line over
any rocks or other obstructions. As
there were no tow paths, the team of
horses, the driver riding on the back
of one of them, travelled on the most
convenient bank of the stream or even
in the stream itself. Where deep
water occurred, whehn it was necessary

the other, or where quicksands were
encountered, the horses were taken ¢n
board the bateau ahead of the mast
and were safely carried across. Astern
on the mast was the house, with the
last few feet of the roof sloping dowu-
ward to allow of .the uwse of a long
sweep rudder, the tiller of which
came up over the stern and thig siant-
ing roof and was operated by the
steersman from that vantage poimt.
Another man was necessary to keep
the bateau from being pulled on to
any rocks by the tow rope, and to see
that the rope did not get foul of ob-
structions.

As these boats only draw from one
to one and a half feet of water, they
can be taken almost anywaere along
the larger streams.

Mr, Burpee described the Northern
Maine district as rivalling New Bruns
wick as the sportsman’s Paradise, and
described a splendid cande trip taken
along the Allegash River, he being one
of over one thousand persoas who had
taken the trip during that year,

After a hearty vote of thanks to
Mr. Burpee, the meeting adjourned.
