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~ ABUSING THE CENSOR,

London Papers Complain of Slow-
ness and Say their Specials
Are Appropriated.

Loxpox, Nov. 11 (430 . m.)—Com-
plete silence has again fallen upon
affairs in South Africa. The British pub-
lic must perforce be content with the
brief, stereoiyped report, which the cea-

gor allows to filter $hrongh from
Cape Towp. That this  condi-
tion of things s no longer

due to pregsure of work or defective
cables hes been smply proved. The
Eastern Telegraph Compeny reckons
that the resl delay in transmission ie
about two days, It is evident therefc:e

that tte censorship is respousible for
the other two days of delay which geems
to befsll all the d:-npatcher.

Moreover, the Daily Telesraph en-
nounces tust its “avpropriated de.
spatch” from Ladysmith,dated Monday,
which the war cffice publighed on Taes-
dey, was not delivered in Fleet strest
until yesterdey (Friday) morning. It is
believed that the war office received
further despatches last evening, but
nothing baz besn published.

At a banquet in the city of London
veaterday ths Dake of Cambridgs, spesk-
on the war, saic: ;

“We ocught never to bave allowad our-
gelves to be in the position in which the
outbreak of war found us. I could ecry
over the valuable lives which migut
have been spared, had we been batter
prepared.”

It is maid that Gen. Baller never ex-
pected to commence the campaign be-
fore Christmae; and it now looks as
thongh tbis would be the case. Cer-
tainly no srtillery can reach Durban be-
fore Nov. 14 snd,without additional guna,
an sdvazce from Eatconrt would be im-
poseible. No dcubt,as lord Salisbary eaid
in & recent:veech, Eogland will “Muddle
throught jt;” and yet another illastra.
tion of mucdling has become apparent
in the fact that gunnery instructors have
only just arrived at Woolwich arsenal
for instruction in siege train duties, Al-
though hurried preparations are being
made to prepare the siege traine the fact
that men are at Devonport and the
guns at Woolwich eseemo to show that
the idea of the siege tzain was quite an
afterthought.

The Moruing Post says:—

All
the coivespondenta in the beleaguared
town are safe and snxious to recpen
communication.

but owing to the retirement of the Brii-
ish forcea from the borderland, no geri-
ous collicion hae yet occurred, The com-
ing we=k, howevar,is certaln to ges im.
portant developments in this district.

An official despatch recorded a skir.
mish near Beimont, in which Colonel
Falconer wa: killed, three other officers
were wounded—one cdargerously—and
two privates elightly wounded, is far

from clear. It is not known whether
Colonel Falconer was  preparing
for & British advance or was
merely endeavoring to ascertain

the pumber of the Boers, It
sonsidered somewhat remarkable that
tour out of the eix casualties should
have happened to officers, and this is
thought to need some explanation. De-
spatches from Mifeking show that Col
Baden-Powell’s little force 1s still not
merely holding its own, but is daily in.
flicting more or less severe punishment
upon the Boers, whose artillery has ap-
parently provad valueless.

Nothing }em filewad (hrough today

from lenl';.‘;'-.‘a wverybody ex-

pecta to be the thextre of thrilling events
during the coming week. Transports
carrying 3,000 British troops are already
en réute to Durban, having passed Cape
Town, and the Boers must strike & de-
cisive blow ut Ladysmith now or never.

LoxpoN, Nov. 13—(4.30 8. m.)—Thia
morning’s news from the seat of wa-
in Sonth Africa continmes fairly
satisfactory. The official cables are
not very detailed with regard to the
Belmont incident, which, except for the
logs of Col. Falconer, was not a very
gerious affair.

There are signs of greafly increzged
Bosr sctivity in Natil and along
the weatern frontier. All the despatches
tend to show that the Britisn
are holding ont ably. Col. Powell
Yeports thet all was well at
Mafeking on Nov.6. Ladyemith’s latest
date is Nov. 9. While nothing adveree
is hesrd from the latter point, and confl-
derce ia f:ltin Gen. White’s ability—
previous experience haviog shown that
the Boer 2rti:lsry is not very eflective—
it is beginning to be proved thas the ac-
quisitics 2f artillery which has deatroy-

ed th. former mobility of the
Baer 1:»ces, has el tailed
to give them sny compensating

advantsge; on the contrary, the reverse
ia the cas®. It is held here that if the
Boers had not been hampered by the
traneport of heavy guns and their rescue
from tirht places,General Joubert might
ers thiy have been in Pletermaritzburg.
Unless tue Boer heavy artillery justifies
itsell by reducing Ladyamith it will
again hamper him in the eventusl re-
treat from Natel when Gen. Buller sends
the relieving force.

It is believed that the Boer refreat
will bs made over the Drakemsburg
range into the Zyutpansburg district,
where every preparation for provision-
ing and maintaining the Boers is said
to have beem made for the last stand
and where it will be difficult to dislodge
them. ‘Already it is rumored that they
are in stiaits for food aronnd Ladysmith
and or#v, therefore, be obliged to atan-
dont -~ 1ege,

“LoND>N, Nov. 7, 1899,

Your minister’s;generous offer to send
withoat delsy a second contingent for
gervice to Soutu Africs, hae received the
attentive coneideration of the secretary
of state for war aud his military edvisers,
but they regret that under exisiing cir-
cumstances they are unable to accept it.
The ofter will, however, certainly be
borne in ‘mind and her majssty’s gov-
ernment will have no hesitation in
availing themaelves of it should future
events make it desirable to doso. Her
msjesty’s government attach greaf im-
portance to this fresh preof of Canadian
sympathy and good will, and desire to
express their grateful appreciation of it.

The Truth of a Boer Story.

Loxpox, Nov. 10,—~The war office has
al3o igsued the following:—

“A repcrt having appeared in the
South African papers that our srtillery
fired on the Geneva flag, General Buller
telegraphs the following account of the
incident given to the Standard and Dig-
gers’ News by the Rev, Mr, Martene, &
Datch ¢lergyman, with the Boers:
‘Directly after the first cannon shot the
English thought our men were at the
railway station and fired there. They
were mnot, but one of the shots went
through an ambulance. As goon &8
they found their mistake they ceased
firing. The ambulance, in accordance
with the uiages, should have been three
miles fznm the field of battle, 8o the am-
bulsnce esnnot claim the English broke
the nsages of civilized warfare, but I do
not think the Esglish would have fired
on them had they known what it was.
It was unintentional,’”

Troops Reviewed Before Sailing.

LonpoN, Nov.10—The Prince of Wales,
the Duke of Cambridge and Lord Wol-
a:lay reviewed three squadrons of the
Household cavelry at the Albany bar-
racks this aftermoon, previous to their
departure for Sonth Africa, The Prince
of Wales and his party were greeted
with & roysl ealute. After the parade
the prince congratulated the troope. He
#aid he was proud to be their honorary
calonel, who was convinced that they
would give a good sccount of themselves
and, hs added, his heart would be with
them across the sea. His royal highness
also wished the poldiers a safe return.

Wednesdsy there
was & general atitack wunder the
cover of artilary, but it was
rapulged bythe Maxims and Hotchkiss
gune, The Boer loes was 50 killed. The
British loes was elight. Thursdsy,shell-
ing by a heavy gun was renewed and
the Boers massed with the intention of
making an attack, bat this was prevent-

‘ed by & thunder storm. Friday ' there

was a derultory rifle fire and an occca-
sional shel!, but there was littte loes of
life, due to the excellence of the sheller
in the tzenches. The health and spirits
of the troops are good.

Kimberley Vigorously Attacked.

Carx Town,Wednesday, Nov. 8 (aight)
—Despatches from Kimberley show
that the town was vigoronaly attacked
at two different points. It is reported
that one of the British force and eix
Boers were killed. It is believed here
that the Boers eurround the town in
force.

Care Towx, Nov. 1I—The f:llowing
despatch, undated, has been received
from Kimbe:ley by despatch rider, via
Hops Town, Ncv. 4, (Morning):

“In yesterday’s fight th> Boers made
their mppearance near Oarter’s farm,
The British opened fire with 8 Maxim,
Tune enemy replying with riflee. By
mistake our fire went down into the
valley, killing & member of the Cape
Follco and wounding snother. The Brit-
eh finally retired on the reservoir where
two guna were brought up to shell the
Boere, The result is not yet knowr.

Meanwhile gome Boers had cocupied
Kemper’s Dam, firing with one gun on
Ottorkopje, but not getting the range.

“The Boers now surround Kimberley
in great numbers, and are bent on ‘lift.
ing’ cattle and harrassing the British.
New alarm eignals were scuuded at 10
o’clock this morning, the enemy having
been o-:@:ved in grester numbers and
closer ‘n our outposte, They fired on a
patrol arder Major Peakman, which en-
geged tham, bat the firing wae at long
range. The only cagually was the
mirndlng of Msjor Aylefl, of the Cape
police.

“The enemy “lifted” forty cattle north-
east ¢: the genitarium, subgequently
firing sizht shells in the neighborhood
of Telsmesd’s Farm, at Kenilworth.
They did no damage and retired. Later
they fired on & number of convicis who
were working near the sanitariom, and
sventually went off with 2 large num-
ber of cattle and donkeys.

“The Boers are well mounted and from
the dips in the veldt they appear aud
disappesr with marvelous rapidity.

LonpoN, Nov, 12—FLe war office is.
sued the following despatch this evening
from Genexrzl Sir Redvers Buller, dated
Cape Town November 11—10.40 p. m.:—

“Col, Kekewich, (British commander
at Kimberlsy), reports that the enemy
was very active on November 4, prin-
cipally with the object of driving oft
cattle. The Orange Free Btate troops re-
tired rapidly before Col. Turner, with-
ount firirg. At 12,30 p. m. the Transvaal
troop’ advanced on Kenilworth. Masjor
Peakr 20 with & sqguadron of Kimberley
Ligh’ Horse, was hiding in the busb,
and gave the enemy & warm reception.

The Boers retired firing. Col. Tarner
reinforced Msjor Peakman and at 12.45
the enemy opened fire with one piece of
artillery at nearly 4,000 yards range.

“Col, Kekewich is unable to estimate
the enemy’s losses, but believes they
must have been severe, jndg'ng from the
precipitate retreat of the Boers. Af6.10
p. m, the enemy opeped fire with. one
piece of artillery from Kampars Dam on
Ottoskopjs, the latter being helfi! by the
Oape police. The enemy inflictad no
damags.”

D¢gpatetes from Estconrt say it has
been asocertained that the British have
laidiconcrete bede for firing the Lyddite
naval guns, showing that there is mo
foundation for the fear that the lyddite
ammunition at Ladyemith has been ex-
weis.,.

“With reference to my telegram of the
10th, Col, Gough, with two squadrons of
the Tenth Husears, a battery of fisld ar-
tillery and one and one hslt companies
of mounted infantry, found aboat 700 of
the ememy with one gun in poeition,
about 9 miles westof Belmont.. He en-
geged the enemy with his artillery and
sent the mounted infantrv to the enemy’s
1sft flsnk to discover their lasger. The
loeses raported yesterday occurred dar-
ing this operation,

%“Cgl, Gough engaged the ememy for
about three hours and then returned to

“The death of Lieut, Wood has just
been reported.”

“Col, Gough, at Orange River, reportes
that during the reconnoiseance of 16
miles, to & poict nine miles west of Bsl-
mont, on November 10, the coffi-
cers of the patrol firat came on
a Boer position taken upon a
great ;semi-circular ridge, standing out
into "a plateau. They endeavored to
make the Boers develop their efrength
by demonstrating with two squadrzons of
the Ninth Lancers and a field battery on
the left wing, with one aud one-half
companies of mounted infantry on the
right wing and with artillery in the mid-

dle of the plateau out of the infaniry
re.

The enemy began by firing at ovor
cavalry from a gan at the north end, As
the cavaly, in open order began fo circle
srcund them, the hills seemed full of
sharpshootars. The mounted infantry
endeavored to ouiflank the enemy’s left
in order fo discover the lasger, coming
under & heavy and unexpected fire from
a few akirmishers.

“Oar guns fired several apparently
effective shots, but the enemy did not

 regpond, having withdrawn with the

wounded. The enemy did nct fire on an
ambulanee, Col, Couth withdrew his

Horce after a demonstration lasting three

hours, and returned to camp the same
afternocon near Orange River. .

The gune and & few horses were
brought in by rail. The wounded were
gent to Orange River by rail immedi-
ately after the sction. The enemy’s
strength appeared considerable, appar-
ently 700 with one gun.”

Doxpon, Nov, 13—The war office an-
nounces that the troopship Roslin Castle
has arrived at Darban and the the troop-
ship Gascon at Cape Town.

{ Bombardment of Ladysmith,

Esrc:urr, Thursday, Nov. 9—Afier-
noon—A party which rode out several
miles about noon to observe the bom-
bardment of Ladysmith, counld see &

the railway side of the Bulwars, firing
at intervals of 6 to 8 minutes. Ancther
gun was obzerved in operation a litils
distance awsy. Pafls of smoke were
discernitls on the opposite side, show-
iog that Ladyemith was withstanding
a big bombardment. The locality of
the town was nothing but a huge caul-
dron of emoke,

Esrcoure, Natal, Nov. 9 (morning)—
Heavy firing is now proceeding in the
direction of Ladysmith. It began at
daybreak. Some reports are so much
heavier than any previously heard as to
lead to & general beliet that the British
naval guns are sgain active.

The safe arrival at Ladysmith of
Lieut. Hooper of the 5th Lancers ashow?
that communication with the garrison is
posgible. He was anxions to rejoin his
regiment and started hence, accom-
panied by a Natal policeman. They
succeeded in traversing the Boer lines.

LoxpoN, Nov. 13—An unofficial state-
ment 18 published that the Gascon, socon
after her arrival at Cape Town, left for
Durban Bay and Deiogoa Bay.

The fact tuat the latest two official
despatchea were received from General
Sir Forestier Walker and not from Gen-
oral Buller seems to indieate that the
latter may have already left Cape Town.
A Brnsgels telegram aseerts that he has
actusally reached Darbanp.

Strong bids are being made by the
Boers for the supuort of the Cape Dutch,
bat without much succeas, although it ie
believed that the Datch farmers, espe-
cially in Picquetberg district, srmed
with Mausers are watchinz the course of
events before joining the Boers.

The wounded are recovering im a re-
markable manner, The Mauser wounds
-are small and heal quickly. Many of
the wounded apply for permission fo re-
tarn to the front. -

Oape Town, Nov. 8—A despatch from
Pretoria dated yesterday, says that the
foreign coneuls hold weekly meetings at
the residence of the Italian diplomatic
cgent to discuss matters of international
intereat.

According to the same correspondent
the Rose Deep- and Foreire Deep, with
ten other wmines sre working. White
and black labor is plentiiul and the mint
is busy coining gold.

Ogaxce Rivee, Cape Colony,!Nov, 9 —
A gquadron of the 9th Lancers, with &
company of mounted infantry, recon-
noitered today in s southeasierly direc-
tion, retarning by way of Pecasville,
without incident. The excursion had
the effact of quieting the inhabitants of
the district.

Boers Hold Coleneo.

Estcourt, Natal, Thursday evening,
Nov. 9—An armored frain company of
the Royal Dablin Fusiliera started at
half past cne this alternoon and reached
the break in the railway line, about halt
a mile from Coleneo, without incident.
Capt. Hensley, with several men, recon-
noitered and met a native who said the

Boers were occupying the towr. While
the conversation wa® in  pro-
gresa the Boers opened fire

from Fort Wylie, but did. no injory.
Captain Hensley thereupon retired npon
the train after the Fasiliers vollayed
on the fort. As there was no reasponse,
the presumption was that the Boers had
retreated. The armored. train re-
turned here safely at 6 a’clock.

Betrayed by a Subordina'e.

LoureNzd MarqQues, Dslago Bay, Nov.
9—Father Mattbews, who has arrived
here from Pretoria, says with reference
to the surrender of the Irish Fasiliers
and the Gloucestershirs troops at Niche
olson’s Nek that, after the mulss gfam-
peded the force got hard pressed by the-
enemy. They womid have held out,
however, bat gome subordinate, without
inetructions, hoisted & flag of truce, on
his own respongibility. Nothing then
remained but to surrender.

We were sent out, says Father Mat-
thews, to occupy a position with the ob=
ject of praventing two Boer forces from
joining. We started at hal’-psat eight
Sunday evening, marched 10 miles and
gos to the hill about one o’clock Monday
morning.

The firet mishap was thai the Moun-
tain battery stampaded and seatfered
the whole lot of mules,. We formed up

again and gained the top of the
hill,. The guns were. gone but
not all the ammunition. It was pitch
dark. We had one hour’s sleep. The
firing began just after daybreak, being
somewhat slack for & time. But finaHy
the Boers crep$ round and the firing be-
came furious, Oor men made a breast-
work of stones. Soon sfter 12 o’clock
noon there was a general cry of “Cease
fire,” but our fellows would not atop fir-
ing. Msjor Adye came up saad con-
firmed the order and them the bugle
sounded ceage fire,

In our locality there was a rumor that
@ white fiag was raised by s young offi-
cer who thonght his batca of tem men
were the gole survivors, but we were 900
slive, having started with perhaps 1,000,
Ithink many of the baitery men ea-
caped,

Oar officers and men were farious at
the surrender, The Boers did not seem
to be in great numbera on the spof, but
I heard their main body had galloped
off. Oar men had to give vp their arme
and the officers were sent i Command-
ant Stesnkamp, The cfficers then
ordered them to fall im,

The officers were taken away from the.
men and sent to General Joubert ths.
ssme day, fravelling in mule wagonsand
tleeping that night in some store on the
vu{. The next morning they ftook a
train at Waschbank for Pretoria. They
are very well treated and so E have.
heard are the men.

‘I'hers has been no unpleasantness at
Pretoris. The officers are a achool
buildirg and sre allowed walk as
they please in the grounds.

“Two Other Buildings on Union
Street, Adjoining, Were Entirely
Burned and aLargé Number Were
Damaged—The Loss is Heavy as
JEnsurance is Small.

Friday night about 9.45 o’clock Watch-
-nan Jenner, of the Peters’ leather tan-
mery, Union stree, noticed flames. is-
saing from & barn in the rearof the
gannery. He ran to the engine room of
the factory to give the alarm of fire with
the fsctory whistle. I seemed only &
fisw moments until the rear of the fac-
sory caught fire. The factory whistle
@oreached its alarm mnobly, buf z:alous
persons  unfortunately gent in
elarms from (wo boxes, 18 and
13, coreatly confusing the drivem
@! the different encine houseg.
_Dsapite this fact Chief Kerr and
hias departnent were on the scene very
~prompily, and were soon at workon a
fire which bad a big start. Beveral
€imes joints of hose burst and this caused
delays that were damaging. It was only
sbout forty minutes from the time the
fire. was noticed in the barn until the
awhole tannery was & mass of flames.

~_ 8fy, Frank L. Peters, a member of the
#irm, was one of the first to arrive on the
@oene, but 8o quickly did the fire gain
heasdway, he was unable o reach his of-
#Mice to save anything, The books are
~gecared in the safe.

The flimes were fanned by a stiff
‘braeze from tte northwest and the fire

~qu'ckly took hold of the Paters home-

-» stead adjoining the faclory and occapied

by Mr, John Peterr. In assnort a time

. a@ the factory had been, the homestead
. wasenveloped in flames.

The heat frcm the burning fannery

- and residence was terrific and the giase

- Eront of the Welcome SBoap factory across
&be street was melied out and the wood-
work bacly scorched, but the building
being of b:ick and an cccaeional dash of
water from the hose prevented any fur-

ther damage being done.

While one gang of firemen were

All hope of saving the tannery or the
wasidence of John Peters was abandoned

is representative, and which was occu-
god by Patrick Coyley down siaira and

W. M. McKenzis upstairs.

The salvage corps were doing excel-
3ent work in removing the farniture and
were sigisted by & namber of able
-bodied citizens. Nearly all the furni-

-gare in the Peters and Lawton dwell-

-ings wassaved, but in a gomewhat dam-
-aged eondition.
1t did not take very long for the build.
‘fng of the Lawton eatate to be enveloped.
While the firemen were putting two
well-directed streams into it the front
eornice of the building fell with a cresh
and the three or four firemen who had
bold of the branchpipe had & narrow
ercape from being injured.

The building next was three .stories
Thigh and of brick, and this greatly aid-
ed the firemen in checking the career of

- ghe fiames, which but for it would have
. pertainly anep! everything clean to Bt.
Patrick street.

‘The brick building is owned by
Mr. George A. Moore, druggist, and is
acecupled in the western por:ion by Mr.
George T. Becord snd in the other part
by Mr, James W. Gregory.

The flames from the Lawion house
‘broke the windows in the western end
of the Moore house and Mr. Secord’s
furniture was taken to a safe place, and
¢hat section of the house was flooded
with water. The only portion of the
‘house which was burned was the window
.2aaings on the western end. Mr. Becord
has $700 ingurance on his furniture and
the bu 1iing is fully covered. Mr. Greg-
-ory did not have any insurance on his
fernitare,and elthcugh very little of it
w2 removed the carpets were almoat
yuined by water and everything disar-
rangsd.

The house adjoining the Moore dwsll-
- ing ia owned by Mr, Robert B. Gilmour,
and wae occcapied by bimself and Mr.

&, W, McNaugkton, who had their far.
" pitere a!l ready to move ouf, for at one

time it was thought the fire would make
& cleen sweep, but the brick house
checking the flames, the Gilmour house

. was not damaged.

The sparks and pleces of burning

- ghingles, etc., from the burning build-

jnge fel! in thousands on the roofs of the
hounees on the gontbern side of Union

, street and in the yards of the Ellict Row

regidencee. Beveral times were the roofs
of the Union street houses on fire, and at
one {ime it looked as if these houses
would be burned. - i
The houses occupied by Mr, Harry
- Moskes-and Mr. Peter C. Sharkey, aleo
the one adjolning, cconpied by Mr. John
H. Scribner and Mr. Albert M. Willls,
wero on fire & couple of timer. Their
farpiture was removed, but the flames
;:n quenched befoze much damage was
ne.

Begices burning the tannery the fire
took s seml-circular sweep along the
vears of the Brussels street houses near
by, and consumed ome or two barns
which were in the space batween these
houases and the tannery.

The damage to Bruseels street houses

. was not very great. Some foar or five

only were touched by the fire and in

. none of these did fire do much injary.

The properties suffered, however, in

. other ways and the tenants were put to

much 1288 by the removal and breakage
of their farnitare.

My, James Donahue, coachmin, rented
= harn to the rear of one of these houses.
His éoach and horses were in the barn
at the starting of the fire, but were re-
moved to 8 place of safety. The barn
wae damaged but not destroyed.

Two storey wooden dwelling snd shop
owned by & Mr, McCarthy now in Bos-
ton and whose agent is Constable Gib-
bons, ocoupied in lower flat and base-
ment by John Maher, who also kept the
store—a home-cooking establishment;
and oconpled wpstairs by James Me-
Namee, elevator man on the 8.8, 8t
Croix, who is now at Boston on his boat.
Mr. McNamee’s family and Mr. Maher
guffered loss by hurried removal of theiz
goode. They had no insurance.

Two lmo{ and attic house owned by
Mrs. Patrick McDonald, occupied up-
stairs by her and on the lower flat by
Mre. Michae! Reynolds. House dam-
aged in ell and bam destroyed, practi
cally. Tenants loat by breakage and re-
moval. Insurance was not known by
members of the housshold.

Two storey and attic house and shop
owned by Mre. P, McDonald, occupied
in lower flat and shop by Mra. Pater
Gorman, and in upper flat by Mis. John
Lunney. The tenants bad no ineur-
ance and loat by handlingot their goode.

This etreet was filled with people and
the household effects of the afirighted
dwellers in the houses near the fire were
piled up on sidewalk and in yards all
along both sides of the road. Baut
while the fire was (at its
height there was good canse
for fear as the buldings are
sll of wood, and did the flames
gain & hcld on them it would need
strenuous efforts indesd to withhold
their onward merch. The plan of the
fire fighters was evidently to work from
both front and rear,and there were good
chances to do this, for several alley-
ways 13d down from Brussels street
to the rcar of the tannery. Hoae
were run down these, &nd while
gome stzeams went at the blaze in the
tannery, others were diracted with good
judgment against the ells of the Brus-
sels street houses. The result was that,
while the fire in the centre pit was
burning itseif out, sided by the copions
streams from front aad rear, the other
places witbin the danger circle were
carefully watched and no flames were
allowed to gein hold. It was a well
fought five,

By 10.30 o’clock the people saw that
all danger was over and the disheartec-
ing task ci finding and replacing in their
homes, the fornishings mo hurriedly
taken ouf, was begun.

On Bt. Patrick street there was fear
that the fire would gain hesdway and
preparations were made by many people
1o move. Bat danger did not seriously
threaten at any time.

At sbout 10.30 o’clock the fire was
under control and the tanvery, Peters’
house and Lawton’s homwe with rear
buildings were totally destroyed. :
The tanuery was owned by the firm of
C. H. Petera’ Bons, manufacturers of
shoe, carriage and upholaterers’ leather.
It was a large two storey wooden build-
ing and as this was its busy season, em-
ployed from 40 to 50 hands and contained
a large stock of leathers, of which only a
coaple of sloven loads were saved.

The loss to Mesare, Peters will be
quite gevere. The loss on tannery and
awelling is estimated at abomt $40,000,
while the insurance is just hal?, $20.000.
The insursnce is divided as Ifollows:
Victoria Montreal Compsny, $5,000;
Union, $5,000; Quebec, $5,000, and the
remaining $5,000 is divided with the
Commercial Union, Keystone, Etna and
Hartford compsniee. The insurance is
on buil?ings, plant and material.

A
sloven was loaded with leather, and,
when the horse put strsin on to start the
load the hames strap broke and the ani-
ms] planged into the crowd, not stopping
till he brought up sgainst the side of the
brewery. .N>one was hurt, however.
Rev. J. A. Richardson, the new rector
of Trinity church, with Mr. Harrison
Kinnear, was seen lendiog valuable as-
sistance to Brutsels street families in re-
moving their effecte.

The United States a Friend.

“For several years our relations and
cordial feelings toward our kinsmen on
the other side of the Atlantic are con-
stantly growing; sud, though neither we
interfere in the affairs of their continent
nor they interfere in thenflaira ofours,we
feel we can now always look for sympae.
thy and a fair hearing among those who
share with us so vast & miesion for the
advancement of mankind.

“But perhaps you think I am sanguine
in saying that on the econtinent of
Europe we have no hostility to fear.
There is undoubtedly & (ertain acerbity
of tone among the writers for the foreign
preas; but I do not believa that the trend
of this opinion affects the people of for-
eign nations. I am quite certain it does
not affect their governments, and I will
say that I'havenoted as one of the cheer-
ing symptoms of the present time, the
heppy relations existing between the
United States and ourselves, (Cheers)
and the sympathy with which we watch
their approach toward the ssme great
prfblem that we ourselves have had to
solve. .

“That is not to say that I do mnot feel
the grestest lymflthy with their late
antagonist, the kingdom of Spain. We
entertain the highest hope that out of
that war, & bleasing in disguise, will
grow, and be an abundant growth, civil-
ization and culture in tbat ancient and
mogt interesting monarchy.

The Samoa Agreement.
“This morning yon had inteiligence o
sn agreement between ourselvés and one
of the great continental states,
with which for many, many years
we have entertained relations of
sympathy and friendship beyond
others.. Samoa is not in itself a very
important matter, but it was important
because it conatitated a subject of differ-
encebetweenourselves and a nation whose
good will we prizs very highly.

us, on the other hand, islands
sre. generslly only valuable when
they furnish good harbors,  Tpolu
furnishes & very bad harbor. You will
remember the great hurricane when a
Briiish man-of-war escaped and when.
German and American men-of-war were
driven ashore. Well, in these sircam-
stances, we were glad fo accept & renwn-
ciation of the treaty claims and right of
dominion over another island, Tonga,
where there is an admirable, an inimi.
table harbor. We took the harbor and
Germsny took the territory, in which
for many reagons the Germana are in.
terented.

It go happened that, at the moment the
uliimatam was issued, we had with-
drawn our demands, and.there were no
demands before the Transvaal govern-
ment. 1t was because we bad faken
measures to increase the amount of our
forces in South Africa. But,if thet had
been done & few months sconer, exactly
the same resuls would have taken place.
The moment you had shown signs of
raising your force to an eguality with
the force opposed to it, that moment the
ultimasem would have been issued and
war would have begun. (Cheers).

Crisis Passed.-

““That interval has nearly passed. Our
troops are beginning to arrive.

There were about 500 people present.
Judge Forbes expressed his gratification
at the large attendaunce, and said he felt
encouraged by the way the order had
been supported here.

Mz, Taylor said Miss Hazen had been
engaged ss the first Victorian order
nurse in 8t. John., She was here about
five months, and was joined by Miss
Hunt in August. They work under the
direction of the city physicians, 12 of
whom have called them in on casee.
They have made abeut 600 visits. A fee
of from b5¢. to 50c. is accepted according
to the circamstances of the household,
but very little had as yet been received
from this source. The subecriptions for
the work had come chiefly from wealthy
members of the community. Many who
were able and w lling fo give had not yet
been called on, and few of those who
had been ssked had refased. Toensure
permanence and permit of expansion of
the work more subscriptions were neces-
gary. About enough had been received
to mees the expenses to date, but there
was nothing to remit to the central fund.

The subscriptions amounted to $1,258. -
28 of which $89428 had been coliected
snd $364 remsined nuopaid as yet.
Patients’ fees amounted to $6.70, making
total cash receipts $900.98. The ex-
penditures to date were $34595. The
subseribers numbered 190. Of the
amount $200 was for life membership,
many subscribed only for one year and
the rest were for three years,

White must be short of ammunition.
This is a fair sample of the way in which
the Canadisn public are being served
with telegraphic waras that are more
suitable for axother marke'.

Now there isno evi-
dence whatever that the Boers have
fortified a ningle pass in Natal; nor is
there any remson why they should
have dome g0 for they have been on
the sggressive all the time. _Gen-
eral Buoller may make a direct
attack for the purpose of relieviag
the pressure on Ladysmith somewha,
but ke will not attempt to drive the
Boers out of northeirn Natsl by a direct
advance. That would be playing their
game too well. Genmersl Buller will
certainly advance in such a {fashion as
to avo.d the passes which may be occu-
pled by the Boerc. He will keep juast
men enough in front of the Boers to
check their farther advance south, but
his main column will go forward through
the country that is mot favorable for
the advance of an army and march di-
rect, to Bloemenfontein firat, and then to
Pretoris. Assoon az Bloemenfontein is
is menaced the Free Staters will discover
tbat they bhave important business
in their own country. It will be their
time for disappesring, snd we
do not believe that the Tranevaal Boers
will linger long behind them. Witha
British army corpy_ witbin & couple o;
marches of the Free State capital it will
not ssem such & far cry to Pretoria, and
the Boers will have to choose bstween
getting into their own country in great
haste and being caught like rats between
the parses and the British army. What-
ever Ganersl Buller does we may be
sure will be done thoroughly, #nd in ac-
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warfare. He wi.l not esc:ifice his men
in sttacking mountain passes ug Sulei-
man Paska did at Schkips, bat he will
fiank those difficulties and save his
a'my. The whole difficulty #o farin the
present war has been lack of sufficient
troops, bus that difficulty is being lsea-
ened every day, and will soon be re-
moved entirely.

The crisis seems to be past in the war
in South Afzica, for British troops are
arriving daily at Cape Town and are be-
ing forwarded to Darban, whers they
are within 18 ' mil9s of the seat of war.
Three at least of the transports carrying

to | the first division of the British army

corps have arrived at Darban, the Roslin
Osstls, Tismine Oastle and York-
shire, carrying the 2nd Esst BSur-
rey Regiment, 2nd West Sarrey and
2ad West York, upwards of 3,000 men
in sll. The Hawarden Castle reached
Ospe Town on Satarday end it isre-
ported, was immediately despatched to
Durban, where she ought to arrive to-
day. She carries 945 cfficers and men
of the 2ad battalion of the Royal Irish
Fasiliers and & detachment of the 1at
Welsh Faosiliers. The Oriental reached
Cape Town Monday with 1,293 officers
and mep, including 1,069 officers and men
of the 1st Roysl Welsh Fueiliers
The Oriental’s troops ought to
reach Dorban not laler” than
Thureday. With the troocpa now
at Escourt the gsneral in command
there will have upwards of 9,000 sol-
diers at his dispoeal for any forward
movement before the end cf the week
This means that the force bshind the
Boers and ready to advance upon their
rear will be almosé a8 large as the one
that is now surrounded at Ladysmith
under General White, The pessimist of
the Associated Press fries to minimizs
the weight of this force by stating

that it has no arkillery with if,
a atatement that is mnot strictly
trae. But there asre at present

a8 number of good gans at Escourt
and the naval brigade the other day
landed twenty guns at Durban which
are intended for the front. However,
any lack of guns with the troops at Dar-
ban is likely soon to be sapplied for the
troopship Armenisn which reached
Cape Town yesterday carried three bat-
teries of fisld artillery, and an ammauni-
tion colamn, Thess three batteries have
eighteen guns and about 600 men.
‘There is no doubt whatever that these
eight thourand men w'il be able to hold
Colasgo againat any Boer a'tack, and fo
operate with effeci on the rearof the
Boer army.

The exireme slowness of the move-
ments of the Boers is in part explained
by the fact that they have had to bring
heavy artillery all the way from Pretoria
to use against the Britieh at Ladysmith.
It is now said that the larger part of the
Boer army is south of Ladysmith, evi-
dently for the purpose of checking any
reinforcements that may be sent to Gen-
eral White, But such tactics are dan-
geroug if uzed ageinat an slert and
mobile adversary, for & sudden aitack

in force by the British a¢ Col-
enso on the Boer army, might
essily become @& very formidable

matter, for the Boer army wouli be bg-
tween two fires, and we doubt whether
sach troops as the Boers, which have
had 'little experience in war, would be
abla to stand the strsin of such a frial.
The Boers evidently are relying on their
large guna of position, but they may find
them much less effsctive than they
imagine when vigorously sitscked and
expoeed to shell fire. The Boers have
disglayed very little ability in handling
their shells go far, and it is probably too
late for them to learn during the present
campaign.

Sir Redvers Balier has been oalculat-
ing on & campaign in the Orange Free
State and a long march to Pretoris, but
a falte move on the part of tha Boers
might end the war very summarily be-
fore the month is ended. A pevare Boer
defeat at Ladysmith is among the prob-
abilities of the near fature, and if this
defeat was accompanied by the 1issof
their artillery, the Boer army could
hardly be held together. Even the
obstinate Kruger could no$ {fail to
gee that the game was up afier such a
catastrophe and that the only sensible
thing for him to do wculd be o submit
and make the best terms possible with
the British. Already the sirain ofthe
war is being severely felt by the Boere.
It looks like & very grand thing for
a nation to rise as one man and take
up srms, but such & courre is
attended with some inconveniencer.
When all the able-bodied males of & na-
tion are at war there is no cne to sow
or gather the crops, and the supply of
food must very socou fail. Neither the
Transvaal nor the Free State are great
food producers; their soil is too dry and
their pastures are too thin. When it
takea four scres of land to feed & sbeep
it is easy to undersiand why
theee two republics are fhinly peopled
and have to import their food- from
abroad. Ii is stated that the Boer
armies in Natsl are already short of
food, although they have been hardly a
month in the field, and if food ias grow-
ing scarce now, how will it be three

eordance with the principles of golentific

' monthe hence? “The food guestion will

. then become the all-important one, and

the Boers will -discover that there are
'more things in & campaign than com-
manding men and material and marck -
ing to §he front.

While the Boera have made no sub-:
stantlal  progrees in Natal they have
done etill lees in Cape Colony, notwith-
ptandirg their annexation proclamationsa.
Mafeking, which they weze determined
to take, etill dJdefies them, and
the same is true of Kimberley,
which contains their most hated enemy,
Cocil Rheder. The despatches which
we are publishing from day to day saf-
ficiently explain the situetion in these
placer. Briefly it may be said that so
far from working any progress towards
their capture, the Boers appear to have
steadily lost ground and they have had
@ great many men killed and woundad.

THE CANADIAN RRGIMENT.

The steamer BSardinian, as we an-
nounced Monday, with the Canadian
regiment for South Africa, resched the
Cape de Verde Islands on Saturdsy.
She was then twelve days from Quebec
and had accompliehed about hsalf the
distance to Cape Towr. 1he Bardinian
ought to reach her destination about the
23rd of the present month, gothat the Can-
adian corps will be at the sost of war
earlier than goma portions of the army
corps which eft England as late as the
5th inst. This disposes cf ths frivolous at-
tack which has bzen made om the
government because the Csnadian con
tingent was not sent to South A/rica be
fore it was known that there would be a
war. The Canadian regiment will be
quite early encugh to form a part of
General Baller's main army, which wil
graduslly advance north through Orange
Free State to Preforie. I will not go to
Natal, becanee all the troops needed for
that part of the fleld of operations will
be in that colony before the Canadiane
arzive, and this fact msy lessen
thair chances c¢f seeing active eer-
vice, butin this respect they will stand
on the same footing sa four-ifths ot the
goldiers who have gone cut under Gsr.
Baller’s command, only & ¢ma!l part of
which will go to Natal.. Bat ocur boyas,
althcugh attached fo the main cclumn
which will advance with irresistible

gtrength to 1iis destination may
zee enough gervice fo give if its
Spaptiem ¢f fire,” and if placad

Macanlay in desocribing the conditicn
of Prussia at the time of Frederick the
Great tertly gays that she was all mng,

but Prussis even in her most war like
days is not to be compared with the|
Transvaal in her capasity for tarning
out soldiers in proportion to population.
The two South African Republios cer-
tainly do not centain mors than 300,000
personsof Dach origin, or who arein
gympathy with them, yet they
have been able to turn out about
50,000 srmsd men for gervice in
the field, We wiil appreciate
this schievement the better if we re-
momber that the population of
the two republicy is lesa than thatof
New Brunewick ard that if this province
rlaced an srmy of 50,000 men in the
field it would be doing less than these
two republics have dope. The maritime
provinces, New Brunswick, Nova feotia
and Prince Edward Island would have
to raize an army of 150,000 men § do a8
well in & military senee a3 the Trans-
vaal and the Ozspge Fres State have
done, and the Daminion of Canada would
have o embady nesrly a mil.ion eoldiers
to equal tha record of the two lit'ls na-
tions in question. The Transvzal snd
the Orange Free Btale have in récsct
years given themeelves: up very
largely to military preparatiozs.
Eoormous cums have been expended in
the purchase of munitions of war, and
the Burghers hava been diilied by
trained military instractors of Earcpe.
The result has been that thesze African
Dutchmen have been able to embody a
very formidable force, and to invade a
British colony succeesfully which was
defended by about 15,000 good soldierr.
Thie is an achievement of no mean prc-
poriions, and it conveys a valuable les-
son 10 the nations of the world with re-
spect to the ability of & small people o
build up a considerable military power.
There is no reason to believe
that the Boers of Bouth Alrica are any
better material for soldiers than tte
people of Canada. Indeed, they should
not be as good, for they are lees educated
and less intelligent, Yet it would seem
to be almost imposeible to arm and equip
& million scl ilers in Canada even under
atress of an invasion, and snyone who
would propose such & thing woull not
be thought to be well informed. Prob-
ably this view will now be modified
with the example of the Boers befure us,
and it will b2 admitted that the defen-
sive power of a people who have been
trained to military exercises is much
greater than hss been generally sup-
posed. The information ia val-
uable to us in particular because
the time may come when Canada will

be invaded, and when the services of
every man who can be placed in the

fiel 1 will be required to repel the in
vedere,
gency conld do a8 well as the Boer re-
putlics have done she couli dely any

werld that conld eollect a million sol-
diers togsther for the purpoee of attack-
ing wa. No doubt, to achieve the same
resuls that the Boers have heea able to
show similar thorough and drastic meee-

uvres worl1 have to be employed. In time
of war the Tranavaal claims the right
not only fto the services of all
its able - bodied men but also
to whatever they possess in the
shepe of arms and mupitions of war
provisione, borses and everything that
is necesssry for a campsign.

Somie Facts About the Man Who is Now
Beleageuring

Baden-Powell.

One who claims personal acquainance
with General Cronje writes thus in the
Sunday Special of the man who is now
investing Mafeking:—

In the deep gloom which now over-
shadows South Africa, presently to be
converted into a garantuan, shambles
one looms out prominently on
Jurid canvas—that of Commandant Cron-
je, at once the vilified poltroon of Potch-
efstroom and the belauded hero of Dorn-

%kop. :
lls)oer of the Boers, fanatic to the core,
smbued with the strongest racial preju-
dices of his nation, Cronje has at least
one characteristic which 'is acknowledged
alike by his friends and enemies—con-
sistency. In the farm at Potchefstrom,
close to the Mooi River, where his home-
stead is situated, he is worshiped as one
who stands quite apart from his fellows,
a leader of men, and this repufation, ac-

i in the early days when the Boers
trekked north, fighting their way through
swarms of hostle savages, still clings to
him. Traditions of his prowers and skill
in those bygone times, embroidered by the
wista of years, are to this day related to
the young folk by their parents as they
sit over the evening meal; how he with-
stood the savage rush on the laagered-wag
ons at daybreak and brought them safely
through.

Commandant Cronje is a man of distinct
personality, in spite of his somewhat stolid
countemance. A heavy thick-set man
with bushy eyebrows, a stern, set mouth
scarcely concealed by the grizzled mus-
tache and dark thick beard streaked with
gray; merciless as his creed, and utterly
relentless and unscruplous in all dealings
with his enemies. As a tactician in guer-
rilla warfare, he is unsurpassed, even by
Piet Joubert, and with the exception of
the affair of 1881, alread mentioned, his
bravery has never been called into ques-
tion. This is the man who at the head
of 10,000 men now faces Colonel Baden-
Powell on the borders of Bechuanaland,
and he it is who has opened the “ball.”

It was in the village of Dornkop. The
smoke still hung about in a mist from the
recent engagement, and the burning sun
poured down on the small farm house with
the white flag of surrender flying from
the roof. The low stone wall inclosing
the garden be hind shone white, while all
around lay brown groups of the men who
had done their best to get through to
Johannesburg and failed. On the slopes
above hundreds of irregular horsemen,
rough and unkempt, with slouch hats and
bandoliers, came circling round and wind-
ing to the little farmhouse on which the
small white flag fluttered in the breze,
Grouped in front of the building was a
knot of officers, the leaders of the ex-
pedition, with surrender writ large on

every face.

« ‘At the head of the advancing horde rode
2 burley figure in a dirty slouch hat stoop-
ing his saddle, unclean and unkempt,
everything about him betokening neglect;
the wretched looking ungroomed horse,
the antiquated saddlery, the  rusty steel,
everything. Yet one could see that his
was the master mind directing the hordes
which were gradually enveloping the un-
fortunate body of men lying at their
mercy. It was Commandant Cronje
In arrogant, truculent tones he dictated
the terms of surrender. They were at his
mercy, but he dare not go so far as he
would like to have gone. In coarse gut-
tural invective he put forward his terms.
The. small body of men, tired, hungry and
thirsty, still had their weapons in their
hands, and he knew well that if he gave
vent to his feelings, which meant put-
ting the leaders with their backs to the
wall and shooting them, he would find it
a very dangerous game to play, but it is
doubtful if he would not have done it but
for the restraining influence around him.
He snarled like a tiger deprived of his
legitimate prey. They were the accursed
English whom he hated and whose por-
tion was to be shot down like dogs. But
the influences around him predominated.

. “With a keen eye he watched the process

of disaymament taking place, and there
was a glut of satisfaction, almost amount-
ing to a smile—if such a thing were poss-
jble with him—in the abject humiliation
of his hated enemies, as they filed before
him, prisoners of war, on their way to
Pretoria, there to receive their judgment.

£% In the Midst of Meteors.

The grand meteoric exhibition which is
promised for this week is to be a repeti-
tion of a similar spectacle witnessed in
1866, and of the more famous meteor
“shower” of 1833.

The shower schedule for this year has
been advertised far and wide, but these
particular metors —the “Lenoids”they are
called, all because they shoot from the
direction of a point in the constelation
Leo—affect the morning hours, and rare
ly appear until midnight. A nearly
full moon will interfere seriously with the
moon will interfere seriously with the
spectacle, blotting out from view all ex-
cept the brightest of the meteors.

A meteor is a bit of solid matter, stone
or metal, which, dashing from outer space
into the earth’s atmosphere with terrific
speed, is quickly heated to the melting
point by the friction of the air, and usual-
ly within a second of time is dissipated
into dust and vapor. The streak of light
which we see—the “shooting star”’—an
nounces this fatal catactrophe of the me-
t?&r, which is ordinarly a dark, invisible

Y. .

The space traversed by the earth in her
annual journey round the sun is thickly
strewn with these tiny celestial bodies,
which probably rarely surpass a paving
stone in size, and more often are not as
large as peas—so thickly strewn, indeed,
that it has has been estimated that the

-average fall of meteors over the whole
earth is not less than fifteen millions daily

These tiny bodies are subject to the
same laws of attraction as govern the
movements of the planets, and, like the
planets, they circle around the sun. In
some cases, if not in all, they are aggre-
gated into shoals, or streams, countless
millions of them journeying around the
sun together in great elliptical orbits, some
of which cross the earth’s path and are
encountered by her at certain seasons of
the year. A large number of such me-
teor systems are now recognized, of which
the_ best known is that of the Leonids,
wblch_the earth strikes annualy about
the middle of November. Dr. G. John-
sbone.Swney has given this description
of this system:— :

.. “This great body _(‘)f meteors traverses
[
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an immense oval orbit, which, near its
outer limit, crosses the path of the planet
Uranus, and near the point at which it
approaches nearest to the sun crosses the
earth’s path. The meteoric orbit does not
intersect the orbits of the intermediate
planets, Saturn, Jupiter and Mars, owing
to the considerable inclination of its
plane.

“Round this great inclined orbit the
meteors glide in a stream, which length-.
ens as it moves inward toward the sunm, !
and becomes shorter during each outward |
journey. Where the swarm passes the |
earth it is about one hundred thousand
miles thick, and of such length that,
though it travels at the rate of 2
miles-a second, the great procession takes
over two years to pass us, and when its
hinder part is still with us its front has
reached a point between the orbits of Ju-
piter and Saturn. Nevertheless,although
ter and Saturn. Nevertheless, although
so immensely long, it extends over only
a portion of its own great orbit, which it
takes about a third of a century to trav-
erse.” .

Ordinarily, when the earth crosses the
path of these meteors she encounters only
the stragglers of the system, individual
meteors which in the course of time have
become separated from the main column,
and are scatered to a considerable dis-
tance on either side of it and in greater
or less profusion around the whole orbit.
But at intervals of thirty-three years she
she finds directly in her path the main
body of the meteors, and then it is that
occurs the meteor ‘“shower,” millions of
these hapless bodies being gathered up
by the earth, as she plunges through their
midst with her reckless speed of more than
eighteen miles a second, in the course of a
few hours.

The earth passes diagonally through
the stream in a direction nearly contrary
to that in which the meteors themselves
move so that the collision is nearly “end
on.” As a consequence, the speed with
which the meteors enter the earth’s at-
mosphere is about forty miles a second—
more than one hundred times the velo-
ocity of a cannon ball. Hence the rapidity
with which these meteors shoot and the
great brilliancy of many of them.

The great shower of 1833 has been des-
cribed by many witnesses, all of whom
testify to its awful grandeur. An observer
in South Carolina has described the ter-!
ror which the spectacle inspired among
igorant blacks, who thought “the world
was on fire.”

“Tt is difficult to say which excited me
the most,” says this observer, “the awful
ness of the scene or the distressed cries of
negroes. Upward of a hundred lay pros-
trate on the ground, some speechless and
some with the bitterest cries, but the most
with their hands upraised, imploring God
to save the world and them. The scene
was truly awful, for never did rain fall
much thicker than the meteors fell toward
the earth. East, west, north and south,
it was the same.”

This is the sort of exhibition which, it
is expected, will be witnessed somewhere
upon the earth within the next few days.
The van of the meteor column reached the
earth’s orbit six or seven months ago.
The column now lies directly in the earth’s
way. She will strike it somewhere be-
tween November 14 and 16, and will be
about five hours in passing through it, and
this will be the duration of the shower.

Shall we be able to see it? If it were
known exactly where the meteor swarm
now is, and, consequently, precisely when
the earth will reach it, this questlon could
be answered. But astronomers have not
yet gotten a sufficiently accurate knowl- |
edge of the meteor orbit to be able to lo-;
cate it with this precision. Besides, these
meteors, like comets, are liable to be
“perturbed” in their movements by the
attractions of the planets and drawn more
or less out of the path which otherwise
they would pursue. The record of the
meteors shows, indeed, that their orbit is
slowly changing its location in such a wise
that it is now crossed by the earth later !
in the year than formerly. In the last,
hundred years the time of the earth’s en-
counter with the meteors seems to have
been retarded two days at least.

It is generaly agreed that last year the
earth crossed the central line of the me-
meteor path about three o’clock in the
morning of November 15. This year she
will reach the same point in her orbit six
hours later, or at nine o’clock a.m., Wash-
ing time, November 15. If the earth
finds the thick of the meteor stream at
that point this year, as seems not unlike-
ly, the showers can not be observed in
Europe or the eastern part of the United
States, since it will then be broad day-
light. Observers on the Pacific coast may
witness the latter part of it, and it will
be at its finest over the Pacific Ocean.

-

Trouble in Rome.

Relations between the Vatican and the
Italian government are reported to be
more than ordinarily strained just now.
It appears that during a recent reli iousi
celebration at Vico Equense the Arch-l
bishop of Sorento, Mgr. Giustiniani, ad-1
ministered a reprimand to the canon in
charge of that parish for having delivered |

a patriotic speech at a recent centenary !
commemoration, and having exhorted his |
hearers to love their country and to be!
faithful to the glorious dynasty of Savoy.

The speech concluded with a recommenda-

tion for young Italians to adopt as their

watchwords, “Religion, Italy, Savoy.”;
The precise terms of the reprimand are:
unknown, but the Archbishop himself has

admitted that he refused to allow the
canon to kiss his hand, and advised him
curtly not to be troublesome, but “to kiss
the hand of Italy.” An official inquiry was
instituted, with . the result that Count
Bonasi, Minister of Justice and Public
Worship, withdrew the stipend paid by :
the state to the Archibishop of Sorrento, !
and directed that the money thus with-
drawn should be expended for charitable
purposes within the diocese itself. This !
act has evoked loud protests from the cler- |
ical press. A somewhat similar incideutt
occured recently at Palermo, when a
priest was suspended by Cardinal Celesia

for having refered in terms of approval to !
Italian unity. A great outery arose, but

the offending priest was induced to make

a public retraction of his patriotic utter- |
ances, and the suspension was cancelled. !

MONEY TO OHUOE OVERBOARD.

Heartbreaking Sport of 'a Men Who
Enew Bis Business,

‘At one of the Washington cafes the
other day a frequent visitor walked from
his seat at the table in the front room
into the kitchen.

“May I use your fire?” said he to the
chef.

“Bitte, mein herr,” responded that
worthy who for years back had been serv-
ing this particular guest with the best the
cafe afforded. The visitor stood in front
of the fire for a moment in a reflective
mood and then taking a large rool of
bank bills from his pocket threw them one
by one into the fire.

“Qh, sir! Oh, sir!” said the chef “Why
do you throw away so much money?
What have I done that you should burn
all that money? Why don’t you give it to
me if you want to be rid of it? Instead
of the finest in the market, I shall serve
you hereafter with corned beef and cab-
bagé. You are unworthy the hospitality
of the house.”

The stranger, a banker, by the way
said nothing, but continued feeding the
flames from his fat package. In a few
moments some friends, who had been din-
ing in the front room, came rushing into
the kitchen, the story of his lunacy hav-
ing reached them, says a writer in the
New York Tribune.

“What are doing? What are you do
ing?”’they cried, striving in every way to
prevent him from burning the money, of
which he seemed to have such an un-
limited supply.

“My good people,” he said, when the
excitement was at its highest pitch,“lis-
ten a moment and I will explain to you
my seeming insanity. My friend Smith
was made executor for the famous book-
maker Jones. Among his effects he
found this package of greenbacks, and, as
I happened to be a banker, he brought
them to me to ask why such a large
amount of money should have been
thrown carelessly in one of the drawers
I examined the package and found
that all of it except about three dollars
was counterfeit.

The boat comes to anchor and the
diver begins his initial preparation for a
descent by donning a thick red blanket
suit, which incases his whole body in its
soft folds. A great bag* comes next,
with arms and legs to it, open only at
the neck, where the heavy brass collar
plate supports the helmet, and at the
rubber wristlets, through which the
hands are painfully thrust. It is no easy
task to get into a heavy, unwieldly sack
of this kind, made of alternate thick-
nesses of canvas and pure red rubber,
and two men work and tussle to get
this muffled object of red flannel shak-
en down inside. At last he is in and the
hands are squeezed through constricting
rubber rings at the wrists, which hermet-
ically seal themselves on the soft flesh,
but over which, as a further precaution,
are snapped heavy rubber bands.

Perspiration begins to pour down the
diver’s face and trickle into his eyes, as
his assistants struggle again with the
grotesque metal shoes, much like a large
pair of Dutch wooden shoes. Now the
metal neck yoke is slipped over his head,
with its encircling row of perpendicular
bolts, which are slipped through the
holes in the rubber collar, one by one.
It could hardly be called an artistic ruf-
fle, this throat-encircling chevaux-de-frise

;of iron bolts over which the pondorous,

glass-eyed helmet is dropped and bolted
down into position, until the soft rubber
ring of the suit makes a water tight joint
between the two metal rings.

The front bull’'s eye of plate glass is

! left out to the last moment, as the diver

is equipped with a corded basket for
shells and a heavy knife with which to
fight big fish or cut off the arms of some
frightful squid. Looking out through
this encircling frame, the diver’s ordi-
narily sallow face is colored with hot
blood and his breath comes faster from
the steam bath he is taking in the hot
air and padded clothes.

Down in the hold two Tagalogs, nude
to the waist, are grinding round and
round on the handle of the pump, and
the hot air sighs through the long hose
pipe and pours out-at the back of the
diver’s head where the pipe joins the hel-
met. The plate glass front is put in
position and bolted on, while the diver,
now drawing breath only by the effect-
ive working of the pump, twists the side
valve on his helmet to control the es-

He is assisted down the short rope lad-
der over the side, as he is almost help-
less in the weighty trappings, and the
last act before he goes bubbling down-
ward out of sight is to add more weights
of lead to his shoulders.

“It is only fourteen fathoms (eighty-
four feet) here,” remarks Captain Tiana,
as the stream of bubbles alone tells the
position of the diver. The submerged

; man walks astern the boat, and, as he
i moves away,

the life-line, the hoisting
rope, and the jealously-guarded air pipe
are played out, and, as the remaining
portion on board becomes shorter, four
members of the crew in the bow let out,
yard by yard, the anchor hawser.

In the pumping room the men are
straining at the pump which ran so easily
before they were overcoming a presure of
fifty pounds’ weight of water to the
square inch. One wonders what the sen-
sation of breathing air condensed to such
a degree would be like.

Fifteen minutes, and the signal cord
gives a jerk, and half a dozen men are
pulling for dear life on the submerged
rope. The novice expects to see him
come up underneath the boat, but Tiana
and there, through the
surface water, ploughs a sputtering, flop-
ping sea monster, which fiually assumes
the shave of the diver.

He cannot climb even the first rungs of
the ladder, and has to be lifted on deck,
doubling up with his legs dangling in
the water over the low board around the
boat. The front glass is quickly un-
screwed, but before it comes off the men

at the pump suddenly stop turning. Up
goes the diver’s hand in a signal of dis-
tress, and he grabs his side valve to ease
it to the suddenly diminished pressuse.
A yell goes up from those outside, and
the throb of the pump is heard again un-
til the glass plate falls open.

Six or eight times a day this man un-
dergoes the suffering that now leaves him
palid, nerveless and shivering, so fright-
fully exhausted that he is helpless to as-
sist in the undressing. He may, if he
works on a good bank of shells, bring up
a ‘dozen or even more at a trip, but a
hundred shells a day is excellent work
and a mint of money. On this ‘exhibi-
' tion trip, over barren ground, he had
but a single fair sized shell, some six in-
ches in diameter, and half a dozen of the
curious spiny star fish of these waters.

A big shell, whose inside nacre is
beautiful, even in its unpolished condi-
tion, will measure a foot in diameter,
though the majority of the shells do not
average over six or seven inches.

The crew were Tagalogs and Moros.
The divers were Tagalogs, both pinched
faced, hollow cheeked fellows, who look-
ed as if their lives were being squeezed
out of them by inches. Such is literally
the truth. For ten years of comparative
affluence, at the enormous salary—for
the East—of sixty pesos, or $30, a month,
they forfeit their chance of a longer life
and undergo, it is said, the most fright-
ful torture day by day in a watery, close-
fitting mould, which crushes the life
blood back upon the struggling heart.

Twenty-five fathoms under water, in
a rubber diving suit, with only the head
procted from the grinding pressure of
the ocean’s grasp by a copper helmet!
Even yet the significance of this state-
ment is not felt, until it is said that
these men work at the wonderful depths
of a hundred and forty to a hundred and
sixty feet, for ten or fifteen minutes at
a time, under the most overpowering
weight of water, exerting a pressure of
from sixty to seventy pounds upon every
square inch of their flesh. The craving
of the human heart tor wealth is amaz-
ing!

Not only do these divers, in their fifty-
pound copper shoes, which hold them to
the bottom, go down through green
depths filled with the inonsters of a trop-
ical sea, confronting daily the danger of
immense fish making direct attack or ap-
propriating their air tubes for bait, but
they walk along an uneven ocean floor
for hundreds of yards—a floor overgrown
with enormous coral groves, in whose
shadows lurks the giant devil fish with
its outspreading tentacles from whose
embrace it is well nigh impossible for pig-
my man to escape.

One of these Tagalog divers—a young-
old man at thirty, who had survived long-
er than most of his class—nonchalantly
told me, as we drifted away in the soft
breeze from Jolo to the diving ground,

adding,in the most indifferent way, “Oh,
yes! I have stood it better than my
brother. He was paralyzed two years
ago, and he cannot move his arms or
legs. We have to feed him with a
spoon.” !

The great rock fish has more terrors
for the divers than the monster sharks
of the tropics. This man went on relat-

HORSES IN BATTLE

Bebave in Very Much the Eame Manner
as Their Masters.

‘A veteran cavalry horse partakes of the

! hopes and fears of battle just the same

as his rider. As the column swings

into line and waits the horse grows ner-

vous over the waiting. If the wait is

spun out he will tremble and sweat and
grow apprehensive.

If he has been six months in service he
knows ' every bugle call. As the call
comes to advance the rider can feel him
working at the bit with his tongue to get
it between his teeth. As he moves out
he will either seek to go faster than he
should or bolt. He cannot bolt, how-
ever. The lines will carry him forward,
and after a minute he will grip, lay back
his ears and one can feel his sudden re-
solve to brave the worst and have done

. with it as soon as possible.

A man seldom cries out when hit in the
turmoil of battle. It is the same with
a horse. Five troopers out of six, when
struck with a bullet, are out of their sad-
dle within a minute. If hit in the
breast or shoulder up go their hands, and
they get, a heavy fall; if in the leg or foot
or arm they fall forward and roll off.
E_ven with a foot cut off by a jagged
piece of shell, a horse will not drop. Tt
is only when shot through the head or
heart that he comes down. He may be
fatally wounded, but hobbles out of the
fight to right or left, and stands with
drooping head until the loss of blood
brings him down.

The horse that loses his rider and is un-
wounded himself will continue to run
with his set of fours until some move-
ment throws him out. Then he goes gal
loping here and there, neighing with fear
and alarm, but he will not leave the
field. In his racing about he may get
among the dead and wounded, but he
will dodge them if possible, and in any
case leap over them. When he has come
upon three or four riderless steeds they
fall in and keep together, as if for mu
tual protection, and the “rally” of th
bugle may bring the whole of them into
ranks in a body.—[Cincinnati Enquirer

BE. L. Godkin,

The Evening Post in Mannhattan has
announced the retirement of Mr.E. L.
Godkin from the editorship,but adds that
he will continue to be an occassional edi-

. torial contributor to it . He meant to re-
tire next January in any event, but the
state of his health has led him to do ®o
now. The separation of Mr.Godkin from
journalism is a loss to that calling. That
ill health has expedited it is a matter for
regret. As the founder of the Nation
newspaper and editor for many years of
the Evening Post, Mr. Godkin filled a
large space in the journalistic world.
‘While much was attributed to him that
he did not write, no injustice was done
by the fact, for its resemblance to his
known writings showed that he inspired
it, either directly or by the influence of
his mind on those who worked with him.

In distinet respect he was a very able
writer. His vigor was so marked and
his point of view was so original as to
make his style unmistakable. He always
sought to account for things or to com-
mend them or to attack them by clear
and sheer reasoning. Appeal, or warmth,
or the union of the two in eloquence never
was possible or at least tolerable to him.
But the effect eloquence produces, and
' some beyond them, or more lasting, were

accomplished by him by the depth of his

learning, the power of his statement and
the fine scorn of any devices or fetches.

We never were under debt to a more
| straightforward writer or to one alike so

strong and so simple. His style was the
' final result of the best culture. A trib-
' ute merely to his originality, structural

power and terrific directness of thought

would fail to do justice to his prodigious
'dl'cerity. He never in serious articles

said less than he belived, or other, and
he never was afraid to say it. In lighter
vein or in paragraphs he drew on the old
Adam that is in all of us and took sar-
donic pleasure in making an apponent
wince or howl or jump. This made for
him more short fun than long fame.

His defect were on the side of these
high qualities. = They comprised an ex-
treamism that did not allow for the halt-
ing habit of slower intelligences, an in-
ability to bear with them at times, a
peremptoriness that antagonized where
patierice would have won, and a cultiva-
tion of destructive criticism as an art
that grew to be a veritable passion. The
few who agreed with him were not more
anxious to read him than the many who
did not. The admiration of the first cre-
ated for him not nearly so large a con-
stituency as did the rage of the second.
Both respected him, though his opponents
felt a sense of anger at themselves at hav-
| ing to do so. He was principle or preju-

dice ‘and courage incarnate, lacking the
{ ability to believe that any who absolute-
ly disagree with him were so good as
they ought to be.

A preaching or pedagogical habit caus-
ed him in latter years to take a parochial
{ or personal rather than a cosmopolitan
outlook on many matters. His attach-
ment to reforms was so great as almost
to make him feel. that he was their ex-
clusive nurse or defender. He could not
let them fight their way in the world as
healthy children are apt to do. He could
not understand the part that struggles
and set backs play in revolutions. Nor
could he see that the opposition of mil-
ions to his ideas had in it any more moral
significance than that of  one person or
paper. That it indicated an unprepared-
ness, and not an iniquity, seemed not to
occur to him. He could understand the
gradual movement of a glacier, though
not the slow pace of multitudinous minds.

But his ire was as often glorious or
celestial as it was childish or comical.
His indignation at dissent took the form
of characterization of adversaries that
were alike so acid and at times substan-
tially so unjust as to make them at whom
he aimed his personal enemies . He rev-
eled and excelled in the art of making
them. That art in his case was never the
gentle art. As a consequence we have
seen no considerate allusion to his .re-
tirement in any newspaper. Editors bless
not those whom they hate and pray not
for those who despitefully use them and
persecute them.

One may doubt that Mr. Godkin realiz-
ed his self-created isolation from love or
liking in his own vocation. Hitters as
hard as he rarely do. Nor is it likely he
realized the severity of the retorts he
drew. He probably regarded them as
legitimate and in a sense as the homage
which imitation paid to him. The suffer-
ing he caused could hardly be measured.
Intent or consciousness of it should not
i be ascribed to him, for in a very concrete

and personal world, he thought as ab~
stractly and fulminated as impersonally,
in the spirit of his work, as could be con-
ceived. The unpitying and mechanical
quality of fate, rather than the volition
of fury, the whirl of a dervish rather
than the calculation of a dancer, was
what he suggested.

Had he written for history instead of
for now, or for quarterlies instead of for
a daily, his recourse to personalities
had been needless and avoided. And it
is by his essays on permanent and uni-
versal themes he will be remembered or
by his contemperaneous treatment of na-
tional traits or errors. The momentary
or the ephemeral not seldom made him

unjust to himself—and to others. To -

drive tacks with trip hammers is exces-
sive. A want of proportion, an over zeal
either in controversary or in sarcasm sug-
gests a want of immagination and of sav-
ing, warm, educational humor. That
was so in his case. one who loves vinegar
abhors honey.

But liberty,reforms, arbitration, right-
eousness, honesty in money, in social val-
ues and in thought owe a large debt to
him. Journalism received from him a
stimulation that was constantly valuable.
The integrity of the editorial page had
in him a grand exponent He wrote more
that will long survive him than almost
any other commentator of his time. We
who agreed with his aims much more
than we could with his methods cannot
let his retirement pass without an ac-
acknowledgnlent of profound obligation
to him as a moralist to admire rather
than as a tactician to emulate. We wish
wish for him many years of happiness in
honored and rehabilitating rest.—[Brook-
lyn Eagle. o

Variegated Birds. i

The most variegated bird in the world
has lately been discovered in India and
Ceylon. No less than nine different colors
are distinguishable in its plumage. It is
called the mnine colored pitta (Pitta Ben-
galensis Vell), and with its long legs, short
tail and plump body it bears considerable
resemblance to a thrush. But its colors-
are gray and beautifully harmonized.

Its powerful long beak is curved on top
and is generaly held firmly closed. The
foot is widely spread, the middle toe very,
 long. The wings are short and well round-
ed. This bird is a light brown, with black
stripes on the upper part of its body.
The-head and sides of the neck are black,
while a white line passes over the eyes,
forming a kind of eyebrow, and the throat
and- part. of the back are also white. The
other parts under the body are a yellow-
ish brown, with a greenish tinge. The
tail and under parts of the wings are a
bright scarlet. The tops of the wings

bluish brown, with a greenish tinge. The"

shoulders are a pale blue. The tips of
the shoulders have spots of asure blue.
and the pinions are black.

Their wings do not permit any very ex-
tended flight, and their long legs shaw
that much of their time is passed on the

ground, where they feed on different kinds-
of beetles, which they crush in their-

strong beaks. Shy and difficult to ap-

proach, they are generally found in the:

bush of the uplands singly except at breed-
ing time and while the brood is young.
The natives of India call the bird “Nou«
rang.”” A specimen of this brilliantly
plumaged bird has lately been taken to
the Zoological Garden at Berlin, where
it is the cynosure of many eyes.

Japan and Russia.

Porr TownseND, Waghington, Nov. 12,
—Advices received by the Orient-l
steamship St. Irene indicate thef the
Japanese government is taking a great
intereat in the South African war. Up:

on the recommendation of the Japanere
army an officer will be sent so the scene
of  hostilitien for the purpose of
geining & practical knowledge of the
strength and tactics of tha Boer army.
This move on the part of the Japanese,
according to the Kobe Chronicle, is in-
dispsneable, for the reason that Japan
msy be forced to rely upon the aramiet-
ance of the British army st a fatare
date. The Russian minister in Seoul
has created oconsiderable siir in the
diplomatic circles of Japan by mak.
ing a demand to have the epheres of
infloence of the respective powers
in Korea defined, and has made a pro:
position fo this effect to the ministers of
various powers, throngh Germany’s
representative. Japan strongly opposes
the movement, and it is claimed in offi.
c'al circles that Raesia has evclved a
vlan to counteract Japan’s Influence in
Korea.

Loxpox, Nov. 13—The Shanghai cor-
respondent of the Daily Mail saye:—

“An uneasy leeling regarding the re-
l1ations of Rug:ia and Japan issvreading
here. There is 10 doubt that
Japan is practically allied with
Chinas, despite the dsgradation which
the empress dowsagzer inflicted upon the
Chinege envoys to Japan on their recent
returr.

HOLLAND AGAINST BRITAIN.

THE DUTCH WOULD BE
PLEASED TO SEE T&E
BOERS WIN.

Hostility to Great Britain Rather
Than Friendship or Sympathy
for the Bocrs Is the Secret of
the Very Qreat Demonstrations

Lately.

RorrerpaM, Nov. 7—Here, ag elee-
where in Holland, the Boer party is
largely ina majority.

Not a dissentient voice is heard to dis-
agres pukblicly with the genmeral con-
demnation of England’s pclicy in the
Tzansvaal. :

This is ot becanse there are mo sup-
portersa of England in Rotterdam. On
the contrary, I have oconversed with
saversl whose coustant business and
eocial relations kesp ttem in cloze com-
manication with England, and oven the
war in SBouth Africa has not altogether
deatzoyed the eympathetic friendliness
for the British that has existed for
gererations among the werlihy and
educsted claseea here.

ENTIRELY ON BIDE CF TRANSVAAL.
8till, in the existing orisis they keep
very quiet, &8 the bady axd bulk of the
population of tte port is rather rough—
to pas it mildly—and it hss beexn entira-
ly won ovez to the pide of the Irans-
vaal bargherr,

It is diffizule to explaic this sudden
flath of enthugiasm for the Boera.

The working Rovterdamer {s not one
to he very keenly interested in gusstions
of sbstract right or wrong. Yet bhe
watcies the couree of ths war ‘intently.

Crowds arooud the newspaper cffices
rexd tbe deepatches with a yell ¢f de-
light when they relate some Boer pue-
cegs, and with viclent ontburats of anger
when the British are said to hava gained
apy advantage.

SOME REASONS GIVEN,

Some people with woom I hava dis-
cusged questione claim that biz soms of
monoy are spen§ in the interests of the
Boer propagenda smong the IDiwer
claspee, This, however, scoms & usslees
expense, 88 euch « atep cannot have
much practical resalt.

Others attributes the sent!ment for the
Boers to racial sympathy, but this, also,
@ rather far fetohed as an explanation.

The Earopean born Hollander isde-
tested, or was detested by the ‘‘irue
rlue” Boer quite a8 much ss the Eng-
liskman., He, too, is a *Uttlander,” and
he has been made to feel it upon more
t-an one occasion.

As “racial aympathy” did not move
the heart ef the burghers toward Hcl-
land’s immigrants to the Transvaal, it is
oot likely to have aroused the Rotter.
dam bargee or wharfinger fo such =
demonsiration of interest in the Boers as
I have witnessed.

HOSTILITY NOT CARRIED TO PERSECUTION,

Whatever the cauee, however, $he fact
is patent that 2 santiment pronoancedly
hostile to the Eaglish is aniversal among
t e working classer. It is not carried to
toe extent of sttacking or persecuting
the English residente or visitors. There
have hesn gome instances reported of
people bsing ncoted for epeaking Eng-
lish in the streets, but they aze izolated
canea,

Pergonslly, I have'not been the object
of any disagreeabls attention, fhough I
have gone about freely in soms of the
roughest quarters of the city and think
few pecpiv wonld mistake my accent for
8 pure Datch one.

MEECANYILE INTERESTS CAUSE NEUTRALITY,

The merchants sre very guarded in
their utterances and a:titnde even.
Their eympathies draw them toward the
Boers, their interests bind them to the
English.

Abgut & bundred thousand francs only
has been subscribed for the wounded
and destitate npon the Boer side. This
is & very amall sum for such a wealthy
city as Rotterdam.

G:VERNMENT NOT TO BE COMPROMISED,

As an example af the scrupunlons care
with which the authorities are observ-
ing a neutral attitude, I may mention
taat an attempt was made to gsecure one
of the rezimental barracke here for a
concert in aid of this smbscription.

A minerity are in - upport of
the action of 'the facelty, whils the re-
mainder carried & resolution, condoning
the offerce, and practicsBly requiring
the faculty to recede-from the firm atand
t:ken by them at tho-commencement of
the difficulty.

Had the senste been non-commiital,
declived to interfere in the matier, and
sllowed the facully to deal with the
cage as o them seemed best, irrespec-
tive af coneequences, even wers the ex-
pulsion of some of the etudents enforced,
the university would  hav- stcod in &
much better position in the eyesof the
pu:lic than is dues at present.

It is true tbat the expuision of a
student would h»vs been detrimental to
his fatare vrompec:s, bus if sy etudent
commita & brutai or illega! agt ne shonld
clearly understand that he must abide
by the consaquences. .
