J. E. BurcheU and A. M. Croftan agree 
in estimating the total loss at from $200,- 
000 to $250,000 and the total amount cov­
ered by insurance at from $150,000 to 
$175.000.

J. E. BurcheU represents the British 
America, Canadian, Imperial, Liverpool, 
London and Globe, Phoenix of London, 
Queen, Sun, Union, National and West­
ern. The loss of these 10 companies will 
be about $60,000 to $70,000, fairly evenly 
divided between them except the Na­
tional, which had comparatively few risks. 
Of this total sum about $25,000 represents 
insurance on the block in east side of 
South Charlotte street between Prince 
WiUiam, Henry and Pitt street.

The companies represented by A. M. 
Crofton, secretary of the board of trade, 
with their approximate loss are: Royal, 
$6,000; Phoenix, of Hartford, $6,000 ; Hart­
ford, $8,000, and Caledonian $5,000.

On the whole nearly all the property 
destroyed carried fair insurance.

Prowse (Bros, and OroweU’s large dry 
goods establishment had $43,000 on their 
stock and $8,000 on building. Unfortu­
nately the dry goods merchants burned 
out all had their full stock of fall and 
winter goods. Other insurances at present

TOWN OF SYDNEY.

An Explanation of the Burned Area.
The town of Sydney has extended over 

auoh an area since the boom caused by 
the erection of the steed works, that, the 
lire lias taken but a small portion of the 
ground within the town limits- The fire 
swept, in fact, but a small portion of the 
old town.

During the progress of the fire consider­
able looting occurred and in addition to 
the ever-present email boy who took fruit, 
candy and small toys to his heart’s con­
tent more serious thefts were also fre­
quent, both men acid women taking con­
siderable from dry goods stores.

Mr. Butler to oversee all 
the mining operations and take one-half 
the profits Which the machine will save, 
over and above present cost of mining.

The new' excavator Which is to replace 
the two now at work will, it is expected, 
be dn operation about itlhe lyfc of January 
next, and 1 would advise that no order 
be given for one until the work of the 
new imnJhine can be examined into.

Orders could be placed at once for ex­
cavators such as are now in use, and 
could be delivered within the next three 
imonblis ; but, it as it is claimed, the new 
excavator is going to reduce the cost of 
mining from 1U to 15 cents per ton, it will 
be at ônce seen that the purdliase of the 
new excavator would be more desirable.

The largest of the 
two is kept at work all the time remov­
ing -the over-burden, while the other is 
ioading coal eighlt hours out of tlhe 24, 
and works the remaining 16 hours as the 
other does.

1 found tihe coal seams here to be about 
five feet in 'thickness, lying almost level, 
but with a alight dip to itihe nioaitheaat.

When n mine of this kind is first open­
ed up, -it is necessary to make a trench 
or cut as deep as the fire Olay which un­
derlies the coal, and wide enough to allow 
itihe laying of a railway track.4 The exca­
vator will do this work, but, it is found 
in -practice, that tihe coal is so broken up 
by the machinery as to be practically 
valueless and may be -thrown over the 
dump.

Wlhen the eooi is ready for loading, it 
is placed upon the cars by the excavator 
at lllie rate of about 90 tons lier hour. 
Three cars aire loaded ait a time, which 
gives an opportunity of removing sulphur

Poultry keeping on the farm, where 
the fowls generally have free range, 
and in the village, where they must 
be yarded most of the time, is quite 
different, as James W. Coburn of Al­
legan Co., Mich., has found out. He 
always kept - poultry while on the 
farm, gathered what eggs cotild be 
found, killed what fowls were want­
ed to cat, fed them grain in winter 
and let them take care of themselves 
in summer. While no account 
kept with them, it .was always

A few years ago he moved to the 
village, where he has a hen house 
12x16 ft. and a yard containing 400 
sq. ft. of surface. In this 13 fowls 
are kept and all their food is bought.

11I London,' Oct. 5—The Timber Trades Journal 
today says:

The timber trade during the past week 
seems to have been carried on in a more 
hopeful way than for some considerable 
periol previously, although the transactions 
are far from satisfactory or remunerative. 
A large decrease in the arrivals has to be 
re-corded, and the impression is gaining 
strength that the import for tibe year will be 
much less than that of the previous one.

^ Very little chartering is doing, which further 
strengthens the belief that the bulk of the 
foreign supply has now been received. The 
stock on hand is undoubtedly a large one, 
but the limited nature of the back-end ship­
ments will a^fford breathing time for merch­
ants to turn it to better account than they 
have been doing. The prospect is every way 
brighter than we have previously reported, 
and the development of events is likely to 
further strengthen the hands of the large 
dealers who have hitherto had to realise on 
a falling market. The agents are still selling 
on exceptionally low terms goods that have 
come forward on shippers’ account, but this 
sort of business cannot last much longer and

not sufficiently pronounced to trade upon. 
There was a steadier tone in everything, 
and people arc getting more confident that 
the turning point has been reached.

He drove up to the Clarendon hotel, 
where he was staying, at 3.3U o’clock, and 
stated his intention of taking tlhe 
train, vVhndli leaves Shortly after 4 p. m. 
He went up stairs, packed his grip and 
sent it down to the office by the porter.

The clerk, noticing it was time for Mr. 
Bavin to start, sent the porter up stairs 
to call him. The porter rapped several 
times at his door and, not getting any 
response, became alarmed.

Calling the housekeeper, the door was 
opened with a pass key, when a sad spec­
tacle was présenited to the eyes of those 
present. On the bed lay the body of Mr. 
Bavin, his eyes closed arid his fare as calm 
and peaceful as if he were but asleep.

The bed clothes, however, Showed the 
appalling truth, being soaked with, blood. 
He had placed a revolver in his mouth, 
fired and the bullet .had passed out through 
the back of his head. His death must have 
'been instantaneous.
