The Men to Reject and the Men to
Choose.

The Eleotors of New Brunswick may
soon be called upon to choose from the
candidates who apply for their suffrages,
those whom they deem best qualified to
represent their interests in the House of
Commons.

There are certain men whom they should
avoid, and certain others for whom they
should search until they find them. We
do not wish to be represented in this, the
most important of all our legislative hodies,
by needy men,—men whose only hope of
obtaining a living is by secaring an inter-
est ina railway contract; or supporting
the Government of the day in the expecta-
tion of receiving an office ; or voting, right
or wrong, with the Opposition with the
understanding that when their turn comes
to deal out the patronage,they will receive
« consideration” for their services in aid-
ing to bring in the new regime. We have
seen enough of this sort of thing already.
1f instinet do not teach the electors to give
a wide berth to these characters, let them
consult the divisions of the Housc of Com-
mons for the past five years and see how

powerless public sentiment has been to
compel such representatives to stand by the
public interests. Nor do we need men
filled to overflowing with partizan bile,—
who will either oppose or support all Gov

ernment measures simply through political
bias,—who are determined to put into
effect their political prejudices irrespective
of the intevests or wishes of their constitu-
ents. Men exhibiting these weaknesses
can do less harm at home than in Ottawa,
and we should cheerfully relegate them to
the comforts and limits of their own fire-
sides. Nor should we drop such men
merely to take up the agent or ally of Par

liamentary Rings or Combinations formed
for self aggrandizement. In spite of the
fears and efforts of all who dread these in-
fluences, many constituencies in the larger
Provinces will be represented by friends of
railway and canal contractors whose move-
ments in Parliament will be governed
solely by the attention paid to ‘‘claims”
and legislation in which they are person

ally interested. Care should be taken that

possible limit, as this is probably the most
dangerous of the many elements that go to
make up the Canadian House of Commons.

What is required in our Commoners is
(1) ability. They have to encounter
clever men from o-her Previnecs, and they
should be able tu hold their own against

rapresentatives (2} should be buth honest
and possessed of means,—there beidg a
more intimate connefion between these
qualifications in our days than many-per
sons are. willing to admit.

stituents’ interests. . If the candidater
possess (3) a fair knowledge of the daws of
their Provinece, they would make all the
more valuable guardians of our rights and
privileges, as changes in the laws of the
several Provinces are being constantly pro

posed, and our members should be able to
state promptly and positively how these
changes are likely to affect the people they
represent. The favorite candidates should
also (4) be well informed in regarlto the
industrial interests of the Province,—the
Agricultural Shipping, Manuofacturingand
Trading interests, all of which are affecte |
daily by Parliamentary legislation. The
should, in fact, be in due sympathy, from
knowledge and identity of interests, with
these great industrial divisions, as far as
practicable. They should be (5) enter

prising and farsighted, and with sowe
stake in the country. They should be in

dependent in character not less than in
weans, and willing to find their chief re

ward in the advancement of the intervsts
of the public who place confidence in their
ability and personal reputation.

We are not penning fancy sketches of
wodel mis-represetatives or model repre-
sentatives. As we have had in the Legis
lature and Parliament base men who sold
therr pablic position and talents for gain—
men whom we utterly detest, and who in
days past have sought shelter from the
popular wrath in places removed ‘irom the
popular verdiet, so, on the uther hand,
there are to be found among us geuticen
possessed of eminent qualifications for the
House of Commons and who will neither
sell themselves or their constituents for a
mess of pottage,—men ‘¢ who know our
rights, and knowing dare maintain them.”

The lessons of the past should not be
lost upon us, unless, indeed we dcsire
above all things to sink belpw the level ol
the meanest member of this young Con
federation. We should encourage the fore
most talent to seek employment in the pub
lic service; we should make an end, once
and for ever, of third rate men, bumbugs
and noisy agitators, and fix our eyes only
on the solid, substantial representatives of
the intellect, the culture and the industrial
interests of the Province. When we re-
flect that, in the coming term, Parliament
will be called upon to deal with our Courts
and our Election Laws, with the construc-
tion of the great Pacific Railway, and the
construction and enlargement of Canals,
—improvements involving the disposition
of the public lands in immense territories,
and the expenditure of over fifty miliions of
dollars in money, and a large addition to
the Public Debt; with Tariffs and the
question of Protection to the Manufactur-
ing industry ; possibly with the laying of
a Canadian Telegraph Cable, and Coloni-
zation schemes on a grand scale; with
measures involving the interests of ship-

1 send you a fow items of news from this
Island in the Bay, which may find accept
ance with Tne TriBUNE, and its namerous
readers. - Daring the past week, three
households have been bereft of wife and
mother-guardians. A Mrs. Flewelling, of
North Head, died very unexpeoctedly, leav
ing a husband, and & large family of small
ehildren, seven in number; destitute of a
wife’s help, and mother’s care.

Our Island has ever been regarded as a
healthy place ; but for the last few.years
past, it has not proved as much 30 as here
tofore, although. probably, the cases of
sickness and death buve not increased in
ratio beyond the increase of population,

Strangers who come here in the summer
season, sweltering from hot climes, find
here salubrious air, and a cool retreat, se-
questered nooks full of salt water, where
iavalid or healthy can bathe their limbs at
will, for sport among the gently swelling
wave invigorating. .

‘Unex
pectedly. the hake ** strack in”’ last week
and our inshore fishermen are exuberant.
A few of our deep sea fishermen have come
in with very fair ¢ takes’’ of codfish, and
so far the summer of 1872 promises well for
the Bay fisheries.

Be-
wildered by passion the Spanish suitor de-
terred his acquiescence in that good advice
until within a few days of the proposed
nuptials.

ANOTHER BRILLIANT CONQUEST.

On the 19th of May, Don Hernandez y
Castras was.absent from an important

He wore
the appearance of one who had purchased
experience at too dear a rate, and had
sacrificed his honor and word to deceit and
shame. Thi=evening he was waited on by
Prince Giacomo Borghese,who assured him
that his sister had abandoned her intention
to mairy him, on grounds which were too
obvious to need explanation. That night
Don Hernandez y Castras resigned the
presidency of the Cate di Europa, and re-
tired, it is believed, to Spain.

That Mrs. Fanny Jordan had been play-
ing her old game upon the noble Spaniard
can hardly be doubted, for it has been
learned that she left Como with a party of
influential English tourists on the 22nd
ultimo, having probably jilted the Don
after having mulcted him to hgr ut-
most.

FANNY’S EXPLOITS IN ROME.

The next heard of Mrs. Fanny Jordan
was her mingling in tbe best society in
Rome, in which city she put up at the
Hotel delle lsole - Britaniche, the most
fashionableand expensive resort of foreign-
ers in Rome, and wnere amhassadors fre-
quently give dinners, and royal personages
hold levees. Here was a wide field for the
fascinating and expert American confidence
woman. But it is alleged that she mét
parties from the court of Munich, who re-
cognized her as the siren who had lared
their young King Louis, and had narrowly
eszaped the iron bars of Holthendorfer.

Here closes our knowledge of the wily
ways of this wonderful young woman from
the far West, who has entrapped many
a cautious victim of this eastern conti-
nent.

‘‘ The Men of the Mayflower.”

The Rev. W. Morley Punshon delivered
his able lecture on the .above prolific sub-
ject last night. He labored under the dis-
advantage of having an audience of about
five or six hundred and the novelty of not
lecturing to a crowded house must have
becn something new to Doctor Punshon,
but a dollar for a lecture ticket is some-
thing the ¢ utilitarian’’ public bave not ar:

Plymouth
Rock, as it was and is, he pictured to the
audience. Miles Standish and the Paritan
Band he eloquently painted, and revelled
in the Spartan simplicity of their living.
‘I'he customs laws and sumptuary laws of
the ‘““Men of the Mayflower,” he was
afraid, would be ill appreciated at the pre
sent day. Samples of the laws and regu-
lations he read for the benefit of the audi-
ence, particularly the ladies and the poli-
ticians. Pcrsons who refused the office of
Governor were fined twenty pounds. Fe
males who used too much material in their

dresses were punished, that is if they wore
their sleeves too long, or their dresses too
high in the neck, He thought the law was
well obeyed now. Husbands who got drunk
were posted around the town,and a young
man named Smith was punished for lying
ahout a whale. The lecture occupied over
an hour and enlisted the closest attention,
It was replete with glowing language, and
in ornate style of oratory it would be cer-
tainly a difficult matter to equal him. At
the same time he has an incisive style that
breaks out mercilessly and cuts deep.

¢ approach in character of the Spring Hill
‘¢ coal to those of Newecastle.”” Ilis com-
