Stranger to Canada, I think you said? 
First visit to Ontario? Well, you’re 
heartily welcome to Indian Creek.

HEAVY FIRE IN LONDON.

Fire broke out at five o'clock on the 
morning of Oct. 8th in Charter House

When at Petit Rocher last week the 
writer took a look through the fine new 
store erected for A. W. Y. DesBrisay, 
Esq., which is a fine building, and a cre­
dit to the enterprising proprietor. Its 
dimensions are 80x32, three stories.— 
The store proper is a spacious apartment, 
and in the rear are a warehouse and of­
fice. The building looks well, and is 
neatly pointed.

Blair, of Dal- 
housie is putting up a building for a 
store and dwelling, near the John Chal­
mers' property.

Mr. Blair expects 
to commence business in two or three 
weeks.

A New Church,
the exterior of which was finished in 
May last, having been a year in building. 
The interior has yet to be completed.— 
Temporary seats have been placed so 
that services may be held whenever a 
clergyman happens along. So far two 
services have been held in the new edi­
fice—one by the Rev. James Quinn, the 
former pastor of St. Luke’s chmch, who 
occasionally visited Bellednne—the other 
by the Rev. Mr. McDonald, an Ontario 
clergyman, son of the Rev. George 
McDonald, who was pastor of St. Lake’s 
church, Bathurst, fully forty years ago. 
The latter was instrumental in having 
the first church built at Belledune, 
which occupied the present site, and 
which was destroyed by fire many years 
ago. The new edifice is a very neat 
structure, and speaks volâmes for the 
taste and liberality of the Presbyterian 
congregation, comprising in all some 
nine or ten families. Thanks to the 
large-heartedncss of the congregation 
and a few'friends elsewhere, the new 
church is clear of debt. The interior 
will be finished when funds are forth­
coming for that purpose. At

Jacquet River
Mr. Charles McAlister is building a 
new store, on a site at the head of the 
road leading to the railway station, 
which will be the largest in the place. 
Mr. McAlister will devote bis attention 
exclusively to the store business, while 
Mr. Donald McAlister, the other member 
of the firm of McAlister Bros., will at­
tend to the business of the lobster fac­
tories across the Bay, viz., at Caplin 
and New Carlisle.

Mr. M. Doyle is patting np a small 
store near the highway, adjoining his re­
sidence.

A large residence is in course of con­
struction for the Roman Catholic Priest 
at Jacquet River, the Rev. Mr. Doucett. 
The frame, which is a large one, rests on 
a substantial stone foundation. The 
writer endeavored to obtain some parti­
culars in reference thereto from one or 
two of the residents bat failed. The 
residence is being erected on an eligible 
site.

At Black Point
the writer observed a new saw mill, erect­
ed there since his last visit two years 
ago. It is owned by Mr. Samuel Langh- 
lao, and is within a short distance of that 
gentleman's residence, as well as the I. 
C. R. The mill is a Rotary, and com­
prises shingle, lath and paling machines, 
box machine and grist mill. The latter 
is well equipped, and is to be still far­
ther improved by the introduction of a 
set of French burr stones for wheat. 
There is a good demand in the locality 
for the productions of both mills.

At New Mills the fine store erected by 
Mr. J. T. Windsor attracts the attention 
of all who visit the locality. It is one of 
the largest and best finished stores in 
the County of Restigouche, and is very 
conveniently laid off. Mr. Windsor car­
ries on an extensive business, many of 
his customers being residents of Bona- 
venture County, across the Bay.

Charlo.
The writer made a short stay at this 

pretty little village on Thursday of last 
week. The school meetings in Districts 
Nos. 1 and 2 were held on that day. The 
school house in district No. 2 is situated 
in a swampy and otherwise unsuitable 
spot, not at all conducive to the health 
of either teacher or pupils. The rate­
payers are fully aware of this fact, and 
are providing, by assessment, the funds 
necessary for a new and more suitable 
building than the present one, there be­
ing already in hand $400 for this pur­
pose. The question of a new site is just 
now one of more than ordinary interest 
to the ratepayers, all of whom, or nearly 
all, are in favor of the selection of a bet­
ter site. There is not the same unity as 
to the locatiôn, which cannot be finally 
fixed upon until the arrival of Inspector 
Mcrserean to. sanction the site. This 
ought to be done speedily, so that the 
Trustees can proceed with the building, 
A farther sum of $200 will be assessed on 
the district next year, to complete the 
amount necessary. (600) to erect the new 
school house.

Funds are also being raised by assess­
ment for the same purpose in District 
No 1, the first instalment of $100 having 
been collected. The presence of the In­
spector is necessary in this district also, 
as the site has not yet received the sane 
lion of law.

The Northern section of New Bruns­
wick is rapidly becoming famous for its 
many

Seaside Resorts, 
and as year by year these become better 
known, the Influx of visitors will steadi­
ly increase, particularly if with the In, 
creasing popularity of this section of 
the Dominion as a “ happy retreat" for 
tourists, daring the heated term, the re­
quisite hotel accommodation is provided 
In this particular considerable advance 
has been made within the last four or 
five years. In addition to good hotel 
accommodation at Bathurst (a beautiful 
summer resort) there areat several points 
some well kept and comfortable stopping 
places. Among these may be mentioned 
the hotel conducted by Mr. Wm. Bar­
clay, at Jacquet River, which has had 
its full complement of smpmer visitors 
this season ; the Seaside hotel, at New 
Mills, kept by Mr. AJe$. PJetie, where

guests will find a good table and com­
fortable quarters, and further on is Charlo 
where excellent accommodation is to be 
found. Visitors to this prettily situated 
village in Restigouche speak very highly 
of it as a watering place, for which it is 
well adapted, located as it is close to the 
waters of the Bay Chalenr, with fine 
opportunities for bathing and boat sail­
ing, and within a short distance of 
streams which furnish the angler with 
good sport. The latest addition to the 
list of hotels is the‘‘Bay Shore," Mr. 
P. Bassett, proprietor, and which has 
had an excellent ran during the summer 
months, the guests being principally 
from Montreal, Moncton and other towns 
in onr own province. The house- is. ap­
propriately named, being very near the 
Bay, and is also within a short distance 
of the Intercolonial Railway. Its dimen­
sions are 55x30, three stories, and is di­
vided off into two sitting rooms, "13 bed­
rooms, dining room and kitchen. Next 
season the third story will be fitted np, 
which will furnish four extra bedrooms. 
During the present fall the proprietor 
intends to put up the frame of an ell 
60x18, which will have kitchen and pan- 
tries in the lower flat and six bedrooms 
above. The space now occupied by the 
kitchen will be added to the dining 
room, all these improvements and addi­
tions being necessary to provide suffi­
cient accommodation for the increased 
patronage anticipated next year. Mr. 
Bassett and lady leave nothing undone 
to secure the comfort of patrons who 
visit their louse at Charlo.

It is hardly necessary to say that Dal- 
housie has already become a fashionable 
resort-for tourists. The town occupies 
a beautiful location on rising ground, 
and from tbe summit of the hill there is 
a grand view of the River Restigouche, 
the Bay Chaleur, and picturesque sur­
roundings. The traveller can there ob­
tain good hotel accommodation. The 
“ Point,” about a mile from the town 
is the great attraction. With its grand 
beach, bracing sea air, and other advan­
tages, it has brought hundreds of visi­
tors to the place each season, thereby 
very materially aiding the traffic of the 
Branch connecting Dalhonsie with the 
I. C. B. “ Incharran,” the large hotel 
at the Point, has proved a great success. 
It is admirably managed, and is a credit 
to the proprietors. During the season 
just closed every room was occupied.

Campbell ton and Metapedia, with 
their fine scenery and grand fishing pri­
vileges, have also had their quota of 
summer visitors.

Eel River.
At Eel River Crossing (a way station 

of the I. C. R.) there are signs of pro­
gress. Since last fall a store has been 
put up for Mr. N. McNair, and dwelling 
houges for Alex. Malta and John La vine. 
During the present season about 400 car 
loads of long cedar sleepers and shingles 
have been shipped here, some of the ce­
dar for the I. C. R. and a portion for the 
American market. The shingles are 
principally manufactured for the West 
India trade, and are shipped to Halifax.

These residents, some seven or eight in 
number, made the usual preparations for 
the fishery this year, but they would 
have been better off had they left the 
fishing alone. After spending consider­
able money In making new nets and re­
pairing the old ones, they drove their 
pickets and set nets about the second 
week in June. Just as their hopes were 
raised of a good return for their labors, 
tbe drive of logs came down, sweeping 
away nets and pickets and placing the 
owners of the stands (who are expected 
to pay license for the privilege of fishing) 
in a decidedly worse position than if they 
had made no preparations whatever. It 
was fully three weeks before nets were 
again in position, and by that time the 
best of the run was over. One of the 
sufferers caught three salmon, the others 
also fared badly, the cateh being very 
small, in no single case exceeding three 
or four hundred pounds—a great con­
trast as compared with other seasons. 
If there is a remedy for this state of 
things, and there certainly ought to be, 
it is the duty of the Dominion and Local 
representatives to see that it is prompt­
ly applied. Formerly, the lumber was 
rafted at a boom some two miles above, 
and very little trouble or damage result­
ed, because the fishermen for their own 
protection, generally assisted in keeping 
the rafts clear of the nets. The fisher­
men have good cause to complain. They 
own the stands they occupy,—they pay 
an annual license to the Dominion Gov­
ernment for the privilege of fishing- -and 
if they are obstructed in prosecuting this 
industry, it does certainly appear to be 
the duty of the Dominion authorities to 
see that the rights of those to whom 
they issue licenses at Tide Head are not 
infringed-upon in such a way as to make 
the payment of the license fee almost a 
farce, a one-sided arrangement in which 
the government appear as exacting a sum 
of money for an arrangement which can­
not be carried out. Not only hav,e tbe 
fishermen a grievance, but they have also 
a clear case for damages in some quarter. 
Should they endeavor to have their 
wrongs redressed by legal process, who 
will blame them for so doing.

Occupying, the position he does, his in­
fluence among the men is great, and be; 
ing exerted in the right direction can­
not but be productive of good. The 
work commenced some three or four 
months ago, and instead of flagging or 
dying ont as predicted by those who are 
not in sympathy with this phase of 
evangelistic work, is increasing in inter­
est, additions being constantly made, 
some ten or twelve having joined the 
ranks of this Christian Brotherhood dar­
ing the last month. The movement is 
also being made a blessing to others not 
connected with the railway, and so great 
is the interest manifested that these 
meetings are sometimes attended by per­
sons from a distance of over twelve 
miles, as was the case yesterday. An 
after meeting was held for testimony aud 
exhortation, which was most enjoyable.

A Grand Missionary Meeting

was held in the Methodist Church in the 
evening, the pastor very wisely taking 
advantage of the presence of a number, 
cf gentlemen who arrived by express 
that morning from Halifax, where they 
had been attending the annual gathering 
of the General Missionary Board of the 
Methodist Church. The announcement 
of tnis meeting was made at the morning 
service and the result was that there was 
not room eqough in the small church to 
comfortably seat the large number pre­
sent at the evening service.

The pastor opened the meeting with 
the well known hymn, commencing,

Jesus shall reigu where’er the sun,” 
the choir and congregation joining in 
heartily singing this favorite hymn to 
that lavorite and good old tune, “ Duke 
Street.” This was followed by prayer, 
after which the pastor introduced the 
Chairman of the Meeting, the Hon. J. 
W. Litton, of Brandon, of the Manitoba 
Conference, and ex-Speaker of the Mani­
toba Legislature, who had kindly con-' 
seated to preside. Mr. Litton made a 
brief introductory address relative to 
the important missionary work being 
done by the Methodist Church, and then 
called upon the first speaker, the Rev. 
T. G. Williams, of Pembroke, of the 
Montreal Conference. Mr. W. Ik his 
fine address, referred principally to the 
work being done in connection with 
French Missions and the Missions along 
the line of the Canada Pacific. 
The next speaker was the Rev. John S. 
Clark of Pictou, Ontario, bay of Quinte 
Conference. This speaker described 
the progress and spread of Missions, re­
ferring particularly to the glorious work 
accomplished and still going on among 
the North West Indians. His speech 
was a gratd one. The next- on the pro­
gramme was the Rev. W. Bee, of Toron­
to, and in the Toronto Conference, who 
In an able address, spoke of the heroism 
and the self-sacrificing labors of the 
noble men, and women too, who carried 
their lives in their hands as they went 
forth toiling for the Master, and bear­
ing the glad tidings of Salvation.— 
Tbe last speaker was the Rev. T. G. 
Laird, of Orangeville, ex-President of 
tbe Toronto Conference, and at one 
time holding a Professorship in the Col­
lege at Sack ville. He referred to the 
changes that had taken place relative to 
the Mission Work, spoke of Jesus as the 
first great missionary who went forth 
from Heaven to redeem fallen man, and 
who commissioned his disciples to “ go 
into all the world and preach the Gospel 
to every creature.” During an address 
full of sympathy and fervor, hé said he 
doubted the genuineness of the conver­
sion of that person who lacked the true 
Missionary spirit—who did not desire to 
do something to bring others into the 
fold of Christ.

The chairman closed by referring to the 
cordiality and unanimity existing among 
the Protestant lajorers in the North 
West Mission field, of all denominations, 
also to the great kindness they had re­
ceived at the hands of the people of 
Halifax daring their visit to that city, 
and to the pleasurable surprise which 
had met them at Campbellton, for where 
they had anticipated a dreary day, they 
had experienced the very reverse, the 
day having been one of spiritual blessing 
and enjoyment to them all.

The choir sang several selections dur­
ing the evening, Miss Ida McKendrick 
presiding at the organ.

The meeting was a grand one, and af­
forded the Campbellton people a rich 
treat which they greatly enjoyed. Bro. 
Fisher is jubilant over the collection 
taken, amounting to about $16, which 
will be added to the Missionary mffney 
collected on bis circuit.

The visiting clergymen left this morn­
ing by the express homeward bound.

The Rev. Mr. Snodgrass, a young and 
clever clergyman, occupied the pulpit of 
St. Andrews Church (Presbyterian) yes­
terday. The former pastor, Rev. Mr. 
Herdman, was greatly beloved by his 
people and his departure to the North 
Weqt by the action of the Presbytery, is 
deeply regretted.

Presbyterian Synod.
At the Thursday evening session of 

the Synod, several reports of standing 
committees were brought in, among 
them one in reference to the Observance 
of the Sabbath, submitted by Rev. J. D. 
McGUllvray was as follows :—

The Synod will have noticed year by year 
that the subject committed to us lias been tok­
en up in mostly all, if not indeed in all its 
branches by other committee,—that on the 
State of Religion, to whose notice it is brought 
in connection either with the improved reli­
gious conditions of congregations or the hiuder- 
auces to progress. And we beg to suggest 
whether it would not be an advantage to trans­
fer the subject formally to the supervision of 
that committee, as it has a representative com­
mittee in each Presbytery that can and we be­
lieve. does call the attention of its Presbytery 
to cases of local desecration by which the work 
of the Lord is hindered. Indeed, with, the 
exception points adverted on by the watchful 
editor of the Presbyterian Witness, almost 
every form of Sabbath desecration lias been 
brought to the notice of Presbyteries by this 
Committee and if the subject was formerly 
transferred to them they would no doubt deal 
with every case. Your Committee call attention 
to the following points :

1. For a portion of the winter the Lord’s 
Day is one of the busiest in the week at and in 
the neighborhood of Campbellton station. This 
is owing partly to the running of the express 
train through the place on that day and partly 
to tin effort to overtake arrears in work. It has 
been represented to the Committee that the 
first source of Sabbath, desecration might be re­
moved by ordering the detention of the train at 
Moncton or Newcastle for twenty-four hours 
instead of at Campbellton as at present. This 
change of stopping would not effect any. differ­
ence in the through time, while it would secure 
to employees almost, if not altogether, the 
whole of the Lord’s Day.. We are informed 
that the accommodations for passengers is quite 
adequate in either of these towns* The second 
occasion of Lord’s Day desecration,—the accu­
mulation of arrears in work is not so easily re­
moved, owing to the inadequacy of yard room ; 
but all the same the employees are subjected to 
a serious dll iu being depri ved of the God-mveu 
rest of the seventh day which He made holy to 
himself.

2. In Halifax the general post office lias 
lately bjeen opened during certain hours of the 
Lord's Day for- persons who have letter boxes 
in the office. Action on this matter has been 
and is being taken, which, it is hoped will ef­
fect a return to the former practice. . It has 
been brought to the notice of your committee 
that the Postmaster defends his conduct in 
opening the doors on the ground that what he 
has done privately is done openly in Charlotte­
town. The Pi%sbytery of P. E. I. might take 
a note of this point.

3. It has been represented to your committee 
again this year that in many places there is a 
growing tendency to neglect ordinances and use 
the Lord’s Day for amusement. But

4. Unless iu the railways and post office ca­
ses referred to, the Synod considers it should 
strengthen the hands of brethren in the com­
mittees mentioned by making suitable repre­
sentation to the Dominion authorities,—which 
your committee has not been asked to recom­
mend. The matter of Sabba h observances 
seems to us now to stand in such a position as 
to be best dealt with and promoted by our 
ministers, individually. (1) Continuing to ex­
cise care not to countenance any of the forms 
of desecration referred to by themselves taking 
advantage oi the facilities for such desecration 
and in this we would unite elders with minis­
ters, and (2) by faithfully keeping the holiness 
of the day to the Lord before the people for 
the Master’s sake, who need the day for the 
purpose of its appointment. We earnestly ask 
them to see that among the many points which 
they require to keep before the people they will 
still,* and if need be, more and more, give pro­
minence to this one.

Rev. Dr. McCullough said the church­
es frequently broke the Sabbath by the 
multiplicity of meetings they held on 
that day. One delegate found fault with 
the Sabbath desecration committed by 
liverj stables. Another objected to the 
city people who go to the country on 
Sunday with their guns aud fishing rods. 
It was claimed by another that Sabbath 
desecration was increasing in the Mari­
time Provinces. One thought the fault 
rés ted with the parents, while another 
thought the desecration was largely ow­
ing to want of discipline.

The report was agreed to.
The Committee on Obituaries submit­

ted their report, and minutes were r.ead 
on the deaths of Rev. Charles Fraser, 
Rev. Alexander Munro, Rev. Matthew 
Wilson, Rev. Robert Sedgwick and Rev. 
Thos. M. Christie.

The case of Rev. Mr. Ross was taken 
up on Friday morning, the Chairman of 
committee appointed reported that as 
Mr. Ross lii).d withdrawn his claim, there 
was nothing for them to deal with.

Mr. Ross gave his reason for with­
drawing.

After a prolonged debate, a motion 
was submitted by Rev. Mr. Sinclair, 
which met with the approval of the Sy­
nod, and the matter came to an end.

Rev. A. McL. Sinclair submitted a re­
port on the state of the Aged and Infirm 
Ministers’ Fund. There is in the fund 
#26,334. The receipts have been #1828 ; 
expenditures (including, annuities of 
#2150), #2260,—being an excess over 
receipts of #442. Mr. Sinclair explained 
that the expenditure had been met last 
year by the purchase and sale of bank 
stock, by which #708 had been realized. 
No such speculation could be indulged 
in the coming year.

One "hundred congregations have sent 
in* collections, while 104 have not. The 
estimated income for the coming year is 
#1230, and the expenditure #2300. The 
sum of #1070 was thus required to meet 
the deficit. Last year the collections 
were #806. A considerable increase was 
required during the coming year.

The report was received and adopted, 
and a resolution of Rev. Dr. McCurdy, 
urging upon the ministers to join the 
fund and the congregations to make an­
nual contributions hereafter, was car­
ried.

On Friday morning the business com­
prised the appointment of committees, 
votes of thanks to clergymen and people 
of St. John, Carleton and Portland, the 
railway and steamboat companies, the 
press, etc. and the meeting closed with 
the usual services.

Municipal Elections-
Monday last was the last day on which 

thef nomination papers of candidates 
could be filed. Ih Newcastle there are 
three candidates in the field, Messrs, 
Fish, Woods and C. E. McKeen.

In Chatham Messrs. Flanagan and 
Smith were elected by acclamation, no 
Other candidates being in the field.

Temporancs and the Churches.
We last week published some resolu­

tions passed at the recent meeting of 
the Synod of the Presbyterian Church, 
which strongly condemned the traffic in 
liquor, and expressing their disapproval 
of the action of the Senate at tbe last 
session on this question, aud expressing 
the hope of advanced legislation in the 
direction to complete prohibition.

This week we publish a preamble and 
resolution passed at a recent meeting of 
the Baptist Convention of N. S., N. B., 
and P. E. L, held at Amherst. The re­
solution was carried by an almost unani­
mous vote, only one person voting nay,

Whereas, ttye verdict of the experience of 
centuries in respect to the traffic in intoxicating 
liquors has proved it to be an enemy to the 
best interests of onr country, ruinous in its re? 
suits to the social, moral and spiritual well-be­
ing of the people, aud one of the most formid­
able obstacles to the progress of the gospel of 
Christ ;

A nd Whereas, experience has also taught us 
that the use of wine and beer is conducive to 
the formation of drinking habits amongst the 
people, and their permissive sale generally made 
a screen for the sale of the worst form of intoxi­
cants ;

A nd W/iereas, we believe that the people of 
this country possess the inalienable right of self 
protection against this or any other evil—a right 
guaranteed to us by the tenus and conditions of 
responsible government—a right prized by our 
people which they can not aud will not surren­
der ;

Therefore Resolved, that this Convention de­
plores and condemns the late action of the Sen­
ate of Canada in respect to the proposed amend­
ment to, the “ Scott Act” as a procedure sub­
versive of the best interests of the people of this 
country, destructive to the blessings already ob­
tained through the efforts of temperance men 
and women, a defiance to the will of the pwple, 
and a denial of their privileges ; to which in 
justice ourselves, our country, - ami the dé­
lit am Is of religion, we are not called upon to 
submit. And wy would urgently advise the 
electors of this country that,-in the exercise of 
the franchise, they sacredly guard the interests 
of our people in respect to temperance matters, 
by refusing to support any man who gives his 
influence or vote to sustain or protect the liquor 
traffic.

Conserva Onr Fisheries.
The rapid des traction of some of our 

coast fisheries is much to be deplored.
The tendency to recklessly bay up and 
can is all the time growing in the Mari­
time Provinces without any regard to the 
season prescribed by law for catching 
fish. To the manufacturer engaged in 
banning lousters it may seem to be of 
comparatively little moment that year 
by year their supply is being diminished 
in kind aud quantity, being consoled 
with the fact that during his time he can 
procure enough to ensure a profitable 
business; bet to the fishermen, who de­
pend for a livelihood upon the supply, 
the matter assumes an entirely different 
aspect. The lobster is one of our staple 
articles, and every care should be exer­
cised with a view to Its conservation and 
development. A few facts gathered 
from a reliable source will serve to show 
the actual rate of decrease of the lobster 
supply. In Prince Edward Island there 
were exported during last year 3,498,- 
000 one-pound cans of lobsters, or at 
the average estimate given by the In­
spector of 5 fish to each can, 21,699,275 
lobsters. According to Mr. Lydiard,
Customs broker at Charlottetown, these 
cans contain an average of 6$ lobsters 
each, which would make the total num­
ber nearly 23,000,000.

The above article is taken from a recent 
number of the St. Croix Courier, and shows 
the irretrievable damage being done to 
our fisheries by too mhch fishing accord­
ing to law as well as illegal fishing.—
Take our lobster canning industry as a 
proof in point. A few years ago the 
average size of lobsters did not require 
more than from one and a half to two 
fish per can, now it is said to take from 
four to six. This would certainly show 
that the older fish have been destroyed 
and that the supply is kept np by the 
younger and small fish. That this 
source of supply will soon become ex­
hausted, is self evident unless stringent 
regulations are pat in operation to pre­
vent the trapping of these small and im­
mature fish. If such a course is not 
adopted it will not be long before there 
will be but few lobsters for the fisher­
men to catch and then the evil of over­
fishing in the past will be acknowledged.
In view of the decline of this important 
branch of industry in the Maritime Pro­
vinces some steps should bo taken to 
protect the young lobster, either by 
shortening the season or by limiting the 
number of traps.at each fishing place.—
In reference to this fishery the Inspector 
of Fisheries for New Brunswick, AY. II.
Venning, Esq., says:—

AVhHe the stock of lobsters on our shores 
has been steadily decreasing for years, the num­
ber of factories has been increasing. Conse­
quently we have seen, this year, the strange 
aud almost incredible anomaly of a failing 
supply furnishing an increased yield. The re­
turns ’ show 5,662,072 cans of preserved and 
1,709 tons of fresh lobsters, being an increase 
of 1,619,118 cans, aud 784 tons over the catch 
of last year. Not only is the supply growing 
less, but the average size of the lobster is dimin­
ishing, and lias now fallen below the standard 
of nine inches in length. Of this size it takes 
live fish to fill a pound can. To furnish the 
above quantity of canned goods, 18,310,350 
lobsters have been killed this ye ir. If to this 
weadd the number disposedof fresh-1,709 tons— 
at the rate of 2 lbs. per fish, wli ch is a very large 
average, we rfhall have, as the year’s destruction,
20,019,350 lobsters. No one knows ljetter than 
the cannera themselves the inevitable result of 
this annual drain on thesupply. But careless of 
this, they are seeking to have the present insuf­
ficient restrictions removed, in order that they 
may still further increase the - production of 
canned goods, in the hope of making a larger 
supply compensate for low prices. As long as 
the supply ‘‘will last their time,” they are per­
fectly careless of the future, and regard the ex­
tinction of the industry as a matter of no im­
portance to them, after they are done with it. 
liven those few cannera who are fully alive to 
the consequences of these abuses, and are sin­
cerely désirons of seeing them abated, are forc­
ed, in self defence, to follow the general ex­
ample.

Cardinal McCloskey died at New York

Tlie Board then notified the Mayor as 
chairman of the local health board to have 
the law enforced, but the hotel keeper 
agaiu refused and it was only on a threat 
of being sued that he complied with the 
order. The man, however, refused to 
have his family vaccinated and one by one 
they caught the disease and died off and 
lie is left alone in the world minus his 
wife aud five children.

FIRE IN CHATHAM.

A fire broke out on the morning of 
Tuesday, Oct. 13th, about 1.30, in Mr. 
Wysc’s store, Chatham. It was discover­
ed before the flames broke out, and the 
alarm was promptly given. The fire 
seemed to he within. The hand engine 
and the steamer St. George soon got 
streams playing, but the usual delay oc­
curred in getting the steamer at work—a 
delay that is inevitable except when an 
engine is kept in readiness all the time 
for work. When the flames burst through 
the building the heat was so intense that 
it ignited D. MacLachlan’s building fif­
teen feet away, J. B. Snowball’s across 
the street, and E. Strang’s warehouse in 
the rear. The steamer worked well 
when she got started, but did not suc­
ceed in suppressing the fire until Mac- 
Laclilan’s building was wrecked. The 
roof is off, the interior destroyed, 
and one of the walls charred. The 
greater portion of the stock was sav­
ed. Mr. Tweedie saved everything 
of much value in his office overhead.— 
Mr. Wyse’s stock was all lost except 
pbont 25 half chests of tea. Strang’s 
warehouse was partially destroyed, with 
1520 bushels of oats, 40 bbls. flour, 30 
bbls. herring and a quantity of feed and 
meal. The comer of the Benson Block 
and some wood work on the roof of the 
Kerr building, were on fire two or three 
times. Mr. MacLachlan had his hand 
scorched while holding up a shutter to 
screen the firemen. His building was 
insured for $2000—$1,000 in the Imperi­
al and $1,000 in the Citizens. There 
was nothing on the stock. Mr. Wyse 
had $1200 on his building and $2000 on 
the stock, which fully covered hie loss. 
Mr. Strong had no insurance op building 
or stock. His loss is about $1200. The 
store of I. Harris & Son was in consider­
able danger for a time, hut they kept 
cool and did not remove any stock. The 
night was perfectly calm or the . fire 
would not have been stopped so soon.— 
World.

CANADIAN PACIFIC RAILWAY.

Mr. W. C. Van Home, Vice-President 
of the Canadian Pacific Railway, arrived 
in Toronto on Wednesday and left again 
for Montreal yesterday morning. During 
his stay here it was learned by a reporter 
for the Globe that in spite of the wet 
weather which continues to prevail in the 
Mountain Section of the road, work is 
progressing rapidly. The track from the 
British Columbia end had reached a point 
nineteen miles east of Sicamoose Narrows, 
104 miles east of Kamloops, 129 miles 
east of Savano’s Ferry, and 341 miles east 
of Port Moody. That section is being ad­
vanced more rapidly than is the section 
from the east. On the latter section the 
track has now reached a point 17 miles 
west of the summit of the Selkirks, 120 
miles west of Stephen, (a divisional sta­
tion two miles west of the summit in the 
Kicking Horse Pass,) 243 miles west of 
Calgary, 1,082 miles west of Winnipeg, 
and 2,514 miles west of Montreal. The 
two ends of the track are now within 
forty miles of each other, the eastern sec­
tion being at the 2,614th mile, and the 
western section of track-laying at the 
2,654th mile from Montreal. It has not 
yet been decided on which day

THE LAST SPIKE WHfl) BE DRIVEN 
by His Excellency tlie Governor-General, 
and it will largely depend on the weather. 
If the wet weather continues it is probable 
that the tracks will not meet until the 
end of this month, or perhaps, even a lit­
tle later, but with even moderately fine 
weather, the 20th of this month should 
see them united. There will be no regu­
lar trains, either freight or passenger, run 
over the section west of the summit in 
the Kicking Horse Pass until spring, the 
intermediate time being employed in bal­
lasting and filling in.

THE LAKE SUPERIOR SECTION.
The necessary work preparatory to 

opening the Lake Superior Section is al­
most complete, and the equipment is 
ready to rùn on the road. It had been 
intended to open the road for both freight 
and passenger business on Monday last, 
but it was round necessary to delay this 
until the 18th, a week from next Sunday, 
and announcements were made of its 
opening for both freight and passenger 
business on that date. Since then it has 
been decided to open it for freight traffic 
only on that date and defer the open­
ing for passenger business until Monday, 
the 2nd of November,when the whole 
line from Montreal to the summit In the 
Kicking Horse Pass, 9,394 miles, will be 
in operation.

CARDINAL McCLOSKEY’S BURIAL.

CEREMONIES OF THE MOST IMPRESSIVE
CHARACTER—VERY RRV. HONS. POWER 

PRESENT.

New York, Oct. 15.—Tlie funeral of 
Girdinol McCloskey <o-day was very im­
pressive. During the night the body was
Îilaccd in the coffin, while the guard of 
lonor and the nuns and priests kept up a 

vigilant chanting for the dead. Before 
eight o’clock the streets leading to the 
grand cathedral were thronged with peo­
ple. Twenty minutes after the doors 
were opened the church was filled, but 
the crowd seemed to increase in numbers 
every minute. The most prominent men 
in ..New York were present, including 
John Kelly, Major Grace, Earl Schurz 
and General Di Cosnola. There were al­
so present Bishop Rogers, of Chatham, 
and Very Rev. Monsl\Power, of Halifax. 
Hundreds of ladies were present. The
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big cathedral was draped in black and 
the scene was solemn and impressive.— 
The catafalque was near the sanctuary. 
Twelve lighted candles ranged along 
either side of the coffin, and three on 
either end. While the throng was wait­
ing the opening of the solemn requiem 
sërvices, papal zouaves in gold lace and 
bright uniforms, marched down the cen­
tre aisle, and took up positions about the 
catafalque. A moment later the doors of 
the sacristy were flung open and a long 
procession of

WHITE ROBED PRIESTS AND ACOLYTES 
filed down the steps to the seats directly 
in front of the high altar. There was a 
moment of hushed exoeclancy as Father 
Lammell waved his hand ; then tbe still­
ness was broken by 200 priests and boys, 
as they chanted the office of the dead.— 
Then came a singing cf Psalm 94. Sever­
al more Psalms were sung by choirs in 
unison, after which came the chanting of 
Benedictus. While the office of the dead 
was being chanted, Father Anacletus, a 
Franciscan friar, assisted by Rev. Father 
Kelly, passed around the catafalque, 
swinging a “censer” from which perfum­
ed incense arose. Later on Father Lilly, 
a Dominician priest, performed the same 
office. When the chanting came to an 
end the priests resumed their seats and a 
short period of waiting followed. Tlie 
great organ pealed forth a solemn volun­
tary, preceding mass, and two acolytes, 
bearing lighted candles and followed by 
another procession of priests came slowly 
out from the sacristy, and bowed before 
the high altar. Then came bishops in 
sombre hued garments, and finally 
monsignenrs and archbishops. When all 
was ready the choir chanted a requiem 
mass. The choir numbered over one 
hundred voices. Archbishop Corrigan 
was

CELEBRANT OF THE PONTIFICAL MASS,
Mons. Farley was assistant priest, Father 
Donnelly deacon, and Father McGean 
sub-deacon. Fathers McDonnell, Kelly, 
Lavelle, Slattery and Mulhearn, of the 
catlredral household, were masters of 
ceremonies. Rev. Charles Cotton •'and 
Thos. J. McCloskey served the mass.— 
Rev. Thos. McThonney and Fathers Ayl- 
warvl and McGrath acted as chaplains.— 
After mass had been celebrated Archbis­
hop Gibbons ascended the pulpit and 
preached a sermon from Ecclesiastes, 
45th chapter. At the conclusion of the 
sermon, preparations were made for the 
concluding rites by the bestowal of Epis­
copal absolutions. These were given by- 
Archbishop Corrigan, New York; Gib­
bons, of Baltimore; Ryan, of Buffalo; 
Williams, of Boston, and Loughlin, of 
Brooklyn. After words of absolution the 
coffin was removed from the catafalque 
by attendants, and gently carried to its 
last resting place in the crypt, under the 
high altar, where it was placed beside the 
body of Bishop Hughes. The congrega­
tion and clergy then quietly dispersed.
