ARMENIAN MASSACRE

FIRMED.

LONDON, Jan. 29.—The Westminster
Gazette states that the Earl of Kimber-
ley, Secretary of State for Foreign Af-
fairs, will not issue consular reports re-
ceived from Armenia because they con-
firm the previously received stories of
massacre and outrage. Lord Kimber-
ley has written a letter to the Armen-
jan Assoclation in which he states that
none of the 583 Armenians, who were
convicted by the tribunal at Erzing-

hain in November last were condemned
to death.

WILL REMAIN AN AUTOCRAT.

BERLIN, Jan. 29.—Private dispatches
from St. Petersburg say that the Czar
was called upon today by deputations
representing the nobility of the prin-
cipal cities and many provincial and
district assemblies, who congratulated
him upon his recent marriage, In re-
plying to their congratulations the Czar
said he had learned that in some of the
provincial assemblies volces had been
raised proposing that the assemblies
have a share in State affairs, and ex-
pressing other absurd desires. He
therefore wished everybody to under-
stand that he devoted all his powers to
his dear country, but that he was firmly
resolved as was his father, to uphold
the autocracy of the Czar. ;

CLEVER FAKE FOUND OUT.

LONDON, Jan. 29.—The French police
have just put a stop to a fraud which
is so clever that the swindler almost de-
perved the harvest of francs which he
has been so steadily reaping. The man
has been making the round of fairs and
other gatherings selling a rat powder
which was perfectly harmless, but
struck rats dead on the spot. In order
to convince any skeptical man he first
powdered a slice of bread with the stuff
and ate a piece himself, and then put
the remainder under a glass case in
which was a rat. The rat ate the bread
and instantly fell dead. At 10 cents a
box the powder went like hot cakes. The
police looked into the matter and found
that the powder was nothing but sugar.
They also found that the glass case was
connected with a powerful electric bat-
tery, and the moment the rat touched
the bread the current was turned on,
thus killing the rodent. The man was
sentenced to fifteen days in jail.

A demonstration is being
prepared by Socialists and Radicals,
and at least 100,000 persons will go to the
railroad station to meet him.

AN ARISTOCRATIC MURDERER.

LONDON, Jan. 30.—Reginald Saun-
derson, a nephew of Col. Saunderson,
M.P., who, on Jan. 3, was fully com-
mitted for trial for the murder of a
young woman named Augusta Dawes,
Wwhose throat he cut in Holland Park
road on the night of Nov. 25, was ar-
raigned in the Central Criminal Court,
O1d Bailey, today. After the testimony
of medical experts and other witnesses
had been heard, the prisoner was ad-
judged insane, and it was ordered that
he be committed to an asylum.

THE BETROTHAL DENIED.

L.ONDON, Jan. 30.—The Daily News
has been requested to deny the truth
of the report that Prince Alfred, eldest
son of the Duke of Saxe-Cobourg and
Gotha (Duke of Edinburgh) is be-
trothed to Duchess Elsa, daughter of
the late Duke William of Wurtemburg.
This denial is semi-official.

Truth says that Duchess Elsa will
have a fortune of $24,000, and that the
engagement will probably be formally
announed when Queen Victoria visits
Darmstadt in April

THE ORIENTAL WAR.

LONDON, Jan. 20.—The Times’ corre-
spondent in Shanghal says: According
to Chinese officlals’ accounts the Japan-
ese troops, supported by the fleet, twice
attacked the west side of Wei-Hai-Wei
on the 26th, and were repulsed. They
threatened the east side on the 27th, but
finding the defenders prepared they re-
tird. They wished to attack the Che Foo
forts also, but the foreign fleets prevent-

ed it

A dispatch to the Central News says:
China is negotiating for a gold loan of
£3,000,000 at § per cent. through the Hong
Kong and Shanghai Bank.

PARIS, Jan. 29.—The European edi-
tion of the New York World contains
the following dispatch from Shanghal,
dated Jan. 29: The Herald's special cor-
respondent with the advance troops of
the Japanese second army in Manchuria
reports that the Japanese forces
reached Huntsai on Monday evening.
Scouts reported that the enemy’s
forces in the vicinity of Yinao have been
materially increased. The scouts are
unable to proceed beyond Laopong.
The Chinese appear to have advanced

all along the line.

LONDON, Jan. 29.—The Central News’
correspondent in Tokio says: Gen. Nogtl
reports from Huntsai that there are
10,000 Chinese near New Chwang, and
that 11,000 Chinese are advancing from
Tapinshan.

The Times tomorrow will publish the
following from its Shanghai correspond-
ent: The Chinese military and naval
commanders telegraph via Chee Foo
that the Japanese fleet advanced upon
Wei-Hai-Wei in two divisions of nine-
teen ships each early on the morning of
the 26th. Their search lights betrayed
their presence. The guns of the Chinese
fleet and shore batteries opened fire
when the first division was within 1,000
yards of the Chinese fleet. The fastese
Chinese warships and torpedo boats
dashed against the enemy and drove
them off after heavy firing. The first
Japanese division sailed to the north-
west and second division to the south.
The Chinese claim that they damaged
several ships.

The Japanese made a simultaneous
jand attack from Ninghai. This was
a surprise but the Chinese repelled
them. The Chinese lost 27 sailors. On
the Japanese side more than 300 were
killed or wounded. Itis stated that sev-
eral foreigners are assisting the
Chinese.

Two Insurance Agents Make a Sudden
Departure for Parts Unknown.
(Chatham Banner, Jan. 29.)

Last Wednesday morning Chas. Davis,
detached district superintendent of the
Metropolitan Life Insurance Company,
and Thomas McBride, until recently an
agent of the company, left town, say-
ing they were going to Wallaceburg,
but, as learned from the G. T. R., they
took a train for London.

As they had not turned up by Satur-
day, John ‘Aikens, one of the agents
here, suspecting something wrong, went
to Detroit, the head agency of the dis-
triet, and reported.

Yesterday Mr. S. F. Harvey, one of
the superintendents of Detroit, was
sent down to take charge, and last
evening a Banner reporter called upon
him to find out if there was any truth
in the report. Mr. Harvey said it ap-
peared as if the two men had skipped.
He said that he did not know exactly
how much the company was short from
their departure. Three securities from
new agents of $50 each, that had been
paid to Davis, had never been received
by the company.. The company had
also received a death claim from the
Chatham office, to which was attached
a doctor’s certificate, and for which the
company forwarded to the Chatham
office $190. The physician whose name
was attached to the death certificate
says he knows nothing about it, and the
man reported dead, as far as can be
learned, is still alive. X 7
salary for the four months he has been
acting as agent has never been paid.
Mr. Harvey said that Davis was the last
man he would have expected such be-
havior from, and the news was a great
surprise to the district superintendent
and all the other agents who knew
Davis.

THE STRIKE ENDED.

In Brooklyn—The Companies Win It But

May Lose in the Courts.

BROOKLYN, Jan. 30.—Every trolley
line in Brooklyn was in operation this
morning except one. That was the
Third avenue line to Fort Hamilton.
The ‘strikers cut the wires of that line
at Bayridge avenue. The strike is prac-
tically over. New motormen and con-
ductors have replaced the men who
went out. The linemen who went out
on a sympathetic strike have broken
ranks, and those whose positions have
not been filled were taken back.

The 6,000 men who went out ina body
are still holding out. About one-third
of the trolley cars in Brooklyn have
broken windows, disabled motors, or
are otherwise incapable of being used.
The strikers are now directing all their
attention to court proceedings. g

ESSEX FISHERMEN COMPLAIN

Of Unfair Laws—They Must Remain Idle
While Americans Work.

WINDSOR, Ont., Jan. 30.—Men Who

are engaged in the fishing industry in
the waters bordering on Essex county
are making another attempt to have the
laws amended so that fishermen living
along the international boundary waters
may catch fish at any season of the
year. Under the present fishing laws,
while the Canadian fishermen have to
remain idle, the Americans on the other
side of the river can catch at all seasons
of the year. A largely signed petition
from the Essex county fishermen has
been indorsed by the county council,
and Wm. Maegregor, M.P., will present
it to the Government. The petition
states that on the American side of the
water opposite from Essex county 1,415
fishermen are employed. They take
from the water annually 37,513,729
pounds of fish, valued at nearly $2,000,-
000, while the real value of fish taken
on the Canadian side is less than one-
quarter of this amount.

SHORTAGE, $140,000. ;
TOLEDO, O., Jan. 29. — Charles M.
Hughes, jun., ex-cashier of the First
National Bank of Lima, was arrested to-
day on the charge of misappropriating
$140,000 of the bank'ifunds.

THE mayors of New York and Brook-
lyn have approved Governor Morton’s
suggestion that a commission of eleven
members be appointed by the governor
and mayors to frame a charter for
“Greater New York,” to be submitted
to the next Legislature. The indica-
tions are that the consolidation will be
effected within three years,

su 'W mt'i Speech Beolfore
the Reform Associztion.

The annual meeting of the South Ox-
ford Reform Association was held at
Mount Elgin on Monday afternoon, and
notwithstanding the bad roads and cold
weather, a hundred members of the as-
sociation from various parts of the con-
stituency assembled. Sir Richard Cart-
wright drove over from Ingersoil in the
morning along with a strong cunl'.ng;_ent
from that place, including Di. =. Me-
Kay, M.P.P., Mr. John Charlton, M.P.,
whose constituency adjoins Mount El-
gin, was also present. The Patron can-
didate for South Oxford, Mr. M. S.
Schell, attended as a member of the as-
sociation. Officers were elected as fol-
lows: President, Mr. Alexander McFar-
lane, Otterville; vice-presidéent, Mr. An-
drew Dunn, North Oxford; secretary-
treasurer, Mr. G. W. Hare, Tilsonburg;
auditors, Mesrs. M. S. Schell and James
Vance. It was decided by the associa-
tion that the convention to nominate a
candidate for the Commons be held at
Norwich on Tuesday, Feb. 12, at 11
o’'clock. '

President Williams presided and cali-
ed upon Sir Richard Cartwright to ad-
dress the meeting. His name was re-
ceived with applause, and when he rose
to speak the hand-clapping was.loud
and prolonged. After dealing with the
general questions of the day, he went
on to speak of matters personal to him-
self. He acknowledged his apprecia-
tion of the sacrifice which the Liberals
of South Oxford had made to what they
had conceived to be the good of the
Liberal party, by allowing one of the
leaders to give all his time to the party
throughout the whole country. They
would understand that he’sympathised
with the desire of the electors of a con-
stituency to have one of themselves
represent them, and he would not stand
in the way of the election of a local man.
But as statements were being made
that he had neglected the interests of
the constituency, he would like to refer
to them. He asked them to consider
the work of organization which was
entailed upon the leaders of a party,
especially if in opposition, and without
tne backing of a large political fund.

He believed it was said he had not
spent sufficient time in the riding. Per-
haps he had not. One of the reasons
was the distance at which he lived. It
was impossible for him to come up ex-
cept he could devote three or four days
to the journey, and from the 1st of
October, 1890, until the 1st of August,
185., what with elections and sessions of
Parliament, he had not spént three con-
secutive days at his own home or at-
tending to his own business. He ad-
mitted the desirability of a representa-
tive keeping himself in touch and sym-
pathy with his constituents, and they
would see from what he had said that
although he had not been in South
Oxford, he was attending to the busi-
ness of the Liberal party, and that, at
least, he was not idling his time away.
(Applause.) He had not heard so much
ebout this in 1894. He thought perhaps
some people would have preferred that
he should not have given so much at-
tention to South Oxford during the
past year.

Proceeding, he said statements had
been made that he was at variance
with the leader of his party. Sir John
Maecdonald used to exercise his skill in
trying to set the leaders of the Liberal
party by the ears. His most notable
success was with John Sandfield Mac-
donald. Sir John’s successors were much
less skillful, and Sir Richard hoped the
Liberals were not going to let them do
what Sir John had failed to do, al-
though he had tried his hand with Mr.
Laurier and himself. If any gentleman
present thought there was any dispute
or difference of opinion upon any im-
portant question bétween them, he
asked him to rise in the meeting and
give his reasons for so believing. So
far as human knowledge went he had
the best of evidence for saying that he
was in perfect accord with the leaders of
the party. The reports had been spread
about, he had no doubt, through a gross
misrepresentation. He did not know but
there were certain gentlemen, not lead-
ers of the Liberal party, who were
afraid of their flesh pots and their
stocks, whether cotton or some other
sort, who paid him the compliment of
believing . that he would do what he
promised, and that when he said he
would reduce taxation he would not be
satisfied with half measures. (Ap-
plause.) He did not want to know par-
ticularly what the reports were which
were being spread in the riding, nor
their source, but he would ask if they
were true would the men be worthy of
confidence or respect who, while pre-
tending to be friendly, were plotting
against a colleague?

Continuing, he said he was the only
survivor in the House of Commons of
the original Mackenzie Cabinet. Mr.
Laurier and Mr. Mills entered some
time later.. That was no doubt a very
trivial matter, not sufficient upon which
to elet a member of Parliament, but he
would like to say that as Conservatives
liked so much to attack the Mackenzie
Administration whenever an opportun-
ity presented itself, it was as well to
have someone in the House who could
correct their misstatements. He knew
how they lied when he was there—
heaven and the father of lies alone
could tell how they would lie if no Grit
were there to keep them in check.
(Laughter and applause.) The Conser-
vatives used to say they wanted him
in Parliament to keep others away, but
the manner they took to demonstrate it
was to cut Huron up into fragments in
such a way that the constifuency he
represented was wiped out of existence.
He did not know that it was wise to
take the advice of their opponents, and
if the Liberals of South Oxford decided
not to do so he thought he might have
some claims upon them. (Applause.)

During the course of his remarks he
referred to the success of the forces op-
posed to the National Policy being en-
dangered by division. He had no doubt
that the great majority of the peopie
were sick of the N. P. and the false
‘promises by which it had gained a foot-
hold in the country. But it was neces-
sary to present a united front. He de-
sired above all things that there sh)uid
be no quarrel with those who had joined
the Patrons of Industry. Their plat-
forms were the same, and their cause
could only be made doubtful by division.
That was what the Conservatives were
praying for. He appealed to all op-
ponents of unjust taxation, to all advo-
cates of taxation according to men’s
means rather than their pleasure, to
stand together, and by all the signs and
tokens of the times he promised that
the Liberal party would succeéd at the
approaching elections. ’ (Prolonged ap-
plause.) ‘

The following resolution was moved
by J. F. Williams, seconded by Mr. Dur-
kee: *““That we, the Liberals of South
Oxford, in annual meeting assembled,
hereby record our continual confidence
in the leaders of our party in Parlia-
ment and the Legisiature, Hon. Wil-
frid Laurier and Sir Oliver Mowat, and
our approval of the course taken by our
represeéntatives in those bodies, Sir
Richard Cartwright and Dr. McKay,
and our appreciation of their eminent
gservices in Parliament and the country,
and we heréby pledge ourselvdl 4
all in our power to uphold their hands

o do.

Amputation Performed With a Razor by
an Aged Farmer, '

HARRISBURG, Pa., Jan. 20.—Two years
ago Robt.

IS RICH.

Living is Cheap and She Has a Surplus
Every Year.

There is a general belief that Japan is a
poor country; that a long war would ex-
Laust her more than many other countries
—China for example. Probably the idea
originated in the ¢xtreme lowness of prices
in Japan, but that is ne criterion. Living
is cheaper in Loudon shan in Hong Kong,
but nobody calls Londéen a podrer place on
that account. As & matter of faet Japan
is now rapidly becoming self-supplying,
and, therefore, need have little fear of ex-
haustion. She has money enough for all
requirements; her taxation is very light,
yet her revenue leaves a surplus over ex-
penditure every year; her imports about
balance her exports, and both are increas-
ing yearly, and are not suffering in the
least from the war. When the accumulated
surplus (about 40,000,000 yen) had ail
been voted away in war expenses, a war
loan of 30,000,000 yen and now another
of 150,000,000 have been readily
raised without causing  any apprecia-
ble dislocation. Government bonds were
about 6 per cent premium in the beginning
of the year, when there was a distinct
boom in the market; now, when the war
has gone on three months, the surplus
been spent, and the loans been raised, they
are still at 2 per cent premium, with an
upward tendency. The country is mnot
poor in any sense of the word. The lend,
though of hardly larger extent than Eng-
land and in some parts too mountainous
for cultivation, supports a population of
40,000,000, and produces a rice crop, which
is usually largeratjan the whole grain crop
of Russia.~ [Londen Times.

THE PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS.

After devotional exercises, led by Mrs.
Little and Mrs. McKenzie, the president
delivered her opening address. “We
have all learned,” said Mrs. Currie, “to
look forward to our annual meeting
with pleasure and hope, and I think
we can say that in the past our hopes
were more than realized. Much of our
discomfort and want of success is due
to our ingratitude. Looking back over
the past year we see that our auxiliar-
jes and mission bands have been enabled
to do good work. In all my visits I re-
ceived nothing but kindness and found
naught but a deep interest in all the
workers. I organized five new auxiliar-
jes. Surely it is a matter for gratitude
to find the interest in our work deepen-
ing and widening.”

Mrs. Currie then spoke of good reports
being received from the foreign fields
of labor, the number of homes that re-
ceived blessing, the number of down-
trodden, degraded and despised sisters
who were brought into the light. Again,
the poor in Canada who have been
clothed and cared for should be thought
of. In conclusion, Mrs, Currie warned
the workers not to forget that the time
is short, the work great and the reward
glorious.

THE DELEGATES WELCOMED.

A cordial address of welcome to the
delegates was then delivered by Mrs.
John Cameron. *“The advantage of such
meetings is,” said Mrs. Cameron, “that
by personal converse our hearts are
mutually quickened, and the individual
suggestions as to improved methods of
arousing interest become the common
property of all. It is not for me, in an
address of welcome, to anticipate the
discussions of this Presbyterial crgani-
zation, but two things may be mention-
ed without which interest in foreign
mission® can neither be intelligent nor
complete. The interest cannot be in-
teiligent uniess it is founded on the sup-
ply of full and accurate information re-
specting the various sections of the
foreign ficld, together with the special
needs of each. The interest cannot be
deep unless its foundation is laid in
prayer.” Mrs. Cameron spoke of the
vastness of the foreign field, the great

Northwest, and the need of increased

laborers. Those who had seen slavery
on this continent blown away with the
smoke of a great civil war would have
no reason for surprise if great things
for God were the over-ruled resalt of
the present war between China and
Japan, through those 440,000,000 people
becoming entirely accessible to the en-
trance of Christian nations and Chris-
tian teachings. The workers should g0
forward with faith doing thelir little or
much for the cause, as they had the
opportunity.”

Miss Murray, of Aylmer, replied on
behalf of the delegates, and expressed
high appreciation of the kindly welcome
extended. The workers were urged to
continue in their work with incre
geal,

WHAT THE AUXILIARIES DID

Miss L. M. Fraser, of this city, pre-
sented condensed reports from the aux-
fliaries of this city, St. Thomas, Ailsa
Craig, Argyll, Crinan, Appin, Ilderton,
Aylmer, Kcmoka, Belmont, Kintore,
Crumlin, Lobo, Cowal, Dorchester, Glen-
coe, Hyde Park, Mosa, North Dorches-
ter, Proof Line, Rodney, South West-
minster, Thamesford, Tait's Corners,
Vanneck, Wardsville, West Lorne, Yar-
mouth, and mission bands from & num-
ber of the above places. The reports
contained & vast amount of informa-
tion, showing the membership of each
society, the number of meetings held,
the amount of money or quantity of
clothing contributed to the support of
the Regina (N. W. T.) institution,
also the cash sent to the general fund.
On the whole, a large increase in mem-
bership and more extensive work was
reported.

Miss Kessack, of this city, showed
that 2,200 pounds of goods had been
sent to the Northwest during the year.
The quality of the clothing sent was
good. Tableware and furnishings pur-
chased at a cost of over $100, were also
sent. Miss Kessack explained the work
of the Regina school, and told how suc-
cessfully it was being carried on.

The librarian’s report was read by
Miss Kennedy, of this city.

Mrs. A. Thomson, of South London,
gave a detailed account of the finances,
which were shown to be in a highly
satisfactory condition. The contribu-
tions to the central society were $2,070.

The presbyterial report by Miss L. M.
Fraser, stated that from every quarter
the reports were most encouraging. The
increase of five auxiliaries and two mis-
sion bands during the year was the
largest ever recorded. It made a total
of 34 auxiliaries and 12 bands. Five hun-
dred and eleven leaflets were sub-
scribeded for. Clothing for the 122 chil-

dren in the Regina school had been sent. |

The cases weighed over 2,200 pounds,
and were valued at $971 87. The general
fund contributions were $2,070, which,
with the contributions to the school,
made a total of $3,006 83.

The adoption of the reports was
moved by Mrs, Robertson, of 8t.
Thomas, seconded by Mrs. (Rev.) M. P.
Talling, and carried by a standing
vote,

The benediction was then pronounced,
and the delegates partook of a tea in
the lecture room of the church,

The Public Meeting.

The Park Avenue Presbyterian
Church was filled in the evening, when
the public meeting of the W. F. M. S.
was held. The audience included, be-
sides the delegates, a large number
from the various Presbyterian churches
in the city. Rev. M. P. Talling, Rev. D.
Robertson, Rev. J. Currie (Belmont),
and Rev. R. W. Ross (Glencoe) were
also present. The service was very in-
teresting. Rev. Jonathan Goforth, the
returned missionary, delivered an ad-
dress on China; Miss Lilywhite and Mr.

E. Devlin sang acceptable solos, and the |
! foot, the balance of the 4 1-2 cents to

choir of the church, under the direction
of Mr. W. C. Barron, assisted in a very
material way.'

The pastor, Rev. W. J. Clark, pre-
sided, and in a short address called at-
tention to the many good works being
done by women. “Why,” he said ‘“one
would wonder, in looking over a congre-
gation or at a prayer meeting, what
the church would do without the
women. They are its mainstay, and are
very self-sacrificing in the good cause.”

Rev. J. Currie read the Presbyterial
report of the W. F. M. 8. as adopted at
the afternoon meeting. He paid a high
compliment to the energy and enter-
prise shown by the ladies. The growth
of the society was wonderful. Mr,
Currie moved the reception of the re-
port. Mr. Talling seconded, and it was
carried unanimously.

ON FAR-OFF CHINA.

The chairman then introduced Rev.
Jonathan Goforth, who is sooro return
to China to resume his mission work
among the heathen in that far-off coun-
try. Mr. Goforth took as a basis for
his address, Isaiah, xlix., 12 and 6.
“From those words,” said the speaker,
“I take it that no one has a monopoly
on the gift of God. Though some are
not situated as we are, still they have
a right to that gift as well. Of the
nations mentioned in the chapter, only
two remained at the present. The Jews
—without a king and without a king-
dom—were one, and China, the land of
sin, was another.” Then, touching upon
China’s population, Mr, Goforth said
they were in the millions. The mission-
aries couldn’t handle them. Join the
Chinese hand in hand, and they would
reach across the American continent
50 times. If he went into 20,000 Chinese
homes a day and left a Bible in every
one, it would take himiover eight years
to cover the whole coulitry. And on an
average there was one male missionary
to every 500,000 inhabitants. To that
number of Presbyterians in this coun~
try there were 1,038 ordained ministers,
besides a host of students, 6,000 elders,
925,000 Sunday school teachers and the
Christian Endeavor and other societies.
It was frequently asked if the people of
China would be lost without the Gos-
pel. The speaker’s opinion was that
they were lost already. The country
was filled with temples of idols. There
were as many objects of worship as
there is of a population. They wor-
shiped anything from a dead man to a
snake, and had endless faith in them.
In a time of drought Mr. Goforth heard
one old woman beseeching her god to
“give rain; if not rain, then snow.” The
appeal was fruitless, and the woman re-
turned again and used these words:
“Oh, goddess, if you don’t give us rain
or Snow,

I WILL HANG MYSELF.”

»#That {8 the way the Chinese do, If
they fail to get what they want they
threaten to commit suicide. I have seen
them during a long drought remove
their gods from the temple, place them
in the burning sun, and say: ‘Now,
scorch away, and get a taste of what

giving us for a few
months.” ”*

Mr. Goforth spoke of the many dais-
aavantages the missionaries had to con-
tend with. He combatted the idea that
the Chinese were not worthy of the ef-
forts being spent in their behalf. The
system of government in vogue in that
couniry was denounced as rotten. A

Xas in regard to the furnace in No. 3

restation. Chief Roe has reported it
as wnsuitable, and Engineer Graydon's
repert recommended that the present
furiace be taken out and one with an
indrect draft be purchased. Mr. Stevely
willbe seen in regard to this matter and
askad why it is that the furnace is not
woikking right.

Re John Law’s communication as to
& public swimming pool, the mayor re-
marked that it was “too cold,” and
pragress will be reported.

Chief Roe’s report on the purchase of
nev fire alarm boxes was presented.
Twenty-two new boxes are required, but
nire of these are wanted immediately.
Thay are: No. 1 ward, Richmond and
Sincoe or Grey; No. 2, Queen’s and
Park avenues; No. 3 Hamilton road
anl Adelaide street; No. 4, Dufferin
av:nue and Wellington, Waterloo and
Pall Mall, and Wellington and Cheap-
side; No. 5, English and Elias streets;
Nc 6, Alma and Theresa, and Briscoe
anl Edward. The committee recom-
mended the purchasing of the nine. The
Fire Underwriters’ Association had
thdr regular letter on hand recommend-
ing the purchase of 500 feet of hose, two
chemical engines, or the institution of
a salvage corps and an addition of fif-
teen paid men.

Mayor Little asked the chief what
was the condition of the fire depart-
ment,

The chief replied that the apparatus
was all right with the exception of the
hiok and ladder truck. The alarm
wires have all been placed on the top of
the telephone poles except in a few
cases where new poles are being erect-
ed. In regard to the report of the Un-
derwriters’ Association, Chief Roe stat-
ed that a chemical engine would be
very useful in cases of small fires in
stores and places which contained valu-
able and perishable goods. The engine
can be run right to the door and the hose
carried into where the fire is burning,
using very little water, and the acid was
not injurious to the goods. The salvage
corps is useful when the fire is up
above. They cover all expensive mer-
chandise with their rubber coverings,
and save many dollars’ worth of goods.
“The hook and ladder truck is away be-
2ind the times. I have asked for an
aerial truck for several years running,”
siaid Chief Roe, in response to a ques-
tion,

The matter was laid over for the pres-
ent.

In the matter of overhauling the
carts, repainting the old ones and pur-
chasing some new ones, which the old
year’s council left for the present one to
consider, it was also added that new
sprinklers were required. The engineer
;vill have a report on this for next meet-
ng.

Engineer Graydon’s recommendation

C. P. R., 31,734 —total, 450,979, or 52
every hour during the year. In a con-
tinuous line the cars would cover 3,000
miles, and at an average of 15 tons per car,
carried nearly 7,000,000 tons of freight.

Heroine Pen-Painting As a Fine &t.

*“The Ralstons,” by Marion Craword,
in these days when sensational liera-
ture lies scattered so thickly atiowr
very elbow, is,without any straining af-
ter effect, a piquant tale. But wher did
Mr. Crawford write a story which filed
to hold the interest of the reader no

matter how simple the plot? That
unique and brilliant creation, Mr,
Isaacs, is certainly the one, if iny,
which sets the hall-mark of geniw on
this author. PEut in our opinion “The
Ralstons’” does not come 80 Very fa! be-
hind it. Unlike ‘“The Duchess” in “.lice
in Wonderland,” Mr, Crawford disikes
a moral. He comsiders it inartistic t be
seen straining after one. If a moral tiere
be, well and good, but seek it for ywur-
self. Like the portrait painter, he :on-
siders that he has fulfilled his calling in
giving to the world living, breatling
pictures of a family of strong, hind-
some, vital people—Americans mos: of
them. and obd residents of New York
city, but with veins still flush with hot
Celtic blood, inherited in strong sip-
plies from Scottish ancestry. The nanes
of this book ¥night very well have bien
«“The Lauderdales,” for most of the
characters in the story are called by
this name. .A certain portion of New
York city, so accurately portrayed as to
be instantly recognized by those fanil-
jar with the old landmarks, is the bak-
ground against which this fierce vehan-
ent tribe of Lauderdales and all their
proud, passionate, self-respecting tin
work out their destinies, and love and
hate and qwarrel hotly with one :n-
other. A good deal of space is givento
Katharine Lauderdale, the herofise,
presumably & maiden when the stiay
opens, but in reality secretly marriec a
few months hence to her cousin, Joan
Ralston. Almost every novelist has lis
own pet lamb of a maiden—his own idea
of what consititutes the most charmiig
girl in the world. Somehow or other,
when a heroine in the shape of a maid-
en is wanted we have this same youig
person dished up to us again and agan,
with another frock on it to be suve,
and new hair and possibly a slighfly
different way of expressing her senti-
ments. But the sentiments are always
the same, and so is the young person it
you take the trouble to examine her
closely. No! the fact of the mat-
ter is that every man who writes a
novel has some dear girl’s image, real
or ideal, enshrined in his heart, and
when he tries to give us any other hero-
ine we feel that he is only half-heartel
about it. There is only one faultless,
absolutely flawless, perfectly charming
«“She’” for every man inside his books
or out. As for the women, they usually
take themselves for heroines, from the
Brontes down to “The Duchess.” Mr.
Crawford’s fancy is decidedly ata-
letie, though never heavy. A beautiful
length of limb, and an excessive vital-
ity. which shows itself at the very roots
of their hair, which is always of a de-
cided color—like thelr opinions. It is no
use for Mr. Crawford to inform us that
Katherine Lauderdale has intellect and
a soul. and that Miss Westonhaugh in
«“Mr. Isaacs” is only a beautiful, un-
conscious animal. The flavor of the per-
sonality is the same. They might be
sisters, off the same plece of goods, only
one is cut on the blas and the other on
the straight, 1f you like.

"MORE LAW THREATENED.

An Attempt May Be Made to Fight ﬁ',
Municipal Elections Over Again ~-The
Taxpayers Can Judge of the
Motives.

Some people in this city seem inclined
to break through the rule that has
generally prevailed after a municipal
election. They are disinclined to let
the men transact the city business who
are regarded by the electors as the best
suiting them, and they would fain set
on foot proceedings, by means of tech-
nical objections, to have the municipal
contests, in one or more wards, fought
over again. The most notable instances,
so far, are the threats to have Ald.
MecCallum unseated in No. 6 ward,
and Ald. O’'Meara in No 2 ward. In
the case of Ald. O’'Meara, the attack is
probably to be explained by the fact
that in the council he has proved to be
of an independent turn of mind. Only
the other day, the “Advertiser” is in-
formed, Mr. Douglas, the defeated can-
didate, told Ald. O’Meara that he did
not want to contest the seat—that the
nagging came from others. Thus it is
explained. Legal proceedings are
threatened by the agency of Mr., Essery
in Ald. McCallum’s case, and by the
agency of Mr. Hellmuth in the case of
Ald. O’Meara, but so far no papers have
been served on either of the aldermen
named. It is not supposed that, beyond
putting the taxpayers to expense and
the electors in the wards concerned to
the trouble of again going to the polls,
any material change in the con-
stitution of the City Council of 1895 will
be effected by the threatened actions,
if .hey are finally carried out.

At about 3 p.m, a gang of men
placed a wagon on the track of the Fifth
avenue line at Twenty-first street, and
mobbed the crew of the first car which
arrived. The soldiers rushed to the rescue
at double quick, and the mob scattered.
There were many accidents today, due
to the inexperience of the motormen.
In the police courts today 22 men were
arraigned, charged with stone throwing,
wire cutting, track obstructing, or other-
wize interfering with the trolley roads.
They were all held for trial.

BLACK EYE FOR DEBS,
CHICAGO, Jan. 29.—The defense in the
Debs conspiracy trial received a heavy
blow today in the adverse ruling of
Judge Grosscup. Counsel for the defend-
ants, objected to the admission of evi-
dence as to the overt acts unless it
could be shown that they were done by the
knowledge and under the direction of the
officers and members of the American Rail-
way Union, charged with having hatched
the conspiracy to obstruct the mails,
Judge Grosscup held that evidence counld
be introduced tending to show that the
conspiracy exisied to stop all trains, and
that this would include in its patural,
reasonable and inevitable result the less.
The import of the decision was recognized
instantly.

Important Decision by the British
Privy Council.

Contention of the Manitoba Roman
Catholics Sustained.

The Governor-in-Council Has Power 0
Grant the Remedial Legis-
lation Demanded.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT. -
Lospon, Jan. 29.—In the Manitcba
school case, dealt with by the Privy Coun-
cil, Mr. Edward Blake, M.P., leader of the
Canadian Liberal party irem 1880 to 1891,
and formerly Premier of Ontario, and Mr.
J. J. Ewars, of the Manitoba bar, were
counsel for the appellants; Mr, Cozens
Hardie, Q,C., and Mr. Brady appeared for
the respondent., The decision of the
Privy Counecil!, when announced this morn-
ing, ecreated the greatest interest
among Canadians in London, who, know-
ing the importance of the case, had
been eagerly watching for the result. The
Lord Chancellor’s delivery of the exhaue-
tive judgment of the Manitoba school
appeal lasted nearly an hour. He said their
Lordships were of opinion that the enact-
ment which governs the present case in
the second sub-section of the section 22 of
the Manitoba Act, reading as follows:
“2. An appeal shali be to the Gov-
ernor-General in Council from any
act or decision of the Legisiature
ot the province or of any provincial
authority affecting any right or privilege
of protest of the Roman Catholic minority
of the Queen’s subjects in relation to edu-
cation.” Therefore their Lordships held
that the Roman Catholics’ appeal to the
Governor-General in Council was admiss-
able by virtue of that enactment, inasmuch
as the szhool acts of 1890, abelishing
separate schools, aflected the rights and
the privileges of the Roman Catholic min-
ority within the meaning of the section.
Their Lordships decided further that the
Goveinor-General in Council had power to
make the declarations or remedial orders
asked for in the petitions, and that also
the appeal was well founded. It was mot
for the Privy Council to intimate the
course that may now he pursued, but their
Lordships, declared that eertainly it was
not essential that the statutes repealed by
the act of 1890 musi be re-enacted. All
legitimate ground of complaint would be
removed if the education system were
supplemented by provisions removing the
grievance upon which the appeal was
founded, or in other words, granting func}s
for the support of the separate schools in
the Province. Leading up to the judge-
ment, their Lordships reviewed, at great
length, the circumstances under whick the
act was passed, and also its exact scope.
It was noted that the decisjon ef the coun-
cil in the case of Barret ve, The City of
Winnipegseemed to have given rise to same
misapprehension. Iu 1867, it was pointed
out, the union af the Province of Canada,
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick took
place. Among ube obstacles which had to
be overcome in order to bring about that
uvion, none, perhaps, presented a greater
difficulty than the diterences of opinion
which existed with regard to the question
of education. The existing state ot aflairs
in Canada at Confederation in tlie matter
of school laws was then explained and
the Manitoba school question siiuation
fully discussed. The historieal records
were unearthed and the case most ex-
haustively dealt with, after which the
judgment above given was delivered,

D’ALTON M'CARTHY'S VIEWS,
Toronzo, Jan. 29.—Mr. D’Alton Mec-
Carthy expressed himself as follows teday
in regard to the decision of the Privy
Couneil re Manitoha schools: *‘l can’t
speak definitely on the decision, for I have
not seen the judgment. As to the effect
on the political eituation, however, I will
speak. The result is thatit brings the ques-
tion into the realm of practical politice.
In 1893 the Government ended its responsi-
bility and for a time shirked the question
by asking the courts to decide whether or
not the Governmeut had the’ power to
entertain the complaints of the minority.
It is decided now that the Government has
the power, and * it 'is now a question of
discretion. 1 always held to the belief
that the Government sheuld have
answered the guession firmly and have
decided that under uo ecircumstance
should the Dominion Governmment interfere
with educational matters, The Govern-
ment could not do this, however, for in
1891 —it was just prior to the Dominion
election—it had promised the Catholie
hierarchy that if redress conld be given to
the grievauces constitutionally that it
would be given, Mr. Laurier is in the
same position,

«“The acticn of the Manitoba Govern-
ment did awav with separate schools; and
created not Protestapt but non-sectarian
schoois. - Mr., Laurier says that he:doesn’t
kunow what the law means, but 1f he finds
tnat the minerity has grievances he will
redress them when he comes to power, He
must decide now.
*Why should the Manitoba school gues-
tion be treated difierently from other
schoo! questions by the Dominion Govern-
ment?  The people, I think, believe that
they shou'd WO, and when at the approach-
ing election they have an opportunity of
expressing themselves they will do it, and
with no uncertain voice.”
ARCHBISHOP WALSH.
