St Petersburg, June 25. — Czar 
Nicholas and his family have re­
moved from Tsarskoe-Selo to Peterhof 
for the summer. Most extraordinary 
preparations were made during the 
winter for his visit and everything has 
been done which the wit and Ingenuity 
of men can conceive to secure the 
sefety of the Russian ruler and those 
dear to him. The palace has been 
fitted with a new system of telephones 
in immediate connection with the 
three guardhouses in the park. By 
pressing a button the Czar can alarm 
the 300 men who guard him night and 
day. These buttons are not only in 
every room in the Czar’s suite, but in 
several places in each room.

Czar's Room Lined With Steel.
The Czar's cabinet, where he works, 

lias been lined under the leather and 
wood paneling with sheets of steel. 
And much of the beautiful under­
growth of shrubbery around the palace 
has been cut down so that a view of 
the approaches may be had from the 
windows, and in order that less shelter 
may be afforded to lurkers. Two of 
the guardhouses are new.

His condition Is truly remarkable, 
and while not without a parallel in 
medical history, it is unexcelled for pe­
culiarity In physical characterstics.

Wyatt is now in the employ of the 
Wells Fargo Express Company, run­
ning in its train service between Port­
land and Dunsmuir, Cal. He is twen­
ty-three years old.

Wyatt's strange condition is not the 
result of disease. He has never been 
seriously ill in his life, and his skin 
has been suspectible to this kind of 
marking as long as he can remember. 
He has always been forced to use care 
in dressing, for if he accidentally 
brushed his neck with his finger the 
skin will rise like a scar and remain 
that way for several minutes.

THE “MAIL-ORDER" VOTE.
The water commissioners are about 

to launch their plebiscite, or mail-or­
der vote, as it has been facetiously 
called. The commissioners are in a 
difficult position, and can scarcely be 
censured for trying to unload respon­
sibility, but it la doubtful whether their 
new-fangled expedient will hasten a 
solution of the question. Four propo­
sitions are to be submitted for an in­
formal expression of opinion, but there 
is no assurance that the response will 
be a guide to the board. There are 
probably hundreds of ratepayers who 
will pay no attention to the mail-order 
device, and It may be that no one plan 
will have a preponderating majority. 
The commissioners could drop the plan 
having the lowest number of votes, and 
submit the remaining three to another 
plebiscite. The process could be re­
peated, so that upon the third pleb­
iscite only two schemes would go be­
fore the people. This method would 
furnish entertainment for the citizens 
during the next few months, but it 
would not increase the supply ot water 
In the meantime. We are not told 
what the commissioners purpose do­
ing if no scheme commands more sup­
port than the others combined. The 
mail-order vote suggests a certain 
amount of resourcefulness, and they 
may have another expedient or two to 
fall back upon. They could precipitate 
matters- by resigning and challenging 
the advocates of other schemes to test 
public opinion at the polls, but no one 
looks for such heroic measures. Mean­
while, a million gallons of water daily 
runs to waste, and the board opposes 
the only plan by which this waste can 
be effectually checked.

Ever since 1898, when the radical 
party secured municipal suffrage for 
men without property restrictions, the 
granting of the parliamentary fran- 
chise, on a large installment of it, has 
been foreseen. But of all these coun­
tries, Finland undoubtedly takes first 
place in the matter of placing women 
on a footing of political equality with 
men. For forty-two years Finnish 
widows and spinsters have been al­
lowed to vote at rural elections, and 
for 34 years women who were ratepay­
ers enjoyed the privilege of taking part 
in municipal elections. A further ad­
vance was made in 1889, when women 
became eligible as guardians of the 
poor, and in 1900 they were qualified to 
fill any municipal office. This, as is 
now a matter of history, has led up 
to the Lower House of Parliament, 
where today a score of women hold 
seats.

DEATH BUSY HI THE SHOPS
Houston, Va., June 25. — Between 

stifling sobs and with tears streaming 
from her eyes. Miss Elizabeth Leving, 
who has been a principal in the trial 
of her father, Judge Wm. C. Loving, 
for the murder of Theodore Estes, 
testified here today of her alleged ruin 
by the young man whom her parent 
shot to death.

The recital was probably the most 
dramatic ever heard in a Virginia 
court of justice and rivaled the story 
told by Evelyn Nesbit Thaw. It was 
the same story she said she told her 
father on the morning of the trag­
edy, which culminated in his hunting 
down and slaying the man whom she 
charged with wronging her.

Estes, she said, gave her a drink of 
whisky from a flash he had in his poc­
ket, while they were out buggy rid­
ing on the afternoon prior to his being 
killed. After taking the drink, she de­
clared that she immediately began to 
feel dizzy and her head “spun around," 
as if she had been given some power­
ful drug.

Paris, June 25.—The official text of 
the French-Spanish understanding was 
published today. It declares that each 
government is firmly resolved to main­
tain intact its insular and maritime 
possessions in the Mediterranean and 
Atlantic, and binds each country in 
he event of circumstances arising 

which threaten to modify the status 
quo to consult the other with the view 
of common action." The latter is the 
most important provision, amounting 
practically to a military convention for 
the mutual guarantee of their pos­
sessions.

In a note for transmittal to the 
powers, each country distinctly points 
out that the agreement was made in 
the interest of peace, as the status 
quo cannot be modified without pre­
judicing the vital interests of the 
signatories.

The declarations contained in the 
agreement were exchanged May 16.

Brainard’s style was unique. He 
posed with his left leg thrown across 
the right, and as he delivered the ball 
he would step forward just as his hand 
went back preparatory to the impelling 
swing.

Victoria, B. C., June 25.—A fur trader 
just arrived from Ramport House, Por­
cupine River, Yukon, 450 miles from 
communication, brings news of Capt. 
Micklesen's Arctic expedition.

During April Micklesen arrived at 
Herschel Island and informed the in­
habitants there that the schooner 
Duchess of Bedford had been shut up 
in the ice during the winter. All were 
well on board. Micklesen asked the 
whalers about navigation further north 
and was informed that it was well- 
nigh impossible. He stated his Inten­
tion of making an attempt to return 
to the schooner at the end of April. 
The party were frozen in 150 miles 
northwest of Herschel Island, close to 
land.

Micklesen had intended wintering at 
Minto Inlet, Prince Albert Land, bu' 
plans miscarried.

The schooner left here on May 20, 
1905, with provisions for two and a half 
years.

St. Thomas, June 25. — During the 
past twelve months fifteen persons 
have lost their lives on railways in St. 
Thomas and vicinity. This does not 
include persons killed at railway cross­
ings or on the roads several miles out 
of the city, these being numerous. L. 
E. Switzer, Niagara Falls, N. Y., was 
killed by a locomotive on July 18, 1906, 
Jelome Larogue, an Italian, met a 
similar fate July 29, 1906.

George Hemphill and Arthur Good- 
hue, railway men, were killed in a 
wreck on Aug. 4, 1906. James F. Hind, 
brakeman, was run over by cars, Aug. 

John A. McKay, Toronto 
Junction, and A; M. Wiley, both train 
hands, were killed in a wreck on Aug. 
24. Thomas Penhale, farmer, met 
death at a crossing, Oct. 5. Thomas 
H. L. Stone was killed while super­
intending the clearing.of a wreck on 
Nov. 4. F. J. Brown, brakeman, was 
killed by.a train at Port Stanley. John 
W. Lewis was killed while switching 
in yards, Dec. 4. Augustine Marebello 
was struck and killed by a locomotive 
on March 1, 1907. James Branston, 
conductor, died April 23, from In­
juries received in a wreck. Wm. 
Sclater wandered into the yards while 
intoxicated and was killed June 13. 
Richard Dilts, brakeman, lost his life 
by stepping in front of an engine while 
coupling trains on June 18.
