OUTPUT OF
COAL MORE
THAN USUAL

At That Some Citizens May
Face Shortage This
‘Winter. :

THE FIGURES

’

Nova Scotia Still Leads Can-
adian Provinces in Coal
Production.

‘Whether the average Canadian is
going to have plenty of copl this
winter depends on a variety of things,
but according to the August report
on the coal statistics for Canada is-
sued by the minister of trade and
commerce, the output for the month
was - 1,685,000 shorttons, dn increase
of 60 per cent over the tonnage for
the previous month, and 27 per cent
increase over the average for the
same month in the preceding three
yéars.

The output for the month showed
increases of 489,000 tons in Nova
Scotia, 98,000 tons in Alberta, 3000
tons in British Columbia, and 1,000
tons in Saskatchewan. The cumulative
output from all Canadian mines for
the eight months of 1923 amounted
to 11,376,000 tons, an increase of 22
per cent over the average for the
same period in the last three years.

The total import of coal into
Canada in August, which was 65 per
cent higher than the three-year
average forthe month was 2,746,000
tons, of which 36,000 tons were 488,-
300 tons, anicrease of 40 per cent over
the three-year average for Ausgust.
Exports of Canadian coal in August
showed a decrease of 65 per cent
over the three-year average. The
quantity was 103,500 tons.

Employment figures in the coal
mines are as follows: Total number
of men employed in August, 28,670.

“The monthly production per man was

55 tons and the production per man
per day was 2.3¢ tons. The *eport
says that where there was lost ton-
nage it was due to absence of men
in the eastern provinces and lack of
orders in the west.

The report shows that on the whole
the m33s have beew busier than in
the samie period in any of the last
three years, and that in every way
more work has been done in the
Canadian mines in August of this
year than before.

MILLIONS OF BUSHELS
OF WHEAT ON LAKES

Commissioner Philip Pocock
Urges Notifying Company
of Purchase.

RAPS VACILLATION

States City Council Frequently
Changes Decisions
Overnight.

Philip Pocock, public utilities com-
missioner, and a strong advocate for
the public ownership of London’s
transportation services, urges the cily
to notify the street railway corpora-
tion at once that its franchise
definitely expires in 1925, as the
ﬁeople are going to take over the

ne.

If this were done at once, Com-
missioner Pocock believes, a more
reasonable selling . prica would be
obtained from the street railway
authorities.

“The company would know where
the city stands in the matter,” he
said. “There would be a definite un-
derstanding. Even at this moment
the company has no idea whether the
city intends to take the road over
or not.
anything definite for them to w
on. he council says one thing to-
day and another thing tomorrow.”

Commissioner Potock urges “fair
play” for the company. he city of
London has entered into a solemn
agreement with that corporation by
bylaw 916, and it would be only fair
for the municipality to adhere to the
provisions of that legislation, he says.

“The first move right now would
be to notify the company that we are
going to take the road over in 1925,”
he advised, “then- if no reasonable
price could"be agreed upon between
the two parties before that time, ar-
bitration proceedings should be en-
:ered,lnto. in accordance with the by-
aw.” ;

Commissioner Pocock’s judgment is
that a five years’ extension of the
franchise is by no means desirable
in' the best interests of London.

With the passing of the week, all
chances for a vote of the electors in
Deqember have gone. The city has
until March, 1924, however, to notify
the company that the citizens will
buy the road at the expiration of the
franchise.

But when will the consent of the
people be obtained?

Citizens Urged To Refer Trivial

Owing to the fact that many citi-
zens of London are not familiar with
the functions of the Juvenile court
under Judge Quintin’ Warner, he has
undertaken to explain the plan
whereby the juvenile law-breakers
of the city are dealt with. In a letter
to The Advertiser he sets out plainly
the difference bhetween ' complaints
and court cases, the two most
puzzling features to the layman of
the court.

The letter is as follows:

May I be permitted through the
columns of your paper to give a brief
explanation, which appears to me to
be very necessary, regarding the
functions of the juvenile court, es-
pecially in relation to the distine-
tion between a complaint and a court
case. I feel sure that when people
understand this distinction they will
have a much clearer idea of the value
of this court/of the community,

A complaint, or as we call it an
oeécurrence, is dealt with by the chief
probation officer entirely.. When he
has been notified regarding a cer-
tain child he investigates the whole
matter and settles the difficulty, it
possible, without having it come be-
fore the court., In this case, no offi-
cial record is kept. The only record
is the private memorandum of the
.chief probation officer. He may, if

College Girls Have “Sprouted™
More Than One Inch '
Since 1884.

ALSO " HEAVIER

Athletics and Healthy Sporg
Will Eventually Result in -
Larger Girls, Is Opinion.

College girls are growing, particu=
larly University of Western Ontatio
girls. A member of the faculty who
has been with the university fog
years- says he notices a definite
change in the size and height of co-
eds of modern times over their sisters
of past decades,

This is in line with statistics com=x
piled at Vassar College, the resuits
of which were announced yesterday.
Miss Mabel Newcomer, head of the
economics department of that cul-
lege, compiled them and they showed
that college gifls today are better
developed than their predecessors.

“This is certainly true,” the Uui-
versity of Western Ontario professor
said. “I've noticed it for years. Each
year the girls seem to put on more
weight and grow taller. That’s the
result of exercise and modern trzin-
ing. Anyone who has been with this
university a few years will corrobur-
ate that statement.”

According to figures recently pub-
lished the American college girl has
sprouted an average of one and three-
tenths inches since 1884, She also is
putting om weight, her walst measure- .
ment is Tlarger, and even her |
lung capacity is improved. When
local educators were told of this they
attributed it to the yelling induiged
in by fair students<at college games,

The figures show that from 1884 to
1920 the weight of college girls in-
creased from 123.8 to 125.8. The
waist measurement dropped frcm 25
to 22 from 1884 to 1896, stood still for
ten' years, then gradually increcsed
until it reached 25 once more.

“American measurements are
lower than Canadian measurements,”
an official of the Institute of Pu)lie
Health said. “The girls in Londcn, I
believe, are even better develoned
than those at Vassar, because they
are usually of a better class. No
doubt it is athletics that are 1e-
sponsible.” *

Ducks and geese were an even' '
larger offering than turkeys, and in
these classes of poultry a marked im-
provement in the killing and-preps
aration df the birds can be noticed.

Dressed chickens came forward im.
larger numbers than usual, and the
prices ranged from 25 to 30 cents per
1b., on a weight plus quality basis.

STEADY PROGRESS

Marking the golden jubilee of the
Independent Order of Foresters,
which will be celebrated next year,
the executive council has produced

an interesting souvenir in the form
of a handsomely illustrated brochure,
which tells the story of the growth of
the order from its modest beginning
down to the present time.

The story of the order is a most
interesting one. It shows how,
through the struggles and efforts of
the founders and by the loyalty and
support of the early members, ex-
treme difficulties were overcome and
the order was eventually established
on a firm foundation.

The Independent Order of Forest-
ers was organized in Newark, N.J., on
June 16, 1874. 1Its objects were the
promotion of fraternity, together with
a system of life insurance benefits.
In fact, the desire for life insurance
benefits was the reason fof the break-
ing away from the parent body of the
order. )

Commencing with the system, in
1874, of passing the hat for the
widow, it was not long before reor-
ganization became necessary and
when that interesting personality of
Oronhyatekha became head of the
order in 1881 the membership was
362, and the small body had liabil-
ities to face of $4,000. \
The brochure briefly sets out how
step by step the early mistakes and
actuarial difficulties were overcome;
finally culminating in the act of par-
liament of Canada in 1913 whereby
the order undertook to maintain re-
serves for all its outstanding certifi-
cates. :

The balance sheet, which is pub-
lished in the booklet for 1922, is an
interesting exhibit, which shows the
society with surplus and reserves of
over forty million dollars and in-
surance in force of over one hundred
and fifty million dollars. The society
operates in Canada, United States
and Great Britain, has over three
thousand courts and a membership
of over oneg hundred and sixty-five
thousand..

The fraternal benefits of the order
are brought out, and well-illustrated
pages are devoted to the 1. O. F.
Orphans’ Home at Oakville, Ontario;
the I. O. F. Tubercular Sanatorium at
Lopez Canyon, California, and the
II. O, F. Tubercular Sanatorium at
Rainbaw Lake, N.Y. .

Coolidge Declares F rencl:'n Limi-
tations Would Render -
: Inquiry Futile.

London, Nov. 9.—~Tonight's news
from Washington of the failure of
the negotiations for a reparation
conference, which was evidently
unknown to Premier Baldwin when
he made his speech at the Guild-
hall, will hardly come as a surprise
to British official quarters, al-
though they had hoped that France
would not push her attitude so far
as to endanger the chances of the
proposed conference of experts.

The question will now arise as to
what will follow from the refusal of
the United States to enter a rep-
aration discussion. The general
view is that the next step may be a
formal request by the American
and British governments for pay-
ment of the war debts owed to them
by France as a means of bringing
economic pressure, and so inducing

France to adopt a more moderate
attitude.

Washington, Nov. 9.—France and
.'le United States came definitely to
the parting of the ways today on the
proposal to enlist United States co-
operation toward a solution of the

reparations problem.

Premier Poincare was advised by
Secretary Hughes through Ambas-
sador Jusserand that restrictions in-
sisted upon by France would serve
to “frustrate” the object of the
Washington government in effering
United States co-operation in an ex-
pert reparations inquiry plan.

The state department refused teo
go beyond this point in disclosing the
purport and result of recent conversa-
tions with the ambassador, in which
detailed explanations of the French
attitude were shown. No formal in-
vitatiofi to participate in an expert
inquiry is before the Washington gov-
ernment, and a declination is, there-
fore, not in order.
stances, no invitation from the allied
powers now is expected.

There is no doubt that such an in-
vitation, if presented under the,
French restrictions, would be de-
clined. President Coolidge feels that
the French limitations render the in-
quiry plan useless and futile.

At
Grantham the new citizen is tapped
on the head with the town clerk's
hammer, while Dunstable holds to the
time-honored custom of “bumping”
the new official.

c(’I am desirous of making this dis-
tinction between occurrences or com-
plaints and court cases, because, in
my opinion, certain cases do come to
this court which might very egsily
have been considered as complaints.
This is due only to the lack of a
clear understandinz in regard to the
functions of this court and the staff.
This is what frequently happens
when any one feels a grievance
against a child: The police ‘are
called, the name of the offender taken,
some investigation is made into the
circumstances, the matter is. re-
ported to the police station and_a
summons issued through the juvenile
court. Later it develops that the
matter was really quite a trivial thing
and the one who originally called the
police is not particularly desirous to
press the charge. A summons hav-
ing been issued, however, there is a
court case, when there ought to have
been only an occurrence in the chief
probation officer’s department.
Give Advice.

Now, I am sincerely desirous of
having children dealt with, as far
as possible, not as delinquents be-
fore the court, but as children need-
ing the advice, warging and instruc-
tion whiche the chief probation officer
and myself are at all times prepared
to give. May 1 suggest, therefore,
that unless the matter is really seri-
ous it be reported to the juvenile
court as a complaint, and, if re-
ported to the police department, it
be made clear whether it is to reach
the juvenile court in the form of a
complaint or a formal charge.

Anyone is at liberty to call the
juvenile court in regard to any trou-
ble with children with which we may
have the power to deal and to come
to the juvenile court to lay a f
charge if that seems desirable. Any-
one will see, who thinks over .the
matter, that once having issued a
summons to a child to appear before
the court it is not in the best in-
terests of the court or the child to
try to have the summons withdrawn,
and the court case changed to an
occurrence. It is very much better
to think twice before laying a formal
charge, and to have small matters
dealt with simply as complaints in
the fullest belief that they need not
become court cases. We want the
public to help us to prevent, rather
than create court cases and the chief
probation officer is attached to this
court for that purpose. I feel sure
that, with a fuller knowledge of our
relation to the child life of the city
and county, we shall be able to dem-
onstrate the educational and con-
structive purpose of the court in re-
gard to both occurrences and court
cases,

Hoping that this explanation may
be of some value to the citizens as a
whole and with the many thanks for
your co-operation with us in giving
reliable inforthation resarding our

No Evidence of Blows On
Skull of Skeleton Found
in City.

The supposition that the girl whose
skeletonywas upearthed by workmen
yesterday on Delaware street met
with foul play and was murdered
does not seem reasonable, in view of
the fact that when seen by The Ad-
vertiser the bones were in thelr nor-
mal position and no evidence of any
blow was to be seen on the skull.

Any marks that were found on this
part of the skeleton were caused when
the workmen placed the body back
inythe hole. When a representative
of The Advertiser picked up the skull
there was no mark on it, but some
may have been caused by the way in
which he replaced it, it having fallen
out of his hands. As to signs of wood
on the bone, there were none othér
than particles of the decaying cecdar
which evidently formed the coffin.

In connection with the state of pre-
servation of the socks and the ab-
sence of other clothing, it was point-
ed out that the socks had been pro-
tected by the boots which were in a
fair state. The hair also would be
about the last part of the body to
wither into dust, outside of the bones.

Other skeletons have been found
in the same district, notably when
a_quarry was being excavated some

ago. These also were at no
great depth below the surface.

Training Tables Will Be Sent
Broadcast Over Dominion
by Mail During Winter.

Capt. Cornelius, recently appointed
coach for Canada'ss Olympic team,
in an interview here yesterday, out-
fined some of the novel methods he
intends to introduce in the selection
of the team that will carry the Maple
Leaf emblem at Paris next summer.
The talk was in snatches and be-
tween downs as Hamilton C, I. and
L L.ondon Central C, I. battled in the
first. of théir annual gridiron clashes,
and followed right on the heels of
an announcement earlier in the day
by the Olympic committee that a
training camp would be established
in Montreal for three weeks prior to
embarkation for France. .

A thorough combing of the Domin-
ion’s athletic talent from coast to
coast,
during the winter months, and then
the final and novel touch, the three
weeks of extensive training and trials
before sailing, are a few of the
things that will upset p'recodont in
the selection of Canada’s Olympic

teams.

Upsets Custom.
1t has formerly been the custom to
eliminate by means of provincial
championships, then a hurried final
trials stamped “Dominion,” a rush
up the gangplank, ‘a pleasant sea
voyage, the Olympic competitions,
then home, but never very much in
the way of results.
“I may have 6,000 athletes at the
camp, but I don’t care if I only take
six on the team. And it won't be
six, unless they can show point-
winning possibilities,” emphatically
declared Capt. Cornelius, as he made
a brief running summary of Canada’s
achievements at Olympics in the
past.

“Canada has wusually sent one
world’'s champion to other Olympics,
but what about the rest of the team?
We want men who can take seconds
and thirds, and pile up points.
Capt. Cornelius is sending out a
questionnaire to every athlete in the
Dominion who has proven pos-
sibilities—not necessarily provineial
titles. His training methods at the
Hamilton *C. I, productive of such
results that they brought him into
prominence, and of the unusual
feature of schoolboys being included
on ar™Olympic team, reveal the fact
that Capt. Cornelius believes in card-
indexing and questionnaires-—espe-
cially questionnaires. He has three
combined training tables and ques-
tionnaires prepared. A young ath-
lete starting out is given the first.
If the results aren’t what they should
be he gets the second. And if the
results are still off color, he gets
the third. And if this, along with
checking over of style and faults,
does not produce improvement, the
candidate literally gets the gate.

Considers Diet.

“And is there any diet feature
connected with these tables,” the
coach was asked.

“The kind of diet ideas, that re-
sult from being brought up. in a
family of athletes,”” was the reply
in an accent that indicated porridge
might loom Iarge on all these diet
lists. The process is sufficiently
lengthy, to give the athlete every
chance,

“The stop-watch and the tape-
measure—they’ll choose Canada’s
Olympic téam,” was Capt. Cornelius’
parting remark as he hurried down
the sideline to see why the London
Gold and Purple line were tearing

Owner of Zev Realizes
$399,024 During Season

The Panorama of Baseball

A CRACK NINE AND THE
FIRST GATE MONEY.

The Eckfords, of 1858, might have
passed for sedate members of a min-
strel show. They were organized
June 27, 1865. They were one of four
Brooklyn teams from which was
drawn the picked nine that met the
New York picked nine in the summer
months of 1858 at what was known
as the Fashion ‘Race Course on Long
Island. It was a noteworthy contest,
for here for the first time in the in-
fant history of the game, gate money
was taken in; here the first big crowd
was drawn together and here the
betting evil raised its head.

The picture herewith represents
the Eckfords in the year following
their first match with the Unions of
Morrisania, when the Eckfords won,
with a score !of 22-8 There is no
mistaking the dignity of the umpire
in this picture: in fact, in all early
vietvs of baseball his position is shown
to be supreme.

Note the confident way in which
Frank Pidgeon (in the center), grasps
the ball. He was one of the crack
pitchers of the day. Even the glories
of the curve—which Pidgeon knew
not, though it is thetbasis of modern

pitching—could not dim in the mind
of “Father” Chadwick, the first base-
gall reporter, the glories of Frank

idgeon’s pitching and that of some

of his contemporaries like Tom

Cott. ;

The Eckfords were proud of their
pitcher, Frank Pldgeon, just as all
the oldtime teams had their heroes.
There is no measuring the praise that
used to ring from the lips of the
ancient generation of ball fans at the
mention of Al Spalding, one of the
first National League pitchers, whose
percentages for the years 1872, 1873,
1874 and 1875 were .830, .729, .717 and
899 respectively. Frank Pidgeon of
the Eckfords, of a still earlier period,
was also accounted among the few
great and is often mentioned along-
side of James P. Creighton of the
Brooklyn Excelsiors. * Of a contem-
porary period was Asa Brainard, who
pitched for Wright's famous Red
Stockings of Cincinnati, in 1869, at
a salary of $1,100. The account of
Brainard in a history of baseball in
Cincinnati praises him because “he
delivered a swift, twisting sort of a
ball, and combined a good deal ,of
head work with his physical exer-
tions.” He must have been expeditious
too, for the scribe adds that he spent
little time "contemglating the ball.”

The announcement that London is
40 be again represented by a base-
ball team in the Michigan-Ontario
Baseball League has been the source
of genuine pleasure to the loyal base-
pall fans of this community. After
last year's disastrous season, there
was a great deal of speculation as
to whether or not the London
directors would again venture 4 team
in the league. London cannot afford

city possesses—one which is not al-
ways fully appreciated by the citizens
here.

The directors of the London club
are all businessmen of the highest
standing, men who devote a great
deal of time and effort to the affairs
of the organization, and in sticking
to their guns for another year after
such financial losses, they are show-
ing unbounded confidence in the
citizens of this community. It is
now up to the citizens to justify
this confidence by giving the ball
team every encouragement next
year.

' Money-Maker?

throughout the city that professional
baseball has always been a paying
proposition here. Just yesterday,
while talking to a businessman, I
ventured the remark that London
was fortunate in again being repre-
sented in professional baseball next
year. His reply was to the effect
that he did not think the London
directors had suffered any loss last
year, or they would not be coming
back for more next summer. Just
here I want to state that about ten
days ago I took the trouble to in-
vestigate the interior economy of the
London club, a privilege which, I
believe, is open to anyone interested,
and I had the pleasure of seeing the
financial statements for the last four
years. After seeing these statements,
[ want to go on record as stating
that in spite of the most economical
handling of finances the London club
suffered losses of all that was claim-
ed last year. I was amazed indeed
at the manner in which every copper
of expenditure was supervised, and
yet losses piled up. _

On the formation of the London
Tecumseh Baseball Association about
four years ago the club directors laid
down a policy that everything in
connection with the organization
must be carried out in a strictly
businesslike manner—no underhand
work, everything above board—
playerg must conduct themselves in
a gentlemanly manner at all times
and under all circumstances. To
sum up, their policy was to give
the citizens of this community good,
wholesome amusement at all times.
Under the regime of President Heard
this policy has been rigidly adhered
to, perhaps to the detriment of the
team at certain times. Good players
have been released, not because of
inferior playing, but because they
did not conduct themselves in ac-
cordance with this policy, not only
on the playing field, but at other
times. 1 believe that the London
directors have endeavored at all
times to deal fairly with the fans
here, a striking instance of which
occurred near the conclusion of the
1923 playing season, when the
Muskegon club, which was fighting
hard for the pennant, offered the
London directors a substantial cash
bonus to have a series of three games
transferred from London to Muske-
gon. This bonus wpould have been
a clear profit for the London club,
but the offer was turned down, and
the games played at Tecumseh Park

at a big financial loss, simply because
the London directors did not wish to
break faith with the London fans.
Such a policy as this cannot but
eventually win the hearts of all true
sportsmein. ; g

How a
laborer earning from $12 to $20 a
week can be contented with his mode
of living is one of the marvels of the
age.

and although the industry is on a
gounder footing than it was six months
4Ro in so far as the future is concerned,
there is no indication as yet that there
will be anything more startling than a
sound tightening up on the part of both
producer and consumer for some time
to come,

The following excerpts from the Can-
adian Machinery and Manufacturing
News, of recent date, can be taken as
a fairly complete and comprehensive
Summary of tne steel and building jn-
dustry at the present time:

“Executives in the metal working in-
